The two print-
ing ofiices have been accused of was-
ting an enormous quantity of wator,
wh'ch is absolutely without founda-
tion, and to preveat them fiom wast-
‘ng water our present Town Council
has increased the rates charzed, io
our own particular cas2, 150%. Last
week we had a visit from the Town
Engineer, and after a thorough exam-
ination, that officlal was satisfled
that in so far as the Union Advocate

“|Office was concerned, we were not

wasting water, but simply us'ng the
quantity necessary for operation
purpos?s. The printing offices in
this town are ready, will'ng and an-
xious to do all they possible can, in
tho matter of conserving our present
water supply, but we fal to see how
the Town Council are gong to ac-
hieve this purpose by increasing the
rates of only the - printing offices.
Our Town Council, as do all other
citizens, know full well that there are
places in this towrd that uvse far more
water than they are entit'ed to or
pay for, but nothing is done to pre-
vept them from doing s», their rates
even are not advanced, such as hgs
been done to the print'ng ofices.
Why such discrimination? The two
local papers do more in the way ot
boosting and edvertising our town
than any other agency, and it does
not cost the town cne cent, but never
the-le:s, when the Town Council want
to conserve the water supply, they
boost our rates 150%. Is this fair
treatment? We do not think it is.
The two primting offices are perfec
tly willing and preparel to pay their
proportionate share of the water used
by them but they do object wh2n
they are d¥Mcriminated against. T.e
new method devited by the Town
{ Council is to our WJY o! tbndng,
more of a mone making sch
than it is of a wate‘ conservation
one, and if thig is th2 intention of
the Town Council, we fa‘l to see why
th> water rates of others using water
are not increased proportionately, in
accordance with the increace given
to the printing es ablishments. There
would be some wisdom in this move,
which would be commendab'e, vut
when they raise the rates on only
two use-s of water in order to con-
serve the water supp’y, it is rather
tco weak a theory for the public to
countenance.

The membera of our Town Coinci
do not require to be told by us or
by any one else, as they are quite
well aware of the tact, who it ‘s that
is us'ng 8o much wa er unne:essar
ily, but for som?2 reacon or other their
ra'es _are nct advanged. Play the
game fair and the pr'nting ofices
will not protest. N9w that the Town
Council have invented an ertirely
new method of comserving water, it
is their duty to use all alike. We
wonder if they will do it? We will
await and see.

We are satisfied that if they do, a
considerable increase in money will
be received, but very Ilittle water
will be conserved.

-The green food consists of roots,
mangels perferred, or eprouted oats.
Chopped clover is sometimes steam-
ed and mixéed with the mash.

The mash mixtures ig equal parts,
corn, bran, and middlings, oné balf
part gluten ard one half part fine
beef scrap or blood flour. For old
hens, e'ther the percentage of bran
is increased in the mash or the hop-
por is kept closed except at certain

times of the dlﬂ.

Our
language and our literature are full
of phrases that express it. The des
tructiveness of the poisonous snake
has been known from a time beyond
the gray dawn of history. Perhaps
gome dim intuiton of the destructive
ness of the rat, too, may have filter-
ed down through the ages and, being
associated with his secret and fifthy
ways, his scavenger life and ghoulish
chraacter, may have neiped to fix his
place in the minds of men; but it is
cnly of late years that sclence has
preved the case against him.

The ecomnomic- loss owing to rats
no one can reckon, for there are no
accurate etatistics; but investigations
among the older cities of the At
lantic seaboard show that it is in
very close ratio to the population. It
we figure, as the Bioglogical Survey
figures, that every rat destroys at
least two dollars’ worth of property
a year, the bill for the whole country
is two hundred milliop dollars. That
does not include the cost of traps,
of poison, of maintaining cats, or any
other item of the expense of combat-
Ing the evil; nor does it cover the
cost of the work of the Public Health
Service, through which glone the
plague is kept out of New York, Bos-
ton, San Frans's o, Seatt's, Howall,
New Orleans and Porto Rico.

As with so many other evils, the
remedy is preventive rather than
curative. Buildings must be so con-
structed as to be rat-proof, which is
not at all difficult: and then streets,
neighborhoods and communities must
be rid of rats and kept free of them
by cooperative work under intelll-
gent and ample authority. One half
the money that now goes to feed and
fight rats would do « in a few years.

There are many methods E'n-q, )
saisfactory resul's, What suits one
feeder may not suit another, so that
it is necessary for individual pouiltry
keepers to decide for themsslves
just what system of feeding they will
adopt. It will be fcund that the best
results are obtathed where a’certain
amount of the griwn fed is grounl.
This may be fed either as a moist
mash or dry in hoppers according to
the personal of the feeder.

‘The Hopper System

For some years the feeling of a
dry ‘mash In hoppe:rs has been very
popular, especially on large plans
where labeur has to  be considered.
This system has some advantage and
some d antages, but the former
greatly overbalance the latter.

The principal disadvauntage is the
waste of feed by the scattering of
it out of the hoppers. This can be
largely avoided by the use of proper-
ly constructed hoppers or by the
closing of the hoppers except at cer-
tain regu'ar . periois.

'l‘he family ot viols is generaly
compidered to be varous sized in-
struments played with the bow, by
drawing %t across the strings . and
cauding them o vibrate thus pro-
ducing the sound.

The most ancient viol on record is
the Ra on,- an ancient Hindoo
instrument suprosed .to have in
vented about 5000 years B. C. The
sounding box resembles the bowl of
a pipe and the long neck into which
two pegs are inserted in the stem: It
has but two- gut strings and is
played ‘with a bow of hair and bam-
boo. The instrument. is s{ill used
among the Chinese and ot -er Budd-
hist peogle.

An instrument of that type that
we do know more xoout is the Rebec.

torically as appear in Europe in
the e'ghth cemtury. I has a pear
shaped body tefminating in a slender
neék, sl:o havirg three strings and
from the rebec we aave the viol.

The chest of viols-is a huze case
with a family of viols in, compris-
ing' two trebles, two tenors and two
basses.

Bordone, also having six s'r’ngs
but below the neck lay sixteen metal
strings which were plucked with the
left hand.

Many instrumen-s of the viol fam-
fly have been added irom time to
time, but wera short lived.

The Viola Bastarda was an fastru-
ment a little smallér than the bass
viol. This instrument fell into dis-
use about the seventeenth century.

Bracio, was arotter instrument

Viola da Gamba mentioned above
was ca'led the leg vicl. Owing to the
size of the imsiroment it was held
betweéen the kn2es wh:n piayed. It
is now obsolete.

An in:trument czlled Biola Fom-
poso was a five suing viol and
measurel fcur feet in lea_th, said to
be inventad Ly J. 8.
