The winter steamers are now 
both on the Georgetown-Pictou 
route. Yesterday afternoon a 
big snow storm raged at Pictou 
and Captain Finlayson wired 
Mr Lord, Agent of the Marine 
Department at Charlottetown, that 
the Minto. with the Tariff Com­
missioners on board, would leave 
for Georgetown, instead of Char­
lottetown, as soon as it would 
clear sufficiently. This he did, 
arriving at Georgetown at an 
early hour this morning. The 
Stanley left Summerside at the 
usual hour yesterday morning and 
reached Tormentine all right. 
From there Captain Brown wired 
the Agent of the Marine Depart­
ment that the Summerside-Tor- 
mentine route was finished for the 
season, and he started his steamer 
for Georgetown. The mail special 
left here for Georgetown at 9 
o’clock last night, and will con­
tinue this service as long as the 
steamers cross between George­
town and Pictou.

The Tariff Commissioners, 
Hon. Messrs. Fielding, PateTsOff 
and Brodeur, and their attaches 
arrived here at 7.30 this morning 
from Georgetown by special train. 
They came from Pictou on board 
the Minto which left there at 
8 o’clock last night. After being 
in the Straits most of the night, 
the Steamer reached Georgetown 
at an early hour this morning, 
where the Commissioners and 
their attendants started for Char­
lottetown by special train as 
above stated. The Commissioners 
are holding a meeting to-day in the 
Legislative Chamber, and taking 
evidence to tariff matters. They 
will leave again to night for 
Georgetown and cross to the 
mainland to-morrow, to continue 
their enquiries in New Bruns­
wick and Nova Scotia until the 
23rd, when they will be at Hali­
fax to meet the body of the late 
Hon, Mr. Prefontaine and accom­
pany it thence to Montreal.

New Lighten Canadian 
Confederation.

Letter From Mr. 
fontaine.

The Dominion Public Accounts 
for 1905 show that the Federal 
Government collected a revenue 
during the year jnst closed, of 
$71,182,772. The expenditure on 
consolidated, account was $63.- 
319,682, and the expenditure on 
capital account amounted to 
$15,484,455. This makes a total 
expenditure for the year of $78,- 
804,137, and adds $7,621,365 to 
the public debt. Friends of the 
Government desire to show that, 
as between the revenue and ex­
penditure on consolidated account, 
there has been a surplus on the 
year’s financial transactions. But 
when over seven million dollars 
are added to the debt of the 
Dominion in one year, the finan­
cial transactions of that year 
show, not a surplus, buta deficit 
equal to the amount added to the 
debt. As we bave shown above, 
the whole expenditure for the 
year 19C5 exceeded the total 
revenue ,by $7,621,365 ; conse­
quently there was a deficit of 
that much and that amount was 
added to Canada’s debt. In mak­
ing up this capital account, the 
Finance Minister seems to have 
recourse to tricks somewhat in 
line with the subterfuges of our

Sir Charles Tapper writes from 
British Columbia, the following 
letter to the Editor of the Toronto 
mail and Empire ;

Sir—As I notice some import 
ant errors in a leading article on 
Confederation, will you allow me 
to give you a brief resume of some 
of the facts connected with that 
important measure ?
PROPOSAL FOR CONFEDER- 

ATION.
In the autumn of 1860 I was 

invited to open the Mechanics’ 
Institute at St. John, N. B. I de 
livered an addressed on The Poli- 
tjest Oen3itl5troT"Bfîiftih North 
America. After reviewing the 
present condition of the various 
provinces, I proposed a federal 
union as the best means of provid­
ing intercommunication by rail, 
free commercial intercourse, ele­
vating their status, increasing 
their strength, importance and de 
velopment, leading to the acquisi­
tion of the great Rupert’s Land 
lying between Canada and the 
Rocky Mountains. The Hon. Sir 
Leonard Tilley, the premier of 
New Brunswick, and Hon John 
Gray, the leader of the opposion 
were present and warmly support­
ed my view. The next evening 
I made a speech at Portland, op­
posite St. John, advocating a legis­
lative union of Nova Scotia, New 
Brunswick ad Prince Edward Is­
land, as a preliminary to the larger 
union. My lecture attracted much 
attention in the press, and in the 
legislature of Nova Scotia, in 1861, 
Hon. Mr. Howe, the leader of the 
government, introduced the fol­
lowing resolution in favor of 
union, which was seconded by 
myself and passed unanimously :

“ Whereas, the subject of the 
union of the North American pro­
vinces, or of the maritime pro- 1 
vinces of British America, has 
been from time to time mooted 
and discussed in all the provinces ; 
and, whereas, while many advant­
ages may be secured by such a 
union, either of all the provinces 
or a portion of them, many and 
serious obstacles are presented, 
which can only be overcome by 
mutual consultation of ths lead­
ing men of the colonies, and by 
free communication with the im­
perial government. Therefore, re­
solved, that his excellency the 
lieutenant-governor, be respectful­
ly requested to put himself in 
communication with his grace the 
colonial secretary, and his excell­
ency the governor general, and 
the lieutenant governors of the 
other North American provinces, 
in order to ascertain the policy of 
Her Majesty's government, and 
the opinions of the other colonies, 
with a view to an enlightened 
consideration of a qnestson, in­
volving the highest interests, and 
upon which the public mind in all 
the provinces ought to be set at 
rest"
ACTION OF THE PROVINCES.

In 1863 the Hon. D’Arcy Mc­
Gee, an eloquent Irish Catholic 
member of the government of 
Canada, having consented to de­
liver a lecture in Halifax on the 
British North American provinces,

introduction of an identical re­
solution in each of their legisla­
tures. In moving this resolution 
I expressed the hope that at no 
distant day a federal union of all 
the British North American pro­
vinces would be accomplished. 
After discussion the resolution 
was carried without a dissentient 
voice. The house was prorogued 
on May 10th, and shortly after­
wards Hon. Mr. Johnston was ap­
pointed judge in equity, and I 
succeeded him as premier.
THE CANADIAN SITUATION.

The legislatures of New Bruns­
wick and Prince Edward Island 
passed the same resolution in 
favor of union as we had carried 
ipsissima verba, and it was arrang­
ed that the delegates representing 
the three provinces should meet 
at Charlottetown on Sept, 1st' 
After we had announced onr 
policy on the question of union 
in the governor's speech opening 
the legislature, a deadlock having 
sccurred in Canada, where neither 
party could obtain a working 
majority, a coalition government 
was formed on the basis of a fed­
eral union of all the British 
North American provinces, or if 
that were found impracticable the 
dissolution of the legislative union 
that existed, and the substitution 
of a federal union between upper 
and lower Canada. Lord Monck 
sent despatches to the governors 
-of Nova Scotia, New Bruoswick 
and Prince Edward Island asking 
admission to the proposed confer­
ence at Charlottetown for mem­
bers of the Canadian government 
to enable them to submit their 
views on the union of all the
provinces.

The question of anion hiving thng 
become a subject of public diecaision, 
Smdford Fleming, who wis then en­
gaged in tbe survey of the I. C. R., and 
who had aleo been appointed chief 
railway engineer in Nova Scotia, tak­
ing a warm interest in the propoeed 
union of all the provinces, suggested to 
me the desirability of bringing abont 
a visit of a number of leading people 
from Canada to New Brnnawick and 
Nova Scotia. I concurred cordially, 
and mainly through his instrumental­
ity this was arranged, and reception 
committees formed in St, John and 
Halifax. The Hon. T. D’Arcy Magee, 
a very eloquent Irish Catholic, and 
member of the government of Canada, 
wrote me the following letter :

MONTREAL, July 23, ’64. 
My Dear Tupper :

From 60 to 80 members of both houses 
will be at SL John on the 2nd or 3rd 
(prox.) and remain till the following 
Monday, when they intend to visit 
yonr good city. Can yon send over 
some one or two of yonr committee to 
arrange details? Will tbe Yacht Club 
show these inlanders Sambro Head?

Hon. Chae. Tupper.
This was done. Hon. T. D. McGee 

and a large number of ladies and gen­
tlemen came, and were hospitably en­
tertained. On this occasion, at the 
banqnet given to the Canadian visi­
tors, I took the opportunity ol observ­
ing that as the government of Can­
ada had been constructed on the basis 
of trying to procure a confederation of 
all the provinces, I hoped we might 
see tbe maritime anion merged in the 
larger scheme. Mr. Howe followed, 
declaring it waa the dream of hie life.

HON. JOSEPH HOWE.
When the delegatee to the anion con­

ference at Charlottetown were to be 
selected, I wrote to Mr. Howe aa fol­
lows :

' HALIFAX, Ang. 16, 1864.
My Dear Sir :

I have the pleasure of informing yon 
that yonr name has been this morning 
submitted by the executive council to 
hie excellency the lieuteoent governor 
as one of the delegatee to the confer 
ence upon the union of the maritime 
province», and I am instructed by his 
excellency to inquire If yon will accept 
that office and attend the meeting of 
delegatee at Charlottetown on tbe let 
of September.

conference received the members of the 
Cansdlan cabinet, on behalf of whom 
Hon. J. A. McDonald explained at 
length the views of the Canadian gov 
ernment in favor of a confederation of 
all the British North American colonies, 
and the means by which they propoeed 
to obviate the difficulties which would 
attend snch union. After forther dis­
cussion the conference adjourned to 
meet at 10 o’clock on Monday next, 
with the understanding that they 
would in future meet at 10 every day 
and adjourn at 3 p. m. Monday, 5tb 
Sept.—Conference met at 10 o’clock 
a. m., all the delegates present. Mem- 
here of Canadian government also 
present. Discussion on confederation 
of provinces continued by Canadian 
deputation until 3 o’clock p. m., when 
conference adjourned until 11 o’clock 
a. m., Tuesday. Tuesday, 6th Sept.— 
Conference met at 11 a. m. Delegates 
all present. Members of Canadian 
deputation also present. Discussion 
on federation resumed by them and 
continued until 3 p. m., when con­
ference adjourned until 10 o’clock a. m. 
Wedneeday. Ou Monday at 10 a. m. 
it was announced by the* Hon. J. A. 
McDonald that the Canadian govern- 
mext would advise his excellency the 
governor general, to invite a delegation 
from the provinces of Nova Scotia and 
New Brunswick and Prince Edward 
Island and Newfoundland to meet at 
Quebec on Monday, the 10 th of October, 
to consider officially a proposal to unite 
the British North American provinces 
in one confederation.

CONCLUDING NEGOTIATIONS.
On the 10th October, 1864, the repre­

sentatives of both parties of the gov­
ernments ef Nova Scotia, New Bruns­
wick, Prince Edward Ialand and New­
foundland, met the members of the 
government of Canada at Quebec, and 
after full deliberation agreed upon tbe 
resolutions which firm the basis of the 
Imperial Act of Union. Those resolu­
tions were adopted by the parliament 
of Canada in March, 1865 The legis­
lature of New Brnnawick having been 
dissolved, a large majority was return, 
ed opposed to the proposed union. 
Nova Scotia did not, therefore, take 
action until it was evident that the 
public mind in New Brunswick had 
changed. In 1866 a resolution was car­
ried in the legislat ares of Nova Scotia 
and New Brunswick authorising a con­
ference in London of the delegatee 
from Canada, Nova Scotia and New 
Brunswick to arrange tbe terms of 
anion, which conference took place at 
tbe Westminster Palace Hotel in 1866 
when the terms of anion were ulti­
mately agreed upon, and embodied in 
an imperial act, which took effect on 
the first day of July, 1867.

nothing of paying interest on capital 
invested or providing money for im­
provements. The matter is one that 
must be faced. In the meantime the 
provinces have always been pretty well 
treated and still expect even excep 
tional treatment, but there is quite 
too much of the good thing to be al 
lowed go on forever. The Herald 
has given credit to the Minister and 
new Deputy Minister for their efforts 
but adds : “ If they cannot succeed in 
this final effort, the Maritime Pro- 
vinces will have to face very shortly 
some other method ol making the 
railway sustaining.”

Great Britain, Japan 
and France.

It seems likely that France will ere 
long be admitted to the partnership 
that now exists between Great Britian 
and Japan for the preservation of 
peace in the East. The proposal is 
being strongly advocated in Japan. 
Why France should join the alliance 
is thus set forth by Mr. Takegoshi, a 
prominent Japanese politician :— 
“France has cause to fear German 
influence in Southern China. Not 
satisfied with Shantung, Germany re­
cently attempted to send war ships to 
Tung-ting under cunning pretence 
and to have the Yang-tee-kiang un­
der her control, although Germany’s 
demand was refused by tbe Chinese 
government, thanks to the combined 
protests of England and Japan. In 
many other instances her ambition 
to obtain supremacy in Southern 
China is too conspicuous. She is al 
so striving to be master of the Pacific 
Islands by seeking to obtain a lease 
of tbe Caroline Islands from Spain 
and using it as a naval bise. More 
over, she is attempting to buy the 
Island of Java from the Dutch govern 
ment. If these plans are executed, 
no fleet in war time belonging to 
France will be allowed to enter the 
Pacific ocean.” Mr. Takegoshi goes 
on to say that France by her diplo 
malic failures, has lost much of her 
influence in tbe east. On the con. 
trary Germany has gained, and if 
France is to make a second India of 
her possessions in Southern China 
she must join hands with England 
and Japan and stand up against Ger­
many's high handed policy. Now is 
a critical moment and France must 
not for her own sake hesitate even for 
an instant. On account of his prom 
ioence the statements of Mr. Take- 
goshi are attracting great attention, 
especially in Germany, which will 
obviously be the chief opponent of 
such a scheme.

Mr. Prefontaine’s 
Remains.

The Montreal Star’s London cor­
respondent cables on the qtb, as fol­
lows:—The admiralty is showing the 
usmost desire to pay respect to tbe 
memory of tbe late Hon. Raymond 
Prefontaine. Arrangements are now 
being made for a funeral service in 
London on the day the body of the 
deceased minister is buried in Mint 
real. Hon. Rodolphe Lemieux, as 
Canada's representative in connection 
with the arrangements now proceed­
ing far tbe conveyance ol the b'dy by 
H. M. S. Dominion, has been granted 
permission to accompany the body by 
the admiralty. A Canadian Associat­
ed Press despatch of the same da e 
says : According tn the present a-— 
rangements the battleship D iramnn 
will leave Chatham on Wednesdar, 
next so as to allow her ample time to 
reich Cherbourg on Friday morning. 
A special train will convey the re­
mains of the late Mr. Prefontaine 
to Cherbourg, where, on its arrival, a 
detatchmeot of marine and deta ch- 
cnent of sailors will meet the train. 
The battleships in the harbor will, it 
is thought, make a demonitration rf 
sympathy. Rudolpbe Lemieux will 
return to Canada on the battleship. 
A firm in L >ndon has been entrusied 
with tbe preparation of the mourning 
decorations of the battleship and the 
erection of a mortuary on board. The 
Dominion will likely arrive in Halifax, 
on January jjod-

To readers of Irish history there 
is no more interesting personage 
than Father Matbew, the Apostle of 
Temperance. From the first bie 
mission was a success, and the fame 
of his doings at home induced bisb 
ops, priests and philanthropists to 
urge him to visit England, Scotland 
and America. In the former coun­
try be administered the pledge to 
600,000 persons. In Scotland his 
mission was as successful, and then 
camo his visit to the United States.

Father Mathew’s embarrassments 
were set at rest for a time by the 
results of a public subscription, but 
from this time the amazing success 
which had attended the cause from 
its inauguration began to flag. 
Father Mathew, unwilling to run 
the risk of renewed debt, felt con­
strained to curtail grants to bands, 
temperance halls, and before very 
long the terrible famine of ’46 laid 
Ireland waste, and his energies were 
drawn away from his immediate 
mission, and absorbed in helping the 
people in the awful straggle with 
starvation and fever, in which thou­
sands, nay, even millions, were 
worsted.

These dai k and terrible days when 
“ the hunger" was rampant over tht 
land and famished hnmun creature- 
perished for food all over Ireland, 
are heart-rending even to lead about, 
and shall not be touched upon here 
except in relation lo how they affect­
ed Father Mathew’s mission. With 
his unbounded love and sympathy 
for the paopV, it van readily be im- 
ag:nod Low with oven more than bis 
wonted energy ho gave bimstlf up It 
the task of alleviating the awfol mis­
ery around him. He was foremost 
in every organization for helping hie 
stricken fellow-countrymen, and by 
his foresight, public-mindedoees, and 
power of working harmoniously for 
the common good wii h men of differ­
ent politics and creeds, was able, no-, 
alusl to arrest the famine, hat to 
save thousands from the terrible fate 
which mmteed them, „

And now began the high vide of 
emigration which has since flowed 
from Inland to America. Queens­
town was the usual point ol depart­
ure, and to see these heart-broken 
emigrants off, administer to them 
the pledge, oom’ort them with such 
cheerful words aa b:s heart promp.ed 
even in those oheer’e-.e days, became 
a recogniz 'd duty of Father Mathew, 
whom trouble and loll had now turn­
ed into a broken old man, gray- 
haired and feeble, though, counting 
by years, he was still in the prime 
cf life.

Father Mathew’s name being so 
well known at home and abroad 
canned him to bo chosen as agent fog 
dispensing the charity of many Am­
ène a- s ar.d other» who »ent food to 
alleviate the horrors of the famine, 
and in Inland oteroame the pre­

judice of the starving people egaiost 
the “yellow male," which appeared 
so unpalatable to them. Even in the 
midst of the desolation of the famine 
Father Mathew’s loving heart found 
consolation in contemplating the 
wonderful generosity of these starv­
ing poor, ever ready as long as any­
thing lasted to share their soantieet 
allowance of food with eaeh other.

In 1^47 Father Mathew, in con­
sideration of hie great public ser­
vices, was granted a pension of 
£300 a year out of the Queen’s Civil 
List, which money went the same 
road as all other which found its way 
into bis bands, for he was but the 
almoner of the government, as he 
had been all bis life of whatever 
funds be bad in his keeping. And 
now, in 1848, he paid the Inevitable 
penalty of the overwork and anxiety 
of the long years be bad given to the 
temperance cause, for he was struck 
down with parelyeis. Although be 
made a rally from this serious attack, 
and lived for eight years afterwards, 
be was never the vigorous, sanguine 
man of the early days of the cause. 
The blight of the famine was on that 
great work, and on all that had been 
hopefnl and happy in Ireland, and 
the Apostle of Temperance had the 
heavy grief of seeing his ranks 
thinned by death and desertion.

In 1849, while still suffering from 
the stroke of paralysis of the year 
before, he determined, (very much 
against the desire of hie friends) to 
pay his long promised visit to Am­
erica. His reception here was most 
cordial and enthusiastic ; but though 
he strove manfully te repay the oor 
diality of his new friends with his 
wonted geniality, the effort of seeing 
and talking to countless numbers of 
people was no longer easy to him, 
and the contrast of the joy and pros­
perity of the New World, with the 
gloom and misery of the dear old 
land, where he had recently witness­
ed snob heart-rending scenes of mis­
ery, saddened him. His greatest 
pleasure was in seeing among the 
well-to-do citizens of the cities he 
visited, men and women, to whom 
ho had administered the pledge, in 
Ireland, years before, and whose 
faithful observance of it had secured 
them good positions in the New 
World. To many of them» he was 
able to bring tidings of their kindred, 
for he never forgot a face he had 
known.

In spite of hie shattered health he 
toiled in America, as be had toiled 
at home, and with the like happy 
results. The United States Senate 
gave him a place within the Bar, a 
privilege which bad before only been 
conferred on Lafayette, and the Pre­
sident entertained him at a banquet 
to meet a number of the foremost 
men, all eager to know the Apostle. 
His stay in America lasted two years 
and a half, for he visited twenty-five 
S ates of the Union, and administer 
ed the pledge o half a million of 
people.

On bie return to Ireland Father 
Mathew now grown too invalided to 
be allowed to continue bis mission, 
was induced to take up hie residence 
with bie brother Charles at Lehensgh 
House, near Cork. There, sur­
rounded by the loving care and min 
islratione of hie family, who did all 
that was possible to comfort his laet 
sad years, bo awaited the coming of 
iealb like a man whose life work 
was dune, and who pi-ed f r rest. 
But though he could no longer seek 
out the drunkard, the sick, and the 
suffering, they still knew where to 
find him, and to the very end "those 
who sought him were not sent away 
unsatisfieo. Nay, even after the 
final stroke of paralysis had stilled 
the voice which had pleaded so lov­
ingly and so long, hie dying hand was 
guided to bless and sign with the 
cross the very lest of tbs millions to 
whom he had given the pledge.

He died on December 8tb, 1856, 
in the sixty-sixth year of his age, 
and the forty-second of his ministry, 
and it is surely not too mnoh to ssy 
of him that he was mourned by the 
entire people. Clad in his Fran­
ciscan habit, and with the beauty 
and peace of earlier days come back 
to his dead face, the Apostle lay in 
state in hie own church in Cork, 
where tboee among whom be had 
labored so long could take a laet 
farewell of their beloved father and 
friend. The name and fame of the 
apostolic Theobald Mathew, so justly 
dear to bie own generation, still 
sends a thrill to Irish hearts, and is 
revered and cherished by thousands 
of his countrymen and women who 
never heard hie persuasive voice, nor 
felt the clasp of his helpful and be- 
efioent hand.

“ A Modern Martyr.”
(Sacred Heart Review.)

The interesting Life of Tbeophane 
Venard which was translated from 
the French by Lady Herbert, has 
recently been revised and annotated 
by the Rev. James Anthony Walab, 
director of the Society for the Pro­
pagation of the Faith in the arch­
diocese of Boston. During the past 
two or three years Father Walsh in 
his spare moments has been studying 
the life of this noble and self-sacri­
ficing missionary. He has visited 
once Or twice the birthplace of the 
martyr ; be has had many interest­
ing conversations with Tbeophane’s 
brother, Father Eueebins Venard ; 
he has spent several days at the 
Missions Etrangères, Paris, where 
the youthful priest was trained for 
his apostolic work ; he has collected

number of interesting letters and 
poems which portray the miesionet’s 
indomitable courage and great love 
of God. Thus equipped, Father 
Walsh has edited Lady Herbert's 
English translation, and annotated 
the same from his personal experi­
ence. In the book now before us 
there are fliteen illustrations of more 
than ordinary interest.

.This delightful and inspiring life 
of Tbeophane Venard ought to have 
a large number of readers. It is as 
charming as a good novel. It en­
grosses the attention of the reader 
from the beginning to the end.

This is how Lady Herbert char­
acterizes Tbeophane Venard. He 
“ was no ascetic saint, trembling at 
every manifestation of bumao or 
natural feeling He was eminently 

tender and dutiful son ; a most 
devoted and loving brotner; an 
equally devoted and attached friend. 
Neither did be consider these warm 
affections incompatible with the 
great work to which he had given 
his life. His devotion to his sister, 
whom be calls ‘ part of bis very life,’ 
shines through every page of this 
touching and beau'iful correspond­
ence. She is the first thought of 
his boyish years, she is his last 
thought in death. Yet all the strong 
human love did not prevent his sac­
rificing everything to God ; leaving 
the home he loved so fondly, the 
sister he idolized, the family tie 
which bound him with what others 
might have oonsiderexi iron links— 
everything—in tact, which made I if. 
l’ear—when ti e voice ol the Mastei 
celled him to go forth from his people 
and his country into a strange and 
distant land, to preach His word and 
do Hie work", and rave the souls lor 
whom Hvdicd upon the Gross, This 
is the striking characteristic of the 
life belore us—human love, surpass­
ing all ordinary home affections, 
willingly and joyfully < ffered up un 
the altar ol our Lord lor the salva­
tion of the heathen who knew Him 
not."

The press-wotk and the binding 
of this neat and presmiable volume 
might be improved. Nevertheless 
it is well worth the price, $1.00.

A correspondent of a Parisian 
newspaper has just obtained an 
audience with the Pope, and in the 
interview printed, which seems 
genuine, Pius X , i«_*ported as bay­
ing expressed himself not at all 
anxious regarding the future of the 
Ohurch in France aud to have claimed 
that he entertained not the least 
misgiving as to the future. He also 
stated that the laws recently intro' 
duced againt Church interests in 
France are not approved by the 
people at large, but are the work of 
sectarians who are working for their 
own personal interest and not for 
those of the nation.

“ I know these men, ’’ the Pope is 
reported to have said, “ and I pity 
them. They have no thought of any 
thing but their own individual inter- 
ests."

Pius X., also repeated the state­
ment that the Vatican authorities feel 
that their dealings with the French 
officials have always been conducted 
with the utmost correctness, and that 
the rapture was directly sought by the 
French officials themselves.

“ In Paris itself, ” be continues, 
they knew that the Holy See was 

more than willing to make all the 
concessions in keeping with its dignity 
and with the care it is obliged to 
exercise over the moral interests 
entrusted to its custody. We readily 
admitted the necessity of certain re­
form regarding the religious orders, 
as our own attention had then been 
called to the fact that too many 
French people were asking for author­
ization to establish new religious 
orders. It was not the Vatican, then, 
that sought to increase the number of 
religious orders in France.

“ Many persons in France seem to 
be in a hurry; but I want them to 
know that the Pope is patient, and 
that be does nothing in haste. We 
could not very well improvise a 
modus vivendi between the Qhurch 
and the State. Many things are not 
yet known to the public at large. 
When the proper time comes the 
Pope will speak, and then French 
Catholics will find that the Pope is 
their firm and most useful friend 
At the same time, it is the Pope’s 
wish that French Catholics shall 
attempt nothing that is against the 
law or even outside of it. ”

The correspondent ends the report 
of the Papal interview by the asset 
tion that it is highly improbable that 
the Holy See will take any decision in 
the matter of Frencli conditions before 
the new law is practically adopted and 
in operation, together with the addi­
tional rules which the French officials 
will adopt for working out the pro­
visions contained in the new law. He 
lays that it is the hope of the Pope 
that the French Catholics will organize 
in the manner German Catholics hav 
done.—Western Watchman.
