I really heard a 
pretty good parallel to that the other 
day when a man who was talking to 
pie about the necessity for more care 
in the use of language said, “I don't 
think there is any need for so many 
of those kind of errors.”

It seems to be as difficult to hear 
ourselves as others hear us as to “see 
ourselves as others see us.”

Wherefore it seems to me that an 
occasional conversation like this one 
of ours is an invaluable eye opener— 
or, perhaps I should say, ear-opener.

So why not bring up that question

The New Treaty.
A feeling of relief will be felt 

throughout the English speaking 
world at the modification yesterday of 
the Anglo-Japanese treaty of 1905. 
Much anxiety has prevailed since that 
time owing to the possibility of the ob­
ligations of that treaty involving Great 
Britain in war with the United States, 
and especially was this the case dur­
ing the Japanese trouble in California, 
and no part of the British world would 
have been more exposed to the rigors 
of such a war than Canada and New­
foundland.

After the Chinese-Japanese war. 
and during the time that Russia was 
pursuing an aggressive policy in the 
Far East, a treaty was made between 
Great Britain and Japan. Its date 
was January 30th, 1902. It bad spe­
cial reference to the special interests 
of Great Britain in China and to 
those of Japan in China and Corea. 
Its chief operative articles were two 
and three.. Article II. provided that 
the other should remain neutral 11 
either was engaged in war with one 
power in defence of its own inter­
ests. and should use its efforts to 
prevent other powers from joining in 
hostilities against its ally. Under 
Article III. if one or more other 
powers did so join, then the ally was 
bound to come to its assistance and 
conduct a war in common.

While the treaty was in force, war 
ensued between Japan and Russia, 
and Great Britain abided by its obli­
ge lion. A new treaty was however 
siened on August 12th. 1905. which 
v ,s subject to a special provision 
maintaining the statu quo in regard 
to the hostilities then raging. This 
wrs provided in Article VI.. which 
v as worded as follows :

" Art. VI.—As regards the present 
war between Japan and Russia. Great 
Britain will continue to maintain 
strict neutrality unless some other 
Power or Powers should join in hos­
tilities against Japan, in which case 
Great Britain will come to the assist­
ance of Japan, and will conduct the 
war in common, and make peace in 
mutual agreement with Japan."’

1 he operative force of Article Vi. 
ceased of course on the termination 
of the hostilities in 1906. This left 
the new features of the new treaty in 
full force and effect. One new fea­
ture was the inclusion of India and 
what concerns the Indian frontier as 
within the purview of the treaty. The 
principal change was the elimination 
of neutrality if one ally was at war 
with one or more Powers in regard 
to interests either in the Far East or 
India, and the substitution of armed 
rssistance and. war in common. In 
other words. Japan would call on 
Great Britain for assistance it any 
Power attacked or menaced her in­
terests or territory In the Far East, 
and Great Britain could call upon 
Japan for armed assistance if any 
Power menaced or attacked India or 
its frontier or her other interests in 
the Far East.

Put in another way, if the States 
attacked or menaced Japan in the Far 
East. Great Britain was under obli­
gation to make war on the States.

The new version signed yesterday 
excludes from the purview of the 
treaty any Power which has a treaty 
to substitute arbitration for war with 
either of the allies. As such a treaty 
will in all probability be in full force 
in the immediate future between 
Great Britain and America, the dan­
ger of war collision between the two 
latter will be eliminated. If the Ar­
bitration Treaty falls through, then 
the danger will remain.

Increase in Beer Sales
New York, July 6.—No less than 62,- 

000,000 barrels of beer were sold in 
the United States during the 12 months 
ending June 30 last, or an increase 
over the previous (2 months of 6.21 
per cent, according to the annual re­
port of the beer and whiskey sales 
made public here to-day by the United 
States Brewers’ Association. Not­
withstanding the increase, which the 
report contends indicates that the 
country is prosperous, the spread of 
prohibition has affected the trade con­
siderably. it is declared.

“No doubt a good deal of bottled 
beer is going into the dry territory,” 
the report reads, “but it is not enough 
to offset the loss of the draft beer sa­
loon trade. The beer business is 
mainly a city business, and in good 
times a steady increase may be count­
ed upon.”

The whiskey bill of the United 
States for the year, according to the 
report, is $146,973.000, an increase cl 
nearly $8.000.000, or 5.66 per cent over 
the proceeding 12 months.

Does Not Follow Old Ideas—Children 
Should Not Hun Loose for Three 
Months in the Summer, Suys Rheta 
Chtlde Dorr.

To-day, in Gary, Ind., has been 
evolved one of the most remarkably 
successful educational systems in the 
Public schools thik'country ha's ever 
seen. The problem was to provide 
education for an industrial population 
containing twenty-eight different na­
tionalities. That problem has been 
solved by the methods worked out by 
William A. Wirt, the superintendent 
In an article on these Gary schools in 
the July rfimpton’s entitled "Keeping 
the Children in School,” Rheta Childe 
Dorr, says: —

“The basis of Mr. Writ’s system is 
an intelligent acceptance of the fact 
that times have changed in the past 
generation and that the town and city 
home not only in Gary, but elsewhere, 
can no longer fulfil its original respon­
sibilities toward children. There was 
a time when the moral and general 
training of children could be done 
anywhere else, because at that time, 
the home was an industrial centre. 
The children learned by doing. They 
formed habits which determined their 
whole future lives.

"The old time domestic system of 
rooking, sewing, preserving, manufac 
taring, in the farm or village home, 
was highly educational because it 
formed habits of independent think­
ing, initiative and industry.

“To have learned to know the right 
thing to do,” says Mr. Writ, "is not 
character, but to have formed the 
habit of doing the right thing is char­
acter. When the home lost the oppor­
tunity for the industrial training of 
jts children it also lost its power for 
fficient moral and general character 

training, because these were insepar­
ably linked with the industrial train­
ing.”

’We are too prone to accept a sit­
uation, continue a system, cling to an 
ideal, long after it has served its pur­
pose. Our school system, for exam­
ple, is surrounded with conventional­
ities, the very meaning of which has 
been forgotten. Why do we invariably 
have vacations in summer? Because 
two generations ago, when the Public 
schools were established, the child­
ren’s labor was needed on the farm in 
summer. Why do we dismiss child­
ren from school in the middle of the 
fternoon? They used to need that 

time before supper to ‘do the chores.’
‘In this day and generation, especi­

ally in elites, ft isziJOt -eniy futile, it is 
iminal to allow children to run idle 

during three months of the year. It 
is. to put it mildly, dangerous to turn 
them into the streets from three 
o’clock until dark. This is Mr. Writ’s 
firm conviction, and that is why. in 
Gary, the children are kept in school 
from half-past eight until four and 
five.

"They live in a veritable child 
•vofld, a world in which there is plen- 
y of work to do, but the work is s: 

pleasingly mingled with play and ex­
ercise that no one is ever bored or 
wearied. About three hours each day 
ire devoted to formal work in read­
ing, writing, arithmetic and history. 
About three and a half hours each 
day are given to manuel training, na­
tural science, music, literature and 
iormal gymnasium work. The rest of 
the time is given to free activities in 
he gymnasium, swimming pools and 

in the five acre playground. The 
manual training shops and the'school 
laboratories are open during these 
ree periods, and many of the older 

pupils choose to work in them alone.
