OFFERS?FOR AMERICAN NAVY.
A letter dated April 25th was re­

ceived from the Rev. R. W. Andrews, 
American Episcoal Church Mission­
ary for Japan and now at Baltimore. 
U. S. A., from which we take the fol­
lowing extract:—

"You will be surprised to know I 
have volunteered as Chaplain for the 
Navy. I am not sure they will accept 
me as yet. In this city we have rais­
ed five thousand recruits alone, by the 
volunteer system, which is much too 
slow. The Government hopes to see 
a form of conscription introduced and 
passed by Congress.”

The Rev. Mr. Andrews is a New­
foundlander and has been absent from 
his native land about 23 years, 18 of 
which have been spent as a missionary 
in Japan, where, through his devotion 
and love of duty in the Master’s field 
he has won to the cause of Christ 
thousands ■ of souls. About fifteen 
years ago the reverend gentleman was 
given an appointment in the American 
Navy similar to the one he has now 
offered for, but owing to the ship he 
was attached to being disqualified by 
the American Admiralty, he was forc­
ed to retire. The many friends of Mr. 
Andrews will be pleased to hear from 
him and that he is enjoying good. 
Mr. N. Andrews, superintendent of the 
street car system, is a brother.

THE PARLIAMENT OF THE ALLIES
PAIÙS, To-day.

The results obtained at the recent 
War Council held in Paris were high­
ly satisfactory at all points. The Am­
erican Government has been inform­
ed concerning the discussions, accord­
ing to Jules Cambon, General Secre­
tary of the Ministry of Foreign Af­
fairs. The conference was attended 
by Premier Lloyd George, Admiral 
Jellicoe, Field Marshal Haig and Ma­
jor General Sir William Robertson, 
representing Britain, Rear Admiral 
Sims representing the United States, 
and other military naval leaders. 
More and more it Is becoming evident 
that the future conduct of the war is 
going to depend upon American 
moral and material, 1 military and 
naval forces, which constitute factors 
of the very highest importance, said 
M. Cambon. To-day, owirig to condi­
tions in Russia, activity upon the 
Eastern front may be somewhat slack­
ened by reason of Russia’s inner 
problems, but the action of America 
gives us advantage off-setting what 
we might risk losing on the Eastern 
side. It indicates the growing role 
President Wilson and America are 
called upon to play in the final re­
solution. Referring to the recent 
conference of the Allied nations at 
Paris, M. Cambon said, it is an illus­
tration of what President Wilson call­
ed an association of free democratic 
nations against autocracy. M. Ribot 
suggested that the next meeting of 
the intep-Allied Parliament should be 
held at Petrograd. This would be 
significant, because this is the latest 
centre of democratic action with a 
seat in the Parliament representing 
the Liberal Nations. The Parliament 
of the Allies is destined later to play 
an important role in International 
affairs. Heretofore arbitration has 
heed accepted as the chief means for 
reconciling International difficulties. 
The Arbitration Court at the Hague 
had been set up with that end in view 
but arbitration presupposes conflict. 
It is held that the Parliament of the 
Allied nations will in time formulate 
a means for averting conflicts and 
thus avoid the necessity of having to 
resort to arbitration. In time the ex­
istence of the inter-allied parliment 
may become the means of preventing 
International conflicts and may con­
stitute a permanent union of free na­
tions.

ern Front
(Special Cable to The N. Y. Times.) ; , 
Paris, April 23.—“Three hundred 

I thousand American workmen on the 
French front would give us victory,’' 
declares a military writer inL’Intran- 
sigeant. “It the United States proceed­
ed forthwith to dispatch several hun­
dred thousand troops to the firing line, 
the result would not be in proportion 

] to the sacrifice.
“The new feature of the present 

I war is the preparation of the battle­
ground, which formerly was effected 
in time of peace. Strategic railways, 
fortifications, etc., used to be pivots 
around which military events revol­
ved when war was declared ; but to­
day this is different. Military works 
are destroyed when armies retreat. 
When they advcance it is necessary to 
construct others as quickly as pos­
sible. As soon as the troops halt, dig­
ging and the erection of obstacles be­
gin. When an attack is decided upon, 
the ground must again be prepared, so 
as to enable the simultaneous use of 
the greatest amount of material possi­
ble. Lack of sufficient organization 
entails the failure of the projected 
stroke. Except for certain specialists, 
combatants to-day must organize the 
ground themselves, and necessarily 
the output of their work Is relatively 

| restricted.
"If behind every division or army 

I corps there were a regiment of well- 
equipped, resolute workmen In readi­
ness, new roads, new railways, sites 
for batteries, depots for ammunition, 
food, and so forth would spring up al­
most instantaneously, and the whole 
front would be organized offensively 
In a remarkably short time. Then 
we could take the enemy by surprise. 
Then we could carry on a war of 
manoeuvres by means of interior tines, 
and the Germans would be obliged to 
disperse their reserves, not knowing 
on what points of their front the 

| blow would fall.
“What iq needed is an army of 

I workmen of 300 battalions, and this 
army the United States could give us 
at the beginning of this Summer. Once 
this force had had a taste of trench 
and camp conditions and had learned 
the mechanism of a campaign, besides 
having been under fire, it could be 
sent to instruction camps to com­
plete its military education, so as to 
turn the workmen into fighting units, 
which would be accomplished rapidly 
after the practical experience already 
gained. Meanwhile, a second army of 
American workmen would take their 
places. That (lay the Boches would 
not escape us.”
