The fourth dfeals with the protec­
tion of the reindeer. .

The fifth makes applicable some sec­
tions of the Merchants Shipping Act 
not now in force in this country, and 
makes it obligatory on owners of ves­
sels to have a survey made before the 
ship puts to sea. The Bill is really 
the result of the recommendations in 
the Beverley enquiry.

In reply to a question by Mr. Cur­
rie, the Prime Minister stated the 
Government, was taking up with 
Lloyds the matter of the charge 
against their surveyor here in con­
nection with the Beverley case, and 
that if they took no action, the Gov­
ernment would deal with it.

The Hon. Min. of Finance & Cus­
toms gave notice that on to-morrow 
he would introduce certain resolu­
tions relating to the extension and 
amendment of the Business Profits 
Tax Act 1917.

those in outlying districts should be 
taken up with the Municipal Council.

Legislative Council.
(Yesterday.)

The Council met at 4 p. m.
Several bills which were on the or­

der paper for the last few days and 
passed committee stage Friday last, 
were given their third reading.

The Committee Stage of the Ten­
ant’s Eviction Bill was taken up.

Hon Mr. Gibbs offered several am­
endments, dealing principally with 
the right of tenants and landlords. 
The amendments were of a character 
to protect both, inasmuch as they 
would provide for the landlord who 
owned only one house, and for the 
purchaser of a single house. The 
amendments also provided that the 
bill be in operation for one year from 
May 1st, and that it would only affect 
tenants paying rentals up to $200 a 
year.

Hon. the President suported the 
amendments to the Bill, but thought 
that a select committee should be ap­
pointed with the probability of bring­
ing in a newly constructed Bill that 
would suit all tastes. Since last meet­
ing he had given some study to the 
English Bill, but did not want to delay 
the House in the matter at the pres­
ent time. Sir Patrick told of a couple 
of incidents that had been brought to 
his attention where the rents had 
been raised without cause, and 
thought that if a Bill was framed the 
maximum rental should be fixed at 
$300, and that its application should 
be retrocative to Jany. 1st, 1919. He 
also~~feferred to the hardships that 
clerks and office help who were oblig­
ed to keep up to a certain standard, 
suffered through the increase of 
house rents. A new Bill, reconciling 
the various views, which could be best 
done in Select Committee, was the 
best solution of the problem.

Hon. Mr. Anderson accepted the

proposal of the Hon. the President. 
He wished to say that there were 
many good landlords and many bad 
ones; and many good tenants and 
many bad ones. He regretted that 
there were few wealthy landlords 
who went to the Churches and pray 
Sundays, and went to the “sharks" 
to have their “prey’’ Mondays. He 
was pleased with the solution offered 
by Hon. the President

The Select Committee, who will 
hold their first meeting this afternoon 
and report probably at next meeting 
of the Council, is as follows : Hons.

Their Plain Duty
With the most important 

Municipal measure, in its his­
tory, perhaps, to come before 
the Legislature in the next few 
days. St. John’s is short of re­
presentation in the lower 
chamber, there being but two 
numbers of the people’s parlia­
ment to support the new City 
Charter when it comes up for 
discussion, the other (4) having 
demised or resigned their seats. 
There are however in the House, 
city residents, who are repre- 
sénting other districts, to whom 
the situation must appeal, and it 
is, consequently hoped that they 
will be as much interested in the 
debate on the Bill, of which no­
tice of motion was given yester­
day by the Minister of Militia, 
representing St. John’s West, as 
though they were the sitting 
members for the city.

And not alone in the debate, 
in which it is confidently expect­
ed that they will participate but 
in the passage of the Bill it is 
trusted that their efforts will be 
centred. It is the plain duty of 
St. John’s citizens, representing 
other districts in the House of 
Assembly to vigorously support 
any legislation having for its 
object the improvement of the 
Capital. It is no less the plain 
duty of the outport members to 
add their support to any meas­
ure of this nature, because in 
improving the city of St. John’s, 
there will be created greater 
and better facilities for the nu­
merous outport people who come 
into the city for business and 
other commercial work. Many 
harbor improvements are need­
ed in order that outport ship­
ping either loading or unload­
ing may be expedited, and not 
delayed week after week be­
cause pf the lack of adequate 
wharf and dock accommodation. 
St. John’s has no public wharf 
suitable for the loading or dis­
charge of vessels. That one ad­
dition would of itself be a great 
boon to outport schooner mast­
ers, but these things are by the 
way. Yet they relate closely to 
the interest which outport mem­
bers of the House should take 
in general Municipal affairs.

There will be many advan­
tages possessed .by the City, if 
the new Charter of Incorpora­
tion receives legislative sanc­
tion, not the least of which will 
be, authority to engage in the 
work of erecting houses under

READY TO START.
NEW YORK, May 5.

A score of naval aviators, youths 
In the twenties and-early thirties, yet 
experts in flying, navigation and mo­
tor mechanics, were ready to-night 
for a start soon after daylight to­
morrow in their attempt to drive 
three giannt hydro-airplanes of the 
American Navy across the Atlantic.

For quick building, readymade 
houses can be Imported from America 
and put together In a very short time.

As a precedent for this I would 
point out what was done in 1892 
after the great conflagration, and to­
day we face as unusual a crisis, as we 
did then.

At the request of various of our Re­
turned Fighters and many other citi­
zens, I shall give some opinions upon 
the problem of Housing, which is so 
serious in St. John’s and getting 
worse every day. Houses are wanted 
in quantity in St. John’s at once, and 
in the interests of St. John’s and New­
foundland they must be put up and 
quickly. This is a National question 
and one which appeals to our Nation­
al Pride.

Newfoundland is judged by strang­
ers by its Capital, and as Newfound­
landers we hate to hear some of thqjr 
judgments, for we know that they 
are, qlas, too true. To-day strangers 
$r people out of town coming to St. 
John’s are unable in many cases to 
get Hotel or boarding house accom­

modation, owing to its insufficiency, 
as on account of a lack of houses 
many city people are now boarding. 
Many citizens are wondering if they 
will have to live in tents as they are 
getting ejected from houses which are 
being sold over their heads at prices 
only payable by a Croesus or a near 
relative. It is possible if some of the 
Sealing Steamers are going to lie up 
for the summer that the pressure may 
be eased a little by turning them into 
seaside hotels, as presumably all the 
schooners will be utilised in regular 
marine trade.

Other countries have also their 
Housing Problem to face to-day, but 
they are tackling it on business lines.

Woolworth’s boasts that he had never 
borrowed money in the whole of his 
business career. -The Woolworth Cor­
poration employs a staff of over 25,000 
and in the United States and Canada 
alone has an annual turnover of more 
than 13 million pounds.—News of the 
World.

The Rhodes Scholarships.
---------------------------------------- \

The Rhodes Trustees announce that the election 
of scholars will be resumed this year, when there will 
be an election for two candidates to fill up the scholar­
ships for 1918 and 1919.

Next year the Trust again proposes to choose two 
candidates for 1920 and 1921, after which the annual 
elections will resume their normal course.

Candidates must be British subjects and unmar­
ried. They must have passed their nineteenth birth­
day but must not have passed their ,25th birthday, on 
the first of October of the year for which they are 
elected.

Candidates must have had two years of training 
at some degree-granting University or College, or a 
course of study accepted by the Trustees as an equiva­
lent. *

The Trust is very anxious, other things being equal, 
to give first consideration to men who have showed 
their patriotism by going on active service.

Amongst those applying there may be some who 
have not been able, on account of service, to get the 
two years of university life required by the regula­
tions. Oxford has arranged to excuse such men from 
Responsions, and the Trust thinks that they should be 
allowed to compete.

On the other hand the local committee has been 
strongly urged not to select anyone who by the want 
of preparatory training is not fairly prepared to get 
good results from a course at Oxford.

Men who have not been on service will be expected 
to meet the University requirements.

The Scholar elected for 1918 will be expected to go 
into residence not later than January 1920, The one 
elected for 1919 will take up work in Oxford in Octo­
ber 1920.

Applications for the 1918 scholarship to be accom­
panied by ten copies of certificates and testimonials 
should be made to the undersigned not later than 
July 1st of this year.

The candidate for 1918 will be eligible if he were 
not more than 25 years of age on October 1st, 1917.

The date for receiving applications for the, 1919 
scholarship will be announced later.
