The cession of, the port of
Fiume to Jugo Slavia by the
Peace Conference, caused  con-
siderable opposition in Italy,
and not even the efforts of the
Italian Minister of Foreign Af-
fairs, Signor Tittoni, were suffi-
cient to ealm the excitement or
relieve the tenseness prevailing
throughout the whole of the
kingdom, the people having re-
garded the giving away of a
harbor, hitherto regarded as
their one big outlet on the
Adriatic, as a clear and deliber-
ate steal. So high did the popu-
lar sentiment against this ar-
rangement run, that Gabrielle
D’Annunzio, the Italian poet-
aviator, and idol of the popu-
lace, was enabled with the as-
sistance of certain kindred
- gpirits and several thousand
troops of the regular army, to
make a sudden and audacious
march upon Fiume, entering the
city, in spite of remonstrances
and opposition by the authori-
ties, and holding it in the name
of Italy, putting it in a fit state
to resist attack, either by the
Italian Government or that of
Jugo Slavia.

The populace undoubt-
edly was wholly in favor of
D’Annunzio and bitterly oppos-
ed to Fiume passing from Ital-
ian hands.

In the meantime D’Annunzio
made a statement that a con-
dition of war existed between
himself and Jugo Slavia, and
later on, his troops made a
triumphant occupation of Zara,
capital of Dalmatia, and since
then the army of Fiume has
been wandering up and dewn
the Dalmatian coast, unoppos-
ed, entering minor towns here
and there, with the Italian Gov-
ernment practically helpless,
and Jugo Slavia afraid to take
the war plunge, because it is
thought by that country that
Italian public sentiment is
backing D’Annunzio. And it is
to a great extent, Italy’s diffi-
culty being exactly because of
the popular feeling that Fiume
should be preserved to Italy.
“But,” to quote the New York
Times, “if D’Annunzio is allow-

T\'v ar Office Blunder.

(From the Toronto Globe,)

It’s a dull day that does not contain
at least one disclosure of how the
British War Office does things better
left undone, or the contrary. Capa-
city for surprisé from that quarter
had almost been lost, but a new re-
velation has shocked the Empire and
many other sections of the world into
a state of almost speechless indigna-
tion. It appears that the Solons who
Neside over His Majesty’s armies ac-
tually proposed that the kilt should
have no place in the new uniforms
for peace service! It's a wonder the
proposition wasn’t accompanied .by a
circular suggesting that the Scotch
accent be barred with the kilts, and
that all regiments from North of the
Tweed be named after flowers, so as
to inculcate the love of beauty, the
spirit of peace, and the fairness of
allowing a reasonable proportion of
Englishmen to occupy the best posi-
tions in the Empire. One cannot find
words to comment fittingly upon the
lack of imagination or anything else
in the brain space of officials who
would do away with the kilts. Poets
and other writers would be deprived
at one fell stroke of opportunities for
glowing and picturesque descriptions
of Highlanders on the march or in ac-
tion. Few authors can write good
poetry or impelling prose about trous-
ers. Those garments do not Ilend
themselves to that kind of treatment.
And what about the feeling of the
soldiers themselves? No matter how
gnarled his knees, how far asunder
or near together nature has placed
them, how little of beauty they may
have, or how cold they may be on
occasion, there's not a man-of the
Scots regiments who wouldnt’ wear
his kilts at any time, in any place,
in preference to the bifurcated gar-
ment affected by other males who
have never known the joys of any-
thing in that shape of a kilt since the
days of their helpless infancy. To
the ordinary observer it might appear
that the War Office would have all it
could worry about at this time, in
view of conditions in Europe and
elsewhere, without provoking a rebel-
lion in Scotland, assisted by every
place in the world to its remotest cor-

ners, for there are Scotsmen in all of |

the idea of banishing the kilt from the
British army, perhaps in the hope of
saving cloth, and who were compelled
by public opinion to drop the plan,
should never again be granted the
blessed compensation of hearing bag-
pipe music, Only by the imposition
of some such drastic punishment will
the enormity of their offence be im-
pressed upon them, and their fate
stand as a warning to others.

Buoyancy of the Air.

Temperature Has a Great Deal to do
With Buoyaney of an Airship.

Weather observations are even
more important to an airship than to
water-borne craft. Temperature has
a great deal to do with the buoyancy
of an airship. Here, however, we be-
hold a pardox; for the officer, prior
to a flight, carefully shades his ther-
mometer from the rays of the sun be-
fore reading it, although his airship
is going to be exposed to full sun-
shine.

It is the same paradox that gives
rise to indignation in the average
citizen when, at the cloge of a broiling
July day, he reads the official weather
report, according to which the high-
est temperature was only ninety. He
feels positive it was at least a hun-
dred—and so it was over a sun-baked
pavement.

The universal practice of taking air
temperatures in the shade is . not
sheer perversity on the part of the
weather man. He would like to be
able to answer the question, “How
hot is it in the sun.” Unfortunately,
this question merely prompts anoth-
er, “How hot is that in the sun?’ A
thermometer exposed to the sunshine
registers the temperature of the glass
and metal of which it is made, not the
temperature of the air.

The shaded thermometer registers’

more or less accurately the temper-
ature of the air, perhaps the most
important factor of weather. The
thermometer is doubly protected by
its wooden . case. Perhaps there is
also a ventilating device in the shape
of a revolving fan.

An alternative to reading the ther-
mometer in the shade is to whirl ‘it
rapidly in the air at the end of a cord.
The excessive heat which the instru-
ment absorbs is immediately lost by
conduction to the air. — Popular
Science.
