The regulations 
are a knife at the throat of the West 
Coast Mr. George Penney, of Ramea 
telegraphed all over Europe a few 
days ago hut could not sell the Edith 
Caveil’s cargo at prices fixed and now 
is refused permission to send it for­
ward on conslr-ment. He threatened 
to send it without a permit and was 
told by Coaker if he did so the penal­
ty would be the full amount of the 
cargo. The vessel has been held up 
over two weeks, and I know that the 
fish in her must deteriorate. We are 
surprised that there Is no redress, and 
wonder why the Legislature ever al­
lowed the Bill to pass. It would not 
have done so if the outports had been 
consulted. Years ago we bought fish, 
disposed of it/through Hon. W. B. 
Grieve and others, and were usually 
satisfied on getting the rise In price 
later. After a time W3 turned to 
Halifax, and the West Coast forged 
ahead and as a result of push and 
energy our people became prosper­
ous. I and others cannot see why 
we are interfered with In selling to 
the highest bidders. We are not ad­
verse to Improvement in cure but we 
certainly do object to pompous In­
spectors picking over and throwing 
out fish In a different grade after it 
had been passed by competent cull- j 
era. They have not been Interfered 
with as Inspectors, but their manner t 
of conducting Inspection Is objected 
to, and some men are ready to go fur­
ther. Moulton’s cargoes have been 
held up. As to the Nordlca’s cargoes 
part of which was sold at 80|- there 
was no reason why it was not In era- 
sumption before as she was ready to 
sail on the 14th of July. It was held 
up at great expense to the shippers 
which is an outrage. The fishermen 
are up against it when lots of fish are 
dumped together on the markets.

Mr. Lake—Under what law could 
Mr. Coaker confiscate a whole cargo 
if ahlpped off Without his permission. 
Penney had a cargo ready in July that 
was not sold up to half an hour agp.

Mr. Brookes—He has no power that 
I know of;

Mr. Piccott—It must be under the 
War Measures Act, which is very con­
venient

Mr. Brookes—The only power I 
know he has is to take away the ex­
port license.

Mr. Piccott—From the reports of 
Messrs. Grieve and Job, they eeem to 
have a different opinion of what was 
done at the Advisory Board meeting. 
As Mr. Grieve says there was only 
two of them then why the benefit of 
them on -the Board. I consider the 
trade of the country hae been grossly 
insulted. Is the trade, wjiich repre­
sents the fishermen without whom the 
country cannot go on to have any in- 
fiuenee at all or are the Big Three, as 
they are generally known to'manage

The success of Patten And- 
others showed they knew their bust-^ 
ness and they carried it all on In tbft 
old way.

Mr. Patten rose and stated that »u* 
other who protested against the rer 
Cotations was Vatcher Cluett, the big 
fish killer of the West Coast and his 
reason was that his men arc refusing 
to catch any more or sail until the 
conditions are changed.

Making Tobacco Test.
Twenty-four girl students of the 

University - of Wisconsin, at Madison, 
Wis., will be paid forty cents an hour 
next winter to blow blue clouds of 
smoke into the laboratory of Professor 
M. F. O’Shea.

The same privilege is now being 
handed right out of the humidor to 24 
male students. And the makin’s are 
free.

For eighteen months these students 
have been the subject dt an investiga­
tion by Professor O’Shea, who is seek­
ing to determine what effect, if any, 
tobacco has on the mental faculties 
of the users. The test will last another 
six months.

One of the purposes of the investiga­
tion is to see if tobacco has the same 
effect on girls that it produces . on 
men. tç

Just what the test has shown" to 
date Professor O’Shea will not tÿll. 
He will make a complete report 
when it is finished.

Simultaneously similar Investiga­
tions are being made at other univer­
sities. In these schools, however, the 
examinations are to determine the: ef­
fect of tobacco on the physical bqdy 
end the morals. Professor O’Shea* is ■ 
specializing on the mental effects o$tly. !

Other universities at which exantin- 
atlons are being; conducted are Jtjjhn 
Hopkins, Univqjslty of Michigan, %*- 
!and-9tanford, Harvard, and -rioWlell.

The investigators will make their 
reports at the same time and their 
joint findings will be published.

Since chewing is also Included in 
the test, Professor O’Shea is prepared 
to raise the pay a little as an added 
Inducement when he collects his class 
of co-eds.

“This work Is being carried on for 
scientific purposes only,” Professor 
O’Shea explained. “It Is not In the in­
terest of any, propaganda whatever. 
Personally we do not care whether to­
bacco Is harmful or not All we want 
Is the scientific truth, which we will, 
publish to the world.”

The students to whom the Invita­
tions are being fnade have no Idea 
what the test will show. The Professor ; 
lias been very careful to keep them in 
the dark on that subject

AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR THE 
STANDARDIZATION OF CODFISH!

WHEREAS it is essential in the interests of the Colony that 
the methods of preparing and exporting codfish which are at 
present in use should be regulated and improved;
Be it enacted by the Governor, the Legislative Council and House

of Assembly, In Legislative Session convened, as follows:—
1. There shall be a Commission to be appointed by His Ex­

cellency the Governor-in-Council. which shall be known as the 
Codfish Standardization Commission.

2. The said Commission shall consist of not less than five or 
more than eleven persons, of whom the Minister of Marine and 
Fisheries shall t r - ne, ex officio, and shall be the Chairman.

3 It shall be e duty of the said Commission to prepare and 
draft rules and - -illations for the improvement of the manner 
<u which salt cr Ish (hereinafter called fish) is prepared for 
sale and transne d, and in particular governing the following 
matters, that is 1 say:

(1) The manner of catching, splitting, cleaning, salting, dry­
ing, curing, pickling and preparing fish for sale and ex­
port; and generally, all and singular the operations in­
volved in the preparation of salt codfish, from the catch­
ing of the fish to the production of the finished article.

(2) The culling, selecting, assorting, standardizing, and de­
termination of the different types or varieties of fish, with 
a view to the establishment of grades thereof in the local 
and foreign markets and to the ensuring, so far as pos­
sible, of suitability for the several markets.

(3) The stowage, storage, packing, inspection, and weighing 
of fish and marketing of packages.

(4) The lading, stowage, protection, dunnageing, covering, 
and all other matters connected with the carriage and 
conveyance of fish whether within this Colony or from 
this Colony to other countries, and whether in ships, ve­
hicles, or any other modes of conveyance.

(5) The establishments of standards of size, type, condition, 
grade and quality of fish, and the means of determining 
and enforcing the same.

(6) The fixing of differences between the prices of different 
sizes, types, conditions, grades and qualities in the local 
markets, and the provision of methods for accurately de-

t , termlning such sizes, types, conditions, grades and quali­
ties.

(7) The fixing of penalties for the breach of any of the rules 
and regulations to be made as aforesaid. Specific penal­
ties shall be fixed for breach of each particular rule and 
regulation.

4. All such rules and regulations shall be laid before His Excel­
lency the Governor-in-Council for approval, and if when so ap­
proved and published in the Royal Gazette shall at the expiration 
of 15 days from the date of the Proclamation have the force and 
"effect of Law it incorporated in this Act.

5. This Act may be cited for all purposes as “The Fish Stand­
ardization Act, 1920.” aug!3,20,27,sep3

Eggs at $1500 Apiece.
Naturalists who collect eggs for the 

sake ot science have to pay very con­
siderable sums for eggs of the rarer 
varieties. The most exp en eve egg is, 
no doubt, that of the great auk. 
Though the bird itself is quite extinct, 
several of .its eggs are still in exist­
ence, and when one comes up for auc­
tion, its price is usually at least 
$1500. The eggs ot the larger birds 
of prey are always fairly costly. Gold­
en eagles’ eggs are worth about $6.00 
apiece, and those of the grey sea eagle 
about $6.00. Eggs of the swallow-tail 
kite run to $10.00 each, and a similar 
sum would be paid tor an egg of the 
Greenland gyr-falcon. The pigmy owl 
is a rare North American bird, and re­
cently $100.00 was paid for a set of 
four eggs of this variety. The egg of 
Barrow’s Golden Eye duck is worth 
$5.00 or even more. The difficulty with 
dycks’ eggs Is to be certain they are 
genuine, for those ot rare varieties are 
often exactly similar in shape and size 
to those ot the commoner sorts.

Auto Bumps Pony trap
ANOTHER INSTANCE OF CARELESS 

DRIVING.
Due to gross carelessness In driving,

The more the Fish Export ! “ accident that might have ended
fatally, occurred on King's Bridge 
Road, near the Children's Hospital, at 
about 10.30 o'clock last night. At this 
hoar Mr. James J. Whelan was driv­
ing out to Logy Bay in a pony trap, 
when a big grey painted car came up 
behind and crashed into the light 
vehicle, completely wrecking it. The 
driver of the car did not blow for right 
of way, though Mr. Whelan, bearing 
the noise of the engine, pulled his pony 
near the curb in order to give space 
for the motor to pass. The motorist, 
however, did not appear to notice the 
rig ahead of him and without chang­
ing his direction deliberately collided 
with the trap, the impact throwing 
Mr. Whelan forward over the dash 
board, though fortunately he escaped 
injury. The pony being badly fright­
ened, started at a gallop, and was 
only prevented from doing Itself harm 
by the presence of mind of Mr, 
Whelan, who kept tight hold of the 
reins and stuck to the wreck of the 
vehicle, until some passers by stopped 
the animal, when suffering from 
shock and fright Mr. Whelan had to 
be driven home. He is very grateful 
to Mr. C. Marshall, who helped him, 
pick up his belongings, which were in 
the trap and for his offer to take blip 
to Logy Bay. To JJr. John Sage, who 
looked after the stabling of the' pony 
and drove Mr. Whelan home in his 
cab, the latter also expresses thanks. 
The driver of the car which did the 
damage and hastened away without 
having the courtesy to stop and in­
vestigate is known, and later he will 
be asked for an explanation of his 
conduct.

Regulations are discussed, the 
, more their purpose and nature 
are revealed- They are notori­

order that the North may de­
rive advantage. There would be 
no objection to any section of 
the dominion competing with 
other? legitimately, but invidi­
ous legislation is intolerable. 
That is just what the West 
Coast is up against. Represen­
tatives of exporting firms have 
made their protest and have ex­
plained their positions, but un­
less they take the law in their 
own hands, they are helpless. 
The Acting Premier will not 
come down : neither will he meet 
them half-way. Therefore, it Is 
obvious, that to protect them­
selves they are perforce compell­
ed to run counter to the legal 
regulations of the Customs’ Act. 

* * * * * *
The wonder is that this has 

not been done long ago. The 
whole trade of the West Coast 
has been held up and the losses 
in consequence cannot be esti­
mated at the moment. There is 
no power vested in the person 
or position of the Minister of 
Marine and Fisheries that in­
vests him with authority to con­
fiscate any cargo or cargoes of 
fish, the shippers of which order

ward this year to a repetition of the 
shower of “Bradburys” they enjoyed 
last summer, but the present season 
so far has not brought them the 
realization of these golden expecta­
tions. For this several explanations 
are forthcoming. Demobilization 
gratuities have almost vanished, and 
the spirit of reckless extravagance 
so prominent a year ago, has been 
replaced by a disposition towards 
comparative thrift. Then, since July 
came in the weather conditions have 
been distinctly unpropckious, and 
have materially contributed towards 
the disappointments which have be­
fallen the seaside boarding house 
keepers. In the more remote resorts 
the relative failure of the season is 
attributed to the increased railway 
fares, which has produced a very 
natural reluctance among trippers to 
travel far afield. With a further Jump 
in fares looming on the horizon, the 
heart of “mine host" in these distant 
resorts is very far from being Jovial.

THE VOGUE IN SECOND-HAND 
BOOKS.

It Is a commonplace that the sec­
ond-hand bookshop is reaping the 
benefit of the Increasing prices of new 
publications. Dealers are securing 
larger supplies of second-hand books, 
most of which are volumes published 
about and during the war. Shelves 
and tables are overloaded with war 
books, which were popular in their 
day and now possess little or no at­
traction for the general reader. Deal­
ers tell me that the vast majority are 
of the same value to them as relig­
ious literature, of which large sup­
plies are always available. The days 
of literary "finds" in the second-hand 
shops are practically over, but 1 am 
told the businesses in the poorer dis­
tricts of London offer a better field 
tor the connoisseur than elsewhere, 
and besides, they have the advantage 
of being cheaper than the well- 
known establishments.

AIR MAH. CHARGES.
The announcement of the comple­

tion of a contract with the Handley- 
Page Aeroplane Company for the 
carriage of mails between London 
and Amsterdam at a charge of three­
pence (6 cents) per ounce over the 
ordinary foreign postal fee well illus­
trates the supineness of Government 
departments. The curious thing is 
that, though the truth of criticism has 
been recognized so fàr as the Am­
sterdam service is concerned, the 
Paris charge still stands as high as 
two shillings (50c.) per ounce, an 
anachronism that will soon have to 
be altered.

LIFE-SAVING GEAR AT SEA.
W. Schermuly, whose life’s activity 

seems mainly to have been devoted 
to the invention of life-saving appara­
tus at sea, started his career as a 
sailor in the oM Warspite training 
ship. Unfortunately, the Warspite 
was burnt out during the war or lief 
might have given the trade demon­
stration <•* bis invention from her 
deck lnsi.-ud of from the rival ,ihip, 
ihe Worcester. The Schermuly pert 
able rocket apparatus has been on 
the market for a number of years 
and issued by many of the most im­
portant mall and passenger steam­
ship lines. Mr. Schermuly has now 
invented a new steek-cased rocket for 
line-throwing purposes. -It is claimed 
that this rocket marks a great ad­
vance over the present style, as it is 
immune fçom climatic effects and 
possesses no stick. Its throwing 
range of nearly four hundred yards is 
also an improvement on the old per­
formance. The Inventor’s boat-re­
leasing gear is so simple in design 
that its practicability at first is apt 
to be overlooked. Instead of two 

j ropes which two men have to release 
simultaneously, the gear consists of 

lone rope, continued along the centre 
of the boat, fore and aft. The release 
is effected by means of a small lever 
pulled over by the man In charge of 
the boat, the boat always being on an 
even, keel when entering the water. 
All danger of its being held fast at 
one end but released at the other.

MEN’S WEAR.
The Men’s Clothing, Outfitting and 

Woollen Trades Exhibition at the 
Agricultural Hall, Islington (in the 
north of London), is the first separate 
exhibition of men’s wear. In past 
years It has been a part of the Drap­
ery Trades Exhibition, but clothiers, 
like British manufacturers generally, 
have awakened to the possibilities of 
exhibitions for pushing foreign trade, 
so it has now been decided to hold a 
separate exhibition each year to de­
monstrate the changing material 
fashions of man. There is nothing 
very violent to record this year. The 
biggest change seems to be the rapid 
development, in the “ready made" 
trade, and it is claimed now that 
everybody except absolute freaks can 
be fitted from stock. Before the war 
one would never have thought of 
visiting a ready-made clothes store 
for evening clothes, but this year 
traders are finding a large and good- 
class trade in this line. “Ready-made 
clothing has been brought to such a 
fine art," a representative of one big 
firm said, “that in the not distant 
future it will be nearly all ready­
made.” In the miscellaneous stalls 
one noticed a dearth of jvhite collars. 
Shirts and collars are now made of 
the same material. Among hats the 
chief change is in the boater for next 
season. The crown is to be made 
higher and the band narrower, an! 
the smooth edge is to disappear. 
Velours are again popular. They 
used to be made by Austria; now they 
come from Czecho-Slovakia. There is 
also a large display of cloth hats in 
the Homburg shape for golfers and 
sportsmen. "Caps," one salesman 
said, “are now old-fashioned.”

ON THE WEST COAST.
Whije we hate to admit it, the fact 

is none the less too apparent that sec- j 
tions . of the West Coast are on the j 
verge cf destitution. Take in Bay of j 
Islands, for instance. Last fall the : 
fishermen lost heavily, many had j 
^yrept away in one storm frjm five j 
hundred to a thousand dollars worth t 
of fishing gear, and that almost be­
fore the voyage had begun, besides 
their losses later many of whom did 
not’ make enough throughout the 
whole voyage to pay for their first 
outfit . They had to draw on their lit-, 
tie reserve—those who were fortunate 
enough to have same—for their win­
ter’s provisions and the spring’s out­
fit; the codfishery has been a very 
poor one and there is so far little or 
no market for what they did secure. 
Many of them will not he fit for her­
ring fishery because of the high cost 
of nets, etc. They have not the 
wherewithal to do do; the season is 
advancing and unless some avenue 
is opened up the situation will be­
come critical.—Western Star.

In order not to strain his voice he 
refused to deliver addresses to hie 
army. Nero's teacher was always at 
hand, and if the music-mad emperor 
used his voice incorrectly the teacher 
had orders to clap a napkin over his 
mouth.

Nero made his debut at Naples in 
A.D. 63. It was sensational, for an 
earthquake occurred which wrecked 
the building where the concert took 
place.

sisted upon playing with them. Fear­
ing Bssad Pasha, they protested they 
were too poor to play with him, but 
he insisted, emphasizing it by placing 
his revolver on the table as a threat.

To-meet this, the “blood brother" 
put down his dagger, poisoned, he 
said. Bssad Pasha showed his sur­
prise, then his pleasure.

“Young man,” he exclaimed, "this 
is the first time any one has dared 
defy me. Men like you are rare.”

Esdad Pasha took his own dagger, 
opened a vein in his wrist and also ip 
that, of the young man, each sucked 
a few drops of blood from the other, 
and they became “blood brothers,” 
according to Albanian customs, sworn 
to avenge each other’s deaths.

"I am ready,” this brother now Is 
• quoted as saying, “to keep my oath; 
hut I have confidence that French 
will make it Unnecessary for me to 
interfere.”

Rustem Aveni, arrested on the 
spot for shooting down Bssad Pasha, 
as the latter was entering his auto­
mobile in the down-town district of 
Paris recently, is awaiting trial. He 
was a student who posed as the aven­
ger of Albanian wrongs.
