The principal articles of the Irish
agreement are taxtndly' as follows:—

Article 8. of the agreement provides
that * a representative of their own
in Ireland shall be appointed in like
manner as the Governor-General of
Canada, and in accordance with ths
practice observed in making such ap-
pointment.”

Article 6.—Until an agreement has
heen made between the British and
Irish Governments, whereby the Irish
Free State undertakes her own coastal
defense, the defense, by sea, of Great
Britain and Yreland shall be under-
taken by His Majesty’s Imperial for-
ces, but this shall not prevent the
construction or maintenance by the
yovernment of the Irish Free State of
such vessels as are neceasary for the
protection of revenune or fisharies. The
exerciso of this article shall be re-
viewed at a conference of representa-
tives of British and Irish Gove"n-'
ments, to be held at the expnrahon otl
five years from the date hereof, with:
a view to the undertaking by Ireland
of a-share in her own defense.

Article 7.—The Government of the
Irish Free State shall afford to His
Majesty’s Imperial forces (a) in time
of peace such harbor and other facili-
ties as are indicuted in the annex
hereto, or such other facilities as may |
from time to time be agreed betiveen |
the Bnitish Government and the Gov- |
ernment of the Irish Free State, and
(b) in time of war or.of strained ral:l-l
tions witn a foreign poWwer, such har-
bor and other facilities as the Pritish
Government may reguire for the pur-
poses of such defense as aforesail.

Article 8.—With a view to the sec-
uring -of the principle of the interna-
tional limitation of armaments. if the
Government of the Irish Free State es-
tables and malatains a military de-
fense forre, the establishment thereof
shall not exceed in size sauch propor-
tion of the military establishment
maintained in Great Britain, as that
to which the population of Ireland
bears to the population of Great Brit-
ain.

Article 9—The ports of Great Brit-
ain and the Irish Free State shall be
freely open to ships of other countries
on payment of customary port and
harbor dues.

Article 10.—The Government of the
Irish Free State agrees to pay fair
compensation, on terms not less fav-
orable than those accorded by the
Act of 1920, to judges, officials, mem-

‘Handwriting experts declared
that ‘the writing of Begk and Sm.lth
was “the same, while police officers
were -emphatic in stating that Beck
was the-man who had been sentenced
under the name of Smith.

" Betk began to believe that he.was
the wictim of a conspiracy, in Which
even his’ lawyer—who was doing hli
utmost to prove the man’s 1nnocence———
was involved. He wrote that it wds a
wonder he was. “by now not a lunatic
or a“tofal wreck.”

Thrown Into Jail.

Two years after his sentence the au-
thorities discovered an important {tem
in tie destription of Smith which
proved conclusively that Beck was not
the other man; nevertheless it was
held that Beck had been conviocted of
the offence with™ which he had bee'n
charged, and must therefore rema.m
in prison.

After he had been removed to Pon-‘
tonville, and had served five yars,
Beck was allowed out on licence. Mr.
Georgz R. Sims then took up his cua,
as did most of the newspapers, but ﬁl’
thefollowing year Adolf Beck was re,-
arrested om information laid by a:wo
man and was again tried. ‘

Protesting his innocence, he vun'

again found guilty, but sentence was
postponed. ;

Just prior to thie John Smith, ~the:
real criminal, had returned to Londott
and started his old deceptions. One of
his victims was 4 young woman, who,
when she ‘saw Beck, béleved ‘him to’
be Smith, and made the ‘sedotid charge
against him.

A few days before Beck was to re-
ceive sentence a police ingpector paid
a visit to Tottenham Court Read Po-
lice Station. He saw one of the prison-
ers and was immediately convinced he
wal Smith. Events moved rapidly, and
in ten days’ time Beok was a free man.
He was .pardoned and given &£5,000
compensation.

The thrilling sequende of unlucky
events ifi the case of Beck wak eclipsed
years before in France, where & young
mati fnamed Lesurqués was arrested
on & charge of mubder, found gullty;
and sent to the guillotine.

Discusses New-
foundland Situation

TOAKER’S REGULATIONS FAILED
AND WERE ABANDONED.

A. B. Morine, K.C., and Mrs. Morine,
@rrived on Saturday last from: St.
John’s, Newfoundland by the Rosalind.
They are at the Queen Hotel, resting
after a strenuous . sea voyage, and
Teave at the end of this week for Tor-
onto, where their son resides. Mr, Mor-
ine says that the passage on the Rosa-
lind was very stormy, but endurable
by reason of the splendid seagoing
«qualities of the ship. He thinks, how-
ever, that the port authorities are very
xemiss, for though the steamer reach-
ed her pier at 11 pan,, no immigration
officer appeared until 7.45 next morn-
ding, and no quarantine officer until
"Mater, passengers being detained on
board a.nd some missing the outgoing
morning trains. Such experiences in-
jure the reputation of the port, angd
lead travéllers to avoid it.

Asked as to trade conditions in New-
foundland, Mr. Morine said that though
ithe catch'on the shore fishery this year
-was not good, prices at home were
fair and rising, but in the Labrador
fishery the catch was good and the
pprice, poor. Peiees of  fish ‘generally
were not as high as last year, but
neither were.the prices of food. Upon
the whole, while rejustment was tak-
ing place, and economy would have to
be practlced no general destitution
need be feared, and the Colony could
