The House met 2.45 pun. pur­
suant to ftdjoerntoent.

At É o’clock a message from his 
Excellency the Governor was deliv­
ered by the Gentleman Usher of the 
Black Rod, commanding the imme­
diate atendance of the Speaker and 
the House in the Council Chamber.

Whereupon Mr, Speaker and the 
House attended bis Excellency in the 
Council Chamber, and being returned 
to the Assembly Room, Mr. Speaker 
Informed the House that when In at­
tendance upon hie Excellency in the 
Council Chamber, his Excellency had 
been pleased to approve of his election 
às Speaker, and that In the name and 
on behalf of the House of Assembly, 
he had by humble petition to his Ex­
cellency laid claim to all these ancient 
rights and privileges, which his Ex- 
celency had confirmed to them in as 
full and ample a manner as they had 
been heretofore allowed.

Mr. Speaker alee expressed his re­
spectful acknowledgments for the 
high honour which the House had 
conferred upon htm.

Mr. Speaker alse announced ' that 
whilst in atteafienee at the Council 
Chamber his Exsellency had been 
pleased to make a grarivus speech to 
both branches of the Legislature, a 
copy of which, for greeter accuracy, 
he had obtartud «md would read to 
the House:—

(The Speech from the Throne ap­
peared in yesterday’s issue.)

Mr. U. B. C. Lake, member for Bur­
in. moved that a Committee be ap­
pointed to draft an Address in Re­
ply to the Speech with which his 
Excellency the Governor was pleased 
to open this session of the Legislat­
ure. He congratulated the Speaker 
on being appointed the first Common­
er of the land and felt sure that his 
Honour the Speaker will do his duty 
fairly and impartially. He also con­
gratulated Mr. Walter S. Monroe on 
becoming the Prime Minister of this 
Island. The Leader of the House had 
brought back with him a substantial 
majority of members and he had no 
doubt that, under the leadership of 
Mr. Monroe, the people of this coun­
try will not have cause to regret their 
action. As his Excellency approp­
riately suggested in the beginning of 
his speeach, in .view pf' all the cir­
cumstances, our deliberations need 
not be protracted. It is unusual to 
have a session of Parliament at this 
particular season of the year when so 
many of our people are engaged In the 
fisheries and trade of the country, 
but, under the circumstances, the best 
possible was done In the best inter­
ests of all concerned. A brief session 
is desirable from the fact that this 
Government has been too short a 
time in office to acquire that Infor­
mation about public affairs which is 
necessary for wise and sound legisla­
tion.

The past six months has been ex­
traordinary in the political history of 
Newfoundland, as, during that period, 
not less than three administrations 
were appointed, two of which resign­
ed; but he felt that the present party 
is here to stay and that the leader 
has the confidence of the whole coun­
try.

Mr. Lake was pleased to note that 
the ByC-Elections in Hr. Grace re­
sulted so favorably for his colleagues.
In the case of Bonavista it was deem 
ed advisable to have the Bye-Elec­
tions postponed until the Fall when 
the fishermen are home, thus show­
ing how fair Mr. Monroe is, and that 
no voter will be disfranchised 

He endorsed the remarks of his 
Excellency that this year's sealflsh- 
ery was a successful one and that 
the codfishery—the mainstay of the 
country—had opened up so favorably 
and he trusted that the prices paid 
for this product in the local and for­
eign markets will be such as to be 
remunerative to the fishermen of the 
country. He went to the bank fishery 
as a boy with his father, one of the 
pioneers of that branch of the fishery, 
and has seen the fishing business In 
all its stages and he was sure that 
this Government was composed of 
men who will see that no legislation 
will be introduced that will again 
handicap this great industry which, 
in his 'opinion means practically 
everything to Newfoundland; and 
he trusted that onr Fisheries Depart­
ment, under so capable and experien­
ced a Minister æ Captain Wlnsor, 
Members for BanavtsU,. will be 
brought to su», a stage of usefulness 
that everyone will be proud of 1L He 
said he was of the fact that
we had the Humber, Grand Falls and 
Dell Island industries and he frosted 
to have the Gander and other indus­
tries opened rt within a short time 
but still we could net gat away from 
the fact that the codfishery 1» our 
main industry.

He assured all those 
whom he represented In the House 
that he would do his best for their 
welfare and benefit. Labour needed 
a representative in the House. He 
did not want to see crowds of men 
coming to the Bar of the House this 
year, as they did In the past, asking 
for their rights.

He also congratulated the Prime 
Minister upon the confidence reposed 
in him by the people of this country, 
and expressed his candid conviction 
that the electorate of this country had 
made a wise and important choice in 
choosing the Hon. W. S. Monroe as 
the Primq Minister of this ancient 
Colony.

With • regard to the Speech from 
the Throne Mr. Llnegar did not pro­
pose to deal x$ length nor could he 
hope to Improve upon what Mr. Lake 
had said. - - ,

With regard to the Sealflshery 
Mr. Llnegar expressed himself as 
being pleased to. note and say that It 
had been a successful one. Later on 
to the session Jie hoped to say some­
thing regarding the conditions on the 
Sealflshery and to show why the 
Sealflshery is not as profitable to 
the labourer as it should be. He also 
said that the fish markets at present 
are good and he did not think that 
there is any doubt whatever, hut 
what wo will have gooft reeults right 
through. He was also pleased to be 
able to mention and express his plea­
sure upon the visit of oùr distinguish­
ed guest Field-Marshal Haig. He felt 
certain that we were all pleased to 
have him here, and Infinitely mon» 
pleased to know- that the distinguish^ 
ed visitor enjoyed himself to such an 
extent during Ms stay amongst us, 
and that he was given such a routing 
and whole hearted reception.

Regarding estimates Mr. Llnegar 
s<ld that as they had already been 
covered by Mr. Lake the Hûe, Mem­
ber tor Bprln, he could only reiterate 
what bad already been said by that

the public departments he hoped it 
Mould be thorough; and 4t was only 
right and proper and also Justice that 
those who have done, wrong should hé 
punished tp the utmost extent of the 
law:

With regard to prohibition, Mr. 
Llnegar assured the people that some­
thing would be done in the very near 
future to remedy the abuse ot the law 
as it stiuda at'the present time.

With regard to industries in gen­
eral, Mr. Llnegar said that It wai 
high time that we had some confi­
dence In Ourselves. This country 
posasses sufficient Industries to be 
to a flourishing financial position If 
we only had the confidence to Its re­
sources. The country has been de­
moralised, the spirit of the working 
people is broken. The working people 
have been taken, in a good many cas­
es from their, ordinary work and put 
to some place where they do not be­
long end consequently have not been 
able to do justice to their country In 
general or themselves in particular; 
conditions as they at present exist 
must cease, and a general Improve­
ment for the betterment of the work­
ing class result

In conclusion Mr. Llnegar remark­
ed that he would like to refer to the 
conditions of our workmen ; which 
to-day are appalling. He could say In 
dealing with this matter that he knew 
as much abou*t the conditions of the 
working man in this country as any 
person in Newfoundland; and person 
who wants to know under what con­
ditions the labourers works and lives 
to this country has only to go among 
them and be convinced as to the un­
fairness and the disadvantages under 
which they work. He said that the 
conditions were such that it was a 
miracle how the people could live at 
all. It has been said that you cannot 
get good results or returns from the 
labourer, but Mr. Llnegar affirmed 
that the working man of St. John’s 
as the finest kind of man, and the 
finest kind of workmen that you 
could get, but he was sorry to say 
that the working man’s spirit was 
broken, and that when they did start 
it would take two oy three years to 
get him going, and to instill a feeling 
of independence and willingness in 
him.

He wished to thank the Government 
its Hon. Leader, and tlje electorate 
of his District for sending him to the 
House to-day and In giving him the 
privilege of being able to ;chftmpion 
the rights of those whom he repres­
ented, and he assured them all that he 
would do his best to justify his seat 
in the House as a representative of 
the District of. St. John’s West.

Mr. Hickman said he, wished to 
make a few opening remarks and in 
doing so be would like to tender his 
congratulations to Mr. Fox, as Speak­
er. He felt sure that Mr. Fox would 
do his duty fairly and unbiased and 
that he would treat the Members of 
the Opposition in the same way as he 
would the Members of the Govern­
ment.

Mr. Hickman also wished to con­
gratulate the mover of the motion for 
the Address in Reply. He said It was 
good to see men of the type of the 
Hon. Member for Burin representing 
their own Districts in the House of 
Assembly; and that he felt certain 
that the District of Burin would find 
an able and confident supporter in the 
person of Mr. Lake.

He -also wished to congratulate Mr. 
Llnegar, the Member for St. John's 
West upon the speech made by him.
He said that Mr. Llnegar claimed to 
represent Labour and that the Op- 
pasition were pleased to see him and 
have him in the house and that they 
assured him of their sympathy in the 
movement in which he was so inter­
ested.

We of the Opposition are veritable 
working men and before the session 
concludes we will give evidence of it 
and see that legislation is pet in force 
to provide for the laborer. As to the 
Speech from the Throne it has been 
customary heretofore to distribute 
copies previous to the opening of 
the House so that members at the 
Opposition might have an opportu­
nity to discuss it but on this occasion" 
this had not been done. As heard 
by him, Mr. Hickman said, there was 
nothing of importance in the Speech 
though it might be interesting to the 
public to know that Countess Haig 
bad visited here and that those who 
bad opposed the Government in the 
çtcçtiçp had been defeated. He pro-

legislation be brought back again to 
a condition of prosperity.

The Member for Fortune District, 
Mr. Warren, speaking tot the In­
dependent Opposition, congratulated 
Hon. the Speaker on the dignity con­
ferred on him by his election to the 
position, of First Commoner, of the 
land and paid tribute to hie ability as 
ettisen and lawyer. He alio con­
gratulated Messrs. Lake and Llnegar 
on their efforts in proposing and 
seconding the Motion tor the Address

Hoe. the Prime Minister took the 
opportunity to congratulate the 
Mover and Seconder of the Address 
in Reply and the Hon. the Leader of 
the Opposition and Mr. Warren for the 
manner In which they had referred to 
the Speech from the Throne. He con­
gratulated the Speaker on his elec­
tion to that important, position, ex­
pressing the belief that none wai 
more qualified to fill’ it. He regretted 
that copies of the Speech from the 
Throne had not been available for the 
Opposition, bnt that was due to his 
inexperience. As to the promises 
made, or said to have been made, by 
the present Government, ‘they had 
never made anything like the prem­
ises ot their predecessors, but would 
guarantee to carry ont their pro­
gramme as well as any party who ever 
held power before. The Government 
is sincere in its efforts to clean up 
and to give a square deal to all and 
that policy will be rigidly adhered to. 
He did not wish to make a political 
speech, but as to the suggestion of 
the Hon. the Leader of the Govern­
ment that Government employees 
might be dismissed because of party 
affiliations he arishe dto state that 
none would be interfered with as long 
as they werè faithfully performing 
their duties, but men who were active­
ly canvassing might have to be dealt 
with. He was sorry to say that pre­
vious governments had dismissed peo­
ple from various offices simply be­
cause they or their relatives had sup­
ported those opposed to the Govern­
ment. As to the fishery the Govern­
ment would do all possible to foster 
it and every other labor giving indus­
try, and a speedy solution of the Bell 
Island problem is looked for. The 
position of the Government is to try 
and make labor and capital agree, 

“and while some think that a standard 
wage should be given to labour 
throughout the Island, the whole sit­
uation hinges on supply and demand. 
We have to go cautiously before say­
ing that every employer shall pay a , 
certain rate. Continuing, he hoped 
to reduce taxation, but pointed out 
that at present it is impossible to 
make an estimate of the country’s 
finances owing to the way in which 
the accounts have been jumbled for 
some years past, salaries, bonuses, 
etc., being so confused that it is next 
to impossible to tell the wages of 
some officials. This will be straight­
ened out and everything made clear 
te the public. At the next session it 
is hoped to be able to state where 
the country stands financially; bnt 
at present this is impossible owing 
to the way in which figures have 
been turned and twisted. The Prime 
Minister concluded by stating he 
would have more to say on this sub­
ject later.

The motion was then put and car­
ried and the following Committee ap­
pointed: Messrs. Lake, Llnegar, Half­
yard, Hibbs and Chambers.

Breeding Yakalos May 
Augment Meat Supply

WAINWRIGHT, Alta., July 8—(A. 
P.)—A new breed of livestock which 
may have a bearing on the future 
meat ..supply—has been developed In 
the national park here by crossing 
buffaloes with yaks. Superintendent A. 
G. Smith says the stock has heavy 
beef qualities, combined with a good 
rustling nature.

The breed has been given the name 
“yakalos,” which Mr. Smith believes 
will prove more practical than “cat-# 
talo,” evolved several years ago by 
crossing buffaloes with domestic cat­
tle. “Yakalos” breed true to type, are 
sturdy and able to forage for them­
selves, he said.

More than 1,600 buffalo calves were 
born this year in Wainwright park, 
which makes up for the excess sires 
killed last winter. The herd now 
numbers 6,000 full grown buffaloes, 
the largest in existence and one of the 
remnants of the millions of bison that 
once roamed western prairies, ac­
cording to Mr. Smith. ’

The Speech
From the Throne

The Speech from the Throne, 
which was delivered yesterday 
by his Excellency the Governor 
St the opening of the Legisla­
ture, outlined briefly the main 
questions to be dealt with by 
the Government daring the ses­
sion. The reference to the 
auditing of accounts in the 
various Public Departments as 
a preliminary to farther in­
vestigations to be held by a 
Commissioner from England is 
in keeping with the policy of 
"Clean-up” which was the Par­
ty’s main platform. It is grati­
fying also to notice that econ­
omy in the public service is 
being enforced, and that fur­
ther measures with that end in 
view have been decided upon, 
thereby carrying out the pledge 
to “Keep Clean”.

The promise of a measure 
designed towards more adequate 
control of the sale of liquor has 
awakened lively interest, and 
irrespective of the opinions held 
on the merits or demerits of 
Prohibition in its widest sense, 
it is generally felt that the evils 
of the present system must be 
drastically dealt with, and with­
out loss of time. The Hon. A. B. 
Morine gave the assurance in 
the Legislative Council that the 
script system under the pro­
posed changes would be abolish­
ed. That in itself will meet with 
strong approval, and it is to be 
hoped that the legislation which 
results from the deliberations 
during the session will be such 
as to put an end to the disas­
trous effect which the Prohibi­
tion Act has had in encouraging 
lawlessness, lowering the moral 
standard of the, community, and 
tending to increase intemper­
ance. While we are firmly con­
vinced that the abolition of the 
open saloon, which perhaps 
could be more accurately de­
scribed as the private drinking 
rendezvous, was a move in the 
right direction, at the same 
time we are equally convinced 
that a system for the distribu­
tion of liquor can he found 

'whereby the man of temperate 
habits will not be deprived of 
hie liberty, and a check can be 
placed upon the individual who 
is incapable of self-control.

The decision of the Govern­
ment to place the control of pub­
lic printing and stationery un­
der the Department of the Co­
lonial Secretary is a new depart­
ure, the effect of which can only 
be judged by results. Certainly 
if the expenditure during re­
cent administrations is any­
thing like the amount generally 
stated, it is quite time that radi­
cal changes were made in this 
direction.

The flour milling project and 
the proposed Gander River en­
terprise càn only be discussed 
when further particulars are 
available, but it is to be hoped 
that in connection with the 
latter it is the intention of the 
Government. toN. insist upon 
manufacture. The policy of 
cutting our timber for export in 
its raw state should be discour­
aged and as soon as possible 
forbidden, unless we are anx­
ious to hasten the time when 
this country will be turned Into 
a barren wilderness.

From a conversation witt. Rev. J. 
(tonond, tire Methodist Mtelerter art 
Flat Islands, we obtained further par­
ticulars of the unusual storm which 
swept over the settlement with seek 
disastrous effects.

It disappeared, and the terror 
stricken people gathered in groups to 
ascertain; the damage done and to ex­
change expériences.

In some houses as many as forty 
panes of glass -were destroyed and 
many of the roofs were completely 
stripped and are at present open ,to 
the elements. A curious feature of the 
disturbance was that Red Harbor 
nearby was untouched, and several 
fishermen attending traps in the vicin­
ity were outside of the «me.

Following the forpml opening of the 

House a shoot session was .held. The
Clerk having read tjto Speech from
the Throne Hon. S. Milley rose to pro­
pose that a Select Committee be ap­
pointed to draft an address in reply. 

Be ilnt extended n hearty welcome
to Hon. A. B. Morine, whom he be­
lieved would be a great addition to
the House and greatly augment Its 
debating strength. Newfoundland, he
said, did right when she decided to
take tt part to the British Empire Ex­
hibition, and even at this early mo­
ment people can see that It is benefit- 
ting the country and gréàtly advertis­
ing it by . the weH ordered exhibits to 
be found there. It is «aid that to Coun­
cils there is wisdom, and it this is 
true Mg Excellency the Governor 
most be wise indeed as he has had 
four sets of councillors within the 
past twelve months. For some time 
pest we have had too much turmoil 
but tt fs a pleasure to know that at 
last the unrest is over. The country 
has given with a clear voice a large 
majority to a new administration, and 
if is up to the upper chamber to see 
that everything possible is done to 
see that the country prospers as it can 
prosper, if the legislature so decides. 
The country is sick of politics and it 
is now in need of a period of recon­
struction. The visit of Earl Haig 
marks an epoch In our history, and 
those who are inclined to talk dis­
paragingly of our climate must have 
changed opinions when they consider 
the excellent weather conditions pre­
vailing here during Earl Haig’s visit. 
The finances of the country give 
room for serious thought. For some 
time past we have not heen thought 
very highly of to this connection in 
the outside world, and several times 
during his travels he had been forced 
to listen to things said about the 
country that he was able to deny. 
Mr. Milley hoped that the present 
government will take steps to see that 
the country’s name in this respect is 
redeemed. He welcomed the opening 
of new industries because they will 
tend to increase employment.

As yet not knowing the details, he 
was not in a position to discuss them 
fully, but he hoped that when they 
are introduced that Newfoundlanders 
will not be hewers of wood and draw­
ers of water whilst outsiders will get 
the plums. He was glad to see that 
the Government will follow out the 
action of the Warren ministry to 're­
gard to investigations of wrong doing.
It is the only way to show the 
outside world that we will no long­
er tolerate that state -of affairs. 
With regard to Prohibition Act he 
hoped the Government will make an 
effort to bring in a law that will be 
carried out. He was sorry that the 
speech from the throne made no re­
ference to lotteries and sweepstakes 
and etc., and he was afraid that un­
less some measures are taken in this 
matter we shall be in a position, 
which will not be a happy one. In 
conclusion hé hoped the session would 
be a short one, so that when the house 

ott i meets the next time the Government 
will be in a position to bring in meas­
ures of progress.

Hon. I>. A. Ryan seconded the mo­
tion. He was glad to see that things 
are looking brighter. At present 
there is a good demand for our 
fish, and fair prices are being offered 
and he had no doubt that this will 
continue if the markets are kept from 
being overstocked. He was glad to 
see that something will be done to 
amend the Prohibition Act and was 
very pleased to know that measures 
are being taken to Introduce the Gan­
der and Flour Mills project», both 
of which will provide much employ­
ment. He welcomed to the Council 
Hon. A. B. Morine, and offered him 
heartiest congratulations.

Hon. Sir P. T. McGrath congrat­
ulated both speakers and with what 
they had said he on the whole agreed. 
The members of the Legislative Coun­
cil, however, are in a degree respon­
sible for some of the things that have 
happened to the country for the past 
four or five years. When the Fish 
Regulations were introduced the Leg­
islative Council had adopted them, 
practically without question and the 
members cannot unload the whole re­
sponsibility of their evils on the 
shoulders of others. Similarly with 
regard to financial conditions they 
were In a measure to blame. True 
it is that some of the expenditure was 
Inevitable, -but, as the Walker report 
pointed out, to several cases, they 
was criminal extravagance. He was 
of opinion that there should be a 
repeal ot the Legislative act of .1116 
which removed from the council the 
power to reject money bills as with­
out this power their hands are practi­
cally tied.

The Prohibition law has heen in 
practice very unsuccessful. He hoped 
that one feature of the new act to be 
made will be the doing away of the 
script system. He was surprised that 
men of education and standing as are 
the medical profession should be so 
false to the ethics of their profession 
•» to prostitute it as has been done 
during the last four or five years. He 
hoped the incoming government will 
endeavour to do something for the 
betterment of the country. To advo­
cate a policy of clean up is very easy, 
but It is .much more difficult to bring

tions speakers for wtot they had 
•aid about him. He agreed with the 
previous speaker and trusted the pow­
er ot thé house will be^ restored pro­
mising that each a measure will have 
bis earnest Support. When the meas­
ure was first introduced the Connell 
should never have agreed to It; It is 
the duty of a conservative chamber 
to resist an sort of panic legislation. 
There are many things which ought 
to have1 been resisted.

Clean up 
and keep clean is the policy which his 
coileagwée went to" the country on and 
for which purpose they have been put 
In power, and this they are endeavour­
ing to carry out. In going over the 
affairs of some of the departments, 
he had been amazed and horgified at 
the looseness that seems to have pre­
vailed in every department; it had 
been found that civil servants every­
where have been receiving much in 
addition to the salaries voted them. 
The work of cleaning up is going to 
be a tremendous job, but he hoped that 
within the next six months much will 
have been done to bring about much 
needed reform. One of the largest 
expenses have been the public charit­
ies department, where it has been 
found that large amounts have been 
paid for Sectors bills etc., on account 
of people who could and should pay 
their own bills. He was In a position 
to state that the script system will be 
abolished and that to future they will 
be unnecessary. In this respect, how­
ever, he would say that all medical 
men are ;not alike and there are 
many who have been true to their 
principles. However In every stage 
there, will be found blacklegs. Thç 
matter of lotteries and etc., has not 
yet received attention, but at an early 
date he Mill bring the matter to the 
notice of his colleagues.

Famous Russian
Explorer

Finds Tombs In China; Old When 
Tut Was Young.

Moscow, July 1. (A.P.)—Professor
Peter Kozloff, Russia’s foremost 
archeological explorer, has made 
series of remarkable discoveries at 
the Chinese Royal Tombs near Urga, 
Mongolia, which have greater an­
tiquity than the tomb of Tut-Ankh- 
Amen.

From the summit of a hill, Pro­
fessor Kozloff and his assistants dug 
to a depth of fifty feet where they 
unearthed several Imposing wooden 
structures containing sarcophagi of 
Chinese kings and princes who ruled 
the Chinese Empire before Europe 
and America were heath of.

The subterranean tunnels connect­
ed the mortuary chambers ot the 
former rulers and the tombs are of 
distinctive craftsmanship. Indicating 
the existence of a high state ot cul­
ture even In prehistoric times. The 
walls are richly embellished In elab­
orately embroidered silks and satins 
and bear hieroglyphic Inscriptions 
illustrating the lives and achieve­
ments of the dead rulers.

As In the tomb of Tut-Ankh-Amen 
there was found a considerable 
amount of furniture and a large num­
ber ot miniatures of figures repre­
senting men, animale and birds to 
deference to the Chinese religious 
respect for these figures.

Professor Kosloff decided not to 
disturb the bodies ot the kings which 
have occupied their tombs for more 
than 4,000 years. He la reorganizing 
his expedition for a final dash Into 
Tibet where he will resume hie ex­
cavations in the forgotten city of 
Kharakhota which he unearthed some 
years ago.

New Bye-Laws Allows Two-third ni |
Electors to Reject Building Right.
Two-thirds of the electors of any I 

city pollirig sub-division may block 
the granting of a permit for a public 
laundry, according to a new by-law 
of which a draft has been submitted 
to the Executive Committee to the 
city council for its study within the 
next month. This regulation has 
for its object the control of such 
places through t6e wishes of the 
ratepayers and demands that every 

| person, company or other concern 
desiring to construct a' laundry must 
give ten days’ notice of such to the 
City Clerk who will publish, in two 
newspapers, one in each official 
language, details of the proposed 
construction.

At the same time, a descriptive 
placard must be placed by the pro­
prietor In a conspicuous place on the 
site Intended for such laundry.

If two-thirds of the civic electors 
submit their objections to the City 
Clerk within fifteen days of posting 
of the notice, the permit will not be 
granted.

If, however, the plans are approv­
ed of by the building department, 
and no opposition is made, the per­
mit to build will be issued as usnal.

One of the conditions Imposed on 
such builder or owner is that he will 
agree to equip his plant with all ne­
cessary smoke or gas consumers to 
avoid all possibility of a smoke nui­
sance. A deposit ot ten dollars is : 
required with each request for a 
permit, to meet expenses at adver- 
Using, placard, eta, as required in 
the above.—Montreal Star.

Under present 
circumstances, also the effect is mark, 
ed, and wifi probably continue to be 
marked during the active lifetime of 
the present generation of business 
men, whose memories regarding tha 
debacle of 1981, are likely to be easily 
dulled. Hence the hand to mouth buy­
ing which has been so pronounced a 
feature of business activities during 
the last two or three years.—Insur­
ance and Financial Chronicle.

This officer,, despite his seven years’ 
flying experience. Was “air sick” a 
couple of dosen times during Sis 
flight, which was made at the average 
speed of 166.20. miles per , hour, ac­
cording to the figures of the New 
York Times, This makes his feat all 
the more remarkable, in the opinion 
of the Seattle Times ; “to drive an. air­
plane at terrific speed for almost 
twenty hours, with only the briefest 
respites at fueling stations, shows un­
usual stamina and determination.” In 
fact, points out the "Portland Ore­
gonian, “Maughan’s flight was a mo­
mentous feat from any one of several 
view-points. There was his speed, 
and the fact that his engine worked 
perfectly—an augury of the day when 
aviation will be standardized as are 
other forms of transportation.” “A 
great motor and a great spirit were 
the two essentials,” agrees the Phila­
delphia Public Ledger. As the New 
York Times points out:

“Engines and fuselages and wings 
can be standardized, but the man who 
drives a plane at high speed from the 
Atlantic to the Pacific for eighteen 
and a half hours, and who knows ex­
actly what he is about every minute 
and mile of the way, is a rarely com­
plex and efficient organization. Nat­
ure produces few such men.

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War Claim Awards 
Of $14,500,000 Made 

Against Germany,

Does Nature
Use Wireless^UpCooÂirmproi>es MYSTERIES THAT SCIENCE CAN. 

NOT SOLVE. (A.P.)—A re-Washington, July 8. 
capitulation ot the work accomplish­
ed by the Greman American Mixed 
Claims Commission since Its organ­
ization up to the present time, shows 
that 489 awards aggregating more 
than 914,600,000 have been made In 
favor of American firms and Indivi­
duals on claims against Germany for 
losses sustained In the world war 
through death or property damage. 
In addition to the principal, Germany 
will be required to pay five per cent. 
Interest on each claim allowed from 
the date of the award to the time of 
poyment. No payments will be made 
by Germany, however, until the 
commission concludes its labors and 
a funding method Is determined up­
on.

When the commission adjourned 
recently for the summer it had 
pending before it 12,416 claims 
amounting to approximately $500,- 
000,000, including one by the United 
States government for $265,544,810, 
representing the cost ot the Ameri­
can army ot occupation. This claim 
however, is expected to be settled 
through other than commission 
channels. Ot the more than 12,000 
pending claims, 2,044 have been con­
sidered by the American and German 
agencies of the commission and are 
ready for final action.

Wilhelm Kiesselbach, German Com­
missioner, recently went to Germany 
for the summer and will return to 
Washington early in the fall when 
the commission contemplates resum­
ing its sessions. Robert W. Bonynge, 
American agent on the commission, 
and Agent von Wewinski ot Ger­
many, accompanied by attorneys and 
asisstants, will sail on separate 
steamers July 9 for Germany where 
evidence necessary to adjudicate 
American claims not obtainable in 
this country will be investigated.

While Germany is obligated to pay 
the amounts agreed upon by the 
Mixed Claims Commission, it re­
mains to be decided where she will 
get the funds for such payments.

Once the question of how the 
claims are to be met is determined, 
Germany will pay the American gov­
ernment, which, in turn, will remit 
the amount of the respective awards 
to the individual claimants.

Watch a flight of. plover, especially 
golden plover, which are common in 
moor and Country.

What will strike yon as strange Is 
that, when they change their course 
in the atr, every single unit of all 
those scores of hundreds of birds 
change simultaneously and at pre­
cisely the same angle.

There is no visible leader; there'is 
no warning call. In perfect silence and 
with absolute precision each bird acts 
as if it were conscious of what was 
passing in the brain not only of its 
neighbours, but of the entire flock.

Silent Signals.
Many other birds, such as sterlings, 

behave in similar fashion. To put It 
briefly, the whole flights acts as if con­
trolled by oqe brain. We do not know 
at present how this amazing uniform­
ity is obtained, but we can be quite 
certain that there mut be some in­
comprehensible means of communica­
tions. Were this not the casé there 
would be frequent collisions in mid 
air, collisions which, at such high 
speed, would be extremely dangerous 
to the birds.

Fish which travel in shoals have 
similar methods of silent but instant­
aneous communication. You will see 
a great shoal of porpoises following— 
or rather preceding—a steamer. They 
swim either in two long, straight lines 
or in a wedge shape, like the head of 
an arrow. Suddenly every fish in the 
line will turn simultaneously, dash 
outwards in a great curve, swim round 
the ship, and join up again in exactly 
the same formation, only that those' 
that were previously on the right are 
now in the left-hand line.

The writer has seen this happen 
again and again, and no soldiers, how­
ever perfectly drilled, could match the 
perfection of “dressing” exhibited by

Try rur!;y nest time you bate.

MANILA, June 30—(A.P.)—A mod­

ern hospital designed primarily for 
the eradictlon of malaria in the 
provinces of Pampanga and Bataan, 
Island of Luzon, has just been open­
ed at the Pampanga Sugar Mills Cen­
tral at Del Carmen, 60 miles north ot 
Manila.
