Mr. Spesker alse expressed his re-
Bpectful acknowledgments for the
high honour which the House had
conferred upon htm.

Mr, Speaker alse ssmeunced - that
whilst in atteavismece at the Council
Chamber his Exsellency had been
pleased to maie a grw>ious speech to
both branches of the Legislature, a
copy of which, for gresater ‘accuracy,
he had obtainvd amd would read to
the House:—

(The Speech frem the Throne ap-
peared in yesterday's issue.)

Mr, H. B. C. Lake, meriber for Bur-’
in, moved that a Committee be ap-
pointed to draft an Address in Re-
ply 1o the Speech with which his
Excellency the Governor was pleased
to open this session of the Legislat-
ure, He congratulated the Speaker
on being appointed the first Common-
er of the land and felt sure that his
Honour the Speaker will do his duty
Jairly and impartially. -He also con-
gratulated Mr. Walter S. Monroe on
becowming the Prime Minister of this
Island. The Leader of the House had
brought back with him a substantial
majority of members and he had no
doubt that, under the leadership of
Mr, Monroe, the people of this coun-
try will not have cause to regret their
action. As his Excellency approp-
riately suggested in the beginning of
his speeach, in wview gf; all ghe cir-
cumstances, our deliberations need
not be protracted. It is unusual to
have a session of Parliament at this
particular season of the year when so
many of our people are engaged in the
fisheries and trade of the country,
but, under the circumstances, the best
possible was done in the best. inter-
ests of all concerned. A brief session
i3 ‘desirable from the fact that this
Government has been too short a
time in office to acquire that infor-
mation about publiec affairs which is
ne¢essary for wise and sound legisla-
tion.

The past six months has been ex-
traordinary in the political history of
Newfoundland, as, during that period,
not lese than three administrations
were appointed, two of which resign-
ed; but he felt that the present party
is here to stay and that the leader
has the confidence of the whole coun-
try.

Mr. Lake was pleased to note that
the Byreé-Elections in Hr. Grace re-
sulted so favorably for his colleagues.
In the case of Bonavista it was deem-
ed advisable to have the Bye-Elec-
tions postponed until the Fall when
the fishermen are home, thus show-
ing how fair Mr. Monroe is, and that
no voter will be disfranchised.

He endorsed the remarks of his
Fxcellency that this year’s sealfish-
ery was a successful one and that
the codfishery—the mainstay of the
country—had opened up so favorably
and he trusted that the prices paid
for this product in the local and for-
eign marksts will be such as to be
remunerative to the fishermen of the
country., He went to the bank fishery
as a boy with his father, one of the
pioneers of that branch of the fishery.

Regarding the Prohibition Act he
thought that the ‘present law ‘was not
being enforced and he denounced the
seript business. He sald that the
Government proposes to remedy the
whole system at an early date.

Speaking - of .the excessive cost of
printing, he said that the Government
proposed: to introduce & #system of
economy and retrenchment by having
printing done by tender and contract
and that the work will be controlled
by the Colonial Secretary with a
special officlal in charge as King's
Printer.

He thought it would be good news
for the workingman to know that
legislation will be passed &t this ses-
sion for the manufacture of pulp and
paper on the Gander River and the
Flour Mill on the South Side of St.
John’s.  These industries, combined
with those already mentioned, will
give employment to thousands of men
when the fisheries are over. ‘

He said that 5500 men are now
engaged on the Humber and that 90
per cent. are Newfoundlanders and he
had no doubt that as time went on
and our people became proficient that
all the men employed there will be
Newfoundlanders. He was also glad
to know that the steel works at North
Sydney will not be closed down, as at
first thought, because the Besco peo-
ple had received orders from the
Canadian Government for steel rails.
This will mean our men now employ-
ed will be kept going in full swing.

In conclusion Mr. Lake said he
was proud of the honour -conferred
on him in moving that this Commit
tee be appointed and in particular
representing the electorate of Burin
District.

Mr.-Linegar had very much pleas-
ure in:séconding. the motion made by
the homourable member for Burin.
He congratulated the Speaker on the
high.-honour conferred upon: him, and
felt confidently certain that he would
do honour to himself and to the peo-
ple of this Dominion. “Especially did
it  give him pleasure in expressing
his feelings as a labour representa-
tive—the first time a representative
of labour had a seat in the legislature
in, the history of Newfoundland—and
that is one ‘particular reason why he
felt gratified in expresisng his thanks
to the Executive Government for ask-
ing him to second the motion to-day.

He questioned whether he would
be able to fulfil all that was required
of him at the present time, because it
was such a large contract to fulfil
and perform. He expressed himself
as being proud that he was the repre-
sentative of labour in the House. He
represented labour in all its forms,
organized and unorganized; he
represented 300 coopers strong,
besides other numerous forms of la-
bour, and he trusted that he would be
successful in keeping up to what was
expected of him. He assured all those
whom he represented in the House
that he would do his best for their
welfare and benefit. Labour needed
a representative in the House. He
did not want to see crowds of men
coming to the Bar of the House this
year, as they did in the past, asking
for their rights.

He also congratulated the Prime
Minister upon the confidence reposed
in him by the people of this country,
and expressed his candid conviction
that the electorate of this country had
made a wise and important choice in
choosing the .Hon. W. S. Monroe as
the Prime Minister of this anctient
Colony. o ;

This . country
posesses sufficient industries to be
in a flourishing financial position if
we only had the confidence in its re-
sources. TRe country has been de-|
moralized, .the spirit of the. working
people is broken. The working people
have been taken, in a good many cas-
es from their, ordinary work and put
in some place where they do not be-
long and-consequently have not been
able to do justice to their country in
general or themselves in ‘particular:
conditions as they at present exist
must cease, and:a general improve-
ment for the betterment of the work-
ing class result.

In conclusion Mr, Linegar remark-
ed that he would like to refer to the
conditions of our workmen; which
to-day are appalling. Ha could say in
dealizg with this matter that he knew
as much about the conditions of the
working man in this country as any
person in Newfoundland; and person
who wants to know under what con-
ditions the labourers works and lives
in this country has only to go among
them and be convinced as to the un-
faiiness and the disadvantages under
which they work. He said that the
conditions were such that it was a
miracle how the people could live at
all. It has been said that you cannot
get good results or returns from the
labourer, but Mr, Linegar affirmed
that the working man of St. John’s
as the finest kind of man, and the
finest kind of workmen that you
could get, but he was sorry to say
that . tbhe working man’s spirit was
broken, and that when they did start
it would take two or three years to
get him going, and to instill a feeling
of independence and willingness in
him.

He wished to thank the Government
its Hon. Leader, and the elec¢torate
of .his District for sending him to the
House to-day and in giving him the
privilege of being able to';champion
the rights of those whom he repres-
ented; and he assured them all that he
would do his best to justify his seat

As to the fishery the Govern-
ment would do all possible to foster
it and every other labor giving indus-
try, and a speedy solution of the Bell
Island problem is looked for. The
position of the Government is .to try
and make labor and capital agree,
“and while some think that a standard
wage should be given to laboar
throughout the Island, the whole sit-
uation hinges on supply and demand.
We have to go cautiously before say-
ing that every employer shall pay a
certain rate. Continuing, he hoped
to reduce taxation, but pointed out
that at present it is impossible +to
make an estimate of the country’s
finances owing to the way in which
the accounts have been jumbled for
some years past, salaries, bonuses,
ete., being so confused that it is next
to impossible to tell the wages ‘of
some officials.- This will be straight-
ened out and everything made clear
to the public. At the next session it
is hoped to be able to state where
the country stands financially; but
at present this is impossible owing
to the way in - which figures have
been turned and twisted. The Prime
Minister ‘' concluded by ~stating he
would have more to say on this sub-
ject later.

He offers a half
share .for 150,000 francs, which, he
states, “will earn profits -of over one

hundred per cent. on capital }nvested'

There is no visible leader; there is
no warning call. In perfect silence and
with absolute precision each bird acts
as if it were conscious of what was

-passing in the brain not only of its

neighbours,  but of the entire flock.
Silent Slgnals.

Many other birds, such as starlings,
behave in similar fashion. To put it
briefly, the whole flights acts as if con-
trolled by one brain. We do not know
at present how this amazing uniform-
ity is obtained, but we can bel quite
certain that there mut be some in-
comprehensible means of communica-
tions. Were this not the case there
would be frequent collisions in mid
air, collisions which, at such high
speed, would be extremely dangerous
to the birds.

Fish which travel in shoals have
similar methods of silent but instant-
aneous communication. You will see
a great shoal of porpoises following—
or rather preceding—a steamer. They
swim either in two long, straight lines
or in a wedge shape, like the head of
an arrow. Suddenly every fish in the
line will turn simultaneously, dash
outwards in a great curve, swim round
the ship, and join up again in exactly

that were previously on the right are
now in the left-hand line.

The writer has seen this happen
again and again, and no soldiers, how-
ever perfectly drilled, could match the
perfection of “dressing” exhibited by
these creatures.

Spots Tho:t‘ Mean Safety.

Wild animals of many kinds are un-
doubtedly able to transmit warnings
to others of the same species at a dis-
tance. Mr. Cherry Kearton, during his
long wanderings in the wilds with a
cinema camera, has noticed this fact
over and over again.

Even lions, he says, are susceptible
to the “danger” message, and where a
few years ago they were plentiful they
are now rarely seen, simply because
the hunter has raked that part of the
country with his motor-car, rifies, and
an army of “boys.”

On the other hand, whenever a
sanctuary is made, animals and birds
journey to it from great distances. In
some mysterious way they get the
news that a certain spot means safety,
and there they will gather and breed
and rapidly become almost tame.

The Moth’s Mystery Message.

If conditions in any particular place
become suitable for any special bird,
animal, or insect, in some mysterious

| way that creature appears there. For

instance, some years ago a kingfisher
appeared in the heart of Bath, and was
seen fishing for some small fish with
which a pond had recentiy been stock-
ed.

The kingfisher naturally avoids the
dwellings of man, and how 'the beau-
tiful little bird became aware of the
presence of fish in that particular pool
is a mystery.

A form of wireless occurs also
among insects. There is a variety of
moth which frequents only a certain
kind of tree. A naturalist took one of
the females of this species and placed
her in a cage three miles from the
nearest wood in which others of her
kind were to be found.

The next night two males of the spe-
cies were discovered, clinging to the
outside of the cage, yet how they had
become aware of the presence of their
mate is a problem which defies any

ordinary explanation.
