The chief feature last year In Nor­

way was a remarkable improvement 
in the export trades. It contributed 
materially to alleviate the process of 
readjustment which has continued 

-( since 1921 and the end of which seems 
still to be distant.

Agriculture did not experience a 
favorable year. Excessive rains in 
South Norway throughout the sum­
mer interfered badly with-the grow­
ing crops, the result being 
that., noth withstanding a fine summer 
in the north, the returns for all cer­
eals, as well as foi hay, potatoes, 
and turnips, were far below those of 
an average year. .

Fisheries and allied trades were, on 
the other hand very ‘successful in 
1924. The total catch of the rod fish­
eries amounted to approximately 69,- 
900,000 cod, of an estimated value of 
60,900,000 kr, (as compared with 26,- 
900,000 kr. and 34,600,000 kr. in 1923 
and 1922 respectively.) The herring 
fisheries in 1924 although not so suc­
cessful as in 1923 in the numbers 
caught, nevertheless were more pro­
fitable owing to-higher prices prevail­
ing. The total export value of Nor­
wegian fisheries up to the end of Oc­
tober was estimated at 165,000,000 kr. 
(as compared with 96,400,000 for the 
corresponding period of 1923). The 
former figure does not include the 
value of the exports of the canning 
industry, which for the period Jan- 
uarv-October, amounted to 70,000,000 
kr. (as compared with' 37,800,000 kr. 
for the entie year 1923.) Whaling 
also had a very fair year in 1924. The 
general position of the trade was na­
turally reflected in the share market, 
where whaling shares were in de­
mand.

Dr. Grenfell’s New 
Boat for Labrador

(To the Editor of the Times.)
Sir,—As Dr. Wilfred T. Grenfell la 

in the Far Bast, and will not see the 
paragraph headed In your issue of 
February 17, “Dr. Grenfell's New 
Boat for Labrador" for many weeks, 
I venture to ask .you to permit me 
to amplify the particulars there given 
in one - or two important directions, 
as I am sure my colleague would 
wish to do.

The Strathcona II. was purchased 
last year by the Royal National Mis­
sion to Deep Sea Fishermen at the 
request of Dr. Grenfell, who had in­
specte^ the little ship and ^approved 
of her as being suitable for the work 
in Labrador. The vessel is now ly­
ing at our depot In Yarmouth Har­
bour, and Is being reconditioned by 
the Society to replace the Strath- 
cone that foundered, happily without 
loss of life, In heavy weather in Oc­
tober, 1982. The Teasel was not 
"nipped In the Ice off this formidable 
coast."

The work In Labrador and New­
foundland with which my colleague’* 
name has become Inseparably asso­
ciated, as the result of his self- 
sacrificing years of service, was 
started in 1892, In response to an 
appeal by the leading men of Great 
Britain’s Oldest Colony "brought to 
this society by Lord Southborough, at 
that time Mr. Francis J. 8. Hop wood, 
a member of our council. Dr. Wil­
fred T. Grenfell, who was then ser­
ving as a surgeon ministering to the 
needs of the fishermen in the North 
Sea, was sent out in the society’s 
hospital mission ship, the Albert, that 
crossed the Atlantic no fewer than 
six! times .in connection with this 
work. For many years the whole 
burden of the enterprise was—borne 
by the Royal National Mission to 
Deep Sea Fishermen. The work to­
day is under the direction of an In­
ternational Board of Management, 
with representatives from thé parent 
society forming part of the board.

The 
work will take at least to next Jan­
uary if it is to be completed, and 
while we are ready to consider any 
proposition in conneeton with this 
matter we do not think that there is 
any one that can be put forward that 
will not necessitate us from putting 
the dock out of commission for a 
year.

Before concluding the Prime $Hn- 
ister tabled a report of W. F. Joyce, 
Chief Engineer, submitted to General 
Manager Russell giving a compara­
tive estimate of the different proposi­
tions.

HON. M. S. SULLIVAN urged the 
necessity of at' once taking steps to 
make repairs if the dock is to be con­
tinued in operation. As It is now, 
with rotten woodwork only, support­
ing the dock gate, on which there is a 
pressure of 1,400 tons, which might 
cause it to collapse at any moment, 
neither the Government nor the Rail­
way Commission dare assume the re­
sponsibility of allowing any more 
ships to be put on dock for repairs, 
and instructions have been given by 
the Railway Commission to close the 
dock until such time as it has been 
put in proper repair. It is possible 
that the gate might stand for one 
year or two years, but on the other 
hand, it might collapse at any mo­
ment If such a catastrophe occurred 
with a steamer or steamers on dock, 
the result would be appalling. One 
can easily imagine the frightful wreck­
age and damage that would result, en­
tailing great financial loss, with per­
haps, what would be worse, consider­
able loss of life.

Continuing, he said the Dock situ­
ation should be treated non-political- 
ly, and we should be very glad to get 
the opinion of the Opposition in de­
ciding on the best niethod of dealing 
with this very serious proposition, end 
Ik doing so, we must be guided con­
siderably by the reports submitted by 
the consulting engineers. We must 
decide, and decide promptly, what is 
to be done, because it Is only by start­
ing repairs at once, that it will be 
possible to complete the work by Dec., 
1926. otherwise, we would be in the 
months of January, February and 
March ,and owing to the climatic con­
ditions in this country, these months 
are not suitable to do repair work, and 
if put off, work _40ne at this season 
would cost considerably more than it 
it were done in a milder season." The 
closing erf this public utility Is going 
to entail considerable loss to the coun­
try, as well as a great amount of in­
convenience to ship owners.

Three of four propositions have been 
put forward by the firms of engineers 
who submitted the reports. Which 
scheme we shall adopt is for the House 
to decide. There is a further propos­
ition and that is to close the Dock per­
manently. This cannot be entertained 
for many reasons. From 150 to 200 
men are employed in connection with 
work at the dock and around it. The 
wagee paid out In 1924 amounted to 
$176,000.00. The cost of material pur­
chased and used in connection with 
repair work on the_, Dock in 1924 
amounted to $116,000.00. The indirect 
revenue to the country from the pur­
chasing power of the $176,000.00 paid 
in wagee and the duty collected on the 
$116,000.00 worth of material used in 
connection with the Dock repairs, say 
at 26 per cent, Is equivalent of $72,- 
760.00 per annum. In addition to this, 
we have, according to the General 
Manager of the Railway, Mr. Russell, 
a net profit of the operation of the 
dock in 1924, of $41,200.00, making a 
total, direct and Indirect revenue of 
$113,960.00 per annum. From the 
figures quoted we would be justified 
in closing the Dock permanently. We 
must also bear in mind, that with a 
modernized Dock equipped with prop­
er machine shops and with improved 
facilities for doing work, and more­
over, situated as we are geographical­
ly, there Is every reason to suppose 
that, with the improvements suggest­
ed, much better results would be ob­
tained. Mr. Sullivan then reviewed 
the different propositions in detail, 
and submitted comparative costs and 
summary, in which he showed that 
both Crandell and Bishop agree eu» to 
the need for immediate and extensive 
repairs, the dangerous condition of 
the entrance and the necessity of 
building a coffer dam to carry out re­
pairs. Both recommend widening of 
the Dock. Bishop, through his En­
gineer, recommends deepening.

Crandell makes two propositions for 
re-conditioning the Dry Dock. One and 
two are similar, and both are ' less 
costly than the estimate submitted 
by Colonel Mitchell .for the Wm. I.

heartening», shorlegs roadway, the 
amount will be $598,000, and adding 
ten per cent. for. engineering which 
will be $69,800, the total will be $667,- 
800. This will give us a much larger 
dock and it will be absolutely water 
tight. There is a difference of eighty- 
seven thousand" dollars in that figure 
and that given by the Crandell En­
gineering Company. If we turn to what 
was tendered by the Crandell Engin­
eering Company we find that it would 
widen the dock to seventy feet and 
that the cost would be $624,000. Mr. 
Crandell’s Company asks for a com­
mission of fifteen per cent, while the 
Bishop Company has asked for $70,- 
000 outside the cost of the operations 
whether these amounted to $900,000 
or $1,000,000.

I think that the plane which will 
be laid on the table of the House this 
afternoon will show that the Bishop1 
Company has given ns a better pro­
position than the Crandell people. 
The Crandell people are largely man­
ufacturers of floating docks, and they 
have been very successful and I have 
no doubt that Mr. Crandell is a very 
experienced and thorough engineer, 
but the Bishop Company seem to us 
to have been more thorough in the 
matter. They say that by deepening 
the dock they will get down to bed­
rock. There is also, they say, eight 
hundred pounds a square foot upward 
pressure against four hundred pounds 
per square toot downward pressure, 
and they consider it necessary to 
make some boring and so relieve the 
pressure. It seems that the Bishop 
proposition is almost as good looking 
as the Crandell one even when we are 
getting from them a new dock and 
besides in addition we are getting a 
new jetty and a steel wall practical­
ly from the Long Bridge right down 
to the end of the shed, and we would 
also be getting from them a pier of 
length five hundred feet so that we 
would be able to handle all the coal 
that we may require. The dock gates 
will be widened and new gates, put 
in the dock. The dock will also be 
made longer and wider and what is 
more important it will be moved from 
its present position. The centre line 
of the dock will be moved six feet 
further to the north side because of 
the fact that the new dock will be 
moved thirteen feet in on the north­
ern side, taking in part of the road­
way on the north side of the Dock be­
tween the machine shops and the 
dock coping. There are also concrete 
walls provided for and they would 
go all round the dock. There would 
also be a railway carrying a travel­
ling crane which would be able to 
assume any position necessary, and 
would greatly facilitate the makng of 
repairs to ships which might come in. 
This propositon would entail the ex­
penditure of about a million dollars, 
and then we would have a dock which 
would be able to handle anything 
which could possibly come here. I 
asked Mr. Bishop, who is a practical 
engineer, whether he thought that 
our equipment was able to take care 
of the work which we might have or 
whether he thought that it might be 
necessary to make another expendi­
ture to make the equipment compare 
with the dock. He was over the 
dock to-day and it is in hie opinion 
that the expenditure would not have 
to be very large to be able to handle 
anything that might come in.

Now I do not know if there is very 
much more that I want to say on this 
matter just now. I want to place the 
tacts before the House this afternoon 
so that the House may be able to 
give the necessary consideration to 
the resolutions. It did not seem to 
us that we could possibly get a firm 
to give us a definite proposition on 
the dock because they did not exactly 
know what they would have to do, 
and it did not seem that either com­
pany could be expected to do this 
unless it was at a very increased cost 
for their own security, but we have 
the best reports from the Bishop Com­
pany. It may be remembered that 
they did their work most satisfactor­
ily on the Humber and elsewhere and 
they have a good reputation to main­
tain, and they give us a fairly good 
assurance that there will be no great 
increases over the figure estimated. 
We have brought Mr. Mitchell here, 
but we were not entirely dependent 
"on him. We have also Mr. Bishop 
who has proved himself an engineer 
of great ability, and besides him we 
have Mr Swann, the world famous 
engineer in Montreal and all the plans 
have been submitted to him so that 
it can be seen that we have two or 
three checks on the proposition which 
we have before the Government and 
I cannot help feeling that if we can 
afford to do anything at all, if we are , 
to have a good dock In Newfoundland, 
we have to take.the present opportun­
ity. It is possible that we could have 
found somebody else who would have j 
offered to do this work for a emalier 
commission, but we have got the 
measurements all checked up by Mr. 
Joyce and the figures have been

What could be better proof 
of the success of the tourist traflje 
than the taking of our fish. He said 
that our scenery couldn’t compare 
with California’s scenery or that of 
Switzreland and that scenery would 
not educate or clothe. But take the 
case of Switzerland. Her scenery had 
educated the Swiss, clothed them and 
made them prosperous, and they were 
to-day the best educated people In Eu­
rope. Men cannot live by fish alone, 
we must find a market for it. There 
is no greater asset than oyr scenery, 
if we can sell It, and our sporting at­
tractions. This could not be done if 
Jeremiahs were to be listened to. I 
am convinced, said Mr. Morine, that 
selling the scenery of this country is 
going to be pretty hard work in the 
face of the discouragement thrown on 
it by people who ought, to be more loy­
al than they are, Judging by their 
speeches.
