The Legislature.
After the usual amount of talk 

and questioning and ventilation of 
grievances by members, which gen­
erally occupies the time of the House 
for the first eight or ten days of the 
session, our legislators may now be 
said to have commenced work in 

.earnest. Several bills of an import- 
' imt character have already been in-, 
tvoduced and read a first time.

On Monday Mr. E. B. Wood moved 
for all the papers in connection with 
recent examination of the site fixed 
on by the previous Government for 
the Model Farm at Mimico, and also 
for the reports. &ç., of the "commU- 
sioners appointed by this Govern­
ment to examine and report on 
more advantageous and eligible 
sites elsewhere for the Farm. 
These papers will be lai4 be­
fore the Hodse in a few days, when 
the whole question will be fully dis­
cussed. We understand thajb the 
Commissioner of Agriculture has 
more than sufficient evidence in his 
possession to warrant the Govern­
ment and the House in rejecting the 
Mimico site as being altogether un- 

. suitable for the purpose for which 
the Farm is intended. We-undic- 
staiid that it is the purpose of the 
Government, after these papers aie 
brought down, to, take the sense of 
the House on the unsuitability of the 
Mimico site, and that being obtained 
the Government will then fix on the 
best location for the Farm, and ask 
the House, to sanction the change, 
and confirm the new selection.

On Tuesday Mr. Rylcert raised the 
» objection to the deception of petitions 

praying for a prohibitory liquor law, 
on the ground that as the House had 
no power to deal with the question. 
Attorney-General Moxvat took a con­
trary view, and believed that the 
argument's m favour of the House 
dealing with this question were 
stronger than those against that view. 
The Speaker decided that the peti­
tions could bo received.

Hon. Mr. Crooks introduced a bill 
to establish a school for practical 
science. He- also moved the second 
reading of the bill respecting the 
Toronto University. The bill pro­
vides for several changes in the mode 
of governing the , University similar 
in many iespects to charter of tho 
London University. It also provides 
that the powers of the University be 
enlarged in reference tp the range of 
studies. The main object of the 
bill was to introduce something more 
of the responsible element in the 
government of the University by the 
election of certain members to the 
Senate for five year?, and thus secure 
increased Zealand interest in the in­
stitution by the people. The bill 
ivas read a second, time.

Mr. Bethune’s bill to amend the 
law relating to slander was read a 

.second time. It provides that when 
a woman is slandered, and institutes 
an action for libel against tho slan- 
dorer, she does not require to prove 
special damage resulting from the 
utterance of the blander, but simply 
that such slander was circulated. 
After some discussion Mr. Bethune 
for the present consented to with­
draw the hill.. Tho bill to provide 
for the payment of special jurors, the 
same to come out of tho pockets of 
the litigants, was read a second time, 
and referred to a select committee.

The night was still dark, wet, and win­

dy, and the thinly placed lamps in Wool- 
man’s Lane flickered fitfully as the gusts

The gateways 
were closed, the waggons- were gone, tiio 
olerks and porters were away homo, and 
the place was left to comparative silence 
and solitude.

This was its character on the night in 
question, and the usual quietness and 
dreariness of the lane were increased by 
the inclemency of the weather.
