Increased Facilities for Taking

Care of lImmigrants
Here

Chief Agent Craig :m_d Ass.s.ant |
Chief Hunt, of the Doéminion immigra- |
tion office, are busy with preparations |
to move from the historic old “shed ‘
into the new office building provided |
for them at the corner of First street
east and Tenth avenue. The new build-
ing, with all its modern im_pm\'vmvms.
will be occupied by the immigration
officials not later than June 1st.

One of the peculiar features att_end—
ant upon the removal of the immigra-
tion headquarters is the fact that, de-
spite the increased room given the of-
ficials for the benefit of immigrants,
less room is being actually taken up
at present by the guests of the govern-
ment than at any time in the past
few years. The old “shed,” with quar-
ters for about thirty lodgers, is rarely
mere than half filled. The new quar-
ters can accommodate 100 persons.

“The steadily diminishing number of
immigrants who stay in Calgary the
limit of seven days as guests of the
government i8 a tribute to the higher
character of the men who are coming
into the northwest,” sald Deputy Agent
Hunt westerday. ‘“Year by year men
of a higher grade are taking advantage
of the opportunities of the morthwest.
Of course many of the people who stay
in the government sheds while decid-
ing on locations are well supplied with
money, and stay here as the guests of
the government simply as an economy.
But the great majority put up at hotels
and enjoy the best of comforts.”

“Men with money are the men who
are coming into the morthweet at the
present  time,” one officlal declared
vesterday. “The old days of a inan
rushing in here with only his railroad
fare are over, mever to return. Our
agents thoroughly investigate every
mam with whom we do business at the
preseat time, and select only those who
shew themselves able to properly take
care of the land we @ell them.

CUCUMBER 27 INGHES LONG
WEIGHS FIVE POUNDS

King of His Kind, Raised on
C.P.R. Demonstration Farm
at Strathmore

L"l‘he king of all cucumbers arrived
in Calgary yesterday and today will
hold forth in royal veégetarian state in
the window of a Calgary store.

The gigantic cucumber was born
and grew to kingly estate on the C.P.
R. demonstration farm at Strathmore,
heing cultured and watered by the of-
ficials in charge of the station. From
tip to tip the cucumber measures 27
inches, and its circumference is nine
inches. The weight is five pounds,
three ounces, and at the prevailing
market price of 20 cents per pound, the
vegetable is worth more than one
dollar.

According to officials of the railroad,
the cucumber is just one of a gigantio
crop raised in the Strathmore green-
houses this spring. Photographs ac-
companying the vegetarian visitor
showed many other of his kind, all
ranging from 15 to 20 inches in length.

ANIMALS AS DOCTORS

Both Wild and Domestic Animals
Know Hew to Treat lliness.

It is held that the simple remedies of
nature generally suffice to cure beasts
of their ailments, and that they are
guided to them by instinct. A large
number of species wash themselves
and bathe—elephants, stags, birds,
ants, ett. Animals rid themselves of
their parasites by using dust, mud and
clay. Those suffering from fever re-
strict their diet, keep quiet, seek dark-
ness and airy places, dring much water
and sometimes plunge into it from time
to time. When a dog has lost its appe-
tite it eats that species of grass known
as "“dog’s grass.” Cats also eat grass
and catnip when sick. Sheep and cows
in the same circumstances seek out
certain herbs. An animal suffering
frem chronic rheumatism invariably
keps as much as possible in the sun.
The warrior ants maintain regularly
organized ambulances.

Latreille cut the antennae of an ant.
Other ants covered the wounded part
with a transparent fluid from their
mouth. If a chimpanzee is wounded
it stops the flow of blood by placing
its hand on the wound or dressing it
with Jeaves and grass.

A terrier had an injured eye. It
remained lying under a counter, avoid-
ing heat and light, although it had
been its habit to keep close to the fire.
It adopted a general treatment—rest
and abstinence from food. The local
treatment consisted in licking the up-
per surface of its paw, which it then
applied to the wounded eye, again lick-
ing the paw when it became dry. Cate
also when hurt treat themselves by
this simple method.

Continuing his reply to the minis-
ter’'s budget statement, A. K. McLean
took up the matter of the duty on
certain kinds of sawed planks which
had formerly been free but which this
government had put under a 26 per
cent. duty. This had been called to the
attention of parliament by the member
for Assiniboia, who moved a resolution.
It was then stated by the supporters
of the government that' the previous
government had permitted “smuggling
of this artidle.” For some strange rea-
son the question of whether these art-
icles ware free or dutiable was referred
to the Exchequer court, which decided
thét lumber of this class was dutiable.
But the Saskatchewan elections were
pending at this time, and as something
had to be done an appeil was made
to the Supreme court against the find-
ing of the Exehequer court, which had
supported the stand ©of the govern-
ment. The Supreme court reversed the
decigsion ef the Kxchequer court. Re-
ferénce to both courts Mr. McLean
characterized as “a wicked and wanton
expendituré of public muoey.” It was
not dealing seriously or honestly with
a public matter. There was no reason
for reference to the courts, and it weas
an attempt B te deceive the public, If
they had been acting rairly they would
have annoumced a 15 per cent. duty on
this particukar kind of lumber, or they
would have made it clear what the
ftem did mean.

The member for Halifax then turn-
ed to the question of imperial prefer-
ence, ‘which he. discussed briefly., He
did not think that there was much
hope .of & prefernce on natural pro-
ducts, judging by the latest utterances
of . Unionist leaders. They might be
ready to give some sort of a valueless
prefernce on manufactures. g

He also oriticised the fact that no
further eteps, had. been taken- in the
direction ‘of appointing a tariff com-
mission. - He had never: thought that it
would. be of any -advantage . to the
couatry. - % :

A Prodigal Governmen®.

Turning  mext to the figures given
by the minister of. finance with respect
to the revenue and -expenditures, Mr.
McLean declared that this governmant
showed every evidence of beingz an
extravagant. government and naturally
inclined to prodigality.” -

The only -questiom ' which is- exer-
cising the minister is as to how to get
rid of the excéss revenue. So-far this
has not worried him. He should, how-
ever, give. to. all .demands made upon
him by ministers aeng@ members. | He
should put a break..an B spmewhere.
When in opposition the Conservatives
w?-e never tired of talking of the big
Liberal expenditures, and . predicting
disaster. What -had they. to say now
in regard to increases jn the expendi-
ture since they came into power?

Enormous Increases.

The figures for the public ‘works de-
partment, Mr. McLean considered as
regnarkable. In 1910 the department
spent $10,344,000. In 1918  the expendi-
ture rose to' $13,000,600. The vroposed
expenditure for-the ‘current-fiscal year
is  $28,587,000, nearly, three times as
much-as in 1912." The -expenditure for
the militia department 'in 1912, - Mr.
McLean said was $7,580,000. In 1912 it
had risen to $8,307,000, whiie the pro-
posed ‘expenditure for 1914 is- $10,500,-
000. The figures for these two depart-
ments, Mr. McLean said, were alarm-
ing and worthy of the careful attention
of parliament. When the Liberals were
In power Mr. Borden had stated that
the expenditures were so large as to
establish prima facie that the govern-
ment stood eonvicted of the improper
use of. public money. What was to be
said of a* proposed expenditure of over
$200,000,000 exclusive of railway subsi-
dies which would probably bring the
grand 4otal up to $225,000,0007

Mr.. McLean -declared that, while he
was not pessimistic as to the future,
this was a year in which the minister
of finance should have practiced econ-
omy. ‘It was quite possible, owing to
the tightness of money, a probabléire-
duction in imports-and the speculation
in lands, that the immediate future may
nottbe quite as' bright as the ufmed.mte

pas
Should Reducs Taxation.

Dealing with the question of sur-
pluses,” Mr. McLean said that notwith-
standing the conditions .to which he
had referred, the surplus of $55,000,000
over erdinary expenditure last vyear
would -probably amount to $85,000,000
or more for the current year. In view
of such large surpluses, real and pros-
pective, the:government should have
made a remission in' taxation, more
particularly in view of the faet that
the country is facing a new problem
in the rapid and abnormal increase in
the gost of living. Mr. MceLan re-
marked that there had been continuous
surpluses since 1901. Those under the
Liberal regime averaged from seven to
eight millions. Mr. Fielding’s two last
surpluses were large, and they had con-
tinued'to grow, and the time had cer-
tainly ‘arrived when the burdens of the
people should be lessened. Customs
and excise taxes for the past current
year amounted to $184,000,000, per
capita tax of $17. Conservatives were
very critical when the per capita .tax
was only $10 or $11. They then waited
like Jeremiah. At the present time the
per capita tax is allewed to grow, al-
though the revenue is so large that the
government is unable to spend the
money. dn this connection, Mr. Mec-
lean contended, although the surpluses
were not so large and they were en-
gaged in the expensive undertaking of
constructing the National Transconti-
nental Railway, the Liberals made sub-
stantial reductions in the tariff.

Surpluses and Waste,

Conservatives had always taken the
position that it was indefensible, illogi-
cal and unbusinesslike to take more

revenue than was actually required for |

the expenditure of the country. But a

point had now been reached in Canada |

where there must either be the remis-
slon of taxation or else an abandon-
ment of this previous theory and prac-
tice. In the past it had been customary
to’ estimate the necessary expenditure

Continuing, he spoke-of the proposed
highways act as a measure introduced
simply to implement an election pledge
and introduced without serious -con-
sideration _or provision for the organiz-
ation which would be necessarw to the
proper administration of the measure.

Showing the Census.

“Mr. McLean went on to refer to the
census figures of 1911 as showing a 60
per cent. increase in urban population

as compared with a rural increase of |

17 per cent. The percentage of the
rural population to the total populq-
tion of the country had fallen from 82
per cent. in 1901 to 54 per cent. in 1911,
while the percentage of the urban
population to the total had risen from
37.7 to 45.5. Here, he said, was the
greatest change in this respect that
Canada had knewn, and the greatest,
he believed, that any country had ex-
perienced.

Dealing with. sociological aspect of
the question, Mr. McLean said that the
high cost of living was keeping more
people under the poverty than
generally supposed. The 'e\'ldem-e
given before the old age pensions com-
mittee made it apparent that in some
respects, conditions in (?ana_da ap-
proximate those of Great Britain. The
government should face the promem
and grant relief as soon a8 possible.
Whatever action might be taken most
people ‘would agree that a reduction
in the taxation equal to the amowht of
the taxation above the requirements
of the government should be made. It
would have to be determined on what
articles relief can best be given. In

conclusion, he said that the opposition |

deplores the great expenditure and
particularly the proposed excessive
expenditure of the future as announc-
ed in the estimates. Many of the
works contemplated would not be
profitable to the country.. The govern-
ment apparently would prefer to find

a way to spend surpluses rather than |

to grant a remission of the taxation to
the people.
Mr. Ames Was Shocked.

Mr. Ames, of St. Antoine, division
Montreal, said he had never known a
first speech from the opposition in re-
ply to a budget deliverance so devoid
of what might be called ' critical
analysis. He had hoped that Mr. Mc-
Lean would tell the house how he pro-
posed to bring about the remission of
the burden of taxation about which he
talked. y

He had been waiting anxiously to
have the mind of the opposition re-
vealed but he had waited in vain and
was inclined to wonder if the Liberals
have a mind on theisubject. Many of
the arguments advanced by Mr. Mc-
Lean had always been used.by Oppo-
gitions and would, no doubt, continue
to be used so long as parliament ex-
ints.

Who Béar the Load.

Mr. Ames then dealt with Mr. Mc-
Lean’'s contention as- to -the large
amount being collected in the form of
customs duties. As four-fifths of the
revenues- of the country are- produced
from tariff collections, "he ‘presumed
that Mr, McLean proposed to give re-
lief in that direction. During the last
fiscal year duty collected on tall Ca-
nadian imports amounted to 16 per
cent. - Dutiable imports customs col-
lections- were 26 per cent. in recent
yvears that rate of the customs taxa-
tion gradually decreased and it was
not possible to make out a case for a
reduction in the tariff taxation rate.
It had been argued that the people are
paying more than they can bear but
thie i® a question not so much of
amount ag of capacity of endurance.
The shoulders which stand under the
load today are much stronger than
thogse which stood under it in previ-
He quoted the trade and
figures to indicate the growing pros-
perity of the country and said it was
as easy, if not easier, for Canadians to
carry a per capita tax of $17 at the
present time as a tax of $8.50 ten years
ago. The Canada of today is not the
Canada of a decade ago. Then we
had only one transcontinental railway;
now we have three almost completed
and the Hudson Bay railway to be
buik. ILarge expenditures will be re-
quired for ocean ports and terminals.
We now have a new Quebec and a new
Ontario and it will require much
money to open them up. Then there
is the necessity of great development
in the Canadian west. All these things
will require money in the future.

Ottawa for Assistance.

Mr. Ames then dealt with the pres-
ent day tendency of the provinces to
turn to the Dominion government for
help. Some years ago, he said, the
combined revenue of the various prov-
inces amounted to fifty per cent. of the
Dominion revenue. Now it ubmounts
to only one-fifth. The result is that

N. Y. MARKET DULL AND

NARROW. TRADE LIGHT

Attempt to Start Bull Movement
Is Blocked by Decline
New Bond Issue

New York, May 21.—Union Pacific,
Reading and Steel, the stock market
leaders, moved within a range of a
peint or less today. The unusually nar-
row fluctuations of these speculative
favorites gave the measure of the
market in general, which was a dull
and spiritless affair. Traders sought
in the early session to inaugurate a
buil movement on the strength of the
flotations of the New York City and
Chinese bond issues. While the cables
reported some: improvement in senti-
ment abroad on account of the heavy
over-subscription of the Chinese loan
and London bought stocks in this mar-
ket, there was no corresponding
change of feeling here. Efforts to put
up the market were cut short by the
decline in the New York City bonds
below the average price of 100.159 ob-
tained by the city, heavy sales being
made at 100 and a few at 99 7-8. Small
gains in stocks were lost, and the day
tame to a close with most of the pro-
minent shares under yesterday's final
prices. While the city bond s dem-
onstrated that capital is 1ilable
when the high rate of interest and the
credit of the borrowers make the of-
fering unusually attractive, doubt was
expressed that the result of the offer-
ing would tend to stimulate the invest-
ment market as had been hoped. The
low average price received by the ci
and subsequent decline of the bonds
to below the sale price was accepted
as indicating that the outlook for less
favored borrowers was still doubtful.
The need of new financing by rail-
roads and other corporations is heavier
than for many years past.

An unfavorable feature of the day’s
trading was renewed liquidation in
certain quarters of the list. The ePtrol-
eum shares were especially heavy. Pres-
sure was again applled to St. Louis
and San Francisco bonds. The . fives
broke nearly five points to 67 1-4, sell-
ing lower than the fours.

The bond market was under. pres-
sure.
