than had been expected and the faithful 
old soldier in the conservative ranks has 
gone to join the great majority.

Though he has occupied the highest 
positions in the girt of the state 
when he desired, he might have amassed 
riches, he has lived and died poor in this 
world’s goods—a suflicient tribute to his 

astern integrity and moral worth. This is 
the side of his nature which his friends 
will love to linger upon, seeing in him the 
f aithful servant of the crown, the loving 
husband, the affectionate father and the 
faithfuLfriend. He waa in hie younger

A Miser's Wealth.
Philadelphia, Jan. 7.—A search to­

day at the house where two old men. 
Joseph Perry and Richard Price were 
found lying dead yesterday, brought to 
light a large amount of hidden treas­
ure. Price was the one who owned all 
the riches. He retired from the firm of 
auctioneers several years ago with inde­
pendent means and took in Price, who 
was his cousin and companion. He was 
close-fisted and scarcely allowed nimself 
the necessaries of life. In an undertak­
ing establishment the bodies lay to-day 
ghastly in death. Their appearance was 
revolting and showed a frightful condition 
of personal neglect. A post mortem, ex­
amination was made to-day and an in­
quest will be held on Monday. This af­
ternoon the coroner’s messenger, with 
three distant relatives of Perry, and a 
lawyer, began a search of the filthy old 
house. They began in the second 
storey front room and before they 
proceeded for in the hunt had unearthed 
substantial evidences of large -wealth. On 
moving the filthy cover from' the bed an 
old dirty piece of paper was found, con­
taining bank notes amounting to $127. 
A small parcel next was found, contain­
ing $40 m gold, and an old dirty canvas 
bag had $600 in gold coin; and $120 in 
bright, new gold certificates were wrap­
ped in pieces of doth. Another bedroom 
was then reached, and the first thing 
found was $300 in fifty-dollar gold certi­
ficates, stuck under a comer of the mat­
tress. An old rag tied around a bed-post 
was found to contain $946 in gold pieces. 
In addition to packages containing monev 
great piles of paper were brought out of 
old musty boxes. They contained deeds 
to property, mortgages, bank bocks, in­
surance policies, ground rents, and other 
valuable documents.

QUARTZ MINING.
Recent arrivals from the interior con­

tinue to bring in new samples of quartz 
containing more or less of the precious 

tals, gold and platinum. Su far all the 
gold taken from the province has been 
got from placer .mines, but there is no 
doubt but that great quantities might still 
be got if quartz mining were tmder- 
fcakën. Until now the obstacles in the 
way of this have been the difficulty of 
getting at the mines and the want of 
capital. Quite recently a couple of small 
stamp mills have been started, the ma­
chinery for which paid freight to the 
mines at the rate of 25 cents a pound. In 
the interior and in the towns near the- 
coast companies are being formed to carry 
on the work of mining and working the 
quartz. Many of these mines have shown 
up richly Mid others more moderately. 
As before mentioned, the drawback is the 
difficulty of getting in machinery, and 
with the purpose of opening up this 
splendid mining district a project is on 
foot to build a railroad from some point 
on the C. P. R. to Cariboo. It is thought 
that with present engineering skill the 
difficulties in the way may be easily* over- 

Preliminary steps to secure the 
construction of such a road are already 
being taken, and it is hoped that next 
summer will see it fairly started.

Now that British Columbia has easy 

railroad communication with eastern 
Canada, our local capitalists arc making 
efforts to secure the opening up of our 
own province. At the approaching ses­
sion of the provincial legislature, at least 
three companies will apply for charters to 
construct railways in the province. One of 
those, the Shuswap <6 Okanagan railway, 
will open ;up a mining district principally, 
whilst the other two, one from Ladner’s 
Landing to Popcum, and the other from 
New"'Westminster to the 49th parallel, 
will develop some of the finest farming 
lands in the province. The last mention­
ed road is seeking a charter from the 
Dominion parliament.

Socially Victoria is very quiet. The 
men-of-war while here make things lively 
for the tiqie, but in their absence we have 
to be content with a very ordinary per­
formance given by some very ordinary 
travelling company or by very mediocre 
local talent.
