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“THP NEW PULPIT.”

The Rev. R. R. Hawels, who is soon to
lecture in this city, is a clergyman of the
Church of Eogland. He is a man of ideas,
and those who attend his lectures, whether
they agree with what he says or mnot, are
not likely to go to sleep.

Mr. Haweis is decidedly of opinion that
the ** new pulpit ” is wanted, and that the
laity who according to him are demanding
it will be sure to get it. It is, he says, al-
ready on its way. People we fear will have
different opinions as to the orthodoxy of the
new pulpit as it is defined in the North
American Review and many will doubt its
effectiveness; but it is pretty certain that the
new preachers which are to make the new
pulpit will be listened to—at least for a
time.

OOMPULSORY ARBITRATION.

The United States Congress near the close
of the late session passed a compulsory arbi-
tration bill. The new law, it appears, does
not affsct employers and workmen general-
ly. Itisto be applied to railways alone.
The only argument in favor of the measure
was that railways ocoupy a peculiar position,
as a strike on a railway affects not only the
railway company and its employes but the
part of the community which the railway
acoommodates. The last great railway
strike in the United States was most injur-
ious to the business of a very large propor-
tion of the population. Persons gho had
nothing to do with the dispute betwken the
men and their employers were, through the
stoppage and the irregularity of the railway,
forced to suffer serious loss. It is presumed
that it was to prevent this loss and incen.
venienoe to the general public that Congress
considered itself justified in inberfering with
the freedom both of the employers and em-
ployed. It tried to take it out of their
power to do serious injury to the business of
the whole country.

‘ Daring the Debs insurrection,” says the
New York Commercial Advertiser, * rail-
way business was suspended over an extent
of territory Gotmprising more than half the
continent. The fruit growers and fruit buy-,
ers of California lost the greater part of their
year’s labor and all classes suffered to some
extent. The established method of dealing
with such a condition is to suppress violende
by the strong arm of the law, and there is
no doubt that it was the great and unneess-
sary delay in employing the military that
caused much of the inconvenience and
delay.”

It was, we take it, both to make it' un-
necessary to call out the military at all and
bo prevent loss to the community through
disputes between railway companies and
their employes that the law which appears
arbitrary was enacted.

The law provides in the first instance for
the settlement of the dispute by conciliation,
If vhis is nob successful then the arbitration
is formed. Three arbitrators are chosen, one
by the Interstate Commerce Commis-
slon, and the second by the
labor organization to which the strikers
belong, and & third by these two, but in the
event of their failure to name such arbitra-
tor within forty-eight hours after their first
meeting the third arbitrator shall be ap-
pointed by the Interstate Commission and
the Commission of Labor. ' Either party can
take the initiative in the proceedings and
the other cannot refuse to act. The follow-
ing stipulations must be signed by the
parties to the dispute - ’

First—That pending the arbitration the
existing status shall not be changed.

Second —That the award shall be filed in
the clerk’s office of the Circuit Court of he
United States for any district wherein the
employer carries on business, and shall be
final and  conclusive upon both parties,
unless set aside for error of law apparent on
the record. 4

Third—That the respective parties to the
award will each faithfally execnte the same,
and that the same may be specifically en-
forced in equity so far asthe powers of a
court of equity permit, exoept that no em-
ploye shall be punished for his failure to
comply with the award as for contempt of
oourt. ‘

Fourth—That emiloyu dissatisfied with
the award shall not by reason ef such dis-
satisfaction quit the service of the employers
before the expiration of three months from
and after the making of such award, nor
without giving thirty days’ notice in writ|
of their intention so to quit. Nor shall the
employer dissatisfied with such award dis.
miss any employe or employes on account of
such dissatisfaction before the expiration of
three months from and after the making of
euch award, nor without giving thirty days’
nl(:t.loe in writing of his intention so to dis-
charge,

TFifth—That said award shall continue in
foroe as between the parties thereto for the

riod of one year after the same shall go
{:m practical operation, and no new arbitra.
tion upon the same subject between the
same employer and the same oclass of em.
pl\ﬁu shall be-had until the expiration of
said one year.

The law does not seem to be popular.
This is what the Commercial Advertiser
says about the law and the principle of
compulsion, which is its distinotive ohar-
acteriatic.

It is safe to say that the wisest opinion is
wholly averse to compulsory arbitration even
in the case of the railroads, It is certain
that men of very sound judgment regard

Bradstreet’s, which is very oautious
and’' ‘conservative in all that relates
to business, evidently believes that the law
ia one-sided. It cobsiders it stringent where
the employer is concerned and lax where it
affeots the employe. ¢ This difference,” it
says, ‘‘does not suggest equality of treat-
ment, but strengthens the impression that
the bill is framed to catch the labor vote.”

This United States compulsory arbitra-
tion law is we believe the first that has been
enacted. Laws of a similar nature have
been discussed in other countries but they
were g0 palpably unjust as to be unpopular
with both employes and working men. But
in the States it seems working men have
ceased to be opposed to compulsory arbitra.
tion. It will be interesting to watoch how
the new law works. Laws of this kind are
of general interest because the same diffi-

culties are to be met and the same problems
are to be solved in all civilizad ocountries.

THB QHRISTIAN RELIGION.

However men may ditfer in their estimate
of Mr. Gladstone as a politician all agree
that he is a man of wonderfal ability, and
that his versatility is amazing. His intel-
lectual activity, too, for a man of his age, is
phenomenal. He seems never to be for a
moment idle. He still does a great amount
of literary work, and that, too, of an exceed-
ingly varied nature. The London Times
publishes an extract from a long article
which he has contributed to the forthcoming
People’s Pictorial Bible, which is shortly to
be issued by Rev. G. C. Lorimer, D.D.,
Boston. The Times says *‘the article is
characterized by much logical force,” and
re-produces from it the following passage :

Vast and essential as is the living agency
by which the work of 'the Gospel is to be
carried on, and to which, indeed, it was first
committed by the Saviour, that living
agency is. for the present broken up into
factions, which seem to maintain, or even
to consolidate themselves on their separate
bases, and no one of which commands the
adhesion of so much as one moiety of the
entire body. But there is no division—at
least there is no great and vital division—
among Christians even, as to the canon of
the older Testament ; as to the teatament of
the Gospel, or the New Covenant, there is no
division at all. Mr. Gladstone speaks of
the dominance of Christianity and its gen-
eral application to the human race thus :
*¢ The religion of Christ is for mankind the
greatest of all phenomena, the greatest of
all facts. It is the dominans religion of the
inhabitants of this planes in at least two im-
portant respects. It commands the largest
number of professing adherents. If we
estimate the population of the globe ab
1,400 millions (and some would state a
higher figure), between 400 and 500 millions
of these, or one-third of the whole, are pro-
fessing Chtiatians, and at evex‘y point of the
circuivthequestion is not one of losing ground
bub of gaining i, The fallacy which acoept-
ed the vast tion of China as Buddhists
in the mass has been exploded, and it is plain
that no other rellgon approaches the numer-
ical strength of tianity ; doubtful, in-
deed, whether there be any which reaches
one-half of it. The second of the particu.
lars now under view is, perhaps, even
more important, Christianity is the religion
in the command of whose professors is lodged
& proportion of power far exceeding its
superiority of mumbers, and this power is
both moral and material. In the area of
controversy it can hardly be said to have a
serious antagonist, Foroe, secular or physi-
cal, is accumulated in the hands of lélu-il-
tians in a proportion absolutely overwhelm-
ing, and the accumaulation of influence is not
less remarkable than that of force. This is
not surprising, for all the elements of influ.
ence have their home within the Christian
precindt. The art, the literature, the sys-
temiz:d industry, invention, and commerce
—in one word, the power of the world, are
almost wholly Chrigtian. In Christendom
alone there seems to lie an inexhaustible
energy of world-wide expansion. The
nations of Christendom are every-
where arbiters of the fate of mnon-
Christian nations.” In speaking of modern
criticlsm, after referring with respect to the
modern critios, Mr. Gladstone adds : —** We
may still ask whether their tone and temper,
speaking generally, have been such, say, for
example, in Germauny, as the Christian com-
munity was entitled not only to desire, but
to demand. Have they proceeded under
the influence of sentiment such as would
govern one who was endeavoring either to
wipe away externsl impurities or to efface
spurious manipulations from some great
work of & famous” artist? Not the mind
only, but the finger also, of such a man is
guided by tenderness and reverence through-
jout. Has this been the prevailing and
dominating spirit of the critical negations
of the last half century? Sweeping judg-
‘ments in answer to such a guestion are not
to be delivered without breach of propriety
and of charity, exoept by students both
widely :nd acourately versed in the whole
matter. 3

NOT UNIVERSALLY APPLIOABLE.

It was Sir John Macdonald who said that
there were people in Great Britain who
made a superstition of free trade. They
appear to think that because free trade has
to a certain extent been successful in that
country ib must necessarily be sucoessful
everywhere else. They cannot bring them.
selves to believe that the trade policy which

ing | suits & country at one stage of its existence

‘may be most unsuitable to it at another
stage; or that the commercial system which is
advantageous to one country may be, and
is, ruinous, or next to ruinous, to another,
The experience of the world is lost upon the
economio bigots. They see countries pros-
pering under a protective tariff; they oan.
nob deny the prosperity, but nothing can in-
duce them to admit that it is due to the
protection given to native industries. If
the laws of trade were as unbending as some
free traders would have people believe them
to be, there is not a country either in Europe
or Amerioa, or in the southern hemisphere,
that would not have been ruined long
ago for they have all violated
and kept on violating . the laws
which British free traders consider essential
to commercial well-being. France, Ger-
many, Austria, Italy, Russia, the United

Shhel.,Cmdt. the Australian colonies and

the South Amu‘lal( Republics have all, to
& greater or less extent, acted on the policy
of protection to mative industry, and they
have all enjoyed a fair and in some cases
more than a fair share of prosperity. Intel-
ligent men in many of the places
we have named maintain that the
inbabitants of countries in which the
industriee have, been fostered are
better off, man for man, than those of free
trade Great Britain. There are those, too,
who hold that if Eagland was in the same
position relatively to other countries in
Cobden’s and Peel’s time as it is now their
system of trade would have been modified
to suit the circumatances.

The theory that every country should
adapt its trade policy to its circumstances
has had many advocates in Canada. Among
the most eminent of them is the Hon. Wil-
fred Laurier. In 1876 he said in Parliament,
“I am a moderate protectionist. If I were
in Great Britain I would avow free trade,
bub I am a Canadian born and resident here,
and I think that we require protection.”
Twenty years ago Mr, Laurier didnot believe
that the laws of trade were oast-iron
laws which must be the same in every coun-
try and in every age. 'He then held that

| Eoglish free trade, however advantageous it

might be to Great Britain, was not suited
to a new country like Canada, whose indus-
tries needed to be protected and fostered.
He was then, to use his own words, ‘‘a
moderate protectionist.” He was a few
years afterwards something more than a
moderate protectionist. He was prepared
to accept the high protectionist United
States tariff in order that Canada might en-
joy the advantage of nnrestricted reci-
procity with that country. Now he has
changed again, and is an advocate of Eng-
lish free trade for Canada. There were a
good many steps in the political waltz, and
now when the gay dancer stops to take a
rest he finds that his back is turned to the
system which he once so gracefully and so
sincerely admired. For our part we be-

lieve that Mr. Laurier was sincere in 1876
and in 1891, and that he is now coquetting
with free trade pour passer le temps.

AN ANTI BOODLE MISSIONARY.,

OHANGE FOR CHANGE SAKB.

We are told that there are persons in this
community who talk of opposing the Gov-
ernment because they want a change. ** The
Conservatives have been in power long
enough,” they say ; “it is time we had a
change.” These people are surely not in
earnest. If they took time to consider for
a moment they would have to admit the de-
sire for change merely for the sake of
change is very unreasonable. If a traveller
is on the right road, no matter how tired he
is or how tame and monotonous the acenery,
he does not take the wrong road merely for
the sake of a little variety.

Many of these people who are now
asking for a change were a little
while ago strongly of opinion that the
Government’ were on the right road.
They approved of the policy which the Con-
servatives had established, and although a
few of them might have found fault with
the acts of men connected with the Govern-
ment, they believed in the policy of proteo-
tion as strongly as ever they did. The hard
times that have come upon us have not been
caused by protection, for the prevailing de-
pression has done as much harm in Great
Britain as it has done anywhere else. ' Is it
not a Jlittle childish to demand a change
because hard times, which every one sees
the Government did not bring about and
which they are powerless to avert, have
come upon us ? The stringency from which
we in this Dominion are suffering is every-
where, and although unpleasant eriough and
hard enough to bear, goodness knows, it has
nobt done so much harm to us as it has to
many of our neighbors.

What would be thought of the shipowner
who would talk about discharging one of his
captains just when he had brought his ship
safely into port after a dreadful storm, ia
which many ships had been lost, merely be-
cause some damage had been done to the spars
and bulwarks and some property had, by
the violence of the waves, been washed off
the deck? He would be regarded by all
sensible men as a blind and capricious fool
who did not know how to treat a good man
when he had him. A ‘jundiclous owner
who knew how to estimate a ‘man
st  his true worth, would value
such a ocaptain highly and wounld
not allow him to leave his employ on any-ac-
count. He would gladly repair the damaged.
ship and raise his wages before he sent him
on another voyage. &

The present government is in a position
similar to the sea captain who by skill and
courage had sucoessfually weathered a furious
hurricane, The storm which has ‘distarbed

! the business world and is still disturbing it,

has been the most severe that it has experi-
enced during the last fifty years. The good
ship Canada has suffered.less from ite fury
than almost any other country. ' This shows
that she wasin a seaworthy oondition and
that she was skilfully navigated. She ia
still riding out the storm securely while
other shipa have been fearfully damsged.
This  is mot surely a ‘time to
discharge her gallant ocaptain and
his brave crew. They bhave in
a time of danger and trial done their duty
manfully and have therefore a special claim
on the gratitude and the goodwill of those
who are concerned in the safety of the ship.
To talk of sending them adrift atter they
have done the ship and its owners that such
good service for no better reason than their
employers would like a change is the very
acme of foolishnees.

There ean be no yueation that the govern-
ment deserve credit for having brotght the
country through a period of extraordinary
commercial distress and disaster with so
little injury to any of its interests. Canada
does not owe her immunity from ruinous
loss to mere luck. She must have been in
@ good condition to stand the strain and
stress to whioh she has been subjected. Thab
‘the time of danger found her in this good
condition is without doubt owing in great
part to the way in which her public affairs
have for the last sixteen years been con-
ducted by the party of progress and protec-
tion,

THE PROPER OOURSR.

The resolution of the electors of South Vic-
toria not to oppose the return of the Attor-
ney-General is in accordance with the prac:
tice in England and in mest of the large col-
onies. It has been found that to oppose the
election of a member of & Government which
is supported by a majority of the people of
the country has th> appearance of factious-
ness, and does not often accomplish the ob-
ject intended. It is & very weak Govern-
ment that cannot find a constituency for the
Minister =~ who has been  rejected
when he appeals to the electors
to confirm his appointment. The rejeoted
member is returned to Parliament
by the new gonstituency. He continnes in
the Ministry, and the government of the
country goes on exactly as if the Minister’s
first constituency had given him a majority
after his appointment. So unreasonable
does the appeal to the constituency after the
appointment of a new Minister now appear
that there are British statesmen who advo-
cate its being done away with altogether.
We are glad to see that the electors cf
South Viotoria take a sensible view of
the situation and propose to elect the Hon.
Mr. Eberts by acclamation.

They are entitled to the greater
credit for this, as some of them
bave a grievance. They are mot
‘Pleased because the Provincial Governmeént
hey" not undertaken to compensate the
owners of cattle which have been killed, to
prevent the spread of tuberculosis, for the
loss they had sustained. We sympathise
with the owners of the animals that have
been slain for the good of the public. They
are, in our opinion, clearly entitled to com-
pensation. It was simply an oversight
that provision was not made in the Do-
minion Aot for compensation for animals
killed. because they were affected with
tuberculosis, which is now known to be in-
fectious. The principle which underlies the
law which gives compensation for animals
killed to prevent the spread of other
infections  diseases, makes it fair
to give oompensation to the own-
ers of animals killed becanse they are
suffering from a disesse even more danger-
ous to the public. This being the case, we
cannot help thinking that when the proper
representations are made to the Dominion
Government steps will be taken to make it
lawful to compensate the owners of animals
killed to prevent the spread of consump-
tion among human beings. The equities of
the case, as far as we can see, are all on
the side of the owners of the miloh cows
killed in South Victoria and elsewhere,

4 WHOLESOME LHSSON.

The nice little fellows who have been re-
peating their political economy lessons in
the Times must have been dreadfully
shocked to read what Mr. Tracey said at
the South Victoria meeting. . ** A good pro-
tective tariff,” that sturdy elector said,
* would enable foundries, factories and
other industries to be started here, but he
believed that without a protedtive tariff the
farmers would starve before the mext four
years are out.” The farmers and other pro-
ducers who had studied political economy in
the hard but effective school of experience
applauded Mr. Tracey’s strong state-
went. Will the economists who fre-
quent the Times office undertake
to teach the Saanich farmers that they are
all wrong when they favor protection to
their industry, and that it would be for
their interest if the British Columbia
markets were glutted with the cheap farm
produoe, live stock and meat of Oregon and
Washington. They would, we rather fancy,
find' the task a difficult one. It would re-
quire more eloguence than the most fluent
orator among them possesses to persnade the
producers of the South Victoria district that
it in their duty to make martyrs of them-
selves in order that Yankee farmars may
grow fat on the earnings of British Col-
umbians.  The opinions expressed and en.
dorsed by the farmers of South Viotoria are,
wé are eonvinced; those-that are held by the
great majority of the farmers of the pro-
vince.
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CABLE ITEMS.

Italiaxt Senator Beaten by a Lunatie —
In Honor of Prince
Bismarck.

British Army Estimates—The U. S.
and Spain—French Mil1-
tary Strength.

LoxpoN, March 8.—Marquis Fillippo
Berardi, senator since 1882 and for several
years president of the Italian board ef luna-
cy commissioners, was inspecting an insane
asylum in the suburbs of Rome to-day,
when a lunatic attacked him. The attend.
ants were not on hand and the senator was
thrown to the floor and terribly beaten be-
fore help arrived. When the maniac was
overpowered the senator had become un-
conscious. The asylum physicians pro-
pounced his wounds mortal. This evening

it is said that he will die before morning.

An iron tablet bearing Prince Bismarck’s
name in gold lettersis to be erected on
April 1 on the Mittagstein, a granite rock
40 feev high In the Giant mountains, and
the rock will be rechristened *‘The Bis.
marckstein.” The Prince recently received
a deputation of students at the Friedrichs-
ruhe castle and presented to them a sil-
houette portrait of himself as a Goettingen
student.

The action of the Reichstag in refusing to
celebrate Bismarck’s birthday has evoked
bitter oriticism throughoat the empire.
Although the Catholic deputies were the
principal opponents of the celebration, the
South German newspapers denounce the
Reichstag’s decision in the strongest terma.

It is reported that the Discontoe Geselis.
chaft and the Norddeutsch banks of Ham.
burg will be amalgamated under the title of
the *‘Norddeutsch Bank of Hamburg.”
The capital will be 45,000,000 marks.

The steamer Eisequibo, whioh arrived at
Havre to day, reports passing an American
vessel, oil laden, on March 1st almost
burned to the water’s edge, in latitude 44,
longtitude 17 west.

The crown prince of Siam, Gow Fa Maha
Vigarval, who was solemnly proclaimed heir
to the throne, in Bangkok, on January 7th,
was to-day formally invested with his rank
and title at the Siamese legation in this oity
by a commission named by the king of Siam
for that purpose.

The Journal des 1)ebate announces that
the report that Germany has consented to
participate in the Paris exhibition is prema-
tura as invitations have not yet been issued.

In the Spanish Chamber of Deputies yes-
terday Senor Lemaquest asked the govern-
ment as to the avtitude of the United
States toward Spain in regard to Cuba. The
minister of the colonies said he had spoken
to the United States minister only respect-

ing the penalties forced mpon Americans in
Cuba, He added, however, that the rela.
tions between the United States and Cuba
were cordial, as the reception of the Spanish
cruiser Neuva Espana, at Tampa, Fla., de-
monstrated. The commander of the cruiser
had spoken warmly of the friendly demon-
stration in favor of the Spanish flag which
had been made by the authorities at 'ampa.

The Neueweiner Tagblatt, of Vienna says
that the Servian minister is about to go to
Frankforttosound the Dowager Landgravine
of Hesse as to the betrothal of her daughter,
the Princess Sibylle, to King Alexander of
Servia.

The French deputiea resumed last even-
ing the debate on the army estimates.
General Zarlinden, minister of war, said
the government were considering a bill to
deal with the army’s effective strength. As
to the assertion that Germany’s military
system was superior to that of France he
held that war alone could be/ the test.
Deputy Vaillant, socialist, urged thap the
army be abolished and militia be organized
in ite stead. Deputy Richard, Socialist, as-
tacked the gevernment for accepting Ger-
many’s invitation to ‘send war ships to the
opening of the North Sea and Baltic canal.
He said the government’s aotion in this af-
fair was the bitterest humiliation which
France had received since 1870. ' President
Ermon objected to such language in the

ouse.

THE ISLAND COLONY.

St. Jouns, Nfid., March 9.—(Special)—
Twenty steamers, two less tham last year,
sailed to-day to engage in the seal fishery.
They take as their crews 4,000 men from
different parts of the island, and the seal
fishery, if sucoessful, will in about
three weeks give employment to 5,000 more
men, and thus help to tide over the hard
times which weigh so heavily on the colony.
Gladness is felt everywhere over the island
at the prospect of a good seal fishery.

The banks will not accept any compro-
mise from firms indebted to them, and are
winding up business houses all over the city.

Five of the largest mercantile houses here

were closed to-day in comsequence of this
relentless policy. ~One house offered to pay
70 cents on the dollar, but the offer was re-
fused.

- THE UNEARNED INCREMENT,

Loxpox, March 8.—Andrew D. Provand,
& Liberal representing a division of Glasgow,
brought up in the House of Commons this
evening the subjeot of the unearned incre-
ment. He moved that ‘* No system of tax-

ation can be equitable unless it include the
direct assessment of such enbanced value of
land as is due to an increase of population,
wealth and growth of towns.”

Mr. Shaw Lisfebvre, president of the local
government board, replied that without
doubt there had been a continuous increase
in the value of urban land. The landlords
had enjoyed the full benefit of the increment
without bearing their share of the increase
of taxation. He could not commit himself
to any partioular scheme of reform nor prom-
ise a government bill, but he could express
his hearty endorsement of Mr. Provand’s
views. After Sir Edward Clarke, Conser-
vative for Plymouth, had argued against
Mr. Provand, the motion was passed with-
out division.

The short debate was heard with keen in-
tereat by the house, as it hore directly upon
the vexed question of ground rents in large
btowns, most notably London.

BEHRING SEA CLAIMS.

Ex Sealing Commissioner Morgan Ob-
Jjects to Certain Demands by the
British Authorities.

Some of Them For Prospective Profits
and Others For U. 8.
Citizens.

WasHINGTON, March 8.—The interroga-
tories addressed to Sir Edward Grey, In the
House of Commons on Thursday relative to
what the United States proposed doing in
the matter of paying the Behring Sea seizure
claims and the snswer made by the Uader
Foreign Secretary it is thought might have
taken a widely different turn had the
Senate permitted Mr. Morgan, chair-
man of the committee on foreign re-
lations, and one of the arbitrators

on the part of the United States, at the
Paris tribunal, to have stated the acocount
between the governments as he had prepared
it and as he sought to publish it in the re-
cord during the closing hours of Congress.
Mr. Morgan asked to be permitted to print
in the record an account which he eaid
showed that the claim for damages made by
the British government for the capture of
sealing vessels in Behring sea was greatly
excessive, but objection was made. Mr.
Morgan then gave in detail the names of
the vessels and the claims made on their
behalf, which was the statement he desired
to include .in the record. The olaims
showed that the amount claimed by G -at
Britain, with interest, was $512,-
169 26; the amount " proposed to be
allowed by Secretary Gresham was $425,000.
Mr. Morgan said the schedule of claims for
each vessel contained an item designated
variously as ‘* probable catch,” ‘“ balance of
catch,” “ estimated balance of catoh,” eto.,
These were clearly prospective profits or
speculative damages, and were all based on
fature or contingent events, forming no
basis of fact on which an equitable finding
a8 to the amount of damages could be pre-
dioted. They should not be allowed. Mr.
Morgan estimated that the excess pro-
posed to be allowed by Secretary Gres-
bham was fully $182,000. He added : **The
above figures and comparisens are based en.
tirely upon the supposition that every vessel
included in the lohodul*%iml submitted
by Sir Julian Paunce a8 owned by
& British subject. It appears, however,
from the United States counter cases sub-
mivted to the Bohring sea tribunal of arbi-
tration at Paris, that ten vessels were in
fact owned by citizsns of the United States.”
He figured up the general result as follows :
Total amountclaimed by Great Britain, $542,-
169.42; total amouny of claims of United
Soates oitizens presented, $359,853 89; the
balance resulting being the amount claimed
by British owners $182,315 59 But of this
amount claimed by British subjects, specu-
lative dam were included to the amount
of $111,391, thus leaving the amount
claimed by Rritish subjects, less speculative
damages, $70,924 53 » :
Senator Morgan therefore concludes that
Great Brihlnranlmn the sum of $542,169
and that the amount due with interess is
but $96,102 making an excess in the claims
without interest over the amount due with
interest of $446,066: = The Secretary of
State proposed to allow $425,000, which is
by this  account, according to Senator
Morgan's figures, $328,897 in excess of the
total amount due British subjects with the
interest computed. “The  govern-
ment of the United States,” said Mr. Mor-
gan in conclusion, ‘‘ has made po agreement
and no admission of any indebtedness to
Great Britain on account of any of these
claims and has not admitted any principle on
which the claim of Great Britain is based.”

BeRLIN, March 9.—The committee on the
Anti-Sodialist bill is near the end of its
labors. Its work satisfied nobody. The
bill is so defined thav even within the com-
mitteea proposal looking to the withdrawal
of the measure is pending. The Tageblatt
says that the Radical deputy Lenzman has
prepared a motion calculated to shunt the
bill at the second reading, and that this
motion is likely to find favor with the com-
mittes. Should the motion be adopted the
government would probably drop the meas-

ure. There is no doubt that the bill has
been regarded by the deputies as something
of a bore. In the lobbies interest in the suo-
cessive olauses has waned so rapidly that
few persons now take the trouble to surmise
just what the outcome in committee will be
or in what spirit the government would ac-
ocept a defeat in the plenary sitting of the
reichstag.

Political interest has bsen centred mainly
this week in the programme of the Prussian
council of state. The council’s programme
covers five days exolusive of Tuesday, the
day. of the formal opening. The discassions
will be devoted to agri 1
questions. The proposals for state monopo-
lies of the trade in cereals and alcohol, for
the better protection of the beet-root sugar
industry, for the regulation of the ourrenay,
and for the control of rural emigration will
be the chief topics.

U. 8. NAVY.

WasHINGTOR CiTY, March 9.—The in-
crease of the enlisted force of the navy by
1,000 men, as allowed by congress, will, it is
estimated ab the department, afford the
means to put in commission five ships which
have been lying idle at the navy yard.

These are the Boston, which has been out
of commission at the Mare lsland navy yard
for nearly a year meanwhile undergoing ex
tensive repaire; the armoured oruiser Maine,
built ab the New York navy yard, but never
in service; the double turreted monitor Am.
phritite, begun away back in the Chand-
ler administration and only recently fin.
izhed at the Norfolk pavy yard; the Lan-
caster, a man-of-war with honorable re.
ocord, transformed at the New York navy
yard last fall for a school ship, and the
Marion, which wae repaired at the Mare
Island navy yard last summer after long
service ab the China station. The addition
of the Boston and the Marion to the Pacifio
station will greatly aid the department in
its efforts to provide a suitable fleet early
next summer for service in the Behring sea
patrol,

Secretary Herbert has promptly taken up
the programme for an increase in the navy
provided in the bill signed the last day of
oongress, and the machinery of the navy de-
partment for issuing designs and speoifica-
tione has already been put in motion. Of
the eleven vessels authorized the secretary
is determined that at least nine shall be
completed and commissioned during his
present term of office and that the other
two will be launched before March 4, 1897.

THE SRALERS' OOMPENSATION.

The following article from the New York
Post shows what honest and intelligent
United States citizens think of the action of
Congrees in refusing the compensation offer-
ed by Mr. Secretary Gresham for injuries in-
flicted on British sealers in Bohring Sea by
the Government of the United States :

The house committee on appropriations
has reported anamendment to the deficiency
bill appropriating $425,000 to pay the sum
agreed upon as damages to Great Britain
under the Behring Sea award. And now
the Jingo fraternity start up and say it is
too much, and that it ought not to be paid,
the alternative being the appointment of a
mixed commission to sit and take testimony
on each particular claim for a year or two,
and costing more than the whole amount of
the claim, and the result, perhaps, in award-
ing the fall sum asked for. When this kind
of an alternative was offered to Great Brit-
ain after the Geneva Tribunal had
passed judgment. on the Alabama
claims, she “elegted = to pay the
Jump sum of $15,000,000 and did pay
it without grumbling. There is a surplus of
more than $425,000 of that money in our
treagury to-day. =We hope to be epared the
humiliation of seeing this claim repudiated.
fo our domestic relations we may commit
any folly such as throwing §16,000,000 over
our shoulder in the matter of a bond sale, or
a still larger sum in a Pacific railroad bill,
All this is endurable because” it affects only
ourselves. Nob so an international olaim,
which affects our standing before the world.
As the Jingo spirit which resists the pay-
ment of this money is chiefly among the
Republicans, it is well to remind them that
the Paris Tribunal was the work of the
Harrison administration from beginning to
end, that the Cleveland administration never
did one thing exocept to receive the verdict
and fix the amount to be paid under the
damage olause. Do they want to repudiate
their own bargain now, protract the contro-
veray, and pay the expense of a mixed com-
mission plus the damages ?

This is what the Halifax Herald says
about the refusal of Congress to pay the
$427,000 agreed upon between the British
Government and Secretary Gresham to in-
demnify British sealers for damages sus-
tained by the unlawful acts of the servants
of the United States Government :

Bub it begins to look very much as if the
Washington ¢ statesmen ” intended to re-
pudiate the solemn promise of the nation,
and to cast honor to the winds. They have
now found out that the Award of the Paris
Tribunal wae against them—very much
against them—and they would dearly love
another quarrel, with another chance at
arkitration. Bab until they carry out fully
the terms of the treaty under which the

" Paris Tribunal was held, meither Canada
nor Great Birtain can afford to have any
farther negotiations with them. To talk of
renewed megotiations for changes in the
Regulations of the Paris Tribunal, so long
as the damages for the Behring Sea seizures
remain unpaid, is wholly out of the ques-
tion, - Afver those da: are paid we may
talk ; and if any reasonable changes in these
Regulations are asked for we may agree to
them. Bat we can have no further parley
on the subject until the Government ap
Washington hands over those damages.

GQRIT SMARTNESS,

The Toronto Globe in & way which some
stupid and shallow Grits may consider
clever asks the question in its editorial
columns: * Has the National Policy made
you rich ?”

This electioneering trick shows that the
Globe has gome back to ite old dishonest
ways. What would its editor think of an
English newspaper which would in every
issue ask each of its readers * Has fifty
years of free trade made you rich ?

The answer from millions upon millions
would be * It has not. It has given us en-
forced idleness, disquiet, discontent, pov-.
erty, pauperism and misery unspeakable,”

Would the Globe accept this answer from
an immense multitude of sufferers as a con-
demnation of British free trade? Bub it
will have to admit that it is just as reason-
able to hold free trade in Great Britain
accountable - for all the evils from which

s people are “suffering, as it is to
condemn the National Policy in Can-
ada because it has not made ali Canadiana
rich. The Globe’s dirty little trick is really
unworthy a tenth-rate village newspaper.

THE GRIT LEBADERS.

8ir Richard Cartwright is more consistent
than his colleagues. He does nob twist and
turn about to catoh the votes of those who
do not believe in his principles. Heo still ad-
vocates unrestrioted free trade with the
United States and he acoepts it with all its
copsequences. In 1891 when unrestrioted
reciprocity with all that it involves, directly
and indireotly, wae the prinoipal plank, in.
deed, the onmly plank, of the Liberal plat-
form, Sir Richard said at Oshawa, in answer
to the question ; *“Does the Liberal party
favor discrimination against Great Britain
by admitting American manufactures free
and taxing the manufactures of Great Brit-
ain ?,” g

** Certainly we do. I will tell you why.
We have a perfect right to manage our own
tariff to suit ourselves, The interests of
Canada demand that we should have un-
restricted reciprocity with the States. We
can only get it by taxing the goods of every
country on the face of the earth except those
of the United States. That is undoubtedly
part of our policy.”

There is no beating about the bush in Sir
Richard’s reply. He spoke so plainly thabt
it was impossible for anyone to misunder-
e'and him.

Itmusvberemembered that the policy which
Sir Richard Cartwright expounded so olearly
in 1891, was the policy of Mr. Laurier. Four
years ago the Leader of the Liberal party
was prepared to *‘ tax the goods of every
country on the face of the earth, except
those of the United States,” Now the same
Mr. Laurier is ready to admit the goods of
every country on the face of the earth into
Canada free, without stipulating for any re-
turn.

If this is not a complete right-about-face
we donot know what is. In 1891 Mr.
Laurier was for protection against all the
world exoept the United States; in 1895
his ideal is to stand with Great Britain
against all the world in favor of free trade.
Unrestricted reciprocity with the United
States necessarily involved the adoption of
the United States tariff by Canada, no mat-
ter what it might be, as well as the United
States excise duties. Ib meant, too, as
Mr. Blake foresaw, political union with the
United States in the near future. Yet Mr.
Laurier was a zealous and, of course, an
eloquent advocate of unrestricted recipro-
oity.

THE TWO SYSTEMS.

The appointment of the Hon. William L.
Wilson to the office of Postmaster-General
and a seat in the Cabinet shows in the clear.
est and moeb conspicnous manner the differ-
ence between the British and the American
systems of Government.

Mr. Wilson, who is a very able man, occu-
pied a prominent place in the late House of
Representatives, A man bolding.a_pimilar
position in the British House of Commons
would have been a member of the Govern-
ment, mosy probably Chanocellor of the Ex,
chequer. Mr. Wilson was rejected by the
people at the lasb oongressional election.
This, in England, unless he could
find another constitnenoy, would effectually
prevent his becoming a Minister of the
Crown. Bat in the United States rejsotion
by the people is not a diequalification for a
Cabinet position. Mr. Wilson might have
been rejeoted on account of the principles
he held and the policy he advocated by half
& dozen oonstituencies, yet the President
might coneider him perfectly eligible for a
seat in the Cabinet. Yet we are told thab
in the United States the people are sove-
reign, and that the people of Great Britain
are, from the highest to the lowest, the sub-
jects of a Queen.

It is not the Sovereign people who are, by
the Constitution of the United States, to
confirm the President’s appointment. They
have, direotly, nothing more to do with the
appointment than have the people of
Oanads. It is the Senate which is not
elected by the people, and which does not
in any sense represent the people, who are
empowered to confirm or reject the appoint-
ment of Mr. Wilson to be Head of a Depart-
ment and & member of the Cabinet. Thys
Senate, as is now known, may be moved by
personal spite.or the spirit of faction to re-
fuse its sanction to the appointment. That
body has before now, from mean and
factions motives, refused to sanction Presi-
dent Cleveland’s appointments. If nine.-
tenths of the electors of the country wanted
to have Mr. Wilson appointed Postmaster-
General, they have no way of giving effect
to their wishes.

MUNICIPAL GOVERNMAENT.

Nearly every number of the- Century
Magazine contains one or more exocellent
articles on Munioipal government. In the
Maroch number, just ocome to hand, there is
one on ‘“The Cure for Municipal Cor-
ruption,” from which we reproduce the fol-
lowing paragraphs ;

“ As the causes for oorruption in large
ocities are, humanly speaking, the same, so
the cure must be the same. Those oitizens
who are most favorably situated as to the
opportunities of eduocation and property, in
addition to carrying the heaviest end of the
burden of taxation, must attend to the
drudgery of politica and show by an en-
lightened public spirit that the business
affairs of the municipality are worthy of
self-sacrifice.

*‘Also, it must be understood and en.
forced by practice that the poorest system
of muniocipal administration will do more for
the public good, with an honest, wself-
dependent man at the head of it, than the
best system with a dishonest or ignorant

teol of a political boss at the helm. An un.

ek o e

worthy head st once devitalizes a municipal
organigation, no matter what the olime,
raoe, confusion of races, or form of govern.
ment,”

This is enocouraging to Victorians.
Is is oertain that their form of
municipal goverament is not a good
one, but if they elect good men . to
administer it it may produce better ¢ffaots
than a superior eystem worked by incapable
or dishonest men. Bat it is impoesible to
have good city government under any sys-
tem if the citizens ure careless or apathetio,
or wanting in public spirit. The truth
seems to be that oity governments, like na-
tional governments, are quite ns good as the
people governed deserve. Ib is, after all,
the people who have the making of their
governments, and as a stream can rise no
higher than its source, 20 a government can
be no better than the people whom it repre-
sents and who tolerate it.

THE U. 8. SENATR.

The Senate of the United States has dar-
ing the last two years lost ground. Nob
long ago the Amerioan people were proud of
their Senate, now none are so poor as to do
it reverence. " Its deterioration is its own
doing. This is what the New York Times

' THE TAKU ROUTE.

Mr. Ogilvie's Return After Having
Surveyed the Entry to -
the Yukon.

Position of the Alaska Boundary Mat-
ter—About British Celumbia’s
Objeetion,

Mr. William Ogilvie, the well known ex-
plorer snd surveyor, who left Victoria for
the North on the 12¢h of December last, re-
turned to thie city with his party of five by
the City of Topeka yesterday. His mission
has been to explore the country from Takn
inlet to the head of Teslin lake, by which
routeit has been proposed to construoct a
wagon road in the interest of developing
British Columbia trade, and to make a careful
survey of that little known territory—a
wild mountainous region valuable only for
the minerals which it may contain. Though
of course Mr. Ogilvie is not in a position to
make public his opinion as to the practica-
bility of the route proposed for the desired
wagon road, certain it is thav he has fally

accomplished the work which fook him
North, at a period of the year both too early
and too late for the convenient prosecution
of survey operations, and he is now in a
position to locate and specify the obstacles
that may confront the road builders,

Disembarking at Juneau from the steamer
whioh oarried him away from Viotoria, Mr.
Ogilvie at once started with his men for the
head of Taku inlet, a distance of about
thirty miles. Making his way up this river
eighteen or twenty miles to the head of the
survey of that atream made by the United
States coast survey party in 1893, he ccn.
tinued his survey of the river and the coun-
try surrounding it almost to the head of
that stream—hitherto untouched territory.
At this point the enow was so deep and soft
that it wes found impracticable to
proceed further at any profitable
rate of speed, and taking advan-
tage of a fipa few days in the
early part of February, he olimbed several
of the peaks in the vicinity and photograph.
ed the country all around, making a photo-
topographical survey of the stretch of terri-
tory between the head of Taku river and
Teslin lake, which for all practical purposes
will answer just as well as a survey made
by personally going over the ground, had
this been possible.

AEvery clear night observations of latitude
and longtitude were taken to determine the
party’s position, and though the weather was
ver nngworable the results obtained in four
or five weeks’ work will fill up a great gap
in the map of the northern portion of this
province. Mr. Ogilvie’s observations are
not yet reduced, so that he oannot, even if
he would, give much information regarding
distances, heights or grades. The country
is generally very rough, and the mountains
are fully as precipitous as any others along
the coast—perhaps more so. About ninety
pbotographs were taken, nearly one-half of
which were developed in the field, and
though taken in severe cold and high winds,
it can be justly claimed that the photo-
topbgraphical system of survey has been
proved in this test as in others eminently
successful. These photographs will enable
the explorer to exhibiv the topography of
the country on a map very minutely,

During the progress of the work
the weather was abominable, On the
up trip *““Taku gales”—as they are
known in Juneau—prevailed, and Agb;'hub
{ to
‘atand. - They-whirled the mmow about -in
blinding, confusing nmasses until little: was
lefo on the river avall. This did not, how-
ever, exhaust the supply, as clouds of snow
were constantly blowing down from the
mountusin tops. The thermometer during
this time was from zeroto 15 degrees be.
low. While the gales prevailed, with the
mercury ab,this mark, every bit of skin had
%o be carefully protected from the wind or
it was instantly frozen, \

" The firet two days, the party being un-.
prepared for such winds st this tempera-
ture, all were more or less frostbitten. One
man broke through the ice and got wet to
the thighs. He was hurried into the woods
and though less than five minutes had
elapsed, his socks had to be cat away with
an axe, as Mr. Ogilvie says.

The * Taku winds” were succeeded by
tremendous falls of snow which ocontinued
without break or interruption until the 7th
of February. From that time until the
13th ult., the weather was beautifully clear
and calm, only a gentle breezs disturbing
the atmosphere ; and though the thermomes
ter was at from 20 degrees to 30 degrees be.
low zero, none of the party suffered an
inconvenience. It was during this time that
the phototepographical survey was made at
the end of the distance attained.

As Mr. Ogilvie’s time in the field had
more than expired, he retraced his steps
toward the Coast. The second 'day afser
starting back, the anow again set in in a wa
that is only known in Alaskan soli.
tudes. The starm continued withous inter.
ruption—except that it rained every bwo or
three days, converting two or three feet of
freshly fallen snow into slush—uantil the 27th
of February, when the coast was reached.
Here the party was wind bound
for two days. On the 1sbt of
March Mr. Ogilvie started for Junean.
From Juneau the party lelt for Victoria by
the Topeka on the 3rd inst, Mr., Ogilvie
will probably leave here to-morrow for
Ottawa,

NEW HORTICULTURAL RULES.

The new amendments to the rules of the
Horticultural Board were gazetted yester-
day. A provision is made that any member
of the board or the inspector of fruit pests
may order the destruction, by rooting out
and burning, of all infected nursery stock,
trees, or plants of any kind, if in the opinion
of such member of the Board or Inspector of
Fruit Pests such a course is considered ex.
pedient in the interests of the fruit growing
industry. .

All importers of nursery stock, trees or
plants must give notice of arrival and
must receive a certificate from a member of
the board, his agent or the inspeotor of
fruit pests that the plants are free of pests
and disease.

Importers or owners of nursery stock,
trees or plants desiring to have such nursery
stock, trees or plante inspected st peints
other than regular quarantine stations may
bave such inspection done where required,
provided that such importers or owners
shall pay all charges of inspection and ex-
penses of the officer employed in such in-
spection.,

This of course will help
the provincial revenue. The good state of
the credit of the provinoce has, however,
enabled the government to look the world
bravely in the face, and to borrow the
necessary money upon the best possible
terms,

The Chairman here asked the Premier if
he would be kind enongh to atate the general
policy of the government on the tuberculosis
question. (Applause )

on. Mr. Turner in reply said that as all
know the general act bearing upon this
question was introduced with quite another
form of contagious disease in view—that
being hog cholera or some other complaint
incideno to those animals, the other diseases
baving incidentally been included. It
worked well in eradicating the disease
amonget hogs, When tuberculosis was
recently discovered, he had advised the
owner of thé herd principally afiected
that he might receive compensation for his
cabtle if killed under the terms of the
Dominion act, but the first correspondence
th Obtawa not being satisfactory he (Mr.
Turner) telegraphed Hon. Mr. Davie, who
was visiting there, and who took up the
matter. be Dominion government said
that somé steps would be taken ab the
coming session, and that in all probability
some compepsation would be provided for.
(Hear, hear.) He told Mr, McRae all that
he had learned from Hon, Mr. Davie, but,
unfortunately, nothing immediately came
of the matter, and Mr. McRae being
greatly troubled asked for compensation
from the province. He (Mr. Turner)
ocould not promise this, but - did agree
to pay the ocost of their food while
the' animals were in quarantine. Mr,
MoRae wanted the farther promise
in an order in council that if an act were
brought into the legislature to provide com-
pensation he would receive it, This he
{Mr. Turner) could not promise, as he knew
that no act would be “bronght in, for one
reason because the legislature oertainly
would not pass it. Mr. McRae then de-
ferred consenting .to the firab propositien,
and the matter ran on until at last, when
he did acoep*, the bill for the feed amounted
to a great deal more than first thought of,
being $1,600, which the government paid.
They certainly went beyond their anthority
in doing this, but the case seemed a very
hard one. Since then, a new act has been
brought in, which if carried out carefally
will no doubt tend to the bemefit of the
farmers generally, for it will give a good
character to the dairy of every man who
sees that his cattle are kept healthy, and his
milk will be - accordingly sought for in the
cities. (Hear hear.)
Mr. N. Babin, at Mr. McRae’s request,
spoke of his conversation with Hon. Mr.

He thought that in these times
of depression the government ought to be
very careful in their instructions to the in-
spectors, so that times may not be made
harder.

Hon. Mr. Turner said under the new act
the provincial government cannot order any
killing, but can simply say that infected
cattle shall be kept apart from those of
neighboring farmers.

The Chairman wanted to know if it would
not be just and right to compensate Mr,
MoRae under the circumstances.

Hon. Mr. Turser said it would be readily
seen that he could not safely answer this
without consulting his colleagues and the
legislature, for the payment zould mot be
made without authority.

The Chairman agreed with this view of
the case.

Inspector Roper next took the platform,
and explained how he first had been led to
visit Mr. McRae’s place, through being told
that & very badly diseased cow had been
sold. He then fourd nine that appeared to
be a great deal affected, and he and Dr.
Tolmie thought that there were a good
many more that were diseased. Out of
seven tested with tuberculin, six would not
stand it, and when further tests were made
forty-seven in all were found diseased.

Rae was quite willing to have the cow he

In comparing this city with East-
ern cities, the largest are quoted instead of
those of the same size, as I am sure the
average salaries for the Eastern oities of the
size of Viotoria, is much lower.

WATCHES ARE DECORATIVE AND FIN-
GER RINGS PLENTIFUL.

The Turquoise the Idol of the Hour—Opals
Restored to Favor—New Era In Gem
Setting—When to Wear Gem Jewelry.
¥o Absolute Rule.

Fashion ordains today that we women
wear our watches in evidence. We sus-
pend them by bows; we hang them from
jeweled frinkets; we set them on fobs;

+ we permit them to deck now the bodice
of our dress, now the waist of our skirt
and again . our wrist. Time was made
for slaves, they say, bus the timepieces
made by our jewelers are certainly de-
signed for lovely women. Never were

watches invested with so much charm.
It is a pleasure to see how the honr
flies. Not alone are the backs deco-
rated, buf the dials are set round with
gems.

A decided novelty, which marks a
new era in jewel setting, is one employ-
ing the same combination of shades
upon which la mode smiles. These
shades are sffected by the introduction
of colored enamels and colored gems or
fancy stones. Nowhere is this combina-
tion of colors more charmingly display-
ed than on the cases of chatelaine
watches. Rubies, diamonds and sap-
phires all unite to glorify the watch,
which oftentimes shows a dial of iri-
descent enamel in a halo of gems.

The turquoise is the idol of the

hour. It is becoming more and more
‘fashionable. The delicate, tender color
of this comparatively inexpensive gem
is refining in effeot and takes on a quiet
dlegance when its beauty and worth are
enhanced with an association of bril-
liants. But the turqumoise, favorite
though it be, is not permitted to have
things all its own way. The long neg-
lscted opal disputes its supremaocy, and
freed from the superstition of ill omen
that so long clung to it divides favor
with the popular blue stone.

There are a few designs in gem jew-
elry that appear never to wane in popu-
larity. . The star pattern never sets, but
appears every season in new aspects.
And such a constellation is devoutly
desired by society women, either to form
a brilliant garniture for a ball gown or
a sparkling decoration for the hair.
Jewelry is influenced - by the wheel of
fashion: The Fevival of a bygone mode
brings ornaments of that period into a
temporary vogue. The picturesque in-
trudes just-now_into our costumes, and
those appareled in garments invested
with the charms of the Lonis XV period
require pioturesque gem set buckles,
combs and buttons. When one’s purse
fails to meet these requirements with
the real gems, the so called Parisian
diamonds, rhinestones and fanoy stones
are made to do service.

Finger rings, if such a thing be pos-
sible, are more worn than ever befare.
The opinion prevails that one cannot
wear too many of these fascinating or-
naments.

ENAMEL FINISH.

One of the Most Desirable Agents For
Freshening Up Old Furniture.
Enamel, which, owing to its hard
surface, is sometimes called porcelain
finish, may be bought ready mixed in
pint cans in white cream and a variety
of delicate tints, and also in certain rich
shades of terra cotta, indian red and
other dark colors, though the light hues
greatly predominate. General directions
accompany each can, and if these are
carefully followed failure will be impos-
sible. In enameling even more than in
varnishing it is necessary to allow each
coat to become -perfectly dry before ap-
plying the next.
The epamel sold in the small cans is
quite ei’pensiye, but Decorator and Far-
nisher gives the assurance that a can
will cover quite a large surface if the
wood is first ‘‘sized’’ with a primary
coat of common paint. This provides a
smooth, hard surface upon which to ap-
ply the enamel, and fewer coats will
thus be required to produce a glossy fin-
ish.
When large surfaces are to be treated,
and economy must be considered, a very
good quality of enamel may be prepared
at home, the necessary ingredients be-
ing pure zinc white and varnish, both
of the best quality. These must be mix-
ed until the proper consistency has been
reached. It is impossible to give the
exact quantities, as the varnish often
varies in density, calling for more or
less zinc white. When the varnish is
very thick and heavy, thin it with a lit-
tle turpentine and then add the zinc
white. The latter should be a fine pow-
der and should be sifted through a
coarse net to exclude all lumps of gritty
particles. Zinc white already prepared
with varnish for making the porcelain
finish may be obtained in large cans,
and many painters prefer to purchase it

How to Make Candied Lemon Peel.

As lemons are used drop the yellow
rind into a weak brine in a glass jar.
When a dozen are thus pickled, they are

ter and letting them scald, changing
the water onoce or twice to extract the
salt. Boil them in the last water till
they are thoroughly tender and drain.
Then make sirup enough to cover them
out of slightly more than a pound of
sugar and a pint of water, using always
the same proportion of pint for pound.
Cut the peel into pieces about half an
inch square and drop them into the boil-
ing sirup, which is allowed to cook slow-
ly till the peel looks translucent. Then
keep them slowly steeping till the sirup
has almost dried out of the peel, spread
‘on plates, sprinkle with more sugar and
pat in & cool oven to complete the dry-
ing.

A VERDICT OF SUICIDE

Returned by the Coromer’s Jury in

The Story Presents No New Features
—Arrangements For the
Funeral To-Day.

The tragic termination of Neil Heath’s
life was yesterday the subject of a formal
inquiry by a coroner’s jary composed of
Meesrs.
