Peace advocates point out as a signi-
ficant fact the departure of Vice Admir-
al Rojestvensky’s squadron from Mada-
gascar for Jubutil simultaneously with
the loss of the battle of Mukden, and
intimates that perhaps the recall of the
fleet may have been adopted in view -of
.the latter ‘event. . The movement, on
the other hand, may be in pursuance of
a plan for a junetion between Rojest-

Osler contradicts himself, for when he
was asked how he recounciled his idea
with the fagt of his having published
his first book at forty and other books
thereafter, he replied: “No man ought
to think of writing a book until he is
forty. Up to that time he should be
engaged upon more important things,
creating: what he intends to write
about.” How comes it then that at
forty he commences the task of em-
bodying his life’s work in book form—
a task that is admittedly a more ex-
haustive drain upon the intellect than
anything else he could have encom-
passed during his previous career? It
is quite palpable that the writing of
a book of that nature and tht others
which. followed  it, notably ‘“The Prin-
ciples and. Practice of Medicine,” ne-
cessitated an ameunt of close and con-
centrated '‘application which is ludi-
crous to attribute to a man “on the de-
cline”—and yet in face of this upheav-
al of his own convictions the learned
professor still stands by his guns. As
to the statement’ which has been- seri-
ously attributed to him that “all men
over sixty should be chloroformed,”
the professor has said that it was only
a pleasantry culled from Anthony Trol-
lope’s novel, “The Fixed Period,” and
was used merely as an illustration of
his own modified idea that sixty is the
limit to a man’s capability.

Of course, 'a man who has ¢rossed
the rubicon of life as defined by Dr.
Osler, himself in that class, cannot be
expected to give a disinterested opin-
ton on the subject. . No man over forty
is willing to admit that his usefulness
is past, and the older he gets the less
likely is he to admit it. Such an asser-
tion coming from a man less qualified
to speak on the subject might have
served to confirm the theory, but a
men at 586 who “retires” to Oxford to
oeeupy an impor: t position cannot
really be regard as believing in his
own teachings, otherwise he would re-
fuse to saddle that institution with the

It is probably true that a man be-
comes fully matured at or about ,the
age of forty, and that thereafter he is
less receptive to new ideas, less -orig-
inal and less progressive.

It is from this age on-
ward that impulse is largely eliminated
from the character and a clear-sighted
reasoning takes its place. Youth—say
from twenty to thirty-five—is every
day gaining that experience which in-
vests the individual with the sober
judgment necessary for a proper ad-
ministration of the world’s affairs. In
politeal life particularly a man is look-
ed upon as a junfor umtil he is over
forty—it has been impossible for him,
until then, to have gained the experi-
ence that is necessary for the exploita-
tion of his own ideas—brilliant though
some of them may be.

In the United States young men
come to the front very rapidly and in
the rush and bustle of life they snuff
out at an early age. Dr. Osler has liv-
ed many years in the United States and
his judgment is probably based upon
his experience there. Under proper
mental and physical conditions of life
theré is no reason why men should not
Have a Tresponsible grasp of affairs
hile' ¢omparatively young, and old
men should not remain young until
they are at least eighty. f :

Amendments were made by the Fin-

The message and bill were réferred to
~committee of the whole.

Mr. Oliver took the objection that the
“bill should not be reported to the House
until copies thereof had been distributed.

Therefore, as this custom has been ap-
-proved in previous proceedings of ‘the
House, the committee settled itself to

a wait of a quarter of an hour, while
‘the government printing presses were
rushed into action. By and by the bills
arrived, and the eagle eye of the oppo-
sition was focussed upon it in critical
scrutiny. 3

Mr. J. A. Macdonald directed to the
Bill the following observations: As he
‘understood according to ‘the law, as it
mow stood, if a man incorrectly stated
‘his income or his personal property, and
‘was assessed, the roll was closed, and if
the ordinary time for revision was pass-
d the matter was closed forever. The
Aassessors were not allowed to go back
‘behind the roll which was settled by the

court of revision. ' But under this aect
men were t0 be treated s an entirely
different way, and the assessment which
might be made of the minerals under the
two per cent. clause of the act might
mever be final. It might be opened up
years afterwards by the government
should they take it into their heads that
something had been mis-stated in pre-
vious reports of the mine managers.
There shbould be some limit to the right
of an assessor to open up assessments
which had been made, and which he had
passed. That was provided for in the
general laws and what the Attermey-
‘General sought to do by this act was to
place the mining industry on an entirely
<different basis with regard to assessment
to that which was applied to other
classes of property and income. Had
the mining industry, he queried, not re-
ceived raps enough at the hands of the
legisiature ~without this bill being
‘brought in to place passed assessments
in the handd of assessors to rake up and
Te-assess upon. That was the abject of
the bill and the Attorney-General knew
it was. He knew this act was brought
in because of an appeal which was now
pending betweeu the Le Roi Mining Co.
and the government. It was brought
down in order that assessments—which
had been made three years ago might be
<©pened up, and that the mine might be
assessed something like $19,000 upon its

connection with a certain loan, was com-'
mitted, Mr. Munro in the chair. The bill
was reported complete.

Mr. Hall continued the debate on the

Schdol Act. He proposed to deal with

the subject from a provincial and not a

party point of view Any meritable

measure would have his support, he

said, that is if it was based on sound

economical principles. But he could dis-

cover no underlying strata of economy in
this bill. The bill struck rather at the

roots of the educational system. If it

proposed to prune some of the_superflu-
ous branches he would be inclined to

favor it. He thought there was a ten-
denecy to over educate. Pupils emerged

from the public schools with a confu-
sion of all digested education, Vpxch
tended to excite distracting ambitiens

rather than to assist usefulness. Such

a system was not cal_cu]ated, as prben

supposed, to serve particularly the inter-
ests of the children of the poor. Such
were compelled by the force of circum-
stances to withdraw from school before
the full extent of the curriculum was
encountered, and he believed they did so
in many cases without suffering any
mental disadvantage. In the hetero-
geneous admixture of instruction meted
out pupils sometimes were permitted to
overlook the essential elements. .For in-
stance he had had experience with boys
who had come from the schools unabie’
to write a fair signature. If he were"
minister of education he thought he
would make an occasional visit to the
schools himself to see how they were
conducted. As for the bill, it would
cause a dislocation of the educatignal
system in the rural districts. He would
not say the government was cowardly
in bringing in the bill, because the in-
troduction of any measure which propos-
ed an increase of taxation.required cour-
age on the part of the government. He
would have preferred an increase in the
head tax and suggested also the appor-
tionment of a part of the public resour-
ces for school purposes. There were
rich deposits of iron on the Island, and
he believed if a bonus were placed upon
its production there would be a develop-
ment whiech would pay the government
for the investment.

He concluded from
his survey of the position of affairs that
the Dominion government had given its
consent to the proposed withdrawal of
the Indians and was only waiting for
the provincial government to secure a
ncw reserve for their accommodation.
He thought the rights of Victoria should
be observed in the final dispqsition of
the matter, and in this connection he re-
marked upon the assurance of the Min-
ister of Lands and Works that the city’s
interests would be protected. He disap-
proved of the suggestion that such a val-
uable piece of property should be placed
in the hands of the provincial executive
to be disposed of, and intimated that he
would have some amendments to offer
:vhen the bill was taken up in commit-
ee. .

Mr. Cameron did not see the necessity
of the bill. It was wrong in principle
that the legislature should delegate to
the government powers which belonged
to parliament as a whole. The reserve
was the property of the provinge, but so
long as it was occupied by the Indians
could not be disposed of in any way.
The city of Victoria -had been put to
expense and inconvenience in connection
with the reserve. It was therefore en-
titled to consideration in this respect,

STRIKE ON N. Y. LINES.

Subway and Elevated Roads Affected
. and Serious Accident Results.

New York, March 7.—With one colli-
sion in which 29 persons were injured,
but noue killed, New York has passed
through the first day of the general
strike in its suburban railroad system.
Beyond this accident and some minor
casualties due to the abnormal condi-
: tions, the sum total of the day was an-
"noying and vexatious to a million of
people who depend upon the inter-bor-
ough lines for transportation to and
from their business. So far there has
been little disorder. Encounters be-
tween individuals and the actiom of a
few. in throwing miSsiles at passing ele-
vated trains tells this phase of the
strike. ;

The annoyance io tne public was in-
creased by a wet snow which began fall-
ing this afternoon. Service on the ele-
| vated roads while not tied up was bad-
|ly crippled. Trains were run on irregu-
ilar schedule in the underground, begin-
,ning with the early morning, but the ele-
| vated lines did not fare so well. On
the East side practically no attempt was
made to institute a service, while the
Sixth and Ninth avenue lines, which
serve the West side, were run in a fash-
jon woefully inadequate. In fact the
elevated system of the interborough
lines. was pretty well patromized. The
company’s entire energy seemed to be
directed to an effort to maintain service
in the subway and this was partially
specessful. i

Strike-breakers at Work.

It was here that all of those
who were hurt reécelved their injuries.

Chop Cars Apart.

Policemen and firemen were summon
ed to chop the cars apart and rescue the
imprisoned. It was fifteen minutes before
the first of the victims were released.
Meantime some of the cooler passengers in
the train had lighted matches in the cafs
and were assisting the women to the doors
at the unbroken ends of the two cars, and
iy a few minutes men and women were
being passed through the broken windows
to the platform.

Many persons bleeding from slight
cuts and other trifiing injuries left the
train in this way without giving their
pames to the police.

City’s Plans For'
Songhees Reserve

Aspiration of Council Outlined
by Resolutions Passed Last
Evening.

Proposed That Portions Shall
Be Acquired For Park and
Public Landing.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

The Songhees’ reserve question was
again to the fore at yesterday even-
ing’s meeting of the City Council, a
debate arising out of the presentation
of the following resolution by Ald.
Hanna :

“That this council request the local
legislature, through. the city members,
to add to the Songhees’ reserve. bill,
now before the House, the following as
an amendment: ‘That the city of Vie-
toria be given the 25 acres lying north
of the Esquimalt road -(which has been
promised already) for park purposes;
and also that the city be given the first
17% acres lying south of the E. & N.
railway, which remains at present un-
der government contrel.’”

After the mover had explained briefly

the reasons which actuated him in
bringing the motion forward, Ald. Fell,
seconded by Ald. Stewart, presented
the followiing amendment:
“Strike out all words after ‘council’
and insert in lieu thereof: Requests the
provincial government to amend the
bill No. 16 intituled an Act Respecting
the Songhees Indian Reservation, Van-
couver Island, so as to provide as fol-
lows : (1) A reservation for free grant
to the city of Victoria of the 25 acres
of the reserve lying to the north of
the Esquimalt road for public park
purposes. (2) For sites for the follow-
ing purposes: Public school, fire hall,
public wharf, three public ‘landing
places. (3) Giving to the city of Viec-
toria the right to acquire the 17% acres,.
or thereabouts, of said reserve lying
to the south of the Esquimalt and Na~-
naimo railway, right of way, upon
such terms and conditions as may be
agreed upon by and between the said
city and the Lieut.-Governor-in-
Council, and that a copy of this resolu-
tion be sent to the city members and
they be requested to support it.”

Ald. Fell, explaining his amendment,
said it was, on the face of it, likely
to be construed that the council was:
asking for too much; but provision to
purchase was aimed at, and no doubt
this would be the means to negotia-
tions,

Ald. Hanna said he considered it only

common courtesy to ask the city mem-
bers to take the initiative in the mat-
ter.
Ald. Stewart said the bill, being a.
government measure, he thought it best
that any suggestions should go direct
to the government.

Ald. Hall did rot like the clause in
the bill before the House which left a
final settlement in the hands of the
Lieut.-Governor-in-Council.

The amendment carried.

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VICTORIA AND ESQUIMALT.

A number of papers are quoting
what a Victoria correspondent wired to
Saturday Night, of Toronto, about the
loss to Victoria arising out of the clos-
ing of the Esquimalt naval station by
the Imperial authorities. It is stated
that $15,000,000 was spent annually by
the British Government in the up keep
of“the Pacific squadron and Esquimalt,
and that $1,000,000 was spent by the
fleet in Victoria annually. The corre-
spondent in question says “it has been
an awful blow to the pretty capital of
Britsh Columbia.” As a matter of fact,
the “blow” has not been felt to any
appreciable extent; and the prospects
of expenditure at Esquimalt by the Do-
minion Government will more than
make up for any loss that has tempor-
arily resulted. The people of Victoria
are not worrying about it in the least.

DEFEAT OF THE EARLES BILL.

As our readers are aware, the Barles

bill, providing for a closed season dtr-
ing the years 1906 and 1908, has been
‘defeated in the Washington Legisla-
ture.
How little chance this bill had of
passing may be gathered from the re-
port in the newspapers, in which it is
sald: “The bill was read, a motioh was
made indefinitely to postpone, and it
was carried without debate or roll call.
The supporters of the bill found last
night that they were hopelessly beaten
and decided to make no further attempt
to save it’

‘We gather from the same report,
however, that the defeat of the Earles
bill does not wholly dispose of the pos-
sibility of salmon protection on Puget
Sound. The Megler bill, which has
passed the House, prescribes a closed
period of thirty-six hours at the end
of each week in all seasons, and it
Specifies a2 manner in which traps shail
be raised during that season. The in-
dependent packers, who defeated the
Earles* bill, are confident that this
‘measure for the thirty-six hours closed
season each week will be. reciprocated

MR. HAULTAIN ON THE SITUA-
TION.

Premier Haultain, of the Northwest
" Territories, has given the Toronto Globe
- a long interview on the question of Sep-
arate Schoold in the Northwest. He is
distinetly ‘and absolutely opposed to Sir
‘Wilfrid’s educational clauses. Mr. Haul-
_tain feels sorely the helpless position in
which the Territories are placed. They
are neither in Confederation nor out at
the present time,'and are at the mercy of
th Dominion Government completely. 1t
is a case of taking the terms offered by
the Dominion Government. When Bri-
tish Columbia and Prince Edward Isl-
and, for instance, went into Confedera-
tion, they went in as contracting parties.
The union was in the nature of a treaty.
They could have stayed out if they did
not care to accept the terms. [

Mr. Haultain says: “The principle in-
. Yolved is one of Provincial rights. We
.asked to be made a Province, with the
powers of a Province. 'We did not ask
to be a Province, with a large number
of restrictions involved in our constitu-
tional act. That may be only senti-
ment, but I consider it is more than sen-
timent. And, while Sir Wilfrid Laur-
ier dwelt largely on the conditions in
Oatario and Quebec, there is no analogy.
Upper and Lower Canada voluntarily
agreed to the <Confederation compaet,
subject to the special condition about
separate schools. There is a vast dif-
ference between Upper and Lower Can-
oda going voluntarily into Confedera-
toy with certain conditions attached,
and our being created into a Province
with those conditions attached.”

And again in conclusion:

“So far as I am concerned, I do not
think there is anything in Sir Wilfrid’s
argument. ' I should be perfectly willing
that in the system which we have, eor

in any system which I ean conceive
would exist in the West, there would
be no discrimination made against any
school with regard to financial arrange-
ments or. anything else.”

FREE PILOTAGE FOR VICTORIA.

' The recommendation of the commit-
tee on trade, commerce and transporta-
tion of the Board of Trade was strong-

pilotage in Victoria.
the report made that about 1,100 vessels
annually enter the port of Victoria from

50{ sea. Of this number about 100 are
25\ docked by pilots.

There are five pilots
engaged to do this work, the average
earnings of which are $15,000 per an-
num. It also appears that a ship that
called h-re for lumber paid $150.82 in
fees. . This, in addition to the excess of
stevedoring charges, increased the rate
of freight on lumber to Mexican ports
by $1 and $2 over similar shipments
from Puget Sound. We assume that
thexe statements are correct. If so, there
can ba but one conclusion, and that is
that the pilotage fees collected at Vie-
foria are not only an unnecessary im-
position but a real injury to this city.
From the report in question we glean
the following:

“In reply to your committee’s inquiry
we are informed that ‘there is no com-
pulsory pilotage on Puget Sound. Any
vessel can enter or depart from any of
the ports on Puget Sound without any
pilot whatever, if the master or owner

age bill was presented to the legislature
at Olympia during the present session,
but was promptly killed, as it was real-
ized that compulsory pilotage would

other day. We need not go into his-
tory. British Columbia gave up its
Customs and Inland revenues and its
Colonial Sovereignty to .the Dominion,
and for thirteen years was in (~unfed-
eration without enjoying the benefits
of Confederation. On that account we
make no complaint. It was part of the
'disadvantages of a westerly position,
which have remained with us, to a
greater or lesser extent, to the pres-
ent day. %
The new Provinces come into life
with every advantage of position, of
time and opportunity.

cles written by experts, and there are two
in particular which ought to be carefully
lcotnalderecl by all the members of our legis-

These articles show the mineral produc-
tion of two' countries, “which, iike British
Columbla, are not yet large factors in the |
production of copper, and yet have im- |
mense possibilities. They also show the
methods adopted by the legislatures ot]
those countries to attract capital for thelr
mining industries.

The first articte to which I allude Is en-
titled, “Mining in Bolivia,” by D. H.
Bradley, jr., who tells us at page 43: -

“The Immense deposits of copper in Bo-
livia have rendered that branch of the
mining industry profitable for many years,
with no apparent diminution of the supply.
Copper occurs native, as a sulphide, usual-
ly carrying gold, and as a carbonate. Bo-
livia’s great copper district begins south
of Lake Titicaca, and extends over the
vast. plateau between the coast and the
| eastern mountain range. At Corocoro,
just south of the lake, extensive mining
! operations have béen in progress for a
' number of years. Here the veins of native
copper are of immense size; though al-

It may not be amiss to point out that
the -ositiom of a gold miner is radleally
different from that of a copper miner.

The former produces an article of fixed
value, not llable to be depreciated by any
over-production.

The latter produces an article of- fluctu-
ating value, the price of which is based
upon the ratio oét production.

Both are aliké in this, that the miner
cannot, as in other industries or trades,
shift any of his' burdens of taxation on
to the ghoulders of his customers.

This fact alone ought to influence any
government strongly against imposing un-
?ecessary burdens upon the mining indus-

ry.

Copper being subject to fluctuating val-
ves,, ‘the element of .competition enters
largely into the comsidération of those who
iovest in it. On page 26 of the above
magazine, a’ list is given of the largest
broducing countries in the world as regards
the principgl metals: The United States
is there shown to produce more than half
of the copper of the world. South Am-
erica comes only fourth on the list; Can-
ada is not mentioned at all. We are just
commencing  business, so to speak. Now
bearing in mind the strietly commercial na-
ture of our copper business, what policy
ought we to follow In our efforts to com-
pete with others who hiave already an es-
tablished business? Is it sound policy to
make -our goods as expensive as possible
by increasing the cost of their production?
Surely not. Yet that is the policy which

lopted by our legislature for
the last eight years.” And with what re-
sults? The mining industry has been
crushed, almost to death. But there is
something more which stares us in the
face. Other countries, mnder wiser rule,
make their laws just to the mine owner
and also as libera! as possible to foreign
capitalists.

Such countries not only attract mine
owners and capitalists, who recognize that
they are given at least a chance of oper-
ating at a profit, but they naturally at-
tract the best working miners.

We have, by our unwise legislative re-
strictions, rendered it almost impossible
to mine at a profit, and we have driven
out nearly all the prospectors who swarm-
ed over our mountains eight years ago.
We have also lost hundreds of good miners
who have been compelled, to leave our
country by the closing down of mine after
mine. And finally we have effectually dis-
couraged the capitalist from sinking any
more money in our mines,

But we need not despair. We still have
our magnificent mineral lands almost un-
touched.

Let us imitate the sensible tactics of Bo-
livia and Peru, and throw open our mineral
lands on liberal terms, and I do not .doubt
our mining .industry will soon advance by
leaps and bounds.

like to state a few facts in regard to game,
as it affects the settler. Deer, pheasants
and willow grouse are a bane to many a
farmer’s life. There is hardly any erop
that they do not attack. In some districts
more fruit trees have been destroyed er in-
Jured by deer and willow grouse than by
all insect and other pests combined. Whole
patches of potatoes, turnips and vegetables
are often completely ruined by the pheas-
ants, or deer, and grain crops fare little
better.

‘Some farming operations have to be re-
stricted on account of the game, greatly
to the settler’s loss and progress,

After his crops have all been destroyed,
the farmer finds he has a horde of city and
country poachers to contend with. Not a
Scason passes but some farmer has one of
Itis valuable beasts shot. Stealing fruit
and vegetables, and occasionally a fat
fowl to help out their bill of fare, is quite
a common practice with poachers.

Shooting game out of seaszon is the rule,
not the exception, with poachers.

The farmer cannot leave his place for

any length of time without having his
]gstes and fences pulled down, his house
broken into and wrecked and carted away

ecemeal

Game and, civilization do not harmonize.
1If the government decide in favor of game,
then let the settler’s interests in that game
bave the same police protection as his
sheep-fold and fowl-yard.

It costs the farmer more to ralse deer
and pheasants than it does to raise sheep
and fowls. Game wardens have been sag-
gested, which would mean more officials,
more expense and more taxes for the al-
ready over-burdened settler.

We would suggest that mo shooting be
allowed on the public roads. This shoot-
ing is becoming a danger and a nuisance.
Dogs are sent into protected lands, where
the peacher himself dare not venture, and
when any birds fly across the road they

Section 93 of the British North Amer-
jca Act provides that the Legislature
may exclusively make laws in relation
to education, subject and according to
certain provisions. These ' provisions
are set out in sub-sections 1, 2, 3 and 4.

Sub-section 1 provides that nothing in
the layw shall prejudicially affect the
rights er privileges or depominational
schools, which any class of persons have
bv law in the Province at the time of
‘Union.

Sub-section 2 relates entirely to Que-
bec and need not be considered here.

Sub-section 3 provides that an appeal
shall lie to the Governor-General in
‘Council from any act or decision of a
(Provincial Government affecting the
rights or privileges of the Protestant or
Roman Catholic minorities.

Sub-section + provides, in case the dpe
execution of the provisions of Section
93 are not carried out, or the decision
of the Governor-General in Council on
appeal is mot duly executed, that in
every casq and as far only as the ecir-
cumstances of each case require the Par-
liament of Canada may make remedial

Tn respect to sub-section 1, it is ad-
mitted that denominational schools do
exist in the Northwest Territories by
law, and, therefore, their. continuance, if

The crux of the whole question lies
in this fa¢t, that the British North Am-
erica Act has already made all the pro-
visions necessary for the protection of
religious minorities in the Northwest,
and such protection becomes the duty of
the Provinces and not of the Dominion,
except as a measure of last resort.

The practical effect of any Ilegisla-
tion on the part of the Dominion Gov-
ernment at this stage is a limitation of
the rights of the Provinces under the
British North America Act, and, there-
fore, unconstitutional.

Game Protection

New Act Provides for Extension
of the Kight of 8earch and
Heavier Penalties.

e

Blue Grouse in Non - Saleabie
List—S8ix Years’ Close Sea-
son for Beaver.

The bill to further amend the game
law of British Columbia, which has
been anxiously looked for during weeks-
past by all who take an interest in the
preservation of the furred, feathered or
finny asset of the province, was duly
*introduced in the 'legislature yesterday
and in .its main provieions prove to be
as forecasted in the Colonist several
days ago—that is authority is given un-
der it for the appointment of a chief
game warden for the province, with oth-
er wardens under him, and the machin-
ery for the enforcement of the law is

infinitely simplified and great strength-
ened. The blue grouse is removed from
the list of saleable game, and the right
of search without warrant is extended.

In order that the law may mnot oper-
ate prejudicially -and -unfairly. against
those good sportsmen who' come here to
enjoy the shooting, but who have been
debarred by an unintentional section of
the law from taking away with them
the trophies of their prowess, it is pro-
vided in the first of the substantial sec-
tions of the amending act that heads,
etc., secured by licensees, may be ex-
ported from the province—which is a
fair and just concession to the non-resi-
dent sportsman who comes here prepar-
ed to comply with all the reasonable
provisions of the country’s laws.

Another minor section prohibits the
use of lime in the taking of trout.

The operation of the act is, by section
4, declared inapplicable to free miners
“while engaged in prospecting, so far as
the killing of deer for food is comcern-
ed”—anether just and fair provision.

Section 5 of the amending act im-
proves the thirteenth section of the ex-
isting act by limiting the period in
which the owner of dead game may law-
Iu{ly have the same in possession for the
private use of himself and family to
fifteen days after the close of the hunt-
ing season—whereas in the past it
might be indefinitely kept in cold stor-
age. The penalty for trespass upon en-
closed land is increased from $20 to $50.
A pemlty also is provided for killing
without license where a license is requir-
ed, as by non-resident hunters.

A very important section stipulates
that it shall be lawful for any game
warden, coustable or peace officer to -
search any person whom he may suspect
of having in his possession any animals,
birds, eggs or fishes unlawfully obtain-
ed; and also td stop and search any con-
veyauce, or the premises of any person
engaged in buying or selling, or any
steamer or boat, hotel or restaurant—
and should the searching officer discover
any game as suspected, he is authorized
to seize it forthwith, otherwise proceed-
ing as authorized by the law.

Anyone offending under the act may
hereafter, if the amending bill becomes
law, be arrested without warrant, and
all fines, excepting such as are payable.
to informers, go to the province.

A close season for beaver for six full
years is declared from the 1st of August
next, and within this period it shall be
unlawful for anyone either to trap or
kill the beaver or have their untanned
pelts in possession.

The blue grouse are brought into the
list of non-saleable game birds, and pro-
tection is ‘also provided for the grey or
Hungarian partridge and the wild swan.

Authority is given to the Lieut.-Gov-
ernor in council to exempt Northern In-
dians from the provisions of the law,
and the necessary machinery is provided
for the office of the chief game warden
and his subordinates.

It is understood that Mr. Williams of
Vancouver has been selected as the
chief game warden of the province.

General Business and Other
Matters of the Day's
Work.

HE House assembled at 2 o’clock,
and after prayers by Rev. J. P.

Did the gov-
ernment receive a request dunng‘the
summer of 1904 to appoint fence view-
ers undey the Line Fences and Water-
courses Act, for any locality in ‘Green-
wood riding? 2. Were fence-viewers ap-
pointed in pursuance of the said request?
3. If so, who were appointed? 4. It
not, why not?

Hon. Mr. Fulton replied: 1. Yes. 2.
No. 3. Answered by No. 2. 4. Owing
to the application having been tempor-
arily lost sight of, the appointments
have not yet been made. The matter
is now receiving attention.”

Upon considtration of the report up-
on the bill to amend the Land Reglst_ry
Act a number of amendments were in-
troduced by the Attorney-General and
adopted.

Mr. Cotton continued the debate on
the school bill. Criticism had failed he
said to discover any fault in the prin-
ciple of the bill, but merely objections
as to detail. The necessity for financial
readjustment in connection with educa-
tion was admitted. Harrowing pictures
had been drawn of the, evils which the
educational system would suffer owing
to impossible duties imposed upon the
trustees.

Judging by
the speeches of opposition members,
whose knowledge of the bill was trans-
parently meagre, the introduction of this
measure had set the heather on fire and
trustees resign in a body. He was glad
to say that the fire had apparently gone
out, that prejudice had largely disap-
peared, and that no such disruption, as
predicted, had been brought about. He
briefly reviewed the history of education
in the province, and from a study of the
events of the past, drew the conclusion
that there would be no such impairment
of the rural school system as suggested
in the debate. These districts were not
unfairly discriminated against under the
proposed change. They were practically
«called upon for nothing more than to
make upthe incidental expenses, sueh
as codl 0il, which were very light in

down by the government. He did not
agree that the principle of the bill was
free education. Its principle was to ex-
act more taxation from the people. Di-
rect taxation would be better than that
proposed.

He pointed
to the East Kootenay coal and oil lands
as an estate which, properly managed,
might yield all the revenue required
without necessity for increased taxation.

Mr. Wells did not reply as to this, but
intimated that he was one who assisted
in saving these lands to the province,
and making them possible for previn-
eial administration.

He heartily approved the principle of
the bill. As to the objection that trus-
tees, would not act under the bill, he
said that forced meetings had been held
to hatch such objections, but without
success. He read a letter from a prom-
inent trustee in his district heartily an-
proving of this section of the bill and
of the measure as a whole. Examining
the criticisms of Mr. Oliver that the gov-
ernment had been grossly extravagant
in_conmection with the construction of a
school in his district, he reduced this to
an objection against the payment of un-
ion wages to the carpenter and painter
employed.

The Songhees’ Reserve.

The Premier continued the debate on
the bill respecting the Songhees Indian
reserve. He pointed out that this ques-
tion had from time to time occupied at-
tention im Victoria and was now again
to the fore. Attempt was made to

shoulder responsibility upon the localf

government. From examination of all
the aspects of the question, legal

otherwise, it was clear that the Indians
must retain possession of the reserve
until they were made party to an ar-
rangement satisfactory to them. The In-
dians had been taught to believe that it
would be foolish for them to yield their
tenure without a considerable indemnity
and generous terms. They could not be
removed by force. The first essential
was to get the Indians to acquiesce in
an agreement, and this might perhaps
'be best accomplished if the two, govern-
ments and the Indians were left to set-
tle the matter between themselves, with-
out ' interference from outside parties,
and he offered this suggestion in a
friendly spirit toward the city council
and other publie bodies of Vietoria. The
alarm expressed by the member for Del-
ta about the power the government

‘would have, under the bill to deal with

the reserve, was needless. If the bill be-
came law no disposition would be made
of the lands irrespective of the interests
of Victoria in the matter. The govern-
ment was not prepared to accept any
amendment to ‘the bill. He thought the
government should command the confi-
dence of the House that it would act
in a decent and fair manner. He point-
ed out that the views of Mr. C. H. Lu-
grin, one of those who had made special
study of the Songhees reserve question,
‘were favorable to the idea that a set-
tlement of the question would be facili-
tated by having the government vested
with power to act in the matter. He
also showed that an inaccurate impres-
sion had been conveyed that the move

| looking toward a settlement of the ques-

tion should be credited to the Ottawa
government, remarking that without the
steps taken by the provincial govern-
ment nothing would have been done.

Mr. J. A. Macdonald argued that the
proposed bill could only be of practicdl
effect after the Indians had been got
off the reserve. Why then should the
government seeki power to dispose of the
lands before this part of the arrange-
ment was accomplished? He did not
see why the legislature should relinquish
its control in-the matter to the govern-
ment before it was known what sort of
an administration of the reserve might
be expected, or whether the interests of
Victoria and the province generally were
to be properly conserved. Any arrange-
ment made by the government with re-
spect to Victoria would naturally be
madé with the city council. As it was
a matter in which the people were con-

ed in a more popular sense, he
thought it should remain with the legis-
lature. He moved in amepdment in ef-
fect-that in the opinion of the House
the government should immediately se-
cure a new reserve for the Indians now
on the Songhees reserve and arrange
‘with the Dominion government for their
settlement thereon.

And that the question of the disposi-
tion of the land now forming the reserve
be not now considered, but that the
same be dealt with by this House at
the session of the same following the re-
moval of the Indians.

WAR SUMMARY.

(By Associated Press.)

For ten days the Japanese and
Russian armies in Manchuria
have been engaged in a mighty
conflict, the issue of which “has
not yet been reached. Although
the most of the news from the
scene of battle comes from Rus-
sian sources, and consequently
may be supposed to present the
facts in as favorable a light as

ossible for the Russian arms, it
is evident that the Japanese
made some gain yesterday. St.
Petersburg has an unofficial re-
port that General Kuropatkin’s
centre has been broken and that
thirteen guns have fallen into the
hands of the Japanese. These
guns, which are of six and eight
inch calibre, were given perma-
nent emplacements on the lines
of the railroad near Shakhe sta-
tion, the fact evidencing the con-
fidence of the Russians that the
Japanese could not penetrate
thither. In St. Petersburg it is
generally Ebelieved that General
Kuropatkin was yesterday fight-
ing a rearguard action to cover
his retreat, and that the night
will have witnessed a large with-
drawal of troops toward the Tie
pass.. All of the commander-in-
chief’s ability, it is considered,
will be required to extricate his
army from its present predica-
ment. The issue, it is expected,
will be decided today, and much
unquestionably depends upon the
comparative ability of the oppos-
ing armies to resist the effect of
hunger and fatigue, the limit of
human endurance evidently hav-
ing been nearly reached on both
sides. Beyond the statement that
the casualties exceed those of
the battle of Liaoyang, there is
little known as to the number
killed or wounded,

Both the private detectives and the
local police deny they ever suspected
this Chinaman of poisoning Mrs. Stan-
ford. It is known, however, that they
spent much time in tracing his move-
ments. -
Strychnine in Stomach.

Honolulu, March 7.—High Sheriff
Henry told the correspondent of the
Associated Press that the chemists, in
a test case of the contents of Mrs.
Stanford’s stomach, had found a color
which. indicated strychnine poisoning,
and that they would so testify at the
inquest. He added that the chemists
had found strychnine in the bicarbon-
ate of soda whereof Mrs. Stanford par-
took on the night of her death, and
that they would so declare to the cor-
oner’s jury.

The Coroner’s Inquest.

The inquest in the case of Mrs. Jane
L. Stanford was begun yesterday at
the Moana hotel, where she died. The
first witness examined by the coroner’s
jury was Miss Berner, who had been
Mrs. Stanford’s secretary for the last
twenty years.

Attorney-General Andrews question-
ed Miss Berner regarding the bottle of
bicarbonate of soda. The witness said
it was Mrs. Stanford’s custom to take
the soda only occasionally, and added:
“No one knew of this custom, so far as
I am aware, but myself, May Hunt and
Nora. Hopkins, an employee at the
Stanford Residence. ’

The Suicide Theory.

Questioned by Deputy High Sheriff
Rawlins with regard to the possibility
of Mrs. Stanford having committed sui-
cide; Miss Berner expressed pity for
anyone who could be driven to such a
conclusion. “I nave not read the news-
paper reports of this case,” she said,
“because they would distfess me.”
Mrs. Stanford, she said in conclusion,
on a few occasions said she hoped
some day to rejoin her son and hus-
band, to whose memory she was always
devoted, but this was not a frequent
topic of conversation with her.

MRS. CHADWICK’S TRIAL.

Manaaer of Bank Explains How Credits

3, 1903, when Mrs. Chadwick received
a certified c¢heck for $10,000, an entry
crediting her with that amount was
made;mr the journal of the bank, and a*
depoSit slip for $10,000 wasd made out in
her name. The entry and the slip were
in' the handwriting of Cashier Spear.
Another entry of similar nature amount-
ing to $5,000 was also found. 'These
gact_s were brought out on cross-exam-
ination by Judge Wing, counse] for Mrs.
Chadwick; after long questioning of H.
H. Avery, assistant cashier of the Ober-
lin bank. Avery at first testified that
Mrs. Chadwick at no time had either
money 1n or credit at the bank. It is
doubtful if the cashier will take the

stand.

A few days ago the army council of-
ficially notified the railitary districts of
this change in coast defence, which
they state is due to the new require-
ments of Imperial defence, and the
council speak in excellent terms of the
satisfactory and efficient manner in
which submarine mining duties have
been carried out. This is, so far, the
present position of matters as it affects
the Royal Engineers.

The reduction of the submarine min-
ing branch of the corps of Royal Engi-
neers will involve thirteen regular and
ten militia companies. The - foreign
service units are stationed at Bermuda,
Malta, Halifax, N. S.,  Hongkong and
Esquimalt. At home, the regular com-
panies are employed at Gosport, Felix-
stowe, Isle of Wight, Plymouth, Cork,
Gravesend, Pembroke Dock and Sheer-
ness. The militia units comprise the
Falmouth, Harwich, Humber Medway,
Milford - Haven, - Needles, Plymouth,
Portsmouth, Thames and Western Di-
visions. The transfer of the mine fields
to the admiralty charge will be a gen-
eral saving, and on the army estimates
a reduction of £100,000 per annum will
result.

The Royal Engineers will retain the
submarine mining service for the pres-
ent at such stations as Weymouth,
Cardiff, Hull, Leith, Liverpool, Glas-
gow, etc. These are classified as “mer-
cantile ports,” and will continue to be
defended by sections of the coast bat-

Chadwick obtained from the bank a
certified check for $12,600, and Receiver
Lyon testified that there was

the bank to show that at the time
g: receiving the drafts and the checks,
Mrs. Chadwick had not a cent of money
in the bank and was not entitled to the
credit. The drafts were entered on the
books of the bank one month and five
days after being issued. During this
time the books of the Oberlin bank
showed that the money was held to
its credit at the Importers and Traders
National Bank in New York, while
really it was in possession of Mrs.
Chadwick.

It is believed that only a part of the
next session of the court will be re-
quired for the witnesses of the defence
and that the attorneys will commence
their arguments by tomorrow afternoon
at the latest.

Mrs. Chadwick’s Correspondence

The letters written by Mrs. Chad-
wick to Beckwith and Spear were read
during the afternoon session and af-
forded considerable amusement. The
letter first read was written jointly to
Beckwith and Spear, and related to a
loan which Mrs. Chadwick had secur-
ed from Mr. Fay, of Eilyria, Ohio. She
declared that the writer had given a
check to Fay, and when he came to
see them about it all they had to do
was to say that they had extended her
paper. It would not be neces for
them to say anything beyond that| The
letter concluded: “He said that you
would be surprised to see the check
in his hands, 80 you better be surprised.
If you don’t say it, you can look it.”

The ' second letter was written to
Spear alone. In it Mrs. Chadwick ask-
ed him to certify a check to be given
by her to Henry Wurst, of Elyria, say-
ing she would “get the goods in the
east” to meet the check. “So draw a
check for $15,000,” the letter said, “and
I will sign it and pay you well for it.
I am about to do something of great
interest to us all.”

Blank Checks Certified.

District Attorney Sullivan laid great
stress in presenting the letters to the
jury to thé apparent fact that Mrs.
Chadwick was asking for the certifi-
cation of a check not only when she
had no funds in the bank, but even
before she had signed.

Irl Reynolds was called to the stand
for a few minutes this afternoon to
identify the handwriting of Mrs. Chad-
wick on various checks, and two letters
written to Spear and Beckwith. It is
practically settled that Andrew Car-
negie will not appear in the case at all.

T. W. Paterson. M. P. P, Adds to’ His
Holdings on the Fraser,

“At 2 o’clock this afternoon Domin-
ion Lands Agent MacKenzie held the
sale of the fifty acres on the south side
of the river opposite the eity, which is
claimed by Mr. Tillman Herring,” says
the New Westminster Columbian of Sat-
urday. “There were only five persons
gathered to wateh the bidding, and
among these was Mr. T. W. Paterson
of Victoria, who proved to be the only
man willing to purchase. Sharp on the
hour Mr. MacKenzie read the notice of
sale that had been printed, and then
proceeded- to describe the land and read
his instructions. In this latter connec-
tion he read a letter from the depart-
ment at Ottawa in/which it was stated
that as the sale was not considered im-
portant enough for the special hiring of
an auctioneer he would have ta take the
‘block himself and manipulate the ham-
mer, which in this case was the rubber
end of a civil service pencil.”

“The tracing of the property, which
hung on the _wall, looked somewhat
changed in appearance. About the same
hour yesterday it was possible to read
on the bottom of the map the informa-
tion that the lands marked in green
were proposed to be sold@ to Mr. T. Her-
ring, while those painted yellow were
proposed to be disposed of to Mr. T. W.
Paterson, who owns some of the adjoin-
ing property. This section of the trac-
ing, however, had been turned up in the
meantime and was kept in the back-
ground by a stout brass thumb tack.

“In- commencing the sale, Mr. Mac-
Kenzie stated that the upset price was
$10 per acre, and in a most confidential
tone Mr. Paterson intimated his willing-
ness to buy at that quotation, but the
agent balked.

resting at Tieh-ling, while on the eas-
tern side of the town there are the us-
ual low hills of eastern Manchnria. The
city, with walls of brick and stome thir-
ty feet high and towered gates at the
four. points of the compass, lies in the
pass between these hills. The pass, is
the strongest position that can be found
between Newchwang and Harbin and is
not to be easily outflanked. At the right,
instead of the usual plain running west-
ward from Mukden and Liaoyang, the
Liao river protects the right. The Liao
here has a high bluff on its morthern

bank. Of course, the frozen condition

of the Liao at the present time nullifies
this protection' to a certain extent. On
the left there are fewer roads than in
the vicinity of Mukden or iaoyang,
particularly the latter city where many
trunk roads of China converge.
Therefore, as can be readily seen, it is
al} important to Kuropatkin to fall back
on the position prepared at Tie pass,
o- Tieh-ling; it is all important to Oya-
ma to prevent him from doing so.—G. S.

SUMAS RECLAMATION.

Will Drain a Lake to Make Many Acres
Ready for the Plough.

The application of the Sumas De-
velopment Company for leave to intro-
duce a bill to authorize a reclamation
project, as already referred to in the
Colonist, was argued by opposing dele-
gations before the private bills com-
mittee, and it was decided to withhold
decision in the matter until Monday
next. The project of the company is to
drain Sumas Lake, thus exposing
many thousand acres of valuable agri-
cultural land to practical utilization.
The feasibility of this scheme, it seems,
has been investigated and acknowl-
edged by expert engineers, and appar-
ently no difference of opinion exists
among the people of the district as to
the theory of the undertaking. Where
the point of conflict occurs is in the
method proposed by the promoters of
the scheme of diverting the waters of
the lake. According to evidence ad-
vanci by interested = parties before
the committee, there is not a satisfying
assurance. that the farms of settlers
along the proposed viaduct will . be
immune from an exaggerated danger of
flood from the proposed canal. As al-
ready stated, it is proposed to build
about four miles of dyke, to assist the
drainage of the lake bed, and to divert
the waters now carried into the lake
by way of the Lukaluk river—or rather
the old channel of this river, for the
stream itself has been blocked by a
natural jamb at the entrance, and has
dried up.

could be prepared so that danger of
flood would be reduced to a minimum.
It was also explained by promoters. of
the scheme that the settlers along the
Lukaluk river would be ensured against
possible damage from overflow or
Seepage upon their lands, by an assess-
ment to be levied upon the settlers ac-
cording to certain terms in the bill.
