Seven hundred men, women and chil-
dren have arrived at Suakim from Tokar.
Tife rebels mutilated the British dead that
fell into their hands. Osman Digma has
sworn to Elve battle. Lieut. Lloyd,brother
of Clifford Lioyd, under secretary. of the
interior at Cairo, will present Queen Viec-
toria with the standard captured at Tokar.
The British have buried 2300 rebel dead
aro”ind Teb.

An Egyptian gunner from Tokar sayshe
and seven others were ‘dragged to Teb to
serve the rebel guns.

EL MAHDI’S HORDE.

Sorge Facts About the People of the
Soudan—Their Intellectual Capacity
and Habits of Life.

The vast territory of the Soudan is
peopled by hordes of Arabs of various
tribes, whose number is computed to be
between thirty and forty millions. The
Arab—and in this nomenclature, besides
the natives of Arabia proper, all the in-
habitants of the northern and half of the
eastern portion of Africa are to be compre-
hended—is a singular race. Wild and
ferocious, like the savages of the far west,
the Arabs are endowed with a-keener in-
tellect and a highly nervoifs temperament,
a characteristic which has impressed itself
upon the Spanish nation by reason of con-
tact. ‘Unlike, however, the abori gines of
America, who are stolid, content with
hunting and the gratification of their
natural wants, the Arabs are ever restless
and aggressive, and prey upon their fellow-
beings.  Although very dark in com-
plexion, they are not negroes; their hair
is coarse but smooth.

Their habitations are principally on the
borders of the streams, and in the interior
countries they sink wells, where practica-
ble, and cluster around them, forming vil
lages and towns, their houses consisting of
mud walls and thatched, conical roofs.
Their occupations consists in collecting
ostrich feathers, tusks of elephants, senna
and gum arabic; the latter is indigenous
to the country, and is_extracted from the
acacia arabica, a small tree’ which forms
vast forests in the hottest regions of
Africa. All these sink, however, into in-
algnificance compared with the profits in
slaves, in selling which they are mainly
engaged.

Egypt and Arabia provide markets for
the disposal of their productions, as well
as for the procurement of their wants,
which consist of coffee, tobacco, arms and
ammunition, cotton cloth and knicknacks.
The former is reached by the Nile and the
latter by the way of Suakim, a seaport on
the Red sea. Asthis last is difficult of ac-
cess, owing to the necessary land journey,

of barbaric independence, under the con-
trol of petty chiefs called sheiks, who have
assumed supremacy over their respective
communities by virtue of their religious
character and extra sanctity.

The introduction of Mohammedanism
among the children of the desart did not
contribute toward their moral and social
advancement. Indeed, wherever Moham-
medanism made its appearance it has ex-
ercised a most pernicious influence over its
votaries, more particularly among the
Arabs. Ttkilled all traces of civilization
among the ancient Egyptians, for which
they were justly celebrated, and to which
the Greeks owed their progress. But this
religion suited Arab proclivities to a nicety;
it was simple in creed and min-
istered to. their brutal passions.
Divine unity and belief in Moham-
med as the true apostle of God were the
only essential requirements. It encour-
aged polygamy and promised seventy-two
houris in the life to come. It moreover
preached aggression and aggrandisement,
made it a virtue to war against unbeliev-

Cruel Persecution.

Corxixg, Ohio, March 4.—A. J. Me-
Devitt recently caused the arrest of Rev.
Father O’Boylan of the catholic church for
permitting the use of the wheel of fortune
at a fair. O'Boylan denounced McDevitt

from the pulpit as a villian and a murderer.
On Sunday night the friends of the priest
! compelled McDevitt to march out of town
in a blinding snow storm, at the point of a
| pistol. When he had reached a secluded
| spot they made him remove all his cloth-
ing, which was cut into shreds and cast to
the winds. The victim was then ordered
to kneel in the snow and swear that he
would never set foot in Corning again. He
complied, and has not been seen since. It
is feared that he perished. His friends vow
vengeance.

The sheriff has arrested the persons who
assaulted McDayitt. McDavitt reached
New Lexington to-day: He was heavily
armed. A warrant is out for Rev. Father
O'Boylan. The forces and sentiment are
pretty evenly divided between the two
men. Trouble is feared between the church
people and those not members.

Niagara Falls and Electric Light.

Eiyira, March 3.—Leonard Henkle, in-
ventor and electrician of Rochester, says
that he has negotiated for the purchase of
land on the Canada side of the river and

for power from the great horseshoe fall for
the lighting of sixty-five American and
Canadian cities, connected by means of
underground cables with electric lights
generated at Niagara. The plans are all
drawn for ten hydraulic engines of 200,000
horse power each, and gigantic machinery.
That Henkle himself means business is at-
tested by the fact that he will soon open an
office on the Canada side of the river, and
endeavor to complete arrangements with
capitalists, whom he expects to furnish
$22,000,000 for the undertaking.

Newspaper Copyright.
WasHINGTON, March 4.—The bill intro-
duced by Senator Sherman to-day granting
a copyright . fo newspapers, provides that
any daily or weekly newspaper, or any
associationi of any daily or weekly news-
papers published in the United States or
any of the territories thereof shall have the
sole right to print, issue and sell for the
term of eight hours, dating from the hour
of going to press, the contents of said
daily or weekly newspapers, or the col-
lected news of said newspaper association,
exceeding 100 words. For any infringe-
ment of this act the party injured may re-
cover damages with costs, A similar
measure will be introduced in the house.

WARREN, 0., March 3.—At the Mahon-
ing depot last night a young Chicago drum-
mer made a wager with two companions
that he could kiss a pretty girl who stood
on the depot platform. The bet wasmade,
and the drammer rushed up to the girl,
kissed her, and leaped on the car as the
train started. The drummer, not satis-
fied with his cheeky performance, waved
his handkerchief to the embarrased young
lady and the astonished crowd at the
depot.

Against Free Lumber.

WasHINGTON, March 4.—Representa-
tive Reid was before the waysand means
committee to-day opposing the placing -of
lumber on the free list. He said if the
manufacture of lumber was stricken down
in Maine the entire timber land district
being one-half the area of the state, would
lose so large a portion of its value that the
whole state would feel the shock severely.
He said that all the talk about the floods
being caused by the destruction of forests
even if true elsewhere had no application
to Maine.

GOVERNMENT MEASURE TO ‘BE-
LIEVE HIM OF RESPONSIBILITY,

Mr. Blake's Facetious Amendment—The
Situation in Munitoba—Debate om the
Budget.

Special Despatch to The World.

Orrawa, March 4,—Mr. Smithe, pre-
mier of British Columbia, is here pressing
on the government . the necessity of de-
fining the boundary between the province
and the Northwest territories in view of
the large immigration expected next year.

The Manitoba members met to-day to
consider their position. The convention
will be held there to-morrow and it is
feared trouble may arise.

In the commons Sir John Macdonald in-
troduced an act respecting the indepen-
dence of parliament act of 1875. One clause
provides that there is nothing in the act
disqualifying members from accepting
government appointments when without
salary. There is also an indemnity clause
indemnifying Sir Charles Tupper from all
liability, penalty and responsibility from
any suit which may have been or may be
brought against him. Mr. Blake moved
in amendment that the words *‘ and to im-
pair the efficiency of said act” be added.
The amendment was lost on a divsion of
55 to 101.

Sir John Macdonald moved that govern-
ment business should have precedence over
other business Thursdays. Mr. Blake
complained that the government was
crowding the business of private members’
days, when Sir John explained that the
government was anxious to shorten the
session. He said it had been called in
January with a view of being concluded by
Easter. The government had not many
measures to put through, and an effort
would be made to prorogue by April 14.
[Cheers.]

Several acts were read a_third time,
when the debate on the budget was re-
surhed. Mr. White (Cardwell) spoke, fol-
lowing the arguments advanced by Sir
Leonard ‘Tilley. Mr. Patterson (Brant)
followed.

The fact that Senator O’Donohoe shirked
the vote in the senate on the second read-
ing of the Canadian Pacific railway bill
is causing some excitement among senators.

HMon.' Mr. Hardy's License Resolutions
Under Debate.

In the legislature yesterday Mr. Hardy's

liquor license resolutions were discussed at
length. The object of the resolutions was
to increase the revenwe from this
source_ §96,000 to $200,000, or an
increase of $100,000. This would
be effected by adding $60 to the price
of tavern and shop licenses in cities and
lesser amounts in towns and townships.
The government, he contended, had the
right to regulate the amount of fees, even
if the dominion act were valid, but he had
no doubt that act would be declared in-
valid. The premier referred to the hostil
ity of the dominion government in refusing
to come to any mutual arrangement in re-
gard to the controversy. He had written
to the Ottawa authorities asking them to
abstain from interfering with ‘the question
until a decision might be got from the privy
council. Sir John Macdonald,however,re-
fused to do anything further than honor
the receipt of the communication. The pre-
mier -said - under the -circumstances he
would be justified in ing any legislation
that could prevent the dominion ﬁovern-
ment from keeping the country in the state
of confusion into which the two acts threw
it. - The rest of the evening was taken up
in & desultory debate in which nothing new
was developed. |

Arrears in the Crown Lands l-pr‘oyve-
3 ment Fund. \

A deputation composed of twenty-seven
reeves and deputy reeves of this province
waited on Mr. Mowat and Mr, A, M. Ross
Monday with respect to the crown lands
improvement fund, Mr. O’Connor intro-
duced the deputation. An order-in-coun-
cil was passed in 1857, providing that one-
fifth of the receipts from the sale of crown
lands should be returned to the munici-
palities for to be applied on the roads. In
1861 the order-in-council was revoked, and
another issued for the same purpose in
1867 by the provincial government. In
the interim between 1861 and 1867 certain
moneys were received on account of lands
sold prior to 1861, which the government
of Old Canada did not pay to the munici-
palities or to the province of Ontario, and
which now remains a charge against the
dominion government. The object of the
deputation was to induce the previncial
government to advance at least the princi-
pal ‘which amounts to about 81&),000,
pending a settlement with the dominion
government. The extent to which some
municipalities are concerned may be
judged by stating that the township of
Osprey has $4851 due it on this account for
principle alone, after deducting 6 per cent
for management. It is'ltntodmghnt another
township’s claim amounts to $10,000 for
principle. The matter will receive atten-
tion trom the government.

SLAVERY IN CHINA.

Ruthless Capture of Boys and Girls—The
Cruel Fate of Rebels—Infamous Mar-
kets of Hong Kong.

Male slaves in China are few compared
with temales. The former are descend-
ants of gebels captured in war, while the
others, with the noblest self-sacrifice have
voluntarily sold themselves to perpetual
bondage to save their parents and families

from penury and death.

Some horrible disclosures have lately
been made of poor wretches kidnapped and
sold to work in mines where no other la-
borers would work. There they were
ground down within an inch of their lives,
never permitted to see the light of day lest
they sgould make known their woes to
their fellow men, and there lashed and
beaten, where none could hear their groans
and cries. Fortunately their miserable
condition has-been brought to the notice of
the imperial censors and the inhuman lo-
cal magistrate, who had winked at and
made capital out of these enormities, has
been degraded and punished. Perhaps
the most hideous cmeltcy is that described
in the columns of a Chinese newspaper
four or five years ago, The story is hardly
credible, and is too sickening to linger
over., The bald facts are these, that in
some inland districts little boys are cap-
tured in infancy, their bodies are com-
pressed, the head is allowed to grow at
the expense of the body to abnormal pro-
portions, and when the body has done

owing. it is released and exhibited in

hinese circuses asthe latest importation
from dwarf-land. It need hardly be said
that many die under the process, while the
majority becomes imbeciles.
emale domestic bond-servants are by
far the most numerous class of Chinese
slaves. In poor familiés where girls are
numerous it is the custom, if they do not
drown them when born, to sell them to
| wealthy families as domestic servants.
The price paid, of course, depends upon
the age, health, and personal appearance
of the girl. The average price is from $30
to $50 each. The market for human flesh
is dearer now, and a father may now get
$100 for a good-looking girl 12 years old.
Before the purchase is completed she is
carefully examined to be sure she is free
from leprous taint. Sometimes she is
taken into a dark room, whkere a blue light
is burned. If her face takes a reddish
-hue it is concluded that leprosy is latent in
her biood. If she is healthy a contract is
then executed, by which the purchaser is
bound not to sell her forfmmoral purposes,
undertaking to provide her with whole-
some food and drink until she is 19 or 20,
when he must find her a husband.
It is one of the most pitiable sights in

3-year-old little tot taken from its mother’s
arms by some withered opium sot and sold
for a handful of dollars, to be brought up
in some house of ill-fame. Perhaps she is
old enough to realize that her master’s
door has shut her out from her mother,
brothers, and sisters forever. 1n some
homes she finds herself as a house-servant
far better off, animally considered, than
she would have been at home. In rich
families, where there are a half-dozen
concubines, with their swarms of
noisy brats, she will find perhaps
some twenty or thirty slaves like
herself, each of which is told off to attend
to the wants of one or two porky infants.-
If she is bought at the age of 8 or 10 she
will find herself made responsible for the
safety of at least one of these blear-eyed,
Euﬂ"y-faced infants. The child, almost as
eavy as herself, is strapped to her back,
and in this position she jogs about all day,
singing snatches of lullabies from Chinese
““Mother Goose,” occasionally shoveling
large quantities of rice down the ever-
hungry gaping throat, or hushing its
squalling notes with reserve supplies of
sugar-cane and bananas. When the slave
lgirl is older she is perhaps employed as
ady’s maid and will have to carry her
mistress on her back, or follow behind her
sedan-chair.
Many a bright-eyed little maiden, sitting
on her mother’s doorstep, has been sud-
denly =seized and carried away to some
remote part of the province, where she
finds herself brought by a brothel-keeper.
Her cries and expostulations are in vain,
and she finally succumbs to a life of shame
or takes poison to end her miserable life.

PUBLIC NOTICE

Is hereby given that the City of Toronto has
applied to the Ontario Legislature for an Act,
entitled “An Act to empower and authorize
the City of Toronto to institute an issue of
Corporation Stock for Drainage Works.”

The Bill proposes amongst other things:

1. To grovide for the issue of $1,500,000 (if so
required) of Irredeemable City Stock for
Drainage Works only; the rate of interest not
to exceed five per cent, and be fixed by the by-
law authorizing the issue.

2. To limit the t,a.xinﬁ ﬁower of the City
Council to one and a half cents in the dollar
on the ed rateable property of the city
for general purposes, instead of two cents, as
at present authorized.

3. To limit the borrowing powers of the cit;
to four per cent on the assessed value of ail
rateable property over $50,000,000, instead of
eight per cent, as authorized by the Consoli-
dation Actof 1879, =

4. The Act not to come into effect unless and
until sanctioned by the vote of the electors
taken as on a bi;law creating a debt.

The above Bill will be considered by the
Committee on Private Billgin about ten days.
