The regular fall bustness meetin
of the Lambton County Corn Grow‘ﬁ
er’s Association and the Pure Bred
Live Stock Breeders” Association
were held during the week at the
Agricultural Office, Petrolea.

The steady growth and progress
that has been made by both of these
Associations in the past has crystal-
lized in 5 determined effort by all
officers and diréctors to make the
1923 County Winter rMair a greatler

| success than ever before attempted.

‘The Association has always en-
deavored to, standardize the varieties
of corn most adapted to this county
and to assist its members in selegbing
and storing of choice seed. Remark-
able prégress and suecess has crown-
ed the efforts of several county
growers of seed corn. A reputation
for a choice seed corn - has been
built up and several growers have
developed a thriving business in seed
corn througout the Province.

A greater effort is being made to
encourage the Junior Department of
the Annual Corn Show. The number
of school children competing in the
Annual Show is in excess of the
adult competitors. At the combined
School Fairs and Agricultural Fairs
held throughout the county during
the past fall, the children’s exhibits
excelled the adult exhibits not only in
number of exhibits but also,k in the
selection of exhibits. This can also
be said in reference to comparison of
corn exhibits at School Fairs and
Fall Fairs.

The Field Crop Competition, con-
ducted annually since 1914, for
which the late Hon. W.J. Hanna
contribused a handsome trophy, has
always been a keen stimulator to bet-
ter corn growing.

THOUSANDS PERISH BY
EARTHQUAKE IN CHILE

A terrible catastrophe visited Chile
on Saturday when earth tremors pre-
ceded a terrific earthquake with ap-
palling devastation which wiped out
towns and villages. With partial
re-establishment of communication
the catastrophe is revealed. It is est-
imated that at least 1000 are dead
and many thousands in distress for
food and shelter.

In addition to heavy casualties of
dead and injured wy¢ Copiapo and
Coquimbo, it was reported that 500
were killed at Vallenar and the sur-
rounding district. Vallenar was vir-
tually dectroved, and the survivors
are in critical condition. It seems
certain that there have been casual-
ties in other towns and villages
around Copiapo, to the south, con-
cerning which no news is yet avail-
able.

The shake lasted three hours and
twenty minutes and the effects reach-
ed 1200 miles. The panic-gtricken
veople raced to the hills as the ele-
ments rocked and the waves swept
the shore. Several times the ocean
swept outward and came back in the
shape of great waves flooding the
seaports. Boats in the harbors were
swept on shore ., wrecked and left
high and dry. Wreckage strews the
shore for hundreds of miles.
