CARD. d.05’78 As the winter season approaches, and 
the campign in the East is not only fought 
out but bu reached no decisive conse­
quences, considerations of climate become 
a factor of steadily incrensing interest in 
the problem. Some facts which have been 
lately published in the London ‘«Times 
have an important bearing oq this point, 
and show tlio peculiar difficulties which 
will embarrass the Russian commandersTas 
the season advances. It appears from 
these statements that the ..climate of tho 
lower Danube reaches a severity of coM^p 
which is most unusual for low lying 1#«hW 
in that latitude ; while the dangers of the 
river, as a line of water,- broader than tho 
Bosphoru#, drawn'acibsa the communica­
tions of the Russian army, can only be 
rightly estimated when the freezing pow­
ers of the river are taken into considera­
tion. During the thirty years prior to 
1864 the river was froeen over twenty 
times. Daring the thirty-seven years from 
1837 to 1873 the lower Danube remained 
open all the winter only eight times. 
Taking now, as an illustration, the year 
1864—in which there was nothing in Eu­
rope to make the year exceptional—it ap­
pears that in January the ice in the middlo 
of the river was 15 inches thick,and at tb* 
sides from 20 to 25 inches. This condi­
tion of the river continued,with occasional 
and dangerous thaws until the ninth of 
March : and more than once the breaking 
up of the ice endangered vessels of the 
strongest build. The prevailing wind 
during this period was east or northeast. 
This wind blows on the northern slope of 
the Balkans range from the Arctic Ocean 
over more than 3000 miles of high and 
bleak upland. The mean temperature of 
tho lower valley of the Danube In the 
month of January is estimated as low as 
24 Fahrenheit.

The year 1861 was one of exceptional 
severity. Iu the third week in December, 
in that year, the British warship 44 Cocka­
trice,” moored off Gaiatz, was frozen in. 
The ice remained firm around the ship for 
92 days, navigation was blocked for a con­
siderable longer period, and the cold was 
so intense that an army under canvass 
could not have withstood it. During tho 
winter it was necessary, daily, to cut a 
trench in the ice around the ship to pre­
vent her being 4‘ ice-borne.” In the epen 
sir the thermometer often fell below zero. 
When the ice broke up in the spring it 
caused great damage, and the strain to the 
ship was very severe. During this break­
ing up, the turmoil in the river is describ­
ed as a grand sight—44 floes of ice pressed 

against another, rising in heaps and 
then falling with a peculiar roar that com­
pelled attention.” Before this breaking 
tip, the ice at several points was found to 
be three feet in thickness, and during the 
passage of the broken ice down the river 
the speed of the current exceeded five 
knots an hour.

THE GREAT STORM.

New York and Boston papers qqntain 
extensive accounts of the great storm which 
passed over Pennsly vauia. New York and 
Massachusetts on the evening of the 4th 
inst. This storm was announced by the 
Signal Service at Washington as soon as it 
struck the Gulf Coast, which was ou Wed­
nesday last

Although the wind pt no point on the 
eastern coast attaine^an extraordinary ve­
locity, the.rainfall attending it was unpre­
cedented . In twenty-four hoursx^ver four 
Inches of rajn fell in New York, and there 
was a proportionately heavy rainfall over 
an enormous extent of country. The low­
est barometrical pressure at New* York dur­
ing the visitation of the cyclone was 26.64 
inches, but at Boston it was at 
one time as low as 29.96 inches. Shipping 
disaster* arc reported from several points 
along the coast east of îîew Jersey. Sev­
eral tekrffole railroad accidents were occas­
ioned^ tha Storm. An exoariion tmin 
on the Pickering Valley Railroad, a branch 
of the Phi lad typhia and Reading Road, was 
wrecked, killing seven persons and wound­
ing thirty-three. The railroad, at the 
scene of the accident, is built against the 
side Of a mountain, and the embankment 
facing the valley Is about sixty feet in 
depth, and made of-loose, sandy soil, with­
out any rocks or woodwork to give it 
strength, and the space between it and the 
mountain becoming flooded, the water 
gradually worked its way through the 
treacherous and apparently solid barrier 
opposed to it, until, when darkness fell 
upon the scene, everything was in condi­
tion for a awful accident that occurred. 
The embankment to a depth of 35 and a 
width of 60 feet had been washed away, 
leaving the bare rails spanning the horrid 
abyss.

A train on the Beividere branch of the 
Pennsylvania railroad plunged over a cul­
vert, 70 feet high into a creek, resulted in 
the death of eleven persons ; and another 
fatal accident, caused by a wash-out, oc­
curred on the Wilmington and Northern 
railroad near Coatsville.

Column after column of the New York 
papers is filled with accounts of the de­
struction in and around that city and else­
where. The damage to shipping both on 
the lakes and sea coast is enormous, but

many vessels had not been detained in port 
by the timely warning of the signal Service 
Bureau. The ravages of the storm, how­
ever, were uot confined to the coast, but 
were experienced far inland among the 
Pennsylvania mining districts and the New 
England farmers.

Having wreaked its fury along the coast, 
the storm will probably cross the Atlantic, 
keeping in the track of its predecessors.

To the Editor of the Weekly Monitor :

Sir,—
Will you allow me to refer, for the in­

formation of the public and the fair pro­
tection of my own rights, to a book adver­
tised in the newspapers 
Edition of Calkin’s History and Geography 
of Nova Scotia ?” When a revised edition 
of a well known school book is announced 
the presumption it that either it does not 
require to be specially authorized by the 
Council of Public Instruction, in order to 
its use in the public schools, or that the 
formal sanction of the Council for its in­
troduction has been secured.

I submit the following facts :
1. The book in question is not a revised 

edition, but an entirely different book. 
Here is the necessary proof. Whilst the 
book of which it is said to be an edition 
consists of only nine leaves of history, all 
the rest deals mainly with geography. 
Indeed, in the preface of an edition before 
me, also called “ a new and revised edi­
tion,” the ‘ ‘ author acknowledges the favor 
with which his geography of Nova Beotia 
has been received,” showing that the book 
is fundamentally devoted to geography.

2. The book now advertised consists 
entirely of bistory, except six leaves which 
are devoted to geography.

3. —When the Council of Public Instruc­
tion authorized me to write a school his­
tory of Nova Scotia, they were pleased to 
pass a minute to the effect that all 
revised editions of books used in the school 
should be regarded and dealt with as new 
books, and require a tresh authorization by 
the Council. This minute is dated the 13th 
of February 1874.

Mr. Calkin’s book written on the very 
same subject ae mine has not been author­
ized by the Council of Public Instruction, 
and therefore cannot now be legally used 
in the public schools of this Province.

The French harvest 
is poor also and Russia is at war,so that 
it seems to be America’s opportunity, 
which she is not slow to improve.

— Several comets have been discov­
ered lately. Of the very last discover­
ed Professor Parkhu^t writes to the 
New York “Herald —

“ It is outside the earth's orbit and, 
to have a “ bright tail” at that distance 
from the sun, must be a body of con­
siderable size. It con be found most 
readily by the aid of Mars and Saturn. 
The bright red star in the south, about 
ten o’clock in the evening,is the planet 
Mars, the recent discovery of whose 
satellites has created so much excite 
ment in scientific circles. A little to 
the left and somewhat above it—the 
nearest bright star—is the planet Sa 
turn, now especially interesting from 
the position of its ring. Toward this 
planet Mars is now moving, and on No­
vember 3rd they will be very close to­
gether. The comet is now about three 
times as far from Mars, toward 
the left and somewhat below it. It is 
moving rapidly, nearly in the direction 
of tho bright star Fomalhaut, below 
Mars, and will pass near that star in 
about a fortnight. Its distance from 
the earth is small—how small we can­
not know uruil after further observa­
tion—and whatever change there may 
be in the brightness of the comet dur 
ing its visibility here will be wholly 
owing to its coming nearer or receding 
further from the earth and not any 
change in the actual brightness of the 
comet itself.”

—"The steamer “ Selkirk*’ arrived at 
Winnipeg, Manitoba, on the 9th inst., 
bringing a barge with the first locomo­
tive for the Canadian Pacific Railway, 
also a cabbose and six platform oars. 
They received an enthusiastic reception 
all down the river, and a large con 
course witnessed their arrival at Winni­
peg-

-r- Recently a large chain was found 
across a railroad track at Blissville, L. I. 
Investigation discloses that a large dog 
had been chained to his kennel, but es­
caped,and dragging the chain with him, 
got it fast in the place where it was 
found, and then succeeded himself in 
breaking away.

There has 
been a large exodus of planters both 
from Mauritius and Reunion to Mada 
gascar.- These emigrants have pur­
chased for a mere song extensive tracts 
of land in the interior for coffee plant­
ing, which they expect will prove a 
very profitable industry.

ANNAPOLIS COUNTY EXHIBITION.

We notice that the Annapolis 
“Journal” has the full particulars of 
the Exhibition, held in that town on 
Thursday lust. The display of fruit, 
garden products, &o., were a credit to 
tho society. There was also some very 
handsome home made carpets, hearth 
rugs%cloth, flannel, berlin work, quilts, 
mats, and stockings exhibited. Below 
we copy from the “ Journal" that part 
of its report most interesting to our 
readers. We regret being unavoidably 
absent.

—’ThS London “Times” says - 
“Since the beginning of the present 
year we have imported £23,000,000 
worth of wheat, against £18,000,000 
worth last year. United States sent us 
4,000,000 cwt. less this year than last. 
The chief sources of extra jpply have 
been British India, Russia, Germany, 
France and Egypt. It is just possible 
the corn dealers in the United States 
may hold back a little too long in the 
hope of obtaining higher prices.”

Toronto, Oct. 4.—Margaret Doran, a 
young girl, was found dead in a wa­
ter barrel last night. She lived with 
her mother at 61 Mill street, and during 
the absenoe of the latter it is supposed 
she took a table knife and tried to take 
her own life by cutting her throat, and 
then jumped into the barrel. When 
her body was .found the knife was dis­
covered at the bottom of the barrel, 
and there were several cuts, one four 
inches long, at the base of the neck.

Fifteen varities of stand­
ard apples were on the table; the av­
erage girth of the largest individual in 
each lot is 12 inches.

We noticed, especially, a grand dis­
play of vegetables, vast Squashes, ou 
cumbers, mangel-wurzels, beets, toma­
toes, potatoes, &o., Ac., Ac..all were ex 
cellent. One blood beet, not for 
competion, from Mr. Silas Potter, mea­
sured 24 inches in length,and 20 inches 
girth. The boss mangel was 31 inches 
long, and 22 inches round. One citron 
girted 27 inches. A turnip beet, raised 
by Rev. W. S. Gray, was 23 inches in 
circumference. Large quantities of su­
perb butter, and a few good cheeses, 
made a very fine show. There were 
choice displays of house and garden 
flowers by Dr. Bingay and a massive 
boquet from Mr. Whitman. Quilts, 
rugs.and linen fabrics were few in num 
ber, but beautiful and most artistic in 
execution. Berlin-work wreaths by 
Misses. Seraph Harris, and Alice W’ood- 
bury elicited the admiration of 
all spectators, 
triumphs of the exhibits in fancy work 
were affeofced by Mrs/W. S. Gray, Mrs. 
Delaney Harris,and Miss Annie Bingay. 
Miss BIrrgay’s work was a patchwork 
quilt consisting of 6,700 diamond stiap« 
ed pieces, all of ihe same size. Our
