Old Roman Masonry Work.—In all 
old Roman masonry work, says Engineer­
ing New*, the several blocks of stoeo were 
united by strong iren clamps, which effec­
tually prevented the formation of cracks.
To avoid corrosion of these olainps they 
were thickly coated with lead, which seems 
to have proved an excellent protection. 
Recent excavations near Moirans, France, 
which laid bare the remains of some Roman 
water conduits, are said to show this in a 
striking manner. Several large square 
blocks of dressed stone, weighing In the 
neighborhood of a hundred weight each, 
which were there fourid, were united by 
such lead-covered clamps, which had be­
come so firmly imbedded that the blocks 
could be separated only by blasting. The 
iron, even after the lapse of eighteen cen­
turies, is said to have been in a good state # 
of preservation.

The largest number of transatlantic passen­
ger steamers ever reported as having been 
sighted in a voyage from New York to 
Queenstown is ten, or about one-ninth 
of the entire fleet sailing between New 
York and European ports.

------ '_A.TChildren are imitative 
animals, and if we fail to surround them 
with objects of beauty and taste we deprive 
them of one of the best means of cultivating 
a love for them, and thus cut them off from 
a beautiful source of pleasure, and from 
the ennobling and elevating influences 
which would otherwise mould and guide, 
with friendly power, all their after lives.

It has been our lot, during the last two 
or three years, to visit nearly all the school 
sections in this county, and we have suffer­
ed both pain and chagrin at the want of 
taste exhibited in the school buildings and 
grounds provided by the people for the 
school homes of their children. In 
of cases the grounds were found to be tree­
less and fenceless, and very frequently used 
as yards for the nightly repose of stray 
cattle, while the houses themselves 
unadorned with paint and rapidly passing 
into a state of decay. In fact, no attempt 
seems to have been made to beautify and 
render attractive these centres of the 
education of the children of the people, 
and this state of things fitly indicates the 
lack of æsthetic teaching on the part of the 
parents. We. are pleased to note that 
there are exceptions to this state of things 
to be met with here and there, especially 
in the villages, where the institution of an 
“arbor day” has been observed, but 
regret to state that these exceptions merely 
prove the general rule to be in the opposite 
direction. How can habits of neatness, 
cleanliness, taste and thrift become charac­
teristic of our school children, when they 
are daily accustomed to witness their ab­
sence while in the pursuit of their daily 
duties in an untidy school 
lieved by the presence of a single work of 
art, and seated on grounds, encumbered 
by stones and roots, with no tree shelter, 
and too often environed by cess-pools, or 
swamps, no flower plot being there to give 
color to the eye and fragrance to the air. The 

0 love of the beautiful here dies from want 
of nutrition—from the absence of flowers, 
and trees, and art objects, and one of the 
faculties of the soul becomes, per force, 
inoperative and useless, though designed 
to be a blessing and a boon. Shall this 
destructive and dis-ennobling system of 
things be Iqnger tolerated? It is to be 
hoped not, because it is so easily to be over­
come. A few dollars and a little labor

The Greatest Missionary.

The immense sums of money which have 
for nearly a century been spent by the 
Missionary Societies of Europe and Amer­
ica have not been entirely wasted, though 
the-results of the vast expenditure bear but 
a small ratio of success when ranged in con­
trast with it. We were much struck by 
some observations made by Miss Mabel 
Archibald, of Acadia Seminary, Wolf ville, 
in an article published in last week’s Mes­
senger and Visitor.

cold winter days nor the spring either. I
asked him what damage it would do ; his 
answer was, too rapid a growth. He had 
previously told me that he would treat a 
colt just as he would a boy. I asked him 
if he ever knew too big a growth of boy, 
but to this there was no answer. The colt 
should have a good warm place to protect 
himself from cold weather and storms, a 
bed of dry straw or sawdust to sleep upon, 
or to lie down at pleasure ; he must not be 
confined to the stable, but have yard, or, 
better still, an open field to run in. In no 
case should he be allowed to stand on a 
hard floor.

Be sure to watch him close that he does 
not get lousy. He may be handled by hal­
ter breaking, leading behind the cutter, or 
by the side of another with pleasure. 
These points attended to, I will warrant a 
satisfactory result. The time spent in at­
tending a single colt is so much greater in 
proportion than would be the case of two, 
three or four, that it is always economy to 
have at least two, and as many more up to 
six as the case may be.

It was made by Odysscs, and was immov­
able. Some of the bedsteads of those days 
assumed the shape of a couch, and had 
frames inlaid with gold, silver and ivory. 
In Homer’s time the bedding was not lux­
urious, but after that, mattresses and 
feather pillows were introduced.

The Romans generally slept on couches, 
the frames of which showed great elegance, 
being of silver aud bronze. They had 
mattresses, pillow’s, and blankets hand­
somely embroidered.

As time progressed, we find bedsteads and j 
their equipments increasing in elegance. I 
Some of the old palaces and halls of Eng­
land possess rare and costly specimens, 
from which a very good idea of ancient 
bedsteads may be obtained.

There once stood in Windsor Castle the 
bedsteads of Henry VII., Edward VI., 
Heury VIII., Anne Boleyn and Queen 
Elizabeth. Elizabeth’s is covered with I 
hangings of embroidery, representing 
Clovis, King of France, and an angel pre­
senting him with a fleur de lis. At Hamp­
ton Court, Queen Elizabeth’s bed is covered 
with costly silk coverlids, some of which 
are lined with ermine. A bedstead of the 
time of Henry VIII., now owned by an 
English gentleman, is perfectly gigantic. 
It has two very' richly carved posts, the 
back is tall and broad, and the whole is 
one mass of rich and minute carving. 
Another of the time of Elizabeth is equally I 
large, and would hold without inconven- I 
iencc, lying side by side, six persons. It 
has two large posts, with solid base, and 
set oh this are five columns ; on the top is 
an urn-shaped ornament, out of which I 
rises a pillar. The back, tester, and posts 
are elaborately carved. The engraving 
shows this to be a magnificent piece of fur­
niture.

Another handsome bedstead is.of the 
time of James I. It is made of dark wood, 
inlaid with mother-of-pearl. The top is 
dome-shape, and is made of sky-blue 
figured damask, with curtains the same 
color, embroidered with flowers.

They may be 
planted under a pavement, stones being 
removed for the purpose, and then replaced. 
In a western city, a few years ago, 
chant showed a small area in the rear of his 
store which he had filled with vines, train­
ing them up to the high brick walls, and 
he said that he had bushels of grapes every 
year.

Asparagus. —The cultivation of asparagus 
may be given iu a few words : Plough under 
as deeply as possible about 40 good loads of 
green manure per acre. Then plough under 
more lightly as much more of thoroughly 
rotted manure, at two applications and 
ploughings, in furrows not less than three 
feet apart and six inches deep. Set yearl­
ing plants, so that the crowns will be about 
four inches from the surface and 12 inches 
apart. Cover so the surface is level, and 
keep clear of weeds for two years. In aut­
umn, after the tops have been cut down and 
raked off, cover with twenty loads of 
ure. In spring, just before the plants 
should appear, rake off all the rough part 
and cultivate the finer parts in. The second 
year after planting, some fine asparagus 
may be cut, and thereafter yearly crops of 
superior stalks, so long as the aunual man­
uring and summer cultivation are kept up. 
This is the whole thing in a nutshell, as 
now practised by the most successful 
growers of extra fine asparagus.

SENATOR PETTIGREW TALKS OF SOME FUNNY 
EXPERIENCES IN DAKOTA COURTS.

44 The administration of justice in Dakota 
when I first wrent out there to.grow up with 
the country was exceedingly primitive,” 
said Senator Pettigrew to a Star reporter. 
44 Judges for the territorial courts were sent 
out from the East—nearly all of them men 
whose indolence or bad character had ren­
dered them desirable persons to get rid of. 
There was one instance, I remember, where 
the Supreme Court was convened with only 
two of the three Justices on the bench, the 
odd one not turning up_ This was disas­
trous, inasmuch as the absent judge was 
the only one of the three who knew any 
law.
