—TaE people of Newfoundland do not ap-
pear to want an honest government. An
administration which houestly and economi-
cally manages the public business in the

ublic interest does not appear to be popular
V/Tvilh them. Like a good many other people
they seem to prefer a government which

borrows lots of money and spends it freely,
particularly on the eve of elections. At
least, that is about ‘the only interpretation
which can be placed upon the verdict given in
the recent by-elections. Most of these by-
elections have gone against the Goodridge
governmeat, now in power, giving the White-
way party a large majority of the members
of the legislature. RSince accepting office the
government has had many grave difficulties
to encounter, but notwithstanding all these,
its career has been an unbroken series of
successes, until the people were appealed to
in the by-elections. These have given a
verdict approving of what appears to be the
waaton extravagance and corruption of the
late government of Sir William Whiteway.
Two courses are now open to the Good-
ridge government, to resign atonce and give
place to the people’s choice, or to hold office
tifl the legislature meets in March next, sub-
mit to a want of confidence vote, and then
advise the governor to dissolve the legisla-
ture once more, trusting to the fortunes of a
general elcction for a more favorable verdict.
The latter course will doubtless be pursued.
So the-fight seems only just begun.

~—CHINA is ready to throw up the sponge.
She has had enough of this war and is anxi-
ous to bring it to an end. She has made
several appeals to the powers to interfere in
her behalf, offering to acknowledge the in-
dependence of Corea, and in addition, to
pay a large sum to Japan to defray the
latter’s outlay during the contest. All her
appeals, however, bave been thus far unsuec-
cessful, as none of the powers appear to be
willing to resort to extreme measures to
check the victorious career of the Japanese
forces. The Japanese appear "to be deter-
mined to so seriously cripple the Chinese
Empire as to render it impossible for the
latter to retaliate for many years.  The col-
lapse of Cbna seems inevitable. * China is
lost ” is said to have been the exclamation of
one of ber high officials on learning that the
European Powers could not be induced to
interfere. With her four huugred million
people she seems utterly powerless. The
end of the war cannot be very distant now.

Many rimors, some of them highly sen-
sational, have come from the seat of the
war during the last week. One of these is
to the effect that Great Britain has decided
to seize and occupy the island of Chusan,
near Shanghai, and make that island the
basis of operations in the far east. Should
this rumor prove correct it can safely be
taken for granted that both France and Rus-
sia will not be long in securing an equal
share of the spoils.

—National deficits appear to be the order
of the day. England bas one of several
million pounds. The United States, which
always does things on a grand scale, beat
the world’s record in the last fiscal year with
a deficit of seventy million dollars and the
national revenue in four months, from July
first last, was 15 millions less than the ex-
penditure. The Australian Colony of New
South Wales with a fourth of Canada’s pop-
ulation reports a deficit in 1891 of a million
and a half of dollars and the sister Colony
of Victoria one of two and a half willions.
Canada also has a deficit; yet comparatively
speaking it is much smaller than that of the
other countries mentioned. -

—Within five years, those who should
know, say that the live stock tarde of this
country will be more important than the
wheat exports. Ten thousand head of cat-
tle were shipped ont of Manitoba and the
western territories during the month of Oec-
tober, all of which were exported to the
Brivish markets. - This is a gratifying show-
ing ed with ship ts in previous
years. ﬁ‘he annual exports heretofore never
exceeded 15,000 head. The export ship-
ments of hogs and sheep this fall have also
beea larger than ever before,

—The export of horses from Montreal to
Great Britain from the beginning of naviga-
tion to the end of October reached the total
of 5,095.

County Court.

On the first day of the November term of
the County Court at Bri(f&emwn, un appli-
cation was made on behulf of the plaintiff

Parker v. Young et al., a matter of account,
in which the defendants had secured a trial
by a jury under the act of last session. On
the motion being opposed, the judge said
that on previous similar applications he had
always refused them, because he felt he
could not conscientiously compel litigants to
.pay arbitrators for doing work which he was
paid by the government for doing, as he felt
himself perfectly competent to investigate
and determine any cases of account, and in
fact such cases were sometimes referred to
him out of the Supremo Court. But when
it became a question between trying such
cases by a jury or by an arbitrator, he
would not hesitate to refer them to arbitra-
tion by an accountant, or a barrister skilled
in accounts. It was impossible for a jury to
unravel such questions satisfactorily. And
he had resolved to pursue this course in fu-
ture, even when the case had not been made
a jury case, since the decision of the Supreme
Court in Whitman v. Bezanson on the pre-
sent docket for a second trial. In that case
he had not only gone carefully into the ac-
counts, but it was proved, and not denied
by the defendant, that when the plaintiff
and defendarit sought to settle and had gone
over the books together, the defendant had
freely admitted the correctness of all the
plaintiff's account against him as charged
and read over to him, bat only claimed fur-
ther credits on his own side down to that
date; and failing to establish to his, the
judge’s satisfaction, a right to any more
credit than had been allowed him to that
date, he, the judge, found that the defen-
dant owed the plaintiff a certain amount at
that date, probably the same amount that
the plaintiff claimed, and there he had him-
self struck a balance at the foot of hls min-
utes, and used it as a basis for a further
computation as to later disputed items,
where he partially upheld the defendant;
and by adding the amount of subsequent and
collateral items, and deducting subsequent
credits, he had struck a new and final bal-
ance, all in a few figures and by way of a
brief computation of results, no more mean

ing to find an account stated at the former
date than at the day of trial.

But the Court on seeing the figures appar-
ently surmised that he had found an account
stated at the first date, and on that mere
surmise had sent the case back to a new
trial: although had he so found he would
have been guilty of an error that the back-
woods magistrate most ignorant of law would
never have committed,—the defendant hav-
ing left the plaintiff’s office before a balance
was strack, because he thought he had not
got credits enough. Had he jotted down
his figures on a separate scrap of paper, the
result could not have been attacked, but be-
ing on the minutes enabled the surmise to be
made, and a ridiculous error imputed to him-
self. At least, the decision above being oral
only, the only information he could get as to
the grounds for a new trial was that there
was not sufficient evidence to support an ac
count stated, a finding he had never thought
of, and had not in his memoranda or other-
wise given any reason to infer that he had.
It was desirable that as few obstacles and
as little delay as possible should be inter-
posed to the collection of book accounts, and
under these circumstances it would evident-
ly be better to refer such cases to arbitra-
tors whose decisions could not be questioned
on such grounds; and he thought also that
arbitrations would be more effective in get-
ting at the meritssince the difficulty trades
men must have in proving their accounts by
being excluded from referring to original en-
tries in their books under the construction
attached to the opinions of some of the
judges in the case of Tupper vs. the Brick
Company, also from this Court.

The Kate F. Troop Rescues a Crew.

New York, November 14.—The Nova
Scotia barque Kate F. Troop, which arfived
this morning from Singapore, brought Capt.
Trapani, his brother and ten men of the
Genoa barque 7orquato, abandoned at sea
Nov. 7th,in lat. 3222, long. 70.46. The
Torquato left Gemoa, Aug. 18th, with a
cargo of general merchandize for this port.
Almost from the start bad weather was ex-
perienced and gales of wind were encoun-
tered from almost every point of the compass.
Finally, on Oct. 26th, a hurricane from the
southeast struck the vessel and stripped her
of her canvas, and hove her down on her side.
The wind shifted to the northwest and blew
with hurricane force for nine hours, and
when it was found that the barque was mak-
ing water rapidly the pumps were manned,
but it appeared impossible to gain on the
leak. There was not canvas enough left to
pavigate the vessel, so all hands were kept
at the pumps. This continued for 13 days
when on the morning of Nov. 7th the Kate
F. Troop hove in sight and seeing a distress
signal flying bore down and lowering a boat
took the crew off. The men were enabled
to save most of their effects.

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Earthquake Horror in Italy.

A VILLAGE OF 1,200 INHABITANTS OBLITER-
ATED,

Rome, Nov. 18.—Reggio and the whole
province of Calabria, in Southern It¥ly-were
violently shaken by an earthquake last even-
ing. There was much damage and many
people were killed. Troops have been called
out to help the families driven panic stricken
from their homes.

Reports of the disasters are meagre, but
suffice to show that there was great loss of
life. Procopie,« village of 1,200 inhabitants
in Reggio di Calabria, was obliterated.
Virtually all the buildings were thrown into
rains. The number of deaths is not known.
In one church 47 persons were buried alive
under the walls. The last authoritative re-
port was that the list of dead is well above

In another village of the same province
eight persons were killed outright by falling
buildings. The damage to property is enor-
mous. Troops and officials are going to the
help of the suffering districts. King Hum-
bert sent several donations from his private
purse.

The province of Reggio di Calabria suffered
most from the earthquakes. Several towns
in the adjacent providce of Catanzaro di
Calabria were shaken severely. In Tripani
26 buildings were laid in ruins and several
persons killed. In Mileto and Catanzaro
many were injured. A school-house was
shaken to the ground, but the teachers and
pupils escaped a few minutes before.

At 10 o'clock this evening reports of
deaths, injuries and demolition of buildings
were received from 17 communes. In Bag-
nara seven persons were killed outright, in
Oppido Mamertina four and in Santa Eu-
phemia eight. Scores of others were injured
in these towns.

Provisions were sent to the south of Italy
to-day and relief work is organizing rapidly.
Premier Crispi sent the prefect of Bagnara
and the head men of several smaller towns
large gifts of money. In Sicily telegragh
communication is restored. The people of
Messins fear to return to their houses and
the majority of them are encamped in open
spaces, railway carriages and vessels in the
barbor. Electric lights have been set to re-
place the lighthouse destroyed and a torpedo
boat patrols the channel. In Milazzo, near
Messina, a sharp shock was felt to-day.
Many walls were cracked, but nobody was
killed.

Colonial Expansion.

London, November 14, —Flora Shaw, a
prominent Australian, read a paper at the
Colonial institute this evening entitled *“ Col-
onial Expansion.” She contended that the
prosperity of the colonies depended upon
the prompt development of steawship and
electric cable services, reiterating and en-
foreing the demiands of the Ottawa confer-
ence.

The 7'imes, commenting upon the paper,
says that if it is trac that the colonies are
rapidly expanding, it is no less true that
they are extremely deficient in means of
communicating one with the other. It re-
marks that the superiority of an intercolo-
nial system of shipping trade implies a re-
laxation of existing colonial tariff. But the
colonies will assuredly discover themselves
in a very short time, and will take steps to
bring the change about.
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China Will Not Accede.

Shanghai, November 18.—1It is rumored
Japans minimum demands are the surrender
of the Chinese fleet, and the payment of an
indemnity of $125.000,000; Japan to hold
Port Arthur, Wei Hei Wei, and the For-
mosan ports until the indemnity is paid.
There is no prospect of China assenting to
to such terms.

London, November 17.—A correspondent
at lien Tain says: The Chinese Jeet is at
Wei Hei Wei. It includes five iron-clads,
which are preparing for battle. Colvon
Hannekan, commander in-chief of the Chin-
ese army is organizing in Manchuria several
forces of Chinese guerillas who already had
begun to harrass the Japanese aud threaten
their line of communication. If the Chinese
defense of Port Arthur is saccessful the en-
tire Japanese army may winter on the Yalu.
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Buchanan is Bothered.

New York, November 13.—Dr Dacharan,
the condemned murderer, whois in the death
house in Sing Sing prison, complains that he
is kept awake at nights by Carl Feigenbaum,
who also occupies one of the condemned cells.
Feigenbaum is under sentence to be execut-
ed in the electric chair on December 17, and
has kept up a continual crying and groaning
since he was brought to the prison last Fri-
day. This is very trying to Dr. Buchanan,
who has borne his solitary confinement pati-
ently, expecting his case tobe decided in the
court of appeals. Chief Keeper Connaugh-
ton and Father McGuire have endeavored
to quiet Feigenbaum, but have failed. The
condemnened man fears death and is in a
very excited condition.

SRS I SO

New Diphtheria Cure,

New York, November 14.—Dr. Paul
Gibier, director of the Pasteur institute, an-
nounced that the first shipment of the anti-
toxine serum for the cure of diphtheria
manufactured in this country will be sent
from the institute to-night to the board of
healih of New Orleans, where diphtheria has
been raging for nearly a month. The second
shipment will be made to Toronto, Ont., on
Thursday.

The miedical authorities of the Willard
Packer hospital to-day reported to the board
of health that since the adoption of the anti-
toxine treatment for diphtheria on July 27th
the death rate among children under five
years of age had decreased from 40 per cent.
to 7.2 per cent.

Cold Winter Coming.

Those who study oméns say another long
cold winter, filled with blustering storms, is
ahead. The goose bone is nearly all white,
and snow, they say, will lie on the ground
from early in December until April or later.
Corn husks are more than usually thick.
The maize bas put on an extra overcoat to
protect itself from the zero temperature to
come. Woodcock and chipmunks are al-
ready fat enough to kill, and their fur is
dense and fine and soft. They too predict
cold weather and will seek winter quarters
early. Finally, the price of coal is advan-
cing, and that shonld settle all doubt in the
mind of the average man as to whether we
are going to have any winter this year.

‘Will Apologize to England.

Shanghai, November 14.—In accordance
with the demand of the British government
the forts at Takua this morning saluted the
British steamship Chung King which was
boarded by Chinese soldiers last August,
with 22 guns, and the Chinese government
has signified its intention of still further
complying with the British demand by de-
grading Taotai Sheng, at whose instigation
the outrage upon the ship and her Japanese
passengers was committed. The Chinese
will also apologizs to England for the act.
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On the Verge of Starvation.

Denver, Colo., Nov. 18.—After a careful
canvas the committee appointed for the pur-
pose reported 215 families of American Rail-
way union men are on the verge of starvation
and 400 unmarried men destitute in conse-
quence of the black list enforced by the rail-
ways against the men who struck last sum-
mer.

Comfort for Cattle.

Winter will soon be here. A merciful
man is merciful to his beasts. With regard
to live stock, the merciful man will make
even his stable comfortable. Horses, eattle
and sheep must not only be fed and watered,
but they must be housed whether in barns,
or folds or stables.

Valuable horses are kept in single, roomy
stalls and generally are not confined by hal-
ters, Others are tied up, sometimes in sin-
gle or double stalls.

Mates of good disposition can be made
comfortable in double stalls.

Brood mares should have a single stall.

Sheep may be put by fifties or hundreds
in a single fold, but this should be so large
that all and each can get at tho feed at the
same time.

Cattle, especially the milky mothers of
the herd, should have a full share of the
farmer’s care and attention, They cannot
be hearded together in a fold like sheep.
They can, however, be made comfortable in
stalls without extra partitions.

In fixed stanchions, which are still in use
in most dairies, the cow puts her head
through a V-shaped stanchion, the right-
hand upright of which fastens at the top
and the whole assumes the shape of the Ro-
man IT when the head is in. = Ihave favored
a single pole with a cattle tie adjustable to
the size of the neck.

Recently I have seen what may be called
an improvement on either of the given me-
thods. The stanchion consists of two round,
upright poles of even size and smoothly
rounded, fixed on a round disk made of
plank above and below, which allows the
whole stanchion to turn or revolve at the
will of the cow; that is to say she can turn
her head by her side—the general natural
position—while lying down or while stand-
ing turn either way to lick herself or rid
herself of a fly. With the old stanchions
she could not do so, which was and is the
principal objection.

Warmth, more or less, is needed by all
animal life, more directly by warm-blooded
creatures. When it comes to health and
thrift or -growth it is produced by food,
which is as fuel to a furnace or stove, and
husbanded by warm stables.

Cattle, horses and sheep will consume
(and need it, also) from one-third to one-
half more of feed daring winter under open
open sheds or with no shelter overhead, than
\iv'tock well housed in barns and stables,
Hence it is true economy to provide these.

Nothing looks more pitiful than to see
cattle and sheep shivering on the lee side of
a rail fence in a snowstorm. A man who
will subject his animals to such treatment is
not a farmer, for he does not even study his
own best interests. There may be some
readers who would be profited by these
hints if they would put them to a practical

test.

Raking After.

WINTER STORAGE OF VEGETABLES. —
Many of the most important vegetables are
much injured by being improperly stored.
Those vegetables which have grown under-
ground, such as potatoes, beets, carrots,
parsnips and turnips, should be stored in
cellars which are dark and not too dry, and
if these vegetables are covered with earth so
as to prevent evaporation, they will pre-
serve their plumpness thronghout the entire
winter and in spring will be in as good con-
dition as when stored in autumn,

Onions are perhaps the most difficult veg-
etables to store, on account of their tenden-
ey to grow, especially if the atmosphere is
damp and the temperature many degrees
above the freezing point. A few profession-
als recommend exposing them late in the
season to a low temperature sufficient to
freeze them solid at once, and then to pro-
tect them so they will remain frozen till
spriug.. This method might do when stor-
age is necessary to keep them for the spring
market, but for tamily use, when frequent
access to them is necessary, they should be
stored where it is both dry and cold. A
temperature just above the freezing point is
best.

Apples should be kept where they will be
dry and cold. A temperature that will
spoil carrots and potatoes will not harm ap-
ples.

Pumpkins and winter squashes should be
stored where it is both warm and dry. ‘Both
of these vegetables are usually spoiled for
winter keeping by being subjected to frost
and severe cold before they are harvested
and put away for the winter

Cabbages in storage require a good deal of
space and do best when their feet are kept
moist and their heads cold and dry. A spe-
cial storage cellar should be made when one
has a large quantity to store for the spring
market.

—_———

To Make Feed Tasty.

*Any kind of straw can be made tasty and
more palatable to the stock by cutting and
mixing with pulped roots. Though oat
straw, of course, is best, other kinds can be
used to advantage. The mixing should be
done twenty-four hours before being fed to
allow the straw to absorb the juice of the
roots. In this way the cattle will eat the
whole willingly, but if fed separately the
straw would be rooted over and over and a
large part wasted. The mixing of feed for
a herd of cattle requires a place for the pur-
pose, and mary may not have such for so
large a quantity as would be needed at once.
Still, it will do very well to prepare the
morning meal after the feeding is done at
night, and so on in advance.

HOW TO TIE AND HANG THEM TO THE BEST
©  ADVANTAGE. |
The following is & neat, speedy and
effectual method of tying, hanging and un-
tying storage bags of paper or cloth, such as
every housekeeper has occasion to use near-

‘ly every day of her life.

When the bag is filled, take the twine,
cord, tape or whatever material is chosen
for a tiestring, fold it in the middle and tie
the two ends together in a solid knot with
two little ends; pass the doubled cord
around the neck of the bag, and slip the
whole end through the knotted end, draw
the loop through and pull’it up as tightly
as possible; the bag will then be tightly
closed, and there will be a long loop of the
cord by which it may be suspended, the
weight of the contents constantly serving
to tighten the closure.

To instantly open the bag, with no bother
of untying strings, or cutting or picking out
knots, drop the suspension loop, take hold
of the two little ends, give them a down-
ward pull—and the bag is opened. You
find yourself with the long doubled cord in
your hand, ready to use again and again,
and you wonder why you never made use of
the simple, little, patience-saving device be-
fore.

The best paste is made out
of rye flour with two ounces of glue dissolved
in each guart of paste; half an ounce of
powdered borax-improves the mixture.

CHOCOLATE PUppING.—One quart of milk,
three tablespoonfuls sugar, four tablespoon-
fuls cornstarch, and two and a half table-
spoonfuls chocolate. Dissolve the corn-
starch in a little scalded milk, and before it
thickens add the chocolate dissolved in boil-
ing water, mix in with the rest of the milk
and stir until the cornstarch is sufficiently

cooked. Serve with whipped cream if de-
sired.
