An American magazine recently presented 
its readers with the query, “ How do the 
chances for success of a country boy compare 
with those of a city boy ?” Of the many re­
plies the majority, perhaps, have concluded 
in favor of the country boy.

One writer says : 44 A country boy’s
chances of success are best. Good health 
and hard work are two fundamental essen­
tials. The country boy usually has to strug­
gle for an existence, and is better acquainted 
with hard work, which gives him strength 
and power of endurance. The city boy rarely 
knows what hard work is, and, when he 
meets it, he cannot endure it.”

Another writer holds that 44 the country 
boy has ten chances to one that he will, in 
the long run, win the most laurels. History 
and biography settle this beyond dispute.”

The country boy is allowed a natural 
growth. At twenty-one, he has firm muscles, 
strong nerves, and a fine constitution. He 
is not tempted to study all day and all night. 
He has superior lung capacity, good digestive 
power, and a fine circulation, which are es­
sentials that the city boy has often to do 
without.

Dear Sir : Now that the N. S. Pork Pack­
ing Co., Limited, may be said to be fairly 
started, it is probable that some information 
in regard to its present position will be of 
interest to the public, or at least to the 
shareholders.

There are many reasons, all of them, I 
think, justifiable, for the delay in starting 
the enterprise, chief among these being the 
determination of the directors to do nothing 
until they felt certain that they were right. 
With this in view, they have consulted ex­
perienced men, fully competent they believe 
to advise them ; have ascertained as far as 
possible, the relative cost of working up 
stock in different establishments, have tried 
to find the mean between the two extremes 
of too largo and too small an establishment, 
and abovo and beyond all, have refrained 
from starting work until such an amount 
of stock should have been subscribed as 
w.«uld place the company on a good finan­
cial basis. This position, the directors be­
lieve, has been at last attained, and they 
now thiik they are justified in closing wi h 
the architect, Mr. Judd, for the erection aud 
iquipnicnt of the building. One section of 
the icehouse is to be erected at once, and 
contracts will probably be closed at once for 
the supply of ice for use after October, at 
which time we expect to have the plant run­
ning.

It is the firm opinion of the directors that 
in Mr, Judd we have found a competent and 
reliable architect and contractor, one who 
knows his business and who will give us the 
best possible results. He has given us refer­
ences of unimpeachable character, and their 
replies to our inquiries have confirmed our 
good opinion of him. The directors are a- 
ware that there has been much adverse 
criticism of their course, particularly in the 
matter of asking for more stock, but we 
would remind critics that this business can­
not be run without money, that much more 
is required than the mere plant in working 
order ; that three, and probably four ex­
perts, expensive men, must be secured, par­
ticularly at the commencement of the work, 
aud that in this matter of salaries as in all 
others “the best is the cheapest.”

It is absolutely necessary to the success of 
the enterprise that the beet quality of stock 
should be turned out at the outset. This is 
of the first importance. Un it depend» the 
credit and reputation of the establishment. 
To do this we must have first class men, 
and to get first class 
pay good wages. These fqw specialists we 
must get abroad. As the work proceeds wc 
believe we can train our own young men and 
thus become another factor in the great work 
of keeping at home some at least, of those 
who find it necessary to go abroad to look 
for the employment they cannot find at

After a good deal of thought and inquiry 
as to supply of hogs, extent of territory for 
production and cost of plant, the directors 
decided that the most cuitable building 
would be one considerably smaller than the 
one at first suggested, and one that could be 
easily enlarged later on, when circumstances 
should justify us in doing so. The disign 
selected can be built for 25 per cent, less 
than the one first proposed, aud will, we 
think fully meet all requirements until the 
company can learn from experience the ex­
tent of the business to be done.

It might be stated that our agreement 
with Mr. Judd allows oê to make our own 
contracts with any parties for plant or 
buildings, he, on his part, advising us to 
suitability and becoming retponeiblc for the 
efficient working of the eame ; his commis­
sion being a commission on the actual cost of 
the same.

I may say in conclusion, Mr. Editor, that 
the directors have bcetx animated by the 
single desire to make this enterprise a suc­
cess. Notwithstanding a great deal of fault 
finding, prophesies of failure, and covert or 
open criticism, they believe that with prop­
er management and watchful interest this 
scheme can be made a success, and it seems 
only fair for the shareholders to give these 
men, who have given so much time and 
thought to the business, a fair trial and 
moral and financial support sufficient to en­
able them to establish the credit of the com­
pany and to fully test the merits or demer­
its of the venture.

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UOTIOïï— With a commendable persistency, the 
Kings County Board of Trade continues the 
fight against excessive transportation charges 
over heavily subsidized railway and steam 
ship lines. The question is one that is of 
great concern to the fruit growing industry 
of the province and is worthy of a deeper 
general interest than is apparently taken in 
it. A save in transportation charges means 
higher net returns to the fruit grower for 
hie product and if this saving can be fairly 
effected every energy should be marshalled 
in this direction. The Kings county Board 
of Trade should not be left to fight the bat­
tle alone, but fruit growers of our Valley 
should heartily co-operate with them. There 
are probably two sides to this question, but 
it does appear that our railway and steam­
ship companies are exacting too heavy a tar 
iff from the shippers when it is found to be 
cheaper to ship apples to Boston in sailing 
vessels and there re-ship them in steamers to 
London, than to send them by the direct 
route, via., Halifax, where transportation is 
effected entirely by subsidized carriers. An 
effort is being made to induce the govern 
ment to withdraw subsidies from freight 
steamers and thus open a fairer field for 
competing lines. Competition would surely 
lower freights, and the marketing of our ap­
ple crop is now an object well calculated to 
attract competitors. If absolute withdrawal 
of subsidy would constitute too radical a 
change then the goveinment is asked to su­
pervise and control the freight tariffs of 
transportation companies which are receiv­
ing a bonus from the public treasury. Mr. 
Innis, of the Kings County Board of Trade, 
who has excellent knowledge of conditions 
and rates of carriage summed up the case of 
the fruit grower against the transportation 
agents, in a recent address presented to the 
Minister of Agriculture, as follows:

“Notwithstanding that our natural ship­
ping port, Halifax, is some 500 miles nearer 
to our market in Great Britain than any 
other shipping port on the continent; and 
notwithstanding that, say Toronto is over is 
over 600 miles to the Atlantic seaboard by 
rail, while our rail transport averages only 
85 miles; and notwithstanding that our ship­
ments are carried wholly by subeidizsd rail 
and steamship lines, yet apples can be and 
are being shipped from Ontario, a thousand 
miles farther to market at lower rates than 
we can ship with an open seaport at cur 
doors, the through rate from as far west as 
Toronto being 83.47 ots. per barrels, while 
our through rate is 90 cents per barrel, aud 
our barrel has a capacity of one tenth lets 
than the Ontario barrel. It is thus indispu­
table that we are subject to substantial dis­
advantages in respect of transportation

“ The Dominion Atlantic railway is a 
heavily subsidized line which has an exclu­
sive monopoly of carrying business. Twenty 
years ago the apple crop was insignificant; 
there was little export business, and the 
railway tariff was fixed accordingly at a high 
rate. Since then the apple crop has become 
the great staple product of this section, but 
the railway has failed to recognize the al­
tered circumstances and continues to charge 
practically the same rates as when the busi­
ness was insignificant, and apples were con­
sidered an expensive luxury. To illustrate: 
apples are now carried in train loads, at no 
expense to the company for loading and un­
loading, at a rate of at least 24 cents per 
ton, per mile. A train load of 2,500 bar­
rels carried 83 miles would be charged 
$387.50, while a train load of ore of equal 
weight would be carried 85 miles for $160.

“ Again, a carload of apples worth $150, 
more or less, would be charged $27 00, if 
carried 100 miles, but a carload of flour, 
worth say $500, the product of another pro 
vince, would only be charged $21.00 for the 
same distance. It is obvious in view of the 
enormous increase in this and all other traffic 
during the past 20 years the reduced cost 
of materials for maintenance and operating, 
and the reductions made by other railways 
in their rates, averaging over 50 per cent, 
per ton, per mile, that however reasonable 
the apple tariff may have been then, it is 
elearly unreasonable and discriminative now.

HOW THE CONSUMERS ARE ROBBED.
(Toronto World.)

Tho Standard Oil Company has now un­
disputed possession of the Canadian oil in­
dustry. They do not own the oil wells, 
which are in the hands of a large number of 
private individuals and small companies, but 
they have a monopoly of the refineries. 
They fix the price for crude petroleum, and 
the whole Canadian product is refined and 
handled by them. This monopoly they se­
cured by erecting a large refinery and insti­
tuting such a bombardment of their compe­
titors’ business that the latter were glad to 
accept the Standard Oil Company’s terms 
and retire.

The policy of the Standard Oil Company 
is to handle as much Canadian Oil as possi­
ble in the Canadian trade and to shut out 
from Canada the independent oil refiners of 
the United States. In this policy they are 
right in line with the Canadian national idea, 
and in extending their business and main­
taining the good will of the community they 
are using this national idea for all it is 
worth. The duty on coal oil is five cents 
per gallon. Although the duty waa recently 
reduced by one cent per gallon, in order to 
benefit the farmer, as it was claimed, the 
prico of oil to the Canadian consumer is to­
day two and a half cents per gallon higher 
than it was before the Standard Oil Com­
pany got control of the Canadian oil indus­
try. But as a matter of fact the duty on 
American oil is more than five cents per gal­
lon. There are two duty imposing author­
ities in Canada, to wit, parliament and the 
railways. The parliamentary discrimination 
in favor of Canadian oil is five cents per gal­
lon. That of the railways is between two 
and three cents. The latest schedule of duties 
issued by the Grand Trunk, on the American 
oil aud its products is dated Jan. 4, 1880. 
It covers twenty-nine products, and includes 
all the articles manufactured and sold by 
the Standard Oil Compauy in Canada. The 
Canadian Pacific has a similar discrimina­
tory tariff in force. The tariff was passed 
in joint session by the two railways. The 
Standard Oil Company signed the bill, and 
it thereupon became effective. The tariff 
works out in this way If one wishes to 
ship a barrel of oil from Toronto, to, say, 
Brockville, the rate will be forty seven cents 
per hundredweight, if the oil is American 
aud twenty-five cents if it is Canadian. 
This discrimination against American fig­
ures up about two cents per gallon. The oil 
and barrels may be, and for the most part 
are, exactly the same, but on every barrel 
with an American brand the railway collects 
two cents duty per gallon.

Between the government and the railways 
the moat rapacious protectionist can have 
his detires gratified. If the railway parlia­
ment can be induced to impose a duty on 
foreign pianos, organs, furniture, motors, 
coal aud other products, in the same ratio 
as the tariff they have imposed on American 
oil, Canadian manufacturers would have a 
walk over in their competition with foreign 
rivals. The railway duty on foreign pro­
ducts added to the parliamentary duty will 
be sufficient to keep Canadian trade exclu­
sively in the hands of Canadian manufactur­
ers. It is a wonder that none of our enter­
prising business men have stumbled on this 
discovery before. As it is, all the credit be­
longs to the Standard Oil Company, and we 
are no longer surprised at Mr. Rockefeller’s 
recent statement to the effect that he would 
willingly pay half a million dollars salary a 
year to the man who could assume his posi­
tion and carry on the affairs of his company. 
To get the Canadian railways to levy duties 
on foreign products is a feat bo Canadian 
monopolist could dream of, let alone accom­
plish. Mr. Rockefeller’s people, however, 
have done the trick.

Fortified as the Standard Oil Company is 
in having two protective schedules in its 
favor it has other schemes by means of which 
it hopes to still further strengthen its posi­
tion and weaken that of its competitors; for, 
in spite of the railway discrimination against 
the latter, there are still a few of them in the 
field. Among these schemes is one for get­
ting the law amended so as to allow coal oil 
to be sold from storage tanks directly into 
distributing wagons. This would give them 
control of the oil pedlers. Another thing 
the company is working for is permission 
to import oil into Canada in tank vessels.
In neither of these schemes has the company 
been successful, but its officers are boasting 
that both these ccusessions will be obtained 
in a short lime. If the company is allowed 
to import its oil in tank steamers it will be 
still more able to dictate terms to the rail 
ways and compel them to discriminate still 
more unfairly against the company’s compe-

If allowed to carry out its intentions the 
Standard Oil Company will soon control the 
distribution of the entire coal oil consump 
tion in Canada. Then it will get after the 
oil producers, and large and small these will 
be forced to accept starvation prices for the 
crude oil produced by them.

The Standard Oil Company has not been 
in business long in this country, but suffi 
ciently long to show that it intends to make 
Canadians pay the maximum toll on every 
gallon of oil used by them. It has already 
forced the price of oil two and a half cents 
above what it was under a higher tariff. 
And this is only the beginning of its Canadian 
programme. Unless the government inter­
feres and clips off its tentacles the octopus 
will soon get us so tightly in its grip that 
there will be no escape. And it is not only 
Canadian oil that the Standard Oil people 
seek to corner. They arc in the country for 
copper and other products. In order to ob­
tain their ends they are prepared to bribe 
legislatures, corrupt municipalities and even 
defy the courts. These gentry should be 
given to understand at the outset of their 
career in this country that the methods 
practiced by them in the United States will 
not be tolerated in Canada. The first thing 
the government must do is to bring the 
Canadian Pacific and Grand Trunk railways 
to their senses. The only body that can im­
pose duties on foreign goods is the Parliament 
of Canada. At the very first opportunity 
that body should assert its exclusive juris- 
diciion in this respect, and enact such legis­
lation as will prevent the railways from again 
assuming such arbitrary and indefensible 
authority as they have been induced to ex 
ercise at the bidding of that great enemy of 
the public, the Standard Oil monopoly.

A Journey by the French Shore Upon a 
September Morning.

(From a Traveller’s Diary )
At 10.05 we are at Robinson’s Station. 

At Robinson’s Head, a little way back, we 
had a fine view of the entrance to Bay St. 
George. Upon a high hillside across an 
arm of the water, is a prettily situated 
village, surrounding one large

church, which 
this country 

nearly every community seems to be all of 
one religious faith, the strongest must sur­
vive and the weakest die out or migrate; all 
misgivings must be of a private character. 
And yet the next community may be of a 
totally different cast of religious thought 
and practice. As we run beside Robinson’s 
Brook or river and then upon a high eleva­
tion farther on, we have a fine view of the 
vale of the district of Robinson’s Brook, of 
the sweep of the land beyond and a range of 
rocky hillocks far out by the sea. By our 
track the soil seems deep and fertile and not 
too stony—not more stony than is neces­
sary to give strength—except as to the huge 
bowlders about, of which wc do not now 
understand the use.

The rivers and brooks which we pass are 
not now carrying a heavy flow of water, but 
their broad bottoms, the heaps of worn 
stones piled up here and there in their cour­
ses, and the jagged banks all indicate that 
at times immense forces of water flows down 
from the great mountain sides. Huge mas­
ses of snow must sometimes rest upon these 
ranges and then these broad heaps will be 
so exposed that the thawing will be rapid 
when the warm sun shines out. Even here, 
the rucks get hot, so they tell us. Crab’s 
Brook, a very broad water course which we 
are passing, must sometimes be a great, rapid 
river. And now we are climbing a heavy 
grade beside a deep ravine, all very pictur-

Un Robinson’s Head lies one of the princi­
pal coal beds of the colony as yet discovered. 
Mr. J. P. Howley, F. C. S., director of the 
Geological Survey of Newfoundland, made 
an official report of some nine or ten seams, 
varying from 1 ft. 2 in. to 5 ft. 4 in. of fairly 
good quality. Of this he said: 11 Altogether 
the coal seams contained in St. George’s Bay 
trough that have been as yet discovered ag 
gt’egate about 27 inches in thickness. . . . 
To illustrate the importance of what such 
information would mean, it may be stated 
that an aggregate of 27 feet of coal, provided 
the seams maintained their ascertained thick­
ness throughout, should, for every square 
mile superficial area they may be found to 
underlie, contain 25,920,000 tons of coal.”

At the Red Rocks, near Cape Ray, is a 
bed of coal, and very large and valuable 
gypsum deposits are lying all about the 
Codroy and St. George’s Bay.

We ask the oil operator if there is not 
coal in the vicinity of hie oil find? He says 
not necessarily; that in Russia there are no 
indications of coal where the best oil wells 
are located.

Our company tells us we must see the 
“ horse-shoe ” for we are at Fishell’s. We 
soon learn that the 44 horse-shoe ” means a 
very decided turn in our road, a horseshoe 
in shape over a deep gulch by a bridge sus­
pended above the tree tope. As we sweep 
down the sides of one nearly perpendicular 
mountain, we look across the deep beauti­
fully timbered gully and see the picturesque 
bridge over which we are to pass, and swing 
ing around parallel to us is our road by 
which we are to climb up the side of another 
mountain. As we rise up again we look 
back at the bridge we have crossed and gaze 
upon the white gypsum face of the mountain 
upon the opposite side of this veritable abyss, 
as grand a bit of scenery as we have ever 
looked upon. Like most mineral regions 
it is truly rich in scenery. But ours now is 
a beautiful day and we are in the humor to 
enjoy our sight-seeing and our newly ac­
quired knowledge. It would indeed be called 
a delightful summer day in cither New Eng­
land or Old England, and here we are away 
in Newfoundland, in the month of Septem 
her.

I have never been offered, a price sufficient 
to tempt me to renounce allegiance to the 
British flag.

About Worcester, in particular, I scarcely 
know it by sight yet, so I must speak partly 
In guide book language.

From its inland position, Worcester has 
received the name of “The Heart of the 
Commonwealth.” The topography is some­
what suggestive of the Annapolis Valley, in 
miniature, as the city lies in a narrow valley, 
through which runs a small river, the Black- 
stone. The Indians called this place Quin- 
eigamond, and this name is still borne by a 
village in the suburbs, and also by a lake. 
Lake Quineigamond, with its fine 
lies within easy reach of the city, and is not 
only a favorite resort of the citizens in sum­
mer, but is known to oarsmen far and near 
as the scene of many exciting races. It was 
here that Hanlan lowered the world’s record 
for single sculls.

This city ranks as the second in size in 
Massachusetts, and the third in New Eng­
land, and has a population of fully 100,000. 
Of this number about 10,000 are Swedes.

It is my opinion that there are not so many 
Maritime Provinoialists here as in other New 
England towns, but I cannot speak with any 
certainty on this point. It is known 
lively, bustling commercial city, and 
there is no special concentration i 
line of production, as in Lynn and other New 
England cities, its manufacturing interests 
are varied and extensive. As a result of the 
recent sale of one manufacturing plant, the 
Washburn & Moan, to an outside syndicate, 
the sum of eight million dollars, or cheques 
for that amount, came into Worcester in one 
day.

ideas are perverted or whether this is only 
the exception that proves the rule.

Why these great beds of beautiful wild 
flowers stretching away into the depths of 
the wilderness to never be seen or cared for 
by man? Who and what appreciates them? 
Even there, have they a value beyond 
our powers of appreciation? These are mys­
teries which we one day wish to solve; ap­
parently we cannot here.

Nearing Bay St. George the land about 
our road way is not so good, the rock hills 
are not far away, lying like huge bowlders 
one upon another.

Sandy Point village is seen in the distance. 
It lies upon a long sandy peninsula almost 
an island, quite an island as it appears to 
us. WTe expected to see quite a business 
transacted here with our train. But they 
tell us that the people at Sandy Point Village 
use little merchandise—one dollar each week 
in the year will purchase all each citizen re­
quires of the world’s goods. The poor, mis­
erable looking creatures trying to handle 
some freight just landed here, demonstrate 
the fact that these people lack the 
ies as well as the business of the fellows of 
their class elsewhere.

There is no station house here and not 
even a platform, and the oil man’s goods are 
pitched off into a deep ditch; some of the 
heavy pipes are nearly lost to view in the 
soft soil, and one is broken in two. It will 
be no small matter to convey these heavy 
iron pipes over mibs of country where horses 
cannot travel. But our friend of the oil 
venture does not seem to mind trifles. He 
goes forty or fifty miles up the coast. An 
acquaintance in St. John’s with whom we 
travelled on a jubilee trip in 1897 is 
her in an official capacity of an oil well un- 
dertairing still farther north on this same 
coast.

Gliding away from Sandy Point we pass 
some very extensive sand beaches and the 
view in landward is very fine. Sandy Point 
village contains a population nearly altogeth­
er engaged in the catching and caring of fish, 
but we do see, even here, some fine patches 
of potatoes and other vegetables, 
do well all along this coast where there is 
any soil. For table use they are twenty-five 
per cent better than we have seen on the 
hotel tables of the Annapolis and Cornwallis 
valleys, or in any part of New England ex­
cept in Maine.

Parker’s 6avo. TREATY AND TREATY COAST.
This is Treaty Coast all the way from 

Port aux Baeque, but not by the Treaty of 
Utrecht. By the terms of that treaty the 
privileges given to the French had reference 
to that part of the coast starting from Point 
Riche, nearly up to the Strait of Belleiale, 
and following the coast to the northern ex 
treraity, and then south-eastward by the 
course of the hays to Cape Bonavieta. These 
rights were of a very restricted character 
and yet the concessions given have been a 
source of terrible trouble to the British resi 
dents ever since. To this point Article xiii 
of that treaty in part reads as follows: 44 Nor 
shall the most Chriarian king (the King of 
France) his heirs and eucoesgore, or any of 
his subjects, at any time hereafter, lay claim 
to any right to the said island or islands or 
any part of them. Moreover, it shall not be 
lawful for the subjects of France to fortify 
any place in the said island of Newfound­
land, or to erect any bùildings there, beside 
stages made of boards, and huts 
and useful for drying of fish, 
the said ialand beyond the time necessary 
for fishing and drying of fish. But it shall 
be allowed to the subjects of France to catch 
fish and to dry them on land in that part 
only, and in no other besides that of the 
said Ialand of Newfoundland.’1

It has been by the Treaty of Versailles 
and the fraudulent declaration of George 
III at that time that the French have rested 
their case—a Treaty which was a secret 
document while a sham one was presented 
to the English house of commons. It was 
also at this time, 1783, that, the famous de­
claration was made by King George to this 
effect: “ Hie Britannic Majesty will take all 
the most posetive measures for preventing 
his subjects froip interfering in any manner 
by their competition with tho fishery 
French during the temporary exercise of it, 
which is granted to them upon the coasts of 
Newfoundland, and he will for this purpose 
cause the fixed settlements which shall be 
formed there to be removed. Hie Britannic 
Majesty will give orders that the French 
fishermen be not incommoded in cutting the 
wood necessary for the repairs of their scaf­
folds, hqts, aud pehing vessels.”

By the terms of tfie Treaty of yersailles, 
the French renounped their rights upon the 
north east coast extending from Cape Bona­
vieta to Cape St. John. Un the other hand 
the fishery rights from Cape Point Riche to 
Cape Ray were given over to France in addi­
tion to that which was already in their pos­
session, making in all eight hundred miles 
of what is in many respects the best part of 
the colony—the virtual possession of a 
foreign country. Englishmen in a way have 
always claimed these bays and these har­
bor» its the property, of British subjects, but 
the present prime Minister of England has 
been the first to assume the responsibility of 
deplariog that French officers must not take 
forcible possession of English property upon 
these waters—to destroy the nets and boats 
of the Newfoundland fishermen pursuing 
their lawful industry in their own harbors.

V To Fumigate a Poultry House.

Remove everything, nest, perches and all. 
Put a pound of sulphur in an iron kettle set 
it in the middle of the house, put a shovel­
ful of hot coals into it, close the house up 
tight and don’t open it for two or three 
hours. Burn all the old nest straw, paint 
the nest boxes inside and out with hot coal 
tar, and also the roost. Whitewash the 
house thoroughly inside and outside and you 
are rid of the mites. When these pests get 
a start, only the most1 heroic measures will 
rid a place of them. When the house is once 
clean, it is easy to keep clean if properly 
attended to when necessary. The man who 
whitewashes his poultry house once a month 
in summer will never complain of mites in 
the house. A good spraying pump is very 
useful to get the wash in the cracks. A 
little carbolic acid and coal oil in the wash 
is beneficial. Give the inside of the house a 
good drenching, but don’t attempt to do 
this with your Sunday clothes on or any suit 
worth wearing outside. It is hard on the 
mites and clothes at tho same time.

Sheep Need Dry Bedding.

Many people who keep sheep under sheds 
on an earthen floor in cold weather make the 
mistake of not providing bedding enough, 
thinking that it will interfere with properly 
pacuing the manure which is trodden into a 
hard mass by them. But a little dry straw 
should be scattered over the floor at night, 
and it will be none the worse if it is the ref­
use of what the sheep have picked over dur­
ing the day. Even the fattening sheep will 
eat some straw each day as a change of food, 
and it will select the upper part of the stalk 
near the head. Oat straw is the best for 
this purpose. The sheep is very impatient

The fact that a potato is mealy when 
cooked shows that it is well ripened. Such 
a potato is much better for seed than the 
poor, watery potatoes that have not secured 
their proper amount of starch through des­
truction of their leaves. We are always sus­
picious of seed of a potato that in winter or 
spring appears watery and deficient in solid 
matter when cut into. It may have come 
from a hill that had not time before it was 
dug to ripen the crop of tubers beneath. 
But in nine cases out of ten it was eaten by 
potato bugs or its leaves blighted before the 
potatoes reached maturity. Such potatoes 
cannot make good seed.

House Plants.

The very necessary process, watering 
plants, is at this season most important. 
To be most effective, the watering should be 
done during the morning when the atmos 
phere of the room is temperate, the water used 
being tepid, or at about the same degree of 
heat as the room in which the plants are 
kept. The use of water which is too cold 
chills the plants and retards their growth. 
Too much water, by making the earth sour, 
causes the leaves to turn yellow on the plants, 
despoiling them of their beauty, making 
them weak and sappy, fit subjects for the 
attacks of all plant enemies. A common 
mistake of amateurs is to indiscriminately 
water every plant each morning, totally re­
gardless of the degree of moisture already in 
the soil, and of the needs of individual 
plants. A safe general rule to fellow is to 
water each plant whose top soil Is dry and 
whose pot is dry and rings sharply in answer 
to the rap of the knuckle. Do not let it 
pass this stage without water. If by any 
accident or oversight you have done so, you 
will notice the earth in contracting has left 
the side of the pot. In this case the water­
ing can be effectively done by submerging 
the pot in tepid water until the ball of roots 
is thoroughly moistened. If soil and pot are 
moist do not give water. Fuchsias and oth­
er hard-wooded plants which have been 
allowed to rest during summer, should in 
fall and early winter have been watered 
sparingly, and ought now to be putting out 
fresh foliage and buds. If they are growing 
rapidly the supply of water should be in­
creased, as much being given as the plant 
absorbs from day to day. As to the temper­
ature in which fuchsias can be successfully 
grown, and with them in this connection, 
may be classed all the begonias, roses, pelar­
goniums, geraniums, mignonette, lantanas, 
heliotrope, etc., about sixty degrees Fahren­
heit will be found to suit them best.

Sinks fot Farm Kitchens.

Every farmer’s kitchen should be furnished 
with a sink, into which both hard and soft 
water should be brought by pumps. It is 
not always convenient to have the well wat­
er thus brought, but there is no reason why 
the cistern water should not be. The sink 
should connect with a drain for the carrying 
away of waste water. If water must be 
brought into the house in pails, it surely is 
too much to ask that it be carried out in the 
same manner and thrown on the ground to 
make a spot offensive to sight and smell and 
a breeding place for flies. At one end of the 
sink a long, broad shelf makes a good place 
to put dishes as they are wiped, and under 
this should be drawers for dish wipers and 
kitchen aprons, and a cupboard teapot and 
coffee pot.

But if manure has been partially 
rotted and is spread on clover in fall or ear­
ly winter, frost will so pulverize it that when 
rolled or harrowed, as clover always should 
be in spring, the lumps of manure will be­
come scattered and benefit instead of injur­
ing the crop.

“ The demand for new bills for shopping 
is on the increase among women,” said a lo­
cal bank teller, “ and is getting to be a nui­
sance.
