At the outbreak of the War, the Second Divisional Trai
was commanded hy Lt..-Col. W. Cowaii, No. 2 Company was
commanded by Major J. C. Allan (with Capt. F. G. ilearne
and Lieuts. A. C. Larter, li. H. Webb and F. S. J. Hollister),
and No. 12 Company, by Major John A. Shaw (with Capt.
W. D. Greer and Liputs. C. A. Corrigan, J. 1). Warren,
A. D). A. Mason and ýC. P_ Nash).

On 2Oth August, 1914, Capt. Greer and Lieut. Corrigan
(fol)owed in a few days by Lieuts. Webb and Hollister), went
to Valcartier Camp with 147 mnen, where Lieut.-Col. Cowan
was aJready on duty. Lieut. Warren was detailed to Stanley
Barracks to, assist in organizing 31.T., with which he after-
wards went to Valcartier, and subsequently proceeded to
Europe with lst Contingent.

The work carricd on by the rompanies9 was principaliy
recruiting and training officers, non-e oms. and men for over-
seas, buc in addition. the conipanies " carried on'" as militia
units - rnanv mnen traincd in the M.ilitia Companies after-
wards wcnii. overseas. and their plaees were taken by other
homçý-service nieil.

lit addition to drills, lectures were given to the men on the
care of the Ilorse, Motor Transport and on the Rifle, and
instruction was also given in llai1 ge Firing.



Several Classes of Noin-Coms. were held uuder the Ad>u
tant in Dril Instruction, in Discipline and ini Interior Econ-
omy. Maziy of these Non-Coins. afterwards vent Overseas.

Two officers' classes were held.-
In September-October, 1914. there vas a chas of 36

Lieutenants-23 of vhom passed in ail subjeets arn? 13 of
vhom failed in one or more subjeets. In February-March,
1915, there vas a class of 43 lieutenants, 24 of vhom passed
in ail subjects, and 19 of whom failed ini one or more sub-
jects. In addition to these Capt Mason conducted in April,
1915, a class cf ollicers and non-coins. at Hamilton for No.
9 Company, C.ÂS.C.
