AN TPRIGAT CHINESE OFFICER.

We give a poctrait of Wen Sieng, an uprighs
Chinese officer, who died lately in Peking.
Ho was for many years tho Vice-Prexident of
the Imperial Council, Secrotary of the Board
of Poreign Aflairs, and Directoz of the Haslir
Colloge.

TUnlike most of his countrymen who ere in
office, be did not enrich himself, brt labored
for what he considsrod waskiscoantry’s good ;
and he was more enxious o do what was right
than to get monoy. Though Lo had held
affice to long Lo wea comparatively poor whea
he died.

Ho was widely known and respocted as “ tho
Honest Won Siang.” Thousands attended
his funeral, snd the Emperor, and otler high
officors, gavo largely to mako it ax imposing
ozo; &nd a costly monnment will doubtloss bo
crectod ovor hisremsins. So if tho Chinase,
and cspocially tho official olass, do not practico
honesty, thoy 2t loast respoct the fow among
them who are np-right.

If the vital force makes
roots, these roots are so mauny
mouths through which the plant
sucks food from the earth; if it
goes to make more leaves, these
leaves are lungs by which the
plant breathes the air, and thus
takes in nourishmnent. But the
flowers are neither lungs nor.
mouth ; yetit takes the highest
force the plant 1s capable of to
produce it; and while the plan*
ig maturing the seed which lies
hidden in the flower, it often
entirely suspends all other
growth, because all its energies
are taken up with this effort.
So, if a gardener wants to make
a plant strong and thuifty, and
capable of bearing a beautiful
show of flowers, he ofien picks
off the first blossom-buds, and
turns all the strength of the
plant to leaves and roots.”

* Ono thing at a time, and do it well,” is an
old maxim, which has wisdom in it, as most
such old saws have, But thero isanother aido
to the subjeot.

It is not well to have too many kinds of
work round at onoe; but one may prufitubly
have several begun. which can bo taken up at
suitable times, and thus all the odd minutes be
saved.
