Robert McGreety and Owen E. Murphy fled the country
the other day not one of ther took refuge in running away. If they have
really gone, it will probsbly bz for good—the good of their country.

In cur peace-blessed land the rumors of Europoan wars scarce create a
ripple of excitement, but if we could to-day visit Vienna we would find the
people of the Austrian capital excited to fever heat The action of Russia
in sending her transports through the Dard2nelles has revived the Austrian
fears of a Russian occupation of the Bzlkan Peninsula. Austria has long
had her oyes fixed upon Salonics as a Mediterranosn port, and pow that this
place iostead of Brindisi has become the terminus of the overland route to
India, she more than cver covets the prize. and hence the Dardanelles
incident is in the estimate of the Austrians fraught with threatoning
daogers.

Last week the City Council decided that tho Halifax [ndustrial School
and St. Patrick's Boys' Home are suitable places for the incarceration of
boys who habitually play truant from school. Full arrangemsats for their
reception at these institutions are not as yet completed we believe, but a
resolution to the effect that such arrangements be made was passed. We
cannot but think that this is a mistsken move. Boys of any spirit are
naturally inclined to play truant, a practice which we do not deny is bad
for the boys and annoying to the teachers, but it should be borne in mind
that by taking this action the Council places boys whose faults are
venial, on a plane with those who may be deemed incorrigible. There are
some cases of playing truant which ought to be severely dealt with, but we
fear no good can be accomplished by such a measure as sending the boys
to the Industrial Schools. The proper education and care of the young is
a problem not yet solved by our educationists,

Mr. Walter Blackburn Harte, who, we are informed, has served a long
apprenticeship'on tho press of this country, has written an article, entitled
“The Journals and Journalists of Canada,” which is to appear in the New
England Magaeine for December. It will undouhtedly be a good thiog for
Capadians to be well-informed on this topic, but Mr. Harte is undertaking
a large task, and may possibly not be sufficiently qualified for it, even by his
long apprenticeship. To distinguish among the numerous journals and the
journalists who conduct them, and select som: as representative, requiresa
nicety of discrimination pogsessed by but few writers. We hope,
however, that Mr. Harte's article will deal out even-handed justice to all
our journals, and wiil give Canadians a great deal of informstion on the
subject. We are quite anxious to see the New England Magazine contain-
ing this article, which will not only interest a large circle of readers in this
country, but will be instrumental in showing the people of the United States

what progress has been made in Canadian journslism.

The money was withheld by the Mayor of Halifax on
accoant of dissatisfaction with the managemen? a* Springhill of the money
paid in Dy other places, and he placed it at interest here at 4 per cent,
Last woek a delegation from Sprioghill interviewed the Mayor with a view
to havicg this monoy traneferred to the relief fund, and it is understood
that when the Springhill management of the fund have accomplished certain
cnanges in the control of the fund to the satisfaction of those in charge of
the Halifax contribution that the latter wiil be paid over. Itis a great pity
that such a difficulty sbould have occurred over this fuad, for should ever
such a misfortunc as the great cxplosion occur again, people will be loath
to assist.

Wo have received a reprint of an article from the Brooklyo Fagle of
September 26th entitled * Impossibility of Canadian Annexation,” coutsin-
ing the sentiments of Mr. Erastus Wiman on the subject as ‘expressed to an
Eagle reporter 1n an interview. It 13 by way of being an answer to the
arguments of -Mr. Francits Wayland Glen, of Brooklyn, who recently had
an article advocating annexation in the Zugle  Mr. Wimaa points out many
reasons why Canadians will not be anooxed, aad why annexation would be
no benefit to us He says: ** My position in this matter 13 simply this:
That snnexation is unnccessary, 1s undesirable and is impossible.” Mr.
Wiman concludes: ¢ In the anxious desire for Reciprocity, however, it
may not bz wise in the impending negotiations at Washingtoa to yield to
ths blandishments of the Tory patiy, aad be seduced into s par.ial measure
of reciprecal trade.

The Merhoklst Reumenical Congress which met in Washington, D. C.,
on Qctoter 9tb, has fcn the subject of much press comment, and has
attracted a good deal of aftention, 203 osly in the zeligious world, bat amorg
all thin¥ing People. This is the vecond Congress of the kind that Metkod
jsm hag bel8 fincs Weeday Foubded the churfh one hundeed and Afty years
ago. It {y remarkable what & diference exie betwoen the subjects dis-
cussed at the Londoa Congress and those vnder considezation at Washington.
At the first, Methodism formed the principal topic, and at the Congress this
modth we find aocial questions, education, temperance, the disputcs between
labor snd capita], the relation of religlon to ecientific thought and similer
themes occupying the attention of this distingnished body. The Congress
numbers about five hundred delegates, two hundred coming from Great
Britein agd Ireland, France, Ausiralis, Africa and the West Indics, and
three huodied from the United States and Cansda. For the benefit of those
#rhose erudition has not conquered the word Ecumenical, we may say that
it means belobging to the whols inhabiled worid. It is the opinion of the
members of $his Kongress that Methodism will probably zepresent one fourth
of tbe English-speaking people of the world before long.

‘We have on our table a parophlet eptitled ** The Rapid Multiplication
of the Unfit,” by Victoria C. Woudhuil Martin, who, it will be remembered,
was an ardent refcrmacr in the United Siates, and ran for the Presidency in
18ys—that 15 ehe did 50 when she was Mrs. Victoria Woodhull, Mastin
being added by-a later marriage In Eogland.

Do not these words rec>li the descriptions given of thoe famine which pre-
vailed in France before the revolutionary outbreak?  Agsin, Nihilism
flourishes in Russia, gct every attompt to secure greater frcedom only ends

;*ican France, have their counterpart in the gaieties of Versailles and the
Intercourse with the United States.

“ Like causes produce like effects ! is
a well-knowa axiom. There cannot bs the lsast doubt that the inflamma-
ble materials for revolution are now already to hand. Many of the educated
classes have long since risked all for responsible government, and many
more are ready to risk all, but they have not hitherto been supported by
the ignorantand poorer classes. Famine is now coming to their aid. The
clamor of a starving populace no power on earth can silence, unless with
the death-dealing bullets ci the soldier. Should ao outbreak actually take
place, tt8 success or nom-success would mainly depend on how the army
stood affected. That would be the crucial point. It was so during the
Freach Revolution ; it woauld probably be the same in Russia, When the
French soldiers refused to fire on the poople, preferring to fraternise with
them, the power of the king was virtually at an end, We know of no per-
son capable of taking the leadership of a ravolutionary movement in Russia,
it would be wonderful if we did, as all things must of necessity be done in
gecret in that land of spies, but doubtless with the hour would come the
man. At the commencement of the Freoch Revolution no one had heard
of the young artillery officer Napoleon Bonaparte.

Is is rather a difficult matter to decide what is good form iu these days
when every small-souled meddling society correspondent undertakes to
become an oracle on the subject, and teach well-bred pcople how they
ought to conduct themselves. Thosc same peddlers of small talk and gos-
sip, who olttimes abuse the * freedom of the press” by airing their petty
spites and jealousies in their weekly contributions, appear blissfully uncon-
scious of the fact that they are- committiog the most unpardonable breach of
social etiquette possible by making uncalled-for comments upon the dress,
manners, deportment and conversation of many estimable people, who are
so much higher in the scale of being than themselves that they would scorn
to lend their pens to such contemptible ends as do those who andertake to
criticise them. The matter that filla many colamus of the sc-called society
papers is nothing more nor less than ineolence, and itis a pity some means
cannot be taken to pata stopper on the vessels that contsin so much
obnoxious gas. Of late the intrusiveness of these Paul Prys has been
remarked upon very generally by the society of Halifax. Oae lady com-
plains that she cannot have a friend to dinuer, or go for a walk or drive, or
pry a visit, without having the fact trumpeted forth for the bsnefit of the
cannalls, as she wrath{ully terms the readers of this class of * literature.”
It is *“hard lines ™ for the best of our people, whose fathers and mothers,
and grandparents, back to the first who set foot on Nova S:zotian soil, were
gentlefolks, and even for those whose claim to gentility rests on a more
receant rise, but whose iastincts ara right, for their every movemeat to b2
written up in the crazy patchwork collections called society notee. A lady
cannot now wear the same dress twice withouat having it noticed, and if for
any reason she be obliged to wear a gown not as fresh as she would wisbh,
she is likely to be informed by her friend, the society correspoadent, that it
was passé. How pleased the correspondent must feel when be or she (it is
generally she) inflicts pain on the uofortunate subjects of comment! The
beauty or plainness of ladies, their dress, their behaviour, marriage cogage-
ments, expected, actual or broken cff, and many other personal matters,
appear to be the happy hunuing grounds of these crafty persons.  Notbing
is loo personal for them to touch upon unless they fear endangering their
lives by * giving themselves away " in alluding pointedly to anything thoy
know people will associate them with. Qao of the great truubles connected
with this modern method of accomplisbing the discomfiture of so many peo-
ple, is the anonymity of the blows struck. The writers are sheltered behind
noms de plume snd take precious good care to let no one koow their true
identity. If they were known vengeance would bs speedily wreaked on
their beads. There are a few cases where centributions of an innocest and
unoffending character are furnished, but they havo the damning fault of
being tanie, acd do not suit the palates of the claes of readers who desire
society gossip. We therefore would not sweepiogly condema all who write
thus, but it is the system we object to. We fancy if the steraer sex were
es Liberallyor illiberally, criticiedd as their fair sisters there would soob be an
cnd to the maiter. Why cannot we be told how often Mr. So and 8o has
appeared in the ssme dress suit, and if his necktic was cambric or silk or
satin ? The prepoaterous absurdity of the thing would then appear, and ths
long-suffering ladies would be rolieved of the fear of hearing their per-onal
affairs discussed. References are frequently made to afairs that are purely
one's own business, which every oue in a small place can easily &t the
names to, making it very uncomfortable for those who know that item is
levelled st them. It is bad enough when the truth is told, but only too
frequently a large proportion of error croeps in. We are forced to the con-
clusion that the women (or mcn) who thus parade other people’s most
private and sacred affasirs before the eyes of an unsympathetic public are
not respectable.  This moust be s correct conclusion, for we know that many
people would not dream of admilting the anonymous society correspondents
to their homes if they could prevent it.  These latter are then being admitted
under false pretences, and ought to fecl such a deep sense of shame as
would obwiatc any becessity of rouge, except that they probably bave
“power of face,” otherwise “ brass,” enough for anything.”

Early on Tuesday morning Dempster’s planing mill, on Victoria Lane,
was destroyed by fire, together with two dwellings, one on either side of it,
and other premises in the vicinity had a narrow escape, being only saved by
the most stronuous exertions on the part of the firemen. It is becoming a
very serious question whether the City Council is justified in permitting the
establishment of wood mills within the city limits, or at least in localities
wheee they are surrounded by other buildings. The great conflagration
which on the night of the rst of this month swept away a considerable por-
tion of the business part of the city, and consumed over a quarter of a
million of dollars worth of property was started in one of these mills, and
Tuesday morning's fire was only prevented from assumiog very serious pro
portions by the sbsence of wind and the copious fl>ads of rain falling at the
time. These buildings vastly enhance the dauger to other buildings nesr
them, so that insurance companies either charge much higher rates than
they would if tho mills were not there, or else refuss to take risks on any
places in their vicinity.

5,054, and Hilary Skinner, Home Ruler, 1,508.

Iron hooks are thrust
through the muscles of a man's back, and he is hoisted and swung by a
rope attached to a cross-yard over a pole until his agonies are great enough
to satisfy the offended deity.

It will astonish fire department experts in America to know that the fire
on Mark Brown's wharf, Tooley Street, London, which broke out at an carly
hour Monday morning, Octaber g, has not yet been extinguised. The fire,
it was annouunced duriog the afternoon of October 5, had been subdued by
the twenty engines which played upon it after the flames had gutted an
immense four story warehouss filled with colonial prodscts. The glare
from this fire carly in the mozping was so great that 1t illuminated half of
London. 1t is a fact, however, that the so-called Tooley Street fire is not
extinguished now, making about the nineteeth day it has been under the
supervision of the brigade. During that time 120 tons of debris have been
removed from the interior warehouse, but a large mass of burning material
still remaine there. ‘The loss is enormous.

LONDON LIFE UNDER THE PLANTAGENETS.

As sn illustration of the times I give the story of William Blakeney.
Heo was a ehuttle-moker by trade, but a pilgrim by profession. He dressed
for the part with long bair, long gown and baro fect. He loitered about in
places where men resorted—taverns and such-—and thero entertsined all
comers with travellors' tales. He had been everywhere, thia pious and
adventurous pilgrim. Ile had scen Seville, city of sacred relics; Rome,
tbe abode of His Holincess the Pope ; ho had evoen seen the Pope himsolf.
He had been to the Holy Lend, and stood within the very sepulchre of our
Lord. And what with the strapge creatures ho had mect with in those
far-off lande, and the men and womon amorg whow he bad sojourned, and
the things he could tell you, and the things which he postponed till the next
timo, the story would fill volumes. For six yesrs he lived in great comfort,
esting and drinking of tho best, always at the oxpenso of his hearers. The
man must bave been an unequalled story-toller. Six years of invention
ovor fresh and new !

Then be was found out—bhe had never beon a pilgrimage in hislife. He
hsd never been out of sight of the London walls. So he stood in pillory—

o1 this poor rovelist, who would in theco days have commanded so much

respect and such solid rewards—he stood in pillory with x whelstono round
his neck, ss if he had been a common liar!

And then he had to go back to the dull mcnotony of shattle-making,
and that in eilence, with nobody to beliove him any moro.

Well, ho shortly afterwards died, I ara convineed, of suppressed fiction.
But perbaps his old frionds rallied round him, snd by tho light of the fire
ha still beguiled tho long cvenings by telling for tho hundredth timo of the
one-ayed mon, and tho mon with tails, and the men who have but ono log,
and uso their ono foot for an umbrela sgaicst the scorching sun—all of
whom be bad seen in the desorts on the way from Jerusalem to Damascus,
whero St. Paul was converted,
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_ Would you know how a young married couple set up housekeoping?
Horo is the inventory of tho housebold furniture of such a pair in the
fourteonth contury.

It is not the only document of tho kird which exists, but it is
ipteresting becsuso it forms part of a story which remains unfinished, Tho
inventory belongo to tho year 1337. Tho proprictor's name was Hugh le
Bovero; that of his wife, Alice. Hugh lo Bovero was a craftsman of the
botter sort, but not a mastor, Lo wag 80 woll off that tho furnituro of his
bouse, including clotbes, was valued at £12 18s. 4d.,which, being intorproted
into modern money, means about £200. Ho had been married but a short
time when the events ocourred which caused thisinventory to be drawn up.

The newly-mearriod pair lived in a bousn consisting of two rooms, ono
above tho other. The lower room, which was kitchen and keoping-room in
ono, was divided from the houscs on either sido by solid stone walls ; it hed
a chimnoy ond a firoplaco ; tho walis were hung round with kitchen ulensils,
tools and weapons ; a window opencd to tho strest, tho upper part of which
was glazed, while tho lower part could bo closed by a stout shutter; the
door opened into tho streot; thers was another door at the back which
oponed upon a buttery, where thero stood ranged in a row six casks of wino,
One folding table and two chairs served for their wants, becauso they woro
pot rich enough to entertain their friends. A ladder led to the upper room,
which was an attic or garrot built of wood and thatched with rush. Hore
was the bed with a mattress, threo feathor beds snd two pillows. A great
wooden coffer held their houschold gear ; horo wero six hlankets snd one
sorgo, a coverlet with shields of sendale, (a kind of thin silk,) eight linen
sheets, four table-clothe. The clothes, which were laid in chests or hung
upon the wall, consisted of three surcoats of worsted and ray; one coat
with a hood of perset (peach-colored cloth,) and another of worasted ; two
robas of perset; one of medley, furred ; ono of scirlet, furred ; o great
hood of sendale with edging ; one camise (only one !) ; and half & dozen
save-napes (sprons.) Ono perceives that tho inventory omits many things.
‘Where, for instance, were the hosen and the shoon? For kitchen utensils

there wers brass pots, a grate, andirons, basins, washing vessels, a tripod, |

* an iron horse, an iron spit, a frying-pan, a fucnel, two ankers (tubs,) &c.
They had one candlestick * of lattons ;" two plates ; an aumbrey (cabinet o1
small cupboard) ; curtains to hang before the doors to keep out the cold;
cushions snd & green carpet; and for the husbind a hakelon, or suit of
leather srmor, and an iron hoad-piece. Of kniver, forks, wooden plates,
cups, glasses, or drinking measures thero is nothing ssid at all. DBut it is
evident that the houss was provided with overything®nacessary for eolid
comfort ; plenty of kitchen vessels, for instance, and plenty of soft feather
beds, blankete, pillows, curtains snd sheots.

Every morning at six o’clock, after a hunch of bread, a substantial slice
of cold meat, and a pull at the black-jack of smsll alo, Hugh 1s Bevere
walked off to his day's work. Thoen Alice, left at home, washed and
scoured, made and mended, cooked the dinner, talked to the neighbors, snd
when all was done, sat in the doorway epjoying the sunshine end
spinning busily.

They had been married but a short time, There were no children.
Thon—one knows nothing ; 0o one must judge harshly ; there may hsve
been jealousy ; there may have beon cause for jealousy; perhaps the
womsn bad a tongue unendurable (fourteenth century tongues ware oruelly
sharp) ; pethaps tho man had a temper uncontrolled (in that century
there wero many such) ; but no ono knows, and, sgain, wo must not judge
—then, I say, the end came, suddenly and without warning,

When it was all over, some of the neighbors thought they haa hesrd
high words and a smothered shriek, but then we often think we havo heard
what probably happened.

In the morniug Hugh le Bovere went not forth to his work as ususl;
Alice did not open the door ; the sbuttera romained closed. Tho neighbors
knocked ; thero was no answer, They sont for tho alderman, who came
with his sergeants, and broke open the door. Alas! alas! They found the
body of Alice lying stark and dead upon the floor ; beside her sat her
husband with white faco and haggard eyes, and the evideaco of his crime,
the knife itself, lying whero ho bad thrown it.

They hauled him to tho Lord Mayor's Court. They questioned him.
He made no reply at first, locking os one distraught ; whor he spoko he
refused to plead. For this in later times ho would have boen pressed to
death. What was dono to him was almost as bad ; for they teok him to
Newgate and shut him up in & coll with ponance, that is to say, on bread
and water, until he died. This done thoy buried the unfortunate Alice, snd
made the invontory of all the chattels, which the City confiscated, and sold

“ for £12 18s. 4d., out of which, no doubt, they paid for the funeral of tbe
womsn and the penance of the man.

The rest, one hopes, wes )aid out in masses, as far as it would go, for tho
souls of* the hapless pair. Death has long sinco relossed Hugh lo Bovere ;
ho has entered his plea boforo anothor Court; but the City has never
losrned why he killed his wife, or if, indeed, bo really did kill her.—
Harper's Magazine.

Tho recont weather anomalics are considercd only a part of a long sorios
of unique and almost unparalled atmospheric phenomena, dating back to
tho extraordinary * blizzard” storms of March, 1888, which ravaged large
arcas of tho entire globe. Astronomors tell us that ever since then the sun
bas beon sffected by a marked docline of activity. Observations of his
surface show vory few of thoso enormous spots which astronomers regard as
indications of the intensity of the solar fires and as influenzing the climate
of our planet.

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General trado is still in a somewhsat backward condition, but, notwith-
standing the talk “about quict business that is current on all sides, thero
must be a fair movement in progress which cannot but incresss matorially
a8 8000 as the farmors looson their purse strings, which performance cannot
be much longer deloyed, Thoy have got plenty of money but by all sccounts
are too busy at other work to think of spending it. Until thoy do, business
cannot bo expected to sssume very extensive proportions. Ia two or threo
weeks thoy ought to be freo to devole their attention to providing for their
winter wants. This will improve remittances and in other ways oil up the
wheels of trade z0 that they will move more freely. In the meattie thore
is nothing particular to note in any line. Dry goods ste moving fairly on
city account but sre otherwise quiot. Iron is dul!l but as stccks generally
aro light bolders are quite indspondent as regards values. More activity is,
porhaps, shown in groceries than in any other line but tho movement has not
23 yet assumed full proportions.

Wixzxry Xivanonar Xeview or Hisrv Crgws & Co., New Yonk,
Ocot. 24, 1891.—* The dullness in Wall Streot continues, and tho prices of
stocks slill oscillate within a rango too narrow to encoursgo large spoculative
transsotions, The absenco of any advance in the Bank of Eugland rate of
discount Iast week, and tho continued imports of gold, together with a fur-
ther liberal increase of the surplua reserve in tho bank statement of the 17th
inst., were expeoted to have a roviving effect upon the market during the
past week, but only a slight improvement was inaugurated ; but the market
atill shows by the meagre daily transsctions an insensibility to favorable
factors which can hardiy be construed otherwise than as an ominous symp-
tom, .

The ahrinkage of transactions on the Exchange to less than one-half their
Iate volume plainly means that an important class of large holders have sold
out and that they are not at preeent disposed to onter tho market agsin at
the current range of values. Hence such a condition of present holdings
ususlly results in either a roaction of prices, or in a prolonged stagnancy,
during which comparatively weak holders have to keep up a forlorn struggle
sgainst the ‘bears.” Numerons holders are apt to be not ouly of tho feob-
ler class, but also include the least practiced and influential ; and that ie
vory much the case in tho presont sitnation of the market. The capitalist
clags who wero caught in the crieis of last fall with heavy loads of second
snd third rato stocks have succoeded in transferring them to transient specu-
Iativo buyers; snc the formor class of operators, always 2o essontisl to a
succossful ¢ bull’ movement, are now out of the market, and their tactics
are likely to favor the *bear’side until prices are more tempting thav at
present, Theso men are as the wind to tho sails, tho steam to the locomotive,
the mopey that ‘makes the mare go; and a market wiiicut them huc
usually & very unpromisipg prospect.

The present holders of stocks are, it is true, helped by the groster esse in
money, by tho general recovery of confidenco, by the influx of foreign gold,
and by all the good influences that attend such an extrsordinary harvest as
has befallen us; and this may enable them to hold ¢ 1and perhaps to secure
occasional slight advances ; but without the co-operation of tho great profes-
sional ‘bulls’ they can make little progress, and havs the choice between
a judiclous yielding and a protracted dullness and stsgnancy that can be
ended only by compulsory realising. There cannot be a good market without
good buying, and there cannot be good buying without good buyers, neither
of which of sufficieny magnitudo exist at present. 'There are plenty of
influential operators who, although they beliove in ultimately higher prices,
yet think {t better to allow the market to rost for a timo; and thoy are
likely to continue to postpone operations until they can get in on better terms
than v-ist at present, In brief, tho market is in the unsatisfactory condition
of being sirong enough to support prices, and yot not atiractive enough to
induce important strong buying. The issue of such a situation is usually a
protracted and unbroken dullness which continues until holders aro wearied
out or driven from tho market; snd there is too much reason to foar that
the present situation may run into just such a profitless condition. Under
such circumstances, it seems tho wisest policy for holders to et go a part of
their atocks and stand propared for getting into a fresh campaign, starting
from a lower basis of prices and having the support of a class who alone can
make a hoom successful.,

But while tho personnel and the make up of the market are not condue-
jve to progress but are calculated to invite periodical ‘hear’ attacks, the
chief current factors sffecting the intrinsic value of securities are distinctly
favorablo. The foreign demand for our wheat continues upon a very large
scals, and the yield in tho price of that cercal is calcnlated to stimulate its
export, The return of gold from Europe shows no symptom of abatement ;
and at London the loss of gold hss so far produced no effect upon the Bank
of England rate, nor upcn the rate in the open m::gmt, whilo in tho stock
markot the preference for American securities is cswsing a steady stream of
buying orders to bo cabled to New York., This is certsinly a better condition
of foreign finances than hes been anticipated. The uneasiness caused by the
now Russian loaz and by reports of frosh troubls in the Argentiae Republic
seom to bave tho effect of stimulating the London demand for our invest-
ments. So far as respects our local woney market, the imports of gold and
the moderation of the shipments of. currency to the interior leave no doubd
that, for the remaindor of the year and probably until early noxt spring,
there will be no diffically in procuring monoy for Stock Exchango purposos.
‘The prospective easo in the loan matket is causing a marked improvement
in the demand for railroad bonds, which is a factor of real importance to
stocks, Tho late reports of damage to cotton aro now followed by intelli-
genco of killing frost in tho cotton bolt, the immediste effect of which is to
causo an advance io price both bere and in Liverpool, Thore can be little

doubt that considorable doductions will havo to be made from the earlier
ostimates of this crop; but as tho prico will probably be correspundingly
advanced tho financial results of tho yiold aro not likely to be materially
affecied. It is unfortunsto that, with so many good olemonts in the situation,
the pndue forcing up of prices during thoe late boom should have put the
?totck kfarkot in a position which provents an adequate response to thess
actors.

- IroN, HanpwaRe aNp NmraLs —The past week has been unusually
quist and dull in pig iron. In fact little or no business has been dove
unless it be a small salo here aud there, Prices rule firm all round with no
alteration to note of any kind, Thers is nothing pariicular doing in domes-
tic bar iron aside from the ordinary, and values continue more or less,
nominal. Very little imported bar iron is now coming to Cenada, Insheet
iron advices from Great Britain state that black sheets are very firm at
£7 1bs. for common grades, while supplies on hand are very small, and
makors are determined to keop up the prico. Iocal quotations are as they
wore, but the stock is limitud, and prices naturally rule eteady. Tin, terne
and Canada plates aro all firm, but very dull. Copper and lead are steady
and unchanged with a fair business doing. Iogot tin continues to be
scarco.

Baeansturrs.—There is po chapge in the Jocal fleur market, which
moves aloag in & quiet, jobbing way, while prices are steady and show more
firmness under the influence of atronger western markets, There is only a
slow demsnd for oatmeal, but prices show no change. Beerbohm's cable
roports moro enquiry for wheat and corn strong. French country markets
quiet. At Chicago wheat was weak and declined §e. to 1c. Corn was again
firm aod roceipts light. Oats wore firm and within & moderate range, thero
is still a good export domand. At New York wheat declined §c.to Jc. At
S}f. Lm:lis, Toledo and Duluth, wheat was easy, though quotations are not
changed.

Provisions.—There is in the local markst a continued jobbing move.
ment in pork at steady prices. Lard and smoked meats are quiet. In
Liverpool the conditions and prices of the provision markets aro unchanged.
In Chicago pork advanced a little under the influence of liberal purchasos of
Decembor by one of the largo packing concerns presumably to covor shorta,
Lard and ribs showed some sympathy with pork, The hog movement was
sgsin over the expectation, The covering of December because of the recent
action of the directors in making it possible to speculste in old pork after
January 1st, still continues.

Burrer.—Rezlly good butter is in demand in thir wmarket, and smsll tubs
of choice are worth 22c. st wholessle, while large tubs of Nova Scotis and
Cipe Broton briog 14c. to 18c. Very little Cansdian is coming here, In
Montreal butter has bad an undeniably satisfactory season, and is still mov-
ing freely at good prices. 7The buttor market there is stesdy, and although
somo claim that prices are easier, no tranactions at a decline aro noted. Ths
most recent sz2le of September and Octobor was at 23c. at the factory, which
is not a declino, whilo holders waut higher figures for finest townships. On
the whole that market is an essentially steady one. In Loundon butter has
been in active request, and advanced rates bave been obtainable ‘a almest
overy department. Fronch butters have gone up with a rush, and it is said
will go bigher, and Danish, owing to heavy cslls on spot for Cloo purposes,
has boen in short eupply, and is up at excessivo figures, 12%a. heing paid
this week and 1323, being asked for noxt week's arrivals, whicl duyurs do
not like the look of ; they may get in eomewhore near 1303,  in Manchoster
123s. has already been paid. A fair amount of business is passing in Anc-
rican dairy at 881, and Canadian creamory sells well at 97s., which is tbo
prico for tho Dominions offering ut Liverpool.

Cruexse.—In this market choese is uncbanged, though the indications
strongly favor advance later on. In the Upper Provinces cheose has beon
quiet and dull, but tho money bas been distributed in the couatry for all
that, for factorymen have pretty woll disposed of the bulk of their make at
good figures. A correspondent writes :—* ‘Lhoro is a little bit of cheeso on
the London market just now, a great desl of the Frome Fair pitch of 300
tons being offered here, and buyers being pretty numerous, though they are
nice in their solections from such a quantity. This for English. The market
for Amcrican and Canadian is rather inactive, and the presence of many heated
parcelsdoesnot tond to increase business. For cool lots,prices continue steady,
and the tone of tho sales bogins to assumo the degree of firmoess nocessary
before a substantial advanco. Prices hore and in Canada do not sgunare at
present, but thoy are getting on that way, and with 50a. freely paid for
Iatest new arrivals, up to 52s. has beon paid for reputed Septombers.”

Evas —In Halifax eggs are remarkably acarco just now and bring high
prices. Tho quality of those coming in is considerably improved over what
it was {wo or throe woeks ago. Good fresh stock commands readily at
wholesale 16¢. por dozan, A loiter from London says:—‘‘Trade in cggs
has been brisk this wook so far as largo are concerned, but smalls have bean
in limited request, snd havo gone off heavy., Tho fop rate for French is
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10s., and the bottom level 72¢, 2d. per 120, Canadi.asare going off well at
Liverpcol, and prices, with moro Jimited supplies are firm at up to 8s. 84.
The roports as to Mr, Sander’s deal is causing somo excitemont horo, and
though thore are some who feel inclined to grumblo at the throatened invas-
ion, the majority hold out encoursging hopes. Our Press is a better friend
to Canoda in this respect than her own journals,”

Arrres sro a ploctiful crop, and so far the returns from foreign markets,
which usually tako the bulk of our supply, have sfiorded no ground for dis-
couragement, In fact sccount sales on shipments of fall varioties show
better returns than for stock actually sold on the spot market. A lottor-
writer in London says :—'* The Canadian apple trade opens hero undor bad
conditions, as our markots aro flooded just now with apples from our own
orcharde at ridirulously low prices, 2s. a busksl fur splondid apples, and
fruit of «ll kinds being remarkably plothoric in show.

blemishes. Theo first sale of Nova Scotians in London this scason was put
through on Mondsy, and though the coneignment—a small one of 43 bbls.
—was, as frequontly tho case with ecarly shipmonts, somowhat soft and deli-
cate, thoy were of vory good quality and realised handsome prices, having
roached to tho rates ruling hero and in Canads, whore the cable tells us
81.00 10 81.25 is tho ruto. If so0, those prices aroe very good indeed, and
show a fair margin for the sender:—Six bbls, Colvort at 14s. 6d. por bbl,
7 Gravenstein at 16a. 6d.; 5 do. at 18s. 6d., and 8 at 18s; 7 do. at 203.;
17 Geunet at 21s,, and 6 No, 1 R. Pippins at 23s.”

Fruir —Bayers show a cautious spirit about dried frait, which rules dali
and easy in consequenca. The cause of this is not far to soek. Fresh fruits
of all surts have been almost & drug throughout the fall and are still plentiful.
Until they are absorbed, thetefore, buyers will hardly feel dispused to load
up with foceign dried stoock. The country produce snd growers generally
bave nothing to complain of. Jobbors, however, who at this scason of the
year usually stock up in snticipation of the holiday trading, seom afraid to
do so this fall, and business is not brisk, It scoms hard to account far thia
spirit in view of the light shipments of dried fruit to this side of the
Atlagtic, A letter from a leading firm in Spain states that up to tho end of
September the shipmonts of raisius to America altugether were 25 per cont.
loss than thoso to the sasme date last year. Yet no one seems anxious.
Buyers are taking very spariogly, and sales of anything like round lots sre
unheard of. Values have an essy tovdency, as low offers continue to be
made from London which to a certain extent interfervs with tho market.
Currants are also easier, -

SugAr aND Morasses.—The movement in sugar during the past woek
has been only fair. ‘I'he raw sugar markets are quoted firm, but thers is no
advance in refined owing, no doubt, to the curtailed demand. Molasses is
poceiving some attention in a jobbing way, but no large transactions are
roported.

Tea axp Corree.—The tea market is sick and genorally demoralizad,
buyers being well stocked up and showing no disposition to do business.
The offorings, however, are not large. Blacks are very dull, and the Esglish
market has continued its dowaward course, but as the season is drawing to
a closo, a steadier market is expected. The outside coffes markets have
gonerally a better feoling, but as tho local market has been but slightly
affected by oither the rise or fall, there is no change to note. Very lit.le
stock is offering hore,

Fisu.—There is absolutoly nothing new to note regarding the posiiion
of tho local fish market. Receipts are vory small indoed, but as there is no
demand, prices do not advance, It is said that considerable quantitios are
beld in firet hands in somo of the shore districts in anticipation of & possible
advanco in prices in tho near fulure. Wo hardly believe this statement,
becsuse fow if apy of our along-shore fishermen can sfford to hold their
fish on speculation for a riee, and though we would like to see fish advancs,
and hope that it may, we can see no indication or rg1son to beliove that it
will. In muost waters tho season for catching fish is now practicaily past, and
it is very improbable that any important tekes will be made in what is loft
of it. Our outside advices ara as follows :—Montreal, Oct. 28— The
feature in the market is tho continued scarcity of herring, which can hardly
be got in sufficient quantity to supply tho immediste domand. Cod aod
shore herring also aro not coming forward at all as freely as usual, the catch
continuing emall. Wao quote : herring, Labrador, £5.50 to $6; do., shore,
§4.75 10 §5 ; green cod 36.50 to $6; dry do. 85.25. Oysters meet with a
good demand, and the cooler woather makes holders more independent in
thoir views, Malpeques are $2.25 to £3.50 per bbl, as to quality.”
Another authority, writing from Montreal on the same dale, says :—* Tho
fish market is not active, but prices rule firm under light supplies. Herring
aro strong and higher at §5.75 to §6 per bbl.; green cod is quite scarco and
firm, No. 1 has advanced to £5.50 to $5.75 ; No. 2 in proportion ; dry
cod i3 steady, and tho samo can be said of salmon, red sea trout, etc.”
Gloucoster, Mass., Oct. 28—¢ Codfish have been in very light receipt tho
past weok, but other ground fish in improved supply. Quite a numbor of
seinors have corse home with very small takes of mackerel, and most of
them will baul up.

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A DAY'S OBSERVATION AT THE WAVERLEY GOLD DISTRICT.

Tuosday morning there was a repetition of the cloudy rainy weather
that has of late boon vouchsafod ua and it was with considerable hesitation
that wo took the early morniog train for Windsor Junction on the way to
tho Waverley gold district: Tho air howovoer was warm and the throe mila
drive from tho Junction ovor the muddy roads had its redecwming foutures
in tho glorious autumaal tints of the wooda and the picturcaque sconery as
Waverlay was approached.

Tho first signs of mining oncountered woro the works now going on
under tho diroction of Mr. Levy, of Clevaland, Ohio, on the Wallis pro-
porty. At present the oporations are confined to pumping out tho shaft on
tho Tudor lead, eo there was nothing imporiant to report and we passed on.

Then wo camo to thoHardman property whore thers was groat activity
displayed, a fino shaft houso having been erected on tho hill, a tramway
being in course of construction to the new mill and the mill itsolf built
in the most substantial manner with massive foundations for tho cugine
aud the batteries rapidly nearing completion.

Passing on by the English Syndicate property, which we inspocted
later on, we climbed Amorican Hilland were amidst the extensive buildings
of the Lake View Mining Company Lid.

Mr. A. A. Hayward, M. E., was soon found making his rounds and
superintending oporations and on making known our errand, he at onco
acquiesced and personally corducted us to all parts of the mine underground
s well as on the surface.

It is always a pleasurc to meet Mr, Hayward, frank, fros hearted, and
hospitable 8s he is, but the pleasure and instruction of the visit wore enhanced
by the presence of of Mr. L. Boyd, the talented and versatile mining
enginecr from Ireland, who has all the geniality for which his countrymen
aro famed, combined with raro descriptive powors and a profound know-
ledge of his profession.

Mr. Boyd has been making a critical examination of the Lake View
Mine ard other properties in the district and has found much to interest
him. It is needless to add that with two such able mon as Mr. Hayward
and Mr. Boyd as guides and instructors we wero posted on the geology of
the district and initiated into all tho mysteries of mining ard milling ore.
In fact it would far exceeced the limits of our space to record a tithe of
what we saw and learned, 8o we must be content with a brief description of
the most important matters. It was determined not to go under ground
until after Juncheon, tho remaining morning hours being devoted {o an
inepection of the surface works. Here wo may state that the Lake Viow
Company own some ono hundred and forty mining areas and one ituudred
acres of freehold. All tho leads being worked are to tho north of the anti-
clival and have s northerly dip, but the proverty oxtonds away south of
the anticlinal whero a large number of gold boaring leads have boén located
and to somo extent worked, but at present nothing is being done on the
moro southerly arcas so that the company bave atill a great extont of ground
todevelop.

From tho first tho company determined to conduct mining operations in
a winer-like manner, and in solccting Mr. Hayward as manager they put
tho right man in the right place as rosults abundantly prove. Now for
privato reasons which havoe nothing whatever {o do with the mino and in
which the public aze in no way interested, thoy have coased operating thom-
selves, and have leased the mine to Mr. Hayward, who is runuing it on his
own account. \Vith theso fow profatory remarks we will proceed to dos-
cribo the surfaco Luildings and machinery, not in the order in which wo
visited them nor with full dolails, but as concisoly as possible. )

Tho shaft houso is located on the highest point of tho hill and the hoist-
ing is dona with a compound ongine of Mr. Hayward's design and build.
Alongsido of it is tho pumpiug ongino working a Cornish pluagoer pump
with 6 inch discharge and 12 strokes per minute raising in that timo 72
gallons. Toan adjoining apartment is tho air compressor working the uir
drills hundreds of feot below in tho mine, while the boilor room is in the
west cud of the building, and is supplied with two bdilers. Tho shaft
houso proper is in tho rear of this machinery and tho ore from tho main
shaft is hoisted to tho surfaco in an iron skip and automatically dumped
into a largo oro bin from which it is fed to the cars. -

The quarlz goes osst on the tramway to the ore house whilo tho refuse
rock goes west 1o a mighty dump which is indicative of the groat amount
of work already done.

Just west of the shaft house isu comfortable office avd storeroom, and to
the oast a blacksmith shop with blast supplied by compressed air,

A {ramway leads from tho shaft house to the top story of the ore house
which is somo distanco cast and down the hill, and hero tho orois dumped,
first going over a screen that permits all tho fino stuff to fall through,
while tho coarse stuff drops on tho oro floorand is fed to 3 Gates rock
broaker, boing broken o tho required sizo with an ecase and celerity that is
amazing.

Tho broken ore fallsinto a bin and by a shute is dropped on to tho ore
cars. A long tramway running tho cntire courso of the lower story of the
ore house leads to tho top story of the mill which lies to tho ocast and still
lower down the hill, and tho orois thero dumped into bins and sutomatically
fed to tho balterics by most ingonious self feeders.

Tho Gates rock-breaker is driven by power from tho mill transmitted
by wire rope.

The fico atafl that passes the screen at tho oro houso is all fed to ono
battery, and it is in order to got at this that the tramway is run through the
lower stary of that building.

Tho mill is comploto in all its appointments and works like a charm,
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‘Thoro aro 6 batterios of 5 stamps cach, throe from Frasor & Chaliners of
Chicago, and threo from Matheson & Co , New Glasgow, so placed that 16
stamps aro on cach side of the mill facig each othor, giving groat con-
venience in attending and cconomizing space. Tho engine room ia a delight,
roomy, clean as a pin, and containing a Corlies engine of 140 horso power,
the triumph of mechanism. The steam to drive all the machinery is
supplied by two largo boilors, which are slung on iron supports, proventing
all poasibility of sinking or of disruption of the masonary work by contruc-
tion or expansion.

Tho tailings from the mill are conducted through wooden troughs to
an adjoining building, whore there are eight Frue Vannors for concontrating
snd saving all the gold and othor metals that may have escaped the batteries.
‘Theco were not boing operated at the time of our visit, and wo will pass
thom over without further description, although thoy accomplish their
purpoae in a most ingenious manner.

A well-equipped assay office and very comfortablo house for the manager,
Lesides storerooms, dynamite magazines, &c., &c., are the other most
important buildings, from which it will be scon that the Lake View Mino is
woll equipped in all reapects for surface requiremonts, and as we will show
further on, tho operations.in the mine are conducted on an equally com-
prohensivo scale.

We not only inspected the machinery and buildings, but passed to
differcnt portions of the property where tributers were at work siuking on
diiforent leads, and saw pits which bad been sunk in all directions by former
owners of the areas, who won large proiits in gold from their very crude
operations.

All tho alluvial is gold bearing, and we were pointed out a spot on the
lake’s bank where an onterprising pannor had made his four dollars a day
all last surimer, and where he still continues his work aided by all his
family, from tho wee toddlers up—they washing for the procious metal in
old tomato cans and imploments of like description. As this gold boaring
alluvial, or mixture of earth, broken quartz and slate, hasan average depth
of thirty-five feot, it can be ocasily estimated that there is mwonoy in quarrying
and milling it, acd this feature of the property will now receive the atten-
tion it deserves. In fact Capt. Macduif is experimonting with the alluvial
on his areas with such encouraging results that he is about giving a thorough
tost of its value by milling a large quantity and carefully noting tho cost
aud returns. \Vo shall await results with much interest.

Time passed rapidly and unnoticed whilo we were making our rounds
and listening to Mr Boyd's cxplanation of the many interesiing geological
and minerological questions raised by our surroundings, and wo have a
treat in storo for our readers, as ho promises to fursish Tne Cruric with a
paper on the district, treating it from a scientific standpoint.

By the time wo had completed our surfaco inspection, luncheon was
ready, and Mr. Hayward having mado us his guest, wo found beforo us a
meal that proved the superior culinary rosources of his establishment.
This wo ate with the keon relish of appetites whetted by exercise and pure,
bracing air, and then prepared to descend into tho mine.

BRIGHT PICTOU COUNTY.
GrEAT FUTURE IN STORE.

Tne Pnrospects ror A PossinLy Extensiox or Tk CHARCOAL InoN
InpystRY IN CaANADA,

This is tho heading of an articlo in a recent number of the Canadian
Mining Leview, and although the subject iv here treated with special reforence
to tbe Provinco of Oantario, it is of intorest to us as well to got an intelligent
idea of the possibilities of this industry, the more as it hss lately been
concoeded that the lower provivces possess oven greater natural advantages
for a large iron industry then sro met with in Upper Canada—espooislly
Pictou County, N. 8., where ore, coal, fluxes and largo hardwood forests ate
in close proximity with one another, and whero tho facilitics for trausportation
by rail and water aro exceptional.

The importation of pig iron for 1890 is hore shown to be about 86,000
tope, including the charcoal iron imported frow the United States, which is
estimated to 10,000 tona, )

“ The importations of caat iron pipes, besides, amount to 4,000 tona
yearly, and for car-wheels this country has to give occasional foreign orders,
Altcgether, it is safo to say thet the couniry requires at least 10,000 tons a
year of pig iron, of which about obe-foarth is supplied by the home
manufaclurer.” )

The princigal use for which charcoal iron has beon imported is for car-
wheol castings ; but how far tbis class of iron alss will meet the ordinary
requirements of the founders, tho Qutrtio Mining Commission report may
tell vs, snd is shown by quoting from it the opinioa of tho three leading
founders of Onlario, smopg whom H. A Massoy, of the great agricultural
in dlement concern, says: ‘I think that at Oshawa they use from 2,000 to
5,000 tons of chercoal iron for malleable castings. If Cansdian charcosl
iron could be produced for a littlo wore than Scotch or Londonderry (the
price of which he had given at S18 to $22.) no doubt we could use it for
nearly every kind of irun wo want to make. Xor machinery caslings we
want the beet iron, sand the expenso iz what has kept us from usiog charcoal
irop. I would teke charcoal iron st 324 a ton rather than import (coke)
iron at $§22. I would consider i to be S$4 a ton more valuable, The
mspufacturers of agricultural implements would use it ; and if one used it
ard made botter castings, compe:ition would compel the others to do like-
wite,” And sll of them concur in the view that charcoal pigis a necessity,
if high-clats manufaclure is required, ss well for stoves as for malleablo
cestings.

The demands of charcos] iron for car-whee! castinga have not been
overtaken by Canadian makers within saveral thousands of torps yearly,
variously estimated at from 5,000 to 10,000 tons. The demand grows with
the carrying trade and bids fair to assume euch proportions that it shouid
become o fixed industry, keeping in activity an additional 30 ton furnace.
If to this demand is sdded tho requirements of the stove and implement
trado it will be exsy to dispese of an additional outpat of 20 tons daily,
thus accounting for the sile of 18,000 tons yearly. * Iustead of importing
pig,* tho anuthor contisues, ‘“the botler plan would be to erect a 50 ton
chaycoal furnece, takiog frow it about 20 tons a day of forge iron for the
steel fernace.” The establishment of a steel plant is recommanded and s
15 ton Siemen furnace proposed, as well as the manufacture of cracible caat
steel end coment stee), for all of which there wouold be an addition:l
demand for chatcoal iron.

While the monufscture of charcoal iron thus i3 recommoandsd and
agitated in upper Canadp, it is of interast to nots that the subject has baen
fur some limo voder consideration among our own peopls to eatablish a
charcoal iron industry in the lower provioces, and the prospects ure that we
soon will sce a furnace of this kind cstablished in Nova Scotia on the Eaat
River in Pictou Co. :

For this purpose a meoling was called in the cily a fow days ago, and
from the report written by I. A. Sjostedt, E. M., the following abstracts
may bo of gereral ioterest:

Mr. S., by tho way, is a chemist sud metallurzical ongineer with larga
cxperience in the clarcosl iron industry, is a graduate of the Stockbolm
#cliosl of mines and formerly chewiat of the Bsthlohem stsel works in
Pennsyleania, was for xovers! years maniger of blast furnaces in the south,
and during ihe last five years saperiutecdent of the Katahdin chircoal
furracein Maine—thus well qualified to speak with confilencs on tho subjsct
in question. '

Ho gives tho grand total of manufictured cast and wrought iron con-
somed in the Domirion in 1889 to bo about 250,000 tona, of which 117,212
tozs of stee) rails and sbout 50,000 tons of pig irén were imported. The
estimated amount of thaicoal iron imported is stated to be 15,000 tous,
“ tho gieater part of which was used in the manufscturs of car-wheels, for
which, a8 is known, only a specially strong and superior irou will be
accopted ; and owing to the exien«ivo railroad systems now comploted and
under construction in thia vast country (at present about 8,400 miles,) it 18
evident that the demand for this specia? grade of iron is on tho increase,
and no douht will saoup a:sums important prapertions. Now tho guestion
naturally ariscs : Why csanpot this deficioncy bo made up here aad the iron
wanufsctared at kiomo 7 or, which is eqnivalent, is thoto hore sny place nar
lines of trarsportstion whore tbo threo cssontial faclors of an industey of
ths kind, rich #nd puro ores, suitablo flaxes snd plenty of hardwood are
presont 1p sufficiently Jarge quantities to guarantco a successful and con-
tinuous busineas$’ Theso guostions are answered sffimatively snd with
onthusisem ; and the conditions shown to cxist—by an oxposo of the
differeut kinds of ores (brown hematites and spscular ores) and fluxes (lims
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rock and manganese ores)—on tho Eaet River of Pictou, Pictou County, N.S.,
where the furnace is proposed to be erocted. Summing up, Mr. S, says:
“‘Thus we have horo a a variety of rich and pure ores in clese proximity to
» number of good lim¢stone beds—both offering special advantages for chesp
mining—and insido of 25 miles thousands of acres of old-growth hardwood
for charcoal making. Add to this the vicinity of tho active coal raines, the
abundance of water supply fiom the brooks and the river, and the
axceptional facilitics for transportation (after the completion of the N. S.
Midland Railway snd tho line now under ccnslruction by the Now Glasgow
Iron, Coal and Railway Co.,) sud we have every and all of the conditions
tequued for an industry of this kiud on a large and profitable scale.”

Under thees exceptional facilitics o first-class charcoal iron can be
delivered at Montreal, or any point east of that city, for 325 o ton, or even
a somewhat less price,

The New Glesgow Iron, Coal & Railwsy Co., in their Teport on the East
River of Pictou oro beds, slso express o very bigh opinivn of theso oro
deposits, and their expert, G F. Rendal), M. E., from New York, soys that
“ I am fully porsuuded that nowhers in lhe world ars there bcucr fucilities
for the production of iron than are here, and that nowhero on the American
continent can iron be produced at so low a cost.”

From the abovo reports, which fully concur with the opivion of other
writers ard experts, there secems to bo to doubt of the great edvantages
Pictou County poesesses ; and it is to be hoped thet capitslists will 1ealiza
tho fact that therc is a good opportunity offered to combino patriotism with
profit by tskivg sn active part in tbe dovelopment thereof, and thus stimu-
late and encourage this important industry of ocur country. * A largely
increasing cousumplion, s handsome bonus given on every ton of iron
produced by a most liberal government, *~gether with tho abuve montioned
natural advsntages, ste celaiuly unusual financial inducements which
should not be lost sight of.”"— New Qlasgow Enterprise.
