busioess, was manifested a little before, when the Governor
says, “this wstitution promises extensive benefits to the pro-
viace at large.” Mark what the consequence will be. Those
at the head of the hiospital, with characteristic modesty, would
make of it a private coocern, wherehy to eghance their owo
merits in the public estimation; and by monopolizing all the
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medical studeats of Canada, wake ita mesus of individual ag-

randizement, aud an avenue to fortune for themselves And
it is thus that they expect to succeed. Through the influesce
of a cerlgin would-be patrician, a determined enemy of ¢very
thiog that hus not had the good fortuue of having been brought
into existence to the notth of the Tiweed, the Governor will
commission the medical officers of this hospitsl, as the sole ex-
aminers of all those who wish to be admitted to practice the
medical profession in Canada, "This gccomplished, vo young
man, however superior his natural and acqrmed ablities might
be, who had not walhed the Moptreal general hospital & uttend-
ed the lectures of the learned officers of this eolightened medi-
cal school, would pass this board iu fact, none whio lisd not
been reared by these soi-disant fecturers would be adwitted to
the practice of the profession here ®*  The result would be that
to these men all students of medicive must have recousse, and
would haveto pay extravagact fees for an education, which
1 maintain can be obtsined gquite as well, under the auspices of

A young uan who had been
two years under one of the gentiemen of the board, (whe hag
more than one official situation connected with his profession;)’

rather in the capacity of a clerk, vending medicines behind the'

counter, than as a student, was presented for admittance : and
would have slided through well enbugh ; but his medical patron
happened at the same time to refuse granting a certificate of ca-
pacity 1o an eleve of one of his brother-examioers 3 who in re-
tura would oot siga the other’s on that account: hereupon the
business was compromiséd,‘and both were pased and licea-
sed, the one a two-years old apathecaries shopman, the other,
though of lenger sinding, a mere dunce. Ansther cdse amiopg
way that could be adduced, is that of sa Bibernian : rough
and uncultivated as the bogs of his pative land, and more con-
gpicuous for charactenstic anivefé and drunken habits, thaa for
Ins education and propriety of conduct, yet did he get a certif-
icate of his capacity to practice in all the branchés of the pro-
fession ; though the only account e could.give of himself was
that he had served 35 lob lolly-boy on boerd of a man of war,
and had assisted in clearing the cockpit after an action. But
to enter into particulars would be to'disclose a most nauscatiog
scene of injustice : a scene that will be often acted ever again,
if the legislature does not interfere, and by 2 wise and more ef-
ficieot law, better regulate the practice of physic in Canada.

My sole motive for coming in this shepe before the public is;
1o warn our Governor to shun the saares set for him by certajn
wily men, who, uader the broad canopy of pretended humanity,
would hide intentions at ovee unjust, cruel, aud oppressive; and
all this, chiefly to serve the turns of some’ needy and restless
adventurers from the northerd part of the British Isles.

Mr. BALDWIN’S SPEECH, Continued.

1t was said that the union would remove the differences be-
tween the two branches of the legislature 10 Lower Canada;
but why was Upper Capada to be involved in these diffarences?
But as far as he was acquainted with the history of those dif-
ferences, they origmated with the Executive Government and
Legislave Council of that provivce, in demaoding from the
House of Assembly a surrender of rights and privileges, which
if they had surrendered, they wovld have forgotten therr duty
1o themsclves and thewr constiluents, 'These differences were not
founded ju any hostiity to Britsh conpection. Lower Cana-
* da had always mabiiested a spiit of loyalty, and sttachment to
His Msjeaty’s government highly honourable, aud equal to any
part of His Majesty’'s domimons. After some obsevvations on
the delusive nature of the advsutages to Upper Canada held
out gs likely to follow from the Union, Mr. B. procecded to
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speak of the bill itself; and he was surprised how such a bill
could have been iutreduced into a Britsh parhament, By the
31st of the late King, which was theil constitution, they had
thewselves the right to make laws for their peace, welfare and
good government, rese1ving certain powers to the king and par-
liameut of the mother country to legislate in particular cases.
The Impertal Pa)lioment could not constitutronally aller this
law wiTHOUT 0UR coNsENT; for ifs0, we had ne constitution
at all, the provincial legislature would have no rights nor priv-
ileges, nor the people any security. Iodeed the Imperial Par-
liameot having reserved this bl for the purpose of gwwy the
provinces an opportunly of expressing thewr senlimenls, was a
clear proof that THEY WiLL Not ALTER THE 3IsT OF THE
LATE KING, WITHOUT OUR CONSENT.

As to the clauses of the bill, he was sme most of the

The proposed limitation of the re-
presentation to sixty members, however ile population might
increase, was 1vidious; there was nether wisdom, nor good
sense, nor yustice evinced by the framers of that monstrous fll;

*Itis onc of the principles of the British constitution that
neither the prinileges of the Commons, the general privileges and
powers of Parliament, nor the King's prevozative, can be ex-
actly defined by written statute. It 1s only i thewr broad fea-
tures that they are all pronded  for by Magna Charts,and the
bill of rights ; every thing elseis msely leftlo the determinatron
of natural sense, justice, and policy, or wn other words to the
common law of the land, and the usages of the realm , thus
alvays affording abundant scope for the struggles of cach
part of the system aganst any encroachments of the others; and
awakening, producing, and dissemunating a collision of senti-
ments, arguments, and preceedings, wheeh constitutes the very
cssence of bertyy, under @ well regulated government.

. POST-OFFICE DEPARTMENT.
{ Continued from last No.) :

Resumiog the consideration ofthe remedial suggestions with
which { concluded my last essay on this subject ; 1he first pro-
position, namely, for the proviocial legislatuie to repeal, by
their own authonty, such parts of the post-office acts as are
incompatible with the state of this country.although T am fully
convinced it is within the competency of the provincial legmsia-
ture, eonsidering both the letter avd the spiit of the coostitu-
tional act, 1 look upod as an unsdvisable measure, under pre-
sent circumstances. The discreet exercise of any power, and
occasionally to refrain from asserting that power which may be
oot well relished by others with whom it may interfere, 15 as
much a part of sound policy, asthe firm maintenauce of any
right, whenit is called in question. The House of Assembly
of this province, are now playing a game for the deepest stake,
the very exiatence of English hberty in this country, which
hitherto they have conducted in'the firmest, and most digified,
as well as in the moat conciliating manner ; aod to repeal or
alter a British act of parlisment, although. it would be radically
remedial of the grievance complained of, might seem an assump-
tion, shewiug a disposition to withstand the supreme superioten-
ding authorily of the Imperial parhament over the.colopies,
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which, as loug as it does po! infrivge upon constittional, char-
tered and graoted, rights, all here are williug and desirous of
acknowledgicg

The privcipal objection to the second proposal, namely to
establish a ceacurreat provincial post-office, is, that it would be
a hind of 3ace run between two establishments for extent of
custom, which, however well it might suit a speculative indi-
vidual or company, might be considered, as an unbecoming
feature ju a provincal governmeut.  If, however, the atdhty of
it can be maiwtained, I do uot consider that -objection as very
lorcible; and one great good would be derived frem it, inas-
much as it would try, andset at 1est, in an indirect manner ip-
deed, but yet indisputaoly, the right I claim in behalf of the
proviacial legislature to repeal or vary any acts that may nov
be applicable to the state of the country as before said. ~ For
the act o9 Ann. coacung that no body politic or corporate, &c.
shall carry letters, &c. excepting (he genera! pust office, or, 1
other words, giving the exclusive night of eouveying letters for
hire through the whole of the British domivions to the geuer-
al post-office, the establishment of such a provincial post,would,
il ot opposed at home, (for in this country, if it once pass-
es o a law, thetc existsao power that ca oppose it,) estab-
lish the right I contend for, sub silentio ; and if opposed, it
would place the matter fairly at issue, whilst, (always suppos-
wg the law to heve been 1egularly passed by the thiee branch-
cs of the legislature,) the plan would be in operation here; its
beoefits would become perceptible, and its effecis in counter-
acting the abuses that now prevail in the post-office depart-
ment, as well as in ra'sing a yevenue applicable to local purpos-
es of improvement, would form the most forcible arguments
with which to combat the objections made to it at home; ar-
guments winch would have the more weight from being practic-
al instead of theoretical. -
