AGENTS WANTED.

The effect uponl the city's credit would certaiily be
disastrous. Not only would the rate of interest per-
force paid for immediate funds militate against the
city's prospects of borrowing in future at a lesser rate,
but it would unsettle holders of previous loans and de-
bentures. New lenders would feel that, in addition to
being called upon to accept the ordinary municipal
risks, they were saddled with all the vicissitudes of fire
insurance as well. They would appreciate the fact that
in their case the conflagration hazard, with all its pos-
sibilities of loss, was increased by the fact that the fire
risks of the city were localized to a dangeroas degree
instead of being included in the risks of au entire cou-
tinent, as they are at present, and hence that the pros-
pects of loss would be indefinitely increased. They
would also recognize the fact that tie outlook for re-
building in case of an extensive conflagration would be
very dubious under any system of municipal insurance.
It was the influx of fresh insurance money that enabled
St. Jolins, N.F., and St. John, N.B., to rise f rom thoir
ashes. IIad they bean dependent upon tleir own imuni-
cipal funds to recoup them for their losses and start
them again on the road to prosperity, their streets might
be unbuilt to-day. Could suic a system, thon, inspire
confidence in financial institutions and.other holders of
mortgages ? Would tbey not, in self-defence; insist
upon other insurance being procured in order to safe-
guard their interests ? Undoubtedly they would. And
thus the borrower would find himself compelled to
carry two Unes of insurauce ; the one as reliable as a
bank-note, and the other largely problematical, but
both of which ýwould bave to be paid for.

What is truc of Toronto applies even more forcibly
to the smaller inunicipalities, whose resources and bor-
rowing power are necessarily less than those of the
Queen City. In their case the occurrence of a confla-
gration might possibly precipitate their insolvency, and
this contingency would certainly destroy their pros-
pects of placing their bonds satisfactorily. No inves-
tor would accept so dangerous a risk as the inaugura-
tion of a system of municipal insurance would involve
in addition to tho anes ordinarily ratttched-to'soch se-
carities, and the consequence would be that they would
find their bonds unsalable. The conflagration hazard is
ane tiat onliy a speculative purchaser would care to
accept, auid suich plurchasers %ow'oubl no0; bly save al;
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rates too low to be remunerative to the nunicipality.
Fortunately such a contingency as the passage of the
bill is remote; although in these days of socialistic ten-
dencies, and of class legislation there are few measures of
this character that do not find sone supporters. Tap-
pily for Canada the najority of ber legislators are
slhrewd, lard-headed men, and we are not burdened
with the cranks and faddists who bave made the 53rd
Congress a bye-word. But there is an increasing ten-
dency upon the part of ail legislatures to interfere,
under one pretext or another, in commercial and in-
dustrial inatters, and se long as that tendency exists it
is always well to sound a note of warning wlenever a
bill of this character is introduced, no matter whether
its prospects of ever becomiing law are renote or not.

LA 3ANQU iE DU PEUPLE.

Many of our readers will doubtless, with ourselves,
confess to a feeling of disappoiitmnent that Mr. J. S.
Bousquet, the general manager, has notgiven his usual
retrospect of the business of the Province for the past
year in his otherwise very interesting address to the
sharehiolders of La Banque du Peuple at the annual
meeting on Monday last. These succinet yet compre-
hensive reviews of trade are of undoubted value to
business miie, and as that nsually presenmted by Mr.
Bousquet came at a season whîen a comuplete survey to
the end of the caleidar year was possible, it lias beenu
lookedl for of late years witi no litLe degree cf iiterest.
Possibly, however, Mr. Bousquet thinks that the report
speaks for itsel f and certaiily the deductions to be
drawnî froin its figures are muuch more favorable than
were anticipated even by tie friends of the bank.

That 189- was a year of general btsiness depression
mnay be frankly ackniowledged. It was a year of cur-
tailiment iii most branches of income as Weil as of ex-
pemliture, h''ie railroads of this continent alone suf-
fored decreases oF $1.50,000,000 iii their receipts and our
two Canuadian railroads Iouid their carnings eut down
by over $5,600,000. [In every branichi of [rade the saie
policy of contractionm lias beei observed, anfd yet the re-
port shows that despite the severity of competition, the
progress of the Banque (u1 Peuple lias boeen onward and
uipward. I)uring this period of dullness in trade the
profits of tlie banik iiicreased from 9 to 9! per cent. ou
the paid-up capital. The deposits ou demand have

groîwniS287ß,00 duriing the year, and those after notice
are $097,927 larger thani they were iii Marci, 1894.
The circulation of the bank has certainly fallen off a
little, althoigh nîot more thaL is coinemensurate
with thîe dcecline iii the value of coiimodities, and the
bank bas made io addition to its reserve fund this year.
But the management have been able to carry $42,857
forward to the credit of prolit and loss, after paying
diyidends at the rate of 7 per cent. per anuim to the
sharelielders; aud a banlk haviiig a reserve of $600,000
against a capital of $1.,200,000 eau -Well afford to rest
on its Oars for a while.

One of thei most gratifying features of the report to
thIe managemnf is tlie assuranlce it gives that the resilt
of their enterprise ini building their own premnises lias
justified anticipations. It iow seems assured that the
iiew biildinig will return 4 per cent. per aniumiu imn
rents uplion the smui iivested, besides fuîruishiinxg the

þanti wifli its magniiicent oilices frec. This is au very

fair return for the money, as interest rates go in these
days, and when it is considered that besides furnishing
every possible convenience to the bank the building,
within and without, is one of the architectural orna-
ments of the city, the directors are to be congratulated
upon the step they have taken.

These are the salient points of the report which ap-
pears at length in another portion of these columns.
For the rest, it nay be said that, while fully acknowl-
edging the dificulties through which business is now
passing, it breathes a quiet air of confidence in the
future. It points out that Canadian trade is now on
so prudent and conservative a basis that the slightest
signs of improvement in the situation must be felt im-
mediately, and it predicts a liglt degrec of activity in
the spring to be followed by a more rapid expansion in
the vol ume of Canadian commerce as the year advances-

BUILDERS HARDWARE.
flie progress of art in architecture has been niost

marked during the past quarter of a century-it might
almost be said, withinî the past decade. The rise of
mstleticisn, ridiculed as it was, gave the first impulse
to that renaissance fron the clunsy conceptions of the
Georgian era which lias resulted in the graceful villas
which now lend an added charn to our great cities.
The house of to-day is no longer the brick and stone
box in which Our fathers were content to dwell. It is
a creation that rests and pleases the eye, and if the ten-
dency of modern architects is to copy the styles of other
centuries rather than to elaborate new formns of tleir
own, it is not fromi any paucity of invention upon their
part but because the quaint conceptions of older mas-
ters can be so blended with the requireients of modern
convenience as to form an artistie, i not always con-
grmous, whole.

With the increased beauty of the exterior lias corne
naturally More attenltioni to the arbistic details of the
interior. The formal wall-papers, the primn borders, the
porcelain door-lknobs, and clnsy locks of our fathers
have been replaced/:by a wealth of decoration that a
few years ago wouldb-ave been deemned out of the reach
of any but a millionaire. The house builder of to-day
cau have each separate rooi typical of a separate cen-
tury. Hîe can have Napoleonic, Louis Quatorze, Re-
naissance or Moyen-Age salons so faithfully reproduced
that a step across the thireshold places one amidst the
surroundings of long-forgotten days. And this, too, at
a comparatively moderate cost ; for althoughi the bet-
ter forns of artistic decoration are certainly expensive,
they are reproduced in styles cheap enoughi to corne
withiin the means of a comparatively slender purse.
This is especially truc of builders' hardware, now one
of the imost important portions of interior decoration.
Ten years ago, it was a comparatively insignificait de-
tail, and a few door-knobs, hinges and sash-fasteners
comprised its extent. To-day an architect spends as
imcih care in selecting his hardware as in the finish of
his walls, and lie lias a variety of design, and a scale of
excellence of fin ishi to select froiî, that is alinost be-
wildering.

Naturally the Napoleonie craze has made itself feit
iii builders' hardware, and Empire styles are the nost
called for. i)oor-plates in bronze, inlaid with gold, are
shown whiclh rui as high as $35 per pair, and even
prottier ones iii silver at about $14 which Mdan
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Recamier might have envied. Still older styles are
called for and admired. ]3lack iron door plates and
knobs, worked almost like jewellery, and treated by a
patent process which prevents their rusting, are inucl
in favor, and are just as costly as those niade of pre-
sumably more precious metal. The set of locks, knobs,
and hinge plates on the door of the'Bank of Toronto in
this city cost $160, and for a really artistie set, suitable
for a moderate dwelling roon, $32 is a fair price.
These in their tura are duplicated in cheaper styles, so
that the most modest home can be fitted with choice
and appropriate hardware at a comparatively sliglt
cost.

Among other revivals in builders' hardware is the
door-knocker of our grandfather's days. It is the saine,
yet not the same ; for it is fitted to-day with al elec .
trical attacliment which rings a bell as the knocker is
lifted fron the plate. The designs are the familiar
anes of Colonial days reproduced ; the most popular
being a reproduction of that wvhich hung on the door
of the Massauhusetts house at the World's Fair which
is said to have been the property of Miles Standisli.
The old lion's head knockers, dear to the lovers of
fDiekens, are also ~much in demnand, and a variety of
other quaint and grotesque conceptions are offered.
The finer class of these are first rough cast and thon
chiselled by hand, and display all the minute attention
to detail of the jeweller's art.

But it is not alone in the direction of art that the
attention of inventors in builder's hardware lias beei
turned. Usefulness has not been lost siglt of, and not
the least important of hardware novelties are the bur-
glar proof sash fasteners intended for the protection of
banks and dwellings. These consist of two wroughi
Iror plates closed by bronze thumbscrews strong
enought to defy the efforts of the most skillful cracks,
man, and they are supplemented by a series of elaborat
and comuplicated locksthat seeni to render security ah
solute. li fact thore is no end to the variety of lock
offered. Fron the heaviesb forns, suitable only fo
ponderous doors, to the lightest and nost graceful fas
tenings for delicate cabinet-work, their naine is legion
Their prices vary as indefinitely as their styles, an
these range frot the quaintest medineval to the Mios
business-like of Yale lochs. But all are remarkable fo
the excellence of their finish and their fitnîess for th
purpose for -which they are dosigned, and in most ther
is distinct evidence of that revival in art and tîat striv
ing after elegance of effect which is so abandantl
manifest in other linos of manufacture.

towns is so iarked is a more empliatic refutation of
sich a statenent tian the nost carefully conpiled
columnmîs of statisties. So far as Canada is concerned
Lime nunmber of successful firis is far greater than three
per cent., or tiere wouild not be so large a -percentage
of flourishing firms who have beaen in business for over
a quarter of a century still on the business rolis oi the
country.

THE GERMAN SUGAR I3OUNTY.
Mr. C. Czarnikow, the English sugar expert, roferring to

the proposed change in Geriian customs laws impising a tax
upon the larger sugar factories and payment of an export
bounty on raw and refined sugars, proceeds as follows: "l Be-
yond the normùal quantity the fabricant gets no bounîty (in-
stead of 7!d per wt. hitherto), but he is not fined either, and
is evidently so much better off that transgression will have
no terrors for him, especially not for the larger ones, against
whose expansion the law was directed. Everybody will sow
liberally in order to provide against the possibility of inissing
the full bonus through bad harvest or quality. Some modi-
fications will probably be introduced ; the factories do not
want the tax on manufacture, and justify the higher bounty
-especially by the Frencli preniums, which at 30 francs
above 7} per cent. yield, will probably Le over 2s 3d per
cwt. raw sugar. Regium is estimated to pay considerably
more, but Austria pays IL 1.60 per bag on a maximum
export of onily 3,125,000 bags, and the prospect of getting
nothing on any excess Las not prevented sowing to produce
an export quantity of 7,000,000 to 7,500,000 bags, thus bring-
ing the average bounty down to 7d per ewt. on expert (on
hoine consumption the actual bounty becones high er), net-
witistanding the increased cost of transport to Hamnburg.
The Austrian producer will now hie trebly justified in clamor-
ing for a higher bounty, and thougi everybody knows that
another crop of 5,000,000 tons (barring Colonial failures) nay
lewortlh little over £35,000,000, whilst a crop of 4,000,000
tons would easily fetch £40,000,000 and more, yet the diffi-
culty, as with standing arines, is to comae to an understand-
ing. GCermany lias, even under a low bounty, increased ier
production proportionately more than other countries, and
the increase (and probably more) if adopted and backed up
by sowings will go into the pockets of the English and
American consumers."

110W CANNERIES ARE STARTED.
It appears trom the indignant comments of canning louses

in the West that certain firms wio deal in cannery supplies
are inducing the smaller villages to start factories by means
which they do not consider are honorable. These firms send
a snart agent ta the place in which tbey propose to start the
factory. 11e talks the matter up and tells low muchi money
there is in the canning£r business and gets a committee ap-
pointed to investigate the matter. The firmn takes this coin
imittee to the city, paying all expeises, including incidentals
for entertaining theim. There they show the canning ma-
chinery, set up and ready to run, ani also introduce the coin-
mittee te interested brokers, who expatiate upon the profits
of the canning business. The commmittee is then taken te
sonie near-by town in whicl the pronoters have a factory
with amachinery in running order, which is represented as
being an independent conîcern yielding large profits. By the
time the committee arrive home they are ready to immediate-
Ay reconinend the opening of a factory in their locality. A
subscription paper is started to raise the necessary funds and
some man out of business is selected to manage and run the
concera. Now cones the work of the agent. This subscrip-
tion paper is so worded tiat it becomes a contract witl the
firin, who are to ercot the factory and equip it with machin-
'ery ready for running at a fixed price. They invariably get

a good deal more tlan the plant is worth. Ne one looks into
the matter or offers objection, because the man wbo lias beau
picked out for manager is hand-in-glove with the promoters.
In many cases, the stock owned by the manager is paid for
by the firmn which supplies the plant.

BASTER LILIES.

The latest combination formed is one amongst the growers
and shippers of Easter lilies in Bermuda, from which favored
islands all our supplies of these flowers are drawn. Gro wing
lilies for expert became au industry*in Bermuda about twelve
or fifteen years ago, and it has steadily increased until at
present it is a very important industry on the islands. The
lilies were grown for the bulbs until about five years ago
when growers began to send the buds or flowers here, and
they are coming in increased quantities every year. The
outlook is very favorable this season, as Easter does net come
until April 14, which is three weeks later than last year, and
this will allow the lilies te mature more, and will cause a
larger quantity te be marketable while the probable warmer
weather, especially while the flowers are in transit, would
allow them to arrive in very fine condition. This, (f course,
would weaken prices, and bence the forming of a combination
te restrict prices by curtailing shipnents. Fortunately for
the lovers of these flowerc one of the largest growers lolds
ont against the combine and as there has been fully as much
box material imported into Bermuda as in previeus years,
lily importers claim there will be. no scarcity of lilies, and
that the supply here will doubtless be largertlian last year.
At any rate, New York dealers are taking orders at the saine
prices as last year, $2.75 to $3.00 par case, holding about five
dozen buds, to be delivered from any steamer after Marci 20.
The lilies are hardy and keep in good condition about two
weeks or longer if properly taken care of. By cutting a
small portion off the stem and placing the buds in a warin
light room in lukewarm water with a little salt added, the
buds-will develop and open very quickly, and if the buds are
Iept in cool water in a dark room they will keep closed a
long time. Whon the lilies have been exposed to frost dealers
advise putting the box in cold water a short tie before un-
packing.

THE OURRANT MARKET.
The currant market ai Pattas lias beau excite d aud opera-

tions have taken place daily at advancing rates, until the
price of Provincial in cases and bags, which stood a montlih
ago at 5s 6d f.o.b., and 14 fr., c.i.f., bas been raised te ls
f. o.b., and 25 fr., c.i.f., Odessa, respectively. All this is due
entirely to a strong denand from Russia, -whicb bas now
suddenly becone one of the largest importers of currants,
and bids fair, by consuning the annual surplus of crop over
what is required for eating purposes, to bring the currant
trade back te its former flourishing condition. Already con-
fidence bas been fully restored ; growers, instead of pressing
sales, are holding their fruifirmly iln the hope of further in.
provement, and, speaking generally, everyone is now looking
forward to " good times." The suddenness of the Russian
denmand is apparent from the following figures: From crop
Of 1892 they took 596 tons; and in 1893, 9,887 tons, mostly
taken during the spring of 1894i. From crop 1894 the slip-
iments have already reached 19,127 tons, 4,000 tons are ship-
ping anid held for immnediate shipmnent, considerable quan-
tities bave been sold for future shipaent, and it looks as if
beast portion of remaining stock would go te saine destination.
Market is firin at the equivalent of lOs Od f.o.b., half-cases
Provincial, or say 24 fr., c.i.f., Odessa ; but Russian buyers
for the present will iiot pay over 23 fr. c.i.f. The Continental
and English mnarkets have followed the advauce ; but the
United States, whici wili require somie 4,000 te 5,000 tons,have net bought anytliing lately.

COD-LIVER OIL.
There are tvo very strong features in the Norwegian cod-

liver oil situation which should strengthen the market for
Newfoundland oil. The first is that all cables point to the
fact that there is a real failure in the Lofoden catch up to
the present moment, and in the second place all the surplus
stock on this continent lias been bouglît up by London and
Haiburg dealers and is being actually re-shipped to Europe.
It therefore seems reasonable to suppose that if manufac-
turers in Norway had oil te dispose of, these buyers would
not come here te seek supplies, and it appears a strong indi-
cation that extreme prices will probably rule this year. Of
course, the month of March is well knowi te yield the great
bulk of the crop, but if the fishing in January and February
lias proved a failure, March nay also be a failure, and in any
case, under the most favorable circumnstances, cannot yield
enough oil to malte up the deficiency caused by the previous
shortage. Ainerican consumers and dealers have mostly re-
frained from buying, preferring to take the chance of an im-
provement in the fishing, but if their expectations are net
realized, they will rush in te buy, put the market up on
themselves, and lead to a general 'boom' in the article. Re-
lief cannot be expected from Newfoundland, for that market
is cleaned up already on London orders. Quotations for
Lofoden oil are nominal, and depend altogather on the
liolders' faith in the future.

THE LIFTY-THIRD CONGRESS.
The fifLy-third Congress of the United States sank into

well merited oblivion on Monday last, and the business coin-
mnunity will breathe more freely now that Washington lias
ceased to be the focus of a political unrest that lias kept the
wliole country in a state of apprelhension and suspense. The
air is now cleared from the faver of political strif a. For a
time at all events, the progress of trade will be unclecked by
the fear of unwise lagislation, and it is net too much to hope
that the resumption of activity will be more pronounced now
that. the dread of silver monometallism is remnoved for a
while.

All that the past Congress can point to as justifying ils
existence is its repeal of the purchase clauses of the Sherman
Silver Act, and its passage of the emasculated Wilson tariff
bill. It lias persistently blocked the efforts of the Cabinet te
give the country a sound system of currency. It bas coin-
pelled the increase of the national debt by over $160,000,000,
and i lias loft behind it a record for legislative obstinacy and
incapacity that it is to be hoped will never again be equalled
in the history of the United States.

THE HOME SAVINGS & LOAN 00.
In spite of the abundance of money seeking safe employ-

ment during the past year the report presented at the 16th
annual meeting of the Home Savings & Loan Co. of Toronto,
is a fairly properous one., The profits of the year, added to
the premiu received on the new issue of stock, enabled the
management to pay dividends to the extent of $13,359, add
$10,000 to the reserve fund, and place an additional $5,000 in
the contingent fund. The company las now a reserve of
$185,000 and a contingent fund of $8,000, and as the deposits
in it now ainount to nearly two millions of dollars it is evi-
dont that the public have full confidence in its managemnenît.

" UNGEDULID."
Some shareholders in the Citizens Ins. Co., which our

readers mnay renember was rather quietly absorbed soime two
years ago by the Guardian Ius. Co. at the saine time that the
manager, Mr. E. P. Heaton, prudently transferred his alle-
giance from the one to the othier, are beginning te feel in-
patient about their property for which it was bruitêd about
at the time they would probably receive some 37 per shiare.
We learn that a meeting of the Ci tizens' sharholiders will
shortly be called for the purpose of giving expression to their
feelings in the matter.

The natinal meeting of the Eastern Assurance Compaty took
place at Ualifax on the 28th ulto. It; would 'secmi that ithe
ilcomne for thle year j liad unidergonte a sensible redcittion,
due, doubtless, to the discontinuatnce of certain re-insurance
treaties which had contributed largely to the premitum receipts
of previouis years. Thougi, at lirst, !a soure( of substantial
profit, these liad subsequnctiy develped disappointingly,
entailing lasses which necessitatud an inroad on the reserve
fund ta the extent of $37,500, and the Company prudeitiy dcecided
not to renîow the contraicts. Adding tio this that tho Company's
experience for the year forned no xcleption to that of fire oilices
gencrally, and the further fact thatit ls position laid been
ta somte oxtent prejtdiceL by thtie injudicious and infortuinata
uitterances of a few pessimistic shareholders, we find ia coi-
bination of liuiences to which thli rogrettable outcomi of the
ycar's work can be easily traced. In a spirit of hopefulniess,
engendered by confidence in the manaageaent, and a belief that
the elements of success arc still within the Companay's grasp, the
shareliolders decided by a large majority to continue operations
and to apply for permission ta reduce the capital stock fromt
$1,000,000. ta $OO,000., and also to lop 01 i front the paid Up capital
the sun of $50,000 which is more titan the impairment. It pro-
poses l keeping witit the policy adopted elsiwiere to curtail iLs
operations in cite or two iprofitable districts. It is claimed that
the last year showed a profit of 4 per cent. on the paid
up capital, exclusive óf interest front investments. This
would seein ta point to a state of things wlici gives a
promise, if not a guarantee that a good aind safo business
can be retainied and gradually extended to proportions whiclh
wvill compensate ail concerned for any discouraging features that
aiay have lately eiairacterized lthe history of a conmnny which
lias ils supporters and its well-wislhers throughout the Dominion.
It is not believed that any stand against the prposed reductioi
will bo taken by any tiane policy-holders in the Company.

The sixteenth annual general meeting of the shareiolders of

The secretary read the notice calling the meeting. The minutes
of the last annual general meeting, leld 15th Febrnary, 1894,
were, upon motion to that effect, taken as read, and were cou-
firmed.

The secretary tien read the annual report and financial state-
nient, as under:

Tli~idir.ectors beg to subiit the sixteenti annual report, wNith
accompatying finaicial statenents, showing the resuilt of the
companiiy's business for the year, ended 31st December, 1894, and
its position aon that day.

The year just closed tias been reatrkable for the abondance of
money, both private as well as public funds, seeking safe eut-
ploynment, being largely in excess of the good inîvestmnents airer-
ing. The consequence of this was a very considerabie redtction
in the raties of interest obtainable, and greater ditliculty in placing
mtoney.

After paying and providing for two half-yearly dividends, at
the rate of seven per cent. per anaomai, and paying all expenses.
ineludinîg salaries, printing, idvîertising, auditors' les, and ail
commUnissions on loans, and providing for directors' compensation,
tliere reiained a nt prolit of $8,670.27. Ta this is to be added
$1,002.43, balance profit and loss account, and $6,250, premiutis
received on new issue or stock, Iaatkintg in all 815,928.70. O this
sut $10,000 is added to tle reserve fund, $5,000 atdded to the
contimgent accouait, and the balance, $928.70 placed at the credit
of profit and loss accouit.

The reserve fund lias now reacied the sum of $185,000, and
there stands at credit of the contingent aîccount ,z8,000.

Dturinîg the year the mortgage loais fell off $30,535; loains an
collaterals increased $120,799.7, and deposits iicreased $100,-
160.26.

The further issue and allotmenlt of two thousanîd five lutndred
shares of the capital stock of the company, for whicih authority
was given at the tast anual meeting, was made during the year,
and ail taken utp, and the first cali of 10 per cent. paid in. Tite
subscribed capital is now $2,000,000.

In comnmon witi the banks and loan companies generally, a re-
duIction in the rate of interest paid for deposits las been made,
taking ellect fron Jantary Ist, 1895-the rate paid hy the con-
pany from that date being 3½ per cent. instead of 4 per cent. as
ornerly.
All of which is respectfully submitted.

Mann, R udolph Forgot, V. S. Evans, A. Turcotte, A. W. Steven-
son, W. St. Onge, Louis Armstrong, Charles Whittiman, John

In opening the meeting Mr. Grenier remarked that in accor-
dance withî precelent, though, perhaps, it was halrdly a law, he
would talke the chair, if that were the will of Ilte stockholders,
and Mr. Bousquet would aIct as secretary.

THE RIIESIDENT'S ADDIEss.

Mr. Grenier, in noving the adoption of the reports of the
directors and auditors, said : It wouîld be useless for me ta enter
into details or go into long discussion, because as business men
yout know the position of the country just as well as any one of
the directors Although we have been privileged by Providence
in that business lias not been so bad in our country as in tle
the iighboring Republic, and, indeed, almnost aIll over the vorld,
yet we Iliso are passing through a little crisis. I hope that in the
spring things will improve, but until the Governmnent have de-
cided what is to bc done, I thiînk a certain amount of depression
will be felt in the city of Montreal and throughout the Dominion.
The report of the directors speaks for itself. Thougli we have
not made iucli progress, yet we have made saine. The profits
are $7,000 more than last year, The percentage is 9 as against
9 last year. That is not a very great improvement, but it is an
imiprovenent, and the stockholders are certainlv justilied in ex-
pecting that our progress will he muci greater next year, if busi-
ness improves. When we met in March of last year, this build-
ing was very far from being comnpleted. It is now completed, as
you. see ; it looks exceedingly ice, and I thinik it !S a credit ta
the stockholders as well as the directors. (Ilear, hear). Every.
one of the stockholders who bas visited the building, and even
strangers froni America and elsewhere are delighIted with it.
Last year I told you that I expected that the revenue from the
rents of the building would pay 4 per cent. on the capital in-
vested and give us the bank premises free. At the beginning of
May we had only about one storey rented, but we made progress
in June, July and August, se that by the end of the year we had
thrce storeys let out of live. We have now only aboutone storey
unrenteçi, and we have applications for it. I hope by the first of
May nextI overy part of the building will be rented. My pro-
phecy of last year that the rental would give us four per cent, on
the capital invested and the bank free will, I tlink, be fulfllled,
and if we realize that, it will, I think, be a very good investmnent
for the stockholders. This year the net revenue from the builid-
ing, after paying all expenses, is $5,202, a little over 2 per cent,
on the capital invested, but when you take into consideration lie
fact that we have only had one half of it rented for the whole
year youi will sec that I an justifled in what I said a year ago,
that the stockholders will get 4 per cent. on the capital invested
and have tic bank free. When we realize that I think we shall
have done well. I hope that any of the stockholders who have
net paid a visit te the bank will look througli after the meeting
is over, and I am sure we shall be very happy te show thein
round. I move the adoption of the report (seconded by Mr.
Brushi), and shall be pleasei te answer any questions. Mean-
while Mr. Bousquet will, perhaps, say a few words.

àKR. 310UsQUET's RELviEw.

Mr Bousquet: f will simply add a few remarks by way of
supplement te what the prosident has said, as I do not intend te
miake any retrospect of the commercial situation of 1894, as I
used to fornerly.
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To say that 1894 hias been a period of depression ln trade and
industry is ta' say what overyone knows fron personal ex-
perience.

The trade of the Dominion, in comnon vith that of ail other
countries, hias sustained of late a check. The movement of mer-
chandise has not cnlarged this year, while the bane of falling
prices in imany important commodities lias discouraged ventures
that otherwise would have been undertaken, and rendered re-
turns tu producers less profitable,

After the commercial disturbances of 1893 in the United States,
which redlected to soue extent on Canada, it would have been un-
reasonable to expect that 1894 would display buoyancy, but at
lIeast, oe would have been justified !is supposing that the year
would be a period of decided recuperation and recovery. This
it has not been ; on the contrary, the prostration of industrial in-
terests becamue deeper and more pronounced as the year pro-
gressed.

I do not imean ta recall in detail and give a summary of the
facts and conditions which have tended to disturb and suppress
industrial novements during the year, but after considering the
terrible strain endured in every line of business, the thouglht will
find gencral expression amongst our shareholders that the results
obtained.are not nearly as bad as the year's advent prepared the
public to anticipate.

Conducting banking business amid such aggravated circuin-
stances and restrainlng influences eau lead but in ane direction,
snaller profits and heavy lasses ; of course sucli results are not
encouraging.

To interpret our report correctly the constitution of the field
of our operations must, I repeat, be recalled and the strain those
events have caused be borne in mind.

When sô considered no aie can hesitate te accept the statement
as satisfactory.

The energy of the president, directors and managers is, of
course, as a natural consequence of the responsibilities of their
duties, devoted to the legitimate advancement, progress and de-
velopuient of the affairs of this institution. No opportunity lias
been lost by thein of making any step forward, in the way of
business accommodation, extension of commercial relations and
othser facilities ta the trade auxiliary to imîprovement in view of
putting this bank on a standing equal to the requirements of its
customers.

I am glad to state that, as a result of their endeavors, our busi-
ness has increased matcrially during the year, and a number of
depositors and new accounts have been added ta our list so that
our deposits stand $6,G23,93G.al.

The public deposits rose $710,327.92; those on denand decreas-
ing $287,599.72 ; and those after notice increasing $997,927.04;
the latter doubtless being froi the savings departinent inaugu-
rated in our new promises which has proved ta be a success and
so far reacied beyond our expectations.

The increase in Our advances is due chiefly te the acquisition
of-commercial accounts at agencies and here, and these accounts
have undoubtedly been acquired througli the business facilities
and commercial opportunities we can now allord ta give ta the
public. Of course in banking to-day like every other business
competition lias set in and we cannot expect any imiprovenent or
increase of transactions, if we are net in a position ta grant equal
advantage w'ith our competitors.

The circulation, it will be observed, was at the close of last
montl, just 8 p.c. less than at the corresponding period a year
ago ;.a decline not greatly, if at ail, out of proportion te the fail
in prices af staple articles, leaving tie inference to be drawn
tiat in point of volume, at any rate, the trade of this bank lias
not been diinisisied.

Special attention has also been given during the year to the
extension of comnmercial relations ; it is a pleasure for me to
state that we have lately completed agreements with foreign
bankers which enable us to float Government bonds and city de-
boutures on the Englisih miarket, witi as much chance of success
as any other institution, and in fact during last year we have
effected several large loanîs and sales with benefit.

Hence it is gratifying ta b in a position, after such a year of
general depression, tu state ta the shareholders that as a result
of our endeavors, we have in almost everyrespect gained ground,
that the general statement shows an increase of deposits and
advances ta the publie, while the earnings have netted 9,9 per
cent., whichi may be considered a fair result.

Sa far as the comiercial situation of the Dominion is concern-
ed, althougi trade is admittedly quiet, and for a period may con-
tinue ta be restricted mainly ta present wants, we have every
reason ta believe in a rapid expansion when circuustances and
condisionls warrant. )With the output of forest, farming produce
and sisieries remuaining large, tho export trade vell main-
tained and the domestic business conducted upon prudent
and consOrvastive lines, we have every reason te believe that a
light degree of activity wiil set in atspring especially,

There certainly alto exists actually in Canada a feeling of un-
certaiùty als td'-the future, due to pending elections, The fear of
radical changes is ahvays detrimental ta business, and is a great
inliuence in arresting the wieels of commerce, and while the un-
certainty exists it causes suspense and this in itself causes stag-
nation in ail the departmenits of trade and industry.

But tihe causes of the prosent state of things being removable
by wise governient tisere is good grouind for believing that any
party elected into power will enact industrial legisiation to not
seriously disturb the machinery of our general trade.

TifS DIscussiox.
Mr. Frank F. Gilman Onquired what was incluided in the item

of $280,000 for bank promises. Was it simssply the ieald oflice ?
Mr. Grenier said the Montreal building was put down at $250,-

000. They paid $14,000 for the building at St. Johns, which cost
the Bank of St. Jolhns $25,000 ; and they iad built a very nice
bank at St. Jerome for $16,000.

Mr. Join Morrison thought the only institution to be compared
with this was the Bank of Montreal. The latter's bank premises
stood in its books for five per cent. on its capital, while the
Banque du Peuple's was 25 ; but there was this difference, that
the Banque du Peuple derived a revenue frou its building
whici practically gave it the bank premises fre, while its Bank
of Montreal drew no revenue.

Mr. A. W. Stevenson said the statement was very satisfalctory,
and the stockholders iad every confidence in the management.
Mr. Bousquet's well known ability Made iim very uinch sought
after for outside undortakings, and though Mr. Stevenson did
nt wish to express any censure at ail, ie doubted wvhether it ai-
ways tended ta advance the bank in the estimation of the public.

Mr. Grenier said that the directors lad drawn Mr. Bousquet's
attention ta the matter, and lie had promised ta limit his outside
interests. Tiere could be no question that the bank owed a
great deal ta the intelligence and ability of Mr. Bousquet. Dur-
ing five years, under his management and in the face of severe
competition, it iad made more progress than during tise forty-five
years preceding. (Hear, hear.)

1r. Crawford suggested that it would be a legitimate subject
for the directors ta consider whether the salary paid ta Mr.
Bousquet -was adequate ta lis abilities and the demands made
upon him. ir. Crawford thougi tie dividend was iiglily saîtis-
factory under the circusmstances, and the directors were entitled
ta the best thanks of the stockiolders for the position the bank
occupied to-day. The manager predicted saine years ago that
they would amass gold equal ta 50 per cent. on the paid up capi-
tal, which, in Mr. Crawford's opinion, was quite enoughs for any
well msanaged bank. They had now achieved that, but Mr. Craw-
fard thougit It would be well ta safeguard that by accumulating
a reserve fund for emergencies of 12% per cent. on the paid-up
capital. As a stockiolder he wouild illingly forego ail dividend
over 7 per cent. until that position hîad been arrived at. He be-
lieved lie expressed the feelings of every stockiolder in saying
that ho was abundantly satisfied with the past Management of
the bank, and hîad every confidence for the future, so long as the
president and manager remained at thoir posts.

The report was adopted.
On the usotion of Mr. J. Y. Gilmour, seconded by Mr. Craw-

ford, Messrs. P. P. Martin, Nolan de Lisle and L. Armstrong were
re-elected auditors.

TUE AUDITORS' TESTIFY.

Mr. deLisle, in acknowledging the compliment, said thgy had
gone with very great care into the examination of the assets of
tielbankand the lines of discount granted. They suggested the
reduction of certain accounts, and they had found that sugges-
tions made by them the previous year had been faithfully carried
out. Every document and detail they had asked for had been
placed at their disposai wi thout the sligitest hesitation. They
did not visit the outlying agencies, butthey hsad excellent reports
from the inspector, Mr. Gagnon, who was ta be complimented
upon the admirable manner in which lie exposed his accounts.
At first the auditors thought saine of the accounts wore very
large and oughit ta be curtailed ; but on consulting Mr. Gagnon's
reports they found they were the very best accounts in the
towns where their agencies were situate, and they decided ta
leave them alone. me aiof the agencies had gained public con-
fidence ta such an extent that the deposits wero equal ta the
discounts needed, so that thore was no noed ta send capital from
Montreal ta conduct lie business of the branci. The deposits
had increased considerably, and none of the agencies had suffer-
cd any serions loss. The whsole of the losses had been rubbsd
off, and the iet' profit on the balance sheet wa3 absolutely
clear. Everything iad been balanced up, and thougi there
migit, of course, be lasses which they could not foresee in the
$7,000,000 hais li books, sa far the losses had been very small.
Mr. deLisle expressed his satisfaction at the introduction of new
blood ta the bank in the persan ofj Mr. T. Prefontaine, who had
been a valuable acquisition ta the directorat.e.

Mr. L. Armstrong said:-I fully endorse the speech of my
colleague, the previous speaker, in regard ta our work in the
audit of the affairs of our bauk and the satisfactory exhibite
placed before us by the general manager, and only desire ta ex-
tend on his remarks ta further emphasiza the satisfaction afford-
ed by the returns of the inspector, Mr. Gagnon. Those docu-
monts bear on their face the character of careful scrutiny and
overhauling of the business, in the frank, open and clear exposi-
tion of its features. We were not ouly pleased and satisfled ta
find every item iu the general statements ai the agency depart-
ment, substantiated witi full detail in subsidiary statemente
carefully prepared ; but also with able documents, annotations
and suggestions. The method of Mr. Gagnon eavors of frank
and honest dealings with lis subjects, and suggests full confi-
dence in his reports, which we have pleasure in endorsing.

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BOILER INSURANCE
An engineering insurance coinpany in

England lias recently mtade public somte
interestiig figures concerning the causes
or accident tO engines and hoilers. During
the past year the company found Qita 33
per cent of the accidenits to the boilers li-
sured in their comnpanty were owning to
weakness, fauilty construction, and bad
workimanship ; 27 per cent were due to
purely accidental cause; and only 12 per
cent were the result o' carelessnless or
owners or attendants. hlie great mtajority
of the accidents were owing ta hlie failuire
of spur gearing and to defects in valves and
valve gear. A large numrnber, however,
were due tu diefective colinnits, bed plates,
and pLdestals, and to the failire ai screws,
bolts, cotters, andstraps. The company ield
in all somte 40,000 boiler inspections, and
those led to te discovery of 575 cases of
defective grooving, Plu fractures and blist-
ers, 150 sIlety valves dangeroutsly overload-
cd, and 175 vater gauges out ofortetr. The
report finally states that otut of ntearly 1,000
boilers fouidi to reqiire iimiediatLe atten-
tioi, a great nany wouild have been rn
without repair iuntil they hal exploded.
