THE ATTACKI ON THE BUIDGET.
The lapse of a week between the delivery of the

Budget Speech and the opening of the Opposition at-
taek ,whieh ocurred this year, is not likely to occur
again, as it will not be agreeable to any Finance
Minister. Bolth the speeches of the H-on. Mr. Foster
and of Sir Charles Tupper showed signls of far more
careful preparation than cnu be given when the leaders
of the Opposition bave to offer their criticismns prompt-
ly after the Budget Speech has beei delivered. At the
same time it would be better for soine delay to occur to
afford time for a careful study of the Budget.- The
usual customî of replying to the Budget immediately
leaîds to the practice of such reply being to a very
large extent irrelevant, as it munst lave been prepared
in ignorance of what is stupposed to be replied to.
1ence replies to Budget speeches are rarely ought else
tlhan-an arraignment of tie general policy of the Gov-
ernient, the Budget itself being treated somiewhat as
.a side issue. Mr. Foster openîed his-attaek by object-
ing to the reduetion of ýthe rate of interest on Gov-
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erntent deposits. He considers it "a wise pohcy to
give lenders in Canada a slightly higher rate than was
paid to outside lenders." As lie offered no argument
in defence of this ve cannîot follow his reasoning, but
we regard it as unwise for a Governiment .to give a
bonus to depositors to any 'extent. Governnits are
trustees of the whole public, and as such it is their
duty to obtain wlhat funds they ieed as cheaply as
possible. The day is past when thrift needs to be en-
couraged by the Government, and as the banks now
afford every facility for placing small sums on deposit,
the usefulness of Governmnent Savings Banks is not as

great as it once was. Turning fromt this topie to a
teview of the pledges given by nembers of the. Gov-
eranent when in Opposition to reduce the public ex-
penditure, Mr. Foster was on firmer .ground for his
attack. He said :

" Look at the total taxation of the people of Canada
for Federal purposes. From 1892 to 1896 it averaged
yearly-$27e/10;000, in 1896-97 it was $28,648,620; in 1898
the estimate was $29,000,000, and .in 1899 the estimate
was $29,500,000; that is in 1899 it would be $1,800,000
greater than in 1896-97. The total revenue for these
years would show the following as the receipts of the
Government : Average from 1892 to 1896, $36,400,000;
S896-97, $37,800,000; 1897-98, estinated at $37,300,000;

1899, estimated at $4O,000,000, an increase of about
four millions of dollars."

He analysed the rates on imports, from which lie
found that the reduction hal only been 45 100ths, or
less than balf, of one per cent. He gave an array of
figures to show that the expenditures of the Govern-
ment were in excess of those which they had once de-
nounced as extravagant and dangerous. The ex-
Finance Minister made a telling attack on the
Administration for the lack of consistency between
the repeated pledges given to reduce the expenditure
by several millions of dollars, and the course it had
adopted by which the expenditures liad been increased.
The changes made in the Tarill regarding preferential
trade camne in for sarcastic criticism, as did also the
failure of the Government to secure reciprocity with
the States. To-day, said Mr. Poster, " we have a
higher tarif against Caniadian goods entering the
United States tian at any time uider conservative
rule." But for this we cannot hold the Government
responsible, as they had done nothing to provoke the
States into raising the duties on Canadian prôduets.
Mr. Foster condenned the preferential clauses of the
Tarif as having been granted without any reciprocal
concessions.

together moreclosely 'ihen it was all give on one side,
and nothing on the other." It will be generally ad-
mitted, even by his political opponents, that Mr. Fos-
ter's summing up of'his objections to the preferential
tariff was masterly; h said:

"Not only did Canada not gain anything by lier
preferential policy, but sie had antagonized the out-
side world by the wiping out of the favored nation
treaties. That policy muiglit sound very -well, but it
did nothing more thîan enlarge and intensify comupeti-
tion against the home manufacturer without givinig
hm any corresponding advantage either in the extent
of his market or the condition of trade."

While this may be admitted so far as any prescut
"corresponding advantages" go, we have hopes that

-the course adopted by Canada will have a strong in-
fluence over the future policy of Great Britain in in-
ducing some practical acknowledgmnent to be made of
the-liberality of Canada, by whicli some "correspond-
ing advantage" will, in the future be enjoyed by this
'country. At this point Mr. Poster left attacking the
Budget Speech to turn his artillery fire upon the Gov-
ernment for its policy in regard to the Druinond
County Railway; the Yukon railway contract; the non-
imposition of an export duty on logs; and negleet of
the mining interests of British Columbia.

Sir Richard Cartwright in reply pleaded that the per-
manent expenditure had been raised so higli by the
Conservatives that "tittle was left to eut down." Ue
also alleged that the increase of expenditure con-
plained of, had been caused by rental to Grand Truuk
Ry., Yukon outlays, and cost of extending the Inter-
colonial to Montreal. Hle defended reducing the in-
terest on deposits as a step taketi in behalf of the
farming and commercial classes.

Sir Charles Tupper then opened his battery, and
kept up his attack on thçGoveriment with marvellous
*energy, recalling his best days by its vigour and in-
cisiveness. fHe denounced the preferential tarili as "a
deception upon the British public," and declared that
"its efct was pro-Americai instead of pro-Britishi. [t
is not a British tarift, havinig preferential features in
it, for it provides for increased taxatioin, and the result
lias been a large diminution in the imports from Eng-
land." l support of this Sir Charles quoted the new
duties imposed in 1897 on a nunber of articles ii ported
front Great Britain iipon which the inposts were
lieavier than before the pîreferenlce was granted to
British goods.This ivilI not apply lowever wlien tht.
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preference is increased in Jul -next. Sir Charlesfex-
pressed a hope tbt a large addition itf-the Budget
Spech wouIld be isstiéd snd distribüted " ail ov-or
Canaria for the resion' tliat- no speech was ever made.
by any man on the fidor Of tiis Iduse, io speech Pan
e3ver l made and no act ever accotnplisiéd that wiill
dh:mn thiis Governient as that speech *ben examined
by the people.''

'lhe speehes of Sir Charles Tupper and the Hon. G.
E. Foster will rank amongst their best displays of Par-
liamentary eloqulîence for brilliant invective, incisive
sarc'sn, and political criticisn. Sir Richard Cart-
wright vhen on the défensive is soinewhathandicapped,
as his great powers as a speaker shine most in attack.
\,\ielther the vigorous denunciation of the Government
for ifs alleged inconsistency in maintaining large ex-
pudit.ures; its erroneons reading of international
treiatieu; ils iistaken confidence in Anierican good-will;
and its granting tariff-preferences without any recipro-
cal colncessions, will bave any effect upon the electorate
is lhowever a 'tvestion. which can only be answered at
the next Uînera1 Election.

THE POSTM ASTER GENERAL'S REPORT.

'The Report of the Postnaster General relates to a
service which, of ail others, is inost intimately related
to the general business of the country. It is the only
one the business of which is done by the Government
for the public that is wholly in the hands of the Gov-
erinent. The Postal service is really a commercial
enterprise carried on as a nonopoly by the Gov-
eriient, which enjoys the exclusive right to receive
letters fron the public, and distribute theni as ad-
dressed, for legally fixed rates of remuneration. We
niaturally therefore look to the Report of this depart-
mnitt for a more complete exhibit of its business trans-
actions and affairs than is expected from other branches
of tlie piublic service. The Post Olfice Report usually
mieels this expectation by presenting such a Yolumnin-
ois mass of statisties as are enough to satisfy the
greediest appetite for figures. As few care to wade
through such elaborate stateiieits, while to most per-
sons the work of the Post Office is interesting and in-
structive, when read with care,we will present lie sali-nt
fetmires of tc Report, with such comparisons as may
be found of interest as a picture of one aspect of the
business and social life of Canada.

THE PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE RL. CUBA.
Thé nessage of President McKinley addressel to

Congress on the 11th inst. in regard to the Cuban dis-
pute, is a carefully prepared statemeht of the conditions
which have led-up to the present crisis, with a soledule
of the requiremuents which the government regard as
essential:to the restoration of peaceful relations he-
tween the States and Spain.

This momentous message is one of a long li.st of
presidential mianifestoesrelating t Cuba, for tiere lias
been friction more or less between Spain and the States
over that island since the intervention of the lili.i]tc
was sought in 1822 to assist the pëople il throving
off the yoke of Spain. That desire and mnovenients ià
iuspired have been chronic sitnce the days*of President
Monroe, Vho declined to give any aid or eomtenance
to C nban disaffeetion. Since then there hILS been
narked sympathy with Cuban, rebels continnously
shown by the Deiocratic party in the States, who
have given material assistance to the anti-Spntish
party. In 1875 the Government of Spain was warned
by thé U. S. President that "the disastrous andi de-
structive conflict" going on in Cuba called for foreignx
interference. Spain took the hint and staved of in-
terference by taking steps which led to tho pacification
of Cuba, though the spirit of rebelliîi owas nîot crushied,
being iept alive by the grave disàbilities under which
the islanders suffered owing to the enorlous debt
avlich had been piled up, and by the refusal of Spain
to give sucli a tariff as the Cubans'needed. It is k nown
also that a "Free Cuba" party had becomé established in
the States, consisting of rich Cubens and some Spaniards,
who were strongly infected with aîiti-monarcical ideas.
By this party thedisaffected iii Ouba- vere eñîcouraged
to keep up their revolutionary agita:tion by supplias of
arims and noney. Outbreaks haviiïg again occurred a
message vas sent to Congress by President Cleveland of
which -the recent one by Mr. MeinliBys an echo with
variations.

In the message just submitted to Congress the neces-
sity for interference witli Cuban -affairs is declared to
be "te enormous-lOsses to Auer.ican trade and coin-
merce causedby, the insurrectious in tiat island, whiclh
have caused. irritation,annoyance and disturbarce
am'ong out'citizens andI lb< the exercise of crue] bar-
barbus and uncivilized ïréctices of warfare, shocked
the.sensibilities ahd offn.&d tbhhumane sympathies
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of our people." 'Iese thenes the President expands,.
iii order to enphasize the one relating -to ·the injuries
doue to Anerican trade by- the -disturbed state.of.Cuba
w here Aierican capital las beei largely -sacrificed.. A
powerfully drawn indictmnent follows. whiéh charges
Spainî witli earrying On, '1 not civilized wariare but a
war of extermination' The President:then detÛils the
negotiatiuiis with Spain for a cessation of the war by
an armistice. The reply of Spain is no regarded as
satisfactory. The piti ani substance of this historie
message are found iii the following passage :

"The long trial has proved that the object for which
Spain lias vaged war cainnot be attained. The fire of
insurrection iay flame or uay sioulder with vRrying
reasons, but it lias-not been, and it is plain that it eau-
not be, extinguislhed by present nethods. The only hope
of relief and repose froi a condition Vhicli canntI
longer be endured is the enforced pacification of Cuba.
li Lhe naime of humnanîity, in the naine of civilization,
iii behalf of ndangered Aierican interests, which give
us the riglit and the dutiy to speak and act, the war in
Cuba i ust stop.!.

" The war in, culm must stop" is the ultiniatun of
the United States, and the President having niade this
miomientous declaration concludes by asking power
fron Congress to " use the military and naval forces of
the United States as mnay be necessary for that pur-
pose." As ve go to press the war cloud is becoming
more indicative of a storin being about to break ont
vith all its terrors and horrors. Both Seniate and
Congress have declared in favour of measures being at
once taken Le deprive Spain of Cuba by armned interven-
Lion. Vhatever muay be Lhe outcome of war thë path
to it will be incarnadined with the blood of brave men,
and strewn wvith the w recks of treasure wbich neither
ofi the combataits cau spare without serions damage to
their future welfare.

'l'HE MINES OF NOVA. SCOTIA.
Interest, iii the mines of Nova Scotia has. suffered a

partial eclipse ovinmg to the attractions of the Koote-
nay aid Klondike districts. But althougli in precious
ietals the older province is outshone by the newer
regions, the gold mines of Nova Scotia are yielding a
considerable and inereaLsinsg product. Il 1897 the gold
extracteid fron Nova Scotia mines amuounted to 26,570
ounces, wliici is -the largest on record. The Report of
the Departinent of Mines for 1897 states the total yield
of gold fromu the provincial minues fron 1862 to 1896 as
038,322 ounces, the gross value of which was $12,128,-
130. The largest yield was fron the Sherbrooke dis-
trict whicl aggregated a total of 123,323 ounces, value
at $2,343,154. The total days' labor expended upon the
production of 20,571) ounces of gold was 207,255 days,
vlich gives au average of 7 days for each ounce.

The yield of iroi ore last year was 44,146 tons, of
gypsumi, 125,000 tons, limnestone 25,000. The universal
wealth of Nova Scotia consists however principally in its
splendid coal deposits. Last year the production of coal
vas 2,320,916 tous. Of this quantity 768,656 ton

woere shipped to Montreal, 20,878 tto Sorel, 8,958 to
Thiree Rivers and 122,71 . to Quebec. To the United
States there was exported 106,279 tous, a much .sialler
quantity than in L896, but exceeding the shipmentsof
the years 1882 to 189b, The repressive effect of a duty

on coal is shown by the shipnents in 1866, whén it en-
tered the States free, having risen to 404,252 tons. Il
1867 the duty was $1.25 which caused the shipinents to
drop to 165,431 in a few years. Were coal again to be
fre of duty the exports to the States would be quad-
rupled. The Intercolonial Raihvay enjoys a great ad-
vantage in being able to obtain its supplies of coal so
economically fromt the Nova Scotia mines, and the dis-
tribution of their products adds considerably to its
freight business.

The garbage
and filth whicih accuiulated during the witer, wlich
was hidden fromu view by siow, are nOw exposed, and
the warn air is drawing ont exhalations from these
putrid heaps, ivhich will bring desolatioti to manrv a-
home by spreading diseases of a pectliarly distressing
and fatal kind. Muchi of the lassitude and below par
feeling which are generally attributed to the incoming
of milder weather, are really only symptois of blood

poisoning by the fouil vapour thrown -off fron lanes
covered with putrefaction. Through these pestilential
sources of disease, there are nlow stalking Scarletina,
Typhoid and tleir congeners, seeking victins who all
unconsciously becone tleir prey. I:las the stait of
-ealth Department been prostrated, or are the saii-
tary officials asleep ? Their responsibilities at present
are very serions. Neglect may develop an epidemuie.
The work of cleansing lanes should be prosecuted at
once and with all possible thoroughness.

THE CANADIAN MîANUFACTURERS' ASSOCIATION.
The 23rd annual meeting of the above important associa-

tion was held at Toronto on the 12th insi:, President Karn
being in the chair. The following gentlemen were elected
officers of the association for the ensuing year :-President,
John F. Ellis; first vice-president, James Kendry, M.P.,
second vice-president, P. W. Ellis; treasurer, George Booth;
secretary, J. J. Cassidey. The President delivered the an-
nual address which was a businesslike and thoughtful review
of the situation fronm the manufacturers' standpoiht. fie
stated the objects of the organization ta be the promotion of
whatever legitinately tends to the developnent and welfare
of Canadian industries. The following are brief extracts
from President Karn's address

"The manufacturing industry of our country is probably
the miost important factor in the developnent and opening'
up of the vast resources that are stored in . abundance
througlout tiis Canada of ours, and I will venture the as-
sortion that there is no country in the world to-day that lias
the unlimited resources thsat Canada lias to supply materials
of every description and kind, for its manufacturing indus-
tries. We have reason to believe that muanufacturers as well
as ail other classes of business have entered upon more pro-
gressive and prosperous times, whicli we are pleased to
recognize. Ile abundant blessing of Divine. Providence
has been present in a muarked uanner-the bountiful bar-
vest surpassing ail former years, with in6reased prices, bas
been one of the chief factors in restoring confidence. This
lias caused ai increased demand for manufactured goods,
thereby m1îakling it possible for nanufacturing industries ta
largely increase their output. It is a matter of congratula-
tion that the most of our manufacturing establisbments
were able to work continuously during the past yeuar, and
mtiany of the products Of themîs are finding profitablemarkets
throughout the various countries of the ivorld. This fact
should bu of interest and pride Io ail Canadians."

The President:expressed satisfaction at, the reasonable
amount of protection now enjoyed so that political strife ovei'
this question had prautically ceased. ie condemned the
long credit system and advised an organized moýement ta
restrain the evil. 'T be meeting passed êesolutions adverse ta
any tariff preferences béing given to any colony' unless it
gave reciprocal privileges, and urging the Governsment to se-

fure reciprocal concessions from the mother country a early
as possible,

PROPOSED W AR. TAX ON TEA IN U. S.

The antiOipation of War is'eausing attention to be paid to
the sources froni wlicli the revenue of the United States
could. be increased to meet the large expenditures vhich hos-
tilities would involve. Aimongst these sources a war tax on
tea seems t> be probable; sutliiently so to have affeteda the
tea market, reêent advances in prices obtained at tea auction
salés laving rangedfromn 1 to 2 cents.' The duty proposed is
regarded with somte favour by importers and wholesale
dealers, as its effect would be to put a fu*rther restriction
upon the entrance of -spurious and deleterious qualities,
which, since the law enacted last May went into operation,
have ben -iuch reduced. [ It is held by the trade that
although that.law has had a fair imeasure of success, it has
not-been as effective as a daty on tea, which would check
importatioh of a low grade which only just goes above the
Governnent standard. A duty of 20 or 25 cents per pound
would certainly bu too heavy ta be borne by the cheapest
grade&, 'o that the.effeet of the proposed duty would be to
enhance prices and raise the standard of ail the tea consumed.
Should the proposed duty bu levied at an early date there
can bu nio large importations in advance to escape the new
duiy, a.I a month or six weeks musL elapse before supplies of
new leas cati be imported fromi Japan and China. The
stocks now on band are known to be small, which is regarded
as indicating a favourable time for imposing a duty. A
war tax on tea will enhance the domestic expenses of every
family in the States, and so bring hone to the people at
large a tesson on the econonics of war which will have a
wholesome effect.

A GREAT IMPROVEMENT IN OCEAN STEAMSHIP
SERVICE.

One of the most disagreeable features of the passenger
service of ocean steamers leaving this port, has been the
necessity of travellers going on board the night before sail-
ing and spending a night in a berth while the vessel remain-
ed in port. The discoinfort of this arrangement bas ever
been a ground for complaint, as it suemed so needtess for
passengers to pass a whole night on a steamer while tied up
at a wharf. This practically lengthened the voyage by one
niight, au important consideration in these days of rapid
travelling. The object was ta secure ail the daylight pos-
sible when passing down the river, ta secure whicl the
ocean steamers have bean accustomed ta leave this port at
daybreak. What with the exitenent of enbarking; of
getting comfortably fixed for the night; the continuous
noises ineident to a vessel - about leaving- port
and the disturbance caused by one getting under
weigh, the passengers usually passed a more or
less sleepless night, which was not a good prepara-
tion for a trip. The Messrs. Allan have decided ta
reform, this altogether. Their steamers will in future leave
this port 't 9 a.m., so that passengers inay go aboard between
7. a.in. and that hour. This w-ill enable strangers in the city
ta pass a pleasant night with friends, or at their hotel, or
they need not arrive in the city until the inornhig they em-
bark, the train service enabling those from Nev York, Bos-
ton, Toronto and other points, to leave those places on the
previous evening. Passengers fron the Western States will
thus be saved twenty-four hours. By this admirable change
the friends:of passengers will bu able to see then on board
and witness their departure, a pleasure which ail will keenly
appreciate. - A distinct service has -been doue ta Montreal by
this welcomùe innovation, the initiation of which will add ta
the popularity of the Allan Line.
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SlH AIREIIOL DE RS CA NNOT SUE DIREÙTORS OF AN
INSOLVENT COMPANY.

In the case of Toogood versus the Farmers' Loan Company
the Court bas decided that an individual shareholder cannot
sue the directors or oflicers of a company for misfeasance
and breach of trust. It is not regarded as advisable ta open
the door to wholesale suits of this nature. The winding-up
Act reads : " When in the course of a winding-up of a
company under this act, it appears that any past or present
director, manager, liquidator, receiver, employee or .officer
of such conpany has misapplied or retained in bis own
hands or become liable or accountable for any noneys of the
company or I)eon guilty of any misfeasance or breach of
trust in relation ta tuie company the court may, on the appli-
cation of any liquidator, or of any creditor or contributor of
the company, notwitistanding that the offence is one for
whici the otfender is criminally liable, examine into the
conduCt of sucI direc',tor, manager, liquidator,receiver, officer
or emiployee, and comiiel him to repay any noneys so mis-
applied or retained, or for whihi he as become liable or ac-
countable, together with interest, at such rate as the court
thinks jusi, or to contribute such suns of money ta the assets
of the companty hy way of compensation in respect of such
misaîpication, retntion, misfeasancte or breach of trust, as
the court tiinks fit." 'lie liquidator of the Fariners' Loan
i:as intimîatcdi his intention to prceeed againsf the directors
ana,1 ollicers, S( that actions by sbareholders wvould ba super-
11uous.

'I il PROPERTY CONDITION.

Uno of the oded operators in real estate in this city re-
inarked fo-day thai thera was anything but a irigiht prospect
beforu the leecîd owner.s of house property, indeed lie weut so
far as ta exprebs a, belief tliat a miîild form of the Toronto
trouble was U<ly to LIbe falt liere. The energetic efforts
made to dra .v population to the subuibs is telling on resi-
dential properties within thie City liitîs. One sign of this
is scan in the con<lditiun described by the last iReal Estate
Record which reiarks: "Tire is no speculative demand
wlat.evor, and it is still hard te sali anything unless a pur-
cliaser is ou band wlo wants thi property for actual use."
At the sanie timse we note that the transfers during last
March aggregated $1,457,395, as coipared with $670,671 in
same month last year. We inclinea to thc conviction that
tie properieas miost likely ta suffer are those which have
licou booied for speculative purposes in the suburbs. A
glanco at the class of dwellings whicli have been erected in a
large number of lots outside the city, shows that the owners
iunst be very short of cash, so many of then being very
limnsily built,, and left unfinished long after being occupied.
Investors cannot be too caroful in avoiding the sinking of
noney in vacant suburban lots fromn which a revenue, or a
profit ais re-sale, is problematical.

AMERICAN STEEL ON THE CLYDE.
The reputod sale of a quanîtity of A.merican steel ship plates.

for consumption an the Clyde, l regarded by the Glasgow
//eralid as a "eonsational incident in the Scotch iron market." It
is beyond question that saine American plates have been sold
for delivery in G lasgow, and that more have been offered et a
trille under the current price of'local makers, llow far tiis ray
lie " bluff" says Our Scotch conteniporary, and' how far genuine
btsiness, can hardly lie judged at thi mnioment, but in view of fite
experience of last year thero le lia reason ta doubt ite genulne-
ness. Britisi iii nports, not oly of Aierican pig iron, but aise of
American steel billots, in 1807, wera considerable, and marked the
begining io a uew ara in the Iron and steel trade, It la possible
enough iliat the extent of those importe were exaggerated
for market purposes. It has, for instance, been the current

gossip of the trade that 100,ÇO tons of Ainerican pige were im-
;.orted ioto Liverpool lest year, but, ns a matter, of fact, accord-
ing to the Board of Trade returas, the entire importe of manu-
factured Iron (including bars, bolte, au'd angles) were only
63,139 tons, and of unwrought only 89,0.8 tons. Nevertheleas
Amnerican pige and unwrought steel continue to g. òut-pigs
alone at the rate of from 8,003 te 9,000 tons per month since the
year opened, Now, iL is known that the production of
Americen pig Iron lias been enormously increased,
and will this year exceed in magnitude all previous
recorde. ' It le also known .or etated that the require-
ments of America for finished Iron and steel will this year he
beyond precedent and quite equal ta the absorption of her enor-
mous output of pig iran. Men of experience in the British iron
trade are, of opinion that Anerican iron has come ta stay, and
will continue ta compete In one forai or other according ta teia
circumstaices of the minoment-ono of which, of course, will
always be freigits. IL nay be taken for granted thatl preosent
conditions of production ln Britain &merican pigs cannot be
brought across ta compPre, except when conveyed at a
nominal ballast freight. Yet thore is nothing ta prevent the
shipment of American pigs in the ordinary way of business to
other countries haretofore accustomed ta get their supplies of
pig iron fron the 'United Kingdon. However it may be
looked at Amnerica Is now permanently in the international
market as a competitor for the supply of iron and steel.

GROCERY NOTES.

Speaking of the efforts now being made ta prevent shiprJents
òf currants until the gondsI have been thoroughly cured, it i8
equally desirable that a similar retriction should bo made lu
Smyrna fige, as the desire ta get li tiret gonds here at an early
date often results in the shipinent of inprcperly cured stock,
which gives buyers a flseidea of the character of the outpuit.

Liverpool reports by mail a very quiet market for Brazil ntie,
with retail sales of new Para at 24s, and good Manaos at 288.
Fron the beginning of the sescon ta MarCh 28 Liverpool re-
ceived 551 tons. against 580 tons for the saine period last year.
The arrivais of Valencia raisins in that market froin the begin-
ning of the season ta Marcih 24 were 3,952 toas, an increase cf

The hends of the dIress gooda departmcents in in variouîs job-

bing huses are arranging tor their senl-anitnal toure abroad lin
qiuest of novelties for their fali trade. Prior Lu their departure
they like ta see their stocks reduced ta as smail % compass as
possible. The buyer who is able to handle a good quantity of
merchandise of this sort tinds the dress goods joliber very lenient
in his views as regards values, particIarly at this stage of the
season.

The trend of fashion is apparently not conducive ta the i-
ploynent of buttons in largs quantities. Button importers have
felt the ffect of this, but they report thatt what the denand
lacks li numbers It makes up in quality and price. On the more
elaborate costumes buttons are usnd for ornatental purposes
onily and for thit reason ouly the fiuest grades are eniployed.

Thé cal for ielts vith retailers tihis season lias beei smcall and
uin important, but the demand for fancy girdles in mnetal and fila-
grec egîets lias been unusually large. The popularity of the
Russiant blouse has brought theso into favor, as they are chielly
worn over outside wraps made up with the blouse ešiect. These
good are in imitation of old sliver and are stucdded with tur-
quoise, ainothyst ado imitations of other precious Stones. While
leather gouds have been somîewhat negleuted retailers are look
ing for a resimption lu the deinand as soon as weather condit-
ions will permit the discarding of outside iwraps and fancy
waists again cone inta vogue.

The preference given ta fancy hosiery ls evidently having its
effect uipon the demond for fast black goods. The outiet for the
latter must necessarily be contracted more or less.
