But now, my friends, 1 must bespeak your
greatest atlention. We come now to Dr. Mat
tson’s crowomg argument.  The Catholic
Church is anpihilated! It’s lite is oot worth a
moment’s purchase / Listen to the good Doec.
tor i—

¢ The Roman Catholic Cburch has never yet
published a Bible ; nor can there be found in
any Catholic book-store in the land a copy of
the Bible w the spoken langnage of the country.
A Bible is a copy of God’s word, pure and sim
ple, wihout note or comment ; but * Popery’—
(at your hard names again Docior)—bas never
yet printed such a book. What ¢ Romaniste’>—
(incorrigible Doctor /}—call ¢the Bible’ 1s ta
tact but a ccpy of the Douay version with
Popal notes—(what notes are those, Declor 7%)
—appended ; and is o more a Bible, than was
Wesley’s or Barnes’s notes, or Clark’s, Benson's,
or Scott’slcommentaries.”

What do you think of lhat pow!! Well, to
say the least of if, it is amusing. You’ve all
beard, T suppose, of the celebrated defecce set
up by the Enghsh lawyer, who was called upon
to defend a Yorkshireman, accused of borse-
steahnz : ¥ Gentlemen of the Jury,” said .the
lawyer, ** we are prepared to piove that when
our chent stole that horse, he did it upinten-
tionally” — (a1l Yorkshiwre horse-stealers do!)

Mattison to the waste paper
barket, let us come now to aur immediale sub
ject ¢ Do Catholics Rcad the Sacred Scripiures ?
I feel that I ought to apologise to you for hav-
ing detained you so long with such trashy objee
tioas as those you have just heard urged by the
New York Professor. The rnly excuse i can
offer is, that seeing thar Dr. Maitison is one of
the most prominept dissenting clergymen in the
United States, I thought it well to let you see
what intethgent Protestants have to urge apaintt
your Church ; snd in the second place, I felt
that the truth of Catholic doctrine was best
proved by the trashy nature of the objections
urged againstit.  Our adrersaries must feel that
if no strooger proofs cun be brouzht agamst us,
our doctrines must remaia triumphant.

What then 13 the practice of the Catholic
Church with reference to the reading of the
Sacred Scriptures ? The Catholic Church places
no restriction upep the readinz of the Cathohe
Bible. as wiiness the vorefutable fact reterred to
by Uather Hecker, and 1ke Catnolic store
keeper of Trenten, that in mo:t Cathelie stores,
and in all Catholic hook-stores, the Catholic
Bible is publicly expnsed for sale, and sny ope
cao buy them without let or hindrance Thisis
a fact, and let any one get over that fact, that
can. Poorpuss! be careful! The ooly pre-
caution that the Cathohe Chbureh takes with re.
gard to the readiog ol the Bible 1s that very
salutary oue, that the Bible read shall tave been
proved to be a correct copy. Aad for this rea—
sou, it must contain a written guarantee frem
some Bishop or Bishopse Catholic Bibles zre
never allowed te be sold, nor even printed until
they bave been exammned by competent persons
as to their correctness. When this has been
done, a printed permission from some Bishop or
Bishops is sffized thereto, in order that Catholics
may koow that they bave got a correct and not
a corrupted Bible. This is the only precaution
that the Catholic Church uses as to the reading
of the Sacred Scriptures, and a very necessary
one it is. We have just ceen the disgraceful
fact of th= Protestant Reformers—the apostles
of the Reformatwon upbrading each other with
thewr bad translations of the Bible— Bucer and
Ouander and Tumgle, rising up agaiost Luthers
translatiop—Luther m ks turn agawst Tuwnale
and Munsers—Bez1 against Castalio’s —Castalio
aganst Bezi’s— Culvin against Servetus—Iilyri-
cus against both Calvin’s and B-za’s. We have
beard them calling each other barsh and unehri-t-
ian names—fo00's ! asses ! act: christs ! decervers /
We have heard them accusing each other ot
addiog to, subtracting from and corrnpting the
text, We have heard one Prolestant writer
declaring that the Ruglish translators of the Old
Testament perverted the text in 848 places.—
We have heard this same writer afiirm that this
has been the cause of sending millions of nillions

of souls to hell : what wonder then if the
Catholic Church, ever watchiul over the
sacred deposit, which the Holy Ghost
has confided to her care. should warn her

children not to read auy Bibles until they have
heen first proved and declared by her most
learned men 1o be true and correct copies of
the original Scriptures. Do you blame her for
this? I donot. 'Thank God it cannot he smd
of ous Catholic Bible that it has perverted the
text m 848 places, that ifsincorrectness has sen
millions of souls to hell. No! the Catholic
Church has watched over it too carefully and
too piously. She has oot given 1t to Luthers
and Tuingles and Bezas and Calvins to be added
to, subtracted from, and perverted from its pro-
per measing. Itis too sacred a deposit 1o be
thus abused — 1t 13 too precious a pearl to be
thrown to swine. It was Tesus Christ who gave
it to ber; and it1s for Jesus Christ that she pre-
serves 1t unchaoged, wncorrupted, without addi
tion or subtraction. It 1s ber intense luve and
veneration for the Sacred Seriptures that bas
made the Catholic Church guard it with so
watchful, so zealous ap eye. Itis{rom Jesus
Chbrist she has received it, and she expectsto
give it back at the day of Judgment to Jesus
Chinist, the Great Judge, intact, unaltered, un
injured, and unsoiled. We bave fiith 1o our
Bible, my frieads, because we znow and feel
that 1t must be, that 1t 13 the Word of God, so
zealously has our Church preserved it for us.

It has always appeared strange to Catholics,
that Protestants will persist in printing bibles so
recklessly. They give no aulhorisation for them,
by which those sgnorast of the original Hebrew
aod Greek can tell whetber they are correct and
have not been ©added to,subtracted from, and

perverted from the mind of the Holy Ghost.’

What guarantee has he that it is a correct copy
of that sacred Book, which has heen given to the
world by the Apostles and through which we are
to earn salration 2 This sume farmer if ke were
buying a hoise would not take it on the guarin-
ter of a strolliog pedlar. Ile would lonk atils
mouth—pe would examine its koees—he would
run his bands down its legs to look for splints
and spavins and ringbone. He would tret bim
out to see if he could detect any lameness or de

fect of wind. And if it so hzppened that he
was ne Judge of horse tlesh (hut every ane thinks
hie can tell a gosd horse) be would go across lots
to lus neighbour and say ¢ Come friend apd tell
me what you tiuck of this horse the pedlar wants
to sell, I’'m afraid te 1s 100 chesp 10 be sound.’
My friends it is a bad thing ta buy a bad horse,
but it 1s far worse to buy a bad Bible. The one
cao only break vour peck, but the other may
lead your soul to Hell.

But would you, or would you not as a Crthe-
lic Priest recommend all kinds of persons to read
the Bible ?

As a Catholic Priest, I agswer; ¢1 would
not ! and 1 have, I maintain the anthorisation of
no less a personage than the holy Apostle St.
Peter for saying so. Tn his 2nd General Epistle
St. Peter vses these words * Krowing this first,
that no prophecy s of private interpretation.’
And at the end of the same Epistle, speakicg of
St. Paul's epistles he says ¢ Io which (epistles)
are some things hard to be understood, which
they that are unlearned and uostable wrest as
also the ather scriptures unto their own destrue
tion.” When Peter has spoken what need of
more? What Peter taught, I also teach. Iiet
others think they know better thao Peter. I donot.
He says it, and therefore T (at a great distance
behiod him) say it also. T would not gire St.
Paul’s Tmstles, nor indeed any part of the Sacred
Scriptures to the 1gnorant or unstable, lest as the
Apostle expresses it, they wrest them to their
own destruction. I would nnt give the Bible to
every ignorant child, any more than I would give
it Locke’s Eseays or Blackstone’s commentaries
on British Law; and every sanz man will I
think applaud my conduct. We believe with
Protestants that the Bible is inspired; but we
¢ do nat’ believe with them, that it will neces-
sarily inspree all those that read it. We rever-
ence the Sacred Scriptures as much as otbers
and in all reason; but we do not believe that
they will make all that read them, inta expound-
ers of the Law, into Apostles, ioto Ivangelists,
There iz a reverence for holy things that amounts
to superstition. It 1s superstition of the basest
kind, to expect that every simpleton 13to become
an Expounder of the Law and the Prophets, by
merely readieg the Bible—a book of all olkers
the ost abstruse and difficult. If a lawyer’s
tlerk were to expect to make himselt forthwith
into a first class DBarrister by simply bolding in
lus hand a copy of Blackslone we should say n
simple but plain language that be was a fool for
bis pams. And so we think of those, who ex-
pect to convert the world bv the mere distriba.
tion of Bihles. Tt is superstition of the grossest
k nd to expect that any book bas of itself power
to save, And yet is not fhis what our adver~
saries profess that it will da?7 Every man must
have a Bible whether be can understand it or
not, hecause without that saving book none can
be saved.

Our opponents have common sense ! Ja there
one of them that pretends to say that he uoder-
stands the whole Scripture? or even the greater
part? and more especially so, if, as Dr, Mat-
tison contends, i1t 18 to he read without note or
commentary. It took Cardioal Wisemsn that
most learned Priest, who knew more languages
than any other man of lus time except perhaps
Cardinal Barnabo—it took him, 1 say, the best
part of his life aud the study of inncmerable lan-
guages before be could fully interpret a certan
passage of the Sacred Scriptures, contaimog only
four words. And is this the book for every
ignoraat child m our Common Schools to read ?

A schoolmaster goes into bis school and finds
a child of eight years tryiog to read a fifth
reader. With a gentle 1ap on the bead the
schoolinaster takes away the book saying ¢ Child !
keep to your primer ! this fiith reader is far teo
difficult for you to understand.” Would you call
that Master an ¢ Enemy to all learniog’ because
he did this? Surely not. And yet as well might
you call bhim so, as accuse the Priests of God's
Chburch of ‘enmity to the Sacred Scriptures,’
because they do not tiink (hat every ignorant
person cap read so 0s to understand the Sacred
Scriptures. Oh! no my friends, .it is their
reverence and deep love for the Bible, that
makes Catholic Priests warn their flocks not io
be too rash i their interpretation of the Bible,
¢ lest they wrest them’ as the Apostle says to

. Methodist I'reacher accused us, only the other

day, of bemg. We have the salvation of our
people as much at heart as your Preachers have
—we have cenled ourselves wires and the plea-
sures of the home crrele, in order that we may
the more fully devote ourselves to the service of
our flncks—we know that we shall have to an-

' swer before the judement seat of (God for each

and every soul confided to our care—and if we
warn them to be careful baw they read the
Sacred Scripture, 1t is because we love our peo-
ple and fear lest like children playing wiih a
razer, they may mjure themselves by the tco
sharp a weapon.

Again there 1s another reason why I would
pot advise all to read the Bible. I appeal to
those fathers and mothers here present, who wish
to keep their sons and davghters free from the
least tamnt of nnpurity, whether there are ot
rassages in that most Sacred volume, that must
of necessity whenever read bring impure thoughts
belore the mind7 I assure you that there are
n that sacred volume, wnoumerable passages,
which T would not dare to read aloud to you in
this Church unless 1 had previously requested
every young man and every young woman, who
valued his or her punity—to leave the Church.
And is this the Beok yor would put mdiseri-
minately and without a word of warning nto the
hands of hot youth? T have seen the Protest-
ant Bibles oo our Tavern tables, and when I
have examined them, I bave found them well
thumbed and used at every passage where a s
of impurity is related—but clean and stainless 1n
all other places.

“Again. 1 suppose there are very few here
who can uoderstand thoroughly Latin and Greek
and Hebrew, And yet I defy any one who
coes not ¢ thoroughly’ uaderstand all three—to
understand ¢ thoroughly’ the Sacred Scriptures,
without a knowledge of the oiiginal languages in
which the Scriptures were written, it becomes
necessary (o have recourse to a translstion.—
But what translation however eorrect, can give
the force of the original language. Every Iin-
guist koows that no two languages are sufficient-
ly alike to be able to give the full meang of
each other. Else what would become of tle
curse of Babel 7 How many words are there in
[rish that cannot be trapstated mnto Eaghsh? and
how many in English that cannot be rendered in
Insh7 Now if no translation can give the true
meaning of the origmal, how can our English
trapslation of the Dible give the true mean-
mg of the Hebrew and Greek ori.inals?—
You are not therefore reading the real Scrip-
tures but only the Epghsh travsiation thereof,

flut, my friends, why beat about the bush?
The question 15 nat surcly about ¢ reading’ the
Bible, but about ¢ practising’ 11s precepts, If
we receiving our interpretation of the Bible frem
the Church of 18 cenluries fpractise’ the pre~
cepts of thit Bible, as closely as you do, surely
we are not tn be condemned because forsooth
snme of us do not, and others cannot read it.—
The Irish servant girl, just out from the old
cauntry, wlo cannot perhaps read and therefore
has never read the Bible, —if she, taught by her
Church, practices 1ts precepts hetter than you
and 1, my friends who read it so frequeatly ; is
not she better than we? She will nnt steal—
she will not tell a lie—she will not detract ber
neighbour—she will not bear false witness—if
she hears an mdelicate word, she immediately
blushes (which so few of onr young people ¢ can
do’) if you tempt her virtue, she throws a dipper
of sealding water 10 your face, that 21t the world
may know you as a seducer—f she do these
things in the spirit of the Gaspe! asurely she is as
good as you and I my friends, who make such a
parade of our Gospel reading? Ohno! oh no'!
prove us worse Christtans than you, and then
indeed you have proved your case. But be-
ware! beware! Christ bas said ¢ Wo to you
Scribes and Pharisees ! hypocrites ! because you
shut the kingdom of heaven againat men, for you
yourselves do not enter in; and these that are
going in, you suffer ot to enter,”

But you will perhaps tell me, that there s
something in the bouk 1tself—some ionate virtue
—some superoalural mfluence by which every
child as he reads this book,is preserved from
error and becomes forthwith inspired ioto a
Bible expounder—into aa Apostle and into an
Evangelist. 1 tell you this is svperstition ; and
superstition of thz grossest kind, and though 1
may respect your conscieatious opinrons, I totally
deny your assertion.

GoLp Dicarvas 1v CarraNess.—We have meatinn-
od repeaedly since the discovery of gold [n Kildonan
that there was every appearancs that gold would hs
‘ourd in thia county, especislly in those districts
which adjnia and ran from the auriferous reginns of
Sotherland. Several ‘ prospectings’ on n limited
seals have been made, with a pighly favcurableresuly,
eapecially about Dunbeath and Berriedale where eome
very fiue specimens of gold of first quality hive been
cb*ained wirh exceedingly little trouble Whoat msy
be doue at Danbeath and neighbourhood remaus to
be seen, bot at Berriedale bis Grace the Dukeof Port~
land haa authoritatively ordered that any atiempt at
digging for gold shall bo prevented, and bas estab.
lished a pases of watchers to carry his orders into
effect. Tbis resolution has raised considerable excite-
ment, both in the immediste neighbourbood and
among the diggers at Kildonan, sad from the indica-
tioos which were manifested on Fridny, whena band
of 22 weg, accompanied by a fiddler, visi.ed Berriedale,
aod proapected, it 18 feared, that some disturbauce
may occur. Hiols were given that the whole body
of Kildonan diggers wonid eross the hills on Monday,
heeded by ao epihusiastic We'sh digger, but the fears
of such a raid turned out vaio, s8 the day was tro
fine to admit of their leaving the diggine aod there
were no indications of any attempt from other quar-
ters  We believe that on Monday the Duke presented
8 petition to the Sheriff for an interdiot against aboat
30 persons from Dundeath, Lalkeron, and neighbour-
ing diatricte, who bad either vislted Berriedale, or
threatened to do 80, and the petition has since been
served upon them. Meanwhile, nothing wortl.y of
tue pame of disturbance bea occurred ; but jt iz not
to be denied that there is & gtrong popuiar feeling,
which is greatly jncreaged by the liberal masper in
which the Duke of Satherland hes bebaved towards
the diggers, greatly 1o the guod of the disirict and
to the whole north, Wae would fain bope ih:t no
collision may ocenr, apd that in a matter of such
vital pablic interest the Duke of Portland will devise
lieral things, 8o 88 t2 admit of the district being
freely prospected.

It may seem incredible, but 1 was
assured it wag the fact, that the police of the district
almost dread the release of this womean, 8o much
trouble does she give them. She has got so aceus-
tomed to, end appareatly enamoured of, the gaol
life that she will literally do anything after a
ghort 'gpree’ at the Eagt.end of London to get
back tojt, Shewill go toan East-end police stalion
and ineist oo being locked up; but, of couree, as
there ig no charge ageinst ber, her urusnal request
cannot be gratified, ‘No charge, she says, * well,
U.l scon make one) snd outshe goes and attacks
wilh teeth and nails the first man or woman she
mee's, or breaks the windows of a public-house or.
89 she has done over and nwer again, the windows of
tLe station-bouee jteelf Then whsn she is brought
back ste coolly sska the Tanspector why he did not
lock ber up when he knew she was going to commit
ber offence, and the 8.me question ia likely to occur
to wmeny of your readers, not slone in the case of
¢ Qast iron Poll, who hag an idiosyncrasy for violent
outrages, but in the cese of the lardened thievee,
who are ready to turn their hands to snything that
is crimipal, and become paesers of bad mouey, filohers
of watches or seizsra of the throata of belated pe~
destriang who are quistly walkiog home of a night.
The East-eod is, as I bhave said, very bad ; butona

It infict, apeets all theic litt'e doraes-
tic arrangements for & wetk or wore, and there is
gecerzally some timid member of the fraternity to he
found to say whether it was *Snrrey Johusione' or
“Dark Bill’ who threw the man on tke curbstone and
fractured biseku!l after baviag garrotted him, and
got his watch and money. Ye-, t4 :ugh murder iz as
much as possible aveided emong profesticnnl streot
robbers of 4 nigh', they make wvot the least serupie
of uziog such violence as will sacure their ¢scape,
and alsr, if possible, leave theis victiny secseless for
# time. But the lice to be drawn between gtunning

ba found, not only the lowest degeriptica of infamous
<houges, but the very rests and nurseries of crime

The great masy of 1he clasa here i3 simply incorrigiblo,
Their hand is ngrizst erery man; their lifeis one
continuous coneplracy sguinst the nanges, property,
and gafety of socisty. They buve heen suckled,
cradled, end hardened ip scenes of guilt, intemper.
ance, and prefligaey.  Here are to ba foned the
lowest of the low clues ¢ f beer-shops in London, nnd
probably in the world, the ucknowledged baunts of
‘smnsbers,’ burglars, thievee, wad forgare. There i3
bardly a grude in crime tha chief representatives of
whick may not be met among the purlieus of tha
Borough, Thers sre people who have been cogreicted
over and over ag3in, but there are also hundreda of
koown ruffians who are as yet uncouvicted, acd whe,
by marvellous good look as well as by subtle cuasing,
have managed vp to the present tima to e'ude detection
Nothing impreseed me more duriag the many visits
U made than tho orgapizaiion that evidently exiats
among thieves’ quarters. They have their own sat
ot *leaviog-shops’ publicheuses, and tradesmen.
They are, in fact, 8 distinet commauonity, aud the
thief who * penches’ upon another — a8 they will some-
times do from anger or disappoiniment in their share
of booty --must lesve the community fur ever, Apart

from bia being not eafa, he wou'd mever ba trualed
agatn, and, onder en asanmed rame, he must seek bis
life by crime in Liverpos!, Birmingham, or Mapches-
tar  Ag our party went round thes South of London
our coming wag generilly known at ail the bannts
we vigiled, but it made no difurence They knew
we bad only comn to see 1hem, and though perhsps
they mizht bave left off *larking,’ thev were other-
wize much a9 they ucually are.

Wtether Mr. Gladstone’s Bill for disestablih-
jog and disendowiog the Irish Protestant Church
mil in any degree allay Fenian disaffection is
doubtful. 'That it has provoked the disaffection
of the Protestant and Orange parly 15 certaio;
and the latter make no secret of their iatention,
thould the Glaastone policy be consummated, of
goiog in strong for a Repeal of the Union.  The
Japguage mdeed, both of the Protestant laity and
of therr ministers, is so violeot as to be scarce
distinguishable from treason. The fury of their
¢ pulptt denusciations” of the Prime Minister
and of his supporters, surpasses that of the * altar
denunciatiops” which 1t was the custom of the
Protestant press *o lay to the charge of the Ca~
tholic clergy : and the essential, what we may
call congenital disloyalty of Orangeism is sow so
clearly put on record by its own organs of the
press, that never again can it be called in ques.
tion. Wnat bas provoked this? s it proposed
then to enact Pepal Laws agaiost Protestants—
to subject them to political disabilities because
of their religion, or to treat them to a taste even
ot the discipline beneath which for so many gen-
erations have groaned the Catholics of Irefand?
Not a bit of it. All that the measure now under
discussion contemplates 13 the repeal of some of
those unjust laws which put 1t in the power of
the Protestant minority to ipsult, and trample
upon the Catbolic majority. Menaeed with the
loss of their Ascendency, threated with being
put upoa a footing of political and social equality
with their Catholic fellow-subjects, the Protest-
ants of Jreland at once break out into sedition,
and advorate the disruption of the British Em-
pire! Are not these pretty fellows (o taunt
Catholics with disloyalty. If Mr. Gladstone’s
Bl should effect nothing more than this—the
showing up of tae Orange and Protestant As—
cendeocy party ia its true colors, and the ex-
posing of the utter falmty of its loyal professions—
it would still have accomplished a great result
and rendered precious service.

. of taxation unknown to them when beneald the
rule of their ancient priaces, the people of Italy
are ripe for arevolt : the notorious personal vices
of the Kiog have rendered him contemptible as
well as hateful in the eyes of bis subjects: and
everything denotes that the country is on the eve
of apo‘her revolution. The political fever rages
strong, and mill pot be suhdued mithout a copious
letting of blood.

The Spanish revolutionists having overthrown
and destroyed the monarchy, are stii] intent upon
setting up a moparch—or so-called King. Their
folly is almost inconceivable in this respect, for
how can they expect that having broken down
the column or shait, they can still keep up or
sustain the capital ? Men may make Dictators,
or Emperors, or Presidents ; but it is impossible
for them to improwise a legitimate King, in the
modern European acceptatios of the word, A
King is, in that sense, essentially an bereditary
dignitary ; but all that a revolution can make is
an elective chief executive, a very different sort
of thing indeed from a legitimate King. Every
form of government, except monarchy 18 possible
to Spain ; but the revolutionists seem to bare set

their hearts upon that one impossible thing. The
poor wretch who may be so rash as toaccept the
bogus Spanish erown will bave a sad time of 1t
whalst 1t lasts, which, however, will nat be foog.

When she sball have
done this, Great Brita’n will be jcompelled to
adopt 1mmediately one of two courses. Euber
to recoguise the proclaimed blockade, to admit
the claims of Spala to be a belligerent,and tkere-
fare also the belligerent status of the Cubans s or
else to ignore tbe blockade, to refuse belligerent
rights to both Spain and Cuba, and therefore to
1ocur the risk of open bostilities with the former.
Had Great Britamn for instance hesitated for one
moment, after the proclamation of blockade by
the Northern States, of the Southern ports, to
recogmse the Confederates as belligerents, she
could not have accepted the fact of the block

ade, or conceded belligereat rights on the high
seas lo the Northerners ; for the recogmtion of
the eue party as belligerent wvolved the necesaity
of recognising the other party as also bellig-rent,
and only a belligerent can exercise the right of
blockade.

minent part. ©The prettiest giris, and those
dressed the micest were the bearers of pure white
flags.” Of course  not a priest was to be seen
1 the street,” for from the foul orgies of these
Spanish Protestants, perhaps wfidels would be a
better word, all Christians—all modest people
kept aloof. Most sigpificant of all however were
the mottoes: * Freedom in Religion—Jesus
Christ bas made us free” apd © Jesus was the
first Republican.” The letter concludes * It
was a noble sight.”

Nothing novel about it however. That
1 Jesus was the first Republican” is merely a poor
translation of the well known saying of anotber dis-
tinguished Protestant— Camille Desmoulins—to
the effect that ¢ Jesus was the firs\ sazs culotte :”
and the wholz affair waa but a sorry caricature
of the inauguration of the warship of a Goddess
of Reason fitly symbolized by one of the ¥ pret-
tiest girls'” of Paris oo the High Altar of Notre
Dame. No doubt in the eyes of evangelical
editors of 93 that too * was a moble sight:” a
sight to make the devils rejoice, and the angels
weep. What of that thouga ! It was a mighty
protest against Popery !

The applause which that same evaogelical
paity lavishes upon every fillhy, immodest, and

blasphemous demonstration against Catholicity 1s,
to ¢ll who will consider, a proof ot its diabolical
origio, To the Christian such displays as that
recorded 10 the columne of the Witness, with
their blaspbemons outrages upon ke nsme of
the Holy One, are disgusting beyond the power
of expression s but ty the Witness and its party
%)t 1s a coble sight,” to see Jesus proclanned as
tae first Republican !

Oae characteristic of Catholic culomsation has
always beea its tender care of the aboriginal
races with whom 1t came in contact :-and whilst
by the Protestant colouist, the natives of the
strapge countries wherein he set Ins foot have
mvaiiibly been bunted down as wild beasts, re
doced to slavery,and in a short time exter
migated, or ¢ improved oft the face of the earth,”
the Catholic Church invariably took these races
under her protection, and insisted upon the re-
cogmtion of their rights as beings destined to ao
immortal life, and for wbom Jesus Thrist bad
shed His blood. She seat her missionaries
amongst them, to instruct and bapt:ze them: she
gatbered them into communities, and taught them
to practise the arts of peace : and jealous of their
temporal and spiritual well being, she watche!
over them with the loving eye of a parent,to pre
serve them from the pecaliar vices of the white
man to which they were unfortunately only too
prone. So it heppened that whilst m the ad-
joining country settled by the crue! and soprin-
cipied Pilgrim Fathers, the abongmal races
were perseculed, degraded, and exterminated —in
Canada the same races were earefully cherished,
Christiamsed, and preserved to tius day, both
from the rapacity of thew white neighbary, and
from the counsequences of imported vices. This
was the work, not of Frenchmen,but of Catholics ;
not of the Bourboe kings, but of the Pope, and
the Catholic Church.

Aod so loog as the Tadians remained under the
shelter of the Cburch, and docile to the gentle
teachings of her pastors, 1t was well with them.
They grew o norzbers and 10 weaith : they were
asa rule remarkable for their good bebarvior,
their morality, and their piety. Iu an evt! hour
for them alas! the emissanes of the devil, the
proselytizers, the preachers of error fousd their
say amongst them, and obtaned access to their
simple ears. A marked chaoge for the worse
bas been the consequence. They bave been to
a eertain extent reasoned out of thewr fauh, the
“ Romish superstion” 1010 which they had been
baptized—in which they have lived contentedly,
and innocrntly, and died reacefully 1a the full ex-
pectation of a glorious resurrection to a life
waich there shall be no distinction of races or of
condition, but 1n which all men shall be one n
Our Lord Jesus Christ, Wiuth thewr old faith,
they bave,and vcxactiy n the same ratio, dis-
carded their old morality, their temperance and
other valuable qualities. Drunkenness, espe-
cially, as we see by some late reports
from Caughoawaga where they sre absolutely
their own masters, and where it is to be feared
that the de.Catholicising process bhas been ex-
tensively carried out, is becomiog rife amongst
them : and the moral ivfluence of the priest hav-
11g beep thrown off, they are lapsiag it 1s to be
feared into the sad cooditicn from which the Ca-
tholic priest reclaimed their fathers. This is the
direct, indeed mevitable result of the insidious
teachings of the emissaries above alluded to: for
when ;the [odan ceases to be a Catholic, he
again, 10 his isper nature,relapses into the savage,
even though be may wear in part European cos-
tume, and adopt some of the vices of the white
man—to which bowever he adds al! the wors!
vices of hts own race.

As Catholicity, as the priest alone saved the
Red race, or what remains of it on this Coatinent
from destruction, so it is the priest and nooe other
than the priest, that can sarve it from the moral
degradation, and consequent extinction, with
which 1t 19 now seriously menaced by its contact
with Protestanism.  As the influence of tue
priest over the Indian wanes, so will the effects
of that interference—elffects visible in his pre-
servation, whilst in Protestast commumtier his
brethren bave melted away and disappeared from
off the earth like last winters’ soow—disappear
likewise : the Christian Iadian will be, recon-
verted to Lealhenism by toe swaddler: and the
heathen lodian will soon fall a victim to his vices,
to the intemperance, and impurity which will in~
evitably follow tis loss of the Catholic Faith that
saved his father.

Of course tbe reader will understand thfat the
words “ Semit:c Revelation” in the following
extract apply to Chnistiaeity as well as 10 Juda-
ism : for a3 Mr, D’[sraeli s never weary of tell-
ing us, that Judaism is but an inchoate Christian-
ity, and Cheishanty 15 wmerely the consumma-
tion of Judaism, Tie ¢ Semitic Revelation”
iherefore includes Calvary as well as Sinai.

This premised the reader will be able o un
dlerstand the significance of the following extract
which we make from D’Israel’s Life of Lord
Greorge Bentinck, c. 27, when speaking of the
events of 1848:—

It is proposed to appomnt officers with autho-
rity to iospect all meats offered for sale within
the City limits, and with power to confiscate all
meats that may be unbealthy or unfit for food.
Public adattsirs on slaughter houses are to be
set up, at which all amimals are to be inspected,
and their condition certified by the Ilealth Off-
cers, before their flesh 1s to be exposed for sale
on the markets, This pronasition is ably adve-
cated by the Montreal Herald.

Strange that we, eolightened Christians of the
niceteenth century should ouly pow be tallung
about doing, znd that in & very unperfect manger,

that which the Jews have done thoroughly from’

time immemorial. An iospector of meat 19 a
sworan official of every synagogue, whose duty 1s
to ascertain and certify the condition of every
animal whose flesh is to be offered for sale. It
he, in accordaoce with certain laws laid down for
bis guidance, certify that the slaughtered amimal
was i a healthy condition at the time of its
death, that it was slaughte'red in the proper man
ner so as to secure the proper effusion of hbload,
and that therefore 1ts flesh is bealthy, the seversj
jomnts or parts of the ammal sre marked or tick
eted as © clean : if otherwise, they are declared
to be unclean, or altogether ucfit to be used for
food by the children of Israel.

The proposal therefore of the Herald, even if
carried out, would not deal efficiently writh the
enil complained of—to wit, the sale of unhealthy
meat—and for this reason: That we have not,
as have the Jews, a clear,uniform, and all compre-
heosive rule as to what coositutes uealthy reat,
and as to what renders meat unhealthy, or at all
events dangerous. We bave no recognised
standard : and without such a standard to guide
them, the mere appomtment of Health Officers,
or Meat Tnspectors would be of little use, That
meat, stiskiog and m an advanced state of de-
composition 18 unhealtby, or unfit for foad, every
one can tell : but long before it exhibits these
sighs it may contain within 1t the germs of disease

inspection of the flesh alone c2n an 1pdex 1o |ta.
fiteess for buman food be obtamed. We must
know what was the condition of the ammal frop
whence 1t was taken: aod this knowledge can
only be got by a cavefvl exhavstive post anortem,
examination of the slaughlered beast. Now that
doctors difier 1s proverbial : and scarce can we
hope that meat inspectors shall be free from the
wfirmity ol difference of opinson, so long as the
question as to what constitutes -bealthiness or ug-
healti:iness be left a matter of opinion, or 10 other
words, be not determined by a rigid standard,
Whes we appoiat an Inspector of Weighbts ang
Measures we make bis task possible hy turnishiog
him wuh a fixed standard by which the question
of fact may be determined at once. We do not
leave 1t to his opinion 1o determine whether g
certain thing be more or less than what the jaw
calls a pound, or aw imperial bushel. In like
manner must we deal with the Meat Tnspectors
wham it is proposed to appoint. I ikese ace to
be of any us#, or to serve any purpose save (bat
of increasing our doubts and difficulties, we must
first of all, aod above all things, agree or deter-
mine apon some fixed, unquestionable rule or
standard, by the application of which all questions
that may be raised as to tbe healthiness or the
unhealtbicess of any given piece of ammal food
may be determived. What we want to know, is
not what this medical man, or that medical mag
thinks about said piece of meat, but what it
really is.

This standard the Jews bave : and if we carry
out the proposed scheme of having as they bave,
an Inspecticn of Meat, we perhaps would do well
to adopt their standard, unless indeed we can dis-
cover a-betler and surer oune for our own use,
But Lo appoiot Meat Tospectors without such a
standard for their guidance would, we repeat, be
as absurd and as useless as it would be to appoirt
Tnspectors of Weights and Measares without
having first determined the questions— What is
a pound ?  What 13 a bushel?

The admnistration of justice 10 Ottawa 1s pro-
voking some unpleasant, and not altogether 1ll-
deservred comments. Last week we had to
chromcle the discharge of Buckley, Doyle, and
Kiosella, because when brovght up for tral it
was found that there was not the shadow of any
evidence ta couvict them of camplicity 1o the
McGee murder ; and Buckley, we are told, bas
hecome in=ane swce bis loi.g imprisonment.

Tins week we leara that the entire Jury panel
was objected to by Mr. Boyle, publisher ot a
Toronto paper, the Irish Canadian, and thag
the objection was sustamed. 1t seems that Mr.
Boyle is prosecuted by the Ottawa jailer, a Mz.
Powell, tor hibel, in that he, Mr. Boyle, had said
m his paper that the death of a prisoper lately
confined 10 Ottawa jail under the said Powell’s
charge, bad beea accelerated, if not caused by
ill-usage whilst w prison.  Now it turos out
the Sberiff who selected the jury to try this case,
1sa brother, or pear relation of Powell the
jader—so 1t is said at least—and thevefore nter—
ested in the issue of the trial. It is also pre-
tended that the number of Catholics on the Jury
panel was ridiculously out of praportica with that
of theiractual numbers in the Couaty of Carleton ;
and we are therelore by no means surprised, or
pained at the decision that the Court has come
to, oo Mr. Boyle’s objectivns to the jury ap-
pointed to try lum,

As to the merits of the case we know nothing.
Whetker the charge urged ia the Zrush Cana-
dian agaiost Posell the jailer be true, in whole
or in part, or whether it be altogether false, is
no matter at the present momeot; but it is of
momeat that the accused chould have (air play,
no matter how objectionable may be the politi-
cal opinions that . bis jourpal be advocates;
but it 13 of moment, that the integrity of the ad-
tninistration of justice amongst us be not ques-
lioned, aod that trial by jury be nat degraded
10lo an iostrument of legal oppression. The
thing does not look well as it stands ; and we
have beard strange etories about the mansermn
which Mr. Boyle was arrested in Toronto and
carried hke a felon to Ottawa, oo a simple
charge of libel. These high banded measures
are much spoken of, and do much harm,

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Amongst the many accidents caused by the
floods none bas been so fatal to life as that whick
occurred at Granby on the 21st inst. Oa the after
noon of that day a oumber of persons, iccluding
several of the first citizens of the place, were stand
ing on the bridge watching the progress of the
flood, when suddenly the masonry of one of the
piers gave way, and one end of the bridge thus
Geprived of its support fell, and the people who
bad heea standing on it were st owmce thrown
into the river, which was then dashing with
great violence at a distazce of abost 25 feet
bepeath their feet. Tue names of the viclims
of this ternble accident are given as follows :—
P. Hackett, Esg., J.P., acd one of the leading
magistrates of the district ; Mes. S. Miuor, to-
gether with her mother and daughter; Mrs.
Jobon DBradford, ber sister,son, and dauvghrer:
Mr. G. Harvey ; Mr. E. B. Gilmour and eon :
in all eleven persons.

Some of the bodies have siuce been recovered,
much bruised aad lacerated by the rocks on
which the furious current hiad dashed them. It
1s needless to add that this calamity has caused a
strong sessation, pot only at Granby, butall
over the country. The loss of Mr, Hacketrt,
will be long deplored by s neighbors, and fel-
low eitizens, by whom he was umiversally re.
spected as an able and upright magistrate,as a
warm friend, and a good Christian.

Probably oue of the most sealous and hard working
of these claseens of the clergy ls the Order of Pas-
sicniste, It hay gained 'n strong feothold in the

United Stutea and every dsy througb 1ta icfluence
pew [roita are being brought forth in the advance-
men* of religion and enlightenwent., Tbois Order was
founded in the early part of the eigbteenth ceatury
by St. Paul of the Cross, who was born in the villags
of Ovada I'aly, 0g the night of the 3d of Jaouary
1694. Fuatber Pius, who wrote & life of St Paul,
says that the gaiol's mather experienced sepsations
of suparnatural plessure and dalight duting her preg
naucy with this favored child, and tbe chamber in
which be was borne shone with a brillinney wbich
for a short tims obacured the lamps and dazzled those
who wern p:ezent.! The life of St Paul was marked
with the most extraordinary evidences of divine
favor, and the Roman Cathalic Chureb, in order to
perpetnste Lth- memory ot i'8 great Apaatle, in the
year 1867 went throuzb the ceremony of canou zation.
Never was St. Peter’s so prolific of splendor &nd
magnificent ceremoninl g upon that oceasion, and
those who wiinessed the gervices in tke ecstasy of
their descriptinn have mentioned thym as being a
foretaste of the seraphic joys which entrance the
kearts of the fairkful in the kingdom above

It ia then the Order of Passionists, founded by St.
Purl, which has withio the last few years egtablished
itself gubstantially among us. [n 152 the pioneer
priesta of the Order ~.rrived in the United States—
viz :~ Fa'her Authooy, Father Albinos acd Father
Staniglane, with » lay brother.

Th-y first started a foundation of the Order near
Pittsburg, Pa, where they took charge ofa German
congegation and soon erected a gplesdin church
and monnstery. Apnstolic missions were now given
and the peoprle from far and near came to hear the
gospel presched from their lips. Several more
prieats cow arrived in this couctry fiem [taly and
Eogland, and their fabors became more diffused.
Abut the year 1859 a monasrery was built in Dun-
kirk, N Y., near Buffalo: one year sftec the fine
mopastery at Weat Hobokez waa commenced acnd
list year completed, Two yenrs ago aoother house
was built near Baltimore. There are now akout
forty-five priests of the Ordet in the United States,
and numerous parties are beiog brought over to the
Romap Catholie faith throogh their efforta.

1n Ireland. where the Oatholic religion #@>urishes
with go much e zneatneas and seal, the Passionist
Order i3 looked np to with the greatest veneration,
and several have been sent from the Green Iale tn
the Un'ted Btates on their wissionary labors., At
Mount &rgus, nesr Dablin, is a capacious college,
church and moosstery presided ower by the Ordes.
Students whoss vocations direet them in this line of
the priesthood are hers edvgited and o:deined for
their bigh calling. The high buildinga at Mount
Argus have nat yet been completed, avd a bagsar or
drawing bas been inatireted in order to raise fonda
for the noble vhj-e*. At thiz drawiog prizes valued
at some $20 000 will be diatributed, and some of the
firat gentlemen of the conntry have taken an Betive
part in this most ekaritabls of enterprisea Rev.
Lvwreoce Kieran, ona of tha Pastionlgta reaident at
Mount Argus, has recently arrired in thia country in
order to indnce the public to take chances in this
drawiog. So prairewortby an appeal caunot fail to
meet with a cordial respanse.

Freepon 1N Fravce.—There 1sa class of
Frenchmen who are incessantly crying out for an
extension of pohtical and religiovs hberty, and
who are just as uaceasing m successful endea-
vours to convince the world tbat (beyareincapa
ble of possessing such Iiberty without abu:ing it.
- Recently; various meetings of workiog men were
allowed to be beld in Paris, preparatory to next
election. But instead of discussing questions
hearing upon their own social position, or sugges
ting remedies for the grievances under which
they believe themselves to sufler, the several
speakers seems as if they had been convened to
enact the part of possessed maniacs. Rising 1
succession, and with increased violecce, each
speaker'in turn demanded the abohtion of the
rights of private property, of the marriage boud,
of the Christian religion, and the total disruption
of society. Property and women were to be
enjoyed. in-common, subject to no restriction bul
the will of each individual. Proposals for re-
plunging France nto all the horrors of the first
French Revolution were received with vebemeat
marks of approbation.— [Tablet.

In. France, the debate on the Budget in the
Corps Legisletif bas been very animated, and
several amendments have been proposed by the
Opposition, with a view to diminish the expendi-
tare, which they denounce as excessive. The
Mimster of Finance defended the Budget, and
declared the imposuibility of diminishing taxation
at present without impairiog the efficiency of the
army or detracting trom the stability of the fin-
ances. ~The general elections are to be beld
towards the close of next month.

Pamis, April 17 —The Corps Liegislatif was
to-day the scene of wild excitement.

M. Thiers, m a speech, depounced wkat 13
called the commercial hberty of France as hike
the political liberties of the Freoch people, a
farce. 'These words occasioned a heated dis—
pute between the President and M. Theers,
which lasted some time, aad threatened to break
up the session, but was fioally appeased. M.,
Querits, in some remarks, demanded that the re-
gulation of commercial treaties be vested in the
Carps Legislatif instead of the crown.

Paris axp LoxpoN, — The Economisie
Francais draws the following comparison be-
tween Paris and Liondon :— At & first plance the
French capital, with its population of 1,629 274
souls [census of 1866], may appear somewhat
humiliated wien compated with Lotdon and its
3,150.000. But to take a just view of the case,
we must bear 1n mind that the 3,000,000 and a
trifle in question are spread over a surface of
31,563 hectares [2} acres each], beiog a den-
sity of 100 inhabitants for each bectare. At
Paris (be 1,800 000 iobabitants oecupy 7.806
Eectares only ; being a density of 233, or mare
than double that of London. A.gain, the aver-
age number of occupants of each house 1s only
from seven to eight in the Eoglish city ; that is
to say, that, deduction being made of the public
establishments, pearly every family inhabits one
house, whilst, with us, each contaips from forty
filty iohabitants.

Pusric Opixiox N Fraxce.—Au Enghsh-
man ‘asked a Frenciman not leog age to en-
Dighten bim as 1o the state of public opivion in
France. Thbe Frenchman replied, ¢ Public
cpwion ! We bave no opmion here, sir, to
speak of ; and the lttle we bave is ot public !’

—The Archbishop of Paris, by way of replying
to the State letter of reproof frem the Pape,
lately published by Emle Olivier, has issued a
circular ‘to his clergy, which was read from all
pulpits in Paris on Sunday  morning, ia which,
with. reference to the fftieth anoiversary of Pius
1X.’s consecration as. priest, be quotes passages
from twa more recent letters, im which his Holi.
pess speaks to him with much kindoess, tells him
that his sentiments are f altogether worthy of a
Catholic Bishop,” and expresses the fullest cow-
fidence that his fihal piety and that of the clergy
of his diocese will not fail by all possible efforts
to succour bis Holness ¢ in hs distress.” In this
belief the Pope expresses his gratitude to the
Archbishop,—Pans Letter in the D.i'y News.

meats, They found the commandant dead in bis
bed, with a revolver lyg beside Lim. DBende
the bed, with no dress on but a chemise, was a
female who turned out to be a lady of rask and
one of the ieaders of the fashiomable world in
Paris, This lady was arrested on susp’cion .of
being a murderess, but ber husband very shortly
came to claim ber, and the commissary of police
being satisfied that the officer bad committed
suicide, she was set at liberty. The story goes
that the commandapt, who bad carried ap an in-
trigue with the lady for the last six months, had
in that {ime completely ruined himself by mims—
terng to her extravagance. 1t was remarked
that on the shoulders of the lady were some re-
cent scratches, and these, it appears, were occa-
sioned 1p the attempt which she made to prevent
Commandant "Thevet from committiag svicide.
M. Thevet’s son, a-young man of 18, was at the
races, and had arrived at the house just as his
father was about to expire. He was prevented
from enterifig, and taken to the bouse of a mili-
{ary “man, where the sad news was broken to
him. TLe occurrence happened on Sunday week.

M. Thevet was buried on Thursday last mithout,
the usval military honors being paid.<Express.

TFrom
Lugano, it is esid, Mazzini directed the orgsnization,
and waa to give the sigual for the outb.eak of the in-
sucrection. That he would have taken peraonally a
more sotive share in it than has been Lia woot in such
enterprises ia not believed, and, indeed, the report is
that he wae ill ut the time at which the affair was to
come off. Attompts were mada to seduce soldiars
from their allegiance, but they do not seem to bave
been successful, although we beer of one or two mili-
tary men kaving been arrested. It is said to have
been by aoldiers to whom propositions were made that
the plot was betrayed. The important fact iz that it
has completely breken down. It is difficult to ascer-
tain with certainly what ita real imporiance was. It
may suit the Governmexnt to allow thia to bs ezag
gerated by public repor’, bat my impressior is tha’
there was dapger of serious disturbances, calculated
to produce eonsiderable alarm and fizanecial depres-
sion, although there wag not the least danger to the
Government of the country. According to the North
Italian papera the movement Wagto have commenced
between the 21at end tke 233 inat.

Although many persons insist on the existence of
# cecret anderstanding between Austris, France, and
[taly, to be canverted into an offegsive and defensive
sllisnce on tte prrival of certain contingencies, and
although the farceg that [taly i3 to furnish, and the
very names of the Gsnerals who are to commaand
thew, have tean confidantly stated, it is more pro-
bable that such =n ngreement, if it really existg,
does not extend beyond the neatralization of Italy
and Auetris in the event of n war between France
and G:rmany.

Now that time has shown bow bad a
compact was signed for Ttaly oo the 15th of Raptem-
ber, 1864, few disinterested perscns would counsel
tartlier sacrifices mere'y for the sake of obt.ining the
evacuation of Ruma by ika French, without any real
gecurity against their retnrn. Nevertheless, there
are men here who maictain that soch evacnation
would ba an immense gain to ltsly, and who sre
ready to become active ailiea of the Power to which
they have so often chown themselves obsequions,—
For the shadow of a gain, to obtain the departuze of
troops which any tide might bring back, they would
plange Italy into war and baokraptey, Thaic lan-
