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INTRODUCTION

Le présent rapport trimestriel des résultats et activités du Programme commercial 
couvre la période de janvier à mars 1993 et contient des renseignements tirés de la partie 
concernant le suivi des résultats commerciaux du Système de planification et de suivi. Il a été 
établi d’après les rapports présentés, au 27 juillet, 1993, par quatre-vingt-deux (82) 
réparties dans les cinq grandes régions.
