My dear President,-

The Committee of our Conservatorium
met on Tuesday and had under consideration your letter of
15th February in regard to the proposed Joint Board of Exam-
inations in Musie, We had not expected at this stage anything

beyond an expresgion of approval of the principle, and that we

are glad to have, When the matter is reported to Corporation,

I am confident that approval of the principle will be forth-
coming there also as it was with our Committee,

The necessity of safeguarding your financial in-
terests need not present any difficulty. I have always said
that we consider you in that matter the predominant partner,=
at least as matters now stand. But the vested interest you
have created in respect of your operations during the past
three years is not really a large one, relatively to the
earning capabilities of a McGill-Toronto scheme, and if the
other conditions can be satisfactorily arranged, we shall not
object to your making the average net yearly return you have
received from your examinations during the past three years
a first charge on the receipts after deducting expenses. Ouwr
own examinationsg have been going only for one year, and we

ghall have four times as many entries thies year as last, so




that we also should be justified in making a similar claim,
though for a lesser amount. But we do not wish to make too
much of financial considerations: it is more important, in
our opinion, to have an understanding that the syllabus and
standard of examinations are to be kept to the level of what
we have inherited from the Associated Board.

Ags to the stipulation that the Secretary shall re-

side in Toronto, we have no objection to offer Have you a

suitable man who would work for the scheme in its broad aspecte?
It is conceivable that we might not need his full time at once,
but he would have to travel all over the country,and the whole
expenses of his office would, along with the cost of the
examinations, have to be a first charge on the fund. Here

we might have an Associate Secretary to whom all material

ghould be supplied as afar as possible in duplicate,

And if the secretary is to reside in your city,
thus making Toronto the head-centre of the whole scheme, it
was strongly held by my friends yeste rday that the Chairman
of the Board should be supplied from MOntreal.

As to the constitution of the Board, we are of
opinion that seven members might be too many, especially as
gsome of them have to travel to the place of meeting. We need
only a working Board to appoint examiners, and to formally
supervise the Secretary's operations., For this purpose a
Committee of four persons would, in our opinion, be quite
sufficient,- two from McGill and two from Toronto. We could
not in any case assent to the suggestion that Toronto should
have more members than MeGill. That would seem to put us

in a position of inferiority in regard to all the aspects of




this scheme, and such a position for obviocus reasons we
cannot accept.

Nor are we in favour of your suggested method of
estimating the income and expenses by Provinces. It would be
very inconvenient to keep track of examiner's expenses in the
way you indicate. Nor would it be quite fair to the West, in
its growing time! The whole receipts should, in our opinion,
be pooled, and the gross expenses as regulated by the Commite
tee in charge of the scheme, should be a first charge on the
funds, Personally, I am of opinion that before long the

receipts from fees will become so large, by our abesorbing the

other examinations at present conducted throughout Canada,

that no other method of dealing with the financial side of
the scheme would commend iteelf to any of us,

As to the suggested division between Toronto and
MeGill, we should have preferred 50% to each now, instead of
at the firet triennial revision, as you geem to have in mind.
If your interests are greater in Ontario, we are stronger in
the West, and would continue to grow there even if we were
to continue our own examinations apart from you., But if you
prefer the suggested arrangement, we shall make no objection
provided you meet us in regard to the other matters set forth
above,

Both the contracting parties should, of course, hear
in mind that the whole object of any joint scheme is to
establigh examinations in Music Canadian in spirit, as opposed
to those emanating from centres outside of Canada, and that
in order effectively to achieve this aim, we shall have to

take into consideration, sconer or later, the claims of the




other provinces., It seems to me that there should be an
understanding that as soon as any one of the other Universities,
establishes an effective and adequately equipped school cff
Music, the Province in which that University is situate

in some form or other be taken into partnership.

a pleasure to go into a more formal agreement,

Dear Sir:-

It is current gossip in Musical Circles
that there is a probability of McGill
closing the Conservatorium of Music.

This is matter for deep regret. It may
he true that the School of Music is not
a commercial success, but that is not
due to any lack of interest on the part
of the public, but rather to mismanage-
ment. If such institutiom can be made
to pay in smaller cijties, gs they are
in Toronto, Hamilton, London and other
Canadian cities, there is only one rea-
son why they do not succeed in Montreal,
and that is mismanagement.

As one who has been intimately connected
with the Musical life of Montreal for
many years, I have moted the mistaken
policy of the Conservatorium, with much




regret. One of its chief deficiencies is
the absence of any choral singing. Only
Solo singing is taught. Why?

Choral singing is the most popular form

of Music. Yet it is ignored at McGill,
because the Principal has no use tor 1t:
all his interest is centered in Orchestral
Music.

A good Choral Society would about double
the number of Students at the Conservat-
orium, which has never exceeded one hun-
dred and fifty students.

The opportunity to form a Choral Society
has been turned down on two occasions

to my certain knowledge, but Dr. Perrin
1s so jealous that anyone should share,
in a modest way, any honour with him
that he pooh-poohed the scheme.

I have no personal axe to grind, and am
not connected in any way with McGill,

but I should be very sorry to know that
the Conservatorium was to close its doors.

A new Principal, and Vice Principal,(the
latter should never have been where she
is, and never would have been but for her
relationship with sir Ww. Pertson; more-
Over it is a disgrace that an Austrian




should have held a Position during the
late war) with broad visions and adminis-
trative skill would certainly make the
school pay and save the musical reputa-
tion of the City, because Music appeals
to both Prench and English, and ma ny
students are of French nationality.,.

I pray that you will take this matter
into serious consideration, and in the

meantime, it will be wiser that I remain
incognito.

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REPORT OF THE SPECIAL COMMITTEE ON. MUSICAL EDUCATION

This Committee was appointed at the meeting of Corpora-
tion in Mareh lsst with the following membership, nsmely, Dean
Perrin of the Faculty of Musie, Convenor, Dy. FPrencis MeLennan,
Dr. Richard Roberts, Dr. D.L. Ritchie, Prineipal of the Congrega -
tional College, the Warden of the Royal Victoria College and the
Dean of lMeGill College.

The Committee sinee its appointment has held three

formel meetings and several informal interim meetings attended by
two or more members., At each of the three formal meetings
delegations of interested eitizens were received and heard. At
the first meeting & delegation of lesdies appeared and gave the
Committee many helpful suggestions, At the second meeting four
of the supervisors of music in the Protestank elementary and high
schools were received and exemined snd offered much suggestive and
illuminating evidence touching provisions made st present for the
teaching of musie in the Protesteant Publie Schools of the City and
Province. The third full meeting took the form of & conversa-
tion between & Committee of the Protestant Sehool Board of the
City, speeially appointed by the Board to comsult with your
Committee for the purpose of suggesting some praetical ways and
means by which the schools and the University might co-operate
in the interests of musical education in the community. As the
result of these conferences and deliberations, your Committee now
begs leave to report to you a&s follows.

In the first place, your Committee eannot help deploring

the pathetic provision made at the present time for the study and

the ¥ sgional study and practice of music nor any proper
public hall or auditorium where yeally instructive music may be heard
and en joyed by the publie. The present University Conservatorium
brilding is and always was wholly inadeguate and ill-fitted to meet
this need, even if the University were. Justified in putting it any
longer to its present uses, Porther funds for this purpose are
imperative if anything more is to be donme really worih doing,
members of the Committee mark with special interest and approval a
suggestion made by the delegation of ladies mentioned above, that
the effort begun & few years ago 1o raise the necessary funds to
build a suitable Memorial Hall should be re-undertaken at the earliest
possible date, The members of the Commiitee also suggest that the
very beast wesults in & venture of this kind would probably be obtained
by elose and sympathetie ¢o-operatiom hetween the University and the
publie,

In the next plase, your Committee wishes t6 ypoint out again
the very inadequate provision made for preparatory musicel edueation
in the Protestant Public Schools of the City and elsewhere, not M=k
only in this Provinee but in 81l parts 6f Canads, Prom evidencse
rlaced before the Committee, it is obvious that & very large percent-
age, probably about seventy~five per cent, of pupils in the sehools
attempt at least feebly to dequire some practicél mowledge of music
at some. time during the years spent &t school. It also appears,
however , that this percentage rapidly diminishes year by year until

it becomes very small indeed towaArds the end of the High School

period and during the University period, whilst there 18 sometimes




s

& glight revivel of interest, only the most persistent enthusiasts
continue their serious musieal studies effectively. What with the
multiplicity of studies and other student setivities in the sehools
and in the University, 81l real interest in musie and, therefore, all
hope of developing musical talent in those who possess it by nature,
is soon driven entirely to the wall., It ought, your Committee
suggests, to be self-evident to anybody what unless some serious
knowledge and apprecigtion of music be taught in the High Sehools,

| there ean be no teaghers to teach musie to the pupils in the Sehools

l themselves and that, therefore, all musical edueation in the eommunity
| must be undermined at its very foundations and this very important

aud e of fra
fagtor in the life of any culturaiAcommunity be lost forever.

It was with some such thoughts as these that your Committee
addressed to the Committee of the Protestant School Board of Montreal,
mentioned above, the following questions:- (1) What chanee is there
of obtaining suitable space in the School buildings of the City for
the teaching of musie to pupils who mey wish to follow this sub ject
8t hours when they are not required to attend regular school classes;
and, (2) granting thaet the University is willing to allow the study
and practice of music as a sub ject for matriculation, what ehance is
there that this sub jeet may be made one of the recognized sub jects
of school study, espeeially in the High Schools of the City? To the
first of these questions the Committee of the Bosrd answered whole-
heartedly that it was the poliey of the Board to make the maximum use
of a1l sehool buildings =nd property for all legitimate edueational
uses in the City, and thet they had no doubt that the aeeommodstion

suggested could be easily provided, especially after the hour of




il

half-pagt three in the afternoon. Replying to the second of these
questions, they pointed out that the guestion is entirely beyond the
Jurigdiction of the Board, as the only competent authority to deal
with the sub jects of study set down in the eurricula of the Public
Sehools is the Protestant Committee of the Council of Public Instrue-
tion for the Province. Your Committee, therefore, recommends on
this point that this enquiry be not allowed to drop with this report,
and thet the University take the necessary steps to recognize the
gstudyof musie as one of the subjects @llowed for Matrieculation, and
that the proper authorities of the Department of Eduecation for the
Province be approached for the purpose of finding out some suiteble
way Bg which the study and prectice of musiec may be taught in the
3¢hools during school hours or after and this subject recognized as
one of the subjects for which eredit ic allowed to0 pupils in the
regular work of the Schools.

Coming, finally, to the particular matter for which your

Committee was created, viz., to report upon the erganization and

status of musical education in this University, your Committee wishes
to point out that all musical education in MeGill at present is
divided into three psrig:- (1) & department of Art and Musie in
MeGill College, recently creéted by recommendation of the Faeculty of
the College and by the spproval of this Corporation; (2) a Faculty

of Musie in MeGill Universi ty with courses of study and practice
leading to the Lieentiate in Musiec and the degree of Bachelor of
lusie; and, (3) the Conservatorium of Musie devoted to teaching
practical music. 1t is only with the first and third of these
parts that this Committee is now interested.

Regarding the first of these, your Committee wishes 1o




approve unreservedly of the formation of a Department of Musie in
leG11l College beginning in the first yeaw, but they also point out
that a better beginning in this work would probably be mede if at
least one year's notice in whiech to prepare were given to all candi«
dates who may wish to eleet this deépartment of study, and that,
therefore, this work should not be offered in the fivst year earlier
than the autumn of 1927.

Regarding the Conservatorium of Practical Masie, your
Committee wishes to mention the following points in the evidence
placed before it:;-

(a) That this part of the work is st present devoted almost
exclusively to providing elementary musie lessons %o beginners and
that all efforts in this way are mede almost wholly futile and profit-
less by the policy of the Public Schools towards musieal education
already referred to in this report and by other causes,

/s (b) That only & negligible number of these elementary pupils

/follow their studies and presetice far enough to reaeh any proper

| University standzard of work.

(¢) That the appropriation of University funds to elementary
work of this kind is of doubtful legality.

(d) That it is unfair to bona fide professionsl teachers of musio
and especislly to our own graduates and licentiates practising in
the coumunity for the University to provide teaching in this sub ject
below the fair market rates and cost.

(e) That although 1t may be unwise in method to separate the
theoretical and the practical study of music too widely, it is never-
theless advisable that the present limited endowments of the Conserva-

torium be applied mainly to: the teaching of the History, Theory sand




Iiterature of Music and that the pupils be left to obtain their

practical training from competent private practitioners recognized
by the University.

(f) That for some years past this breneh of the work has incurred

s g

a disturbing defieit

inasmuch &s the receipts from students' fees

’
heve not been sufficient to pay the salaries of the instrucectors, not
to mention eapitel charges for buildings, equipment and supervision.

Bearing these faets in mind, therefore, your Committee has
no hesitation in recommending that all the necessary noticeSbe given

forthwith discontinuing this part of the work with a view fo its

re-organization on a better besis a% some future date.

My dear Principal,

I have had a number of conversations recently
with Dean Perrin of the Faculty of lMusic. Hitherto I have not
interested myself at all in the affairs of the Faculty of Musie,

except to approve and to urge my own Faculty to approve the forma-

tion of an adequate department of theoretical music in the Faculty

of Arts,

During the discussion, however, &t the last
meeting of Corporation, I began to see some difficulties in the
way and, therefore, moved for the formation of & specisl committee
to investigate this whole question and to report adequately to
Corporation at some future meeting.

What worries me is that I fear very much that
Dean Perrin is proposing to undertake more work than he can poss-
ibly do successfully &t his present age and in the present condi-
tion of his health. If the Department of Music is formed in
the Faculty of Arts, as both the Faculty and Corporation have
recommended, Dean Perrin will be &t one and the same time Head of
the Department of Musie in MeGill College, Dean of the Faculty of

Musie in MeGill University and Director of the Conservatory of

of Practical Music affiliated with the University. I frankly
fear, as 1 say, that the duties of these three different offices
are more than he should be encouraged to undertake at the present
time.

I am &lgo & little doubtful about the wisdom of
discontinuing the Conservatory of Practical Music entirely. It
is quite true, I think, that the work of the Conservatory at present
is not in any way of University grade and forms & very poor founda-
tion indeed upon which to build a Conservatory of Music such &s
exists in some other places. If we ever have a real Conservatory
of this kind in Montreal at any future day, I gshould like to see it
affiliated with the University in the most friendly way, and it is
just possible that if we disassociate ourselves entirely from this
class of work &t present we may lose the hope of getting a real
Conservatory at any time in the future. I also have my doubts
about the wisdom of separating the theory and eriticism of music
from the practice of music, a&s they do at Oxford University. ¢
am afraid that this practice has a tendency to encourage that
shallow, clever, captious sort of criticism whieh is a8l1ll too common
in many universities everywhere.

1 have, therefore, suggested to Dr. Perrin that

the work of the Committee appointed by Corporation should be done

in the most careful and thorough way, with & view not only to
informing Corporation as & body but possibly to arrive at some
interesting information on musical education in Montreal every way

which might interest the public. Do you think, then, it would
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be advisable to constitute the Committee into a sort of commissgion
of enquiry which might hear any statements which might be made to
it by outside delegations or persons interested or with whom the
members of the Committee might wish to consult? I presume that
if the Committee did undertake anything like this you yourself
would naturally like to sit with the Committee &t its hearings,
There may be nothing very much in this suggestion, but I should
like to have you think it over and to let me know some time what
you think about it. I have already told Dr. Perrin to arrange
With the other members of the Committee to meet for the first time,
if possible, some day next week.

Pirs se your Committee cannot help deploring the
pathetically all provision made at the prosent time for the study and

no sdequate Conservatorium building or headquarters of uny kind for the
professional study and p“Culc- of music, nor any propsr public hall or
suditorium where reelly instructive music msy be hesrd and enjoyed by the
public. The present University Conservatorium building is and alwaye wus
wholly inadequate and ill-fitted to mest this need. Hven if the University
were justified in putting it any longer to its proesent uses, further funds
for this purpose are imp-rative if anything mere is to 2e dome really worth
doing. The members of the Committes merk with special inte rest and approval
o suggestion made by ths dpLPD~f1/n of ladies mentiunsd sbove, that the effort
begun a few years sgo to railse fuu' to build a suitable memorial Hail should
be revised and considered st the rlle t possible d=te. The members of
the Committee also eugiest that thu very best resuits in a venture of this
kind would probably be obtsined by close end sympathotic co-operation ode-
tween the University =nd ths public.

In the next place, your Committee wishes to puint out again the
omission up tc the present tlmb of the Protsstent Puhlic schools of the City
and elsewhere, not only in this Province but in svue other parts of Canads,
to officislly recoznise extra-mural treining in nugic. From evidence
placed before the Committee, it is obvious that & very lsrge percentnge of
pupils in the scho.ls sttempt, after schosl hours :nd at their parents!
exyvnuv, to acquire some skill in instrumentsl perforntnce of rnusic at

It was with some such thoughts as thes2 that your Committee
addressed to ths :Committee of the Protestant School Board of lontrenl,
mentioned above, the following questions:~ (1) ¥hat chsnce is there of
obtaining suitable space in the School buildings of the City for the tesching
of music to pupils who may be willing to follow this subject at hours when
they are not required to attend regular schocl classes; and, (P) grauting
that the University is willing to allow the study end p:u-bﬁce of music as
a subject for ratriculatiun, whet chance is there that this subject may be
made one of the recognised subjects of school study, ¢epscially in the High
Schools of the City ? To the first of these gquestions tihe Committee of the
Board answered wholeheartedly that it was the policy of th2 Board to muke
the meximum use of 1l school buildings and property for all legimate
educsticnal purposes in the City, and that they had no '
accommodation suggested cculd be esasily provided, especia
hour of half-past three in the aftaLn\ln providad that suit ao‘ sukwrviOiun
and responsibility sre assured. ailvlnv to the second of thage questiouns,
they pointed out thet the gquestion is entirzly beyond the jurlstlctlun of Lne
Board, as the only competent suthority to desl with the subiects of study
set down in the curricula of the Public 3chools is tias rrotestant Committee
of the Council of Public Instructicn for the rrovince. Your Committee
therefore, recommends on this point that thiec enquiry be not allowed to
drop with this re port, thst the Univeregity tuke the necessary steps to
recognise the study of music 2s one of the subjects allowed for metriculetion,
and that the proper authorities of the Department of Public Iastruction for
the Frovince te wupproached for the purpose of finding out some suitabie way
by which the study snd practice of music may be taught in the schools during
hours or after and this subject rescognised as one of the subjects for which
credit is allowed to pupils in the regular work of the schools.

Coming, finally, tc the pasrticular matter for which your Committee
was ofeated, viz., to resport upon the organization snd status of musical
education in this University, vy ur Committeec wishes ©o point out thet all
musical education in MeGill at present is divided into thres parts:i-

(1) & depsrtment of Art and Music in McGill College, racently crsatad Ly
recormendation of the Faculty of the Coullege snd by the approval of this
Corporaticn; (2) = Faculty of Music in MeGilt Univer aLtj with courses of
study and practice leading to the Licentiate in Music end the degree of
Bachelor of Music; und, (3) the Uomservatorium of Lusic devoted to teaching
practical nusic. It is only with the firet and third of these parts that
this C-mmittee is now interested.

Regarding the first of theee, your Conmittee wisghes to approve un-
reservedly of the formstion of a Department of Music in Mc?l]l vollege
be?lnparﬁ in the First year, but they also point out thut a better beginning
in thig,would probably be made if at least uns yeer's notice in which to pre-
pare were given all candidotes who may wish to eleet thig department of study,
and that, therefore, this work should not be offersd in the First year
earlier than the autumn of 1927.

Regarding the Comservatorium of Pructical Music, your Committee
wishes to mention the following points in the evidence placod before it:-

(a) That this part of the work is at present devoted sluost exclusively
to providing music lessouns in the more elementary stages end thet sll,efforts
in this we; wure made almost wholly futile and pro*itless by the policy
of the Schocl authorities towards musical education already referred to
in this report and by other csuses.
(b) That only a negligivle numb:r of these &lementary pupils follow
their studies and practice far snough to reach any proper University standard
in this work.
