Mr. Meighan admitted this was true 
in one sense, out said the St. Cathar­
ines and Niagara Railway was owned 
by the Canadian Northern Ontario.
The.gdvernriient would get a lien upon 
it under the provisions of the contract,, 
which created a mortgage charge upon 
the Canadian-. Northern Ontario to the 
extent that any part of the $46,000,000 
was expended in construction work 
upon the CiN.O.

Bargain With C-P.R.
Mir. E. M. Macdonald, desired to know 

whether the government had requested 
Sir William Mackenzie ?and Sir Donald 
Mann to pledge their personal estates 
as security - for the proposed govern­
ment guarantee. He claimed that in 
1884, when the C.P.R. applied for a 
loan of $30,000,000. the promoters of 
that enterprise had pledged their own 
property as collateral security. This 
statement the prime minister disputed.
No such security, he said, had been 
exacted by - the Government 1 of Sir 
John Macdonald.

Sir Wilfrid- Laurier: ‘‘George’
pfcens and Donald- Smith. It is well 

known., risked their entire estates at 
that time in an effort to save the road.
The government, it is true, took se-, 
curitp only ih’the C.P.R. Co..-but that, 
security was ample, as th'é - event 
proved."

Mr.’ Borden: "Yet in 1909 it was* 
stated in this house by a member of 
the Laurier Government that the 
C-P.R. in 1884 "had no security to offer 
which any bank would have accepted."

May Demand More Security.
Mr.' Carvell said nothin>r was to be 

gained by discussing ancient history.
He would ask the government whether 
It had called upon Mackenzie and 
Mann to put up any security, and whe­
ther it intended to so call upon them.

Mr. Borden: “They will certainly 
be called upon if other adequate se­
curity is lacking." (Applause).

Mr. Carvell said that there was no­
thing in the contract embodied in the 
resolutions before the house which 
would authorize the government to 
call upon Sir Wm. Mackenzie and Sir 
Donald Mann personally for any se­
curity. It was the firm cf Mackenzie 
Mann and Co., Limited, which engag­
ed to do certain things. He thougnt 
the house should know what were the 
assets and liabilities of that firm. The 
contract with the government bound 
that firm to do certain things, but 
what would happen if they failed to 
make good?

Mr. Borden: “We would not- get the 
bonds.”

Mr. -Carvell-: "But you would have 
to go ahead and get them or you 
would be confronted, with the ‘nation­
al disaster* you are seeking to avoid."

Not in Contraction Firm.
Mr. Pugsley asked about the Nor­

thern Construction Company, In which 
he understood relatives of both Sir 
William and Sir Donald figured pro­
minently.

Mr. Bristol (Centre Toronto) : "There 
Is an affidavit on file to the con­
trary."

A steam cooker for fruit canning is made and is similar to a port­
able sheet iron oven. Its initial cost is not great, but lacking this, the 
oven itself may be utilised. The oven bottom is covered prtth a sheet of 
asbestos or the dans of fruit are set in shallow pans partly tilled with 
water The important thing about* oven canning is to have the tempera­
ture of the tans and their contents and the oven identical to prevent crack­
ing the Jars. The oven must not get extremely hot, but the water in the 
pans should be kèpt simmering gently for ten or fifteen minutes.-

The fruit shrinks in cooking, so that it is necessary to open the Jars 
when they are almost cobked enough and fill them up with boiling syrup 
or with fruit added from one of them. At this time the rubbers may be 
out on the Jars and the lids fastened securely, as they will not expand 
any more. Return to the oven or boiler for two or three mlnutes Be- 
sldes these two methods there are the steam cooker and tireless cooker 
ways of canning, hut the same principles are employed. The open kettle 
method is most often used for fruits that need only to he heated thr».

DELAYS NEW SCHOOL

^Architects’ Report on Central 
I .Technical Emphasizes Slow 
I Progress on Exterior Walls.

Dearest of all to the heart of a child 
is the world of life, and especially that 
bit which Is hie to watch and care for. 
'Every child should have a garden and 
a pet—even If the garden is In a cigar 
box and the pet is a tadpole In a 
tumbler.

Consider the garden first: For beet 
interest start with something compa­
ratively easy to grow. A first success 
Inspires to further effort, while initial 
failure may ddd Indifference to disap­
pointment. Of course, many of the 
best lessons of gardening are learned 
thru repeated failures, but for a be­
ginning don’t make the odds too great.

In the spring begin a real garden. If 
■you have any plot of ground, no mat­
ter how tiny, in front yard or back. 
Window* boxes are a poor substitute, 
tacking both in Interest arousing and 
health-giving properties; yet thev are 
better than nothing. Let the child help 
select his own plot, and discuss with 
him the favorable situations as to sun, 
wind, exposure, etc. When the plot 1s 
selected the tools must be provided. A 
small rake, hoe, spade or shovel and 
a watering pot are needed. These the 
child must care for himself and put In 
their proper place after every garden 
hour; they must not be allowed to rust 
Examine the tools carefully when you 
buy them. They may be cheap, but 
they must be strong.

The tools and plot having been se­
lected, proceed to the selection of the 
seeds. In this be ready with help and 
suggestion, but don’t dictate. Remem­
ber this Is the child's property. En­
courage a vegetable garden by all 
means, and, whatever Is planted, have 
enough to supply the family for at least 
one meal. This must be either the 
spontaneous gift of the owqpr or a 
purchase from him. It must not be 
taken as a right Hhubarb, lettuce and 
carrots are all comparatively easy to 
raise, and are all things tha«t a child 
himself can eat. Radishes grow well, 
but are indigestible.

The child must do his own work In 
the garden. This Is much easier to ac­
complish If several children have gar­
dens near together; or.Yalllng this. If 
the father or mother should enter the 
competition the work will be doubly 
.valuable.

chise holding companies. If, as many 
believe, these commissions are only 
•the stepping stones to- straight public 
ownership and operation, the goal will 
be earlier reached by demonstration 
of their efficacy and efficiency.

FORESTS AND WATE*/SUPPLY.

How forests aid in maintaining wa­
ter supply has been strikingly illus­
trated in the experience of the City 
of Wallace, In the State of Idaho. The 
history of its water supply has been 
given in a publication isbued by the 
Forest Service of the United States 
Department of Agriculture. From this 
it appears up to the year 1910 the wa­
tershed waa well timbered with trees 
ranging from fifty to two hundred 
years old and yielded a stream flow 
that never fell below 1000 miners’ 
inches, the unit of measurement used. 
In that year the forest was burned 
over, with consequences that have 
riouely affected the company operating 
the rights and furnishing water, light 
and power. '

Altho the precipitation of rain and 
snow has been normal, ae shown by 
the records of the weather bureau, the 
minimum stream flow has fallen to 
260 miners’ inches, or only one-quar­
ter of what it was before the Are. The 
company lias thus been compelled at 
considerable expense to develop power 
by steam and to ‘use part of this 
power to pump water. Efforts are 
now being made to reforest the ./water­
shed, but even if this be accomplished 
many years must elapse before It can 
reach Its previous condition. What is 
most remarkable about the movement 
for forest conservation is the diffi­
culty of creating a really effective 
public opinion. It le emphatically a case 
where governments and legislatures 
should take the lead both tn, protecting 
forests in districts unfitted for profit­
able agriculture and in reforesting 
areas that have been improperly de­
nuded of their timber.

An undivided half interest in the 
southeast comer of Queen and Tonge 
streets has been purchased by the To­
ronto Savings and Loan Co. of Peter­
boro, Ont This transaction is subject 
to a large t mortgage and a 21<-year 
lease, secured last year by the Impe­
rial Bank of Canada’.
