TIIE TIMES ON CANADIAN POLICY.

The English press, and notably the
Times, have exhibited a most extraordi-
nary degrec of ignorance in discussing the
supposed policy of the new Canadian
Government. Led: astray by an absurd
report that was put in circulation several
weelks ago, that there was likely to be a
treaty of reciprocity between the United
States and Canada, with the view of ad-
mitting United States maunufactures into
Canada - on more favorable terms than
those of the United Kingdom, the ZiUmes
has thought fit to raise the question how
far the limits of self-government extend
in Canada, and how far treaties with other
nations allow us to authorize unequal
-duties in our colonies. The Z%mes admits
that “as faras our hands are {ree we shall
“#eoncede to Canada the utnmiost liberty
o fall into, error,” but ¢ we shall not
“ aequiesce in this result withont expos-
« gulation and remonstrance.” ltwould be
desirable that the English press shounld
wait until there is some reasonable ground
of complaint before it endeavors to create
irritation, There is a geuneral feeling per-

vading the people of Canada, including

Loth  political parties, that thoy have
much to complain of in the fiseal policy of
the United States. "1t is true that there
is considerable difference of opinion as to
the best mode of dealing with the various
questions at issue, but even the most ad-
vanced free-traders, such as the Ilon.
David Mills, would admit that the bounty
on refined sugar has operated disadvan-
tageously to our sugar refiners, and
that the 10 per cent. discriminating duty,
which places a-formidable obstacle in the
way of direet trade from China, Japan,
Java, Sumatra, Ceylon, ete,, is injurious to
Canadian interests. Then again the free-
traders connot approve of the heavy
duties in the United States on natural
products, which cause so much dissatisfac-
tion in Canada. In the class of duties to
which we have referred, the people of
the United Iingdom have cither no
interest whatever, or their interests arc
identical with those of Canada. We are
told by the Zimes, in drawing a compari-
son between therespective policies of the
two Canadian Governments, that ¢ one did
“its best to liberate trade belween the
“States and the Dominion by mutual
“aereement, and that the other is about
“to try a hostile tarift)’? and that the for-
mer policy is ¢ altogether right ** and the
other *“altogether wrong.” Now, we
apprehend that the present. government
would be as willing as its predecessor to
liberate trade by mutual agreement. The
misfortune is that all efforts to bring
about “ mutual agreement’ have failed,
indeed the negotiation of a commercial
treaty is hardly possible with such a gov-
ernment as - that of the United States.
We wonder whether the Zimes has ever
heard of the negotiations of Sir Alexander
Galt and his colleagues with a congres-
sional commiitee, or that of the Hon.
George Brown with the Government of
the United States. We can scarcely
imagine the possibility of any future
Canadian Government making fresh over-
tures with a view ¢ to liberate trade by
mutual agreement.” We of course are
unable to judge what the T%nes means by
“a hostile tarifly” but we venture to pre-
dict that the Canadian Government will
not propose a more hostile tarifl'than that
imposed by the United States. 1t may
be very well for the Z%émes and for Eng.
lish free-traders to denounce any policy
that is not based on ‘strictly free-trade
principles. They at least can take
such a course without inconsistency ;
Lut we confess that we regard the eri-
ticisms of the United States press with a
feeling approaching to indignation. What
right have our neighbors to complain of
our imposing such duties aswe: consider

best caleulated to piromote the interests
of our own people. It isnot alittle amus.
ing to find threals in the American papers
of  retalistion against us, based on the
supposition that we contemplate impos.
ing duties similar to their own. What-
over policy may be adopted by our pre-
sent Govornment, there is one point on
which we may be well assured beforchand,
which is, that the United States will have
no just ground of complaint. We are
equally well assured that our fellow-sub-
Jeets in the United Kingdom will not be
able to find any just ground for com-
plaint against that policy, either on the
score of its discriminating against the
United Kingdom or violating commercial
treaties with foreign countries. When
the diseriminating duty was imposed on
tea and coffee in 1872, there was some
intention at first to disallow the act, on
the ground of the discrimination against
the United States, but it was contended
on behalf of Canada that’ the commoercial
treaty between Great Britain and the
United States expressly limits to Ier
Majesty's possessions in Burope tho ex-
emption from higher duties than those
imposed on like articles from other foreign
countries and vice versd. It was further
contended that the Canadian Act had
been passed inconsequence of the United
States having discriminated against Cana-
dian merchants and the St. Lawrence
route, and {hat Canada would be ready at
any {ime io remove the diseriminating
duty if the United States would do so
likewise, and thal it was not undesirable
to make it the interest of the United
States merchants to procure, if possible,
the removal of all” discriminating AQuties.
Canada, it was urged, had a right to claim
from Great Britain either that she should
prevent her immediate neighbor from
diseriminating against her, or, if either
unable or unwilling to do so that she
should not object to u countervailing dutly.
It was impossible to resist such argu-
ments, and the Act was left to its opera-
tion, as we venture to predict any act
imposing discriminating. duties against
the United States will be. We may re-
mark that the best friends of reciprocity
in the United States have  on several
occasions pointed out that one great
obstacle in its way is that we have already
granted to them everything that we have
to give without any concession on their
part. This argument, we are well aware,
will have no weight with free-traders, but
they - should recollect that Mr. Cobden
himself was the negotiator of a veciprocity .
treaty with France under which consider-
able reductions in" duty on English im-
ports were obtained, which most assured--
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ly would not have been granted had
Great DBritain voluntarily rveduced her
duties on French goads without reciprocal
advantages.  Wo cannot, of course, be
surprised that the political opponents of
the Government should try to embarrass
them under the circumstances, but the
public at large will wait patiently for the
meeting of Parlinment, in the assurance
that the future liscal policy will, in the
meantime, receive the most careful con-
sideration.

THE FISHIERY QUESTION,

Alr. Secretary Tvarts’ despatch on the
subject of the alleged grievance sustained
by United States fishermen from the peo-
ple of Newfoundland has caused just in-
dignation in Canada. 1t has at least the
appearance of avery discreditableatlempt
to evade the payment of an award which
a portion of the citizens of the United
Siates have evinced a desire to repudiate
ever since the time 'that it was made.
Mr. Secretary Evarts has put forward
what seems a most exiraordinary claim,
viz.: “If there are to be regulations of
common enjoyment they must be authen-
ticated by common or joint authority.”
That is, the United States claim, in virtue
of their fishery rights under the treaty of
Whashington, a right to override the muni-
cipal laws of a British Province,—in other
words, to override the treaty itself, which
limits the concession in favor, of the
United States to the use of the fisheries
i common with the subjects of 1er Bri-
tannic Majesty.” M, Evarts can hardly
be prepared to maintain on the part of a
professedly religious people that it is ob-
jectionable to legislate against fishing on
Sunday, and yet the inference to be drawn
from his despatch is that he is fuvorable
o such a practice, and that he is of opi-
nion that the Treaty of Washington author-
izes the Giovernment of the United States
1o object to a municipal Jaw against Sun-
day fishing. Again, he claims aright to dis-
allow an Act the object of which is to pro-
tect the fisheries. A more discreditable
despatch has never, we venture to assert,
Deen sent from the Burcau al Washington.
‘I'he object is a paltry, mean evasion of a
money payment, and our only apprehen-
sion is that, owing to the little interest
which England has in the question, and
to the more exciting suljects which arc
at present engaging public attention, it
may be treated with more indulgence than
it deserves. We cannot doubt that there
must be precedents in abundance, which
can be cited in support of the supremacy
of the municipal Inw of a country under
such circumstances as those eited in M.
Evarts’ despatch,  The French have had

during a long” term of years fishery rights
in Newfoundland, as well as on the coasts
of England. It seems contrary to all in-
ternational law that a privilege granted to
foreigners to fish in the waters of an inde-
pendent state shonld carry with it a right
Lo violate the municipal law of that state
which its own subjects are compelled to
obey. DMr. Evarts' 1anguago is not suscep-
tible of any misconstruction. I[le main-
tuins that the fishery rights “are to be
“ exerecised wholly frce from the restraints
“and regulations of the statules of New-
“ foundland, now set up as authority over
“our own fishermen, and from any other
“ regulation of the fishery now in force, or
“that may hereafter be enacted by that
“Government.” Admitling, as he does,
that it may be desirable that the partici-
pation in the fishery should be regulated
Dby some competent authority, My Evarts
maintains that “such competent author-
“ity can only be found in a joint con-
“vention that shall receive the approval
“of Mer Majesty’s Government and our
“own.” It is pretended by Mr. Evarts
that if such a stipulation as obedience to
the colonial municipal laws had been pro-
posed when the treaty was under discus-
sion, il would never have been accepted.
We should like to be informed whether
during the period when the Americans

enjoyed the right of fishing under the old:

reciprocity treaty they ever claimed the

right to act in defiance of the municipal:

laws of the colonies.” The time is not far
distant when it will be necessary. to re-
consider the whole subject of the fisheries;
and, if we are not much mistaken, the
Americans will find that they will be un-
able to obtain a renewal of the treaty on
the terms that they desive. Most cer-
tainly no such concession as that cluimed
for the first time by Mr. Evarts, after
about sixteen years’ enjoyment of fishery
rights Ly citizens of the United Siates,
will be granted under any new arrange-
ment that may be made. The press of
the United States encourages M. Jivarts
in his extraordinary pretensions, a:d the
Chicago Ivibune goes so far as wo use
threats of & most unbecoming character.
We shall give a specimen of the insolent
language used by the Tribune, and close
with them our present notice of the sub-
joet:

“There has been trouble enough, aud the
Amerienn people are notin the mood to have
any wmore.  They demand to have this question
and every other that ean be ruised seltled now
and forever, so th: tthe peonle of the Dominion
cannot violate our rights by g-ibbles and eva-
sions or by local legislat on vinich supersedes
international lnw. - 1t is {rolish: for cither Eng-
land or Canada tore-open the questicn now and
provoke » confliet; for the oue vesul, ¢ill follow:

the other 'just as surcly 13 night #o.lows day.
The American people have been triffed with

until they have lost their paticuce, and they will
stand nothing more without striking back and
striking back hard. The five-million-dollnr ver-
dict agiinst them was bad enough of itself with-
out having further indignities piled on top of
it. One of these days, it the English and Cann-
dinns' 4o wot sadisfactorily settle things, the
knot will be cut in such a sharp and surprising
way that there will be no trouble afterwards.
They are in about as good a position to. insult
us as the Ameer was when he insulted England,
and we are fully as able to resent. and punish
an usult as Bugland is in the case of the Ameer.
England is not in a position, and Canada lens!.
of all, to trifle witly us any further, and we are
not in the mood to be trifled with. Tn the ease of
the American fishermen whose rights were in-
vaded, we are not only entitled to redress, but
the people will look to the Government to exact
the fullest measure of apology and compenga-
tion, with guarantee for the future. John Bull
and his_colonists across the border might as
well realize that this Government will not allow
its fishermen 1o be disturbed in any of their
rights, and the sooner they realize it the hetter
it will e for {hem and their interests.”

EARL OF DUFFERIN'S ADMINISTRA-
TION.

Two volumes have been simultaneously .
offered to the Canadian public, with very
similar titles, and on the same interesting
subject— “The Administration of the
Larl of Dufferin,”—one by Mr. Wm. Leggo,
Barrister-at-Law, the other by Mr. George
Stewart, jun. We can scarcely doubt,
having reference to the strong feeling of
admiration for ourlate Governor General
and his accomplished Countess, which is
generally entertained by the inhabitants
of the Dominion, that both the works to
which we have called attention will have
a ready sale, and we may be permitted to
add that both are highly deserving of
public patronage. As was to be expected,
a great deal of matter is common to both
works, such as the various speaches and
answers to addresses delivered by Lord
Duflerin during the numerous progresses
which he made throughout the Dominion.
Several of these speeches are deserving of
the highest commendation, especially that
delivered at Halifax during the crisis of
1873, that at the Toronto Club dinner’in
1874, that at the Albion ITotel, London, in
1875, at Victoria, British Columbia, in1876,
at Winnipeg in 1877, and at Montreal and
Toronto in 1878. In works which are spe-
cially intended to illustrate the life of the
Representative of our Sovereign, who, in
virtue of his position, is wholly unconnect-
ed with party, the discussion of political
topics has been properly confined within
tolerably narrow limits. The bias of the
authors of both works is clearly in favor
of the Conservative party, but, except in
one case, to which we may specially refer
before we close, it-has not been displayed
unfairly.. The work of Mr. Leggo, which
is published by ‘the Lovell Printing and
Publishing Co. of Montreal, is more com-
prehensive than that of Mr, Stewart, and
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contains 2 much greater quantity of mat-
ter. -It treats, moreover, at considerable
lengbh several important subjects which

‘are scarcely noticed by Mr. Stewart, as, for
‘instance the discussion and despatches on

the Manitoba -Amnesty, the Indian trea-
ties in the North West; the Centennial
Exhibition; Hon. John Young’s visit to
Sydney, the Pacific Railway surveys and
the Quebec Ministerial crisis. Both works
are open to criticism, as of course was to
be expected, but they are, on the whole,
remarkably free from inaccuracies as to
facts. In Stewart’s work there is an extra-
ordinary blunder in the account of the
Pacific Railway charter. That charter
was granted to thirteen individusls, whose
names are given correctly, but with the
addition of three, viz, M. T. Johnson,
James Findlay and Thos. Lett Staplsco-
mid,of whom we have never beforo lieard,
and who certainly were not included in
the charter.
Mr. Stewart has done great injustice to
TLord Dufferin’s predecessor, Lord Lisgar,
who is described Ly him as “an old. man
and an invalid,”* who “ lived iwo-miles or
more away from the oflices of his minis-
try,” as if he had not lived in the very
same house as Lord Duflerin. It is said
that “ one of the first things Lord Dufferin
“#did on his arrival at’ Ottawa was to fit
tyup an office in the Parlinment buildings,
" and to announce to bis Ministry that he
 was always available and always ab their
# gervice.,” Now the fuct is that precisely
the same apartments in the Government
(not’ Parlininent) buildings were appro-
priated to Lord Lisgar as those subse.
quently used by Yord Duflferin. The
object is to represent Lord Lisgar as an
imbecile, whereas he was an experienced
public oflicer, who bad frequently repre-
sented the Cno\m in other colonies, and
was tholoughly acquainted with his duty,

-“whick he discharged with zeal and fidelity.

Lord Lisgar, moreover, had to deal with
questions of considerable difficulty, such as
the rebellion in the North-West, and -the
‘Washington treaty, the terms of which, as
is well known, were far from acceptable
to the Canadian Government. Lord Lisgar
was the mediator betwoen the Imperial
and Dominion Governments, and was
thoroughly successful in his negotiations.
We ‘are sorry that Mr. Stewart should
liave gone out of his way to disparage Lord
Lisgar, who proved himsell ready to defénd
L01d Dufferin in the Huusé of Lords in
the Lepine case. The unjust attack on
Lord Lisgar by Mr. Stewart has not, we
were pleased to observe, been echoed by
Mr. Leggo, who has reproduced an admir-

able speech of that nobleman at Montreal,

ghortly before his departure, and has,

| duct,

charvacterized him as “a ruler who had
¢ given the utmost satisfaction to the Im-
“ perial authorities to the Dominion Gov-
‘ ernment and to the people of Canada
—a tribute which was well merited, and he
adds: “ His careful regard for the princi-

¢ ples of Constitutional Government had

¢ gained for him the respect of all shades
“ of political opinion, and the unobtrusive
¢ cordiality with which he encouraged and
“supported every judicious enterprize for
“ the development of the great industries
“ and resources of the country had gained
¢ for him the reputation of an excellent
“ruler.”

.My Stewart has likewise done less than
justice to Mr. Edgar in his account of that
gentleman’s visit to British Columbia.
Mr. Edgar is desceribed as incompetent,

and the responsibility for the failure of

his mission is thrown upon him, whereas
it appears from the text that “ the Tro-

Hvineial Ministers refused to yield an

“inch of their ground, and, as time passed
¢ on, they became more and more obstruc-
“tive.”” Mr. Leggo has published Mr.
Edgar's own report of his proceedings,
which is a creditable document, and cal-
culated to produce a very different im-
pression. from that conveyed by Mr.
Stewart.

The Pacific Railway coniroversy, which

led to such important results, is treated
by both authors in a fair spirit, and their
conclusions are nearly, if not quite, the
same. Both in our judgment oxaggerate
the extent of the bribery practised during
the elections of 1872, but both hold the
twe purties responsible for encouraging
it. Both authors agquit Sir John Mac-
donald’s Administration of having ob-

structed the investigation into Mr. Hunt-

ington’s charges, which was one of the
specific grounds of censure embodied in
My, Mackenuzie’s resolution in amendment
to the address in October, 1873. - Both
acknowledge that the only charge sus-
tained was that of having accepled money
from Sir Hugh Allan, which SirJohn Mac-
donald has himself more than once ad-
mitted was an indiseretion. The materials
for forming a judgment on the case are
furnished by both authors, but Mr. Leggo
has published at length Lord Dufterin’s
able despatch of 15th August, 1873, a
document whicl is a conclusive vindica-
tion of the Governmentagainst the attack
of the Opposition with regard to the pro-
1ogat10n in August, 1873.

We can make allowance for politi-

Leggo bas not ventured to enter into a
consideration ol the real point at issue
between the Licutenant Governor and the
Qucbee ex-Ministers, bub has assumed
that the former was actuated by political
hostility, and that he had no just
ground of complaint. That the Lieuten-
ant-G overnor’s position was ‘completely
ignored by his ministers is quite clear {o
our mind, and as we are again referring
to the subject we may call attention to a
passage in’ Mr. Gladstone's late article in
the North American Review, entitled ¢ Kin
beyond the Sea,” in which he defines in
unmistukeable language the constitutional
doctrine on the subject:

“1le, th ¢ Sovereign, is entitled on all
“subjects coming before the Ministry
¢ to knowledge and opporlunities of dis-
“cussion uplimited, save by the iron
“pecessities of business. * ¢ * Wore it
¢ possible for him, within the limits of
“human time and strength, to enter ac-
ttively into all public transactions, he

¢« and leisurely survey, while they are wor-
“pied with the preparatory stages, and
“heir force is - often impaired by the
“ presence of countless details. e may
% be therefore a weighty factor in all de-
“liberations of state, - Every discovery of

!hances his authority.”

There is not a shade of difference of
opinion ‘between English statesmen of all
parties on the subject of the constitu-
tional right of the sovereign, or the oflicer
entrusted with the regal functions, to dis-
miss the Ministry of the day. The res-
ponsibility for that act must rest on the
minister who consents to assume it. We
own that we have observed with surprise
that it is held by those who disapprove of
Mr. Letellier's conduct that ¢ ihe appro”
vl of Tord Dufferin in the former in-
stance (his support of Ministers in 1873)
implies the condemnation of Mr. Letel-
lier.”  Now thero was not the slightest
analogy between the two cases. There
never was a clearer issue than' that
between Lieutenanti-Governor Letellier
and the Quebece: ex-Ministers. The rail-
way and tax bills were both introduced by
Ministers as Government measures with-
out the sanction of the representative of
the Crown ; a proceeding wholly at vari-

" ance with constitutional practice. Mr.Ste-
wart, we are Lound to state, has been far
from consistent in' his trealment of the

' question. e has condemned the ex-Minis
ters for their trentment of the Lieutenant-
Governor in terms perhaps stronger than
he was justified in using, but he has
thought proper to attribute motives to
the Lientenant-Governor which is' gen-
erally the last resort of one who is unable
to-find arguments in support of his opin-
ions. We shall here dismiss the subject,
and with it our present notice of the two
very interesting volumes which have just
béen offered to the public. They are
both well worthy, not only of perusal, but

“of being preserved for the purpose of
referonce. '

THE NEW YORK TIMES AND LIFE
INSURANCE.

The. New Yorke TVmes has been long

“ noted for the persistency. with which it
has assailed the life assurance companies,
and it has drawn down on itself| in conse-
quence, many severe animadversions. It
has recently been indulging in its usual
attacks on life insurance management, and

" the New York Daily Indicalor hasrecalled
public attention to the attack which it
made about three years ago on the Messrs.
~ Goodsell, the Managing, Directors of the
. Daily Graphic newspaper, which attroct-
ed attention at the time in Montreal.
The Messrs, Goodsell at once commenced
- anaction for libel, which at first the Times
trentéd with scorn and ridiculs.  However,
in its issue of 20th January, 1877, it pub-

lished "the following apology, and at the
same time paid the costs in the case:

#We take this opportunity to make an apol-
ogy to our neighbors of the (fraphic, It will
be” remembered by our readers “that, in the
months of October and November, 1875, our
columns contained several articles imputing
improper motives to the Messrs. Goodsell in the
conduct of the Glraphic and the Spectator, and
also reflecting upon thejr personal” character.
Upon an examination of the i'ucls’ul the case,
we have become satisfied that injustice was done
to eaclt of the Messrs. Goodsell in the several
publications referred to. We are convinced that
the articles in question should not be remem-
bered to the prejudice of the Messrs. Guodsell
as jonrnaulists ov citizens.”

Tt might have been supposed-that, after
having been thus brought to lool, the
1'imes would have been more cautious, but
the Indicator suggests that ¢ another dose
of the Goodsell treatment’ would be apro-
pos just now, as it has been indulging in
such language as “ swindlers,” # robbery,”
¢ treachery,” ¢ falsehood,” and “fraud.”
TheNew York Zimes has earned an unen-
viable notoviety for its scurrilous- attacks,
which are now and then directed against
Canada and Canadians.

THE APPORTIONMBENT OF NON-CONCUR-
RENT POLICIES.

Where' the shoe pinches in non-concurrent
insurances is when several compaiies make a
gain at the expense of a'co-insurer, but nothing
of the kind ocenrs in this case, even according
to Mr. Campbell’s shewing. 1 do not agree
with his mode of adjustment. - The following is
my mode, and I may state it was drawn up,
and only compared several howrs afterwards,
withiout the. alteration of a. figure, with the
adjustment set forth in yours of 20th September
Tast :

- The ‘above notes,
with the exception of $267.08, are solely
accommodation paper, and which are on our
books as a liability against ourselves; and all
previous notes that we hold of yours that are
past due ‘and retired from the bank have been
degtroyed by us, and no person has any claim
against you or them, and we hold you uu-

accountable.

On the 6th July, 1878, the Bank's solicitors,
Morrison, Wells & Gordon, made a demand
upon P. Rooney of Montreal for payment of
the amounts of the notes referred to in the
foregoing letter, threatening him witha writ
in case of non-compliance. A writ was accord-
ingly issued against him on the 23rd August in
the Superior Court, in this city, for the recovery
of the accommodation note for $7,500, and
doubtless the Bank will rank upon his estate ; his
rating was immediately suspended by one of the
mereantile ageneies, seriously affecting his erc-
dit, and which was, presumably, the immedinte
causge of the failure. On the 30th August, Mr.
P. Rooney undertook an" action for damages
against the Bank. It will be seen that the
Toronto firm of N. & F. Rooney had peculiar
notions of financeering, and did not hesitate, any

“more than the Iate A, Ward, to sacrifice their
relations. Peter Rooney, a cousin of N. Rooney,
made them n loan of $10,000, all his mone-
tary wealth at the time; but it is intimated
that there was some irregularity in lending,
and althongh he received credit for it'in the

" baoks of the firm, some misunderstanding has
arisen concerning it. Peter has sued the firm
for” his money. At the time of ‘F. Rooney’s
death, the firm showed a surplus of $54,000, ex-
clusive of the loan of $10,000; it is now rumoured
the estate will not pay in full, The father of
N. Rooney, resident in Ireland, also lent the
firm money, but il is intimnted that this was
dutifully repaid before the speck appeared. 1t
may be worth remembering, thut N. & F.
Rooney were equal partners in the business,
neither of them having any private means ont-
side the assets of the firm. It now transpires
that “the supviving partner is in possession of
considerable productive real estate in York-
ville, but in his wife's name, claimed, however,
to have been a legacy from her futher, a college
professor in Toronto, who lefta large family,
among wliom Mrs. N. Rooney must have been
a special favorite. Tt is to be regretted under
all the circumstances thit the “ surviving part-
ner ” should show any disposition’ to retwrn
the Xindness of bis cousin in the munner indi-
cated by his letter to the ZPelegramn. But, strictly
speaking, the man who lends his name on
accommodation paper to save n tottering con-
cern from immediate ruin, deserves the un-
grateful treatment which the ladder is said to
receive sometimes fromn the suceessful climber.
1t is claimed that the estate of P. Rooney will
show up favorably, and a_surplus exclusive of
the alleged liabilitiea on the nceommedation
paper. Mach sympathy is felt for him, in his
present position. L

Tue Re-INSURANCE NecoTiaTioNs.~—Now that
the National Insurance Co. is not to" re-insure.

the oufstanding bu: iness of the ¢efunct Canada
Agricultural, the Water.own  company "is the
only bidder. There is, however, a difficulty in
the way, owing chiclly 10 o specinl clauge in
the policies. of the Canada Agricnltural as to
Rebate Premiums, and aithough the law pre-
cludes any such claims against the companies
after re-insuring, the trustees of the defunct con-
cern will not comply with the terms of the for-
mer, which inelude special inumanity from any
possibilities arising under that clause; that is
the Watertown Co. to be held harmless in case
of such claims occurring. Agents in arrears are
not slow sometimes to avail themselves of
opportunities for purchasing such rebate claims
at o small percentage and offsetting their
balances by returning the policies at their pro-
rata full value to the company. During such
operations it is not desirable for all parties that
the re-insurance take effect. The six months
time allowed the company within which to efiect
a re-insurance expire on the 10th inst., after
which, until they procure further power tore-
insure, the concern must go on paying losses as
they occur as well as all claims for surrendered
policies. Some interested partics prefer this
course, cluiming that the future losses cannot
amount to $40,000 (the sum  to be paid to the
Watertowa Co. for re-insuring), overlooking
the rdditional linbility upon rcbate claims, and
that the trustees of the concern would by such
course reslize much more for the creditors,
alleging tie natural law as affecting compaunies
who are ndt supposed to be in n position to pay

Qr, the general
experience will be o profitable one up w a cer-
tain. point, when ' sonte enormous conflagration
or gerics of fires, in an uniooked-for quarter or
at the end of the year, ste,)s in to overwrn all
sanguine calculations, We have the curiosity
to tnke o survey of the field, as regpects the ex-
perience of 1877, by way of learning just which
were the profit-given States.  The experience of
fire underwriters in the principal States and in
Canadn will be worth examining, even if the
figures do not cover the entire field.  Below we
give an approximately correcttable of these ex-
periences, gathered from' the most authentic
sources at hand, and covering ficlds. yielding

At Jerez the Vintage has proved ordinary in quality and below the average in quantity, but we do not antici-
pate any change in prices for the present. M_l:.' JULTAN PEMARTIN will have no difficulty in supplying you
with excellent Wines. ' '

Our Lisbon House report favourably of the Vintage prospects this year, the grapes having ripened well there is
good promise of quality, but, as in other parts of Portugal, the yield has turned out very limited, and they have been
compelled to make a considerable advance in their prices.

Messns. LEACOCK & CO., of Madeira, write, that, owing to an unusually hot and dry Spring and Summer,
the Vintage commenced about a fortnight earlier than usual.  The grapes have been gathered in ubninterrupted fine
weather, and the Wine should consequently be good. The Crop was a fairly abundant one, except in those localities
where the Phylloxera has curtailed the supply,
