. At Dome Mine, Out of 300 Employes, Only 20
Are Definitely Known to Be Saved—Town-
ships of Langmuir, Eldorado, Shaw,
Deloro, McArthur and Cripple
Creek District Devastated.

NORTH BAY, July 13.—(Special.)—With an entire carload of
coffins on board, ﬁ relief train left North Bay this afternoon for “Por-
cupine. The train also carried provisions, blankets, tents, etc. .

The latest estimates of the dead vary from 150 to 500, while
many think the death roll will reach larger figures. Dome mines,
with 300 employes; ‘can account for only about 20 saved, while other
mines in the vicinity with smaller payrolls, are in a similar -position.

Refugees coming out to-day from South Porcupine tell a hor-
rible story of being forced into the water of the lake by the fire and
; walting hours for succor. A tervific gale was blowing and (he waves
" dashed mountains high, so that very few bocats could venture out,
but the women and children were taken away, while the foreigners
were kept back by a decermined young man with a revolver, who
threatened to shooi any man atiempting to board a boat un.il tae
women were taken off.

Billy Moore, a well-known mining man, got in a canoe with
Jack MecMurrich, Barrister Brecogs of Monireal, and George Green,
and withcut paddles tried to breast the waves with short siicks. The
canoe was overturned and Moore was drowned, the ¢thers escaping.

Survivors from Porcupine tell sorry tales of lying in swamps,
besides ‘lakes, and escaping with scorched lungs and burned bodies.
Many women and children stood chin deep in the water at South
Porcupine for five hours and survived the terrible heat, while many
sank beneath, io rise no more.

The Water Their Tomb.

The actual casualties will never be known, as
rivers are tombs of prospectors and miners.

Survivers coming out tell of terrible conditions, with a
pall of smake hiding the trails, and everybody taking cpances.

Dhn Laber Wins 208 Tret in
2,05 1-4 — Fastest Mile
of the Year.

INDIANAPOLIS, Ind., July 13.—With
one day's card still to’be raced, the
Grand Circuit Harness meet in this city,

Government's Intention to Make
Appeal to the Country.

The first indication that the govern-
ment ig taking active steps towards
preparing for an election, outside of

Refuge in Trench,

that there was a well of water in one
end. We rigged up a blanket over the
top of the trench and soaked it with
! water. while we all kept low. We had
| hardly got fixed when the flames bhlew

[ﬂre all around us became hotter and
| hotter. We took turns in throwing
| water on cach other from the well and
in dashing water up against the blan-
ket. Several times sparks came thru
