Canada’s greatest constitutional law-
yer is dead. Christopher Robinson, K.
C., passed away at 10 o'clock last night
in the house in which he was born
77 years ago- The amnouncemant of
his sudden death comes as a shock to

he argued before the judicial commit-
tee of the privy council the case for
the Dominion government in the arbi~
tration with the Province of Manitoba
respecting the boundaries of that pro-
vince. A more serious task confronted
him. in 1885, when, as senior counsel for
the crown, he prosecuted’ Louis Riel
for high treason.
His Most Notable Case,

Again in 1889-90 he represented the
Dominion government fn the arbitra-
tion with the Canadian Pacific Ralil-
way Company, arising out of the con-
struction of the road. This dispute last-
ed four years, and resulted in & claim
for several millions being cut down
to- $300,000, In 3800-91 he was senjor
counsel for the City of Toronto in the
arbitration with the street Raflway Co.,
which ultimately went to the privy
council, But perhaps the most famous
of the cases he carried to a conclusion
was the Behring Sea arbitration with
the United States before an interna-~
tional board which sat in Paris in 1893,
His colleagues were Sir Richard Web-
ster, now Lord Chief Justice of Eng-
jand; Sir Charles Russell, late lcrd
chief justice; Mr. Box and Mr, Pigsgott,
18ir Charles Hibbert Tupper being the
agent in charge for the Dominion. Not-
withstanding this array of the foremost
counsel of the English bar, Mr. Robin-
son fully held his own. The London
Times, commenting on the proceedings,
referred in specially complimentary
terms to his ‘“brilliant speech at the
conclusion of the argument, in which
he summarized the whole case, reduc-
ing it to a series of concise propositions,
which, from the British point of view,
demonstrated the absurdity of the
American claims.” For his conspicuous
services at this time he was offered
the honor of knighthood, which, for
private reasons, he respectfully declin-
ed.

0f Modest Disposition.

Except in so far as the duties of his
profession were concerned, Mr. Robin~
{son was not in any sense a public
[man. Altho repeatedly offered judicial
appointments he steadily declined even
{the highest preferment. His last im-

{dea to have two men to officiate at boxin
matches, one to stand in the. ring to br*ng
the boxers away when they are c'inche
and count off the seconds when the boxer|
is down, and not to keep tab on the work
of the boxer in odder to make the decision,
as is done nowadays. This wyriter claims
that in a long contest, say of 20 or 25
rounds, it is impossible for a referee to do
this work and keep track of the blows
wtruck, etc,, during the progress of a con-|
test, This latter work, The Mirror of Life !
suggests, éhould be done by a %econd man|
outside of the ring, who would have noth-
ng else to do, and could, therefore, devote
bis entire attention to keeping posted on!
the Xrogzroua of the fight, and thus be en-|
abjed to render a fair decision as to who !
is the winner at the end of the battle, if
the contest Is in-any way a doubtful one.

ington (D.C.) despatch.

he most notable jump has taken place
in the vajue of the stamp issues of Timor.
This is a small island fn Oceanica, but quite
Jarge enough to bave stamps of its owi.

ne denomination of this country has ad-
vanced from 12 cents, the ]mce two yeurs
ago, to $22.50 for the coming Yyear, while
another denomination, which was sold two
years ago for 20 cents, is now listed in the
standard catalogs at $25, and s hard to
get even at that price, ‘The dealers and
collectors do not seem to know the reason
for its great scarcity, which was discov-
eréd only when an attempt was recently
made to obtain a number of the stamps.

It is often the case that a stamp that has
for years been rated as 8 common varicty
is eatalogued at a low figure for the reason
that there is no demand for it, when, as &
matter of fact, there are few to be had. A
food example ofthis is the Dutch West
ndies 12%-cent gray queen’s head stamp,
issued by Hojland. The catalog sets down
the value of this issue at 8 cents. But not
only would a collector have a hard time to
get one at that price; be would find it difri-
cult to secure ome at any figure,

The largest stamp firm in Engiand, with
» stomp supply valved at $8,000,000, is said
to have just three specimens. The larg st
aeaser i New York, with a stock of $3,000,.
000, owns a similar number, while the ma-
jorlty of the smal] dealers bave not eveh
one. Yet the stamp is still included amoig
the common varjeties,

One of these daye a new catalog will come
out with this lssue named among the great
rarities, and the price will be almost be-
{%nd the means of the ordinary.coliector.

efe are many other stamps which have
made a quick and large advance in piice,
altho, of course, not always in the same
proportion as that made by the Timor is-
sues,

it almost eeems am If one can't pay too
much for a rare stamp. The premium on
ntnmg: costing a thousand dollars or mnore
has been known to double apd treble in
two or three years. Of course, the scarcity
of the issue is the real cause of the jump in
value, but then this searcity is due to the
rapidiy increasing number of collectors, of
whom already there are estimated to be
more than 700,000 in this country alone.

BAD CHAMPAGNE VINTAGE,

Grapes Are Spoiled By Cold and
Storms.

The year 1905 is a bad champagne
one, according to Charles Heids.eck,
who writes to The London Express
that a very light wine is to be ex-
pected, .

It is all the more to be regretted, he
says, as during the first part of the year

the outlook was most promising, both’

as to the quantity and -guality of the
grapes,

The heat at the beginning of Jily
was exceptional, and was most advan-
tageous to the ‘vines, but {rom the
middle of July and part of August seve-
ral storms, some accompanied by heavy
hail, caused great damage to the vines
in many districts. The low tempera-
ture and the changeable weather in
August did not give to the vines and

| the soll the heat that is so essential to
! the development of the grapes, nor wers

growers more fortunate in September,
as the weather continued to be ccld and
unsettied,

The gathering of the grapes began
somewhat early—on Sept. 25—but un-
fortunately under most unfavorable
conditions, the weather beng wet and
cold, ang therefore great care had to
be exercised in selecting the grapes,

The 1904 vintage. which;was put into
bettle this summer, is developing very
well, and gives great promise.

The great year of 190G is now being
shipped, and receiving the attention
from the pubBic which it so wel] de-
serves. :

Little of this has taken
place; and had Nicholas, two or three
years ago, attempted sweeping reforms
in the direction of constitutionalism,
h3 would have encountered the, hos-
tiljty of the autocracy; they would
have either stayed his hand or switch-
ed hig effort in another direction, OF
brought about hig assassination.

But
so far he has not seen fit to move in
this direction. If he doeg not do it,
some day he will encounter a condi-
tion of affairs that will bring him and
hig family into discredit, and, perhaps.
out of the list of rulers, notwithstand-
ing hig claim of divine right. Reforin
must be progressive or it must be re-
volutionary. The Czar of Russia is ncw
undertaking reforms by aid of revolu-
tion. If the Emperor of Germany
puts pff the evil day, they must come
in what is now his country by the
game process.

The editors present expressed the
fullest confidence in Count Witte, but
pointed out that they could not pub-
lish their papers without the conseat
of the strike commiittee, Thé editors of
the Radical papers sald that to con-
tent the people it was necessary to
give the fullest - amnesty to political
prisoners and remove General Trepoff,
the Cossacks and other military forces
from the city. Count Witte said the
government intended to proclaim am-
nesty. A manifesto was being prepar-
ed, but everything could not be done
in a day.

The oratory continued for
hours, and while it was in progress a
procession was formed with students at
its head bearing red flags.. A cry was
set up of “To the Bastile’” and the pro-
cession started in that direction.
Preparations had been made against
attempts to storm the poljtlc&l prison
termed the Bastile, and all the after-
noon two companies of the Semenoff~
sky Regimént and four squadrons of
Hussars were drawn up on Shpaler-
nila-street, with ample resérves inside.
The leaders of the procession, however,
had already been advised that Count
Witte had announced that an amnesty
proclamation was being prepared, and
led the procession to the Nevsky Pros-
pect and the Nicholas Station, followed
{by an immense crowd all singing and
shouting. Complete darkness had set-
tled down before their return.

At the Kazan Cathedral the proces-
sion was joined by the thousands
there, and singing the “Marseillaise”
and shouting for a constituent ass2m-
bly, the human tide now fully compos-
ed of 200,000 persons swept down the
avenue, and across the palace bridge
to the university in the Valilliostrov
district. The shopkeepers and the bét-
ter classes of people became panic~
stricken, fearing that thé mob would
get control of the city. The stores were
closed, and the people fled to their
homes. The Nevsky Prospect and other
streets were boarded up from ehd to
end as a precaution against possible
pillage. f

A thrilling story of the rescue of the |
crew of a Norwegian vessel, and the!
tragic death of her captain, who re-
fused leave his ship, and, dr2ssed |
in his Sinday c?othes, stood on her deck
till she {foundered, was told to a (.on-
don Express representative by the crew
of the barque Candeur, who arrived at
Newcastle from Boston (Lincoln),where
they had been brouglit by the trawler
Whale,

“We satled on Oct, 4 from Sunder-
land coke laden for Drammen,” sald
the mate, Henrik Olsen,

“Outside we encountered rough wea~
ther, which' rapidly grew worse.

‘““We were driven out of our course,
Seas swept the barque from stem fto
stern. Her salls were carried away,
and when thirty hours out the barque
sprang a serious leak.

*This was on the night of Thurs-
day, Oct. 5, and in spite of the un-
ceasing exertions of the men. at the
pumps there was fourteen feet of water
in the hold at daybreak on Saturday,
“We worked despairingly at the
pumps. but the water steadily gained,
and when the trawler Whale of Boston
bore down on us the same day our
decks were awash, only the bulwarks
and the fittings being above water,
‘The boats were lannched, but Cap-
tain  Knusden refused to 'eave ihe
Candeur, and ordered us to save our-
selves, ; |
“We besought him to come with us,
but, shouting ‘Good-bye, 1 stay with
thle' ship!’ he cast off the boats him-
self,

“We reached the Whale safely, and
all that day her skipper stood by the
Candeur. As evening fell, we saw our
captain come up from his cabin dressed

“He waved to us, and then the .lark-
ness fell, and we saw him no more.

“We arrived in Boston on Wenes-
day. and our consul sent us here.”

| inctions between true dramatic art
and the imitations and deterjorations
which unfortunately hold forth behind
the footlights in too many theatres,
His interpretations of the ideals of the
stage were such as to call forth the
warmest encomiums from those of the
faculty who spoke, Among these were
President Loudon, Chancellor Bur-
wagh, Principal Hutton and Prof, Grey-
nor. Others on’the platform were 'rof,
Elward and Prof, Torrington.

At thé close of Mr, Willard’s address
a hearty vote of thanks was tendered,
moved by Principal Hutton and second-
ed by Prof. Greynor., Tea was after-
wards served in the central hall,

Mr, Willard was given an enthusias-
tic reception as he rosc to speak.

When the Actor's Gone,

“When the actor has passed away no
trace of him remains. There is a
memory of him like the vision of a
dream; but his work, however brilliant,

Buttermilk is not generaily con sider-
ed-of much importance as a feed for
hogs, but from careful investigations
i has been demonsirated that butter-
milk is fully as fattening as separaior
milk, provided it has not had oo much
v ater put into it. Better results will
be /obtained by its use ¥ taken right
from the churn apd not allowsd to
stand for several days. The Danish ex-
periment station regards six nounds of
separator milk as the equivalent of
one pousd of grain. If buttermilk is
equal In fattenimg powers to “kim
milk, then taking ccrn as a paxis  a
barrel of buttermilk would be equal in
value to one bushel of corn-

Buttermilk will have great deal
more value than that if it is fed in
limited quantities. It is thrown away
as waste in many sections of the
gountry, the creamerics not
any sale for it.
