Of Course John Chariton, M.P., Whose Lumber Interests Are
in the United States, Was on Deck, Backed by Mr. W. C.
Edwards, M.P., of the Ottawa Valley, to Oppose the Resolu-
tion Moved by Ald.-Scott, Seconded by Mr. John Bertram,
But the Member for Michigan Was Voted Down—There Was
Some Hot Talk Among the Lumbermen—Canada Can Look
After Herself and Secure Better Markets Than Those of

Uncle Sam.

The present condition of the lum.ber
trade is a source of much speculation

to those engaged in the business, and,
in order to find out where they are at,
a very large gathering of lumbermen
took place in the Board of Tradg b.uild-
ing yesterday, in response to a circu-
lar sent out a few days ago by the
secretary of the Board. Both the Ot-
tawa Valley and the Georgian —Bay
districts were well representéd.

In his opening remarks, the chairman
eaid he could not understand why he
had been asked to take the chair, unless
it was because he had paid for some
experience in the lumberp business. Jie
explained that the meeting had been
called for the purpose of seeing what
steps should be taken by the Govern-
ment in respect to the export duty «<n
logs and an dmport duty on lumber.

To Restric: the Export.

In order to obtain the views of those

resent, Ald. John Scott moved aud

ir. John Bertram seconded the follow-
ing resolution:

““That, whereas the Government of
the United States has imposed an im-
port duty of $2 per thousand feet on
sawn lumber, has inade special provision
in' the tariff that a still higher,K impo:t
duty may in a certain event be imposed
on sawn lumber, that Government has
not imposed an import duty on sawlogs;
and, whereas by the present Canadian
tariff sawn lumber is admitted into Can-
ada free of duty, and the said Canadian
tariff permits the export of sawlogs free
of duty, the effect of such tariff ar-
rangements is highly injurious to the

true interests of the owners of sawmills |

in Canada, the Canadian workmen and
Canadians generally, as tending to
transfer the sawing of lumber from Can-
ada to the United States; be it there-
fore

“Resolved, That in the opinion of this
meeting the exportation of sawlegs
should be restricted, and, with that ob-
ject in view, the Government of the
Province of Ontario be requested to so
amend the pine timber regulatioms that
all pine timber cut under license in the
Provinee of Ontario shall be manufac-
tured in Canada.”

In speaking to his resolution, Ald.
Scott said that he was pleased the
Ontario Government had inserted 2
clanse in the regulations governing the
sale vesterday providing that the tim-
ber should be manufactured in Canada
and those who purchased limits lid
&0 on this understanding. Mr. Seott
went on to argue that there is not a
change made in the American tariff
that is not done with the view of crush-
ing Canada, and contended that if Cana-
dians do not assert their rights the
business will gradually grow worse.

Mr. John Bertram also gave many

reasons why the resolution should caxry. |

Agatnst an Export Dnrty,

Then up rose the mighty forees from
the Ottawa Valley, nearly all of whom
are opposed to an export dutv on logs.
The onslaught was led by W. ¢. Ed-
wards, who claimed that the agitation
for an export duty arose in
Ontario, and he did not think it would
be fair for the Government to be influ-
enced by the action of the present meet-
ing, as the whole province was not ve-
mesented. 1le was strongly opposed to
the resolation, gs if he: went to the
United States and hought under @rtain
conditions certain properties it would be
a4 crime for the Government to make

2 law preventing hini from taking thes ;..

property out as he pleased. He "hoped
1!1(- day would never come when he
Government would pass such a reguli-
tion as was asked for in the resolutim.
He considered it would strike a deadly
blow to Canada.

Mr. Charlton's Opposition.
Jdohn Charlten, M.P., also oppused the

Western |

resolution, saying that its adoption would
result disastrously. To prohibit the ex-
port of saw logs may have the pffoct
of Congress taking action to prohibit the
import of lumber into the United States.
He contended that the question was a
business one, and sentiment should be
dismissed, and that it should be dealt
with on broad principles. He advocated
the matter being left over for some time,
and, in order to get the sense of the
lowing amendment, seconded by Mrs
Campbell:

“That, in the opinion of this meeting,
action upon the question of imposing
export duties, or of prohibiting the ex-
pert of saw logs, should be deferred till
after the next meeting of the Amerizan
Congress, in view of the possibility of
securing a more satisfactory adjustment
of the American lumber duties.”

Respect American Rights.

Mr. Charlton contended that the On-
tario Government had no right to do
what the original resolution demanded,
save when the sale was taking place,
He claimed that the Americans who
bought limits on the understanding that
they could tow logs from Canada at
their pleasure had rights which the
country was bound to observe. He was
satisfied that if Canada prohibited the
exportation of iogs the United States
would prohibit the importation of lum-

“Let them do it,” came from a dozen
voices.

“l don’t say no export duty:should
be imposed,” continded “Mr. Charlton,
“but I think delay should be counselled.”

D;‘- Spohn favored the resolution and
reminded Mr. Edwards that he had ap-
pealed too much to sentiment. No sym-
pathy had Dr. Spohn for American own-
ers of timber lands in Canada. He said
they bought their limits knowing very
well the restrictions which might be im-
posed by the Government. Ontaric
people. said he, knew their own inter-
ests and he was confident thatyegulations
woulll bé enforced so that §Canadian
logs must be manufactured in Canada.

;Mr. E. W. Rathbun, in a short speech,
in which he supported the first resoiu-
tion, said that it was only. a matter of
time when there wouird not be enough
pine to support the country’s industry,
and contended that the issue to be
taken was: Have we any pine to spare
from our own industrial interests? He
h‘old that an export duty was not retalia-
tion. It was simply a return to a prin-
ciple which was temporarily dropped in
return for a $1 duty. He next pointed
out how it.was necessary in the interest
of all the investments made in the coun-
try on the stréngth of the timber re-
sources,. in the vital interests of ihe
towns and villages and farmers of the
province, that the industry should be
protected.
Reached a Crisis.

Mr. Beck felt that the lumber trade
had reached a erisis. As a mill owner
he contended that the effect of the Ding-
ley tariif would be to shut up the saw
mills of Ontario. He was one of those
v ho proposed the holding of this meet-
irg, and he felt that the time had ar-
rived for the formation of a strong as-
sociation of lumbermen. If he had no
mills and only limits he might think
differently on the whole question. Never-
theless he thought that in the interest
of the whole country at large the forest
produets should be manufactured here.
He declared that the new tariff of the
United States was a most shameful ar-
fair, and he felt like getting back at
them. If England would only consent
to put a duty oa grain in favor of the
colonies then he would say she .is a
gcod mother. He made. the statement
that there is more lumber shipped from
the United States to England and other
countries than is shipped into the United
States from Canada, and gmld see no
reason why Canada should not secure
a large portion of that trade.

Galt, Aug. 19.—(Special to The World.)
—Day by day the mystery of the Emma
Orr murder is apparently being cleared
up. Day by day the chain- of circum-
stantial evidence connecting James Ali-
son, the hired boy, with the murd4r
grows stronger. Although the evidence
at the adjourmed inquest to-day was
not as startling as was generally ex-
pected it would be, it certainty strength-
ered the case against the boy, and there
is but little doubt that when the inquest
is concluded to-day he will be committed
for trial,

Alex. Allisen Took a Fit.

The excitement over the case. -was
heightemed' by a Tumor set afloat dur-
ing the afternoon that Alexander Alli-
son, the father of the prisoner, had at-
tempted to commit suicide by taking
‘strychnine, as he manifested symptoms
of acutée poisoning. The doctor who
was called, after administering mor-
pkine, concluded that no poison had
been taken, but that the man bad only
taken a violent fit, brought on, 'no
doubt, by worry over the awful position
his son has been placed in

The Spade Was Found.

The bulk of the evidence has been
taken, and it is generally admitted that
it is sufficient to warrant the jury in
conimitting the boy for trial. _'l‘he sen-
sation of the day was the hnglmg of the
spade with which the grave in t:he corn
patch was dug. It was folind this morn-
ing by an old man named Anthony Mar-
shall seereted under a feed box in the
passage way between the horse stable
and the cow stable. On cldse exam-

ination a number of hairs were found |

on it, and these were found to be iden-
tfvcnlt’with the woman's hair. Dark,
reddish spots were also discovered on
the spade, and the soil that clung to it
was of the same sandy nature as ithe
soil in the corn patch.
rrisoner Remanded Till Monday.

The prisoner was brought before
Magistrate Turnbull this morning a‘l‘ld
remanded until Monday at 11 a.n. The
charge against him is preferred by Chief
Ahearn, and states ‘“That he hath just
cause to suspect and believe, and doth
ssupect and believe, that James A,
Allison of the Township of North Dum-
fries, jn the County of Waterloo, farm
servaht, within the space of one month
last past, to wit, on the 9th day of
August, 1897, at the Township of North
Dumfries, in the County of ‘Waterloo
aforesaid, did feloniously, w\'*ilfully and
of his malice aforethought, kill and mur-
der on¢ Emma Orr.”

Wants New Clothes for the Boy.

John R. Blake, counsel for the prison-
er, asked permission to have the boy’s
hair cut and to provide him with better
clothes, as the newspapers were coll-
menting upon his personal appearance.
He also made complaint of the cells
in which Allison is detained and Magis-
trate Turnbull agreed with him that
they were unfit to keep any yvhlte man
in. It was decided to take him to Ber-
lin, and he was accordingly taken there
by _High Constable Klippert after the
inquest to-day. He will be brought
back to Galt to-mgrrow to be present at
the inguest.

The inquest was resumed at 1 o’clock
to-day.

shown. to be unintentional. They also
wished for legislation compelling L in-
formers to have the consent of the Gov-
ernment before issuing writs and »sked
the Government to make an carly an-
nouncement regarding their requests,

The Ministers informed the deputa-
tion- that concurrent with the anuounce-
ment of the policy of the Dowmininn
Government in regard to the reguiation
of limited liability companies, the Ontario
Government will outline the legisnition
they propose to enac¢t at the next sesstm
of the Legislature. These amendments
would be made in a few days and re-
lieve business .men of the bother and
confusion at present existing.

The speakers for the deputation plead-
ed that everybody understood that the
abbreviation “Ltd.” meant that the iia-
bility of the company was limited, but
Col. Gibson disagreed with this and suid
he favored the word being spelled out.

Canadian Northwest Traffic
Goes Via New York.

TS THE CHEAPEST ROUTE

Just Because the Ocean Rates From
New York Are Lower.

In Order to Hold the Busfness Canada
Muast Have as Good Freight Veuel, ns
Those Satling ¥From New York, and
Passenger and Frelght Business Must
Be Separated—This Question ¥s the
Most Important the Country Has to
Consider, the C.P.RR. President Savs.

Montreal, Aug. 19.—(Special.)—Hon.
Mr. Tarte having asked Sir William
Van Horne’s opinion’ as to the best way
of securing Canada’s trade to Canadian
ports, the President of the C. P. R. re-

plied as follows:

“Dear Mr. Tarte,—I have your letter
of yesterday, asking, in effect, why.in
the past so much of the Canadian
Northwest traffic has gone to the Ame-
rican ports, and what I would suggest a8
best to be done to hold it in Canadian

channels. :

“The reason of the traffic going by
the New York route is a very supple
one—that route is, most of the time,
the cheapest one. I refer to the cofxt of
carriage all the way from the': Great
Lakes to the various trans-Atlantic ports.
The advantage of the New York route
is in the ocean rates, -and this advan-
tage in ocean rates 1s :
ofgvery large vessels, .especmllyv adapted
to the- carnage of freight at the lowest

ible cost, vessels such as we have
not in the Canadian Atlantic service.

“In order to hold the trade_w;th cer-
tainty in Canadian channels, it is abso-
lutely necessary that our ccean carriage
should cost no more than the New York
voute, and this means the employment
of similar or superior t_re:.ght carriers
and the complete separation of the pas-
senger and heavy freight carmiage. Until
this is done, the vast expenditure of
Canada on her canals and railways will
largely fail of its object. It is meces-
sary to supplement the vast and costly
system of internal communication which
has been created. It ought to have been
done ten years ago, for the losses {0
the country from the lack of it have
avithin that time amounted to many
times what it would have cost. The
first great step towards this end has been
made by the Dominion Government in
providing for a fast Atlantic service.
This should result in making the car-
riage of freight a-specialty, and in the
introduction of freight steamships of
the largest and most econmomical type;
and when these come the carriage of
Canadian freight and much of that of
the Western States- will be secured to
Canadian channels; and, in my opinion,
nothing else will do it.

“T expressed the opinion, years agn,
that it was possible to improve our
Canadian ocean service to such an ex-
tent as to add 10 per cent. to the value
of the export produects of the Dominion,
barring lumber, and 1iime has only
strengthened this opinion. If this can
be dome, no effort and no expense with-
in reason shonld be spared to bring it
about as quickly as posmible. Indeed,
it should take precedence over anything
else,. for it is the most important com-

Change in the Method of Employment.

Thmfh the course of economic develop-
ment during the past century and a half
has ditfered greatiy in various countries,
being largely affected both by the par-
ticular stage of progress to which they
have attained and by the varying relative
fmportance of the two great branches of
agriculture and manufacture, a change im
the method of employment is common to
all. In England this feature is dlsglayed
<in stronger and more definite relief, less

tion, are phrases which occur in profusion,
and, though they distigure the language,
mark the attitude and give distinction to
the actions of the present. In England, at
apy rate, the imagination of the peogle
has been struck and its feelings stirred
with regard to this particular problem,
which stands out before other matters
sharply marked and conspicuous.

2 The Light of Histery.

Of equal importance is the light which
history throws upon the present condition
of the masses affected by this grave econo-
mic change. Till the change of which
we have been sf)eaklng, till the breaking
down of local divisions which held separ-
ate those in like circumstanceg and of like
interest in different places, till the simpli-
fication into one class of employed of so
large a number of those whose means
were small, common action for common
ends, as, indeed, any definite control an&
direction by a central authority, were imy
Yosslble. Thus the very forces occasion-
ng change provided the means for its
beneficial regulation. The narrowness of
view attributed to a too rigidly special-
ized labor has been met by educational
advantages which, in England at any ‘rate,
fgand their occasion in the factory organ-

tion which began to spread through
the country at the close of the eighteenth
century. Factory development has given
risc to a control which fails of its effect
when called on to penetrate into the small
workshops and the seats of home Indus-
tries. Dependence on wages finds a corree-
tive in the growth of benefit.societies and
the insurance clauses of trade associations;
geparation from management and capital
has in some instances been stayed by
schemes for co-operation and profit-sharing;
while the greatest defect of all, the weak-
ness of employed labor in competition with
the allied and resourceful forces of capi-
tal and management, has led to the mar-
vellous organization of trade unions and
kindred associations. In face of these
remedial agencies, and despite the mis-
management and abuses which have at-
tended many of them, the ill-fate which
seemed at one time to menace the condi-
tion of those whose strength lay in manual
exertion has not been realized. On the
contrary. these. classes have shared to the
full in the increased results attending pro-
duction. According to the most reliable
estimates, their condition has undergone

not only full knowledge of facts, but thelr
correct treatment. How distant such a goal
is the hardest worker in tle flield knows
best of all, for the circumstances of his
enquiries teach him how slow progress Is,
and how great the continent into which
his enthusiasm as a ploneer has enabled
him to penetrate some little distance.

few generalizations which may endure o
somewhat mixed mass of material, a briet
influence, constitute the work bf the fore-
most. And yet in the history of any sel-
ence there come times when things move
more rapidly than is their wont, as when
waters chafing in a narrow passage sudden-
ly burst down all obsfacles, and establish
themselves once and for ever in a wider
channel. It is possible, it seems even
probable, that some guch moment of ad-
vance is _ before economics. Materials
have been "accumulated with singular dili-
gence, critical sagacity has discriminated
and classified, and some great constructive
advance seems not far distant. The atmos-
phere of economic thought is instinct with
expectation. ‘With a new realization of

the economic elements and motives of 8O-
clety, in the’light of some conception per-
haps’ little taken into account as yet, we
shall stand nearer to the problem. one
part of ‘which we strive to unravel—the
forces which govern action and constitute
society.

Trade Combination.

following the admirable addresses of the
mf)ver nndgsoconder of the vote of thanks
came an exhaustive treatise on “The His-
tory and Policy of Trade Combination in
Canada,” from the pen of the editor of
Monetary Times, and a young man who has
devoted four years of study to his subject,
W. H. Moore, B.A.

Beginning with the Hudson Bay Co., and
the company of the One Hundred Associa-
tes, the author traced the process of trade
combination in Canada. At first, owing to
iack of transportation, there was a _mot-
opoly within each self-contained village
community, but railroads and stemnb'o_nts
had caused a destructive competition. This
has led to the survival of the strongest or
a monopoly hastened by amalgamation or
deferred by a combination in regard to mat-
ters of common interest, such as common
price list, limitation of the output or a
division of the territory. J

A combination of producers, in which in-
dividual jnterests are merged in a common
undertaking, is not necessarily . a ~ bad
thing for the community. A large business
has necessarily a great advantage over a
small business in utilizing the latest ma-
chinery, etc. In the case of one of the in-
dustries cited, the Dominlon Cotton Mills
Co., a chart of prices was shown which il-
lustrated the fact that, although immedi-
ately after the formation of the company
the ~prices advanced very rapidly, they
soon reached a normal level, and for the
Jast four years have been less than the av-
erage price of the same goods during the
14 years during half of which period con-
dition of competition ruled. In a combina-
fion of independent producers, in regard to
the regulation of matters in which they
have a common interest, it was difficult to
see any material advantages for the pub-
lic. An arrangement which merely limits
production or arbitrarily advances prices
can be of little assistance to the consum-
er.

It was pointed out, however, that where
the combination consists of simply an
agreement in regard to uniform prices,
there is a tendency towards an improve-
ment of the goods.  Superior quality would
be ,the only advantage that one seller
would have over another.

enormous areas in North America were un-

explored, and much of the interior of South

Amerfca’ was unknown, In all parts of

Asia vast additions have been made to our

knowledge; the maps of the interjor of that
continent were, €0 years ago, of the most
diagrammatic character. The Australian
interior was nearly as great a blank as that
of Africa; New Zealand had not even been
annexed. Need I remind you of the great
progress which has been made during the
period, both in the North and South Polar
areas, culminating in the magnificent
achievement of Dr. Nansen? It was just 60
vears ago that the great Antartic expedition
under Sir James Ross was being organized;
since that, alas, little or nothing has been
done to follow up his work.. Sixty years ago
the science of Oceanography, even the term,
did not exist; it Is the creation of the Vie-
torfan era, and may be said almost to have
had its origin in fhe voyage of the ‘Chal-
lenger,” which added a new domain to our
sefence and opened up inexhaustible flelds
of research.

European Exploration.

There is a prevalent bellef that geogra-
phers have nothln% more to learn in Europe,
that that old continent has been thoroughly
explored. It is true that nearly every
country In Europe has been, or is being,
trigonometrically surveyved. Except some
parts in the Balkan Peninsula and North of
Russta, the topography of the continent has
been accurately mapped on scales and by
metbods sufficient at least for the pur-
poses of the geographer. Yet there are dis-
tricts in the Balkan Peningula—for example,
Albania—which sre as vdguely known as
Central Africa. But it is a delusion to think
that because a country has been fully map-
ped the occupation of the geographer is
gone, It is only when a region at large I8
adequately mapped that the work of geo-
graphical research begins.

Provlems to Ee Solved.

Much still remains to be done in the way
of eaploiing the unknown, or little knowu,
regions of the globe. Let us briefly refer
to tne problems iemaining to be soived in
this direction. Turnmmg to the continent of
As.a, we find thut inunense progress has
been made during the past 60 years. Since
then the survey of India, one ot the greatest
enterprises. undertaken by any state, has
peen completed over Burma. But 1 need
not remind you in detail of the vast changes
that have taken place in Asia during these
years, and the immense additions that have
been made to our-knowledge of #s geo-
graphy, Ixploring activity in Asia is not
likety to cease, though it is not to be expect-
ed that'its inhospitable centre will ever be
so ecarefully’ mapped as have been the
mountains of Switzerland.

The most important desiderata, so far as
pioneer exploration in Asia is concerned,
may be said to be conflned to two regions.
In ‘Southern and Central Arabia there are
tracts which are entirely unexplored. It is
probable that this unexplored region is in
the main a sandy desert. At the same time,
it is, on the south at least, fringed by a
border of mountains whose slopes are cap-.
able of rich cultivation, and whose summits
the late Mr. Theodore Bent found, on his
last and fatal journey, to be covered with
snow. In exploration, as in other directions,
it is the unexpected that happens; and If
any traveler cared to face the difficulties—
physical, political and religious—which might
be met with in Southern and Central Ara-
bia, he might be able to tell the world a
surprising story.

the agricultural classes were the witnesses
of alterations as vital to. their interests,
and which were to co-operate in producing
a remarkable alteration . in the general
conditions of employment. Owing partly"
to improvements in agriculture itself, part-
1y to the sweeping effects of the inclosures
and the abolition of common rights, partly
to the greater opportunities afforded for
the use of capital by these and other
causes, farming came to be carried on in
—greater separation from gropriemrshlp. and

oth the average size of farms and of prop-
erties would seem to have increased. Ag-
ricultural labor became more and more
the occupation of a class ‘of agricultural
laborers, disassociated from capital and
severed more decisively than before from
the ownership of the soil, or the prospect
of independent cultivation. But this was
the very change which took place at much
the same time in manufacture. Here, too,
the powerful progress of change was sweep-
ing into the distant past the small master
craftsman with his one or two apprentices
and his three or four journeymen. Here,
too, in ever inereasing number throng those
who are employed with small hope or pro-
spect of ever employing either themselves
or others. The development of the means
of communication and locomotion, at first
by road-making and canalization, and af-
terwards by the laying and extension of
the vast railway system, set free demand
from those bonds of restriction which had
confined it to seek its satisfaction in the

roducts of the district, and by delocaliz-
ng demand localized - industry. . Here and
there, indeed, local industries conyinhed
to survive, here and there speclal cirgum-
stances stood in the way of the estabfish-
ment of factories, but elsewhere and In
general there emerged into view the colos-
sal growth of the nineteenth century, the
system of great industry. And one fea-
ture, and that the most important feature
so far as we are concerned, in industry
as in agriculture, was the demarcation of
those engaged into the classes of employ-
er and employed.

The Character of the Age.

A
is twofold. On the ome hand it is a time
of unrest, due, indeed, to the
down of old ideals and the decay ot form-
er springs of conduct and life, but due
also .to the magnificent new life quiver-
ing to its birth. On the other hand, the
meaning of the particular renaissance is to
be found in the nature of its own ideals
and the fresh direction and impetus impart-
ed to life, Briefly, it is not only a change
but a partieular change. What the new
ideals are and what the new direction,
will be determined by the past history
and the present needs of the nation pass-
ine through its time of stress, and groping
biindly after the truth which is to give
meaning to its actions, and which it must
struggle to express in art and literature
and by every means at its command. Pre-
judices are to be put on one side, preju-
dices as to morals, prejudices as to the re-
lationg of sexes, prejudices as to one thing
and the other. What does it mean? Part-
ly, perhaps, a positive uncertainty—some-
times a pretended uncertainty—as to right
and wrong: partly, again, a wanton and
curious desire to experiment on all sides
and everywhere, to gain emotional experi-
ence irrespective of the means and the cost
whereby it Is gained. Novelty is allow-
ed to cover a multitude of sins. Some
stch impulse reveals itself in the litera-
ture and life of the Renaissance. Do we
recognize nothing like it in the present
day?
Moral Attitude to the Question,
This peculiar moral attitude has its
bearing' on the subjeet of our consideration.
Tach age works out Its own salvation.
The mediaeval Renaissance found its sal-
vation in the emphasis of individuality,
alike in religion, in the State, and in in-
dustrial activity. At the present we seem
tending» in another direction, and in re-
sponse“to our needs and our circumstances
.coking a positive moral guidance in an
conception of social duty and
solidarity; and the position which em-
vioyed labor occupies with regard to them
is sufficient to insure it attention, and not
attention .only, but sympathetic attention.
Those who have lost their means of faith
in the first commandment of the New Test-
ament turn with feverish haste to work
out their salvation by a stricter atten-
tion to the second, and those whose faith
is unimpaired, but spiritual vision enlarg-
ed, perceive that the one is imperfect with-
our jlm n\h('l‘.'

The
work of the economists of the period ex-
tending over the close of last century and
the earlier rtion of the present one, a
period which, as a living economist has
well said, has been inaptly and unfortun-
ately termed classical, was mainly occu-
pied in preliminary discussion and in its
formulation of theories, some of which
dealt with qualitative relations, and many
of which must be viewed as working the-
ories only. They dealt. among other mat-
ters, with such questions as the connee-
tion between the various classes of re-
muneration and their relation with value,
the distinction between utility and mas
terial, the causes necessitating payment,
and the effect of condition upon the dgents
of production; but in nearly every one of
these respects very much was left for
subsequent generations of students to ac-
complish, and the way for inductive re-
search was but prepared. And much has
been accomplished. Theories have been
modified, theories have been recast, and
new theories have been formulated.
Pangers of Incorrect Theorles.

But this gradual advance in study, neces-
sary though it be and commen though it
is to all sciences and subjects, Stands at a
peculiar disadvantage in the case of so-
cial science, and, to take our particular
case, in that of economics. Here every-
thing is claimed, not only as a working
tLeory for the investigator, but as one for
practical people and the statesman, and
error is invested with grave, positive con-
sequences. Incorrect theories as to taxa-
tion led to the separation between England
and those colonies which now form the
United States of America; unsound eco-
nomic and social theories lit throughout
Europe the cleansing if devouring fires of
the French  revolution; unsound economic
theories threatened to sap the vigor of
England in the third and fourth decade
of the present century, and, to take a spe-
cific instance, embodies themselves in the
oppesition to tactorl)]' reform. This peculiar
gravity is at once the difficulty and the im-
portance of economic study. But when the
mistakes of economiecs, thus sadly illus«
trated, are cited in its disparagment, does
it never oceur to those kindly anxious to
enforce the salutary lesson, how grave
would have been the result had like im-
portance been attached to other sciences
in their earlier stages? Have they not had
their working theories and made their
mistakes? A review of the course of any
of these shows that the difference between
such a one and economics is not in greater
immunity from error, but in the degree
of importance attaching to the error. This
in its turn has its lesson, or rather its les-
gons. We in this generation have to pay
for the wrong attitude assumed in prev-
jous times by those who confused working
and tentative theorfes applicable to one
{ime and one place with truths of universal
application, proclaiming their belief with
a trying absence of misgiving and hesitas
ticn.

breaking | Importance of Sound EconomicKnowledge.

On the other hand, the immense import-
ance of sound economic knowledge, the
danger of that which is unsound, coupled
with the fact that all legislation and every
must have and will proceed on
some economie theory, emphasizes the need
of stimulating economic research and eco-
nomie teaching. Other sciences are need-
ed by those training for particular pro-
fessions. This is needed by all those who,
either by action, word, or vote, have a
part in the direction of the destinies of a
country. It has been suggested with
cheap eynicism that differences among
economists disprove the utility and need
of the study. What a pitiable confusiol
between the spheres of physical and social
science! The majority of men are none
the worse in their daily life for a general
ignorance of chemistry or biology, but in
the case of economics matters are far oth-
erwise. An average citizen ecan do and
does without a knowledge of theories of
chemistry; but some economic theory he
will have and some basis for economic
action he has or assumes that he has, The
only point at issue is whether he should
form his opinions after study or in’ ignor-
ance. Differ though they may on many
points of detail and method. economisfs
at any rate will agree in the belief that
study is a better preliminary for economic
action than neglect. Knowledge must be
sought by the study both of economic
method and of economic facts.

Advance in Economie Knowledge,

The particular question which has oc-
cupled our attention illustrates very vividly
the great advance made in economic
knowledge of recent years. Taken by it-
self as a type of the general progress
which has taken place, a review of its
course should serve to reassutre those who
are tempted in moments of depression to
believe that the want of adequate recog-
nition of the study is in some way or other
a symptom of its backwardness or failing
vitality. The reverse is true. It is the
living character of economics which leads
to the demand that its importance should
be duly recognized. 'The advance has been
remarkable.  The spirit which animates en-
auiry is as vigorons in the field of econom-
ics as anywhere else. But this much must
be remembered. In economics as 'else-
where the attainment to anything
approaching a perfected theory is very
far distant, for a complete theory implies

duces a closer asiociation and co-operation
of the factors directly engaged in produc-
tion—the capitalist, the employer and the
workman. It brings the workman Into
more effective and more cordial relations
with the other two parties, by giving him
the kind of reasons for feeling the same in-
terest in the joint undertaking which the
capitalist and the employer have. , The
capitalist, as such, receives for his loan to
the employer the current rate of interest.
including ‘interest proper and risk, and
there is a first charge upon the income be-
fore profits can be declared. The employer
or executive receives from them or allows
himself a fixed salary of good size. The
ordinary workman takes a share of the re-
maining profits.
Sucecessful Results.

He cited the Bourne Cotton Mills, Fall
River, Mass., as an instance of the success-
ful results of this system, There, notwith-
standing the low rate of compensation to
the workmen, the large original cost of the
i)lnnt,an(l the relative unimportance of hand
abor beside that of machinery, had been
demonstrated during eight years of pros-
perity and depression, the value of the
system of co-operation, and every year it
had been endorsed by the management. The
Bourne Mills paid a dividend of 54 per
cent. in the eight years, or an average
semi-annual dividend of 3.375 per cent. The
average Massachusetts savings bank
dividend of the same
2.035 per cent. semi-annually,
or a total of 3256 per cent. for the
eight years. 8o that if a Bourne Mills
workman had been able to deposit all his
wages, as he earned them, in a savings
bank, they would then have brought him
less than two thirds as large a return as
profit-sharing ga him. In the weaving
department therefhad been a gain of 21
per cent. in efficieqcy, as measured by the
wages earned, and employment for the
eight years was almost constant, stoppages
amounting to only 3 per cent, of the max-
imum full time. Between 1889 and 1895'in-
clusive, the Bourne Mill paid nearly twice
as large a dividend as its competitors, a
fact largely due to profit-sharing.

Successful Profit Sharing.

Other and similar inswances of successful
profit-sharing institutions were mentioned.
In 1896 there were 101 cases of profit-shar-
ing in the British Empire reported to the
Labor Department. In nine cases only the
system had been abandoned, the chief rea-
sons being change of control of the busi-
ness. The number of employes in the ag-
gregate had voried from 43,721 to 45.592.
In 72 cases figures of the bonus paid in 1893
were available, in 23 eases no bonus was
earned, in the other 49 ‘cases the average
addition to wages was 10.03 per cent. Tak-
ing together Europe and America, there
were at 320 profit-sharing estab-
lishments.

Mr. R. E. Eby of Boston remarked regard-
ing this paper that the only thing the
workmen wanted was g fair wage.

Afriean Tranfermation.
Coming to the map of Africa, we find the

‘journey across the continent. Though the
north of Africa was the home of one of the
oldest civilizations, and though on

Carthaginians, Greeks and Romans were at
work for centuries, it has only been within
the memory of many of us that the centre
of the continent, from the Sahara to the
confines of Cape Colony, has ceased to be
an unexplored blank. This blank has been
filled up with bewildering rapidity. Great
rivers and lakes and mountn{ns have been
laid down in their main features, and the
whole continent, with a few unimportant
exceptions, has been parcelled out among
the powers of Europe. But much still re-
mains to be done ere we can form an ade-
quate conception of what is in some respects
the most interesting and the most intract-
able of the continents.

To the south of Abyssinia and to the west
ngd northwest of Lake Rudolf, on the Upper
Nile, is a region of considerable extent,
which is practically unknown. Again, in
the Western Sahara there is an extensive
| area, inhfibited mainly by the intractable
| Tuaregs, into which no one has been able
to penetrate, and of which our knowledge
is extremely scanty. Even in the Central
Sahara there are great areas which have
not been traversed, while in the Libyan
Desert much remains to be done.

Problem of Acclimatization.

But there are other special problems con-
nected with this, the most backward and
the most repellent of continents, which de-
mand sericus investigation, problems essen-
tially geographical. One ot the most im-
portant of these, from the point of view of
the development of Africa, is the problem
of acclimatization. The matter is of such
prime importance that a committee of the
association has been at work for some years
colle cting data as ‘to the climate of tropi-
cal Africa. in a general way we know that
that climate is hot and the rainfall scanty;
indeed, even the geographers of the anciext
world believed that Central Africa was
uninhabitable on aecount of its heat. But
science requires more than generalities, and
therefore we look forward fo the exact re-
sults which are belng collected by the com-
mittee referred to with. much hope. We
| can only go to work experimentally until
| we know precisely what we have to deal
with. Tt will help us greatly to solve the
problem of acclimatization when we have
the exact factors that go to constitute the
climate of tropical Africa. At present
there is no doubt that _the weight of compe-
tent opinion—that is, "the opinion of those
w!m have had actual experience of African
}r~hmﬂt(-. and of those who have made a spe-
cial study of the” effects of that
on the human constitution-
white men, if they take du~ precautions,
may live and do certain kinds of work In
tropieal Afriea, it will never be possible
to colonize that part of the world with
people from the temperate zone.

Dominion in the way of even pioneer ex-
ploration, pointed out that something like
a million square miles still remained to be
mapped. Apart from the uninhabitable re-
~ions in the morth, there are, as Dr. Daw-
son pointed out, considerable areas which
might be turned to profitable agricultural
and mining account, of which we know lit-
tle, such areas as these which have been
recently mapgod on the south of Hudson
Bay by Dr. Bell, and beyond the Ottawa
by Mr. O’'Sullivan. Although' the eastern
and western provinces have been very fully
surveyed, there is a_ considerable area be-
tween the two lying between Lake Superior
and Hudson Bay which seems to have been
go far almost untouched. A very great deal
has been done for the survey of the rivers
and lakes of Canada. I need hardly say
that in Canada, as elsewhere in America,
there is ample scope for the study of many
problems in physical geograpby—past and
present glaciation and the work of glaclers,
the origin and regime of lake basims, the
erosion of river beds. the oscillation of coast
lines. Happily. both in Canada and the
United States there are many men comne-
tent and eager to work out problems of this
clasg, and in the reports of the various sur-
vevs, the transactions of American learned
societies. In scientifie periodicals, in separate
publications, a wealth of data hns already
been accrumulated of immense value to the
geogranher.
Central and South Amertea.

It is when we come to Central and South
America that we tind ample room for the
unofficial explorer. In Mexico and the Cen-
tral Amgrican States there are considerable
areas of which we have little or only the
vaguest knowledge. In South America there
is really more rcom now for the pioneer
explorét than there is in Central Africa. In
recent years the Argentine Republic has
shown a laudable zeal in ‘exploring and
mapping its immense territories, while a cer-
tain amount of good work has been done
by Brazil and Chili. Most of our knowledge
of South America is due to the enterprise
of Kuropean and North American explor-
ers. Along the great river courses our
knowledge is fairly satisfactory, but the Im-
mense arcas, often densely e¢lad with for-
ests, lying between the rivers are almost
entirely unknown., In Patagonia, though a
good deal has recently bren done by the
Argentine Government, still in the country
between Punta Arenas and the Rio Negro,
we have much to learn; while on the west
coast range, with its innumerable fjord-like
inlets, its islands and peninsulas, there is
a fine field for the geologist and physical
geographer. Indeed, throughout the whole
range of the Andes systematic' exploration
is wanted. In shert. In South Awmerica
there is a wider and richer field for explora-
tion than in any other continent.

Australia.

The southern continent of Austialia is in
the hands of men of the same origin as
those who have developed to such a'wonder-
ful extent the resources of Canada wand the
United States, and theretore we look for
equally satistactory results so far ‘as the
characteristics of that continent permit.
Tne tive colonies which divide among) them
the three million square miles of thie contin-
ent have each of them efncient governtent
surveys, which are rapidly mapping
features and investigating their geology. (But
Austial.a has a trying ceonomic problend to
solve.

@ceancgraphy.

But our sclence has to deal not only with
the lands of the giobe; its sphere is the
whole of the surface of the earth, and all
that is thereon, so far at least as distribu-
tion is concerned, The department of
uUceanography is a comparatively new; cred-
tion; indeed, it may be said to have come
definitely Into bemng with the famous voy-
age of the ‘‘Challenger.” There bad been ex-
peditions for ccean investigation before that,
but on a very limited scale. It has only
been through the results obtained by the
“(hallenger,” supplemented by those of ex-
peditions that have examined more limited
areas, that we have been able to obtain an
approximate conception of the conditions
which prevail throughout the various ocean
depths—conditions of movement, of tem-
perature, of salinity, of life. ‘We have only
a general idea of the contours of the ocean-
bed, and of the composition of the sediment
whieh covers that bed. The extent of the
knowledge thus- acquired may be gauged
from the fact that it occupies a consider-
able space in the B0 quarto volumes—the
“{‘hallenger Publications’'—which it took Dr.
John Murray 20 years to bring out. But
that great undertaking has only, as it were,
laid down the general features of the
oceanic world. There is plenty of room for
further research in this direction. Our own
surveying ships, which are constantly at
work all over the world, do a certain
amount of oceanic work, apart from mere
surveying of coasts, and islands, and shoals.
In 1825 one of these found in the South
Pacific soundings deeper by 500 fathoms
than the deepest on record, that found 20
yvears earlier by the “Tusearora” to the
portheast of Japan. The deepest of these
now soundings was 5155 fathoms. In the
interesis of sclence, as well as of cable-
laying, it 18 desirable that our surveying
ships should be encouraged to carry out
work of this kind more systematically taan
they: do at present. Some coast-lines are
rising; others are falling. Professor John
Milne, our great authority on seismology,
has eollected an extremely interesting series
of data, as to the cufious changes that have
taken place in the ocean bed since tele-
praphic cableg have been laid down. The
frequent breakages of cables have led to
the examinntion of the sub-oceanic ground
on which thev have been lgid. and it is

PUT ON THE EXPORT DUTY.

Yesterday’s gathering of lumbermen
was a representative body of those ¢p-
gaged in the lumber industry, and the
conclusions arrived at leave. no doubt
as to what those in the business require
at the hands of the Government. 'The
lumbermen are an intelligent body of
men, and have not only given a good
deal of thought to the necessities of the
trade, in so far as legislation can assist
them, but have operated in the forests
of Canada under both an export .duty
on logs and a duty on lumber, imposed
by the United States, and when both
of these were not in operation. 1t would
therefore stand to reason that no gov-
ernment or body of people know any
better what is required to foster the
trade than this same body of lumber-
men. The fact that yesterday the lum-
bermen almost unanimously voted in
favor of asking the Government to m-
pose an export duty on saw logs ought:
to be sufficient for the imposing of such
a duty.

For years The World has pointed out
the necessity of such legislation as now
so forcibly asked for by the lumbermen,
not only for the purpose of fostering the
lumbering industry, but in order to give
increased employment to Canadian work-
men, by causing the logs to be manu-
factured into lumber in this country in-
stead of dllowing them to be shipped
to the United States.

The Ontario Government have at last
seen the necessity of some such legisla-
tion, and in the sale of limits on
Wednesday one of the regulations of the
sale was that the logs must be manu-
factured in this country.

A; the lumbermen’s meeting it was
pointed out by one of the speakers that
the United States make very heavy ship-
ments of lumber to fereign countries,
and that there is .nothing to prevent
Canada securing a large part of this
trade if the Government will only wake
up to the necessities of the case. So far
the Government have treated one cf
Canada’s chief industries in anything
but a statesmanlike manner, and it now
remains for the Government to say
whether or not they will accede to what
nine people out of every ten who know
anything about the situation agree

spould be done.

/ The chief oppesition to the scheme
comes from Johm Charlton; M.F.,, who,
it is well known, is always in sympathy
with the United States. His proposition
to again delay the matter until Congress
meets, in order to see what the Ameri-
cans will do in the matter, was received
with anything but favor, and rightly so,
for the whole question was thoroughly
threshed out before the present duty of
$2 a thousand was placed on Canadian
lumber. The threat that this duty
would be increased to $4 a thousand, in
case an export duty was imposed by
Canada, does not appear to alarm those
engaged in the business, and it is quite
clear to us that it need not do so, for if
$2 a thousand duty keeps the Capadian
lumber out of the American magkets, a
$4 duty will not change the situation.

Mr. Charlton's?sition on the question
was characterize® as unpatriotic and un-
worthy of a member of the Canadian
Parliament.

Now that Mr. Laurier’s sunny ways
have failed to mesmerize the American
statesmen, it remains for him to put
such legislation on the statute books of
Canada that will protect an industry in
which millions of dollars are invested,
and that will give work to our Canadian’
mill men.

THE BEET SUGAR INDUSTRY.

The growth of the beet-sugar industry
is one of the marvels of Europe. Gerz|
many, which in 1884 produced 1,147,000
tons of beet sugar, in 1894 produced
1,800,000 tons, an increase of 57 per
cent. Austria-Hungary in the same de-
cade raised her production from 653,000
tons to 1,050,000 tons, a gain of 61 per
cent., and in France the Increase has
been from 303,000 tons to 814,000 tons,
a gain of 163 per cent.—the increase for
the whole of Europe during the same
period being 78 per cent., and the pro-
duction reaching the great total of 4,-
792,000 tons.

A vigorous attempt is now being made :

in the United States to establish the
industry on this continent. The sugar
schedule in the'Dingley tariff has been
framed with a view to encouraging the
beet sugar industry. The tariff has al-
ready had the effect of bringing into
existence several large beet-sugar com-
panies. The United States contains a
large area that is very well adapted for
the culture  of the sugar beet. It has
been found that beets grow best in a
temperate climate, and the richest and
most reliable crops are obtained in re-
gions where the average temperature
during the months of June, July and
August is about 70 degrees Fahrenheit.
A soil, loamy and not too stiff, abundant
sunshine, a moderate amount of mois-
ture and favorable weather during the
period of ripening and harvesting are
the elements which constitute a good
sugar beet country, and whenever these
have been present the experiments which

have been made in beet ciltnre have met
with encouraging success.’ To render
the cultivatiox& of beets profitable, how-
ever, it is necessary that the beet farm
should be within easy reach of a beet
factory, for it is evident that the amount
of profit realized by the farmer will
vary, other things being equal, as the
distance which his crop has to be hauled,

Some statistics in regard to the Chino
Valley Beet-Sugar Factory are of in-
terest. This factory began operations in
1801, when 1800 acres of beets were
grown, which yielded 7.26 tons of beets
to the acre, the farmers being paid $3.90
per ton for the crop, and the average
return per-acre being $28.87. In 1895
the acreage under cultivation had  in-
creased to 7528, and the yield -had in-
creased from 7.26 tons to 11.03 tons to
the acre, the farmers receiving on an
average $4.35 per ton for their crop, the
average return being $47.98 per acre.
During this period, moreover, the aver-
age percentage of sugar in the beets lﬁd
increased from 13 to 15 per cent. The
cost of raising the beets in the Chino
Valley is about $30 per acre, most of
this being due to labor, which would
leave a profit in 1895 of $18 per acre
to the planter.
with Prof. Wiley's estimate of & net
profit of from $8 to $15 per acre as an
average, the California district being
peculiarly favorable to a large and re-
liabe crop.

Altogether it must be admitted that
the possibilities of this new Industry,
both for the farmer and the capitalist,
are great and not easily overestimated.
The Dominion of Canada possesses large
blocks of térritory as well suited for the
production of sugar beets as any coun-
try in Europe or America. Even with-
out any special progection in favor of
this industry an attempt is being made
to establish a factory in this province.
The proposed company is called the Owen
Sound Beet Sugar Company, has a char-
ter, with capital $150,000, 800 sharehold-
ers and $20,000 stock subscribed. It has
agreed to raise at least 30,000 tons of
sugar beets each year. The tests which
have been made show that nearly 18
per cent. of sugar can be extracted from
sugar beets grown in that locality. The
company have an offer from a German
company to put in a plant valued at
$150,000 and take stock to that amount
in the Owen Sound company, which, if
accepted, will assure the enterprise being
started in 1898, X

THE WHEAT CROPS.

In The World of Tuesday we quoted
from the weekly review of The Mark
Lane Express: “ The French wheat har-
vest overyield is estimated at 33,000,000
quarters, though excellent judges say it
is not so much.” In the heading to the
reference to “The Wheat Crops” we
said: France s a surplus. This is
wrong. The ave wheat crop of that
country. for the past twelve years has
been 387,500,000 quarters; average an-
nual quantity of foreign wheat taken
for consumption, 5,150,000 quarters;
average annual consumption, 42,700,000
quarters. With average reserves of
home and foreign wheat, France will
require to import, during harvest yedr
1897-98, 9,700,000 quarters, or 77,600;-
000 bushels, Stocks there must be small
or held above present market prices,
otherwise France would not be buying
cargoes off coast in England, or buying
winter wheat so freely at Atlantic ports.
The wheat crop of that country in 189G
was estimated 42,500,000 quarters, or
about equal to the year’s consumption.
It imported about 22 million bushels
during the season 1896-97, but exported
almost the equivalent of this quantity,
in the shape of flour shipped to its own
colonies, and to England, ete., under a
policy termed * temporary admission,”
which is a species of bonus to Freach
millers, who are allowed a drawback of
duty on wheat ground, more wheat be-
ing allowed per one hundred pounds of
flour than is used in its manufacture.
During the season native wheat has
generally ruled lower than foreign wheat
including the duty, and this enabled
French millers to do quite an extensive
export trade in flour. On May 1 wheat
was quoted in Paris at 27f 4c¢ free of
duty; in August it had advanced to 33f
8¢, a rise of 6f 4¢ per quarter, In
Liverpool No. 2 red or winter wheat
was quoted 28s 3d on May 1; 32s on
Aug. 1, a rise of 3s 9d per quarter. This
ﬂ_ff.ords a reliable indication of large for-
eign requirements for France, and a
pressing anxiety to secure a large pro-
portion of them at as early a date as
possible, i

The  Geld Find in Eardley-Mr, Sifton
Golug Nerth-Great Waste of
Salmon on the Fraser.

Ottawa, Aug. 19.—The recent gold find
in the Township of Ba:liev Is stiil attract-
ing some attention here. Mrs. eorge Dozols,
son of the owner of the farm, who Is work-
ing the mine, and who claims to have had
ten years' experience n gold mining, tcld
a reporter, ‘when he was up, that, notwith-
standing what local assayers might say,
he was confident that vhe mine 8 ricia in
gold-bearing quartz, and says that the caily
experiences in Trail Creek, B.C., shoewed
that for a long time many good assaycers
were unable to detect gold, as their buok
formulas were not sultable to the variety
of rock, and that he hal learied that it
required extensive experimenting. Mr. Do-
zois has already taken out about ien tons
of rock, and intends tunncling where he
believes the vein runs. He says that he
has made a couple of finds of what he be-
lieves to be gold In the hills to the north
and west of his farm, and is now negotiat-
ing for the purchase of the property. His
present intention 1s to form a joint stock
company in Ottawa, if possible, to further
develop the mine,

DEATH BY THE GARROTE.

The Method of Putting Murderers to Death
in Vegue in Spain.

The garrote, by which criminals are put
to death in Spamn, is named after its in-
ventor, a Spanish ironworker, who Wwitness-
ed a bungling execution of a relative on the
gallows, which was the method employed in
Spain up to about thirty years ago for
carrying out the sentence of death.

Garrote wondered that a more expeditious
and, therefore, merciful, method had not
been ‘discovered. He little thought then
that he would be the one to furnish his
country with a substitute for the gallows,
but the thought haunted him so long that
he at length found it assuming ordered form
in his mind, and in "time the ponderous
death-dealing machine that has immortal-
ized him in his country came to be a fact.

The two points of excellence claimed for
the garrote are these: That it can be made
with reasonable care to kill instantly, and
that it sheds not one drop of blood. Force
that is measured by horse power is the
agency it employs, and its aim is the break:
ing of the victim's neck.

The unfortunate is first made to sit in
a chair directly under two heavy iron bars,
one of which is adjusted on the back of his
neck, and the other, vulgarly known as the

| corbatin, or necktie, under his chin, Then

the executioner grasps the handle, gives
a vigorous twist, and death is instantaneous.
The entire machine is made of iron, and
ordinarily weighs several hundred pounds.
They are ordinarily of very rough construe-
tion, thus adding to the horrifying impres-
sion which the circumstances connected
with them cannot but leave in the mind of
any observer.

Persons who have witnessed all sorts of

opinion that garroting is the most revolting
and appalling of ail. - It s not always as
expeditious as its inventor made it possible
to be. “A vicious executioner can prolong
it practically at will, and herein is the sys-
tem a great drawback, as it is now consti-
tuted. Cases are citable, in which the pro-
cess was prolonged twenty, thirty minutes,
even three-quarters of an hour! The exe-
cutioner merely gave twist eneugh to the
handle ‘or lever to choke his vietim. Then
he turned it back and twisted it again, this
time a little more than.at first. ‘and So on,
until liis spite baving been satisfied, or his
instructions, perhaps, obeyed, he gave one
final turn and ended the tortured life,

I:w(*ntly to a writer for The Washington
Star. ‘“‘They are as susceptible to extremes
ot,heat and cold as human beings. When
thhe thermometer is hovering around the
freezing point or dancing away up in the
90s the sensitive little mainspring will suc-
cumb just as easily to freezing or sunstroke
as man.

“During the hot weather of the last
month I have received over 400 watches
which required new mainsprings, and other
jewelers have had as many or more time-
pieces. which. needed similar repairs. You
see, this uncertain piece of mechanism is
supposed to be adjusied to meet the vari-
ous degrees of temperature, but when the
changes are great and come suddenly there
is nothing that can prevent them from
snapping. Many are made in Switzerland,
of the very finest quality of steel, abso-
lutely flawless. Very often the watchmak-
er can detect a bad spring after putting it
in a watch, either by its color or the soft-
ness of the spring. These have been too
highly tempered in making, and instead of

being subjected merely to a red heat the

| fire has been brought to white heat, thus

weakening the strength of the metal.

“The finest watches that are handled by
reliable dealers in the United States are
put through a ‘«cooking and freezing’ pro-
cess before they are sold, for the purpose
of testing their reliability in all tempera-
tures. The watch is first placed in a l!ttle
metal box, which is made airtight. Then
a strong gas flame is turned on the under
surface of the box, and is kept there for
one or two hours, so that the watch is so
hot at the end of that time that it could
not be touched with the bare hands.

“Many people who have been the pos-
gessors of new watches but a short time
often come to me much annoyed, declaring)
that they have pald a large price for their
timepieces, and the mainspring has broken

‘We
jewelers have them in snap in our cases be-
fore the watch has even-been shown for
sale.’ Others imagine that they might
have wound their watches too tight, but
this does not harm it. It is rather the
jerky, hurried winding that will eventually
tell on the temper of the metal. Besides.

Americans.

1t is idle to argue that there is no
serious feeling between the Americans
and Canadians. The newly appointed
colleetor for Alaska, Mr. Ivy of Oregon,
has been here. He said he had been
in telegraphic communication with Sec-
retary Gage prior to sailing from Seattle
on June 25, and that he was ordered to
instal a sub-port of entry at Dyea as
soon as,possible. Unless both the Cana-
dian and United States Governments

.are very careful, a system of retalia-

tion will be in vogue before either is
aware of the fact. Much ill-feeling
will follow, and the miners will be the
greatest sufferers.

. Betier Mailing Facllfties.

Washington, D. C., Aug. 19.—The
Canadian Government and the United
States have prfctically agreed upon co-
cperation in augmenting the postal fa-
cilities for the Klondike region, and
the result will shortly be evidenced in a
substantial doubling of the mail ser-
vice from the coast into tMat district.
The exact route is not outlined, but
in all probability it will strike off di-
rectly southward from Dawson City,
which is on the British side of the line,
down to Dyea. :

_The service will bring about the crea-
tion of a postoffice at Dawson City and
algo at Fort Cudahy, Forty Mile and
probably at other points, although these
mentioned are beyond Dawson. The
service will be under the immediate
supervision of the Canadian Mounted
Police. The ecarriers will be equipped
with dogs and sledges and have Indian
drivers. The first contraet, at least, will
be for one year. Whenever the British
n:ails can be expedited by carrying them
over the present Circle City route be-
tween the dates of the new. service this
will be done.

An Arrangement Made.

Canada’s proposition for carrying the
mails, one round trip a month, between
PDawson City and’ Dyea, was formally
accepted this afternoon by acting Post-
master-GGeneral Shallenberger, and the
Canadian Government was notified of
the action. In this communication this
Government is stated to be in readiness
to assume its share of the responsibility,
and Canada is urged to put the service
into eperation at the earliest possihle
roment. Dyea, which is one hundred
miles above Juneau, on the Lynn Canal,
«nd Dawson City, will be declared inter-
national postal exchange offices. The
PBritish mails will be carriecd by the
Urited States from Vietoria, B.C., to
Dyea.

If there isn’t snow on the ground
it is a case of mud. There is no comfort
to be found anywhere.

“It is true thgt my wife accompanied
me on my trip to the north, but she
never left the steamer during the three
days we remained off Dyea and Skaga-
way. When I went ashore 1 found it
necessary to have a man carry me from
the small boat to the beach, for the mud
flats prevent even the lightest draught
craft really getting to shore. 1 might
mention, too, that when our cargo was
landed on the rocks it was only by hav-
ing 300 of the passengers stand in line
and hand the stuff from one to the other,
a single package at a time. The other
hundred passengers - worked on tne
steamer, breaking bulk and gefting ike
gceds in shape to be handled. Pursuing
this plan it took a aauy and a half for
the cargo to be discharged, and when it
was ended the owners c¢f the great pie
of ‘plunder’ lay down exhausted on the
rocks beside it and slept as best they
could, too tired to eat almost, and hav-
ing nothing to satisfy their hunger in
any case but crackers and a little corn-
ed beef or such other things as couid
be got/at most easily.

“I predict that many will come away
before winter sets in, and 1 know that
many more would do so but for the fact
that they have no money. During the
three days I was there I walked several
miles up both trails and found pitiful
sights everywhere. People have no 1dea
of the hardship ‘for one who is unac-
customed to such things in the attempt
to traverse such a country with a pack.
Many young fellows, apparently strong
and vigorous, soon give out. 1 would
finrd a man lying down by the side of
the path, seemingly altogether ‘done up.’

Don’t Know What 1o De.

‘What
are you going to do? The answer was
almost always the same: ‘Oh, 1 don’t
krnow.” A good many lookea as if they
didn’t care, either.

LUMBERMEN AROUSED.

cian it would not become him to say
what he would do in the matter, hut
the lumbermen came together at this
time to endeavor to devise some scheme
to better their condition. He favored
Mr. Charlton’s amendment.

The Effect on the English Market.

Mr. Edwards again spoke, declaring
that he was opposed to an export duty
under any -circumstances. If the export
duty was imposed the English market
wenld become overloaded far above its
capacity in six months’ time, The United
States would hail with delight the
chance to impose a $§4 duty on lumber,
instead of $2, as at present. He was of
opinion that Canadians have been cut-
ting their lumber too fast, and advoeat-
ed a curtailment of the cut as a remedy
for low prices. He thought the $2
duty would in time be a benefit tg
Canada, instead of a hardship. In re-
gard to an export duty on .pulp wood he
was opposed to that also until we hdve
pulp mills in Canada. He deprecated
the holding of the present meeting, at
least he was of opinion that it should
not be open to the public, and that (e
views of the lumbermen should not be
published. - He declared himself a free
trader out and out, and that he would
also oppose the proposition to place a
duty on lumber.

Revert to the Old Cnstom.

Mr. Brennan took exception to the re-
marks of the previous speaker, aud
thought the meeting and the discussion
would be of great beretit to lumbermen.
He saw no objection to going back to
the old custom of an import duty on
lumber and place an export duty on logs.
He thought it unwise to sit meekly and
not do anything, no matter what legisla-
tion the United States may impose onh
them. : :

Greatest Good of Greatest Number.

Mr. Lovering spoke in a spirited man-
ner, and was greeted with loud applause
at the conclusion of his remarks. He
commenced by stating emphatically that
he favored the first resolution. I1f the
United States did place a $4 duty on
lumber it wouldn’t interfere with Can-
ada’s European trade. He claimed that
the Georgian Bay interests should nrst
be considered, as the greatest good to
the greatest number was the proper
prix_-nciple to proceed on. The export duty
is imposed, declared Mr. Ilovering, the
duty is on our labor, not on our lumber,
He closed by a strong plea for the lum-
bermen to assist in protecting the for-
ests, and not let the mills lie idle while
the forests are being stripped.

Oratorical Wrangie.

Mr. Charlton- again spoke to his
amendment, saying that the discussion
was irrelevant, as his resolution said
nothing about duty. All' he counselled
was delay. He questioned the power
gf t-t.he Government to impose an export

uty.

. Then Ald. John Scott again supported
his resolution, but he had not proceeded
far when he and John Charlton got into
a wrangle in which John Charlton came
out second best. The trouble arose over
Mr. Scott telling his hearers of a solemn
compact which he and some other lum-
bermen entered into when they agreed
that Canada was entitled to free lumber
for free logs. They also agreed that if
free lumber could not be obtained to
favor a ong dollar duty. They further
agreed that the matter was to be kept
secret.

That Ottawa Interview.

- Mr. Scott then went on to tell how
the M. P. got himself interviewed at
Ottawa, and gave the whole snap away.

Mr. Charlton jumped up to reply, and
commenced to tell what he had done for
the lumbermen in years gone by, but the
chairman shut him off, and after con-
siderable difficulty nailed him down to
the statement that he didn’t know the
reporter that interviewed him was going
to publish what he said.

Mr. Scott then proceeded to say that
Mr. Charlton’s appeal for delay is-a
pitiable one—one that comes from tie
other side of the line—asking the United
States to come to Canada’s assistance.
The matter has already been placed be-
fore the United States Government, with
the result that we have a $2 duty.

Legisiate for Canada First.

The discussion was brought to a close
by Mr. John Bertram, who also paid
his respects to Mr. John Charlton. Mr.
Bertram was of opinion tl he meeting
would be of great benefit the lumbar-
men. As the United Stafes have doae
their work, it now remained for Canada
to legislate for herself. ‘“Let us assert
our manhood, We think we are right,
and as Canadians and British subjec’s,
let us give our opinions regardless of the
United States,” concluded Mr. Bertram.

Motion Carrfed by BIg Majority.

Mr. Charlton’s amendment was then
voted on, but it was overwneimingiy
defeated, the vote being 50 to 11.

The original resolution—Mr. Scott’s
motion—was then submitted, and was de-
clared carried by 48 to 11.

To Wait on the Government.

On motion of Mr. NScott, seconded by
Dr. Spohn, a committee, composed of
Messrs. Bertram, Rathbun, Waldie and
Scott, were appointed to wait on the
Ontario Government and present the
resolution just carried.

A motion moved by Dr. Spohn and
seconded by John Charlton was passed,
to the effect that the Dominion Gove.n-
ment be asked to impose a corresponding
duty on American import lumber.

The meeting adjourned after passing
a vote of thanks to Col. Davidson for
presiding.

STATIONARY ‘ENGINEERS.

Annual Convention at Brockville -They

Want Exnminations and Certificates

: to Insure Competency. .
Brockville, Aug. 19.—The Canadian
Association of Stationary Engineers
opened here this morning what promises
to hé a most pleasant and profitable
convention. About, fifty delegates, from
points in Ontario and Quebec, filed cre-
dentials. Thé session was opened :with
an address of __wolcome‘from Mayor
Dcwney, whose' remarks were all. sec-
onded by Councillors -McCrady, O'Brien,
Wright and Buell, who extended te the

visitors the freedom of the town. Grand
President J. Devlin of Kingston made
a happy response,

An address of welcome from the.local
branch of the association was read by
Grand Secretary Chapman. The usual
committees were appointed.

The Grand President opened the con-
vention proper with a lengthy address,
touching on many matters. of intérest
to the engineers. He said the commit-
tee appointed to act jointly with' the
Canadian Association of Stationary En-
gineers to draft a bill seeking from :the
Dominion Parliament a law compelling
engineers to pass an examination and
hold certificates of competgncy, met in
Toronto on March 17 last. In this con-
neetion he said that in this movement
not only are the members of the asso-
ciation-a unit in favor of such a law,
but almost all the qualified engineers
of this country are with them, as well as
most of the manufacturers ana steam
users. ’ j

The association has now a membership
of 1500, and it is rapidly increasing, as
its adwvantages become better known.
The past year has been a very success-
ful one. Large additions have beun
made. to the membership during that
period. ;

The afternoon was taken up in gen-
eral discussion of the bill introduced
into Parliament at its last session in the
interests of the engineers. At to-night's
session interesting and instructive papers
were read by A, M. Wickens, and K.
J. Philip, Toronto, and J. P. Risler,
London.. The convention will close: with
a banquet to-morrow night.

Washington, Aug. 19.—Secretary Sher-
uan has submitted to the Japanese Gov-
ernment an answer to Japan's last note
relating to the annexatlon of Hawaii to
the United States, The answer was de-
livered to Mr. Hoshi, the Japanesé Min-
ister, last Saturday. It is in reply to
Japan's note of July 10, which up .to
that time had not been acknowleaged..

Mr. Sherman’s answer was rxgarked by
its friendly expressions towards Japan,
Two features are brought out:

It reiterates, K the position heretofore
taken by the Secretary of State as to the
right and propriety of annexing Hawaii
to the United States, With this, how-
ever, is coupled an assurance that the
interests of Japan and IHawaii will be
fully safeguarded. It also. expresses
satisfaction at the plan of arbitration
between Japan and Hawaii, on the ques-
tion of Japanese immigration to Hawal.

Minister Hoshi has cabled the sub-
stance of the answer to the Tokio Gov-
ernment, and the full text of the an-
swer has beén forwarded, It will not
rcach Japan until Sept. 7, and no action
nay be taken until the text is before
the Japanese foreign office. The Japan-
ese Legation is reticent over the le-
gpatch, although there is no effort to
coneceal the satisfaction felt over the
friendly spirit displayed throughout Mr.

WAS IT AN EARTHQUAKE ?

Buffalo and Lockport Shaken Up Just
Prier to a Thunderstorm.

Buffalo, Aug 19.—This city and its
suburbs along the lake and river for
sexeral miles were jarred violently at
an early hour- this morning by a shock
wbhich is believed to have been produced
by an earthquake., In a score of places
between Angola, up the lake shore, and
Youngstown, near the mouth of the Nia-
gara, its rumblings were heard distinct-
ly. The shock came in the lead of a
fierce thunderstorm. 1t was noticeable
in most places about 5.25 o’clock. Many

Lockport Was Shiken.
Lockport, N.Y., Aug. 19.—A slight
earthquake shock was felt Jore about
5.18 o'clock this morning; and a few
minutes later two more shocks were
felt. No damage has been reported.

Perhaps This Was the Cause.

Welland, Ont., Aug.19.—Reeb’s pow-
der house, at their quarry west of Port
Colborne, was struck by lightning early
this morning and exploded, destroying
a’ limekiln, office, barn and Foster’s glass
factory. The shock was very heavy
and was distinetly -felt here, at St. Cath-
arines, Tonawanda, Buffilo and other
distant points. Windows were broken,
among them several plate glass, andl
other damage was done to Port Colbop}e,
two miles distant, from the explosion.
Fortunately no workmen were around
or lives would have been lost.

The Comcussion Was Terrifie.

Port Colborne, Aug. 19.—About 5.19
this morning lightning struck Reeb's
powder magazine, two iles west of
here, in which was stored about half a
ton of dynamite, used for blasting lime-
stone. ‘I'he explosion was very heavy,
causing a great concussion, breaking
heavy plate gliss windows in Mathews’
Block 1n this village and numerous win-
dows, and knocking off the plaster in
houses in this viemity. At the Hum]
berstone Club summer resort, about a
mile distant from the scene of the ex-
plosion, several windows in the cottages
were broken, but no serious damage was
done.

THE POSTAL REACHING OUT.

Telegraphing to the Mexican Capital Will
be Cheaper in Future.

New York, Aug. 19.—Under separate
agreements, entered into with the two
great railway systems of the qu.bhc
of Mexico, respectively, the Mexican
National Railway Company and the
Mexican Central Railway Company, the
telegraph lines’ of these companies have
passed under the confrol of the Postal
Telegraph Company. Heretofore tele-
giaphing to the Mexican capital has
either been by cable via Galveston and
Vera Cruz or by the American land
lmes to the Mexican border and thence
by the railway companies’ lines from
Laredo or El Paso to the City of Mexi-
co. The eontracts entered into give the
Postal Company a continuous system
from~the United States to all the ‘prin-
cipal cities in the neighboring republie.
As a consequence of the extension, the

message tolls from American cities have

been reduced 40 per cent., making the
message rate from New York to the City
of Mexico $1.85 for 10 words, and the
cable rate fron! the City of Mexico to
London has been reduced from 60c a
word to 3% a word. .

TRADE IN TORONTO.

R. G. Dun & Co.’s Dally Bulletin says:
The hopeful feeling in business circles at
Toronto still continues, although it is some-
what modified by crop reports. Rains are
interfering with the successful harvesting
of spring grains. The yield of wheat, how-
ever, will be unusually large, and prices
are the highest for several years. This of
course will be of great advantgge to On-
tario farmers, who will be enabled to neet
their obligations and allow them a larger
expenditure of money. The
munity must necessarily reap the benefits
resulting from such a favorable state of
things. Our wholesale dealers continue to
send out large lines of autumn and winter
goods, and the confidence existing is likely
to be more than temporary. A special fea-
ture of the situation is the increasing de-
mand for loan company securities. These
stocks are again coming into prominence
after several years of depression, Ad-
vances of 10 to 20 per cent. have lately
taken place, which is a sure indication of a
revival in real estate in the near future.
The Increased profits ffom farming will
tend to create a better demand in Ontario
for such properties. Instances are numer-
ous of crops of fall wheat yielding 30 to
40 bushels per acre. The dairying interests
will also be affected favorably by the large
crop of hay, Prices of cheesé are highen
while those of cattle are better than for
several years.
