STRANDED IN ALASKA,

A Thousand People Will Die in the
Kotzebue District if No Help
. Comes.
Seattle, Wash., July 22,—From a passan-
ger on the steamer Brunswick, just arrived

here from Alaska, it is learned that a pas-
senger is on his way from Kotzebue Sound
to Washington in behalf of one thousand
miners said to be stranded in the Kotzebue
district. He will ask the Government to
send revenue cutters to Kotzebue Sound,
and he is provided with proof that unless
Government help s given many ves
will be lost. Twelve hundred people went
into the Kotzebue country well outfittad
for the searcn for gold. Two hundred suc-
ceeded in getting over the snow last win-
ter. "Many died en route. There are now
nearly one thousand people on the shore off
the sound, waiting for.a chance to come
home.. No merchant vessels will run to
that district this year and the whalers
which call in there for fresh water will
not take passengers. If the miners had
the means of getting home it is doubtful
if they could buy their passage. Many of
them have,been sick with scurvy and are
going to ﬂimt down the several streams
ruoning into the sound with tie Intention
of waiting for Government help.

BOTH WERE DROWNED.

The Clutch of the Drowning Man
Took the Life of the Boy
Rescuer,

Chicago, July 22.—Raymond Corcoran, 14
years old, risked his life before a crowd to
save Oscar Anderson, 18 years old, from
drownlng and lost.

SEVERAL PERSONS WERE INJURED

Many Arrests. Were Made of Par-
ticipants in the Riots During
the Day,

Cleveland, O., July 22.—Orders were Is-
sved to-day for the assembling of fofr
companies of the 5th Regiment, located at
Cleveland, to do strike duty in the strects
of the city during the present railway
trouble. The decision to call out the 5th
was made after a long conference between
Major Farley and Director of Police Bar-
rett. It was decided that it was absolutely
hecessary, mot only for the safety of the
property of the Street Rallway Company
and the lives of Its employes but for the
protection of the lives and property of
the citizens that extra militia service be
called, In addition to the service of the
naval reserves,

Shot in the Neck,

The driver:of a wagon for a wholesale
grocery house was shot by a noa-union
ccnductor this afternoon and  seriously
wounded. The car was passing a grocery

store in South Brooklyn, before which the
wagon was standing. ‘The driver stooped
to pick up a potato as If to throw it at the
car.  The conductor drew a revolver and
fired, the bullet passing through the man’s
neck and lodging in his shoulaer., The car
did not stop and the conductor's' name was
not learned.
Rioting Renewed Sunday.

Cleveland, O., July 23.—The rioting which
continued throughout last night, was ze-
newel to-day and there were several se-
rious outbreaks of violence, but no clashes
between the mobs and the troops. Cars
were .started running as usual tais morn-
ing onall but one or two lines. The mobs
were astir early. Soon after 10 o’clock a
thousand or more persons gathered on
Burton-street, on the south side, and pro-
ceeded to obstruct the track. When a car
came along with two policemen on board
it was attacked with a shower of stones,
In spite of the policemen, the non-union
otormen and conductors were roughly
bandled. One of them, named McDermott,
had two ribs broken and ‘the other was
badly bruised. g

Fired at the Mob,

One of the policemen fired at the mob,
the bullet striking a man named Wenni:k,
The mob assauited the officers, both of
whem were struck repeatedly with stones,
and but for the intervention of a priest of
the Catholic Chureh' near at hand the offi-
cers might have been lyneched. By this
time three cars had been mixed up in the
melee, and a patrol wagon load of police
ariving the rioters dispersed and the cars
wire taken back to the barms.

Rioters Again Showed Fight.

There was a serious dfsturbance on the
Broadway line at the corner of  Petrle-
Street, where a mob of three thousand as-
sembled in the forenoon and obstructed the
tracks. Finally a car came along from
the Wilison-averiwe barns, having on hoard
Sergeant Barrows and a private of mili-
tia, and Detective Kelso, The officer or-
dered the mob to disperse when the motor-
man attempted to remove the obstruction
‘rlrol:z: the track, but the rioters showed

ght.

Several Arrests Made, ;

Then Bergeant Barrows and the one so0l-
dier, with fixed bayonets, faced the mob
and dtfempted to clear the way ‘There
was ‘a sharp”fight for a few minutes, dar-
ing which a perfect shower of stones fell
about the detective and the soldier, smash-
ing the car windows. No one was suriously
hurt, and after arresting two of the rioters
and placing them on the car, it was re-
turned to.the barns. The police after-
wards charged the ‘mob, making several
arrests. The military on. guard at the
Holmden-avenue barns on the sonth side
were annoyed during the greater part of
the day by a jeering mob and 15 arrests
were made there with the assistance of
the police. :

Here’s a New Scheme,

In the afternoon a mob of 1000 concelyved
the idea of blocking the track on Oraage-
street by placing a big boulder in the mid-
dle of the street and building a fire around
it. The plan worked wuccessfully, and cars
were delayed. for nearly an hour, when the
police drove the mob away, put out the
fire and gave the street railway men a
chance to move the stone. Three men were
sent to the hospital with wounds made by
policemen’s clubs at the end of this riot.
Won’t Permit Concealed Weapons,

As a result of the shooting of the driver
of a grocery wagon in South Brooklyn yes-
terday afternoon by a non-union conductor,
the Mayor of that village to-day issued an
order to e marshal to arrest all non-
union conddetors who carried concealed
weapons, Every car was stopped and each
conductor found with a revolver was ar-
rested. All were subsequently balled out
by the company.

A small riot was started at the corner of
Pearl-street and Franklin-avenue, when a
young woman struck a man who asked her
to board a non-union car. A crowd of union
sympathizers stoned the cars and a squad
of police finally cleared the street.

WAS MAUNA LOA DESTROYED?|

It in Thought the Whole Crest
the Volcano Has Been
Blown Off,

San Francisco, July 22.—The officers of
the steamer Australla, which arrived ves-
terday from Honolulu, say it would not sur-
prise them to hear that ‘there had been a
Tearful explosion at the great voleano and
that Mauna Loa is no more. After leaving
Honolulu the ship ran into a remarkable
cross sea, which the crew thought was
caused by a submarine disturbance of un-
usual force. A bluish vapor hung over the
water for days, and a heavy cloud, shaped
like an umbrella, came from the direction
of the volcano. When talking about the
eruption of the volcano Chief Officer Law-
less said: ‘‘The afternoon we left Honoelulu
the evening papers contained the news that
the lava flow was within ten miles of Hilo
and traveling steadily. The inter-island
Steamers were crowded with passengers.
Sonie of the people were going to view the
eruptions and others were golng to see how
thelr families and relatives were faring.
In my opinion the whole crest has been
blown off, and if the waters of the sea have
found their way Into the crater, then the
whole island has been shattered. In no
other way can I account for the peculiar ex-
perience we had after leaving Honolulu.”

The announcement of Mr, Root’s appoint-
ment was made at the War Uepartment.
1t was stated that Senator Platt came 10
Washington last evening armed with au-
thority from Mr. Root to accept in his
name the War portfolio. It is not expected
ed that the acceptance will make any
change in the plans of Secretary Alger,
and he will remain on duty until the end
of the present month, being assisted by
Mr. Meikiejohn, who Is expected to reach
Washington this afternoon.

Secretary Alger’s Letter.

Secretary Alger had confidently expected
the appointment of Mr. Koot, ana was
very much pleased at the President's
choice. This was evidenced in the follow-
ing letter, which Secretary Alger addressed
yesterdarevr to_his successor:

‘*Washington, D.C., July 21, 1899.
“My Dear Mr. Root:

“All 1 know 1is what the newspapers
say, that you are #o succced me as Secre-
tary of War. Should it come to you I
most earnestly urge you to make the sacri-
fice and accept the pesition. With your
knowledge of iaw and your excellent health
you can serve the couutry in a way given
to few men,

“Hon. Elihu Root, New York.”

Receiving Congratulations,

New York, July 22.—As soon as the friends
of Elihu Root read this morning the profier
of the portfolio of Secretary of War to
him by the President, they immediately

Root does not look at them exactly that
way. But his cholce was the last chance
New York had, and a capable man and
astute lawyer, such as the President want-
ed. If he had not accepted, the appoint-
ment would have gone to some other state,
80 the Repubilcan leaders say, and New
York would be cut out of the Cabinet,

It_1s bellieved Mr., Root accepted under
consideration that he be allowed&o per-
form some of his civil duties, and It is
thought there will be no objection to this,

THE DECLINE OF THE HORSE,

An Accurate Comparison of the
Cost of Electric and Animal
Power for Delivery and
Wagon Service,

Perhaps the most popular, interesting and
timelg _paper presented to the recent gen-
eral meeting of the American Institute of

Kiectrical Engineers was that dealing with
*“fhe Comparative cost of Operating Horse
and Klecwrical Delivery Wugons m New
dork city.” Whis paper went 1nto the most
unnute aetalls ‘of the question, and embodi-
‘ed the results of exiended investigations
and experiments made in connpection with
actual work in New York, the results of
which show that electric dellvery wagons
are really 20 per cent. cheaper tnan deliv-
.ery by horses, assuming ouiside ngures for
cost of power, depreciation, etc. In con-
clusion, the paper states that in light de-
Hyery service, at least, when a number of
units are employed bg individual firms, the
ddoption of automobiles would seem to
be merely a question of time.

The authors, Protessor G. F. Sever and
Mr. R. A, Fliees, give full details as to cost
of operating a delivery wagon. They show
that the average number of miles made per
day by a single horse is about 18—they as-
sume 21 as toe. basis of their comparison—
that the horse is actually about seven hoars
in barness, and that he works six days a
week, and has to be fed seven. That the
cost, including interest on wagon, cost of
feed of horses, wages of driver and helper,
amounts to $3.65 1or a trip of 21 miles,
and to cover 42 mfiles, requiring two horses,
but the same driver,: wagon, etec., the cost
Is $4,28. This represents the delivery of
about 300 packages, or 50 dellveries per
trip, and six trips per day. Some /wagons
make 100 or 150 deliveries-on a slgﬁle trip,
but the average is not over 25 deliveries
per hour. Each delivery Is estimated at 16
pounds as an average.

With an electric carriage running over the
same territory, but in much quicker time,
measurements taken show that the con-
sumption of energy is about 105 watt-
hours per ton mile, and on a very hilly run
118 watt-hours; so 120 watt-hours was
taken. for the comparison, as a fair figure.
The cost of the power is taken.at b. cents
per kilpo-watt-hour, and the eldclenzy of
the storage batteries and motors at 80 per
cent. On this basis, to cover 42 miles a
day, at a speed of 9 miles an hogx——com-
pared with 7 miles an hour for the
horse-drawn delivery wagon—aund iucluding
all interest charges on wagon, rent of stable
room, wages of driver and helper the same
as before, the cost is only $3.87, a saving
of 41 cents a day per wagon. When it is
remembered that the horse has to be fed
on Sunday, as well as any other day, and
that the electro-mobile has enly interest
charges during the same time, a year's
showing on this basis, with a rate of 8 cents
per kilo-watt for power (which might easily
be obtained from a central station, as the
demand for charging current would come
at the most desirable time when the station
would be practically idle) would make the
saving twice as great., -

Economy pure and simple is the commer-
cial reason for adopting automobiles,besides
which, however, there is the improvad hy-
glenic conditions that would result, the
decreased cost of cleaning streets, saving
In wear and tear on streets, avoidance of
nolse, as rubber tires will be universal, and
a saving of valuable street room, owing to
the absence of the horses,

The remarkably strong statement was
made before the American Institute of Elec-
trical Engineers at their recent meeting
that the storage battery of to-day even
rivals the fitness of the electrle motor for
this class of work., Among its advantages
are its large reserve power at Instant de-
mand, its entire freedom from danger when
fully charged, its almost constant pressure
throughout its capacity, it may be charged
in almost any hamlet in the country, and
recent types may be quickly charged. Com-
pared with compressed alr reservoirs, elec-
tric storage-batteries have the advantage
In point of weight. Compressed air re-
servolrs, it Is claimed, having a ca acity
of a little more than a quarter of a horse-
power hour weigh, with the contained
air, 96 pounds, while a storage battery of
the same weight will develop s!x times as
much power, or one and a half horse-
power hours.

Electric vehicles are demonstrating the
fact that they have all the capacity—that
is, the dlstance-covering capacity—that the
most extraordinary conditions can require,
A recent rm}fln France with a Jeantaud

electromobile covered 170 miles, 85 miles in
each directiop;, with but a single recharg-
ing. The trip was from Rouen to ,Pnrfs
and back agdin, and was accomplished in
15 hours, exclusive of the time consumed
in recharging.

One of the novel ways in which it is pro-
posed to utilize automobiles is to employ
them as “hill horses.” There are many
parts of the country, particularly in hilly
sections, where such assistance would be
invaluable, and a toll of a few cents would
be gladly paid by the teamsters and farm-
ers, as it would do away with the oxtra]

London‘t July 23.—Concurrant with the
enormous increase in the <xpenditures by
the British Government on the army and
navy, word has gone forth from the Trras-
ury to the chiefs of all civil departments,
to exercise the most rigii economy. This
has naturally beeen Inlerpreted to wean
that economies must be effected at the cost
of the rank snd fle, and the result 13 dis-
content in every branzh of the public ser-
vice. Everywhere, instead of increasing
the staffs to meet the prodigious and ever-
growing amount of business, the additional
burdens are constantly placed mpon the al-
ready overworked men and women, until
they actually break down under the strain,
The greatest scandal is in the postolfice,
and the workers of that department are
preparing for a big conference next month
in order to devise means of bringing the
facts before the country. Matters are al-
most as bad in the Inland Revenve Customs,
and the men are forming an organization
for self-protection and for the information

THE ALASKAN DISPUTE.

Canada Is now up agdifét the hard fact
that the United States refuses to settle +he
Alaskan boundary dispute: by arbitration.
The latter’s refusal o agree to arbitration
was the cause of #he disruption of the
Joint High Commission some months ago.
Since that time the Governments of the
two countries have been trying to settle
the controversy, but we are  up agalnst
#he same hard fact to-day as we were
when the commission adjourned, viz., that
the United States refuses to refer the dis-
pute to ‘disinterested arbitration. The dis-
pute between Gredt Britain and ¢he United
States turns upon the Interpretation of a
document. In 1825 Russia and Great Bri-
taln drew up a paper agreeing how the
boundary between Alaska - and British
North America should be defined., This
document did not actually define: the boun-
daries, but set out the mode of procedure
by means of which the boundary should
be arrived at. The mode of procedure set
out is not as clear as it might have been.
An important fact to bear in mind in this
controversy is that the treaty of 1825 did
not establish the actual boundary.” To
this extent the document and the treaty
are incomplete. The evident intention was
thatexperts of the two countries would
subsequently go over the ground and lay

of the treaty. The United States now oc-
cuples exactly the same-position that Rus-
sia did. Even were the treaty of 1825
free from ambiguity it wonld only be rea-
sonable that the definition of the boundary
line should be arrived at by some Kkind
of joint commission of the two coufitries.
Some kind of joint actlon seems to be a
necessary sequence of the treaty In any
event, but especially necessary s such
Joint action when the directions given for
staking out the boundaries are indefinite
and ambiguous. -The United States pre-
sumes, on its own accord, to Interpret the
document upon which its title to Alaska
rests and to settle the boundary according
to its Interpretation. It actually has de-
fined the boundary according to its own
interpretation of the treaty, and it has
| taken possession of the country up to this
boundary line, The United States refuses
to allow Great Britain any say In the in-
terpretation of a document in which it has
ijan equal interest with itself. That is-the
hard fact we in Canada are up against
to-day. Moreover, the Premler does not
hold out any hope that ¢he United States
will recede from the position it has taken.

Our duty, under the circumstances, is
not to waste time In hunting for adjectives
which will fittingly describe the conduct
of the United States, but to agree upon
some line of action. The step already tak-
en by the House of Commons is in the
right direction. Saturday’'s debate In the
House emphasizés the fact that Canada
is unanimously behind the Government In

{ notice to the United States that this coun-
try Is perfeatly cognezant of- what its
rights are and. that 1} refuses 16 be turned
aside from {ts set purpese of Mnsisting on
those rights by thé ‘prevarication, bull-
3 éoslng and insults of the press and public
|men of the United States. With justice
{ on our slde, we can afford to be patieiit and
allow the Americans to convict themselves
in the eyes of the world of bluster, avarice
and Ingratitude., Still, they should not
be allowed to settle this controversy as
they please. ' Great Britain . must assume
an aggressive attitude, and if there ‘IS any
delay it should only be such gs Is necessary
to enable us to decide on the most-effec-
tive plan of action.. We notice that the

Canada should meet Aniérican injustice by
constructing an all-Canadian’ rallway into
the Yukon and by curtalling the rights of
United States miners in Canada. These
proposals may be all right in themselves,
but we question their utility towards se-
curing justice for Canada In the matter
of the Alaskan boundary. As a mattersof
fact, the proposal of Sir Chatrles Tupper
will have a tendency to delay and prevent
a settlement unless it Is accompanied by
4 more -direct process of assenting our
rights. Great Britain cannbt accept the
Ameriean ultimatum, viz., that it will con-
tinue to occupy the disputed territory and
will refuse arbitration, ' without loss of
prestige in the eyes of the world. Great
Britain and Canada have temporized long
enough In this matter. The way to bring
the ‘issue to a head Is for Great Britain
to send in a staff of surveyors to delimit
the boundary according to the British con-
tention. The responsibility of a confliot
will then rest on the United States. If
that country should still refuse to refer
the dispute to arbitration It would do so
in full knowledge of the terrible possibili-
ties of its refusal. Canada and Great Bri-
taln will never have a more equitable
claim on the United States than the de-
mand that this dispute be referred to ar-
!bltrutlon. If the United States.willl not
eonsent to arbitration in this case, we can
never expect that country to deal honestly
\pwith us In any other matter. With this
evidence of United States avarice and iIn-
justice staring us In the face, what a
farce it is to be prating about Anglo-Saxon
fellowship! It is time the statesmen of
Great Britaln waked up from the fool’s
paradise in which they are dozing.

It might be a good thing for Great Bri-
tain to have the support of a great nation
like the United States, but an alllance
with an avariclous and unjust nation or
individual is no source of strength. If
the United States will seek to take advan-
tage of Great Britaln at a time when she
should even make sacrifices t6 show her
gratitude to the Mother Country, what
would she not do to injure her when a
favorable opportunity arrived? If the
United States will not deal Justly  with
Great Britaln to-day, she will not do so

ITALY TO THE FRUNT AGAIN

; LY
To Build Four Great Battleships of
High Speed and Carry Immense
Fighting Apparatus,

Rome, July 23.—Admiral Bettolo has just
completed designs for four Italiam battle-
shlps,' the building of which will be com-
mencetd as soon as possible, and will oceupy
not more than 24 months. The Italian
military journals assert that the Admiral
has solved the problem of uniting in one
vessel of great size all the advantages
offered by battleships and cruisers, name-
ly, high speed, 22 knots at least, with the
most powerful artillery and the most com-
plete protection. The gpeed is to be ob-
talned by an alleged entirely novel torm
of water tube bollers, The armor plating
is to be about one-third the weight of
the present heaviest plating cn any war-
ship afloat, while it is to be more power-
ful,* owing to some remarkable improve-
ment over the Krunpp and Harvey harden-
ing processes. The displacement of these
battleships is not to exceed 8000 tons, but
they are to be speedier and carry bigger
guns than any battleship now existing,
while their defensive capabilities are to be
greater. Such, at any rate, is the assertlon
of the Italian experts.

He says he merfly re'egeaphed
to President ‘Kruger advisfpg him not to
be premature in passing \ the fraanchise
law., There is great Indignation en .the
part of the English and anti Boers here
against Premier Schreiner, who is under
their deep suspicion.

The Charges Changed.
Johannesburg, July 22.—The charges
against the persons arrested some time ago
for alleged conspiracy aaginst the Govern,
ment have been renuced from high trea-
son to creating disturbances.

JOE WANTS GUABANTEES.

Chamberlain’s Idea is to Get the
Boers Nailed Down to Black
% and White.

New York, July 23.=The London corre-
spondent of The Sun says: “Colonial
Secretary Chamberlain’s statement in

Parliament, that the mere granting of a
seven years’ franchise law will not settle
the Transvaal crisis, excites no new ap-
prehension. It is evident that a struggle.
possibly prolonged, will take place on
the question of guarantees and this will
probably take the matter over the proroga-
tion of Parllament. There is the best
reason to believe that Mr. Chamberlain's
object .is to obtain guarantees in black
and white from the Boer Government, and
at the first violation of any of them to
hurl an ultimatum at President Krugér,
One of the guarantees will be an underiak-
ing not to initiate legislation altering the
franchise and representation laws without
revious notice to the paramount power.
he Boer Executive and Parliament will in
all probability detect in this an abrogation
of the republic’s independence in inter-
national affairs and ‘upon this question
the decisive fight may take place.

““A_ brisk business Is still done at the
Italian ports in making warlike shipments
to South Africa en route to the Transvaal.
The German steamer Konlg is to-day tak-
ing on at Naples a miscellaneous cargo,
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consigned to Delagoa Bay by the Austro-
Italian Trading Company. It includes
several hundred maules, surgical instrus
ments and medical comforts, and in addi-
tion, several million cnrtridFes. It is im-
possible to prevent the ship salling, but
whether the cargo gets beyond belagoa
Bay 1s quite another matter. England
at gresent is on particularly good terms
with Portugal, and there will not be much
difficulty in arranging matters so that the
Portuguese local authorities will be able
to indefinitely delay the business at Delagoa
Bay without implicating the Lisbon Govern-
ment. Moreover, it is known, that the
negotiations for British purchase of the
Portuguese possessions in South Africa,
commenced nearly two years ago, have not
been dropped, and it is quite on the cards
that one of .these days an announcement
will be made that the deal is completed.

Things Look Brighter,

The London correspondent of The 'I'ri-
bune says: *“The Traansvaal question is not
yet settled, but it is in a fair way to be
adjusted if the seven years’ franchise can
be granted without equivocation and re-
serve.

Calf lodus are quoted at & and mercantile
discounts at 6 to ¥ per cent.

Crop reports trom Manitoba continue fav-
arable and every indication at present
points to a larger crop of wheat than last
year. Trade at Winnipeg continues very
good, and the retallers being confident of
the prospects for trade are buying freely.
The large influx of immigrants tois year
will increase the retall business at varfous
centres, and as the new settlers brought in
a4 good deal of money the demand for va-
rious staples for the rail should show a
farge increase over last year. Building
operations in Winnipeg are active and a
large amount of public work is being done,
So that labor Is well employed and well
paid, Bank clearings are larger. Last

Trade at the Coast has been active. The
crops are looking well and promise good re-
sults, There has lately been gn unexpeec-
tedly large run of lock-eye salpion and the
catch has Increased cousiderably.

STRUCK WHEN HE WAS NOT LOOKING

Killed Instantly—An Inquest Will
Be Held To-night at Eight
o’Clock.

Robert Hozack, the 14-year-old son of

Had Seen a Game.

He hace crossed the rallroad tracks two
or three times in safety.

About half-past 5 o'clock he ‘was on Duf-
erin-street at the crossing, watching a
Grand Lrunk freight train pass on its way
to the city from the west on the most
nertherly track.

Stepped in Front of it

Just as soon as the last coach of the
freight had passed Hozack started to walk
across without looking to see if the way
was clear.

No sooner had he stepped on to the most
southerly track than the rapidly approach-
ing C.P.R. train. No. 307, bound for Ham-
ilton, ran him down.

The wheels of the Jocomotive passed over
his body, and then threw him to the north
side of the track.

Was Found Dead.

Pedestrians went to the aid of the hoy,

MR. ROBINSON STATES HIS CASE.

Shows Exactly How He Was Re-
tained and What He Did for
the City of Toronto.

Editor World: As I have remained si-
lent while a great many nasty things hn}ve
been said, and worse than that, a great
many unfounded insinuations magde by
members of the Board of Control, the City
Councti and the press, with reference to
my biil against the City, I ask you in jus-
tice to me to publish the following true
statement of facts regarding this large-

sized tempest in a smaii-sized teapot.

1 was engaged by the Mayor to act for
the City with regard to two separate pleces
of legislation which the City desired to ob-
tain,” both of which had been defeated in
the Legislature. I was not retained in
either of them until after they had been
defeated, and I did not start to work until
after I had three or four consultations
with Mr. Fullerton and Mr. Caswell and one
with the Mayor, Mr, Fullerton and the
entire Board of Control, Althoagh both
bills had béen defeated when I'fook hold
of ‘them, they were both eventually passed
by the House. In order to accomplish this
result a great deal of work was obviously
Decessary. T put in for my services what
1 considered a reasonable bill, viz., $300.00.
After 1 had offered to leave the amount of
my account to any judicial officer at Os-
ioode Hall or to the Law Cierk of t

egislative Assembly, the Board of Con-
trol -and Mr, Caswell verbally consented ®o
refer it to- Mr. McAndrew, one of the Reg-
Istrars of the High Court of Justice, and
formerly a Taxing Officer. The matter of
my retalner was to be reported upon by
Messrs. Fullerton & Caswell. . Mr. Caswell
at first declared that he did not know that
I was retained, and that Mr. Fullerton was
in equal ignorance as to my retainer. Mr.
Fullerton stated before the Board of Con-
trol that Mr. Caswell had said that he was
under the impression that I was acting for
the Toronto Ferry Compavy when | ap-
peared before the Private Bills Committee,
In reply to this, I sald that if Mr. Caswell,
who was present in the room at the time,
would make that statement in my presence
1 would withdraw my entire account,—and
he remalned silent. Mr, McAndrew report-
ed as to the amount of my bill, but I was
not allowed. to see it, and it was -returned

w. lo him by Mr. Fullerton with the request

hat he woulé withdraw it. Subsequentiy
Je sent In another report un which he stated
that after consulting with Mr. Thom, the
Senior Taxing Officer, and several solicit-
ors experienced in that kind of work, he
thought I could reasomably have charged
$100 more than I did. For the first time
on record, I think, in this Province, Mr.
Fullerton, after it had been agreed to refer
the matter to a judiclal officer, undertook
to reduce his certificate by more than half.
In Mr. Kullerton’s report, after admitting
that he knew I was acting for the City, he
xys that the clause respecting the proposed
alace Hotel was ruled out or order on the
technical ground that a pew elause counld
be added to a blll In Committee of the
Whole, This statement is entirely errone-
ous, as the clause was never ruled out of
order, but was [oted down on a straight
vote In committee. Mr, J. J. Foy, M.P.P,,
who had charge of the bill in the House,
sustalns me in this statement of fact, and
in a letter to me, proceeds as follows: “Mr.
Fullerton is mistaken in sayiag that my
motion was at any time ruled ont of ordsp
on any technical ground. No objection was
taken to it on any technical g und, or for
any irregularity, but a straig vote was
taken upon it. ' The motion was/defeated by
a small majority at first. Your letter re-
calls to me the fact, which'I now remember,
that you suggested to me that if I prought
the matter up again on fhe third reading
the motion would ca¥ry, as there were, you
understood, many members favorable to the
amendment who were not present when it
was defeated in commlittee.
“*‘Accordingly,as suggested by you,I for:h-
with gave notice that I would again intro-
duce the amendment on the third reading.
On the 30th March I accordingly moved,
seconded by Mr. Miscampbell, as the Jour-
nals of the House show, page 276:—
‘“ ‘That all. the words of the motion after
the word “That” be omitted, and the fol-
lowing substituted: “the biil be not read the
third time, but be forthwith referred back
to a Committee of the Whole House with
instructions to amend the same by adding
the foliowing clause thereto:
** ¢ *The Corporation of the City of Toron-
to may by by-law fix the assessment of the
hotel to be erectéed by the Toronto Hotel
Company for a period of ten years at the
sum of $360, per annum.” ’
“The House then -resolved ({tself Into
Committee, and while In Committee the
bill was amended and the ¢lause added.”
This shows that the clause was added
while the House was In Committee of the
Whole, and demonstrates the fact that
not only is Mr. Fullerton ignorant of what
took place in the Legislature regarding City
legislation but that the point of order
stated by him would not have been well
taken if it had been raised. It also shows
that it was largely owing to my efforts that
the clause was reintroduced @and passed.
Under these circumstances; I Jleave it to
the public to judge just how far Mr. Ful-
lerton’s report is worthy of consideration.
After waiting months fer my money, the
Mayor and Poard of Control, 'by what I
consider a gross bhreach of falth, refused to
allow thé amount recommended by the
gentlemmen to whom they agreed to leave ‘t,
and cut my bill down to $175.00. I think
every one will agree with me that the ac-
tion of the Mayor in this matter effectually
disposes of the insinuations. thrown out by
those ignorant of the facts, that he was re-
