Officers and Doctors Had Anx-
ious Time on Board Ship
Off Coast of Spain. *

bis brother, Doctor G. W. Manning
Smith, 18th Station Hospital, B.M.E.F,,
on an island in the Aegean Sea.

The 'following are interesting extracts:
Describing t§e feelings of those on board
the steamer when nearing their destina~
tion he writes: ‘“We have been in the

danger zone all night and today waiting |

somewhere near the coast of Spain for
destroyers to meet us. Some of the men
are getting mnervous and I think there
would have been a great deal more had
the chapilain of the 24th Montreal Rifles
not held divine service last night for our
safety and preservation from the perils
of the sea and our enemy. Hurrah! Just
this minute there has loomed up out of
the tog & wicked looking, rakish lttle
torpedo B destrover and there was a
rush from all sides to see her. There
will be more to follow shortly and in-
stead of “sailing aimiessly around tne

ocean we have put on full speed ahead.
We can make 20 knots an hour, bu. the
T.B.D. is just sailing around sus in
circles. I tell you it seems great tB have
a little bulidog on watch like that Be-
fore, were were abeolutely at the .nercy
of the subs.

“As 1 look about me I see that the
feeling of nervous strain has gone {rom
the faces of the officers and the doctors.
There seems to be a feeling of confidence
in each man’s heart in the power of the
Almighty to deliver us from all danger.
They are all aware of that, because all
thru the voyage there “1as been no drink-
ing or carousirg or gambling. They are
all imbued with the great purpose. of
life, the protection of the honor of their
wives, mothers, sis.ers and their em-
pire. i :
Purpose of Man.

“I myself ncver before realized the
true man’s punpose in life to fight and
protect the honor of his God, his family
and his motherland. Nearly all of
the men are married and have left wives
and families, and we all quite under-
stand the great need of England for good,
strong men to help her conquer the enemy
of all religions and all nations. Germany
has destroyed all codes of nations and
has committed murder in every pgssible
way, and it is our duty to help defeat
her and re-establish God's nations again.

“It will be a long, bitter struggle, and
so many of the fine young officers I
have been associated with the last week
or so will never return. We are all tak-
ing that chance, but we medical men
not so much as the combatants.

“‘Shortly efter landing we were ordered
to take four days’ leave and outfit for
Allexandria, Egypt. Our hospital has
about 2000 tons of equipment, and I am
senior man of fourteen doctors attached
to it, and will take charge of the surgical
ward.

“Dr. Colbeck, my chum, is the anes-
thetist. There are six Canadians; the
rest are English, Scotch, etc. Our O.C.
{s a noted London surgeon, Lieut.-Col
Crawford.

““Across a great arm of the sea (a la-
goon), about half a mile, the Australian
and New Zealand rest camp is situa:.ed,
and every Satunday night they have a
concert and military tattoo, and every
afternoon cricket, Rugby and football

Considerable mystery attaches to
the fate cf the Zeppelin and her crew,
but the statement Ly British naval
officers of lack of success in the search
made for her by British craft might
lead to the assumption thai the Zep-
pelin had sunk with all en-board, since
it seems impossible that shs could he
etill afloat and undiscovered after the
long search made.

George Denny, mate of tae trawler
King Stephen, which sighted the
Zeppelin, stated todey that he be-
lieved that there was no chance of the
airship being saved. The wind was
rapidly freshening to 2 gale when the
trawler left the Zeppelin, and as the
car and its machinery were wholly
submerged, the swell of the sea would

caure a terrific drag on the envelopa,

which apperontly must eventually

‘have been pulleé under the water.
Mate Denny sald that all the men

were fastened above the hatchway.
Zz2ppelin Well Known.

A Reuter despatch from Copenhagen
says the wrecked Zeppelin L-19 was
well known along the west: coast.. It
‘swas formerly stationed at Hamburg
and Pondern and was frequently men-
ticned in newspaper reports receivel
from captains of North Sea vesasels.
For sometime the airship patrolled the
area around Horn Reef, and relieved
the wrecked Zeppelin L-19 at Pon-
dern.

The L-19 was first mentioned about
two months agc, accompanied by the
L-17 and L-8; it stopped « Swedish
steamer in the middle of the North
Sea and sent a party aboard to in-

Release of Appam Demanded
According to Terms of
International Law.

NOT TO RECRUIT CREW

Sir Cecil Spring-Rice Serves
Notice Against Equip-
ping Ship.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 4.—In the
name of the British owners of the
steamship Appam, Sir Cecil Spring-
Rice, British ambassador, today
lodged with the state department a
formal request that the ship be/turn-
ed over to the British consul (}nder
the terms of The Hague convention.

Notice also was served that it
would be in violation of international
law if the United States permitted
the German prize commander of the
Appam either to increase the effi-
clency of that ship, add to her offen-
sive power or recruit his crew. Lieut
Berge has only’ twenty-two men in
his prize crew at present, a number
insufficient to navigate a ship as large
as the Appam, and a compliance with
the British suggestion only on the
latter point would effectually prevent
the departure of the Appam d¢rom
Newport News.

OPERATIONS N FRANE
CONPARATHELY CALN

Allies Continued Bombardment
of Positions of Germans at
Many Points.

LONDON, Feb. 4. — Comparatively
calm is the French report of the day’s

war operations at the front. The
French artillery shelled a German col-
umn of infantry and some convoys
which were entering the Town of
Roye, and it bombarded German forti-
fications in Champagne, the Argonne,
and Lorraine, and the British artillery
effectively bombarded the German
trenches forming the front between
the Rivers Ancre and Somme.

Bérlin and Washington Have
Reached Deadlock Over
Lusitania Affair.

ONE WORD OBSTACLE

Germany Refuses to Admit
. lllegal Methods—Situation
: Again Grave.

WASHINGTON, Feb, 4.—The one
word “illegal,” as differently interpret-
ed in the United States and Germany, .
protrudes from the tentative draft' of
the Lusitania agreement perfected. by
Ambassador Von Bernstorff and Sec-
retary Lansing, as the stumbling block
which caused Bérlin to refer to the
negotiations as having reached a crisis,
and, Washington to characterize the

situation as grave.

Germany’s answer, presented to Sec~
retary of State Lansing today by Count
Von Bernstorff, proposes instead of an
out-and-out admission of illegality of
the method of submarine warfare used
by the German naval authorities in
sinking the liner, an acceptance of li~
tability for the loss of neutral lives,
which Berlin hopes will satisfy the
United States and still not bind Ger-
many from continuing the submarine
campaign. German officials believe
that their previous promise to discon—
tinue sinking unresisting merchant-
men without warning. brings. the sup-
marine campaign within the pale of in~
ternati -nal aw, and thLat any inclu-
sion of that phase in the Lusitania
agreement is unnecegsary and humili- °
ating to the imperial government.

The word “illegal” in the dreft the
German ambassador transm!fted to
his government as meeting all the
contentions of the United States is
taken to have been regarded In Ber-
fin as being suscéptible of ipplica-
tiop not to the Lusitania case alone,
put to the entire submarins cam-
paign. This is the only expianation
which officials here can fin¢ for the
statemeent of Dr. Zimmerman, under
secretary of forelgn affajes, that
“the United States suddenly made
new sdemands which it is impossible
for us to accept.”

There is no denial of the fact that the earth drinks; the trees drink

up the earth; the sea drinks the rivers;4

the sun dyinks up the sea, and man, too,
must drink—water that is as pure as
newly-fallen snow. : «

Streams, lakes, brooks, springs and
wells owe their origin to rainfall. ‘They
are but little different from rain barrels,
cisterns and other receptacles for the
drops of Jupiter Pluvius. When the high
vaults of heaven, “the circumambient
blue,” as poets say, empty their tearful
clouds upon the earth their watery con-

. tents are soft and free of lime, mag-

nesium and other minerals. .
Water is said to be “wmard™ If chalk,
which is carbonate of lime, is present,
but invisible because carbonic acid gas
keeps it dissolved. Water is hard only
as long as lime remains in it, which falls
to the bottom when the bubbles of gas
escape. Whenever any kind of water

holds more than 10 grains of miineral to

the gallon it is ‘“hard.”” The disad-
vantages of hard water are the difficulty
of making soapsuds and lather with it;
the troublesome deposits of chalk and
minerals on boilers and pipes, and the
difficulty of cooking vegetables and
meats. The waste of soap, as well as
the wear and tear on plumbing, kitchen
utensils and steam heaters, makes
“hard” water a problem for both the
housekeeper and the pater familias. It
heaps expense upon expense for the lat-
ter, and labor upon Wworry for the
former.

Shallow springs, surface wells and
open streams, in populous districts, as
well as in reservoirs not properly
guarded, are in more or less danger of
contamination from dust, drled spittle,
dried waste and refuse blown or drained
into them. A drinking water may ap-
pear to the unalded eye clear, colorless,

without odor, palatable, and

vet just such water may oomet”u::lkl;:n‘-.
tain sewage and refuse from animal
waste which give rise to infections like
typhoid, worms, dysentery and other
human. plagues. Therefore, it is neces-
sary for the great care to be exer-
cised in selecting guarding your
supply of drinking water. 4

The Fire and the Young Cana-
dians.

Young Canadians may not yet
be nationally conscious, but’ if they
have any pride of country or sense of
patriotism in connectipn with their na-
tive land, its institutions and its gov-

The destruction of the
building is of no military importance
whatever, unless it disclose the indif-
ference of Canadians to their own na-
tional well-being, and their lack of na-
tional /pride or devotion.

ile erimie, if it were proved that Ca-
nadians are not to be relied upon as a
nation to oppose German aspirations
and German methods. The only way
to undeceive the Germang in this re-
spect is for the young men of Canada
to flock to the colors, as the young men
.of other nations do in defence of their
native land.

Recruiting in Scarboro

Amid the geneial expressions of re-
gret that the young Canadian-born are
not doing their share in filling up the
regiments, it is pleasant to hear such
a report as comes from Scarboro Vil-
lage. Mr. James Cornell, the reeve,
has stated that there is only one young
man left*in the village district, and he
was preparing to go as soon as pos-
sible.

This is an example which other wil-
lages and rural districts might- well
emulate, We shall be glad to hear of
any similar instances, and the more
the better, It speaks well for the kind
of men that Scarboro had bred, des-
cendants of old United Empire Loyal-
ists, and heirs of British settlers of
the last hundred years or so.

The World has heard one settler de-
| scribe his memories of the United
States invasion when Toronto was
burned and the old fort ammunition
stores were bloyvn up with an explo-
sion that was distinctly heard in Scar-
boro, twelve miles away. Perhaps it
requires the seed of memories of this
kind to lie dormant in the minds.of a
nation until the time arrives when they
awake into life. The time has come
for Scarboro, and the pld seeds of loy-
alty are not slow in sprouting into
khaki blossom.

CODERE WAS INSANE
OFFCERS TESTIMONY

His Announced Intention to Com-
mit Murder Not Taken
Seriously.

RELLER TELLS STORY"

He Removed Body of Ozanne in
Fear For Own
Life.

LONDON,  Feb. 4~—Canadian woffi-
cers and men, clerks of English and
Dominion banks, and interpreters
from French-Canadian battalions
made quite a throng of themselves in
the quaint precincts of Winchester
Castle today when George ' Codere,
aged 23, formerly lieutenant of the
41st Battalion, was tried by Justice
Darling for the murder of Sergt.
Ozanne, who was with the Mounted
Rifles at Bramshott. Codere, a slim
figure in a blue suit, pleaded not
guilty in a firm voice. He smilingly
recognized Agent-General . Pelletier,
Quebec, who had arranged for his de-
fence, and who Wwas invited by - the
judge to a seat on the bench.  The
prisoner remained seated thruout the
day listening attentively but never
interrupting.

Clavell Salter, for the crown, de-
livered a dispassionate, almost dull,
recital of the extraordinary incidents
culminating in Sergt. Ozanne being
done to death. Money embarrass-
ment was the only motive which the
prosecution put forward for the
crime, the prisoner having to account
to Ozanne for a considerable amount.
This was shown by the prisoner ar-
ranging the details of the murder.
With perfect fairness, fho, counsel
acknowledged the prisoner’s state of

mind would form the subject vf en-
quiry.

witnesses were French-Can-
adians. They gave testimony in
English, speaking for the most part
fluently enough. y
Money the Motive.
Lieutenant-Colonel ~ Hodson, ‘who
raised the 9th Mounted Rifles, Saskat-
chewan, spoke of Ozanne as having
been a very fine soldier who acted as
canteen sectetary. <Colonel Hodson,
gxo is himdelf. a bank manager in civil
lite, indicated the financial connection
between the deceased and the prison-

er.

Lieutenant Morin, brother officer of
the accused, gave the jury the story
of his journey to London with the
prisoner the Sunday before the murder.
The prisoner owed the witness twenty-
five pounds and promised to pay the
following week. ;

The witness responding to the coun-
sel’'s questions gave the following con-
versation with the prisoner.

“He asked me did I want to make
any money. I said, ‘Sure, of course.’
He then said, “I am going to kill a
man. It will happen Tuesday morn-
ing. This money I have here belongs
in the 9th Canadian Mounted Rifles.
The man will come to my rogm. While
he is counting it, I will kill him with
my cravache. I will put a white blanket
on the body and have it fixed with
Sergeant Martin to bury it.’” The wit-
ness said _this conversation was in

Regarded As a Fool.
French.

The witness sald Codere was re-
garded in the regiment’as a fool and
acted like a “fellow doping him-
Belf,” tho he did not drink

Transport Sergt. Martin related hir
amazing conversation with the- pri-
soner at the Savoy Hotel in TLondon
two days before Ozanne met his death;
how the prisoner asked him to help
make a man disappear; how he told
Codere it was not a good thing to spill
blood, and how he had better try poi-
son; how he told Codere he should use
anti-tubercutum for such a purpose.
Witness also, related a conversation
some days later when Codere told him
he had hit the man on the head with
a stick. Witness replied he must have
hit him very hard. Codere then ask-
ed him to take a box to the house and
fetch something away.

The witness said that Codere was
never serious in his life, -and was
known in the regiment as “Crazy Co-
dere.” He thought the “business was
merely Codere's wild talk.

Keller Was Afraid.

Corp. Keller told the story of ho
Codere got him to wash traces of
crime away at the Grayshott House
and burn the loaded stick. The wit-
ness, with the prisoner, took the body
from the cellar into a stable. Witness
told Colonel Archambault and Major
Hughes about it next morning. Wit~
ness had no hesitation in telling the
court why he agreed to help Codere.
«[f an officer tells, us to do
something, we have to do it
he eald in imperfect English. He
suowed no more hesitation in
expressing to the court the convic-
tion that Codere would have killed
bhim as readily as he had killed
Ozanne,

Corp. Desjardins, who . also gave
some assistance in this business, ad-
mitted ' he likewise was frightened of
Codere.

Major Gaston Hughes, who put the
prisoner under arrest, when asked his
opinion of the prisoner’s mental state,
said he had “cerveau broville.” He
said that on the voyage over he had
decided that Codere should go before
the medical .board and be dismissed.

Col. Archambault, commanding the
41st, said the prisoner was not “all
mf'??lat is why I appointed him as-
sistant adjutant,” added the'colonel.
“Such rank does not exist in Eng-
land, so I expected he would be
struck off the strength.”

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COBB'S AMBITION
HEEPS HIM AHEAD

For Ten Successive Years the
“Georgia Peach” Has Batted
Over Three Hundred Mark.

}

It is no slight honor to lead either the
National or the American League in
bat.ing. The competition -is 'keen, and
there is an abundance - of - ambition
among the players tio ca.z;turlei ttbefc:;:gt-
ed priviiege of topping the lict o -
gers. While the fact that Ty Cobb led
the American circuit in batting is not s0
much of a surprise as .he performance
of Larry Doyle in the National, it is none
the less remarkable inasmuch as last
vear was the tenth that Cobh had batted
better than .300, his mark being .370. »

Baseball is Ty Cobb's business. It is
aliso bis  pleasure. He would rather
pound out a base hit than do any.hing
else. There has not been a time since
Ty Ccbb joined the 'Detroit club ten
vears ago that his; ambition to be the
greatest player in the game ever lost its
fire. Cobb is @ great ball player, be-
cavee firz. of ajl he is imbued with an
irrepressible spirit to excel.

Cdbb entered the major league with
the odds against him. The breezy tem-
parament of the young Georgian did nol
impress the time-worn veterans on the
Detreit club. When Cobb broke in he
was no wonder., He was a perfect ath-
lete end lived a clean life. Out in
centre field he ran all around under the
ball and gave Manager Hughey Jennipgs
many anxious moments when he Wwas
trying to catch a fly ball

There was one thing about this young
Cobb which impressed Jennings. He
was the first player in uniform at the
ball park, he was the first player out on
the field to practice catching flies. He
was everlastingly trying. He practiced

2nd practiced and never tired.  He
cowldn’'t get too much baseball.
Cobb’'s ambition has never left him.

He is Lke a boy and gets more fun out
of baseball than 95 per cent. of the men
who make it their business. Watch Cobb
at his besi, when he is spanking out
shamp  hits and running wild- 6n the
bases, and you will quickly see why he
is the greatest baseball player in the
- world. :

Cobb knows his pitchers from game to
game. He- studies them as well as he
studies his own batting. Last year, for
instance, Cobb had one of his best sea-
sons. He hit for an average of .370 and
he stole 96 bases. Think of it.

you know why he stole so many
bases? Well, one reason was that Fritz
Maisel of the Yankees was also running
wild cn the bases, and at one time dur-
ing the season the little Yankee third
, baseman began to crowd Cobb and had
stolen almost as many sacks as the
Georgia Gem.

Here is where Cobb’s ambition be-
came fanned to fever heat. That strong
feeling to excel gripped  the Georgi
and he wanted to show the baseb:
world that no man was going .to beat
him stealing bases without a struggle.
What did Cobb do? He began to run
wild, He dashed from firstL to second
base many times under the most un-
favorable circumstances.

The player has had a remarkable
record. He was born in Royston, Ga.,
twenty-nine years ago.” When he was
18 years old he was playing with the
Anniston club of the Alabama-Tennes-
sé® League. That year he hit .370 and
was regarded as a wonder. Then he
went to the Augusta cliub of the South
Atlantic League. He didn't show much
hitting skill in his first year there, and
his averagé” was only .237. The next
season, however, Cobb worked hard and
hit for .326. That attracted the atten-
tion of the Detroit scouts, and Cobb went
under Jennings’ management in 1905.

In his first year with the Tigers, he
hit just .300, but he was a crude, un-
polished player. Always in excellent
physical condition thru his clean living,
Cobb imnroved and struggled hard to
hetter himself. In 1906 he batted .320.
The next year he kept his hitting with
a mark of .350. His recOTT for the next
few years was: 1908, .324;°1909, .377; 1910,
.885, and in 1911 Cobb was the sensation
of the baseball world when he led the
American League batsmen with an aver-
age of .420.

Cobb’s record last year was one which
every baseball fan knows. He played. in
164 games. He was at the bat 563
times, scored 144 runs, 102 of them be-
ing earned. He made 208 hits, includ-
ing 31 two-baggers, 13 three-base hits
and three home runs, He had nine sac-
rifice hits, stole 96 bases and walted for
118 passes.

Cobb is not the wild swinging type of
batsman. He hits them to every field
and chops the ball more times than he
swings at it.

TWENTY-ONE ZEPPELINS

LONDON, Feb 4. —~Twenty-one
Zeppelins and eight other German
dirigibles have been destroyed or
lost since the beginning of the wan
aeronautic writers estimated today
in commenting on the reported dis-
aster to one of the German - sk¥
dreadnoughts in the North Sea after
the Monday night raid on England.

TELS STORY OF FRE

Dense Volumes of Smoke Pre-
vented Fighting Fire From
Inside.

VALUABLE SALVAGINGS

Direction of Wind Saved Library
—House of Commons Mace
Missing.

By a Staff Reporter.

OTTAWA, Ont., Feb. 4.—~The follow-
Ing ofZicial statement has been issued by
the sergeant-at-arms of the house of
. commons: Y

The fire commenced in the reading-
room of the house of commons. From
there it appeared with the greatest ra-
pidity up the corrldog'- of the house and
thru the second flat, such dense and suf-
focating volumes of smoke preceding the
actual fire as prevented all efforts to

effectively fight the fire from the in-
side. Many members “and officers and
employes of the house were unable even
to get their hats and overcoats. The
| fire first destroyed the house and its
offices and then spread rapidly to the
senate. A short time was, therefore, af-
forded for B&V:lg some of the property
in the senate ® of the building, THe
Senale mace and many - valuable oil
paintings from the. lobbies ‘Were- saved,
together with some furniture, but I am
not able atethe present time to ascer-
.tain exactly what records: have been
saved., I, fear very few were saved, ex-
cegt those that have been kept in vaults.

he fire having started in the read-
ing-room, with the wind blowing in a
northerly -direction, the flames were car-
ried away from the library, and altho
it was once or twice in very imminent
danger the bullding and its contents have
been saved, except in so far as they may
have been damaged by water,

Many Volumes Removed.

The firemen, the officers of the library
and the Otiawa garrison worked most
strenuously and a large number of
volumes were removed with the aid of
military motor lorries and placed in the
government garage. This complete loss
was due to the extraordinary rapidity
with which the fire spread thru the lob-
bies and long corridors, the ceilings of
which were of wood, and also to the
smoke, which made it quite impossible
for any person to enter the upper parts
of’ the building. It may be possible that
the contents of one or two offices may
be saved, as from the external appear-
ance of the windows one or two rooms
appear to have escaped very serious in-
Jury, but it is impossible at the present
time to make any examination,

SUBSTANTIAL ADVANCE

Unexpecfedly Higher Cable Quo-
tations- Responsible for Gen-
eral Improvement

LUSITANIA CASE HURT

Refusal of Germany to Admit
Illegality of Act Caused Tran-
sient Decline.

CHICAGO, Feb. 4.—Notwithstand-
ing a temporary break which result-
ed from word that Germany would not
admit any illegality in the sinking of
the Lusitania, the wheat market today
scored a substantial advance, chiefly
because of unexpectedly higher cable
quotations and owing to increased ap-
prehension of damage to the domestic
winter crop. Prices closed steady at
a net gain of lc with May $1.34 and
July $1.25%. Other leading staples,
too, all showed upturns—corn 3-8 to
1%c, oats 1-8 to I-4c and provisions bc
to 10c.

Chances of a severance of relations
between the United States and Ger-
many were responsible for a transient
decline of 1 5-8c a bushel in the value
of wheat. Previous gains, however,
were not entirely wiped out; and with-.
in an hour the market had rallied in
a vigorous manner. Advices telling
of fair export sales at the seaboard
tended to help the bulls. The total
of this European business was esti-
mated at 750,000 bushels, including a
comsiderable amount of flour taken by
the Government of Holland. Much
stress was laid on Liverpool advices
that supplies continued to be of in-
sufficlent wvolume to meet require-
ments, and that an active demand ex-
isted for all grades.” In this connec-
tion a belief was expressed by one
authority that shipments from Aus-
tralia and Argentine were being halt-
ed or curtailed owing to the presence of
& German raider on the Atlantic.

Areas of threatened danger to the
domestic crop of winter wheat seem-
ed to have broadened todav to a not-
able extent.
