London, Aug. 14.—The Bfitish troops
in Flanders today improved their posi-
tion on the right bdnk of the River
Steenbeek, northeast of Ypres, and
ecaptired some prisoners. The official
statement from Brit'sh headquarters in
France tonight tells of the repulse of
several strong raids by the Germans
between Ypres and Arras, German
aviators have bezn very active and the
British succeeded in  bringing down
eleven of tkem, four out of control
Two British wir machines were Jost in
the air fighting. The statement
reads:

“Early this morning the enemy at-
tacked our line east of Westhoek, but
met heavy artillery and rifle fire and
was repulsed, He succeeded only in
driving back one or two of our ad-
vanced posts a few yards.

“During the day we again improved
cur positions on the right bank of the
fieenbeek, where we captured sev-
eral prisoners. Ltst night the enemy
twice endeavored to raid our positions
east of Laventie. At the wsecond at-
tempt he stcceeded in eantering our
(ines, but he was immediately driven
cut. Another raid undertaken in con-
siderable strength, c¢stimated at three
companies, was made against our

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WITH FOE'S INFANTRY

Powerful Squadrons of Airplanes Brilliantly Second
Ally’s Foot Soldiers in Counter-Attacks
Near St. Quentin.

London, Aug. 14— (Via Reuter’'s Ottawa Agency.)—Reuter’s correspondent
at French army headquarters telegraphs: '

A remarkable instance of the facility with which fighting airplanes trans-
form themselves into weapons of assault against infantry is furnished by the
46-hours’ battle of August tenth and eleventh.in the trenches northwest of

St. Quentin.

The ninth attack by storm troops east of the Village of Fayet

enabled the enemy to capture the French front line to a width of 600 yards.
Counter-attacks finally expelled them on the evening of the eleventh. Dur-
ing this fighting French airplanes continually swept over the ground, flying
very low, and pouring a constant hail of bullets over the trenches.

Armour Dore says: “During our counter-attacksfpowerful squadrons of

airplanes engaged the enemy, seconding the .infantry with a courage which
cannot but be admired, The planes came back from the hattle riddled with
bullets. Since the battle some of our airplanes are engaging the enemy in
co-operation with the infantry. This is no new thing, but probably they have

never been engaged in land fighting in such numbers or in such a systematic

Calgary, Aug. 14, — In session here
today the Alberta executive of the
non-partisan league decided, at a full
attendance, to send the following wire
to Sir Robert Borden:

“We, the Alberta executive of the
non-partisan league, resent strongly
the order of the boagd of grain super-
visors in orohibiting Canadian farm-
ers selling their wheat in United
States markets, particularly in ~ the
face of the fact that your govern-
ment was good enough to remove the
duty so that they might have the ad-
vantage of these markets,

“We further seriously question the
wisdom and fairness of having a pre-
dominating number of grain men on
the board and insufficient representa-
tion of the producing fatmer class.

“Further, it {s resolved that we are
eonvinced of the injustice of fixing a
price on a staple commodity such as
wheat, unless there is a correspond-
ing fixed price cn flour, bacon, ma-
chinery for productive purposes, and
other staple articles of food and man-
ufacture.

The Hon. Sir Willlam Ralph Mere-
dith who has been appointed to arbi-
trate the value of C.N.R.stock, was
born in the Township of Westminster
in the County of Middlesex, in 1840
and was educated there, in, the London
Digtrict Grammar School, and' Uni-
versity of Toronto, graduating with
the degree of LL.B. in 1872, In 1889

He became a barrister in 1861 and
for ‘many years successfully practised
in Liondon, later in Toronto, and be-
came’'one of the leaders of the pro-
vingial bar, He was elected a bench-
er of the Law Society in 1876 and in
that year was apnoointed city solicitor.
In 1888 he was elected an honorary
member of the Law Faculty of To-
ronto University. Bir Willlam was
made a senator.of the University of
Toronto in 1890 and has been chan-
cellor since 1900,

In hip professional career he  has
been engaged in many important
cases, both criminal and civil. Enter-
ing the legislature in 1872 he imme-
diately showed great power espous-

| ing the cause of the workingman, and

was one of thé" first advocates ' of
manhood éuffrage. /His name wasalso
jdentified with .the Mechénics’ Lien
Act and the Workingmen's Compen-
sation for Injuries Act, and others of
a similar character,

In 1878 he succeeded Str M. C.

Fifteen shells were
fired at the boats while they were
pulling clear of the ship, killing one

seaman.

“fhe British steamship Westmin-
ster was sunk Dsecember 14. The
boats were severely sheMed by the
submarine, the capfain and mate be-
ing killed.

“The .British steamship Eavestone
was sunk February 8. The submar-
ine’s wuns were turned on the boats,
firimg shrapnel shells, fragments of
which swept both boats, killing the
master, steward and three others, and
seriously injuring the second, officer.

“The British steamship ‘Addah ‘was
sunk June 15.

tives had frequently expressed to him
the hope that the resolutions which
they had passed would not he pigeon-
t;?led. He had assured them that they

ould do their best to ensure that ef-
fect would be given to those resolu-
tions as early as possible.

Preference Policy,

Referring to imperial preference Mr.
Long said the question had mot been
rendered less.difficult by the war. Ob-
viously any policy of preference must
be framed so as to meet the views of
the allies. The subject was one, he
added, that demanded continual con-
sideration. The prime minister, he
added, had appointed a committee of
ministers representative of all the de-
partments concerned, himself presid-
ing, with the object of reporting on
the best methods and machinery by
which effect could be given to the
body of the resolutions. The task was
not easy, but it should be undertaken,
and he was directed to say that the
estimate of this committee at any rate
evidenced the government's intention
to take all steps that could give eof-

Nfoct to the resolutions of the confer-

ence.

“I believe,” said the colonial secre-
tary in conclusion, “that the result of
the conference will strengthen our
prosecution of the war and will help
us to take some steps after the mwar
to reap the full advantage of the les-
sons we have learned, to make the
empire stronger and more powerful
than before the war. The discussions
of the conference were carried on in
a spirit of toleration. Every minister
showed high patriotism and en unsel-
fish desire to promote the interests of
the empire. For example, regarding
the islands of the Pacific and the
African colonies, nothing struck me
80 much as the determination of the
representatives not to dogmatize or
attempt to lay down the law by saying
that that or this must be done. Their
desire was that after the war there
should be permanent peace for the
world and security for the British
Empire. The knowledge we have of
past efforts of the dominions and
crown' colonies, together with the ex-
perience we have gained at the im-
perial war conference, all show that
in the supreme moment of our nationsl
history the whole empire is one and
prepared to use its resources to make
a combined effort to secure final and
somplete -vxc.t'zry."-

The government, Sir Thomas said,
was not prepared’ to assume that the
value of the common stock of the
Canadian Northern could be measured
by the difference between the assets
and MHabilities of the company, but
the stock evidently had 'some value,
and the owners should be allowed
to show what that value was. Hence
it was intended to refer the whole
question to a board of arbitration,
and upon that bodrd Sir Willlam
Meredith would represent the govern-
ment.

The third objection to’ the govern-
ment’s proposal was to the effect that
the value of the common stock out-
standing should not be fixed by ar-
bitration, but by the award of the
exchequer court. Sir Thomas argued
that the arbitrators could more sum-
marily dispose of the question than
an exchequer court judge who would
be bound by the rigid forms of legal
procedure, and would have many
other cases constantly calling for his
time and attention. If the case was
referred to the exchequer court, at
least two years would intervene be-
fore judgment could be rendered. A
board of . arbitrators, he thought,
would reach a more speedy and prob-
ably .nore satisfactory decigion. If
their decision was not unanimous, an
appeal would lie to the supreme court
of Canada upon questions of law and
fact

Graham's Contention.

Hon. George P. Graham took the
position that the government should
foreclose its mortgage and take pos-
session of the Canadian Northern,
paying Mackenzie and Mann nothing
at all for fheir $60,000,000 of common
stock. He said the legislation of 1914,
under which the government guaran-
teed Canadian Northern bonds to the
amount of $46,000,000, constituted a
contract between the government of
Canada - and the C. N. R. It was
well understood at that time that the
government would take over the pro-
perty in case the company defaulted
in any respect, and in support of his
contention he cited section 24 of ‘“an
act respecting the Canadian North-
ern Rallway sytsem,” passed iIn 1914,
and that act, after providing for the
$45,000,000 bond guarantee, goes on to
provide for recourse by the govern-~
ment in case of default as follows:
