ULSTER'3 STAND
CHECK TO PLAN
FOR DISARMING

Premier Asquith’'s Visit to
Belfast Has Apparently
Been Failure.

COMPROMISE REMOTE

Ulstermen Evidently as Hos-
tile to Home Rule as in
Past.

BELFAST, May 15.~S8Stubborn dis-
inclination to accept anything in the
way of a government which might
imply the future subjection of Ulster
10 home rule was evident today on
the occasion of Premier Asquith's
visit to Belfast, which lasted only a
few hours. 8o far as can be learned
ithe premier's conference with a large
body of representative Ulstermen was
disappointing.

It is understood that the question of
the general disarmament of forces in
Ireland not authorized by the govern-
ment was discussed, and, altho those
present were pledged to secrecy, it is
rumored that cold water had been
thrown on the proposal. The discus-
sion was very full and frank, but it is
asserted that the result was unsatis-
factory.

Carson Not Conciliatory.

Sir Edward Carson’s telegram to the
Ulster Unlonist council, to the effect
that he had no knowledge of rumors
respecting the government of Ireland,
did not bring about an alleviation of
the situation. Belfast itself does not
show any signs of accepting the com-
promise, which it is understood Mr.
Redmond 1is ready to offer, Ulster's
capital was almost entirely unaffected
by the recent rebellion, and the pro-
visions of martial lJaw have not been
enforced.

Everything is outwardly calm, but
the keenest interest underlies the sur-
face appearance and many Ulsterites
declare their determination to have no
dealings with the Nationalists, All the
newspapers in Belfast advice caution
in .regard to any promises that the
premier may have made, but which are
not yet public property.

Cheered by Thousands.

Mr. Asquith, who arrived in the
private motor car of Baron Wim-
borne, former lord lieutenant of Ire-
land, was tendered a luncheon by the
lord mayor and then had a conference
with about o dozen leaders of the
Jocal commercial community. This
lasted three hours, after
which a brief official statement was
issued, to the effect that the premier,
at his own request, had met a few citi-
zens, with whom he had a full and
frank discussion concerning the pre-
sent status of affairs. Mr. Asquith
immediately after the conference re-
turned to Dublin by automobile. He
was enthusiastically cheered by thou-
sande of the populace,

During the evzning the Ulster
Unionist Council received the follow-
ing telegram from Sir Edward Car-
son:

“I know nothing whatever of the
rumors as to the governraent nf Ire-
land appearing in the press, nor as 1o
the foundation of them.”

While considerable testimony intro-
duced by the crown tended to imeri-
minate Bailey, the main attack of the
prosecution was directed against Case-
ment, in an endeavor to enmesh him
in a net of evidence which would es-
tablish without question the leading
part, it is claimed, be played in he
conspiracy, whowe -ramifications ex-
tended even to America.

No Ordipary Prisoner.

Casement himself was the centre of
all eyes during the day. It was evident

that no ordinary prisorier was before
the bar, for, despite the unkept con-
dition of his clothing, he made a strik«
ing figure, with neatly trimmed beard
and hair brushed well back from a high
forehead, underncath which were the
deepset eyes of the dreamer.

Casement busied himself taking
notes, indicating that he intended to
hive a hand in the conduct of his de-
fense. He was always self-possessed,
and, as the case wore on, began to dis-
play considerable self-assurance, The
testimony today developed few thrills,
the prosecution devoting its attention
to showing how Casement carried on
the alleged recruiting for his Irish bri-
gade in German prison camps. The
most dramatic part of the whole pro-
ceeding was the address delivered by
the ‘attorney-general, Sir Frederick
E. Smith, who outlined Sir Roger Case-
ment’'s former services to his country,
told of the honor bestowed upon the
prisoner by his King, and then shifted
abruptly to the details of the conspir-
acy hatched in Germany. .

Casement Thanked "King.

1t was during his address that the
attorney-general introduced a
written by Casement thgnking Sir Ed-
ward Grey, the Britisih secretary for
foreign affairs, for the knighthood con-
ferred upon him in recognition of his
Putumayo services, In this Iletter
Casement said:

“l am, indeed, grateful to you for
this singular assurance of your per-
sonal interest. I am very deeply
sensible of the honor dorte me by his
majesty, and would beg that my
huffible duty may be presented to his
majesty when you can do me the
honor of conveying to him my deepest
appreciation of the honor that he has
been so graciously pleased to confer
on me.”

Flag from Germany.

The attorney-general introduced
another striking feature, when[ "he
paused in-his speech to produce in
court the flag- which it is asserted
Casement and his companions brought
from Germany to Ireland. This was
the emblem of the revolt—a green
flag with a yellow castle upon it, and
under the castle the motto: “Urbs
Antiqua Fuit Studiisque Asperrima
Belli.”

Casement’s attorneys made little at-
tempt at cross-examination today,
but several times questioned the wit-
nesses as to what Casement wanted
them to join the Irish brigade for.
The point of the questions seemed to
be to show that the freedom of Ireland
was the only thing involved, and that
the brigade was not to attempt to as-
sist Germany,

“GOVERNMENT IS SICK”

Tells Liberal Association of
Great Hopes for the
Future.

Advantages of Linking Up
With System,

Because Orillia” will vote on May 22
onabylaw to take hydro~power, Sir
Adam Beck will speak in the armories
there on Waodnesday evening.

The department of railways and can-
als, in building the Trent Valley Canal,
found it necessary to destroy Orillia's
plant at Ragged Rapids, In exchange,
they promised to give the town all
rights in a new dam at Swift Rapids,
further down the Severn River, and to
build a new power house,

The Hydro Commission now propose
to pay Orillia $226,000 for this right,
and to take Orillia into the hyaro cire
cuit, arguing the benofits of co-opera-
tion and reduction of Orillia’s /debt of
$406,000 incurred on the preSont -sys-
tem. The hydro system would save the
city between $6000 and $12,000, they
say, becides saving the town from
heavy additional cost of construction,
The hydro needs the power to supply
the rest of S8imcoe County,

The plant at Swift Rapids would be
three timnes too large, say the hydro
people. Under the hydro scheme this
would go to supply 10 or 12 other mu-
nicipalilies, relieving Orillia’s financial
burden.

Orilifa’s objection is in part senti-
mental, that they are pioneers in muni-
cipal power development, having start-
ed 16 years ago. They will still be
owners, the hydro argues, but in a
wider sense. They will acquire an in-
terest also in the Big Chute plant,

from any damp will not be benefited by
the rest as well as a razor that is eim-
ply laid away rather carelessly with-
out any isolation. It is the same if
the razor is enclosed in a glass case,
for the insulation prevents electric
currents from passing thru the metal.

Soldier, Scholar, Gentleman
Not the least tragic feature of war
in which there is so much of tragedy
is the taking off of the brightest, the
most promising, the flower of the ris-
ing generation. If only the older men
could go and leave the brainy and pro-
gressive juniors to carry on the work
of the great world! In the death of
Professor Kylle, who has succumbed
to typhoid fever as captain and ad-
jutant of the 147th Battalion, Canada
has lost one of a type which it can il1
afford to spare. We may feel sure
that in the divine economy of nature
such spiritual forces are not lost, They
belong to humanity and reappear in
due season,

Captain Kylie was a man of very
considerable attainments, He carried
away notable honors at his univers—
ities here and in England. But his
greatest gift was his selflessness. He
could relinquish all his prospects and
‘abandon the comparative ease of the
studious life for the great cause in
which liberty and faith counted for
more than all else, He has set a noble
example and leaves the honored mem-
ory of a true soldier.

Example of 'Economy.

A fine example of the policy of let-
ting things stand over under the plea
of saving the people’s money, with the

justice.  Attorney-General Sir Fred-
erick E, Smith, A. H, Bodkin and
Travers Humphreys appeared for the
prosecution, and Professor J. H. Mor-
gan and Artemus Jones for the de-
fendants. Sir John Dickinson pre-
sided,
No Occupation or Home,

Sir Rogtr, who is one of the most
famous prisoners arraigned since the
outbreak of the the war, was des.ribed
as having no occupation and no fixed
piace of abode, Bailey was described
as u coldier.

The charge  against defendants
was that they *did on divers oec-
caglons between November, 1914, and
April 21, 1916, unlawfully, maliciousl¥
and traitorously commit high treason
within and without the realm of %ng-
land, in contempt of our Sovereign
Lord King and his laws, to the evil
example of otherg and in like case
contrary to the due allegiance of the
said defendants.”

The prisoners, especially Sir Roger,
seemed to be in excellent health and
spirits, They were escorted to the
court from the Tower of London under
a military escort. The trip was made
secretly by taxicab in order to pre-
vent any untoward demonstration in
the streets, There was accommoda-~
tion for only about 60 spectators in
the court, but despite the limited
space a great crowd clamored for ad-
mission, and the police on duty out-
side the court had a difficult time in
restraining them, As early as 1
o’'clock this morning two women
headed the line-up, while by 6
o'clock there was a large crowd, The
police provided women in the crowd
with coffee.

Casement’s Friends Present.

Among the earliest arrivals in the
court was Sir Horace Plunkett of
the department of agriculture, Ire-
land. He took a seat near the magis-
trate. It was understood Sir Horace
was merely a spectator and would
take no part in the day’s proceed-
ings. A number of relatives and
friends of Casement, including seven
handsomely gowned women, also
reached court at an early hour and
were provided with seats well to the
front,

The stage was all set when the
principal was led into the court, Sir
John Dickinson, who presided, the
lawyers and the witnesses all hav-
ing taken their places before Case-
ment arrived at 10.40 o'clock and
entered the dock. There was a hush
of expectancy as he entered the
room, -and every face was turned in
his direction. Far from appearing
deeply disturbed at his position, Sir
Roger maintained much of his char-
acteristic complaisance, He smiled
and nodded as he saw friends in the
court room,

Tampered With Irigh,

In opening the case for the crown,
the attorney-general chdrged that
Casement had conducted a system-
atic campaign among the Irish prison-
ers in Germany with the purpose of
seducing them from their allegiance.
Bailey, he said, had been seduced in
this manner, and had made a state-
ment explaining Casement’s ‘actions
in detail.

According to the attorney-general,
Balley was born in Dublin, and
joined the Royal Irish Rifles in 1904,
He served with his regiment in India
and was honorably discharged. On
the outbreak of the European waf
Bailey was called out as a reservist
and sailed with the original expedi-
tionary force to France. He was
taken prisoner in September, 1914,

Spoke at Limburg Camp.

The attorney-general said that Bal-
ley had related how a large number
of Irish prisoners had been collected
from various prisoners in Germany
and placed in a large camp at Lim-
burg. Here they heard addresses by
Casement, who tried to inflame their
minds against the British Govern-
ment and persuade them to break
their oaths of allegiance and support
him in his projected expedition to
Ireland.

Bailey declared he had joined an
Irish brigade to “see if it was pos-
sible to get out of Germany.” After
visiting the German war office Baliley
was told to be ready to travel. He
was taken aboard the submarine U-19
which set out from German waters.

To See Volunteers.

“Upon sighting Tralee, Ireland, I was
told that the visit was in connection
with the Irish volunteer movement,”
sald ‘Balley's statement. “As the sub-
marine neared the coast, Sir Roger
Casement and myself were transferred
to a collapsible boat which overturned
in the surf, I waded ashore and thenh
went back to fetch arms, Sir Roger
and myself then reached Tralee, where
my companion went to a news agent's
office and asked if the commanding of-
ficer had arrived. He was told ‘No.””

“Sir Roger Casement drew a pension
from the government until September
30, 1914, when it-was withdrawn,” sald
the attorney-general, “The defendant
was then in Germany, The part he
was destined to play was that of a
man who was willing and hoped to be
able to seduce from allegiance to the
King the Irish prisoners at Limburg
camp, whom he addressed and lectured,
The evidence shows that in January
and February of 1915 Casement repeat-
edly addressed these prisoners.”

Forming Irish Brigade.

In detailing further the scope of Sir
Rq;ir-r's activity, the attorney-general
said:

“Casement’s conduct required a great
deal to justify it. At the Limburg
camp Casement introduced himself as
organizer of the Irish Volunteers. He
stated he was forming an Irish brigade
and invited Irish prisoners of war to
Join. Casement emphasized in his ad-
dresses that everything was to be gain-
ed for Ireland by Germany's winning
the war. All joining the Irish brigade,
Casement said, would be sent to Ber-
lin to be the guests of the German 8oV~
ernment.”

To Land Men in Ireland.

“In the event that Germany won a
sea batttle he would land the brigade
in Ireland to defend that country

tgainst £ngland, and if Germany lost

the war the QGorman Government
would give each man £10 to £20 and
free passage to America.

“This is the plan conceived in 1915,”
said the attorney-general, “by the man
who in 1911 was begging Sir Edward
Grey to convey his deep appreciation
to the King for the honor of knight-
g:?od'whtch had just heen conferred on
1im,”

Prisoners Contemptuous.

b Sir Frederick said that the Irish pri-

soners treated the overtures of Sir
Roger very contemptuously., The Irish
knight was hiesed and booed out of the
camp, the Munster Fusiliers being par-
ticularly resentful. “It is reported that
Casement was only saved from vio-
lence by the intervention of the Prus-
slan guards,” said the attorney-gen-
eral, Sir Roger smiled as he heard
this and glanced at Bailey. ¢

‘When the attorney-general declared
that one of the Irish prisorers had
firuck Casement in the face on being
asked to join the brigade, Casement
smiled disdainfully and pulled at hig
beard’ in evident amusement.

Punished Refusers.

Sir Frederick continued: “The Irish
prigoners who refused the proposals
had their rations reduced. The fow
who accepted were given certzin pri-
vileges and provided with green uni-
forms. Balley was one of them. Fe
was made an officer.”

Sir Frederick followed the story of
Casement’s alleged machinations in
Berlin with detalls of his trip bv
submarine to Tralee,, where he land-
ed on Good Friday with Bailey and
a third man named Monteith, who is
still at large. He also told of the
sending of a ship with 20,000 rifles
from Germany to Tralee and of how
this ship was sunk at Tralee and the
crew was captured,

The attorney-general said Case-
men was foynd concealed in what is
known locally as McKinna's Fort. He
gave the name of Richard Morton of
Buckinghamshire, ‘and his occupa-
tion as an author., He was seen to
drop a paper which contained a code,
including the following: “Awalit
further instructions, “Have decided
to stay. Further ammunition and
rifles are needed. Send another

ship.”

Produces Rebel Flag.

The attorney-general. here intro-
duced a dramatic touch by having
brought into the court the green rebel
flag, which he said Casement  had
brought from Germany to Ireland,
For a moment the prisoner sat with
eyes fixed on the floor, refusing to
look at this emblem of the rebellion.
Then he glanced up at the flag and
smiled derisively,

After the formal evidence had been
given by the police as to the reading
of the charge to Casement and Bailey
in the Tower of London, Casement
arose and said: “Well, that man
(pointing to Bailey) is innocent. I
think the indictment is wrongly
drawn against him.”

Casement then offered to procure
counsel to- defend Bailley, who, he
sald, was without means,

/The first witness was Corp, John
Robinson' of the Royal Army Medical
Corps, who detailed Casement’s en-
deavors to form an Irish brigade at
Limburg camp in Germany, Casement
then wore civilian clothes,

“Casement declared that he believed
Germany was going to win the war,
and in that case wanted Ireland to be
free,” the witness said,

“What was he doing?” asked counsel
for the prosecution. “Spouting about
the Irish brigade,” Robinson replied,
in a rich brogue. He said Casement
promised the Irish prisoners £10 each
if they joined the Germans and passage
to America if Germany lost the war,
He also circulated pamphlets, includ-
ing Gaelic and American writings, to
further his cause,

Prisoners Coerced.

John Cronin of Cork, formerly a pri-
vate of the Munster Fusiliers, corrobor-
ated Robinson. He said the prisoners
had been treated badly before Case~
ment began his work, but that subse-
quently the Germans were more con-
siderate, He said, however, that those
who declined to join tHe Irish brigade
“had their bread knocked off.” Court
then adjourned for lunch.

According to testimony given this
afternoon by Daniel O’Brien, another
Irish prisoner, who was at Limburg
during Casement's visits and who af-
terwards was exchanged, Casement
was hissed and hooted out of the Lim-
burg camp. Some members of a Mun-
ster regiment struck Sir Roger, and
several prisoners, including O’Brien,
were punished for it, their rations be-
ing cut down,

Several other witnesses were brought
forward by the prosecution during the
afternoon. ‘Their testimony was cor-
roborative of that which had been
given relative to the activities of Casc-
ment in Germany,

The court-room was as crowded in
the afternoon as during the morning.
Almost as soon as the adjournment
was taken for Junch, a new line of
men and women gathered outside the
building and waited patiently in the
hope of gaining entrance. When Sir
Roger took his place in the dock it
was evident that any nervousness he
may have felt had largely worn off.

Displays Self-Esteem.

The Cargement of old. whose large
amount of self-esteem was a marked
feature, was reasserting himself, His
epirits _were not dampened even by
his wrinkled sack suit,’ which looks as
tho he had slept in it in the fower, or
by the. unlaced shoes which are pro-
vided for prisoners of his class to
prevent them from using the laces to
harm themselves,

In his evidence Daniel O’Brien sald
that after Cascment left Limburg, re-
cruiting for the Irish hrigade wus car-
ried on by an American priest named
Nicholson, t

While most of the testimony of the
day concerned Casement, an occasional
question was put by the prosecution
for the purposc of linking Bailey with
the revolutionary movement, Wit-
nesses answered that they saw him at

Limburg in the uniform of the Irish
brigade,

When Casement was busy taking
notes, Balley sat In the dock like t
#tone man, scarcely ever changing his
rigid position,

Michael O’Connor testifled, in refer-
ring to an address made by Casement

to Irish prisoners at Limburg, that the
prisoner said to men who hooted him:
“You are followers of that recruiting
sergeant for the British army, Johnny
Redmond,”

Another witness named Wilson, who
belonged to the Dublin Fusiliers, said
Casement told them- “Take no notice

of your uncrowned king, John Red-
mond,"”

President’s Speech at Nancy

Widely Commented on
by Papers.

Peace Must Guarantee Equi-
librium and Stability of
Europe.

PARIS, May 15.—The speech of Presi-
dent Poincare at Nancy on Sunday, in
which the president declared that France
did not want Germany to offer peace,
but desired that she should ask peace of
France, is widely’ commented on today
by the newspapers as the final and au-
thoritative announcement of the French
policy on the subject of peace. The
Ter%l says :

“The discourse of the g;elldent of the
republic is much more than an impres-
sive oratorical manifestation, and there
is no need for deception either at Ber-
lin or in the capitals of neutral countries
where the idea of eventusl mediation is
enteftained among those without author-
ity and without responsibility. The
president’s address expresses the senti-
ments profoundly rooted in the hearts of
all good Frenchmen and against which
no questionable manoeuvre will ever pre-
vail. The entire French people are re-
solved to fight until they obtain a peace
re-establishing vested rights and ving
guarantees of equillibruim and stability.”

SOLDER ATHETES
POPILAR WITH N

Astounding Figures of Men Reg-
istered With Military Athletic
Association. ’

From information ‘obtained in register-
ing soldiers with the Second Division
Athletic Association, it is announced that
20256 men wish to play lacrosse, 10,243 will
compete in various track and field events,
and 16,668 baseball players and 16,734
soccer football players 'desire to play
these games, in which competitions will
ye started, once the troops are settled in
the summer camps.

The association is to be congratulated
on the manner in which the soldiers are
responding to the schemes of registration
and training laid down for them Not
since the days when Marathon racing
was at the height of its popularity, and
Canada’s fine athletes were preparing
themselves for Olympic feats, have sports
in general attracted such attention. One
might go farther than that, and say that,
if the spectacle presented at the Island
Stadium last Saturday afternoon could
be taken as a criterion, there never has
been on the American continent, to say
nothing of Canada, such tremendous en-
thusiasm over sports as thig country is
now experiencing.

Fifteen hundred soldier athletes com-
peted in the field day put on by the 204th
Battalion, under the direction of the Sec-
ond Division A.A. Close on to 10,000 sol~
diers and civillans viewed the sports,
which required almost 100 officials to
handle, and this was at the opening of
the summer season. Once these tens of
thousands of sturdy Canadians congre-
gated in summer camps have been train-
ed in contests arranged by the associa-
tion, the entry lists for the final field
day .of the association in the late summer
will teem with &spirants for fame on the
athletie field.

his perceptive and reasoning powers &0
quickened, that he called into consulta-
tion brother officers, and with them took
steps to form the Second Division Ath-
letic Association,

The plans of the association called
for the formation of athletic clubs in
each battalion, controlled and officered
by the men, no matter what their rank,
who would play in the sports scheduled
by the parent association, with no mili-
tary red tape or what might be termed
‘“useless machinery”’ about ‘them.
Another feature was that every soldier
must be registered with the association
as belonging to a particular unit, and his
desire to play any one.or several sports
was recorded at the same time.

If it be borne in mind that the figures
quoted above concern ong military district
alone, truly the figures for all Canada,
if they were obtainable, would prove
gratifying to lovers of sport everywhere.
They would surely uphold the contention
of sportsmen in this country that our
national pastimes are worthy of all
prajse as a means of developing the
virility of Canadian manhood. We doubt
very much if any country anywhere, not
even excepting the motherland, can show
results comparable to these.

Toronto has enjoyed its first day of
amusement war tax, and it has taken
kindly to the measure. There were no
fights, very few unpleasant comments
and very many jests cast during the
day; in fact, the entire theatre-going
community, from nickel-show patrons
to box-seat holders at the “legit,” wil-
lingly parted with their coppers and
nickels and dimes.

“Don’t forget the war tax” was post-

in large letters in front of every
heatre in town, and it might have been
just as well to add, “Don’t forget your
coppers,” for the three and four cents

lchange that every movie patron re-

ceived was cause for much annoyance.
The principle “kicks” heard during the
day came from the immense numbers
of eoppers that were needed to give the
correct change. One theatre alone used
over twenty dollars’ worth of coppers
during the afternoon. The delay caus-
ed by the extra tickets and uneven
change was very considefable and
there was hardly a theatre in Toronto
that did not have a good long queue in
front of the box-office all day. One
man at a downtown moving picture
theatre absolutely refused to take the
four coppers change that the cashier
pushed in front of him. “Gilve ‘em w
the government wot made 'em. I ain’t
going to tire myself out luggin’ them
things around all day,” he growled,
half good-naturedly. But the cashier
persuaded him to take four more tick-
ets, which she promised would be
honored at any other theatre,

The common opinion among the the-
atre managers was that as soon as
the people got wise to the ease of buy-
ing tickets in strips the greatest part
of the trouble would be eliminated.

The greatest fun and excitement
was caused in the higher-priced thea-
tres, where there were several prices
of admission and consequently of war
tax amounts,

There were all kinds of comments
from the crowd as they “came across”
with their tax. ‘“Gee, they’ll have me
broke yet,” said one man, ' “What hon-
orary colonel gets this?” asked another,
“I thought the theatre was supposed to
pay the war tax,” objected one man
at a burlesque house. “We're paying
for it alright” came the answer.
“Wonder what Tommy'll say %o this”
asked a fat voter at the Strand. “He's
given his consent. He don’t like mov-
ing picture theatres.” \“Seems kind of
funny to have to pay a war tax when
you're in government pay,” remarked a
soldier, but he paid his tax as did all
the others and in no case was the ob-
jection any more strenuous and as far
as can be told there were very few
who stayed away because they would-
n’t pay the war tax.

1t is advisable for theatre patrons to
purchase the tax tickets in strips.

The financial bureau says: A good
many estimates are being made on the
street concerning the probable show-
ing of the Dominfon Steel Corporation
for the fiscal year which ended March
81, 1t is pointed out that the earnings
of Steel of Canada for 1916 were no
less than 8 times those of 1914 and
twice those of 1913, Meantime the earn-
ings of Nova Scotia Steel were flve
times those of 1914, and nearly
twice those of 1913, Both these com-
panies embraced in the period covered
in the reports the opening months of
last year, which were very quiet as
far as the steel trade was concerned.
The Dominjon Steel's year did not
commence until the beginning of the
second quarter, and included the first
quarter of this year, the banner period
probably in the history of the steel
industry in this ocountry. Consequent-
ly it is anticipated that the record
should be at least rivalled. It is fig-
ured that if the 1914-15 figures were
doubled in the year just passed, the
corporation must have earned close
to 16 per cent, on its common stock.

Question Not Raised,
First, he assumed they were to oc-

cupy the position of directors of con- ||

PBut witness soid the queos-
tion of what was to happen in the

raised,

Col. Lafferty, one of the original
members of the shell committee, and
now superintendent of the Dominion
Arsenal, sald he understood the origi-
nal purpose of organization of the com-
mittee wns 1o produce ammunition in
the country if possible for the use of
Greut Britain, He said he remembered
very well when an alteration was made
in the position of the four manufac-
turers; it was at a meeting in Monr-
1cal, He did not understand that the
document they then signed constitut-
ed them as sub-contractors of Sir Nan.
Hughes. He believed it necessary to
conetitute such directors of supplies
and to have matters so arranged 2o as
to give the manufacturers of compo-
nent parts ot shells some persons whom
they could hold responsible,

Hoped to Refund.

Mr, Hellmuth asked Col. Lafferty if
he had ever heard any discussion
among the members as to what would
be done with profits, Witness replied:
“l often heard Gen, Eertram state that
he hoped that the munitions could he
made cheaper than the contract price
with the gritish war office, in order
that we might refund the profits.”

Col. Lafferty stated that every effort
of the commitiee was bent on turning
out fuses in Canada. He personally
interviewed Messrs, Duggan and
Vaughan of the Montreal Munition Co,,
und Mr., Newton of the Northern Elec-
tric Co., and he believed also Col. Ni-
cholls, in Toronto. In cross-examina-
tion, Mr, Wallace Nesbitt pressed the
point, and the colonel declared that
Sir Sam Hughes' instructions were to
inspect the plants of the shell manu-
facturers in Canada, give them every
assistance and cncouragement pos-
sible, and hustle deliveries,

Col. Lafferty could not remember
whether «len. Pease’s information that
$¢ per fuse was much too high, came
before or afier the contracts had been
let to the American Ammunition Co.
and the International Arms and Fuse
Company, :

Basis of Price.

Under Mr. Carvell's cross-examina-
tion, Col. Lafferty divulged the infor-
mation that the price of $8.44 for the
shells was based on the cost of $0.63
per shell when made at the Dominion
Arsenal, Mr. Carvell asked witness if
it did not occur to him that the price
of $8.44 asked by the manufacturers
of these shells was too high,

“I think they were taking great
chances at that price,” the arsenal su-
perintendent answered, He said he
was as much responsible for paying
$8.44 for shells as any other member
of the shell committee, and General
Pease agreed with him that on a first
small order the price per shell was low,
He could not remember the shell com-
mittee subsequently asking the British
war office for $9.26 per shell and the
cabled reply offering $6 per shell, which
was accepted.

Witness admitted that until the sub-
committee was appointed in Neprem-
ber, 1915, Cols, Carnegie and Bertram
conducted practically all the finances
of the committee, but, pressed by the
Liberal party’'s counsel, he could not
remember that he had been consulted
as to what prices ought to be paid for
the various munitions and parts for
which the committee contracted,

Mr. Carvell: Did it ever occur to
you that the four manufacturing mem-
bers of the shell committee were get-
ting in a different position in relation
to these contracts as directors of con-
tracts and were entitled to make
money themselves?

Col, Lafferty: I never saw the situ-
ation in that light, and never appreci-
ated such a change.

Witness, when further questioned,
maintained that he never heard any of
the members express the sentiment
that they were entitled to any profits

Problem of Manufacture,

Mr, Carvell took up the possibilities
of manufacture in Canada and asked
witness if it required more than ordin.
ary mechanical ability to manufacture
graze fuses.

Col. Lafferty said that it did require
more than ordinary mechanical ability,
because the guages and jiggings and
tools all had to be turned out to an
exactness never before attempted in
Canada, and he agreed that when the
fuse contracts were under considera-
tion the market would be very bad in
Canada for Canadian concerns to pur-
chase such materials.

Col, Lafferty told the commission he
had met Patterson and Dr., Harris of
the International in Montreal and
talked with them concerning such
manufacture,

Mr, Carvell: Did they say they had
been instructed to go to J, Wesley Al-
lison ?

Mr. Ewart: Nobody ever suggested
any person was instructed to do any
such thing.

Did “Marvellous Work.”

Mr. Justice Duff: I think the word
was requested,

Mr, Carvell: T won't argue over a
word. Anyway they went and saw
anc}! conquered—and Allison got the
stuff,

To Mr. Nesbitt's question, Col. Laf-
ferty agreed that in his opinion Col.
Carnegie and Col. Bertram had done
marvellous work. They were slaves
io their duties, he declared. He be-
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of contracts to concerns in which
they themselves were interested.

Col. Lafferty said he was aware of
it,. He thought it was merely a co-
incidence that they should occupy the
dual position of judges in the award-
ing of contracts and as contractors.

Would Return Surplus.

“My impression distinctly was,” Col.
Lafferty concluded, “that the whole
committee was to do the best we could
for the war office, and if we could save
anything out it would be handed back
to the war office.”

Col. Benson, district officer com-
manding at Halifax, was the first
witness in the afternoon, and his re-
collection of the facts concerning the
letting of the contracts was very hazy.
He told the commission that he was
then master of ordnance, and as such
had heen given a seat on the comi-
mittee. His duties, tho, were concern-
ed with the quality of the munitions
rather than with the prices paid for
them.

His recoilection was that inquiries
were made all thru Canada to whip
manufacturers into line to manufac-
ture munitions. The manufactaurers
had been gathered together in Ottawa,
and 76 per cent, had declared them-
selves willing to try.

With regard to disposition of any
profits Col. Benson said: “I always
considered that such money was the
property of the British Government,
As a member of the committee,. I be-
lieved we stood neither to lose nor
make anything.” He added that he
would never have become a member
of the committee had he considercd
it in any other light. ;

Never Contemplated “Split.”
He said it had occurred to him that
the members of the committee were
legally responsible for any losses, and
presumed the later contract: mak-
ing the four members contractors

this natter,

Mr. Carvell: Was the distribution
of profits ever discussed at a meet-
ing? ;

Col. Benson: Positively no.

Col. Benson declared that Col. Car-
negie and Gen. Bertram endeavored,
g0 far as he knew, to keep the prices
of all munitions down to the lowest
possible figure,

In cross-examination Mr. Carvell
asked witness if he ever had any ex-
planation of why, if all profits were to
80 to the war office, the second con-
tract between Sir Sam Hughes and
the four manufacturing members was
drawn up.

Col. Benson said he had never had
any explanation,

In pursuing the ¢uestion of prices
on contracts Mr, Carvell took up the
price paid “for component parts of
shells in May, 1915, to the Nova
Scotia Steel Company, Mr. Hellmuth
objected on the ground that the con-
tract was not under discussion. Mr,
Carvell replied that whils he would not
press the question at the present mo-
ment he might as well state his posi-
tion now, He referred to a ruling
given by Mr. Justice Meredith where-
in he allowed a question concerning
an outside contract because one of the
component parts was dealt with hy
the shell committee, His question
came under that ruling, Mr. Carvell
maintained, and he intimated that he
would press it vigorously at a later
date,

The commission adjourned
tomorrow morning.
