Hereditary privilege must go but it is not the only kind of privilege
against which the masses of the people have to contend. In America
the public interest in menaced by an oligarchy of wealth even more dan-
gerous to the nation than a hereditary anistocracy. The case on this con-
tinent was aptly put by Gifford Pinchot, late of the United States Forest
Service, when he said that “there is no question that begins to be so im-
portant or that will be so difficult to straddle as the great question be-

- tween special interests and equal opportumity, between the privileges of

the few and the rights of the many, between government by men for
human welfare and government by money for profit.” - At bottom an
oligarchy whether conducted to preserve hereditary privilege or to pro-
duce private profit is equally objectionable. Of the two .indeed the
latter is the more objectionable since it has not the finer qualities which
distinguish a genuine aristocracy. The moneyed interests out to extract
profit kiiow no scruples and have no standard which, however defective
and limited, yet, so far as it goes, makes no encroachment on” personal
honor. But the corporation out tor profit has no personal conscience
and worst of-all, it vitiates even the mdividual conscience. Corporation
officials will do, in the name of the corporation, things that they would
repudiate were they held personally accountable. They will violate con-
tracts and statutes, disregard every moral obligaticn, outrage every de-
mand of decency and treat the people on whose pennies they depend as
dumb; driven cattle, if by so doing profits can be increased.

Mr. Pinchot hit the nail on the head when he said that “It does
not matter whether the undue profit comes thru stifling competitors by
" rebates or other crooked devices, thru corruption of public officials or
thru seizing and monopolizing resources which belong to the people.
The result is always the same—a toll levied on the cost of living thru
special privilege.”  Special privilege is indeed the antithesis- of the
democratic principle.

The curse
of the nations born into British traditions has been the subordination of
personal to property rights. Better kil a man than a hare was an old
English adage, true in fact less than a century ago. So late as 1831
no less than 1601 death sentences were passed in Eng'and, only 14

. commons. |hings, in that respect are different now, but if less ob-
trusive the evils of special privilege are quite as rampant and in the end
as regardless of personal rights. Before the better order can come there
must be clearer recognition of personal and public rights and of the
fact that whoever, whether an individual or an aggregation of individ-
uals, that undertakes to perform a public service or to administer
pub'ic property has undertaken a public trust. The house of lords has
fallen because it abused its position in the interest of the landed aris-
tocracy, the American oligarchy of wealth is tottering because it has
placed private profit above the public good.

The war against privilege is only beginning. Little ha's been done
compared with what has yet to be done. Over in the United King-
dom the reform party has accomplished more within the last five years
than in the preceding three quarters of a century. Where indeed is
the old Tory party committed as its twentieth century representatives
are to the abandonment of an hereditary house of lords, to the break-
ing up of large landed estates and to measures of social reform which
not so long ago would have been branded as revo'utionary. My, Bal-
four during the present electoral campaign proclaimed himself a demo-
crat and comiplained that the people’s party were less democratic than
he. But all this democratic profession and advocacy of social reforms
is the last despairing attempt to detach the people from the movement
that seeks to bring the old institutions, rules and dogmas into harmony
with the progressive spirit. The same course is being run in the United
States where the dead hands of the makers of the constitution are now
being felt as fetters on the free development of a real democracy.” The
twentieth century will bring and is bringing vast changes.

ENGLISH CARS SELL AT

e e

Great Britain Offers Field For
Low-Priced Cars — Some Ex-

port Figures—Cheap Produc-

tion Impossible.

To those who are not thoroly conver-
sant with foreign automobile é¢onditions
it seems almost incredible that there
have not been more cars manufactured
and bought in England. This is prob-
ably due to the fact that English mak-
ers have limited their fleld of sales by
making generally only the high-priced
ears, which naturally can be purchased
only by the richer class. There prob-
ably has never been a more thoro in-
vestigation of automobile conditions in
England than that recently made by
Benjamin Briscoe, of the United States
Motor Company, and he presents fig-
urés that are very interesting.

“There i no actual census published
of the number of cars manufactured
in Great Britain,” says Mr. Briscoe.
#put from the registrations and Iim-
port and export returns I arrive at
figures which may be accepted as ap-
proximately the number of cars manu-
factured in England. There are now
registered in England 108,773 automo-
piles, of whith number there are 84,840
private cars, 15,181 trade vehicles and
§752 public service cars. These figures
give a total incréase of 19,184 for 1909
-divided as follows: 13,435 private cars,
3077 trade vehicles and 2872 public ser-
vice cars.

“The imports for 1909 amount to 3666
cars as a valuation of $5,931,807.05, and
4855 chasses at a valuation of $6,409,-
740.60. With a parts valuation of $8,594,-
(¥ there is a total valuation of imports
n? $20,935,563.65. Of the cars and chasses
I'mported 550 cars and 224 chasses hav-
itg a total value of $1,238,374.75 were
re-exported, and also parts to the
ralue of $671,691.05. Deducting the re-
~xporte the net imports of cars and
¢chaeses is reduced to 7747 cars. - Thers
wvere exported during 1909, 25683 cars at
a valuation of $4,626,153.10, and 219
‘hasses valued = at $408,239.05. ¥'rom
theee figures 1t will be seen that 14,239
British cars and chasses were manufac-
tured during 1809. The average value
of car imports was $1615.05, while the
average value of British built exports
fe $1,789.65.

Meaning of Figures.
_“These figures are interesting and
show the value of imports and exports
to and from the various countries in
the world and a ateady rise in the ex-
port of British- manufactured goods.
In four years British exports have in-
creased more than one hundred per
cent, whereas the Imports and re-ex-
ports are almost stationary. At the
present time the importation of Ameri-

ean cars is insignificant when compared

to the imports from France, which far
exceed thé Imports from any other
country.

‘“At the present timé there are some
forty-five makes of pleasure cars in
Great Britain, and about fifteen addi-
tional occupied in building commercial
vehicles exclusively. The foreign firms
which have agents in England number
At least fifty per cent.
of the British pleasure car trade is in
the hands of ten manufacturers, so that
the number of vehicles per firm bullt
by the remalning #hirty-five must oe

A VERY HIGH PRICE

comparatively small. The latter are
réally unable to meét serious competi-
tion.

“The majority of British manufac-
turers are building too many types and
too few of any one type for al cheay
production. The awverage number of
madels built by British firms is ap-
proximately four. The number of mod-
els offered for sale by fifty-four firy
eign firms in London is 241, and it
would therefore appear that the Con-
tinental manufacturers are even great-
er exponents that the British fin the
matter of multiplication of models.
A prominent German company Iis
building no fewer than eight distinct
models, while the yearly output is
ahbout 645; while there are several con-
cegns making from seven to eleven
meodels.

Cheap Production.

“Cheap production is out of the ques-
tion under such ¢ircumstances. While
abroad 1 made it a point to obtain fig-
tures and other linfdrmation from a
maost reliable source. A hizh authority
and a mechanical engineer ot the nest
standing made the following stateemnt:
‘From facts ard figures which I have
in my possession and an intimate
knowledge of the industry in Englana
it would appear that there is at the
present time an #x¢eptional opportun-
ity for the establieshment of a new Brit-
Ish automobile factory, and I am of the
opinion that such a factory, properly
eqnipped with the latest machine tools
ané producing one type of car in quan-
:W-"a, will have a most sudcessful fu-
urn,’

“The above figures, as a barometer,
and coupled with the most expert ad-
vire from well informed people in Eng-
land, led me to the conclusion that
thére was a great demand for low and
medium priced American built cars in
Europe. With the formation of the
United International Motors, Limited,

Woman play an important part in
the manufacture of automobiles. At
no time im the history of the motor
car industry have = manufacturers
given more attention to the comforts
of women tourists than at the present.
It is the same in this industry as any
other, satisfy the woman and the

success of the concern is practically
assured.

Women have always been important
factors in the automobile world, and
there is not a reputable salesman who
will not admit that fully 75 per cent
of sales are influenced by the wife,
sister or mother.

True it.may be that the women do
not pay so much attention to the
mechanical details as do the men, but
even the former are rapldly learning
the good and bad points of various
chassis,

They recognize the little niceties of
automobile design just as readily as
they would discover merit in the
design of a dwelling. If the slightest
cause of inconvenience exists the
women are quick to raise their pro-
test. Their opinions, their approval
and their disapproval have been the
deciding element in all matters af-
fecting the design or the appointments
of the luxurfous inclosed and semi-
inclosed bodies.
