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killed and 3,000 were wounded <$uKST. PETERSBURG, Sept. 10.—-The pre­
dictions made of a Jewish massacre at 
Siedlce, Russian Poland, unhappily, have 
been justified ;by the fighting which broke 
out Saturday night, and developed yes­
terday into a carnival of indiscriminate 
slaughter and pillage, in which the sol­
diery and the mob took part. Unfortun­
ate Jews were shot and bayoneted in the 
streets of the town. Houses and shops 
were broken into and sacked. Valuables 
were carried off andi offered for sale by 
soldiers to passengers on passing trains.

In addition to the Jews, a number of 
Christians and even some officers met 
their death in the fighting. The number 
of victims has not yet been established, 
but a conservative estimate places it at 
140. The Jewish fugitives who throng­
ed the railroad stations at Siedlce are in 
a state of panic.

Reports received here from Warsaw 
and other towns in the vicinity of Siedlce 
place the number of victims at several 
hundred.

The early reports of the Siedlce massa- 
put the responsibility at the door of 

the terrorists, but fugitives declare that 
the soldiers never would have been allow­
ed to'get so completely out of hand with­
out the connivance, if not the actual 
direction of their officers. The first re­
ports received of the Bialystok massacre 
last June said the terrorists were to 
blame there also.

It is difficult to obtain details of the 
trouble at Siedlce, as the town was sur­
rounded yesterday by soldiers and nobody 
was allowed to enter. Passengers, how­
ever, who arrived at Warsaw during the 
night gave the following account of the 
slaughter:

After the murder of a policeman, by ter­
roriste on Saturday night, and the firing 
of a volley by troope into the assembled 
crowd which resulted in the killing of two 
citizens and the wounding of many more, 
the terrorists held! a meeting and decided 
to exact vengeance by inaugurating a gen­
eral campaign against the police and the 
troops, similar to «the recent activity along 
the same line in Warsaw. In the course 
of Sunday morning twelve patrolmen and 
soldi ere were killed. As a result of this 
the Libau regiment, in a state of infuri­
ated anger, left ifs barracks in the after­
noon and marched into the Jewish quar­
ter, shooting night and left as it went. The 
troops were joined by crowds of Hooligans, 
who co-openated in tine* plundering and 
wantonly destroyed everything they 
unable or umdeedirous of carrying away.

The sale of -booty by the soldiers went 
on under the very eyes of -their officers.

At a late hour in the afternoon the Kal­
uga regiment arrived on a special train 
from Biala and measures were instituted to 
put a stop to the pogrom. In spite of this, 
however, the shooting continued up to a 
late hour last night. A correspondent of 
the Associated Press, who was not able 
to get in Siedlce yesterday, started for 
there a second time this motming.Siedlee is 
a town of 30,000 people, half of whom 
Jews.

Field guns ere posted on the pom* 
cdpal streets. 1

There seems to be no doubt that thia|[ 
terrorists are responsible for provoking 
the massacre by their fuenladea from roof» 
and windows on Saturday against eo-ldier» 
and policemen, who were patrolling that 
streets. Troops surrounded the house» 
from which this firing came and poured* 
volleys through windows and doom. Thnd 
was followed by a search of the premises, 
which soon developed into wholesale plun­
dering and subsequently to massacre andi 
slaughter throughout a large portion of 
the town. Almost all the Jewish shop» 
haive been looted. Owners who defended 
their property were killed or wounded.

Any person seen leaving a house 0» 
or looking out of a window was shot with* 
out mercy.

The result of the 
conference is the announcement tonight 
of an immediate urgent appeal to Gener­
al Pino Guerra to cease hostilities pend­
ing an anmstioe and a plea for arbitration 
of the question of the legality of Presi­
dent Palma’s last election. The Junta 
members issued a most positive denial of 
-the published rumore of their determina­
tion to destroy the Cuban government’s 

supply vessel, the Maria Herrera 
either in dock in Brooklyn or on the high 
seaç. ”

Herrera gets without the three mile limit, 
who can say what will happen? I for one, 
cannot tell.

“But this much I do know, that this re­
volution will go forward, and with in­
creased vigor every hour until Palma and

It was learned that -two, or possibly 
three tihipe -will be immediately purchased 
by the Junta. All the vessels under con­
sideration are powerful ships -that would 
be likely to give a good account of them­

The opinion was expressed in maritime 
circles 'that one of these steamships can be 
bought and fitted out in time to attack the 
Maria Herrera when she goes to sea. This 
information wa^ obtained in spite of every 
effort to block it on the part of the Cuban 
Junta.

Sir,—Following the good news firom 

Russia that the czar had confirmed for Fin­
land what he refused for (Russia, viz., sign­
ing an act granting universal suffrage with­
ou r distinction of sex, especially permit­
ting women to become members of the 
Finnish parliament, and to occupy any 
position under parliament from speaker 
downward, comes the welcome information 
that the court of appeals at Ancona has de­
cided -that the women of Italy have the 
right to vote at all ejections.

A short time ago a woman doctor in 
Mantua, a daughter of Garibaldi's physic­
ian, applied to have her name placed on 
the list of voters, claiming that there was 
nothing in the lAw of Italy whidh forbade 
women to vote. Her request was carried 
by the district attorney to the court of ap- 
pepals at Ancona.

The court has just decided in her favor, 
and has decreed that the names of women 
who make application shall be inscribed 
on the list of voters. Madame Louisa Mat­
te ucoi, wife of the professor who distin­
guished himself by .his devotion to duty at 
the last eruption of Vesuvius, is the first 
woman to so enroll herself.

59c.The gospel of service and sacrifice is sel­
dom presented from the pulpit witih more 
force and eloquence than in a portion of 
the sermon preached last evening by Rev. 
A. B. Cohoe in the Brussels street Bap­
tist bhimch.

We often sing, he said, that “We are 
marching on to Zion,” but too frequently 
it is à song of defeat rather than the song 
of the conqueror. We have battled against 
the evil in the hearts of men and failed 
to dislodge it, and are matching away 
from it to a comfortable Zion, leaving 
others to their fate. That was a true pic­
ture of Jesus which represented Him 
storming the gates of hell. And we, too, 
should march, not away to Zion, but 
against the hell of sin that binds the 
hearts of men, and storm the gates and 
txriiog the prisoners forth into the liberty 
of the life of God.

Throughout the sermon the speaker con­
trasted the warring forces that make or 
mar, and pressed home in striking phrase 
the fact of individual responsibility and op­
portunity to aid in the regeneration of so­
ciety. Of old some men, disgusted with 
society, withdraw to cell* to spend their 
lives. Perhaps they saved their souls. But 
if they showed their love of God they ch se 
a very poor way of showing their love of 
humanity. There is danger today of men 
making cells of their counting houses, or of 
costly churches that shut them out from 
the sin and misery of the world. Againw 
their example place that of Jesus, 
ating in Himself the spirit of service, that 
had its Gethsemane and its Gil vary, but 

yet unsubdued and unconquerable. 
Mr. Cohoe’s sermon tost evening was an 

admirable supplement to his morning dis­
course on the subject of vocation or call­
ing, in which he pointed out that as in 
our economics we have rejected the theory 
that some are divinely called to occupy 
select position*, so in theo'ogy we are 
ing to realize that there is an equality of 
opportunity, and that God does not select 
here a man and there a man for epecial 
privileges. He calls all men, and the call 

one to service and sacrifice for humanity 
and for God. Institutions are valuable 
cnly as they are made by men of passionate 
fervor to advance the cause for which they 
are founded. It is the man, the individual, 
and the spirit he inca/rnates in himself that 
makes for or against the regeneration of 
society, and determines whether the “call” 
•that comes to every man has been heeded 
or ignored. Bring a man into contact with 
an abstract statement of a truth, and it 
may effect him little ; but bring him into 
conscious contact with the spirit incar­
nated in Jesus and whether thereafter he 
be better or be worse, he cannot be in­
different.

The foreign ex­
change market was immediately affected 
at the opening, and the (price ctf demand 
bills on London advanced sharply three- 
quarters of a cent from yesterday's dos­
ing and a full cent from the low level 
touched that day.

The fact that the new ruling does not 
take effect until next Monday explained 
the unwillingness of bankers to announce 
definite engagements of gold today. There 
were provisional arrangements made, how­
ever, for the importation of fully $10;- 
000,000 in gold coin and buiUion. Most of 
this will come from London, although be­
tween $2,000,000 and $3,000,000 has been 
engaged in Baris. One foreign exchange 
(banker who has excellent means for 
knowing what next week’s movement wiB 
amount to estimated that within the next 
ten days some $12,000,000 in gold would 
be secured on the other side.

The announcement of the Treasury pro­
gramme had very little effect upon the 
money market to-day, except for the es­
tablishment of a flat 20 per cent, basis for 
most of the call loans made. The hante 
renewed loans around this level today, 
but there was almost no change what­
ever in the 7 and 7 1-2 per cent, basis for 
time loans. Some call loans were reported 
at 25 per cent. Some bankers familiar 
with the working out of the Treasury rul­
ing when it was first put into effect last 
April were positive in their declaration 
that, while it would help to expedite the 
movement of gold to this country ’t 
would not result in bringing in any more 
gold than would have come in in the 
natural course of foreign exchange.

The only tangible outcome of the Secre­
tary’s order was & (rise of fully ope cent 
per pound in foreign exchange, as com­
pared with yesterday’s quotation. This 
is what happen 
tlje “special f.
April: it is what happened when John 
Sherman, in 1890, undertook to stop gold 
exports by raising the premium on gold 
bars. The sterling market amply adjusts 
itself to the new and artificially modified 
“gold point.” Interest this time will con­
verge very largely on the question, just 
what the Secretary’e “special facilities” 
will accomplish. There is a prevalent be­
lief that his similar order, during April, 
was responsible for the $40,000,000 gold 
imports from IJurope, during the next 
six weeks; but the belief is utterly un­
founded. Five or six millions gold was 
bought, from the unsuspecting foreign 
markets, while the banks, but no one 
else, knew of the Secretary’s plan. With 
the general knowledge of the “special 
facilities,” sight exchange, which had been 
down to 4.82 7-8 on Wednesday, April 11, 
got up on Saturday, the day of Mr. 
Shaw’s public statement, to 4.84 7-8, and 
by Monday had advanced to 435 5-8.

At that figure gold imports were ad­
mittedly unprofitable, even with the 
Treasury’s loan of money free of interest. 
No more gold was engaged until, three or 
four days later, the destruction of San 
Francisco made it evident that London in­
surance companies would shortly have to 
remit to the United States at least $50,- 
000,000 in fire indemnities. Naturally this 
wholly unexpected incident reversed the 
whole situation; the Treasury’s help was 
no more needed, to bring gold in quantity 
from England, than it was when famine- 
ridden Europe paid in gold for our huge 
wheat export, in the autumn of 1807. It 
remains to be seen how events will move 
this time—particularly in Europe.
French and English bank statements of 
today showed some weakening of posi­
tion, though both are still strongly forti-

or YOUR HEATING APPARATUS(Montreal Witness, Friday).
The foremost interest of the financial 

situation this week has been the 
market. Notwithstanding that rates for 
call loans in New York were up to forty 
per cent, at one time, and seldom below 
a twenty per cent, level, apparently no 
weakening impression was left upon those 
handling the bull campaign. There is not 
the slightest evidence, however, that the 
public is participating in the speculative 
abandon now in force in a few of the 
stocks known as “specialties,” probably 
so-called on account of their puppet-like 
response to every whim and wish of the 
ambitious - capitalists. With call money 
at the present extreme elevation, and the 
cash requirements of the interior not yet 
known, there would appear to be a very 
desperate combination of market princes 
in control. The position grows more and 

like that of last December when 
the market prices of securities were away 
above the safety mark. The wealthy 
holders would not liquidate even with 
money at one hundred per cent, and ev­
en higher, ' preferring to continue the 
boom at the extra expense rather than 
have the superstructure of the market 
undermined iby precipitate selling. Their 
confidence in the gullibility of the public, 
or, what would perhaps be more correct, 
the professional trader, was not betrayed, 
and in the early spring an elaborate un­
loading game was played into the out-

Tbe quantity <xf rutaber extracted from 

“Floua eiaetloa” plantations to Assam by the 
British colonial forest department is stated 
by the “India Trade Journal” to have been 
14,010 pounds for 1906-6. The average price 
received was 97 cents per pound, against 88 
cents for the 9,367 pounds in 1908-4. 
price for “Hevea braziltonsis” rubber in 
Burma averages $1.37, tout only 1,460 pounds 
were obtained from the plantations in 1904-6. 
The “Burma Gazette” announces that the 
government ■will make grants or leases of 
land not exceeding 1,200 acres each for the 
purpose of planting rubber trees.

In Ceylon the progress otf rubber planting 
is dhown by a handbook on the industry. Be­
ginning with en export of 66 cwt. in 1892, 
when there were about 400 acres planted, the 
export rose to 676 cwt. (cwt. equals 112 
pounds) In 1904 with 11,000 acres, and then a 
great rush took place into the planting, so 
that the latest estimate from the statistics 
collected Is of 60,000 acres of rubber being 
planted in Ceylon. The export for 1605 was 
1,401 cwt, while for the half year of 1906 the 
return is about 1,160 cwt. In the Malay 
States there is nearly as much planted as in 
Ceylon ; and we have also to look to south­
ern India, Java and Borneo, where beginnings 
in planting have -been made. By 1913-14 Cey­
lon, if all goes well, should be exporting 
120,000 cwt. of raw rubber, worth in London 
from $12,600,000 to $15,000,000, even if present 
prices fall about 20 to 26 per cent.

cessions of land for rubber cultivation were 
based upon the government's decision to sus­
pend allotments until the principle on which 
they should be made had been settled. It 
would hardly be correct to say that fouthern 
India has been bitten by the rubber erase, 
but several important applications for suit­
able lands are to be dealt with.—Consular Re­
port.

ality of the late Premier Seddon from the 
affaire of New Zealand ie regarded aa cer­
tain to be followed by changes which may 
materially alter the political conditions in 
that colony. The London Times publishes 

letter in which the writer reviews the 
situation in a very interesting way. We 
quote:—

“Politically, Mr. Seddon was the one 
force in New Zealand. The majority in 
tits cabinet were weaklings. This was re­
cognized by the party and in the coun­
try; but the country (had confidence in 
Mr. Seddon’e strength, and the party 
dared not rebel. The question of re­
construction, however, was continually 
being forced upon him, and with a 
small majority in parliament he 
would, no doubt, have undertaken it. But 
be came back from the last polls with such 
a triumphant majority that reconstruction 
of the Cabinet was not imperative, 
colony not only endorsed his policy, but 
even -returned the weakling members of his 
cabinet with larger majorities than were 
obtained by many of those who sought to 
step into their shoes. It was clear that 
Mr. Seddon had -the unstinted confidence 
of -the masses, and that, given good times 
and good health, he could carry on the 
dictatorship of New Zealand indefinitely. 
Now all that is Changed. The masterful 
presence of the democratic autocrat has 
been removed from the scene, and time 
alone can show how far his place can be 
filled, or what changes his disappearance 
may cause.

(From our regular correspondent). 
WASHINGTON, D. C., Sept. 7. — The 

question of the right to form labor un­
ions by the workers in the government 
departments has long been mooted in the 
government printing office and the post 
office department in Washington and in 
the former has provoked ill-feeling and 
insubordination to an incalculable extent. 
The cabinet officers and the president am 
firmly opposed to these organizations and 
it can readily 'be seen that the toleration 
of labor unions which might dictate wages 
and terms and order strikes or boycotts 
would be opposed to the whole system of 
civil service and be intolerable in the 
government departments. The question 
has recently been agitated anew in the 
postoffice department, and Postmaster 
General Cortelyou has in the last few 
days issued a statement which indicates 
that they will under no circumstances be 
permitted among postal employes. He 

that the employes may form all the 
they may desire so long as they 

are maintained as purely beneficial or fra­
ternal organizations, but he warns them 
that he will insist on loyal service from 
each employe "as an individual and with­
out any thought of his affiliation with 
any organization.” He says, "I recog­
nize every employe as an individual to be 
appointed, transferred and in all respects 
treated upon merit. Organizations with­
in the department to receive its sanction 
in any degree must have for their object 
improvements in the service or be of a 
purely beneficial or fraternal character. 
With any other purpose in view they are 
detrimental to the service, to their mem­
bers and to the public.” In his statement 
he also takes up the subject of . politics 

He advises the
