British Front in France and Belgium, 
Aug- 8 (by the Associated Press)—Ar­
tillery duels of considerable intensity 
continued last night along the battle 
front In Flanders,, but, generally speak­
ings the German guns were less active 
this morning, and the situation was un­
changed. At daybreak the Germans 
concentrated a itenvy gun fire on the 
newly acquired British positions in the 
area south of the Ypres-Menln road and 
they have been actively shelling these 
defences sdnoe that time.

During the night the enemy launched 
a counter-attack on a small part of the 
front held by the Australian and New 
Zealand troops In the Hollobeke la Bas- 
seeville line, bait were forced to retire 
by the British artillery, yhich poured 
a deadly fire into the German ranks.

The opposition between the moder­
ate socialists and the Bolshevik! group, 
which reached its height during the 
July revolt, Is declining as a result of a 
fear by both camps that the Duma’s 
industrial movement aims at a reaction­
ary counter revolution. The chief evi­
dence ot tBIs "division is an unofficial 
session of the Duma at which the mod­
erate progressive party combined with 
the old reactionaries led by Vladimir 
$1. Purishkevlch, vice-president of the 
Union of True Russians, in attacks on 
the socialist and the socialistic policy of 
the cabinet as Influenced by the coun­
cils of workmen’s and 
peasant’s delegates.

Paul M. Milukoff sharply assailed the 
councils for trying to dictate to the 
non-socialist members of the cabinet in 
the manner in which they already dic­
tate to the socialist ministers. A 
sational speech was made by a member 
of the progressive party, M. Maslennl- 
koff, who ascribed the military disasters 
and internal anarchy as due wholly t» 
the socialists. He referred to the so­
cialistf, as a “crowd of mad fanatic ad­
venturers who call themselves the ex­
ecutive council of the workmen’s and 
soldiers’ deputies.”

M. Maslennikoff declared that the 
Duma alone could save Russia, but that 
to do so It must cease being afraid of 
its own shadow, and meet in regular ses­
sion and demand that the ministers ap­
pear before it and render an account of 
their stewardship.

A constitutional democrat, Nicholas 
Lvoff, also declared that the Duma must 
act boldly.
No Counter Revolution Intended

Against this idea the official organ of 
the councils of workmen’s and soldiers’ 
and peasants’ deputies raises the cry that 
the Duma aims at a counter revolution. 
In this other organs of the party of the 
left agree. The Don asserts that the 
aim of the Duma is to re-establish a 
despotism in the interests of property, 
particularly landed property.

The Novaja Zhsyn attacks the Duma 
meeting as having been a giant conspir­
acy against freedom. It declares that, 
as after the July revolt when citizens 
were appealed to to suppress the con­
spirators they will have to fight and 
arrest members of the Duma.

At yesterday’s session of the Duma 
all the speakers repudiated the accusa­
tion that their aim is a counter revo­
lution. They asserted that the councils 
and the government under the influence 
of the councils would ruin Russia irre­
trievably, and that the Duma’s only aim 
was to prevent such ruin.

Emperor William ajid Field Marshal 
Von Mackensen, according to the same 
despatch, made a triumphal entry into 
Tarnopol.

WOMEN WHO WEB SLACKERS 
MAY BE SENT TO PRISON

London, Aug. 2.—A Salonica despatch 
to the Times dated the 27th Bays:

“A gala reception in the house to 
delegates of the Yougoslav provinces 
of Austria-Hungary, was given -by 
Prince Alexander. For six weeks the 
delegates have been conferring with the 
ministers at Corfu, and have since vis­
ited the Serbian front. They are high­
ly pleased with the agreemenet which 
was the result of their deliberations.
This agreement was reached at Corfu 
on the 7th, and was signed by M. Pas- 
hitch, the premier of Serbia. Dr. Ante 
Tlumbllch, president of the southern 
Slav committee, declares the Serbs,
Croats and Slovenes to be a single na­
tion. They are now split in Austria- 
Hungary alone into eleven provincial 
administrations and thirteen legislative 
bodies. For centuries they have fought 
against the Turks in the east and the 
Germans and Magyars in the west. Now 
they are not alone. 'To France, who 
proclaimed the liberty of the peoples ; 
to England, the home of liberty ; to the 
great American republic and the new 
Russian democracy they have joined 
themselves, declaring it as the founda­
tion of the new order of things, the tri­
umph of democracy and right of all 
peoples to dispose of themselves.’ The 
agreement proceeds to declare the 
Serbs, Croats and Slovenes shall con­
stitute an Independent state, with a 
democratic and parliamentary mon­
archy under the Karageorgevitch dy­
nasty, a single flag, recognizing equal­
ly the Cyrillic and Latin alphabets, the 
freedom of all religions, universal suff­
rage, secret ballot, equality of citizens, 
this including the union of Serbia and 
Montenegro and embracing twelve mil-

Washington, Aug. 3—Women who 
marry men who have been drafted, with 
the idea of aiding them to escape mili­
tary service are as liable as their slacker 
husbands to be sent to jail, according to 
an announcement made by Provost 
Marshal General Crowder. General 
Crowder authorized local exemption 
boards to warn persons who claim ex­
emption on the ground of marriage con­
tracted since the draft law became ef­
fective on May 18 "that both parties are 
liable to prosecution” under the provis­
ion making it a misdemeanor for an v 
one to evade the act or for any one to 
aid another to evade its requirements.

Answering the general question as to 
whether a person married since July 20 
—the date of the draft drawing—can 
base a claim for discharge on that 
ground. General Crowder said:

“Marriage is not of itself a valid 
ground for making claim of discharge. A 
man whose wife is mainly dependent 
on his daily labor for support may claim 
exemption on that ground. But depend­
ency is a matter of fact. Only the ex­
emption boards can determine this fact.”

e- able to give him Invaluable information, 

and, besides, they kept the enemy at 
bay. The hottest fighting occurred at 
the villages of Pantalicha and Dara- 
chow, about ten miles west of Trem- 
bowla. At the latter place we ambush­
ed the enemy in houses and country- 
yards and destroyed them wholesale. 
During that night, thanks to the respite 
which we had been able to afford them, 
the Russians rallied and intrenched 
themselves, and even drove out the en­
emy from some of their positions.

On the 24th our cars operated on the 
highroad from Darachow to Bucxace. At 
four o’clock that morning the corps 
commander summoned Commander 
Locker Lampson to the village of Las- 
kowce and told him that two divisions 
had bolted .leaving a gap of fifteen 
miles north of Laskowce as far as 
Trembowla. Our cars were intrusted 
with the task of protecting this huge 
space. Working along the road between 
Chmlelowka ad De rechow, they did 
great execution among the advancing 
Infantry, mainly Austrians.

Lieut. Commander Smiles came up 
later with two cars which had been re­
paired. Commander Locker Lampson 
himself went into action. He spotted 
an Austrian officer standing on a knoll, 
drove his car in that direction, and 
came plump into a large force of the 
enemy at a range of fifty yards. Open­
ing fire, he mowed them down and got 
out safe. Our cars were invincible on 
the road and fought a series of rear­
guard actions the whole of the rest of 
the day, frequently under fierce fire from 
the enemy’s field guns. One car had its 
engine completely blown ont by a direct 
hit and had to be abandoned. The crew 
removed the guns and material and 
withdrew in safety. Another car was 
struck by a shell which smashed a plate, 
wounding all the crew.

The correspondent adds:
“Some of our men were twenty hours 

in their seats in the armored cars. The 
corps commander said we had given him 
a respite of twenty-one hours by filling 
the gap, which otherwise would have 
afforded the enemy’s cavalry motors, 
and mounted infantry a chance to cut 

line of retreat. The extraordinary 
feature about these operations was that 
the British armored car divisions prac­
tically held up the Germans on the 
whole army front. This exploit was 
rendered possible by excellent judgment 
In selecting such a splendid road for op­
erations as the highway between Buc- 
zacz and Tarnopol. Our cars were re-

reaching the department of justice to the 
effect that thousands of men between 
the ages of 21 and 80 inclusive did not 
register in the draft of July 20. These 
thousands have escaped detection and 
prosecution. A national dragnet has 
been thrown out for them and when 
apprehended they will be prosecuted in 
the federal courts.

They will not escape the draft just 
because they have not been- apprehend­
ed. In all cases where the names of 
these persons have been ascertained their 
names are being turned over to the 
local regisration boards. The boards 
will register these men, assigning red 
ink numbers to them, and these num­
bers will be covered by the recent na­
tional lottery just as if the men had reg­
istered. Consequently, as pointed out 
by the attorney-general, the arrest and 
apprehension of these slackers has an 
importance in connection with raising 
armies wholly apart from the criminal 
aspects of the case.

Attorney-General Gregory’s circular 
letter of instructions to every United 
States district attorney says:

“From reports received as of July 16, 
it appears that thousands of men be­
tween the ages of twenty-one and thirty 
inclusive did not register in time for the 
draft of July 20, and have so far suc­
cessfully escaped detection and prose­
cution. The importance of the matter 
to the government is such that a prompt, 
thorough and country-wide search for 
these persons, followed by a vigorous 
criminal prosecution of all who are ap­
prehended, must be made by this de­
partment.

“Though the draft has been made, 
these persons who are found and regis­
tered are not to escape the selective 
draft by reason of that delay, 
local exemption boards have instructions 
to register these persons. They will be 
then liable for selection under the draft 
of July 20, just as if they had register­
ed prior to that date. Hence, the dis­
covery and registration of all persons 
subject to the conscription act is of 
importance to the training for the army, 
aside from the criminal aspect of the 
case.”

not exceeding 2,000 yards.
“On the 2Tth we continued to cover 

the Russian retreat, which was becom­
ing more orderly, thanks to the stern 
measurès applied by General Korniloff. 
The enemy evidently was unwilling to 
advance against our cars without the 
support of his heavy guns, which were 
slow in moving up.”

Describing the drastic steps taken by 
Korniloff to stop desertion and prevent 
panics the correspondent says

“Latest information from the staff is 
rather more hopeful. Panics among the 
retreating columns are suppressed ruth­
lessly. Three divisions of cavalry have 
taken up positions across the whole 
front of retreat. Deserters are shot. 
All attempts to spread panic are put 
down by prompt executions and all 
plundering is similarly dealt with. De­
serters, spies and agitators who previ­
ously enjoyed complete immunity under 
the committee system, lie dead on the 
highways, and % piece of paper is pinned 
on the corpses notifying the retreating 
columns that “Here lies a traitor to his 
country.” The infantry itself is now 
taking a hand in acts of retribution 
against deserters. I note almost a com­
plete disappearance of red badges and 
other symbols which accompanied the 
demoralisation of the army.”

Phillies Release Byrne.

London, July 81—The London Times 
correspondent, telegraphing from the 
headquarters of the Russian Seventh 
Army on July 28, gives a description of 
the part played by the British armored 
cars in stemming the enemy’s advance 
when the Russian defections left great 
gaps in the line. He says:

‘The Russian remained in the trenches 
as long as the armored cars stayed with 
them, but as the - Austrians advanced 
and the Germans were crying out, ‘Hur­
rah,’ the Russians, of their own accord, 
flung down their rifles and ran for their 
lives. Despite this shocking defection 
we attempted to keep the enemy back 
in order to stem the retreat, but it was 
impossible. We had to give way, and 
the fleeing Russians crowded our cars, 
breaking them down, so that we lost 
three, which we had to abandon.

“A similar state of affairs occurred 
with the other squadrons which check­
ed the Austrians and managed to keep 
the advancing infantry back until their 
artillery arrived, rendering further re­
sistance Impossible. The Russian re­
treat became a rout, and though we 
went into action time and again during 
the day the effect produced was only 
local. A panic ensued at Kotowa.
Everybody ran away. We did our best 
to stop runaways.”

On July 28 the British cars were 
transferred to another corps belonging 
to the same army and ordered to separ- our 
ate along the Buceacx-Tarnopol road.
The correspondent writes

“A section went into action with four 
cars. The situation was desperate.
There were great gaps in the front corps 
caused by the flight of whole divisions.

In the supreme court this morning be­
fore Chief Justice McKeown, in the case 
of Joseph O’Brien and John Hughes, 
charged with having set fire to a sum- 

cottage owned by William J. Craw­
ford, Loch Lomond road, the spectators 
taxed the capacity of the court room.

When the court adjourned yesterday 
afternoon Daniel Mullin, K. C., senior 
counsel for the defendants, had 
completed his address to the jury and 
this morning resumed. He said the real 
prosecutor was County Policeman 
Saunders and not William J. Crawford. 
The latter, he said, bore no malice 
against the prisoners and had in his test­
imony said that he had always been on 
good terms with them.

Mr. Mullin also critized the attorney- 
general for methods adopted in the trial. 
He said that the whole case was con­
cocted by the master plumbers, and that 
someone must be made an example of.

He also emphasized points regarding 
the distance between certain places men­
tioned in the evidence, and said it was 
impossible to cover them in the time 
brought out. In conclusion, he said that 
before the shades of night fell he was 
confident that the prisoners would walk 
out of the building free men.

In the police court this was Dog; Day. 
Upwards of forty persons’ names were 
called for not having their dogs regis­
tered and licenses paid.

There was à strong expression of 
opinion on the part of the police mag­
istrate that August was no time for 
dog day. “It should be in May; it is 
too late new as the damage to our pub­
lic squares has been all done by these 
dogs running wild.”

Dog day was not without its amus­
ing incidents. Old excuses cropped up 
again. “I sent my dog to the country 
for the summer;” “there are three per­
sons sick at home and I can’t afford to 
buy a license;” “It belongs to my wife’s 
sister;" “Had one and sold it two 
months ago;” “Had a dog in May but 
he strolled away and never came back;”

( “Had a dog but he died." Some l,had 
‘been drowned.

Several persons failed to put in an 
appearance in answer to the summons. 
The magistrate called the policemen 
who distributed the papers, took their 
evidence and fined the absent defendants 
$6.80, $8 as a payment of their fine for 
not having dog licenses and fifty gents 
costs. Warrants will be issued now 
against the absentees.

In the cases of those who did appear 
nearly all took out their dog licenses 
and the fines were not pressed.

It was shown by 
the court that several persons living 
quite near him had been summoned.

The magistrate informed the police­
men that dogs seen about the streets 
and especially in the squares without 
a proper leash should be rounded up 
and the owners fined.
