‘Save Yearly Import of
880,000 Tons Coal

EW YORK, April 21—*I am quite
sure that within six or seven years
we will harvest the frults of aur sound
economic and financial policy.. Ireland
can be made prosperous by education
and by burying all acrid and political
hateeds and extreme nationalism,” said
Professor Timothy A. Smiddy, ML A,
minister plenipotentiary of the Irish
Free State in Washington, D. C., pro-
fessor of economics and dean of the
faculty of University College, Dublin,
addressing the British Empire Cham-
ber of Commerce in the United States
on the economic condition and problems

of the Irish Free State.

«After signing the treaty with Great
Britain in December, 1921, he sald,
“the Free State Government found
jtself with no army, no police, and a
civil war. An army of 60,000\and a
police force of 7,000 known as the
civil guard was organized.

POLICE UNARMED.

“No policeman in the Irish Free
State is permittcd to carry arms. He
relies on the ‘moral support of the
people, which he gets better if he is
unarmed. In 1923 tne Land Act was
passed which enables tenants to pur-
chase land over a period of years at
roughly 80 per cent., per year of their
former rates. To compete with Den-
mark in exporting agricultural pro-
ducts to Great Britain, an act was
passed regulating the quality of the
goods together with another act to im-
prove the breeding of cattle at home.

HYDRO ELECTRIC PLANS.

«Next came the -project to develop
380,000 horsepower by hydro - electrici-
fation of the River Shannon, suggested
by the firm of Siemens-Schuck-Etwerke,
of Berlin. After first turning it down,
the Free State Government finally ap-
proved the scheme, on which work
was begun last September. On com-
pletion, power by the government, will
be provided to every village of 500 in-
habitants, thereby saving a yearly im-
port of from 880,000 tons of coal.
Whether distribution will be leased to
private companies is not yet decided.”

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LIBRARIES—HAVE WE FORGOT-
TEN NEWBOLT'S LESSON?

The Regents of Mount Allison have
taken the preliminary steps to erect a
875,000 Library building at Sackville.
The library collection there has been
increasing rapidly for a generation and
it has now outgrown its quarters.
More accommodation is urgently need-
ed, if the present rate of progress is to
be maintained.

The late Hon. H. R. Emmerson pre-
sented Acadia College some fifteen
years ago, with a handsome freestone
building, expecting it would be suffi-
cient for the then next fifty years. It
is already ovcrgrowdcd with both books
and students. Its enlargement is one
of the pressing problems before the
Board of Governors.

The splendid library of King's Col-
Jége, Windsor, the gifts of many bene-
factors of that institution has by the
agreement between Kings and Dal-
housie become the property of the latter
hstitution.; A portion of the books have
slready been moved to the Dalhousie
Library, Halifax. When the two libsa-
ries become consolidated, there is likely
to be a large number of duplicates
which ought to be available for other
libraries.

The Woodstock Library, the splendid
bequest of the late L. P. Fisher, is do-
ing excellent service. Last year there
were 15,000 calls for books.

A modern up-to-date library is oné
oi the few wants of the University of
New Brunswick. The Governmént lib-

‘rary at Fredericton has served hitherto
te check any serious library movement
amongst the citizens of the capital, or
by the Governors of the University.

The Free Public Library of Saint John
and the Acadia College Library, Wolf-
ville, are splendidly organized, and well
officered institutions and are centres of
Intellectual effort.

Finally, it may be said that while
@ rich man can buy a library, a poor
man cannot do so. The great mass of
tﬁ' population, therefore, are dependent
upon & public library. Not only is that
the case, but a very great many more
people need and should have a clearer
knowledge of how much a good library
¢an do for them and their families.
“The people of New Brunswick and
Nova Scotla are certainly intelligent,
but & great percentage of them would
be able to make their lives much more
useful if they were brought,” particu-
larly in early life,'into contact with the
lberalising and Inspiring influences
given by books.

In some respects we have too much
education—~but .not the education that
s derived from free libraries. We have
too much educational machinery, built
up upon too extensive a scale for our
population, particularly. if we give
thought to the fact ‘that some parts
of the machinery are not well suited
to the purposes in hand. It is being
improved, of course; but too often fads
and sudden enthusiasms have led us
into thé wrong channels. One result
is that we have created overhead ex-

One fundamental fact to be kept
dearly in mind s that the schools are
nade for the people, not the people
or the schools. Through our neglect
nd lack of insight we allow too many
# our school children to fall into
Yind-alley occupations. We have been
onfgmﬁed for years by the fact that
sost of the puplls leave school after

*

they have completed the early grades,
and in attempting to guide that portion
into more promising paths we are set-
ting up vocational schools upon a rather
ambitious'scale. We see the weak spots
in our system, but we are slow to cor-
rect them, and in trying to better con-
ditions we too frequently overlook the
lessons of experience and show too little
regard for basic principles. 7

It is not educatign that is at fault,
but our lack of u&i_grhtanding of the
real aims of educatiori'as applied to the
people at large. We are crying out about
the exodus, about our failure to estab-.
lish and maintain a prosperous agricul-
tural class, about the depravity of a
percentage of our boys and girls in
both city and country districts. The
outery continues, but intelligent and
practical efforts to remove the under-
lying causes thus far are by no means
encouraging.

Let us consider the public library
for a moment from the standpoint of
!the pocket book—civic, provincial or
federal. The percentage of educated
people who come under the censure of
ithe law is comparatively small. It is,
in the main, the ignorant and the un-
fortunate who make up the population
of the poor houses, the jails, the peni-
tentiarjes, and the asylums. Crime and
|

. poverty cost us infinitely more every!

!year than our expenditures upon educa-

enlightened services.

It is a commonplace, therefore, to say
I that it is a matter of national economy
and prudence as well as a vital human
service to promote general well being,
Ithat ignorance and its grievous conse-
Iqucnces should be corrected—in reality
prevented rather than corrected—by the
fbcst means civilization has yet devised
ffor. such purposes. No money could be
better expended than that for more
free libraries. They give the taxpayer
idividends in hard cash, as well as in
jother more important forms of bet-
| terment. There are criminals and
failures and misfits who have had

:the benefit of a liberal education,
but they are the exceptions, and they

?are by no means numerous, compara-
tively speaking. Rather the rule is that
the educated citizen is the good citizen
and needs no policing.

All these principles are so thorough-
ly recognized that there is scarcely a
legislature on this continent north of
the Mexican line which has not stimu-
lated the creati'n of community libra-
ries largely under combined municipal
and government control—except the
legislatures of New Brunswick and
Nova Scotia.

Ontario and the Western Provinces
possess hundreds of free public libra-
ries supported by voluntary taxation
with government aid, while the two
Maritime Provinces referred to possess
only one. The city of Ottawa last year
expended more than $80,000 upon such
libraries, but scarcely a dollar or at
most a pittance, was expended during
the same period for this purpose in
Nova Scotia or New Brunswick.

Surelyy !nasm:xcl; a; many of our
legislators, our municipal councillors,
and our leaders of thought fully com-
prehend the basic principles affording
guidance in this matter, we should do
better—and speedily.

A great many of the conditions of
which we have been complaining in
the Maritime Provinces can be cured
through education, properly under-
stood and properly applied. Sir Henry
Newbolt, when he came here rendered
us a service far more valuable than
we seem to have realized. He reminded
us that the real purpose of education
was to give us preparation for a useful
life, using the word useful in the high-
est sense. The sailing directions are
written large before our eyes, and yet in
many respects we either forget or ig-
nore them. The cost of this practice
and attitude is heavy. We are constant-
ly paying it, and unless we mend our
ways we shall be grossly untrue to this
generation and to those which are to
follow.

“This
is' due, hotvever,” he said, “to the good
fortune, not the good management ot
the government, because the govern-
ment’s tariff policy has unsettled busi-
ness, injured industry, lessened work
and wages and increased the exodus
from the country.” 3

The reason ‘for better conditions had
been '“the bounty of Providence.”
Agricultiral production in Canada last
year, he observed, was worth $265,
000,000 more than in 1924, and the
mineral production worth $15,000,000
more. '

CUT IN SPENDING URGED.

“All taxes could have been much
more markedly reduced if the govern-
ment had cut down its unceasing spend-
ing,” eaid Mr. Manion. “The estimates
of expenditure this year are higher than
those of last year.”

Dr. Manion saild the postage rate
could have been reduced &ome years
ago if the government had not been
spending money recklessly up and down
the country on public works which
were really political bribes. It was
only when the laborer and small farm-
er wrote a letter that\ he would find
any benefit under the' budget reduc.
tions. There was no other benefit for
the family man who earned less than
$3,000 a year. The effect of the
budget would be to make the poor
poorer, through the closing down of
industry, and to make the rich richer,
by reducing their {axes. The well-to-
do would even get the angustura bit-
ters for their cocktails cheaper.

ASSAULT ON PROTECTION.

“The reducing of auto tariffs’ was
“gnother assault on the national pulicy
of protection,” which the people ot
Canada had always voted for when
they were given an opportunity to do
so, said Dr. Manion. ;

The migration of Canadians *o the
United States in the seven months
ended January 81, last, totalled 53,000.
* “This government is the greatest
immigration agent the Unit:d States
ever had,” he said. Canadian artisans
were made “sacrificial goats” on the
altar of the government’s .ambitions.
The necessity for protection of Cana-
dian industry against foreign compe-
tition could be demonstrated, raid Dr.
Manion.

ANTI-CANADIAN POLICY.

This was an “anti-Canadian govern-
ment, with an anti-Canadian policy,”
he said.

So far as the competition »f foreign
industry was concerned, said Dr.
Manion, Canada should appiy “the
commergial golden rule—Lgt us do un-
to them as they are doing unto us.”

Because he believed tha: no further
reductions in the tariff should have
been made until the tariff board had
been given an opportunity of investi-
galing them, Dr. Manion said that he
wou'd move an amendment ‘o the gov-
crnment’s motion, which hc proceeded
to Go. ]

FOR MARITIME PORTS

J. A. Messervey, Conservative,
Queens, P. E. L, stated that the Mari-
time Provinces were an important part
of Confederation and were entitled to
their claims for the development of
their ports.

“It is a crime to pass up this port
for the shipment of grain for any port
in the United States,” he said, in re-
ferring to the port of Halifax. There
was no valid reason why Halifax and
Saint John should not have a large de-
gree of trade during the summer as
well as winter. Halifax should also be
a port of call for large passenger steam-
ers. Saint John was another port of
great value to Canada and deserved

- every good treatment and its fair share

of business.

He urged, in discussing the West In-
dies treaty, that canning plants should
be established in the Maritime Prov-
fnces. Prince Edward Island, when en-
tering Confederation, had borrowed
$3,400,000 to pay for the construction
of its railway. This amount including
interest to date, now totalled $5,610,000.
No other province in Canada, had to
pay similarly for its railway, and the
Dominion Government should make a
refund of the amount. A ncw steamer
should be put into operation between
the island and the mainland.

This refusal of Dominfon agencles
to handle such patriotic films as
these apparently because they con-
flicted with the routine release of
American combines has stirred the
Federation to determined action.
They assert that 90 per cent. of the
films now ,shown throughout the
British Dominions are of Amernican
origin.

From Canada across the Atlantic to
the British Isles that something called
Rotary traveled, and at Dublin and
London the first Rotary Clubs were
formed. Since then in Wales and Scot-
land the spirit flourished so that at
present there are more than' two hun-
dred and two clubs in the British Isles
cementing more tightly the bond of
relationship all English speaking peo-
ples hold toward each other.

AN INSPIRING MEETING.

It .is impossible for a member of
British Rotary clubs to think of Rotary
without recalling one of the most in-
spiring occasions in their history—the
convention which was held at Edin-
burgh in 1921. Whatever may have
been accomplished or whatever they
may have thought of Rotary, the com-
ing of so many Rotarians from all
parts of the world gave the Rotarians
of the British Isles a new perspective
and a tremendous incentive to broaden
and inerease the effective work of their |
clubs. Just as the warm-hearted|
British hospitality extended to visiting |
Rotarians at the Edinburgh convention
gave new meaning to Rotary precepts
in this country and Canada, so there

memories of all fellow-Rotarians who
attended.

Thus men of many lands and dif-
ferent races were drawn together, and
as they teturned to their homes in-
spired by the lofty ideals of Rotary
they went about their business with a
determination to co-operate as never
before in attaining the aims of Rotary.
The force exerted by Rotary thus be-
came world-wide in its operations of
acquaintance, fellowship and under-
standing.

SPREADS TO HAWAII

Four years after Rotary established
Itself in -the British Isles, the winged
spirit sejtled in another island home
at the oppesite side of the world. In
1915 we find Rotary established in the
Hawaiian Islands, the willing self-an-
nexation of these islands to America
speaking again so forcibly of a Broth-
erhood of Man. Phere is now also a
club at Hilo.

The following year Rotary traveled
from Honolulu to Havana, Cuba, where
it is now represented by 18 Cuban Ro-
tary clubs and where Rotary has play- -
ed a prominent part in civic movements
that were of great importance from a

 local standpoint.

From Cuba to San Juan, Porto Rico,
was but a short span and two years
later the first Rotary club was formed
in San Juan, and true to the spirit of
Rotary its progress has been steady and
rapid. . At present this club’s interest
has been centred on a scholarship fund
financed entirely by the members of the
club. In 1919 a club was elected to
membership at Ponce.

From Porto Rico to Uruguay is a
longer jump, but three months later, in
July, 1918, at Montevideo was formed
the first Rotary club of South Amer-
fca, whose members take an active in-
terest in its welfare and have been in-
strumental in establishing among the
civil authorities a greater sense of their
responsibilities.

IN THE PHILIPPINES
After Montevideo, Rotary revealed

itself to the Philippine Islands. At
Manila in January of the following year

the first Rotary club in the Orient was
formed. The Rotarians of the Philip-
pines have played a great part in the
history that has been recently made.
Major-General Leonard Wood, the Gov-
ernor-General of the islands, made his
most important address just prior to
his inauguration before a regular meet-
ing of this Rotary Club, and the late
Lord Northcliffe, the famous English
newspaper editor, made his only speech
before this club on his trip around the
world.

From Manila the spirit of Rotary
spread to China, the cradle of knowl-
edge, where the precepts of Confucius
for centuries gave a striking example
of the ancient possibilities of a Broth-
erhood of Man. At Shanghai in July,
1919, was formed the first Rotary club

of China, and the ancient philosophy
of Asia was fused with the western
spirit of service so that in this corner

The force exerted by Rotary for
making acquaintance through the fel-
lowship and service next led to the
organization of a Rotary Club in
Mexico. The Mexico City Rotary was
organized in 921, made a special fea-
ture of work among the children, and
through its efforts in the short time of
five weeks a complete playground was
fitted out and dedicated to the poor
children of the City of Mexico. With
the return of peace and prosperity to
this republic they took wup a rapid
spread of Rotary in their country and
there are now seventeen Rotary Clubs
in actual existence in Mexico.

From Mexico' the spirit of Rotary
moved to France where the
Club of Paris was brought into being
in 1921, at about the time of the visit

Rotary International. Paris hopes
some day to be one of the great head-
guarters of Rotary in Europe, and
fellow Rotarians may be assured that

ITALY JOINS FAMILY.

Ttaly, long a, student of Rotary,
joined the international gathering in
December, 1923, when the first Italian
club was chartered at Milan. Since
then twelve more clubs have enrolled
under Rotary’s flag in Italy.

In February, 1924, Bermuda Islands
were enlisted under the banner of
service to the establishment of a Rotary
Club at Hamilton.

Later in April, 1924, Chile, was
added to the list of Rotary nations,
a club at Valpariso, having been duly
formed and elected to membership in
Rotary International. The next year
in March, a club at Santiago was
formed.

In May of that year Switzeralnd
joined the ranks with a club in Zurich,
where, in February, 1925, an office of
the Secreary of Rotary International
for Europe, was established. Five
others are now in existence in Switzer-
land.

In February, 1925, the first Rotary
club in Guatemala wes organized in

)| Gtiatemala City.

In September, 1925, two more coun-
tries, Austria and- Czecho-Slovakia,
joined the international ranks, when
clubs were established in Vienna and
Prague.

December, 1925, saw Portugal en-
rolled under the banner of Rotary with
a club at Lisbon.

Another country joined the ranks in

1925, which is Hungary, with a club
at Budapest. And in January, 1926,
Sweden was also enrolled with a club
at Stockholm.
And so the spirit of unselfish service
speeds its way around the world under
Rotary auspices. Every continent and
most. of the great island common-
wealths and dominions are now repre-
selhted in Rotary International Coun-
cils.

Rotary Facts

Rotary is a philosophy of every day
living. It undertakes to inspire men to
realize fully their individual capacity
for 100 per cent citizenship in their
state and nation, the square deal to
their employes, their customers and
their business or professional associates,
and, individually and through their as-
sociation in Rotary clubs, te bring
about understanding, good-will and in-
ternational peace thrcugh a world fel-
lowship of business and professional
men united in the ideal of service. Be-
cause Rotary is a living philosophy, its
ideal of service must be expressed, and
Rotarians, through all their daily busi-
ness, social and civic contacts, actively
engage in the effort to reconcile the
conflict between the desire for profit
for one’s self and the obligation and
duty to serve others. Their philosophy
demands the consideration of service
before self, based on the practical
ethical principle that he profits most
who serves best.

Original Four Rotarians

AUL P. HARRIS, as founder of
Rotary, as president of the Rotary
Club of Chicago, at first president of
Rotary both as a national and as an
international association, and as presi-
dent emeritus of Rotary International
has been and is still actively engaged
in his life’s greatest work with Ro-
tary. He practices law in Chicago, is
a regular attendant at the meetings
of the Rotary Club of Chicago in which
he holds the classification of generai
law practice. Delicate health during
the past few years has prevented his
traveling about much to attend Rotary
gatherings, but his activity as a Ro-
tarian has never abated so far as ad-
vice .and a written word, message or
address is concerned.

Bylvester Schiele, on whom Paul
Harris called and first discussed Ro-
tary, and in whose office the project of
forming a Rotary club was first talked
over by the two,, was the first presi-
dent of the Rotary Club of Chicago,
and is still one of its most active mem-

bers. His classification is coal, retail-
ing—just as it was when the original
four met for the first time.

Hiram Shorey, third of the original
quartet, is not now a member of the
Rotary Club of Chicago, and, while
he has not been actively engaged in
Rotary since the first few meetings of
hte first club, has never lost his interest
in the organization, and only a short
time ago Paul Harris told a friend
that he and Shorey visited together at
intervals and talked Rotary affairs and
Rotary history. Shorey’s classification
was merchant tailor.

Gus Loher, the fourth member of
the original Rotary Club, passed away
about five years ago. He was a min-
ing engineer and served a few months
as a member of the Rotary Clpb of
Chicago, retiring at the end of thaf
time and coming in again later only to
retire after a few months more of mem-
bership. Neither Loehr or Shorey ever
assumed an active part in Rotary after
the first few meetings.

SHANGHAI CLUB

At the same time the Shanghai Club
was formed we also find the movement
of Rotary necessitating the formation
of a club at the Isthums of Panama
and at Panama City was formed the
first club where the activities of Rotary
have done a great deal toward civic
‘ improvements. The Rotary Club of
Cristobal, Colon, was later organized in
the Canal Zone.

From Panama, to India, the home of
the world’s oldest civilization, Rotary
ne.t asserted itself and at Calcutta in
September, 1919, was formed the first
Rotary club of India, which has al-
ready made for itself a very important
place in the community it serves. In-
dia, with its ‘habit of self analysis,
brought something new to Rotary—
the club critic, whose business it is to
criticize the progress of the work and
developments of the club, as well as
the shortcomings of its members.

He reports four times a year, at a
special meeting held for that purpose,
and has been found to be a most use-
ful official.

The friendly influence for good ex-
erted by the Rotary Club in Uruguay
was soon felt by the people of the Re-
public of Argentine, and in Novem-
mber, 1919, at Buenos Ayres, Wwas
formed the first Rotary Club of Ar-
gentine. There are now also clubs in
Rosario and La Plata. !

There is something about that spirit
of unselfish service that appeals strong-
ly to the Latin temperament, and in
October of the following year the first
Rotary Club of Bpain was formed at
Madrid, a slight recognition of the
gratitude that America owes to Spain
and Queen Isabella for having made
Columbus’ discovery of America pos-
sible. Rotary has slowly taken a firm
hold in Spain and the Rotary Club of
Barcelona, which was organized in
1922, has already entered upon a very
conspicuous and active career. A club
at Santander has recently been elected
to membership.

ROTARY IN JAPAN.

That same month and year, October,
1920, also served to introduce Rotary
to Japan at Tokyo. The Tokyo Ro-
tary Club was formed and its mem-
bers not only endorsed and approved

cently issued a pamphlet calling atten-
tion to the need of building up among
the younger generation a desire to be-
come useful and constructive cltizens
Since then clubs have been formed in
14 other towns.

The wheel of Rotary is mow being
worn on coat @hpels in almost all sec-
tions of the globe, and it is not surpris-
ing to note that a request for a Rotary
club was to come from so far north as
Newfoundland, Britain’s oldest colony
in the new world, and at St. John’s,
the oldest city on the American Con-
tinent and famous for many other rea-
sons including its unexcelled codfish, on
the evening of November 23, 1921, was
born the Rotary Club of St. John’s, an
event that marked a new epoch in tha
welfare activities of their country, and
an event also destined to make a new
mark in the annals of Rotary.

IN LIMA AND PERU.

In the land of the Incas, at the
capital of Peru, the Rotary wheel was
next firmly planted, after more than a
year of organization work and investi-
gation and conference. While the
charter of the Rotary Club of Lima
was not signed until June, 1922, the
date of organization reckoned from the
first steps taken in that direction makes
the Lima club the senior of both the
South Africa and Newfoundland clubs.
And there is something of the same
sort of condition in relation to the
Rotary Clubs in Scandanavian coun-
tries. The first charter was granted to
the Rotary Club of Christiania, now
known as Oslo, Norway, in February,

This
farmer is not a Rotarian but a brother
who runs a peach orchard near by is—
that ought to start several lincs of
thought. Yes, we need to study the
application of the principles of Jiotary.

CANNOT DEFINE ROTARY,

munity, who, without secret vow, dog-
ma or creed, but each in his own way
have accepted ‘the Rotary philosophy
of service. And have organized to
study the theory of service as the true
basis of success and happiness in busi-
ness. As individuals, each is endea-
voring to translate this theory into
practice in business and everyday life
and, individually, and as a club, by
active precept and example, to stimu-
late its acceptance both in theory and
practice by all non-Rotarians as well
as by all Rotarians. o

In limiting the membership of each
Rotary club to but one man from each
distinct line of business or profession
in the community, the intention is that
each business and profession shall have
one worthy and active exponent in the
Rotary club and that the Rotary club,
through its members may have one di-
rect and responsible avenue of ap-
proach to all those engaged in each
business and profession in the commu-
nity.

Attendance at meetings of a Rotary
club is obligatory. Any member ab-
sent from four successive meetings
without excuse acceptable to the club
directors may suffer forfeiture of his
membership. Attendance at the meet-
ing of any Rotary club other than his
own within the week of his own club
meeting, counts as attendance at his
own club, however, for any Rotarian.

The Rotary Code
of Ethics ’
Adopted By Rotarians For

Business Men of
Lings

MY BUSINESS standards shall have
in them a note of sympathy for
our common humanity. My business
dealings, ambitions and relations shall
-always cause me to take into con-
sideration my highest duties as a' mem-
ber of society. In every position  in
business life, in every responsibility
that comes before me, my chief; thought
shall be ta fill that responsibility and
discharge that duty so when I have
ended each of them, I shall have iifted
the level of human ideals and achieve-
ments a little higher than I found it.
As a Rotarian it is my duty:

FIRST: To consider my vocation
worthy and as affording me distinct
opportunity to serve society. 2

SECOND: To improve myself, in-
crease my efficiency and enlarge my
} service, and by so doing attest my faith
in the fundamental principle of Rotary,
that he profits most who serves best.

THIRD: To realize that I am a
business man and ambitious to suc-
ceed; but that I am first an ethical
man, and wish no success that is not
founded on the highest justice and
morality.

FOURTH: ‘To hold that the ex-
change of my goods, my service and
my ideas for profit’ is legitimate and
ethical, provided that all parties in the
exchange are benefited thereby.

FI : To use my best endeavors
to elevate the standards of the voca-
tion in which I +m engaged, and so

‘|eonduct my affairs that others imnv-my

vocation may find it wise, profitable
and conducive to happiness to emulate
my example.

SIXTH: To conduct my business
in such a manner that I may give a
perfect service equal to or even better
than my competitor; and when in doubf
to give added service beyond the strict
measure of debt or obligation.

SEVENTH: To understand ' that
one of the greatest assets of a profes-
sional or of a business man is his
friends, and that any advantage gain-
ed by reason of friendship is eminently
ethical and proper.

EIGHTH: To hold that true friends
demand nothing of one another, and
that any abuse of the confidence of
friendship for profit is foreign to the

its Code of Ethics.

NINTH: To consider no personal
success legitimate or ethical which is
secured by taking unfair advantage of
certain opportunities in the social or-
der that are absolutely denied others,
nor will I take advantage of oppor
tunities to achieve material success that
others will not take because of the
questionable morality involved.

TENTH: To be not more obligat-
ed to a Brother Rotarian than I am to
every other man in human society; be-
cause the genius of Rotary is not in
its competition but in its co-operation;
for provincialsm can never have a
place in an institution like Rotary, and
Rotarians assert that human rights
are not confined to Rotary Clubs but
are as deep and as broad as the race
itself; and for these high ‘purposes does
Rotary exist to educate all mea and
oll institutions.

ELEVENTH: Finally, believiag in
the universality of the Golden Rule—
All things whatsoever ye would thal
men should do unto you, do ye even
so unto them—we contend that Society
best holds together when equal oppor-
tunity is accorded all men in the nat-
ural resources of this planet.

Last year the fish were biting al
this time but-the sport was indifferent
when the warm weather became ad-
vanced. Mr. Allen also predicted a
rapid growing season.

FOREST PRESERVATION.

The speaker dwelt especially on the
hecessity for forest preservation and
the reseeding of burned or cut over
areas. He spoke of the precautions
which must be taken against fire in the
woods and warned the members that
when camping night fires should al-
ways be built in a place where they
would not have a chance to spread.

Fires should never be kindled at the
foot of a tree, he said, as the trunk
would act as a chimney and scatter the
embers.

Mr. Allen then went on to deal with
the importance of reseeding and urged
the club to stand solidly behind the
movement in that direction. White
pine and other woods, he said, would |
yield a pound or more of seed to a|
bushel of cones. The seed could be
planted in shallow holes made with
the heel and covered in with the toe,
and a pound of seed would be suffi-
cient for a large area. In ten years.
the newly planted trees would have
grown sufficiently to bear cones, and
fn 80 to 50 years they would be ready
to cut. The work could be done by
individuals or groups or under gov-
ernment direction.

N. B, FAVORED.

New Brunswick was favored as re-
gards reforestation work, for its soil
was the most productive on the con-
tinent as far as the speaker could learn
for growth of this kind.

Speaking of the tourist resources ot
the province, Mr. Allen said, that they
were unsurpassed. At the recent na-
tional game conference in the United
States motion pictures from 88 states
and provinces had been shown, but the
consensus of opinion had been that
those from New Brunswick were the
best put on exhibition there.

The Revresing Falls were the great-
est drawing card the province had and
he recommended that pictures of the
falls at the various stages of the tidg
should be shown, broadcast and especi-
ally on trans-Atlantic liners.

At the close of his address Mr. Al-
Jen answered queries of the members
end guests regarding game problems.

Harry Cromwell spoke briefly on the
sutomobile industry. Mr. Cromwell

declared Hon. Dr. Taylor.

“There is a lot of deadwood
in this department,”” declared
Mr. Smith, and amid applause
from parts of the House, “‘and
if we could secure a good axe-
man to hew to the line and top
off this deadwood, the people of
this province would be very
much satisfied.”

The department had considerable
machinery and with the year half ad-
vanced, it would be difficult to inter-
fere with the organization, Hon. Dr.
Taylor replied.

The talk of economy moved B.
Frank Smith, Carleton, to suggest that
House members who talked about it
could very well set an example to the
people by getting together and asking
the Government to reduce the sessional
indemnity from $1,000 to $800.

Hon. A. A. Dysart, Kent, expressed

the opinfon that the health of the people
was too important a matter to trifle
with and in this connection he praised
highly the pioneer work of Hon. Dr.
W. F. Roberts. He made a strong
defence of health work.

“Just a few minutes ago,” he said,
“we passed estimates totalling over
three-quarters of a million for public
works and not a whisper of criticism
was made.” ;

The lives of innocent little children,
he contended, was an important charge
and should ‘be fulfiled as a sacred
duty.

Hon. Dr. Veniot praised the Health
Act, but James S. Lord, Charlotte,
running mate of the health minister,
declared the province was not getting
the benefit for money expended.

MILK PASTEURIZATION.

M. E. Agar, Saint John, declared
that in regard to pasteurization of milk
in Saint John, there was a strong feel-
ing there that the former government
had acted arbitrarily in the matter and
that many of the people wanted an
option of purchase in the matter.

Public works estimates totalling
$878,180 and vocational estimates

.amounting to $91,146 were passed, but

health supply was set over until to-
morrow.

Vocational education came in for
somey severe criticism when the esti-
mates for this department were under
consideraton. The discussion was
caused by a question from B. Frank
Smith, M.L.A., for Carleton, who said
he would like to hear of the benefits
received for the expenditure in this
direction.

PREMIER SPEAKS OUT.

Premier Baxter termed vocational
schools “great factories training ou:
children for ‘export.” The theory un-
derlining vocational education was that
there were many pupils mot attracted
by the ordinary courses of education
and it was felt they should be given
the opportunity to develop their abil-
ity along other lines. He had no doubt
the theory was sound, but he had fotund
it hard to recoricile it with the repair
of motor cars. Despite assertions by
Fletcher Peacock, director of the Saint
John school, that vocational education
tended to keep people in the province,
the Premier contended the only way to
stop this drain was to stimulate and
encourage industry here. He did not
see where motor car courses helped to
keep people in New :Brunswick. In
fact, the Premier declared, it tended
to create a desire to seck a wider
market for such ability. He did not
wish to turn the discussion into jest,
but it forcefully reminded of the
story of the Irishmany who was down
in a hole with a bmz. Another Irish-
man at the top shouted down, “Mike,
do you want any help to hang on,” to
which “Mike” replied: “No. I'd like
some help to lave-go.”

If anyone could show him how the
province could “Lave go” of commit-
ments in .this regard, he would be
doing a real service, the Premier con-
cluded.

A. J. Brooks, M.L..A., for Kings, al-
so criticised vocational expenditure
and said that in many cases rural
school districts suffered for financial
support while vocational education
was literally supported. He advocated
placing all education in the province
under one chief superintendent.
