AN INVENTOR who is figuring 
, prominently in the public eye at 
present is John A. Spencer, the in­
ventor of the thermostat, a small disk 
about the size of a silver dollar which 
regulates the temperature of electric 
heat.

After working night and day for 
years to perfect the device he has now 
sold it for a million dollars. He was 
born in the little town of Enfield In 
Maine. When he was very young his 
father was killed in a paper mill. 
Spencer went to live with his grand­
father who was a lumber man and he 
became familiar with logging camps. 
At fifteen he worked in a camp and 
one of his duties was keeping fire under 
an old steam boiler. He noticed that 
when the door of the boiler became hot 
it rounded inward and when cool It 
snapped outward. Years later Spencer 
remembered the peculiar properties of 
the boiler when he was attempting to 
find a way in which to regulate elec­
tric heat.

THEORY that America and Scot­
land were once joined together by 

a bridge of land is advanced by three 
American scientists who have just re­
turned from a geological survey of the 
coasts of northern Europe.

Drs. E. O. Ulrich, C. E. Resser and 
R. M. Field made the survey. They 
came to the conclusion they did be­
cause a sharp difference was found be­
tween the fossils of ancient marine ani­
mals found on the Scottish coats and 
those found on the coasts of England 
and central Europe.

Differences are also found in the 
fossils found on the northeastern coast 
of Newfoundland and the southeastern 
coast of Newfoundland. But the sur­
prising discovery made by the Amer­
ican scientists was that the fossils 
found on the Scottish coast and those 
found on the northeastern Newfound 
land coasts were identical.

Their conclusion, therefore, was that 
a land bridge stretched from Scotland 
to Newfoundland, making it possible 
for marine life to spread from the one 
country to the other, north of the land 
bridge, but making it impossible for 
theSe creatures to get to the south at 
either the American or European end 
of the bridge.

* * * *
JT remains to be seen how geologists 

in general will regard this new the­
ory. It has been accepted as a fact 
for a long time by most geologists that 
America and Asia were once joined 
by a land bridge where the Behring 
Straits flow between Siberia and Alas­

ka. This, however, is a very narrow 
body of water and not a part of the 

great ocean.
Most geologists are inclined to be­

lieve that the general distributions of 
land and, ocean were always approxi­
mately as they are now, though at times 
large portions of the land sunk below 
sea level and were flooded with shallow 
bodies of water flowing in from tha 
oceans.

The theory of a land bridge betweeri 
Scotland and Newfoundland, it would 
seem, runs counter to this belief;

» *
THERE is a theory, however, which 

has been advanced by some Euro­
pean geologists which would tend to 
fit in with the land bridge theory. It 
is one, though, which American geolo­
gists have regarded with little enthusi­
asm.

This is the theory that the conti­
nent^ have not been stationary upon 
the surface of the earth, but that they 
constitute super-structures which have 
moved or slipped along the lower rock 
structures.

It is possible, upon the basis of this 
theory, that Newfoundland and Scot­
land may have been much closer to t 
each other at one time than they aro 
now.

They want good prices for cinch fight­
ers that wouldn’t draw a nickel at the 
gate and would get the 'boxing com­
mission on my neck. With boxing so 
well organized and administered as it is 
In New York, it is unfortunate that 
some of the old-timers aren’t around. 
They would improve the sport and 
make a lot of money for themselves. 
If a promoter wants to stage weekly 
boxing shows and satisfy his patron­
age, he is almost forced to put on a 
lot of bad matches. There have been 
a number of cards staged in the last 
year that never should have been put 
on, but I know that other promoters 
have the same trouble I have experi­
enced in getting natural matches.”

“There are only two fighters in the 
whole business with whom it Is a 
pleasure to do business,” Tex Rickard, 
major domo of the new $3,000,000 
Madison Square Garden, said a few 

ys ago.
"With the exception of Paul Ber­

lenbach and 'Harry Greb there isn’t a 
champion or a fighter who is willing 
to talk any reasonable kind of busi­
ness. I have been asked many times 
why I use Berlenbach so much. There 
seems to be a suspicion that I have a 
piece of him, but that is not the case. 
I use Berlenbach .every chance I get 
because he is a good drawing card and 
because he is always ready to sign. I 
only have to tell him who the opponent 
is going to be, name the date and the 
price and the deal is set. Greb is the 
same type of business man because he 
fears no fighter and likes the game so 
well that he doesn’t consider prices 
first, last and always. I would like to 
use Greb more than I am able to do, 
but I can’t get opponents for him. The 
fellows his own weight will not have 
anything to do with him and the 
heavier ones want too much money for 
being shown up by him.

“I’ve been trying to match Greb and 
Mickey Walker for a return bout. 
Walker howled for another chance after 
Greb had beaten him last summer, and 
Greb told me to name my own terms 
and he would sign articles. Walker, 
however, named such impossible terms 
that I simply couldn’t afford to pay 
him. Greb is the drawing card, but 
Walker figured that he was worth 
more than the middleweight champion, 
and I couldn’t see it that way.” With 
a huge new plant depending at least on 
some revenue from boxing, Rickard 
planned to make the 1925-1926 indoor 
season a record-breaker. He took only 
a small part in the past outdoor season, 
figuring that there were few cards big 
enough to fill the ball parks and results 
showed that he was right. With a 
capacity of 25,000, he figured that he 
could offer the fighters attractive purses 
to work inside this winter, but he has 
been able to make very few good 
matches. “When I opened the old 
Garden I had no trouble arranging
