Ottawa, July 5—Most alarming re­
ports of western crops are being received 
by the western members. A dry belt is 
moving rapidly northward and Alberta 
and Saskatchewan cannot hope for more 
than a 50 per cent crop. Manitoba has 
been more fortunate in weather condi­
tions, and there should be. a bumper 
crop in that province. .Many members 
say that conditions are as bad gs. in 1914, 
when the dominion government expended 
nearly $14,000,000 in relief and providing 
seed grain. Already requests are being 
received urging that the government 
again come to the relief of the settlers 
in the drought-stricken area.

Conditions differ considerably from 
those that prevailed in that area in 1914. 
Then the majority of settlers were home­
steaders and were in a sense wards of 
the government Now the most of the 
land is patented and settlers must look 
for relief to their provincial administra­
tions.

Declare Need of Extradition.

Amsterdam, July 5—There is nothing 
to prevent the former German Emperor 
or the former German Crown Prince 
from leaving Holland at their pleasure, 
according to a high government author­
ity at the Hague, quoted by the Am­
sterdam Telegraaf correspondent. If 
either of them should leave, however, he 
said, the surprise of their departure 
would be “unpleasant for both the Dutch 
government and the Dutch people.”

“Should there come, however, a de­
mand for the former Kaisers extradi­
tion,” he said, “and should he then want 
to depart suddenly, it is possible he 
would be prevented. He can, according 
to the law of extradition, be ‘arrested’ at 
the request of a foreign government, but 
a demand for his extradition must be 
made within a certain period.

“When the demand for extradition 
comes it will be examined in the light of 
laws and treaties first. 1’he law to lie 
considered is the extradition law, article 
II whereof specifies offences for which 
foreigners will not be extradicted. Extra­
dition also is subject to other restrictions, 
formalities and guarantees. Should there 
come a demand which is technically cor­
rect and in order, the government must 
first obtain the advice of the tribunal 
der which legal jurisdiction the person 
wanted is residing. ‘ A merongen being in 
the department of Utrecht, the tribunal 
would have to decide whether the former 
Emperor should be extradited.

“The former Kaiser must be heard by 
a tribunal. The hearing may take place 
in camera and at the hearing he could be 
represented by counsel. Within fourteen 
days after the hearing the tribunal must 
inform the minister of justice of its de­
cision, whereupon the government would 
act.”

The Telegraaf correspondent says the 
Dutch government intends to adhere 
strictly to judicial point of view and.
“to put it mildly, it is very doubtful 
whether the extradition would be per­
mitted.”

FROM CHOLERA INFANTUM

There is one woman in Toledo happy 
because Jess Willard is no longer world’s 
heavyweight champion. She is the wife 
of the vanquished title holder, and ui->- 
ther of his five children. She left them 
at their home in Lawrence, Kansas, 
came to Toledo unannounced last night 
and with Willard’s attorney, occupied a 
seat in the $50 section while her husband 
was being battered to defeat. No one in 
the huge crowd, except the champion 
himself, knew she was there.

“I am sorry that Jess was beaten, but 
I can truly say that I am happy that lie 
is no longer champion,” M.-s. Willard 
said. “It means now that we shad te 
able to live in peace. Jess will become 
a private citizen again. It was the sec­
ond boxing contest I have ever witnessed 
and I do not want to witness any more, 
I shall be happy when I take Jess bad; 
home to our children.”

Although the fight was over before 
4.30 o’clock, Willard did not motor lo his 
home until an hour and a half later. 
He said he did not recover from the ef­
fects of the left hook that Dempsey 
landed early in the first round until per­
haps an hour after he left the ring.

“That was the blow that started me 
on defeat,” Willard said, “I felt physic­
ally able to continue but my head wasn’t 
clear and my eye was closed, and I 
realized it would have teen useless for 
me to attempt to box while half blind. 
First Time Ever Knocked Down

“Dempsey is a remarkable hitter. It 
was the first time that I ever have even 
been knocked off my feet I have sent 
many “birds” home in the same bruised 
condition that I am in and now I know 
how they felt. I sincerely wish Demp­
sey all the luck possible and hope that 
he gamers of the riches that go with 
the championship. I have had my fling 
at the title. I was champion for four ' 
years. And I want to assure you that 
they will never have to give a benefit for 
me, I have invested the money I have 
made."

The first death this season from 
cholera infantnm, a disease dreaded most 
during the summer weather by mothers 
of young children, was reported to the 
board of health this week.

The bill, which is 
designed to protect the rights of munici­
palities in dealings with power com­
panies, was criticized by Mr. Jacques 
Bureau, who asserted that it would take 
away the vester rights of the Toronto 
and Niagara Power Company.

Hon. W. S. Fielding said that the

measure would treat the rights of this
company as a scrap of paper. Mr. 
Bureau moved an amendment in line 
with the senate and the report of the 
railway committee of the commons, but 
it was rejected on a division of 61 to 40.

Dr. Anna Howard Shaw, honorary 
president of the National American Wo- 

Suffrage Association, who died at 
her home in Faylan, Penn., on July 2, 
was 71 years old.

She was chairman of the Woman’s 
Committee of the Council of National 
Defense and was recently awarded the 
Distinguished Service Medal for her work 
during the war.

Dr. Shaw long had been prominently 
identified with the

man

suffrage
movement and was president of the Na­
tional American Woman Suffrage As­
sociation consecutively for eleven years. 
In 1915 she declined a renomination and 
then was elected honorary president.

She had spoken in every state in the 
United States before many state legisla­
tures and committees of both houses of 
Congress in the interest of suffrage. She 
was a member of the Woman Suffrage 
Alliance, International Council of Wo­
men, League to Enforce Peace and Na­
tional Society for Broader Education.

Dr. Shaw continued her active parti­
cipation in public affairs to the last. Im­
mediately preceding the great war, in 
the early summer of 1914, Dr. Shaw 
went to Rome as chairman of the com­
mittee on suffrage and right of citizen­
ship at the quinquennial session of the 
International Council of Women.

Immediately after hostilities ended in 
France Dr. Shaw signed the resolution 
she helped draft for the National Am­
erican Woman Suffrage Association ad­
dressed to the Peace Conference, asking 
for punishment of the Germans for their 
crimes against women and girls.

F’or her endeavors in the interest of 
women at home as well as soldiers in 
France during the war, Dr. Shaw re­
ceived letters from Queen Mary of Eng­
land, Mme. Poincare, wife of the Presi­
dent of France, President Wilson and 
Gen. Pershing and other celebrities.

The one surprising thing is the manner» 
in which prices have been sustained dur­
ing the months since the beginning of 
the vear.

Optimistic conclusions, however, as to 
the building outlook for the present year 
seem justified, the bank declares, add- 

! ing:
' “The figures for contracts awarded for 
the first five months of this year, to- 

j gether with building permits for May, 
indicate that a genuine building expan- 

! sion has arrived. The future of the 
I building programme for this year rests 
I ultimately with the question of building 
: costs, as the possibility of financing pro­
jects is determined by cost. The whole­
sale prices of lumber, structural steel 
and other building materials are now be­
tween 60.and 70 per cent higher than 
the average for the year 1913. Wages 
in the building trades are high, but there 
is no reason to anticipate a reduction as 
long as the present cost of living pre­
vails. The prices of building materials 
did not advance nearly as fast during 
the war as most other commodity groups. 
The reason for this relatively slow In­
crease is obvious, namely, the sharp cur­
tailment of building for ordinary pur­
poses.”

There is a scarcity of funds for real 
estate mortgages for residence and apart­
ment house construction, the bank says, 
and continues:

“Nevertheless, the building shortage 
must be met, and the great prosperity 
which most individuals and firms have 
enjoyed during the war should point the 
way to the main factor in the solution 
of the problem of finance. Prospective 
builders should not depend upon the 
mortgage money market to the extent to 
which they had been accustomed prior 
to the war, but should be prepared to 
invest a greater proportion of their own 
capital than heretofore, whether they be 
planning home building or factory con­
struction.”
