There is vigorous opposition on the 
part of the Prison Association to the 
plan of rebuilding blocks of cells at 
Sing Sing, and attempting to rehabilitate 
that institution, which the New York 
Evening Post describes as “a disgraceful 
prison.” It is contended by the Prison 

' Association that in opposing reconstruc­
tion they are doing so on the ground of 

The Evening Post goes fur­
ther, however, and says:

“But the state of New York is really 
too poor to tinker with a prison which 
has been condemned from every point 
of view, because that would be merely 
temporizing with and modifying the | 
evil conditions, instead of abolishing 
them outright. Moreover, the whole 
theory of punishment upon whidi Smg 
Sing was based is antiquated and has 
been discarded. Every up-to-date state 
is looking to the establishment of prison 
industrial farms; New Jersey, Washing­
ton, and Ohio are three that are work­
ing in this direction. To urge that New 
York must continue to huddle its pris­
oners together in that contracted space 
in Sing Sing, or in the prison in the mid­
dle of Auburn, is false economy. For 
one thing it lays the entire stress on cag­
ing the prisoners and not upon treating 
them so that they will Have at least a 
fair chance of re-entering society as re­
formed citizens. On the ground of the 
physical health of the prisoners alone, 
Sing Sing must go.”

From every quarter comes the plea 
for the substitution of the prison indus­
trial farm for thc jail. If the reform 
is coming but slowly, it is nevertheless 
coming, and some parts of Canada have 
been progressive enough to be in the 
forefront of the thovément. The prov­
ince of New Brunswick should not lose 
any more time, or, if the province will 
not act, then the municipality of the 
city and county of St. John should be 
permitted to take action on its own ac­
count to provide a municipal farm.

The following paragraph is from the 
Canadian Courier:—“Canada must learn 
to practice economy. We are paying 87 
per cent more for what we eat and wear
than we did in the period from 1890 to 
1900. The price of living is higher here 
than in any place else in thç world. We 
are grossly extravagant and culpably 
reckless.” It might be added that we 
are also unwise to tolerate a high food 
tax. The tariff must come down.

NAVIES AND TRIBUTE
An Australian writer, Mr. C. E. W.

Bean, has written a book entitled “Flag­
ships Three.” It deals with the Aus­
tralian navy. In 1908 Mr. Bean pub­
lished a smaller book in which he in­
sisted that Australia must share in the 
defence of the Empire, and that Aus­
tralia must have a navy. Since 1908 
much lias happened, and now, telling of 
what Australia has done, he writes:—

“It has had built to its orders the 
battle-cruiser Australia, tile light cruis­
ers Melbourne and Sydney, the destroy­
ers Parramatta and the Ynrra, and the 
submarines A. E. 1 and A. E. 2. It has 
put together in Australia the destroyer 
Warrengo, has received, as a loan from 
the admiralty, the cruiser Encounter, 
and, as a gift, the small cruiser Pioneer.
It is building for itself in Sydney the 
light cruiser Brisbane; and it has pro­
jected a battleship, three destroyers and 
two submarines; all this besides the nec­
essary supply and depot ships. It has 
established a solid Naval Reserve, at 
least as thoroughly trained as the Royal 
Naval Volunteers. It has organized its 
harbor and dockyard establishments.”

Mr. Bean also points out that “the 
Royal Australian navy will be adminis­
tered and controlled by the government 
elected by the people of the Common­
wealth.” This statement is worthy of tide and current.

J. B. Tyrell Speaks of Possibilities Of 
New Route For Summer Service

y(Times Special Correspondence) 
London, Nov. 11—J. B. Tyrell, who re­

cently arrived to join his wife ln Lon­
don, gives a most Interesting account of 
the Patricia district which he explored 
last year at the request of the Ontario 
government.

THE BAPTIST MINISTERS
ACTIONS FOR DAMAGES Ottawa, Nov. 26—A deputation from 

the Royal Society of Canada interview­
ed Hon. T. W. Cpothers, minister of la­
bor in support of a proposed action 
which the minister has had under con­
sideration for the prohibition of the use, 
manufacture or importation of white 
phosphorus. The proposed suppression 
of the use of white phosphorus was 
heartily endorsed by the deputation. 
The white phosphorus, it was urged, 
while poisonous and therefore danger­
ous to the health of employes engaged 
in its use, was no more economical than 
the non-poisonous 
supply of which was just as easily avail­
able. Hon. Dr. Crothers assured the 
deputation that in the consideration 
which he was giving to the question 
he would give due weight to the argu­
ments presented.

Washington, Nov. 28 —Premilinary 
nearlngs before the Interstate Commerce 
Commission on the application of the 
railroads in eastern “classification terri­
tory,” for an advance of five per cent, in 
all freight rates, were concluded late to­
day. An adjournment was taken until 
Wednesday, Dec. 10, in order to afford 
the commission and the opposing coun­
sel time to analyze the mass of state­
ments, testimony, and statistics submit­
ted-by the attorneys for the roads.

The evidence submitted today was de­
signed to demonstrate in concrete and 
analytical form, the declared necessity 
for the proposed increase in freight 
rates. Accounting experts, statisticians, 
rate makers, and experienced traffic offi­
cers, submitted to the commission a wil- j 
demess of tables, showing the financial 
operations of the eastern roads, separate­
ly and combined. Many months have 
been spent in their preparation. They 
are to be made the basis of the testi­
mony subsequently to be offered in sup­
port of the proposed increase.

The figures offered today tended to 
prove that while the roads generally are 
enjoying an increased business, the re­
turns, from operations continuously are 
decreasing, until, as Vice-President Max­
well, of the Wabash, declared, “the situ­
ation is becoming daily more serious. 
Wc are Buffering from slow starvation.”

It waS' stated that the demands of the 
traveling and the shipping public for im­
provement and extension of railroad 
facilities, could be met by the roads only 
as they were enabled to obtain more 
money. The margin of profit, it was 
asserted, was so constantly narrowing 
that it was becoming increasingly diffi­
cult to obtain the necessary additional 
capital with which adequately to main­
tain, equip and operate the roads. e
