OF THOMAS CARLYLE.

(Continued from Saturday.)

Some English tramps were singing for
their breakfasts before the doors of the
grave Scottish willagers at Ectiéfechan
when I tramped into the hamlét behind
them. There were five of thém, great
hulking fellows and their hoatse and
aggressive bellowing was the only sound
indicative of human life in the village,
even at that Iate hour in the morning,
They stood beside a melodious burn
which dashed from under & covered
way and coursed on through the village
street. At one side of the stream was an
ancient wall. On the other, were strag-
gling house, and the one before which the

#st in Ecclefechan, From'‘its-appearanee
it might have been an olden stable ; an

ntlemsn s establishment formerlylocat-
ed behind it ; or the ancient jail of the
village, now smnrtly whitewashed and
transformed into a lowly habitation. It
was a mite of a thing with an archway
through it occupying one-third of the
lower story. At eachside was a narrow
oaken door, and nearer each end, a tiny
window. In the secord story, another
little window, above each lower one,
looked into the street; and over the
centre of the archway were {two
still more diminutive windows, side
by side. It was a double house of the
dwarf variety, and the'one at the North
end, where the strong-lunged sorners
sang, was the bxrth -place of Thomns
Carlyle.

The bellowing had brought mutch-cap-
ped guidwives to various windows and
alley-entrances,- at safe distances. I
loitered near enough to hear them dis-
cuss the matin-song of the tramps as
well as the house and its former occu-
pants.

“They needna fash (trouble) theirsels
tae sing there;” croaked one old dame
with a gentle swaying of her head betok-
ening a reminiscental vein of remark.
“They mecht roar theirsels black i’ the
face, afore they’ll draw bluid frae that
neep (turnip)!”

“Oh, aye.” crooned a still older old
woman, “its weel kent nae puir body
iver saw, syne or soon, the recht side o’
the Carlyles’ siller!”

How Carlyle’s . adorers would have
groaned to hear these his old neighbors
goon! One hinted at their pride with,
“They thocht theirsels nae sheep-
‘shanks!” Another, of their thrift with,
“They ne’r sell’d their hens on a rainy
day.” Another, of miserliness with
“They gae their banes to nae dogs.”
Another, of their austerity ‘with, “They

er bent old body summéd up what any
one st once will find 'to be the universal
feeling in the testy little village, with
the crisp epitome, “They were ill to
thole!” That is, it was hard to get
along with the Carlyles. It is historic
that others besides these dim old souls
who lived in the same houses with them,
found it that way.

The tramps got nothing for their offer-
tory, and, after a few vicions kicks at
the door, departed ; giving me opportun-
ity to reach the house just as the huge
form and red, veinous face of Mrs. John
Gourley, caretaker, appeared at the door.
Shaking a fine bludgeon after the van-
ishing vagrants she relieved her indigna-
tion with: “Hoots! It's a weary day

for auld Scotland whan there’s nae body
t’ fend a hoose like this ‘frae tha low
English beggars !” and then, in radiant
expectancy of low English “saxpences,”
bade me enter.

There is but one room below stairs. In
the upper story there is a room the same

size as that on the first floor. This is

retained as sort of a show-room, and is

well enough filled to be interesting with

Carlyle relics, including his famous cof-
fee-pot in which he was wont to brew his

own coffee and his equally famous tobac-

co-cutter—handmaids of the Cheyne Row,
Chelsea inspiration, and inseparable

companions of his irascibiltty and dys-

pepsia. Off this little chamber and sit-

ting-room, in which is set a quaint old

fire-place, is a little, long, low bed-room'
over the archway ; and in this Thomas

Carlyle was born. Altogether the place:
is uninviting, meagre, hard, austere.

The father who  built it was,
godly, stubborn, irascible, flinty, as the

Scotch granite in which he wrought as

a stone mason, truly “ill to thole,” as the

bent-backed old guid-wife, who knew

him, 8o aptly described the family. Dis-

associating the man Thomas Carlyle

from the heroism of his lofty work, you

cannot come to one spot made warm,

tender and glowing for his having been

a part of it; and the dreary old kirk-yard

where he lies but a few steps from where

he was born, intensifies the feeling that

something of the human and humane

was lacking, or was denied his whole

line. There does not seem to be one

soul in all the region where he was born

and reared who recalls the family name

with loving kindness and respect. To be

known as a pilgrim to the Carlyle home

ion and sneers.

An Interesting Judgment.

The legality of the imprisonment of
the Rev. J. Bell Cox was . the subject of
an important ‘decision by the House of
Lords vs Ultimate Court of Appeal on
the 5th inst. He had, it will be remem-
bered, disobeyed an order to cease cer-
tain ritualistic practices, and under a
writ igsued to punish him for his con-
tumacy he was arrested and imprisoned.
But the order relating to this clerical
procedure expired before the issue of the
writ, and it was therefore contended on
his behalf that he could not he pro-
nounced in contempt. On this ground
the Queen’s Bench [Division made the
rule for a habeas corpus absolute, and
he was discharged from custody. The
Court of Appeal reversed this decision,
and the House of Lords have decided
the Court of Appeals was not competent

Jdn_delivering juddfieat 'She.
Chanoellor spoke of the question to be
decided as one mcst important and
serious. The uniform practice had been
that if, on the return to a writ of habeus
corpus, it was adjudged that no legal
ground was made to appear to justify
the detention, the consequence was an
immediate release from detention,and no
appeal could be allowed ; otherwise the
right of personal liberty would be sub-
jected to the delay and uncertainty of
ordinary litigation.

Annual Kings And Age of a Tree.

According to Professor Hartig, a count
of the annual rings of a tree when cut
three or feet from the ground may not
give the accurate age of it. When trees
are crowded in a forest. and have develop-
ed feeble crowns, the greatest annual in-
crement is just below the crown, and itdi-
minishes regularly downwards. ‘When
the leaf area is not sufficient ‘to afford
food material to provide for a sheet of
cambium all over the tree, the growth
stops before reaching the bottom, and the
ring which is found twenty feet up the
trunk may fail Sltogether before it
reaches the ground. In such trees there
may be lacking at three feet high for
certain years and’the total number of
rings would be less than the number of
yearsinthe tree's life.

WANTED, A NEW PROVINCIAL POLICY.

The duty of a provincial government
in New Brunswick seems to be largely
misunderstood by many people, especial-
ly those who take an active part in
dominion polities. It does not exist for
the purpose of dispensing patronage
merely or of giving certain persons good
offices, nor are its functions ended when
it expends the revenues of the province
on roads and bridges. There should
be no question of Liberal or Conservative
in its politics, for a man may be a good
conservative and yet have very imperfect
ideas of the needs of the province and be
wholly incompetent to conduct its affairs
properly. We regret that no Provine-
ial government since confederation was
accomplished has ever in our opinion
done its whole duty to the Province or
entirely fulfilled its proper mission.
The best efforts of those who control our
provincial concerns should be directed,
not to questions of party manage-
ment, but to the improvement of
the province and to the extending of
useful information concerning it. Why
ig it that while millions are being ex-
pended in subsidising railways some of
which will never pay running expenses,
there is no pamphlet extant giving an
intelligible account of New Brunswick,
its resources,climate and availability for
immigrants? The emigration agent in-
forms us that Mr. Lugrin’s pamphlet on
this subject cannot be obtained except a
stray copy now and then whereas if mat-
ters were properly managed this pamph-
let or some similar work would
be distributed by tens of thousands. Tt
is not creditable to us that there is no
cheap map of the Province available,
showing its crown lands and the charac-
ter of its soil. It would pay the govern-
ment to expend $50,000 in a publication,
giving the fullest information on all the
points necessary to be known by a per-
son desirious of settling in the Province,
but it is hopeless to expect that one-tenth
of that sum willever be disbursed for
such a purpose. The reckless pro-
digality with which money is voted
away when some unneccessary railroad
is in question and the utter disregard of
the most essential expenditures where
the work of the printer is involved, are
features of all Legislatures of this Prov-
ince since confederation which no one
can fail to have observed. The intelli-
gence of the House of Assembly is at all
times kept in subjection to the fear of
offending the most ignorant of the rural
voters,who seem to look upon knowledge
with positive aversion, and who always
stand in the way of any expenditure
that is in the interest of intellectual ad-
vancement. It is time that some strong
handed premier took hold of the real
needs of this province in energetic fash-
ion. The man who has the courage to
do this will not only win support from
the public but . will obtain
and deserve their gratitude. Will Mr.
Blair be the man to take such a radical
departure from the old methods or must
we wait for another ? The premier has
the ability and the courage to do all
that we have outlined; why should he
not have the will also?

THE BUSINESS OF CONGRESS.

Although the congress of the United
States has been continuously 1n session
since March last the amount of work it
has accomplished has been surprisingly
small. Neither of the two principal
measures, the tariff bill or the federal
elections bill,has yet been passed and it
is not quite certain that either will be
passed this session, both having met with
unexpected opposition in the senate.
The Boston Advertiser, which naturally
takes arose colored view of the situ-
ation, so far as it affects the
Republican party, says that the Re-
publican senators hawe concluded to
take up the electicn bill at the beginning
of next session and push it through as a
special order until a vote is reached.
Senator Hoar has been working to that
end. The Advertiser thinks it is almost
certain that with the votes of the sena-
tors from the new states and those of
the absentee Republican senators the
election bill can be passed, and
will surely be passed, even with-
out the extra ‘session, which will not
be called. Senator Aldrich is attempt-

A good deal of amusement has been
caused by the sudden change of view
which has come over the Boston Adver-
tiser in regard to Lord Salisbury’s offer
to arbitrate on the Behring Sea difficulty.

«If Secretary Blaine has not already
done 8o he ought to lose no time in meet-
ing England half way with regard to the
latter’s offer to arbitrate the Behring Sea
dispute. Those who are shouting for a
peremptory refusal on the part of this
country know little of what 18 for either
American interests or American honor...
To say that our demands are just, there-
fore we should insist upon them, even, if
need be, at the sword’s point and the
cannon’s mouth, is to speak as the fool
speaketh.  Precisely because our de-
mands are just we can afford to present
them before an impartial tribunal. Blus-
ter is the refuge of fear not of bravery.
Our country is too strong to play the
bully.”

We have been foremost among nations
in recommending arbitration as the
Christian and civilized substitute for war.
Secretary Blaine himself, as President of
the Pan-American Congress: urged the
adoption of that principle by all the na-
tions on this hemisphere; and when he
bade the delegates good by he congratu-
lated them most of all on the sanctian
which the congress had given to this
great plan of perpetual peace. It is in-
credible that the secretary of state
could wish to put his country in the
humiliating position of claiming that
arbitration is good between two Ameri-
can countries, but it is not good between
two Anglo-Saxon countries.

As the Advertiser is a good adminis-
tion paper we may infer from the above
that the government of the United
States will accept Lord Salisbury’s offer
{o arbitrate.

Stat. tics about the Echo.

Some one has recently figured out the
exact distance thata person may be re-
moved from a reflecting surface and yet
hear the echo of his own voice. Five
syllables a second is said to be the limit
both of distinct pronunciation and dis-
tinct hearing. This gives one-fifth of a
second for each syllable. When the at-
mospheric temperature is 61 degs. sound
travels 1.120 feet a sezond. In one-fifth
that time it will cover a distance of 224
feet. Hence, if areflecting surfaceis 112
feet distant the initialsound of an uttered
syllablg will be returned to the ear just
as the next syllable starts on its journey.
In this case the first fifth of the sound is
consumed in the utterence of a syllable
and the ‘next fifth of the second in hear-
ing its echo. Two syllables would be
echoed from a reflecting surface 224 feet
distant, three syllables from 336 feet, and
g0 on within the limit of audibleness.

A Strong Argument for Cleanliness,

Seventy-eight examinations of the im-

rities under finger nails were recently
made in the bacteriological laboratories
of Vienna, and the cultivations thus pro-
duced showed thirty-six kindsof microc-
ocei. eighteen bacilli, three sarcine®, and
various varieties; the spores of common
mould were very frequently present. It
is sometimes said that the scratch of a
nail is poisonous. There i8 no reason to
suspect the nail tissue; it is more likely
the germs laid in a wound from a bacter-
ial nest under the nail. Children are
very apt to neglect to purify their nails
when washing hands; and this matter is
not always suﬁciangg’qmnded_tq among

WALKING ON THE TRESTLE,
The Police Doing Special Duty for the
Railway.

The extent to which the railway
trestle from the York Point to Acadia
street has been used by foot passengers

.|ever since ils construction is proof

enough that a roadway between these
two points is much needed. Hundreds
of men going to and from their
work have to pass from the North
end to the South end of the
city or vice versa have found it a
convenient short cut. The saving in
the distance and the cool and pleasant
nature of the walk along the harbor
front as compared with the dusty or
muddy Main street has also proved too
great a temptation for large numbers of
the girls and they too have become ac-
customed to run the risk and walk the
trestle in spite of the big sign ateach end
threatening a fine of $40 for doing so.
The practice is no doubt a somewhat
dangerous one for them and isso ina
lesser degree for the men, and in conse-
quence of several mnarrow escapes
from accidents a  year or S0 ago
a policeman was stationed at one end to
report persons who walked on the trestle.
A number of these wers fined $5 each,
the policeman was withdrawn and the
trestle came into general use again.
Since then a planked roadway has been
built to Long wharfthe number of per-
sons who make use of the trestle has
been greatly increased.

The railway or the bridge company
leave their street crossings without gates,
and even refuse the gate keeper at Mill st.
a small sum to keep people from walking
the irestle, but the anxiety of the police
to protect the railway trestle or the lives
of those who want to walk it has become
s0 great that the trestle has now to be
patrolled. This is a dangerous place to
put a policeman surely. If in his zeal to
protect other people’s lives he forgets
the train and becomes a martyr to the
cause whois to pay the damage? It
seemed too bad yesterday when no
trains were running that the large
number of people who ehjoy a prom-
enade along the track and the fine
breezes and view of the harbor had to
forego this pleasure on account of the
police who were there to forbid some
and report those who could pay fines.
If the railway put a man on todo this
it might be differently regarded. While
the policeman was doing uncalled for

the fine promenade at the Ballast wharf
was spoiled by a crowd of naked
and noisy urchins running about the
edges of the wharf and swimming in the
slip unmolested by the police. . As soon
as the zeal of the police in regard to the
trestle cools down as many people will
walk on ‘it as ever. The
proper remedy is to have a roadway

St. Helena wharf and thus give a short
cut independent of the railway.
