which bas just arrived at Victoria, B. C.,
from Liverpool, relates an exciting story
'of his adventures with the Chilian rebels
at Coronel. where he called for coal on
his way up to Victoria. Before he could
obtain coal he was required to give bonds
to the extent of $14,000 that she would
ither sell nor give anything from her
cargo to the rebels. An English firm
'furnished the y Becurity.

Captain Scott finally completed his
busi atthe port, and the West Indian
started out, but was followed by a small
steamer, which signalled him to heave
to. No motice was taken of the signals,
and a few minutes later the man-of-war
Esmerald moved ount from her moorings
and started after him. under full steam.
The West Indian crowded on all steam,
100, but was not out of range when the
[ Esmerald’s big guns opened fire on her,
and the West Indian dropped anchor
the flag of England flying at her peak.
A boat was af once lowered by the pur-|
suer, and an officer with an armed party
came on board.

“We think yon've got omné of our
enemies’ on board,” said_the officer.
Captain Scott assured him that snch was
not the case, and complied with the
boarder’s request to be shown the ship's,
papers. The visitor glanced over them
quickly until his eye fell upon the item
in the manifest of dynamite and gun-
powder, which he at once-said he must
have.

Captain Scott firmly informed him
that they would not get it. The rebel
officer insisted and offered to pay four
times its value for all or any part of the
explosives. The offer was quietly re-
fused and the captain of the West
Indian explained the nature of the bond
he had given. The rebel officer then
announced that they would take the
cargo withoutleave or permission.

“Not whilé there are Englishnien
aboard,” was Captain Scott’s reply.
“There are only forty of us, well armed,
but we’ll make a lively fight.”

This at first strack the naval man asa
joke, and he inquired what forty men
could do against a warship.

“We can kill you just as fast as you
come on board,” was the determined re-
ply, “and if you open your guns on . us,
Tl get up full steam and charge intoyou,
I’ve got & stout little ship, she draws
thirty feet of water and she’s heavy, and
if we dont sink you, I am mistaken.”

Here was a suggestion that fairly stag-
gered the Chilian, and he finally decided
to apologize to the officers of the West
Indian for detaining her, and allow her
to proceed, and so the English steamer
at last got away from Chili and shaped
her course for Victoria.

CONCERNING THE ‘‘NATURAL MARKET.”

One of thegreat cries of the Liberals
is that the United States is the natural
market of Canada and that Great Bri-
tain is not.

England, on the other hand,
does not produce enough food for the
maintenance of her own people, and as
a consequence her markets are ever
open tous, Inthe case of England we
have a constant and reliable market,
while in the case of the United States
we have only a market when their own
crops fail. In the four principal classes

THE EFFECT OF FREE TRADE IN LURBER
ON THE CITY OF SAINT JOHN.

Many of our people are not aware of
the fact that by far the greatest extent
of timber land from which the logs
which supply our mills come, lies in thé
state of Maine as any one can see who
takes a glance at the map of the Saint
John. If we are not mistaken that river
drains about four million of acres of
land which lies in that state. These
timber land are chiefly beld by Maine

797 capitalists. The logs which ure cut on

them and brought down the St. John
are being manufactured here by citizens

> of the United States, men who have cast

their lot among us, who constitute some

: | of our best and most intelligent citizens,

bave lived among us for
years and whose whole interests are

5 matteris it whether these gentlemen hail

from the neighboring republic or from
Spain 8o long as they are law abiding
citizens, who give abundance of work to
our working people. Now all the lum-
ber which is cut on the St. John in
Maine and which is sswn in the mills
passes
duty free into the United States. About
75 per cent of all the largest dimension
gpruce which goes into New York from
the east comes from this city, which has
almost & monoply of this business. Re-
move the duty from all Canadian lumber
and down goes the value of the mills
and mulling property of St. John, the
removal of the duty throwing open the
market to all the great spruce ‘producing
mills of Canada.

The United States are
the strongest competitors of
the farmers of Canada, and
if wheat, beef and pork are
cheap atthe present time
in Canada, it is because of
the strong rivalry arising
from the almost unlimited
production of the cheap
and fertile lands of the
West. 1t is folly to talk of
free trade between two
countries having the same
surplus being of any great
benefit. People do not

At the best the United

States is only a by-market
for a limited quantity of
Canadian produce, as only
some $13,000,000 were
sold ‘there in 1890, whilst
over $22,000,000 worth
were sold to Great Britain.

One hundred thousand acres of
land bhave lately been bought
in New Brunswick by Maine
capitalists and lumbermen. It
would seem that aftér all that has been
said respecting ‘the great advantages
which the eastern states bave over New
Brupswick, the people of these states,
yet find that they can make profitable
investments in our province, since some
state of Maine capitalists, who are also
experienced woods men and lumbermen,
while a few of the journals of New Bruns-
wick were decrying the province, have
quietly been buying up all of the New
Brunswick forests which they cansecure.
In proof of what we state we referto Mr.
E. Jack of Fredericton who has personal
knowledge of the sale during the past
two years of upwards of 100,000 acres of
timber land in New Brunswick to such
capitalists. Prior to investing, in order
to make themselves sure of the value of
their purchase, some of these gentlemen
went into the woods themselves and
carefully examined the timber.

It is proposed to keep up
the custom houses along
the border in order that
smuggling from outside
should not be permitted and
especially that Canada
should not be the back door
by which foreign goods
could be brought into the
United States free of duty.
But the tariff of Canada
must necessarily be as
high as that of this country
against the outside world.

MR. VAN HORNE'S LETTER.

“First of all, T would like to ask what
the fact of my being an American by
birth has to do with the question at
issue?

I saw the great possibilities of the
country and soon came to love it and its
people—most of them. A few years in
an active life make great changes. New
ties are formed and the old ones are
weakened or lost, and, therefore, a_good
while ago I decided to make this my
permanent home. I took advantage
of the laws provided for such pur-
pose and corrected, as far as I could,
the accident of my birth under
another flag, and I supposed that
I had acquired the right to spesk as &
Canadian. At all events when it comes
to measuring loyalty to the community
in which I have voluntarily cast my lot,
or singgre devotion to its interests, I will
not yield a jot to anybody in this Dom-
inion. Excepting my wife and children,
the Canadian Pacific railway, is the chief
object of my affections in this world, and
I hold decided views concerning its
enemies in Canada, in the United States
or elsewhere, and even more decided
views concerning anything tending to
injure it. My experience on both sides
of the international boundry teaches me
that Unrestricted Reciprocity would
be ruinous to Canada and
I need hardly point out that
the prosperity of the Canadian Pacific
railway depends upon the prosperity of
the country. Therefore, I am with all
my soul and body opposed to Unrestrict-
ed Reciprocity or anything like it;and
am in duty bound to oppose itin every
way possible. I am sorry that it bas
become a political question and divides
parties, and that no one can discuss it
without béing accused of meddling in
politics; for I am not a politician ; indeed,
1 have’ never vated here or elsewhere.

The Destruction of our
Wholesale Trade.

One of the first results
of unrestricted reciprocity
would be the entire destruc-
tion of our wholesale trade.
Some of our merchants have
in times past complained
that they found it difficult
to compete with Montreal
which having larger com-
mercial houses with more
capital at their disposal ob-
tains an advantage over us.
But whatis the competition
of Montreal compared to
that of New York ? In com-
petition with New York we
would be llterally no where.
New York in the year 1890
received more than 65 per
cent of the total volume of
the imports of the United
States, while Boston receiv-
ed less than 8 per cent.
Even Boston, wealthy as it
is, could not hold its own
agamst New York, and was
barely able to hold the trade

of New England. As to
Portland, with all its advan-
tages of harbor and peosition,
it was out of the race. Its
imports in 1890, only
reached the insignificant
value of $622,034 or about
one-seventh of the value of
the imports of St. John for
thesame year. During the
same year there were landed
at Portland for transit to
Canada, goods to the value
of $7,938,397 and the
handling of these goods was
the only. thing that gave
Portland any business as a
port. If it had to depend
on its domestic trade it
would be wholly ruined, as
St. John will be under un-

restricted reciprocity. Now

if Portland, Me., the chief
city and port of a state with
660,000 inhabitants, only
imports $622,000 worth of
goods for home consumption
in the course of a year, how
much would St. John, the
chief city of a province with
only 350,000 inhabitants
import under unrestricted
reciprocity ? It would, we
think, be a large estimate
to place the amount at
$500,000 or about one-
ninth of our present im-
ports- and the wholesale
trade of St. John woulc
diminish in a like degree.
That commerce which has
been so laberiously built
up by our own enterprising

THE EQUITY COURT,

An Imporiant Decision Under the Cane
ada Temperance Aet.

Inre John Grey in custody at Wood-
stock, Carleton Co. as an offender against
the Canada Temperance Actcame up be-
fore His Honor Mr. Justice Palmer this
morning pursuant to adjournment. His
honor ordered the discharge of the
prisoner, and in doing so delivered the
following judgment.

It appears beforesme that the prisoner
was charged with three offences in selling
liquor in contravention of the Canada
Temperance Act ; that he was tried be-
fore the police magistrate at Woodstock
and a separate convictign properly made
out in each case. :In each case the
prisoner was adjudged to pay fifty dol-
lars and also, $13,10 in one case also
costs in the other cases, and in default of
payment to be committed to the com-
mon jail of Carleton county for the per-
iod of two months. On the 12th Decem-
ber, after conviction three warrants of
commitment were delivered to separate
constables for his immediate commit-
ment to such jail. The man was arrested
on one, and he and the three warrants
were delivered to the jailer that day and
the man remained 'in custody until the
17th of February, when, as appears by
the returns he was discharged, and was

From this it is clear that ‘as this justice
did not choose to so order and pursue
the law, that is to say immediately de-
livered the warrant of commitment to
the jailor and the prisoner was in thecusto-
dy of such jailor,and the jailor held him
by virtue of all these warrants it would
be quite impossible to discharge him so
long as any one of  these warrants
authorized his detention. Non con-
stat but the party was prepared to pay
a fine as to the others and still not be
able or willing to pay the fifty dollars
set out in this warrant. No doubt if he
tendered the jailor only $100 he could
not have been discharged. If this war-
rant had not been spent and the prison-
erentitled to his discharge under this
on 17th February I think the jailor
would be guilty of a voluntary escape in
discharging him that day. Therefore
while I feel that it is quite
possible  that this police magis-
trate has done whbat he intended
to do and he evidently intended to ad-
judge this man to imprisonment for
successive periods of two months for
each offence, each beginning at the ex-
piring of the other.

The principal quéstion which came up
for discussion was ‘that with reference
to a reformatory.

Rev. Mr. Bruce said that three years
ago this matter was brought before the
people by public meeting. A committee
was appointed, and from the inquiries
made concerning the operations- of =re-
formatories elsewhere, it was shown
that from 60 to 70 per cent, of the class of
criminals cared for weresaved. He then
briefly described these homes in which
the criminal while still under restraint,
was never made to feel that~he was a
criminal. He enjoyed quite as much
freedom as most persons, and was sur-
rounded by all good influences. He re-
gretted that the application to Ottawa
had not yet resulted in the government
giving up the'old penitentiary building
for a reformatory, though he had assur-
ances from gentlemen who had been at
Ottawa, and who had asked the govern-
ment concering it that the matter would
be all right. The need of a reformatory
in §t. John is most urgent now and the
prospect of great gpod being accomplish-
ed was most encoyraging judging from
the results of similar institutions else-
where.

Rev. Messrs Steele, Macfarland, Daniel
and Gates took part in the discussion,
and strongly advocated the establish-
ment of & reformatory. On motion of
Rev. Mr. Bruce, seconded by Rev. Mr.
De Soyres, it was decided to appoint a
committee to ascerfain what disposition
was made of the report of the citizens’
committee in the matter ofa reformatory,
and the present state of the case.

Death of Mr, Charles Patton.

Mr. Charles Patton, one of the oldest
merchants of this city, died this morn-
ing of paralysis, at the ripe old age of 91
years. Mr, Patton came to this country
in 1826, from Donhegal, Ireland, and
shortly after landing, engaged as a clerk
with the late Willlath Hutchinson, who
did quite an extensive grocery business.
After he severed his connection with Mr.
Hutchinson, he éhtered the dry goods
establishment of the late Jobn Hastings,
with whom he remained until about 1834
when he went into business for himself.
His first dry-goods store, he opened on
the Market Square, about where the
London House now stands. Here he
continued in business until in 1839 fire
compelled him to remove to the corper
of Dock and Market square, whence he
again removed to Prince William street
and in 1859 retired from active life.

Mr. Patton has seen many changes in
the city, during his long experience in
commercial hfe, and was well known to
nearly every resident. He was a kind
and benevolent man and was well liked
by his numerous ‘circle of acquaintances.
Mr. Patton leaves a son' and daughter,
and Mrs. Patton also survives her hus-
band.
