POULTRY YARD.

Bones and Clover.

Bones will soon be used so extensively for
poultry that the fertilizer manufacturers will
have difficulty in securing as many as former-
ly. Wheat and corn will be but partially the
food for poultry. The green bones from the
butcher and the finely chopped clover hay,
scalded, will not only cheapen the cost of eggss
but will increase the number. The green
bone mills are revolutionizing the method of
poultry feeding. :

3 Only One Male.

Those who desire to hatch chicks will find
it more economical to set apart a dozen hens
and one male instead of allowing a number of
males to be with the hens. It is unnecessary
to feed anything that is unprofitable. One
male can be the sire of over a thousand chicks
in the year, which is much more than a great
fiany persons hatch. Keep nothing that does
not perform some service or give a profit.

Racks for Eggs.
Keep your eggs on an egg rack, and not in
boxes or baskets, and you can then very easily
assort them when about to ship, as the color
of each egg and its relative size will be no-
ticed at a glance. They can also be easily
turned on-a rack, or the rack may be so con-
structed as'to turn all the eggsat one opera-
tion. Eggs keep better and longer when they
are turned half over twice a week.
Disease on the Ground.

In a small yard, where the flock is kept for
months, every square inch is covered with
droppings at some time during the occupancy
of the space, and the fowls cannot pick up
the smallest substance without swallowing a
portion of the filth. To avoid this the yards
should be scrapped over with a hoe when the
ground is hard. or spaded when the ground
is not frozen.

Spading the Yard.

The yard should be spaded as late in the
season as possible, in order to turn under the
ffith, and also to have the surfacc clean and
free from weeds, in order that less dampness
may exist in winter.  When the ground is
frozen over in cold weather ti-e droppings will
accumulate in the yard, but if they are care-
fully spaded, and raked until the surface is
smooth, the cleaning can be done in the win-
ter more easily. On sandy soils the spading
of the yards loosens the top soil and permits
the rains to carry down much of the filth that
would otherwise remain. A thorough clean-
ing up late in the season, before cold weather
settles in, and good drainage afforded, will
greatly aid in preventing disease in the flock.

Lice on Poultry.

Not only is the hen subject to lice, but the
goose, duck, turkey, guinea and pigeon have
their own kind, which prey upon them, each
having afflictions from lice of some species
from which the othersare exempt. Thus, the
lice that afflicts the hens do not resort to the
duck, nor will lice that afflict-the duck attack
the hen. All creatures seem to have parasites
pectliar to themselves, not even excepting
man, but the existence of the verim depend
entirely upon conditions that permit the pests
to breed and multiply. The fowls rid them-
selves of lice by the use of the dust bath and
by natural oils of the body. In their na-
tural condition birds are privileged to leave
any location infested with vermin, but our
domesticated fowls must remain where their
owners prefer them to be. Such being the
case the birds cannot be free from verim un-
less their quarters are clean and ridden of the
pests also.

BRIDGE BETWEEN ST. JOHN AND
CARLETO

Perhaps our 8t. John friends may not
thank us for meddling with their affairs
and tell us to mind our own business.
As our motives, however, are well meant,
they might be received in the same
spirit; for we really think that the oppor-
tunity sufficiently suggestive for someone
to step in and tender advice. The ferry
between St. John and Carleton has never
in its best days been a paying but rather
a losing concern, and since the fare be-
tween the two places has been reduced
toone cent, it promises to become bank-
rupt ere long, for it is running more and
more into debt every day. At a meeting
of the Common Council last week one of
the aldermen stated that it cost $30,000 a
year to run the ferry. This is very
strange. How is it that the ferry be-.
tween Dartmouth and Halifax, which
has always been inthe handsofa coin-
pany, is run at considerable profit? There
may be reasons that we know not of,
why the same favorable results shonld
not follow in St. John—but until an ex-
planation is given there is but one con-
clusion, viz.: very bad management, or
gross extravagance. Now the remedy
we propose is one that may be put into
practice without any difficulty, provided
& man can be found in St. John (after
the Reynold’s type) with public spirit
enough to initiate a movement having in
view the building of an iron bridge be-
tween the Straight Shore (over Navy
Island) and Carleton, and thereby secure
a sure, safe and permanent highway for
all time and at all hours of the day and
night, and thus avoid the great uncer-
tainties of the harbor travel, tormented
with tides, winds, break-downs, and so
forth. And now we might presumptu-
ously ask who should be that public
spirited 'man, but the Mayor of the city,
whose official pay should demand of him
more than ordinary routine work. In-
deed we contend that mayors of all cities
siould lead the way in great public en-
terprises. There are many cities where
they do. But let that idea pass for the
present; 8o loug as some one takes kindly
to our suggestion and moves, it is all
that is expected.

Now let us look at this matter in a
practical sense. Is there anything :in
the way to prevent tbe comstruction of
said bridge—are there engineering diffi-
culties? There are not as has already
been stated. Then is it the expense?
Here is food for reflection, and let us try
and digest it. If we mistake not the
estimate of cost already made for such
a bridge is placed at $250,000. Now the
interest on this sum at 5 per cent. is $12,-
500. Out of this might be deducted a
certain sum per annum for a street rail-
way crossing—for the bridge would cer-
tainly contemplate a railway to be built
at a company’s expense torun into and
about Carleton, even extend its line down
the Lancaster road—and this would
bring the interest probably down to
$10,000. But it may be said a bridge
would cost more than $250,000. Not
much more if any—but then on the other
hand have we not figured: too high on
the interest—instead of 5 per cent. may
not the debentures be sold for 4§? Then,
again, the ferry boats might be leased to
& company upon certain condition at the
old three cent fares, for one cent is proved
to be inadequate; and instead. of the cor-
poration piling up debts by their way of
managing the ferry through the agents, a
revenue may be derived from this source,
and no responsibility. Even if the
lessees of the ferry run the boats out so
that they would be next to unfit for use
by the time the lease expired it would be
a gain to the public rather than a loss; so
long as you have the bridge the ferry
will work its own way along. Itis the
company in Halifax which owns the
boats. Better seli the 8t. John boats to
the lessees at the beginning at a nominal
price upon accommodating terms with
suitable security, and depend upon it he
or they will keep them in order—for
their own sake.

Now let us sum up the whole matter.
A Bt. John alderman says it costs $30,000
a year to run the ferry—so that a bridge
be built uniting the east and west, thus

up, and the resideats ot both sides can
have access from one side to the other
with the speed of the railway—in short,
ride from one point to its opposite in as
quick time as it sometimes takes to wait
at the ferry house for the arrival of the
next boat—would it not be an advantage
to all concerned?

But suppose the above is an optimistic
view of the case, as some sluggish per-
sons may suppose, then may it not be
asked could not the accommodation sug-
gested be provided—upon terms far be-
low $30,000 a year? Let His Worship
the Mayor or some other clever person
figure it all out for himself—only go to
work.

As Mr. Turnbull; Mr. Marshall and Mr.
Frith have shown great interest and en-
terprise and talents in discussing corpor-
ation taxation, their opinions would be
highly valuable also on a subject like
this. Here is a chance for reducing tax-
ation very largely.

NOT A BAD IDEA.

It was remarked within our hearinga
few days ago by a gentleman who takes
a great interest in our city affairs; that
he thought if the council would get an
act of the legislature at the coming ses-
sion, to enable them to borrow a sum
sufficient to make the improvements
upon our streets and for other useful pur-
poses, the work might go on next season
in earnest and everything be finished up
in a single summer. Money can readily
be had at 5 percent. Suppose we borrow
$5,000, the interest would be only $250, or
$500 for $10,000. So that instead of our
taxes increasing next year, as they must,
with all the departments overrun, we
should be enabled to pay off the respec-
tive balances, asphalt all the walks pro-
jected, purchase a stone crusher which is
needed, and do other necessary works,
without our taxes being increased one
cent. With regard to a sinking tund,
that need not begin as a. tax, until five
years hence, and from that time gradually
pay off the borrowed money at the rate
of $1,000 a year, at which time Frederic-
ton will be in a more prosperous business
state, and would not mind so much the
extra taxation. We believe that the
present depressed state of business in
Fredericton is against any advance in
our taxes next year—in fact we cannot
stand any further asphalting or any other
public work, unless it be done out of pro-
ceeds derived from borrowed eapital. Of
course the reply will be, “O don’t run in-
to debt any more, and pay day is sure to
come.” All true, but you cannot carry
on great public works with a depleted
chest to fall back upon. 8t. John is pre-
paring bills already to borrow $40,000
notwithstanding her very heavy debt.
Fredericton is financially better off than
St. John, as regards ability to meet her
debts, then why not borrow $10,000 if it
can be had by increasing our taxes only
$500—but even this interest amount can
be saved by economizing in sundry ways.
Nor need this borrowing business en-
courage waste orextravagance. Itshould
not with honest men in the council, such
aswehaveat p t. The impro t
made this summer cannot be objected
0, but we must here stup unless you go
to work in a business like way and get
the money before hand~or there will be
a revolution—in loud talk.

MILK OF HUMAN KINDNESS.

There are some nice good people in the
world after all, through which the milk of
human kind flows uninterruptedly
year in and year out, like the gentle dew
from Heaven which falls silently and
beningly- Itisan old sayimg that cor
porations “have no bodies to be kicked
or souls to be damned.” This is a mis-
take—at any rate the axiom does not
apply to 8t. John—for at a meeting of the
Common Council,the other day it was re-
solved that if a policeman got sick in
futare his pay for every day’s absence
shall be docked, unless he meets with an
ident in the disck of his duties
wher: his pay shall only be reduced one-
half. Of course the milk of human kind-
ness does not flow in this direction, but
it certainly does in the direction of the
officials of the departments, for they may
get sick as often as they like it will make
no difference to their pay. This is very
considerate on the part of the St. John
aldermen. The guardians of the public
peace, exposed to all kinds of rough
weather have no business to get sick
while in the discharge of their duties,
If they do then the penalty is—no pay !
Kind hearted christian men these alder-

men—and so considerate too !
